' | GUARDING THE ROUTE.

WASHINGTON, May 16.

Co-incident with the start from
Trepassey Bay, Nfld., of the American
Navy seaplanes in an effort to make
the first trans-Atlantic air passage,
the Navy Depart made public yester-
day an order issued April 15th, which
governed the actions of every aircraft
and naval vessel connected with the
long- flight and provided against al-
most-every possible emergency which
the ' aerial
vcyage. Complete in every detail, the
order provided for the stationing and
subsequent movements of sixty de-
siroyers, four battleships and a num-
ber of auxiliary naval vessels in con-
nection with the flight. In accordance
with the provisions of tire Department’s
order, the route of the seaplanes “o
the Azores was marked by a ribbon of
destroyers stationed about fifty miles
apart. These vessels were on their
stations for several days and kept the
Department and the naval officers at
Trepassey Bay constantly informed as

the course. In addition to the de-
SIroyers, ‘four battleships, the Florida,
Utah, Texas and Wyoming, were sta-
tioned on the outskirts of the course
to furnish further meteorological data
tbroughout the flight. All of the in-
tricate details of radio communication
between the various units were work-
ed out carefully, as provided in the
order. The seaplanes were in con-
stant communication with the naval
vessels at all times. Every precau-
tion was taken to safeguard the fliers.
In addition to the radio communica-

were provided ‘wits special illuminat-
ing torches, star shells and flashes
for use at night to mark the course
and were in constant readiness to an-
swer S. O. S. calls or other distress
signal, should accident befall one of
the big planes. The battleship Arkan-
sas, which has been at Plymouth, Eng-
landy immediately upon receiving word
that the flight from Trepassey had
started, proceeded to take station be-
tween the Azores and Lisbon to re-
port meteorological conditions for the
frarth “leg” of the long. flight. The
planes followed 2 mercator's course
from Mistaken Point on Trepassey
Bay, to Corvo Landfail, at the Azcres,
and thence by the shortest route to
Herta Punta, Declgada. Thero they
will refuel and make necessary repairs
and start as soon as possible for Lis-
bon. From there the -fiiers are or-
dered to head for Plymouth, the ob-
jective point of the long voyage.

Loose Estimates.

The Minister of Finance in-
formed the House of Assembly,
when presenting his budget last
week that he did not propose to
estimate too closely for the com-
ing fiscal year (ending June 30,
1920) in view of the fact that
this country, like the rest of the
Empire and in fact the whole
world is in a state of transition,
following the close of the war |
end taking up the processes of ;
returning to a peace basis. It
will have been thought that
mainly because of this condi-
tion that the financial estimates,
of both Revenue and Expendi-
ture would have been made as
closely as possible, instead of be-
ing left wide open, as they are.
Beyond the reasons given, the
Minister did not make any de-
tailed explanation, consequent-
ly it can be left to the imagina-
tion upon which side of the ac-
count the latitude will be allow-
ed.

It is
no excuse to put forward that it
was always done and therefore
becomes part of the unwritten
law. Half -a million dollars is
“generous” supply indeed, and
the total sum of seven and a
half millions is openhanded.
That sum just means that

Daily Mail Competition Contest, for
the winning of which a $50,000 prize
has been offered.

After having waited a considerable
time, apd one which must have great-
ly depressed the intrepid aviators,
five weeks having elapsed since the
final preparations were made, the
weather and o6ther omens at length
pointed to fair, and with light hearts,
and optimistic anticipations, the dar-!
ing fliers started on the great adven-
ture. There was no flourish of trump-
ets made and no demonstrations of a
popular send off, as the first intima-
tion of the flight by the public was
the drone of the motor as the bird
flew over the city on its way to sea.
The sound was the signal for the ap-
pearance of thousands of people in
the streets all now bent on making

At the time of flying the meteroiogi-
cal reports gave Hawker and Grieve
favourable weather for about 1,000
miles, then ticklish and then mnot
dangerous. Easterly winds ‘were fore-
casted for the first 150 or 200 miles,
then westerly, and the latest reports
up to midnight were that the condi-
tions were becoming - more favour-
able. A rumour was circulated last
night that the Sopwith had been re-
ported 450 miles off by an Allan liner,

but this was not credited by Capt.
Fenn, who had charge here of all de-
tails in connection with the flight.
With favorable conditions and barring
accidents, the Sopwith should reach
the other gide about noon, and that
she will do so is the earnest prayer of
all.

