TO-DAY'S MESSAGES;

HARVEY TALKS UNITED STATES.
LONDON, May 19.

The dinner of welcome by the Pil-
| grim’s Society to the American Am-
bassador, George Harvey, to-night,
was enveloped in far deeper interest
than usually attends  1receptions to
a new Ambassador by this Interna-
tional Club. Not only was it Mr. Har-
vey’s first public appearance since his
.appointment to the post, . but there
was general expectation that he would
reveal something of the new U.S. Ad-
ministration’s ‘policy towards Euro-
pean affairs. The 'Ambassador did
not disappoint his audience, for he
sharply brushed aside any lingering
illusion that United States would have
any relations whatever with the
League of Nations. e also announ-
c¢ed his appointment to represent the
President in the Supreme Council in
the discussion over Silesia. Premier
Lloyd George 'made an eloquent
speech, but rather disappointed those,
who hoped for more official plain
speaking, which is the fashion of the
moment. The Premier described the
plight of Europe, enmeshed in ancient
feuds, and gave a warm welcome to
the -new co-operation of the United
States in world affairs. The Duke of
Connaught, President, snd Lord Des-
borough read messages from United
States pilgrims. 'In opening, Mr. Har-
“vey said that the pilgrims, as a most

‘| distinctive link in the chain of close

relationship between the British and

United States people, had proved a

. potent agency to civilization, ‘and that

it was the earnest desire of the peo-
ple to get rid “of misunderstandings,
which now exist. He eclared that
President Harding desired at this
crucial period that friendliness and
good will should exist between Eng-
lish speaking nations. ‘““The United
States, as a whole, had no illusion.re-
garding the winning af the war,” he
said, “and United States soldiers were
sent to fight solely to save United
States, and most reluctantly and lag-
gardly at that. “We were afraid not
to fight,” he declared, “and that is the
real truth of the matter. So we came
along toward the end and helped you
and the Alies shorten the war. That
is all we did, and all we claim to have
done. The new Administration in
United States,” Mr. Harvey said, “is
both willing and ready to put aside
academic discussion or theoretical
proposals, and face actual realities.”
Harvey cited the Washington Admin-
istration’s proposal for a solution of
the Pacific communication problem,
and its stand on reparations, and de-
signated appointment of United States
members for Allied Council as indica-
tions of this willingness and readiness.
“Because the President has exem-
plified his avowal of obligation, it
must not be inferred that he proposes *
to become an international meddler,”
continued the Ambassador. “He would
be the last to intervene or to be drawn -
into any matter of no concern to his
own country, but no one realizes more .
«clearly than he that United States, of
‘necessity, i# deeply interested in pro-
per economic adjustments, and just
settlement of matters of world-wide
