Train Notes
The first passenger train which 

left Port aux Basques after the ar­
rival of the Kyle yesterday morning, 
arrived in the city at 9.26 this morn­
ing.

The express, with 500 hags of mail 
matter and a large batch of passen­
gers, reached the depot at 10 a.m.,
while the third train arrived one hour 
and twenty-five minutes later.

Yesterday's west bound express 
left Norris’ Arm 2 hours and 6 minu­
tes late.

The Kyle was four hours late ar­
riving at Port aux Basques, conse­
quently the incoming express did not 
leave the Western Terminus until af­
ter 11 o’clock, and is not due to reach 
the city before to-morrow night 
some time.

The Prime Minister Hon. W. R.' 
Warren, who had been in England at­
tending the Imperial and Economic 
Conference, reached home together 
with Mrs. Warren yesterday at 3 p.m. 
The Conference meetings took up a 
considerable amount of his Mme, but 
in addition many matters of Im­
portance relating particularly to this 
country were attended to. He also was 
obliged to take in an endless number 
of social functions. Whilst in St. John,' 
N.B., on hie way home he had a, con­
ference with Mr.'Roy Wolvin, Presi­
dent of the Empire Steel Company, Or 
reference to the close down of Bell 
Island mines. Mr. Wolvin, it appears,' 
asks for a modification of the con­
tract which the Company has with 
this country. Speaking to a Telegram 
reporter at an Interview which he 
kindly arranged this morning, the 
Prime Minister gave a resume of some 
of the more important matters which 
engaged his attention whilst on the 
other side. Speaking of the Imperial 
Conference he said that many ques­
tions of Empire relationship were 
discussed, and as the various ques­
tions came up, he took the same at­
titude as the representatives of the 
other Dominions. Nothing definite 
was decided pending the "decisions of- 
the various parliaments. As to our 
portion in matters regarding Em­
pire Defences, It was suggested that 
the Royal Naval Reserve be re-estab­
lished. The Economic Conference he 
said, dealt with matters pertaining to 
trade within the Empire and much 
progress was made that would facili­
tate the sale of the Empire's products 
within the Empire. Amongst the im­
provements outlined were better ship­
ping facilities and improved cable 
and poetal services. Certain prefer­
ences wonld be giveln under the safe­
guarding of Industries Act. We would 
beneflt a little by the preference 
given on tinned fish. As the Prime 
Minister pats It himself “whilst Great 
Britain was prepared to give the Do­
minions preference on certain articles, 
yet It was only on articles upon 
which there already was a duty under 
the Safeguarding of the Industries 
Act." He had approached the British 
Board of Trade and asked that pre­
ference be given Newfoundland cod­
fish and codliver oil, etc., but the re­
quest could not be acceeded to as that 
would mean that a duty would have 
to be imposed contrary to 
the principles of Free Trade. 
Referring to the Labrador Boundary, 
the Prime Minister stated that whilst 
in London he had discussed the mat­
ter with Canadian statesmen, with a 
view to an ^amicable settlement. As 
a basis of negotiations, all New­
foundland could offér was that we 
might agree to dispose of the interior 
on the condition that our fishery 
rights were fully conserved. Touch­
ing the matter of the enquiry, Mr. 
Warren stated that Mr. Hollis Walk­
er. K.C. wonld be leàving England by 
8.8. Tyrrhenian and that he woul-l 
arrive here within a couple of weeks 
and that the enquiry would start al­
most immediately. It will be held 
in public. He anticipated that the 
proceedings will take about a month 
and that the Legislature would meet 
at the end of February.

The Prime Minister appears to he 
in the best of health despite the many 
and various social functions at which 
he was a guest and expresses him­
self as delighted to be back again.

The decision of the British Govern­
ment to relieve unemployed by the er­
ection of several new bridges, includ­
ing one across the Tay, calls atten­
tion to the wonderful bridges found 
in Great Britain. Indeed, it was in 
Britain that modern bridge building 
had its birth. Although erected some 

■ Britain’s great bridgesChina Cabinets, Book Cases, Jardiniere Stands, 
Children's High Chairs, Children's Rockers,

years ago, 
have yet to be surpassed, both as re­
gards size and their ability to meet 
the demands of heavy traffic.

