The gpeaker wagtnus_sel T. Edwards,
who brought to the meeting the mes-
sage of Charles Lathrop Pack, who
stands at the forefront of this great
constructive movement. Mr. BEdwards
h#fl prepared in advance & convincing,

‘and unanswerable brief in support of
his position, which he maintained and
dcfended practically and upon a strict-
ly economic basis, with no effort to
dppeal to sentimentality.

It was made quite clear that the
remaining forests of the United States '
daré the greatest single asset of the |
people. That has beeén stated many
times before, but perhaps the pars
ticdlar persens to whom the speech
in question was directed have never
heretofore’ viewed ‘the matter in just
the light afforded. Realizing the ne-
céssity of employing the dollar sign
in illustrating his point, the speaker
said that while the economic problém
usually stressed publicly and in the
press was the high cost of newsprint,
the main problem was much more im-
portant, even to newspaper publish-
ers, than that of the high cost of that
commodity. He took occasion to in-
form his interested ‘audience that the
future of advertising itself depends
upon trees.

The editors and publishers were
asked to think of forestry in the terms
of $770,000,000 worth of furniture put
on the market in the United States

dufing the year 1923, and in the
terms of 600,600,000 feet of lamber
consumed in the automobile industry
every, year. - Attention was called to
the fact that a quarter of a billion dol-
fars is paid annually in freight
chérges upon the products 8f Pacific
coast forests which are used In the
mills and factories of central and
eastern manufacturers. Added to
these large sums is the increasing
cost of housing, which is becoming a
merious matter in the economy of the
®verage wage earner. By way of im-
$réssing the significance of these fig-
ures upon his hearers, the #peaker
asked them to imagine what it would
niean when even the advertising pow-
er which they represent would not be
able to provide a market for articles
so high in price that buyers cannot
be prevailed upon to purchase them:

Thteresting reference was made to
the fdact that experts estimate the re-
quirements of Sunday newspapers
published in the United States to be
the pulpwood from 7,600 acres of land
weekly. But it is not alone the print
paper problem that concerns the peo-
ple as a whole. In every industry the
necessity is to go farther and still
farther each year for the necessary
supplies. Already the buyers are
reaching out to Alaska and the Trop-
fcs. This entails longer hauls and
higher freight costs. The result is
inevitable. The dealer with goods to
be sold must advance his prices to
the consumer, who in the end meets
all the advances, whether in hf‘hcr
freights or in increased costs of pro-
duction and advertising. There is a
limit, which will eventually be reach-
ed; ‘to the ability of the consumer to
carry the combined load. That this
limit never has been reached, and that
the buying power of the American
public has always been fairly well
maintained, does not indicate that the
breaking point never will come. There
is a limit beyond which inflated wages
and jnflated costs cannot safely go.

Against this array of costs should
be placed what appears now as an un-
used and unreckoned asset. This is
an area of 81,000,000 acres of idle lﬂ
in the United States which ,can be
&ﬁﬂzeﬁ profitably only in the produc-

nof trees.” Perhgps it may be that
the editors and publishers have been
willing to admit that forest products
are an extremely important item in
every industry except their own. But
it has been made quite plain that they
are of primary importance in every
industry.. No extended argument
should be required to impress the
need of putting the vast idle areas to
work in the effort to restore a care-
lessly disturbed economic balance.—
Christian Science Monitor.

A new device that obviates the need
for men to stand between advancing
trucks has been introduced on East
Coast trains. It is known as the Buck-
eye automatic coupler, and acts on

fers of one truck, and is locked te a
receiving device on the next by the
mere pressure of their impact.

Who' wis{ Roberk “Clive? School
children will have a prompt answer
to the question: many of their elders
may recall less readily that he was
the man who, above all others, found-
ed British dominion in India. His
birth at Styche, Shropshire, two hun-
dred years ago has just been  cele-
brated, though without the fanfare of
trumpets that marks many less im-
portant aniversaries

The son of an impoverished la\vyer
and M.P, Clive was a bad scholar,
with a habit.of quarrelling violently
with all and sundry, He was subject
to fits of gldomindsk that recurred
through his career; dfter attending
various schools he was packed off by
his-disappointed parents to Madras
as a clerk in the service of the great
East India Company. £

In a Land ‘of Chaos.’

It is to the fact that-the vessel on
which he sailed was delayed in Brazil
for several months that some authori-
ties say we owe our rule in India. Té
pass the time, Clive developed a sur-
prising taste .or scholarship. He
learn Portuguese and took to serious
reading, with the resuit that he filled
most of the gaps in his education and,
in doing so, acquired a sense of re-
sponsibility that later was to stand
him in good stedd.

Once a dullard at writing and speak-
ing, he became in the end astonishing-
ly fiuent, and could face an audience
or draft s despatch ‘with greater as-
surance than most men of his time.