By the time this appears in type, it
is hoped that the landing on the other
side will have been made. Given fav-
orable conditions and providing no
accident overtakes either men or ma-
chine the jourmey should nmow have
been safely accomplished, and the
city is most anxiously awaiting the
word that success has been achieved.

It is obvi-
ous that the accident was due to the
uneven nature of the ground, a hum-
mock from which the plane bounced,
being the immediate cause, the ground
dip being taken so quickly that the
lifting controls could not be brought
into play. The speed at the time was
about 45 miles per hour, consequent-
ly the shock of striking must have
been exceedingly great, and the won-
der is that the crew escaped so well.

The Raymor aviators are keenly
disaster, and

on all sides because of the untoward
and unfortunate happening. Expres-
sions, of condolence and regret were
heard yesterday as the
slowly departed from the scene of the
second air disaster of the week.

In the event of the aeroplane falling
to the sea, the poscibility of the crew's
escaping is good. She is fitted, before
starting, with rubber air bags, placed
around the machine. 7The bags, al-
ready inflated, together with the wood-
en Irame, of which there is more than
is nsually found, will keep the ma-
chine afloat for some time. The four
wheels, with their inflated tyres, will
in themselves float a weight of two
tons, so that, should she be compelled
to “land,” she will stay afloat long
enough to receive assistance. The
fliers will wear, in addition to their
ordinary flying suits, India rubber
tube belts, which may be inflated au-
tomatically by simply “pressing a but-
ton.” .

The food to be taken in the aero-
plane will be ordinary sandwiches and
coffee, to be kept heated in Thermus.

“Clayton”—will be used to haul her
into position. The Handley Page ma-
chine is not like the Sopwith and
Martinsyde ones, in that it cannot be
lifted by half a dozen men and wheel-
ed out to the flying course. ., Sixteen
toas—the weight of three hundred or-
dinary men—is no feather weight, and
2othing less than a tractor would
[work the trick. This tractor, which
! was built for agricultural purposes
—gcuch as dragging ploughs, etc.—is
in nppearance & minlature whippet
tank, such as was usod on the West-
e¢rn Front in France.

The liandley Page aeroplane is a
type of machina which was speclaliy
Luiit to bomb Berlin. These bad beeu
constructed and were all complete
and ready to set out on their expedi-
tion the very day the armistice was
gigned. The great flight from England
to India was also made with the iden-
tical type 1nachine. the measure-
ments and style being the same as the
cne here. A better augury for her
surcess could not be thought of.

Chinese Laundry Proprietor
and Wife Roasted Alive.

Kong Wah, a Chinese, and his wife,
formerly a Miss Voisey, of this city,
were burned to death last night in a
fire which started in the kitchen of
the laundry run by the former on
New Gower' Street. The fire was dis-
covered by Mr. W. Trelligan who re-
sides next door and who sent in the
alarm. The fire brigades were soon
on the scene, but the fire which broke
out at 10.30 quickly spread and be-
fore it was extinguished the building
had been practically wiped out. An-
other Chinese who worked in . the
laundry managed to escape by jump-
ing from a window, but the proprietor
and his wife were burned to death in
their bed on the second story. It was
thought at first that their child had
also been burned, but enquiry elicit-
ed the information that it was at the
residence of a Mrs. King, Duckworth
Street. ‘'The bodies of the two vic-

tims were recovered from the ruins
and removed to Undertaker Martin’s
Mortuary Rooms, from which the
funeral will likely take place.

the Central Church of Moncton, fol-
lowing a pastorate in the fomed old
Centennary Church of St. John, he is
exercising a ministry as full of work
for objects that are simply parochial,
as it is charged with interests and in-
fluences that are continental and even
cosmoplitan.

Applying Isaiah® 60.3, “And the
Gentiles shall come to thy light and
kings to the brightness of thy rising”
to the history and development of the
British Fmpire, he rapidly and elo-

The great im-
perial task of Britain to-day was to
turn energy and valor and sacrifice
jdisplayed in the war to the com-
prehensive and world-wide oppor-
tunities of peace.