The greatest of they all is the huge 
Forth Bridge. Its central span of 1,- 
700 feet, held the record for twenty- 
five years, and has only recently been 
surpassed by the 1,800 ft. span of the 
new Quebec Bridge. But the Forth 
Bridge is a larger and more graceful 
structure. With approaches, it has 
a total length of 8,296 feet. Over 60,- 
000 tons of steel were used in its er­
ection, and 6,600,000 rivets were need­
ed to fasten its innumerable members» 
together. It took seven years to build 
and cost 816,000,900.

Another marvellous structure is 
the Tay Bridge, one of the longest 
crossings in the world. It will be re­
called how the first bridge thrown ac­
ross this estuary collapsed, carrying 
sixty-seven people to their death. The 
failure was due to "faulty design and 
workmanship, and when the present 
bridge was put up every care was 
taken to erect a structure that would 
not only carry the necessary weigh:, 
but withstand storms and wind. »

It consists of 86 spans, varying in 
length from 60 ft to 246 feet., car­
ried on massive piers whose founda­
tion in some cases go down 30 feet 
to 40 feet below the river bed. The 
bridge is just over two miles long, 
and contains 26,427 tons of iron and 
steel. Five years were spent in its 
erection,

Bridge was raised to its position, a 
band, played the National Antheinl 
Tbe band was on a temporary plat­
form on the central span.

Highest Bridge in Britain.
The highest bridge in Britain Is the 

Clifton Suspension Bridge, crossing 
the River Avon lust below Bristol, 
at a height of 250 feet above high 
water level. In 1735 a British Alder­
man, William Vick, left $6,000 to ac­
cumulate at compound Interest, until 
it reached $50,000, when it was to be 
used for spanning the Avon with a 
bridge.

It was not until 1836 that tbe wo'V 
was put in hand. Piers were built 
and then further progress was stoo­
ped for want of funds. When the old 
Hungerford Bridge was removed in 
1861 to make room for the Charring 
Cross Railway Bridge, London, the 
old chains were bought at a lotv 
price, and the work on the Clifton 
structure resumed.

Connection between the two' banks 
was first obtained by flying a kite ac­
ross. To the kite string was attach­
ed a rope, and In this way communi­
cation across the gap was established. 
The bridge has a span between the 
piers of 702 feet, and is held np hy 
six chains. The weight between the 
niers alone Is 534 tons, or nearly 1,- 
000 tons in all.

At each bridge end they pass over 
rollers and go down 196 feet Into thn 1 
earth, and are there embedded in 
brickwork set upon solid rock.

The well-known bridges of the 
Thames are all handsome structures. 
London Bridge having pride of place 
on account of Its historic Interest 
Just below is the magnifleant Tower 
Bridge. This has two novel and in­
teresting features, one being the rais­
ed footway, 142 feet above high water 
level; the other the twin bascules 
which are raised to allow the passage 
of large vessels.

Much interest attaches to the 350th 

birthday of the old copper dragon on 
the Church of St. Mary-le-Bow, 

./Cheapside, London, England, not only 
because of the age and historic in- 

‘ terest of the relic, which is still in 
active service, but because its present 
birthday marks a renaissance of the 
copper weathercock in this country.

The increasing use of the weather­
cock on our larger buildings is 
ascribed for the most part to the 
growing use of the tower in ar­
chitecture This in turn is attributed 
to the present architectural tendency 
toward the “set back” type of building 
with the upper stories receding, as 
distinguished from the "straight 
front” type of skyscraper.

The copper dragon of St. Mary’s 
was placed in use in 1573, during the 
reign of “Good Queen Bess.” From 
its lofty perch, 221 feet above the 
sidewalk, it has looked down upon, 
and, indeed, participated—in_-many 
strange episodes in London life. Be­
sides rendering faithful service | 
through the changing winds of cen- 1 
turies, it has served aa a symbol of 
the City of London for 360 yeara ago, 
when it was first put up, the crest of 
the /etty was represented by the Cross 
of St. George emblazoned on the wing 
of a dragon, just as it is there repre­
sented to-day.

This quaint copper dragon saw the 
rise and fall of Oliver Cromwell, the 
coming and passing of the Revolutions 
and the Great Interregnum. It sur­
vived unscathed the great fire of Lon­
don in 1866, so realistically described 
in the diary of one Samuel Pepys.

The dragon is made of sheet copper, 
and is eight feet six Inches long. It 
has been taken down for regildlng on