After discovering for himself the
follies and misrule that hung cloud-
uke over ‘Indid, Clive resolved to take
a_more active .part in restoring- or-
der from the chaos that was every-
where.

A Glorlous Achievement.

H¢ obtained an ensign’s commission
and was sent ifito the thickest of the
fighting. 'Once he was captured, but
escaped, and before long he had won
fame as the defender of the garrison
at Arcof; marching forth when relief
arrived to meet and defeat the énemy
in the open.  What the exploit. meant
in endurance, generalship, and down-
right valour no one will ever realize.
This was Clive’s first, and perhaps
his most heroic, military undertaking;
it set the seal on his career,

Soon afterwards Clive returned to
England to restore the  family for-
tunes. He cpuld have possessed him-
self ‘of nmuch of India’s <glittering
wealth; his moderation, he confessed
afterwards astounded himself.

“The Black l!old’ Avenged.

In 1756 he retumed to India as Gov-
ernor of the Fort of St. David. After
capturing the stronghold of &' blood~
thirsty pirate, he was ordered to Cal-
cutta, which had been seized by the

Distribution of Prizes

The annual distribution of prizes of
the Springdale Street School took
place last night at the Synod Hall,
and was largely attended by the par-
ents and friends of the scholars. The
procgedings opened with some figure
marching by the boys and girls of the
school. The various exercisés were
well carried out and muech appreciated
by the audience. A short playlet fol-
lowed, entitled “The Key.”

The performers took their
parts splendidly and their enunciation
was clear and distinct. Miss Worrall,
the lady Principal of the School, then
gave a report of the school activities
during the year. At present the school
has a roll of 391 pupils, with from 100
to 150 still on the waiting list. She
hoped that in the very near future
ways and means would be found to
make proper provision for all who
wished to attend. A successful sale
was held in February last which net-
ted $700 for school purposes. $660 of
this amount went towards the pur-
chase of new desks, with which the
school is now equipped. The school
bad done well in the C.H.E. Exams. In
the Primary Grade 24 passes were se-
cured, with 48 distinctions, all” of
whom gained over 70%, and one pupil
had full marks for Arithmetic. In the
Préliminary Grade there were 22 suc-
cessful pupfls, with 41 distinctions,
one pupil gaining 956% for Arithmetic,
and another 919 for ' History.

Decision of Fed~ral Judge Winslow
in the Southern District Court, New
York, directing return to the New
Haven Railroad of trolley properties
which have been in'the hands of fed-
eral trustee, including the Connecti-
cut Company, the New' York & Stam-
ford Railway, the Berkshire Street
Railway, the Vermont Company, and
the New England Investment & Secur-
ity company, virtually nullifies the
digsolution decree of 1914. New
Haven's status with respect to in-
vestmentis in outside properties, as it
existed prior to that, time, is prac-
tically restored, save that it has been
forced to part with at 1least three
important properties at heavy losses.

The significance of the modification
of the dissolution decree s the
complete change in, conditions and

in sentiment, public and government-
al, which has oceurred- in the
decade. Of greatest import to g
‘New. Haven is that it i§ not to. be
forced out ropert
ruinous losses. and that it will

“Z

transportation agencies.

The New Haven in 1914 sold ghe

Eastern Steamship company, which
| was also controlled and has since
proved very profitable, was ‘likewise
sold at a loss. The Rhode - Island
jtrolleys werée closed out in 1920 at a
loss of $29,000,000.

Some of the Massachusetts trolley
holdings were disposed of as a result
of earlier litigation, but under a
.'special act of the Massachusetts leg-
islature, New Haven was permitted
to control the Berkshire St. Rail-
way, representing an investment of
about $10,000,000. This property,
however, fell under the ban of the
federal dissolution decree later. was
'put in the hands of public trustees,
but is now restored under Judge Win-
glow’s ruling. The Boston & Maine
Railroad investment was returned to
the New Haven by modification of the
decree in 1923.

The Sound lines of the New Haven,

namely the New England Steamship
company and the Hartford & New
York Transportation company, came
into a different category and fell un-
der the ban of the Panama Canal
Act, preventing ownership of coast-
wise steamship lines by competing
railroad companies. After a strug-
gle before the Interstate Commerce
Commission, which had jurisdiction
over this matter, retention of ‘the
Sound lines was authorized and they
have continued to be operated by the
New Haven. They are supplementary
to its rail service.

Many people probably do not know
what the New England Investment &
Security company is or what it repre-
ssnts. Judge Winslow’s decision au-
thorized return of this company to
the New Haven, which holds its gold
notes to the extent of some $13,000.-
000. 1In addition to this federal rul-
ing, however, special legislation is re-
ouired im Massachusetts to enable the
New Haven to'hold the ‘securities. !