In the evening Mr. Barraclough’s
subject was “the Oriental of the West;
a peril or an opportunity.” He had a
, great audience, and he dealt with his
. theme in masterly fashion, handling
| facts and incidents as only one per-
! sonally conversant with them could
i do, and marshalling them to a climax
' of reasoned and passionate oratory.
i He showed the greatness and crucial
i nature of the: church’s task in
Christianizing the thought and prac-
tice of the eastern peoples coming in
increasing numbers to the shores of
the North American continent, and
distributing themselves over its citi-
es and countrysides. He bore wit-
ness to the readiness with which the
gospel, sympathetically preached and
evidenced, was received among them,
and to the splendid type of Christi-
anity he had known it develop. He em-
phasized the important bearing that
tactful and earnest Christian work
among these strangers within our
gates necessarily had upon the broad-
er question of foreign missions in the
countries from whence they came,
and made a powerful appeal on the
whole missionary question.

Although he was
the greatest of all the apostles, he
treats his subordinates as fellow-
workers. They were working to-
gether with God, and in face of that
fact, all differences of ability or rank
vanished. We ought never to lose
sight of the fact that it is God who
is the great worker. The farmer may
till the soil and put in the seed but
he cannot make it grow. The en-
gineer may harness up the waterfall
but he does not create the electricity.
And in the realm of religion it is
‘equally true, it is God who is the
great worker. Paul may plan and
Apolos water, but it is God who gives
the increase. Then too we are fel-
low-workers. We may have diversi-
fied gifts and talents but we are all
dependant upon one another. In the
building of Solomon’s temple, some
hundreds were engaged as skilled
workmen, to work in stone and gold,
and silver and wood. Others were
unskilled labourers, 70,000 in num-
ber, engaged in carrying the materials
necesary. There were also 80,000
»told off to hew wood and stone in
the forests and quarries. They did not
even have the pleasure of watching
the beautiful temple being built. Yet
all alike were mecessary to the carry-
ing out of the task. And in the work
of the Church it is equally true that
it can only be successfully accomplish-
ed by each one doing their appointed
task faithfully and well. 'We are fel-
low-workers “towards the kingdom of
God.” The Church is not an end in
itself, it is a means to an end. It is

The clarity of the French mind is
famous. Indeed, it has proved trou-
blesome to the French nation, for it
has led to a disregard of the anchor-
age of habit which other peoples have
found so useful. The French Revolu-
tion attempted to root out all illogical
habits, and reduce everything, includ-
ing God, to the decimal system. Such
a process is rather severe on the dis-
senters.

The general French - standard of
judgment, which has little tolerance
for curious medical cults and other
departures from normal, is attribut-
able by W. C. Brownell—whose book,
“prench 'Traits,” is probably the
keenest piece of national criticism
extant—to a thorough-going respect
for public opinion. When the sign-
ers of the Declaration of Independ-
ence set forth “a decent respect for
the opinions of mankind” as prompt-
ing them to issue the declaration,
they were taking a typically French
attitude. 'When Richard Lovelace
wrote the famous lines:

«I could not love thee, dear, so much
Loved I not honor more,”

Events of the War
Foretold by Stars.

Heavenly Phenomena Marked All
Stages of the World Struggle.

It is not to be seriously suggested
that coming events on this earth are
foreshadowed by the stars, but it is a
fact that before aﬁd during the course
of the war the heavens yielded many
signs. If coincidences they were, there
is no denying that they were interest-
ing coincidences; and a most fascin-
ating article is woven around th¢m
by John J. Ross in Chambers’s Jour-
nal. He tells of nearly a dozen re-
‘markable astrological and astrono-
mical facts all readily applicable to
the progress of the war—signs which
preceded the start of the war and
marked peactically every important
climax thereafter. His references to
two of the most important are ap-
pended:

Shertly after the capture of the
Holy Places a celestial occurrence of
pleasing appropriateness took place.
The planet Venus was then a brilliant
oject in the early night sky, and on
5th January, 1918, it reached an epoch
of maximum brilliance as ah evening
star, an_event which occurs at suc-
cessive intervals of about five hun-
dred and eighty-four days. At such
times Venus shines with a lustre so
surpassing that it has often been
spoken of by imaginative beholders as
a return of the “Star of Bethlehem.”
As an evening star the planet is al-
ways to be seen in the Western heav-
ens, and it s obvious that the “Star
of “the East,” though viewed in the
East (terristrial locality) by the wise
. Men, must have been shining in the

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Forty Years in The Public
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Claimed by Belgium.
Malmedy Is W;l-te_d-lor Sentimental
Reasons.