The New England Investment &
Security company controls the Spring-
field Street Raiflway companies and
the Worcester Consolidated. It is the
New Haven management’s apparent
intention, if permitted to control the
sitvation. to put in money for develop-
ment of these properties in an effort
to salvage its investment and improve
the service. In such development the
motor bus will undoubtedly play an
important part. :

the writer of the Daily Globe—pre-
sumably its Editor—to deduce some
grave reasons for the impossibility of
the task. ; ;
There are in truth many difficulties
in the way of Compulsoty Education,
but they are not insurmountable. In
the eity of St. John's alone ‘thére are

how to read or write. Does one mean
to say that truancy in such a centre
cannot be dealt with fairly effective-
ly? In the outports 'the situation is
graver in some respects and bristles
more with difficulties, but are not all
laws—laws of restriction and com-
pulsion. What are game laws? Incen-
tives for the poacher—yes, but with
strict enforcement and education peo-
ple realize the necessity for laws, and
although prohibition has been a fail-
ure—and will be a failure until fuller
education comes. Since compulsory
education is thHe only thing that can
make prohibition possible by educa-
ting'people to a true grasp of the ef-
fects of alcohol.

Of course it does not stand that the
educated men will not drink. We don’t
care whether he does, or not. We are
not prohibitionist, but to revert to
education we are confident, and every
teacher who has had experience in an
outport school knows full well that
there is only one way by which the
educational status of Newfoundlapd
can be raised. Compulsory Education
does not mean free education, and if
l it do, what then. The few paltry dol-
lars collected in fees could surely be
supplied by any of the beneficent gov-
ernments that we have those years.
We have to pay taxes and how then
for goodness sake may be ask the edi-
tor of the Globe to look out some sub-
ject more congenial to his trade of
compulsory education.

Day after day in an outport school
we look at our registration—say 30—
and count 25 présent—I put 25 which
is a very high average. In addition
to the five absentees there arée a pos-
sible ten who, are not registered at
all. And there is no reasonable ex-
| cuse for the absence of the one or the
!other. Must we then placidly smile
{ and listen to the silly observations on
zthe matter from the sanctum sanc-
| torum of the Globe. We haven't pati-
| ence, with such piffle. Yet once again

look at the last reason given by the
{ Daily Globe—the poor man unable to
| send his child to schpol. We |have
I(‘\'ery sympathy for such a one but
very few are the cases when a child
is ungble to be put to school for four
or six months—out of twelve until he
gets up to the age of fourteen or
fifteen. “Where there is a will there
is a way.” There never was a will in
prohibition except for "the man who
voted “away with liguor,” and then in
every conceivable way did his best to
nullify the law he had helped to make.

Whatever the difficulties compulsory
education must.-come in Newfound-
land ere she can reach her entitled
place. Ve may quibble over it. We
may be indifferent as unfortunately is
so evident at the present time, but
come it must. Maybe the Globe writer.
is a disciple of Wm. Joshu Hicks of
England, who a few days ago spoke
of reduction of educational grant on
the plea that too much was being
spent on the matter. Surely we can-
not ask for deduction, using the same
reason—on per capita tax not $4 head.
What affluent men on teacher
are to be sure. Maybe their opulence
accounts for their indifference on this
more vital matter! We hope that if
 next year the anticipated convention
frucitifies that this matter may be
grappled with in such a way that one
may see the rapid approach of that
day when each budding citizen of
Newfoundland must be fitted intellec-
tually to cope with the responsibilities
of his manhood. When that day
comes not before out .schools will be
functioning as they do not function
to-day, and the stigma of. illitarcy
will be wiped from our slate.

To-day irregularity of altendance is
the drag on the teacher’s ambition,
on the schools advance and it is above
all the greatest outstanding mark of
the parents crass ignorance of their
children’s needs and an inability to
look just a small bit ahead.

~Truly if the Daily Globe can show
us a way of stamping out our illitercy
—and present low standard of atten-
dane¢é. then go ahead, but pass us out
reasonable theories or places and not
doses of political twaddle."

An Apple Tree Honored

A monument in honor of an apple
tree stands in Dundas County, in Can-
ada. It is made of marble and stands
on or near the spot where the origi-
nal McIntosh apple tree grew.

It is nearly 130 years since John
McIntosh emigrated to Canada ‘ and
settled in Matilda Towrship. That
was the day of the pioneer, and “hon-
est John” had to clear his own land.
In this process he is said to have come
across a number of apple trees, which
he spared. One of these produced a
bright-coloured apple Which he call

ed the “McIntosh Red,” and it soon
became famous.

His son, Allan MclIntosh, propa-
gated it, so that now it is grown in
many parts of the North American
continent.