In patching together the picture
puzzle of European nations to fit ra-
cial and historical units the Peaece
Conference Commission -on Belgian
Claims is reported to have concurred
in Belgium’s demand for Malmedy.

Malemedy forms one of those -alisn
racial clusters .that seem: to -cling
like barnacles to many a European
boundary line.

In the case of Malmedy and’ the
region about that town a group pf
Walloons was left in Rhenish Prussia
when the historic Benedictine Abbey
of Stavelolot-Malmedy was cut in
two in 1815. Malemdy fell to Prus-
sia while six miles to the west,
across the Belgian border, is Stave-
lot.

The latter town was the scat of
the abbey, which was independent un-
til the Luneville peace of 1801. The
abbey fell to France until its par-
tition, 14 years later, The abbey was
founded in the seventh century, and
later its abbots ranked as princes.
They ruled many small villages along
the Ambleve, on which Stavelot is

flows through Malmedy.

Charles Marte1, grandfather of
Charlemagne, who ruled the Franks
while he let their kings reign on, won
a decisive victory over Neustria at
Stavelot, just 12,000 years ago.

Malmedy lies in a ‘pretty valley of
the afore-mentioned river, 20 miles
south of Aix-la-Chapelle. The town
had less than 5,000 population before
the war. Dyeing, papermaking and
tanning were its industries.

The term Walloon is used to desig-
nate those Belgians who speak either
French or a French dialect. The Wal-
loons of Belgium desire Malmedy’s
restoration for lingual as well as for
sentimental reasons. In - Liege and
Namur a movement for the revival of
Walloon as a literary language—for
it hab been so used until about the
fifteenth century—was well under
way when the “war began. In the
midst of German-speaking neighbors
Malmedy ‘and its environs preserved
the old Walloon dialect, whereas
among many Belgian Walloons it has
been supplanted by pure French.

Hereditary Trouble.

The
next time some war lord starts out
to whip the rest of the world he will
give pause, because he ’knows that if
heo fails he will be tried, convicted
and hanged. The Crown Prince
and future would-be world conquer-
ors will then all be on notice.

Who Made the Bombs ?
(Washington P.ost..)

The suggestion has been made that
the bombs found in the mails and re-
ceived by a few of those to whom they
were addressed bear evidence of being
of German origin,, possibly imported
from that country, It is stated that
anarchists in this country could not
obtain the fulminate of mercury used
in their manufacture. The bombs are
strikingly similar to German marine
mines that were laid along the Ameri-
can coast during the war. s

It is not at all unlikely that either
the bombs or the material for making
them came from Germany. It is by
no means improbable that this dia-
bolical plot was of German inspir-
ation. It is quite in keeping with
the German method of propaganda,
which was so strikingly in evidence
1ere before the United States entered
the war. Nor is it inconceivable that
the present German government
should be willing to see the United
States thrown into turmoil through a
series of' crimes, employing for this
purpose, by devious ways, such will-
ing tools as the anarchistic radical
organizations that have gained a foot-
hold in America.

Yet it is not necessary to seek a
German origin for the crime. The In-
dustrial Workers of the World have
preached violence. TUnattached indi-
vidual ridicals have urged terrorism.
The bomb has been openly proclaim-
ed as the‘proper weapon of the pro-
letariat. Whether the materials for
making the bombs could be obtained
in this country or not, the fact re-
mains that they were at least mailed
here and that somebody in this coun-
try prepared the list of intended vic-
tims and managed the programme of
distribution.

An officer of the newly formed lab-
or party of Chicago has declared that
the discovery of the bombs was “a das-
tardly plot to discredit the labor and
radical movement, a plant by the hire-
lings of Wall Street.” That has a
familiar sound. It is an old cry. It
may fool a few misguided followers,
but it will not impress the public. It
is so utterly absurd that it reacts
upon those who utter it.

" Drowned in Treacle.

Floods are reported all over the
country, and many extrordinary ex-
perienices are being related by persons
seriously inconvenienced by these
overflowings. But strange as many
of them are, none could parallel what
has now come to be known as “‘the
great treacle flood.”

This occurred in New Orleans a
few years ago. By some mischance a
number of huge treacle tanks suddenly
burst their contents, and the treacle
flooded all over the low-lying portions
of the city. The substance, by its
sticky nature, resembled an-octopus in
ils grip, and those who were caught

11 it shared a horrible fate of drowning.

A few years ago a similar catas-
trophe happened in London. A flood
of beer broke loose from a brewery,
and 9,000 gallons rushed. in a cataract
down the streets, overtaking and
drowning many people.

In Pennsylvania, U. S. A, they have
a day known as “black day.”, In the
anniversary of the great oil flood in
that town. The disaster occurred in
the year 1892, and when the tanks
burst there were trrible scenes in the
steets. Many parts of the city ware
seriously damaged and between three
and four hundred ‘people were drown-
ed in the oil.

Wills on Wallpaper.

Apropos the recent case of a will
being written on a piece of wallpaper;
it may be noted that, so long as the
proper formalities required by the law
are compiled with, it fs immaterial
what the will is written on.

Taking advantage of this fact, one
eccentric testator elected to write his
on a door, and the ‘executors had no
cnoice but to have the door unscrewed
from its hinges and carried into court
to be proved.

“Mary, all that is mine is thine,”
was scribbled on a torn luggage label
and held to be valid as a will, while
a wealthy American grocer wrote his
bequests of thousands of dollars on a
piece of brown wrapping paper.

Another eccentric testator wrote
his will on the lid of a collar-box, in-
side which he placed his cash and
securities.

Aftermath of the War.

The dodging of loose mines left
floating in the sea after the war must
ccntinue for some years to be a
recognized incident of ocean travel.
The ocean was sown thick with these
agents of destruction while the war
was on, and by no means all have ever
been accounted for.

lued contributor vouches for the fact
that the average salary for preachers
in twelve leading denominations is
less than a thousand a year.

The average preacher is married.
Most of them are raising children,
feeding them, clothing them, buying
medicine for 'them and sending them
to school. The average preacher works
seven days a week. He must wear
good clothes; his wife must dress well,
and his children cannot appear in
tattered and torn rags.

His congregation insists that the
preacher and his family must not dis-
play any sign of poverty, and the
preacher must wear a smile—always.
He must have a cheery word for every-
man, woman and child he meets. He
must not complain.

Onece in a while a preacher quits the
pulpit and takes another job—one
which will leave something in his pay
envelope after taking out the tolls cf
butcher, candlestick maker and the
baker. Then his congregation speaks
0° “his fall from grace.”

A preacher ought to preach., What
right has he to stew and fret about
shoes for his children, food for his
table and the declining years of his
life?

And above all, a preacher should
never mention his pay envelope, for ais
congregation has arrived at the coxn-
clusion that their pasfor will reap his
reward in the hereafter, than which
ne human being could desire a greater
reward.

So the congregation distributes
haloes, pascesto paradise,andreserves
seats in heaven for the pastor. Having
been thus generous in the matter of
spiritual rewards, the members of the
average congregation hand over about
two or three cents a day which totals
the munificent sum of less than $3

every twenty-four hours for the
preacher.

You know, the average congregation
imagines its pastor never would get to
heaven unless it permitted him to
preach to it each Sunday. That's the
impression the preacher must receive
every time he gets his lean pay cn-
velope.

So he goes on preaching and praying
for his employers, and for everybody
else under the sun. There are times,of

course, when a prcacher gets to pray
for himself and preach to himself.

Usually, though, the average preacher
has his hands full preaching and pray-
ing for his congregation.

When he’s not preaching and praying
he is visiting the sick and helpless, the
