GREAT NEED OF
OCEAN TONNAGE

U.S. Is Requisitioning All
Ships of Over 1,500
Tons Capacity

Waeashington, Oct. 12.—In its requisi-
tioning of ships on Ootober 15, the ship-
ping board is considering taking over all
American vessels of more than 1,500 tons
dead welght capacity, instead of 2,500
tons, as was first announced. The great
need of trans-Atlantic tonnage, it was
said today, nas made this step necessary.

American ships of more than 1,500 tons
capacity available for ocean service num-
ber 458 aggregating 2,871,359 tons dead
weight, Most of the smaller vessels to
be requisitioned will be put into peaceful
trades.

“Do mot misunderstand me. This
ideal of ours must be approached by

easy stages., The man who thinks that

home rule for India is a practical volicy
is either wholly ignorant of the si‘ua-
tion or designedly mischievous. Steps
toward responsible government will be
taken at different rates: by  different
parts of India. Great provinces will
fit themselves for it at different times.

But the great thing is that we are going

ahead firmly on the path toward the

end which we all, British and Indian

alike, desire. i

“The measures that we adopt must
be adequate. They must show real
progress. Ware vast upheaval has
stirred all peoples, not only in Russia,
not only in western Europe, but In
China and Tndia as’ well. Everybody
wants to be assured that the world,
their own little 'world, as well as.the
big world, is a better world after the

His Optimism Is Based on
German Figures, Which
in This Lie Readily

Liondon, Oct. 12,—A high naval auth-
ority, discussing Admiral von Tirpitz's
recent statement, with its grotesque
confidence in U-boats, suggested that
his optimism was based on German
official figures, which were demonstra-
bly wrong.

Submarine officers misled their su-
periors in reports, he explained. These
probably enter as sunk many vessels
which are torpedoed but reach port,
and also exaggerated the size of the
victims. Even if German officers tried
‘to be accurate, the authority said, er-
rors were inevitable, as submarines
must submerge and make a quick get-
away for their own safety.

Official German estimates of sinkings
of enemy and neutral vessels since the
beginning of unrestricted ruthlessness
have just been received here. A little
under a million tons a month is the
totals alleged. As an actual fact the
estimates are just 50 per cent. too high.
This explains the extraordinary con-
tinuance of faith among the German
people in the efficiency of U-boat war-
fare.

CONSCRIPTION OF WEALTH

The Monetary Times in the current
issue continues to contemiplate finan-
cial’ < conditions -after- the war. Tt
believes that peace will be followed
by an extraordinary productidn of
commodities in every direction. For
some time every effort will be direct-
ed to the replacement of material
which has been destroyed, and by
the repair of the worldfs equipment
which has been rundown.

The problem of the payment of the'
enormous national debts will be a
very seriotts one at the close of the
war. For instanee, the national debt
of the United Kingdom is over 3,000
millions sterling at the present time.

One way suggegted is to leave the
whole amount as a permanent funded
debt—that is, to reckon only on pro-
viding the interest and a compara-
tively small annual sinking fund out
of current taxation. Another sugges-
tion is to pay off the whole or the
greater part of the war debt at once
by a levy on capital.

“The difficulty of applying the
method of a levy on capital is prob-
ably not so great as appears at first
sight,” says the Monetary Times.
“Take, for instance, the case of the
United Kingdom. The total capital
wealth of the community may be
estimated at about '24,000 millions
sterling. To pay off a war, debt of
3,000 millions sterling would therefore
require a levy of omne-eighth. Evi-
dently this could not be raised in
money, nor would it be necessary.
Holders of war loans would pay their
proportion in a simple way, by sur-
rendering one-eighth of their scrip.
Holders of other forms of property
would be assessed for one-eighth of
its value, and be called on to acquire
and to surrender to the state the same
amount of war loan scrip. To do this
€hé¥ would be obliged to realize a part
of their property or to mortgage it.
But there is no insuperable difficulty
about that. In the case of property
already mortgaged the holder of the
property might be responsible for the
whole levy, and might be allowed to
raise a prior mortgage to cover it,
and thereafter to deduct the proper
proportion from the capital amount
due to the previous mortgagee. Thus,
a man having a property assessed at
£80,000, encumbered with a mortgage
for £40,000, would raise a prior mort-
gage of £10,000 and pay the levy
on the whole propenty. But the cap-
ital amount of the old mortgage would
be reduced from £40,000 to £35,000.”

The campaign for the big Dominion
Victory war loan opened up ik Calgary
yesterday, when Sir Augustus Nanton,
chairman of the Winnipeg committee and
a member of the Dominion committee,
addressed a large gathering of representa-
tive citizens. Sir Augustus was accom-
panied by The Hon. BEdward Brown, of
Manitoba, and the Hon. C. R. Mitchell,
of Alberta.

The Calgary organization meeting open-
ed at the Palliser yesterday afternoon at
3 o’clock with Mayor Costello in the chair,
who promptly called on Sir Augustus Nan-
ton to deliver his gmessage to the local
financiers.

Sir Augustus, in his address, dwelt on
the point that the Victory ‘war loan of
$150,000,000 would be raised entirely by
contributipns from Canadian people and
the interest paid on this ruge loan would
go to Canadian Investors.

“The campalgn for the flotation of the
Joan,” stated Sir Augustus, ‘‘would be put
on by the greatest organization in thé
history of Canada. For some three weeks
thousands of Canagian canvassers will be
selling the bonds and every Canadian, in
every part of Canada will be approached
and asked to do his bit.

“The plan,” continued Sir Augustus,
“was to form provincial committees, sub-
provincial committees and then divide the
sub-territory into districts, each district
having a committee who will have full
charge of the campaign in that particular
district and appoint the distriot can-
vassers.

No Commission

No man on any of the committees will
receive a cent of commission. No bond
firmi™will receive a commission for hand-
ling the debentures, and the only com-
misgsions paid out will go to the individual
Canadian canvasser. . This commission
will be 1-2 of 1 per cent.”

In conclusion, Sir Augustus stated: It
has been decided to divide the province in
two parts. The southern portion extend-
ing from Red Deer to the boundry and
the northern half from Red Deer to the
north, not {ncluding that city.”

There is always some game over which
he can shout and yell until his voice is
entire’y gone, and even then he will
continue to give expression to his in-
most feeling~by frantically waving his
hands, throwing his cap into the air
and acting in a manner which in the
estiimation of the ‘‘very sedate,” plates
him in that class of questionable per-
sons who are to be treated civilly, but
whose company is to be avoided,

Which Is “The” Game

Of all the games, baseball, football,
hockey and lacrosse, basketball, polo,
rughby, tennis or golf, which would you
choose as the supreme sport; the
pastime in which you could find the
supreme moment of enjoyment; the
one fin which you would be forgotten
and every thought centered on the one
object; the game? This is indeed a
difficult question to answer. In fact,
no general answer is or could be given.
Yhe subject is such a comprehensive
one. Its scope is almost unlimited, and
the man or woman who attempts to
say that “this” or “that” game is tWe
only one will find that there are some
very strong opponents to his particular
view.

Sport is something which must com-
bine a multitude of factors. Sensa-
tiong and thrills are its very life; the
more skill that is required; the more
energy that must be exerted; the more
spectacular the movement, the more
will the game appeal to both its parti-
cipants and especially to the fans. No
one sport, however, can bhe said to
possess all the elements, which if com-
piled, might be supposed to form the
perfect game. It is thus easlly ex-
plainable why no one sport holds
supreme,

Then again it must be recalled that
sport has to do essentially with people,
and people are human. Their likes and
dislikes cannot be accounted for. Some
delight in the invigorating walks over
the- links; to sit on the edge of the
green while the long suffering caddie
searches, frequently fn vain, for the
ball in a nearby thicket. Others again
prefer the lengthy contests of a cricket
game which to the uninitiated appears
not only unending but equally boring.
Then, too, there is the great multitude
of fang whose joys rest in lining the
bleachers at a World Series-game be-
tween Nationals and Amerigans where
thousands throng to witness Uncle
Sam’s pastime. But apart from all
these, although closely allied wiith base-
ball in poimt of interest, is the coming
game of Canada, ice hockey. It is a
sport which has a future before it.
The world as yet knows little of the
game, but its appeal is tremendous.

Hockey Is Thrilling

Is it ice hockey that could be termed
the greatest of sports? cCertainly from
the spectacular point of view it has no
rival. It is the game crowded with a
thousand thrills, Consider for a mo-
ment its players. The whirlwind star,
Gyelone gTaylor exemplifies that com-
Bination’ of brain and brawn which is
the delight of admiring fans. The
mere mention of a few names such as
Holmes, Roberts,” Foyston, Kerr, Pat-
rick, Lialonde, Ross, Phillips, Griffis,
Irvine, Rowe, Cook,. Stanley, MacKay
and others is sufficient to recall to fol-
lowers of the game the feats that these
players are accustomed to perform.

It is strange to relate that though
lacrosse ig ICanadla’s national pastime
its appeal to the fans is limited in
comparison to hockey. There is that
about the ice game with its darting
players, the flash of the skates and
the flying puck that immediately at-
tracts the most dindifferent onlooker,
rivets his sattention and. finally wins
him as a life-long follower of the sport.
There are few games which have this
power. By far the majority must be
witnessed a number of times, the rules
must be mastered and the identity of
the players learned before full enjoy-
ment follows; but such is not the case
with hockey.

Baseball a Thriller

Speaking in terms of publicity there
is possibly no game which is so widely
followed both at the ball park and in
the press as Uncle S8am’s national pas-
time, baseball. Certainly throughout
North America it reigns above all oth-
ers as & summer spont, It is enthu-
slastically and coneistently followed by
the millions which habit the great
centres of industry, 'The millionaire’s
son and the apprentice boy alike are
eager to see the game or to watch-the
results as heralded in the newspaper.
Nor is it youth alone that is thus sub-
ject to its attractions. Its alluring
charm has completely taken advantage
of the susceptibilities aof the fair sex
who are today as ardent advocates of
the sport as'their brothers. Baseball
differs from hockey or football to a
marked degree. The latter games are
played en masse. The movement is a
continual thrill, an wunending rush of
players from spot to spot. With base-
ball there is the moment of suspense;
that second when there 1 “nobody out,”
angd the bases are full; when the pitch-
er hesitates to let fly fhat last ball
which will mean possibly a game won
or lost., At such times the feeling is
intense. Thousands of spectators are
motionless with necks craned and eyes
intent on the man in the box and his
adversary at bat. These are the fac-
tors which mean life or death to a
national game.”

Soccer Is Popular

As baseball is the greatest of Amer-
ican games so is football the greatest
English contest. To be impressed with
the spectacle that a match presents
one need only picture in the mind a
small English town, with quaint sur-
roundings of rural scenery. The soc-
cer field has accommodation for 100 060
spectators, or possibly more. What-
ever the number may be, one thing is
assured, it will be taxed to capacity.
And then the play commences. T'wen-
ty-two men, the picked teams of two
shires, are matched for the struggle,
each player realizing that he is a unit,

British People Are Pleased
With the Change and Do
Not. Worry - About
Economies

Y.ondon, Oct. 12.—The Times says: “The
_subsidized 9-penny loaf Is now on sale in
all the bakers’ shops and purchasers, par-
ticularly in the poorer districts, warmly
welcomed the reduction of 2d a quartern

or more on the price they have for many
months been compelled to pay for their
bread. It camnot be said that many cus-
tomers gave a thought to the overthrow
of economic doctrine represented in thelr
saved pennies or to the £ 40,000,000 a year
which it 18 estimated that the subsidy
will cost the state if wheat prices remain
at their present level. What they did
realize was the reduction in cost meant
gomething like a shilling a week—Iin some
cases more—in the weekly bread bill. The
economics involved they left to the
theorists.

In ordinary times it is probable that no
person would be more strongly opposed to
a state subsidy to keep down food prices
than the present food controller, but Lord
Rhondda and the government were faced
with the fact that the quartern loaf at a
shilling was causing serious unrest, and a
subsidy offered the only means by which
@ reduction could be effected. The price
of wheat is a matter over which the gov-
ernment could not exercise any full con-

| trol. They had to pay the price asked by
the United States and the Argentine.
Nothing could be gained by cutting down
the baker's margin of profit, for expert
opinion was against the idea that there
has been “profiteering” in the sale of
bread. In order to reduce the price of the
loaf, therefore, it 'was necessary to go to
the state for assistance. One view of the
subsidy is that it glves back some of the
excess profits, upon which taxation has
laild @ heavy hand, to the people who pro-
vide them. The tax is collected from em-
ployers and business operators, but in
@ome measure at any rate it is collected
from the consumer.

It is the present aim of the food con-
troller to get the quartern loaf sold at 9d.
We understand that there is mo special
desire that it shall be sold at a lower rate.
I 9d gives the baker too large a profit the
price of flour might be slightly ralsed, and
this would lessen the burden on the treas-
ury. It is not questioned by bakers as a
body that the arrangements made will
give them a satisfactory return, and in
fact there is some misgivings as to wheth-
er the margin allowed may not tempt
some retailers to cut the selling price
with a view to doing more business. In
the current issue of the ‘‘Bakers’ Record”
it is declared to be highly probable that
the exceptions to the maximum ‘price will
be many, whilst ‘“those who are cour-
‘ageolis enough to exact a small additional
sum for delivery are in doubt as to
whether it will be universal.

The Spalding Co-operative soclety yes-
terday sold bread at 8 1-2d the guartern,
glving no credit.

With regard to the danger that the
cheaper loaf may lead to an Increased
consumption, retailers in the poorer dis-
tricts agree that the reduction in price
may lead to more bread being eaten.

We had foregathered at the club—

we reached the subject of
patriotism. We were all of us by way
of being veterans; not “old contempti-
bles,” for by trade we were, in order
of senijority. barrister, member of par-
liament and dramatic authors, but we
all of us dated back to August, 1914,
and looked back with a sort of
retrospective licking of the lips to the
good old times, when drill and its
concomitant inconveniences were joy-
ously born because of the enthusiasm
and feeling of high adventure that
attached to those early days. Car-
ruthers said that this sort of thing
no longer existed. Thhere was no
glamor now in being made into a
soldier, it wag merely a machine-like
process. The drill sergeants turned
out men in the same mechanical way
as the blue-cotton girls turned out
munitions. And there was no more
clan about a modern Tommy-in-the-
making than there was about an un-
detonated Mills bomb. I was inclined
to agree with him, knowing nothing at
all about the subject, as I had been 12
months in an office. '

Heal-Kennedy was eloquently op-
posed to this theory. And he, he pro-
tested, knew, or at any rate ought to
know, considering that he’d spent the
last few months, assisting at the fin-
ishing-off process Before his men went
out in’'drafts to France. The men were
the same today as they had always
veen. Did we expect to hear them sing
“Rule Britannia” and beat big drums?
(Fortissimo duet of “Heaven forbid.”)
Then what on earth did we think that
we knew about it? And so on, It
wasn’t the people who did their job
who “mafficked.” In the Boer war the
“maffickers” were the people who
stayed at home. Even though we did
have conscription, that didn’t mean
that men were forced to go against
their will, but only that they had in
moost cases waited until the unfairness
and irregularities that were attendant
upon the haphazard methods of the
voluntary system—or rather unsystem
—were abolished by some legal meas-
ure. (I have mentioned that H.-K.
was a lawyer.) .And once they were
in, they +were every bit as keen scl-
diers as the men who had, like our-
selves, been swept away by the first
fine, careless rapture of patriotic en-
thusiasm.

We demurred, advancing various
arguments that tended to show what
dam’ fino fellows we ourselves were.
but the major stuck to his guns. We
were still on the argument when the
head walitress, dainty, dapper and dic-
tatorial, reminded us, over our last
ginger ale, that it was midnight and
time for “lights out.”” We parted at
the entrance and I strolled homeward
via the Strand.

It was as I came through Trafalgar
square that I was first conscious of an
unaccustomed noise in my ears. It was
undistinguishable at first. Then I be-
gan to recognize the tramp of march-
ing men and the sound of men’s—no.
of soldiers’—voices. For a moment I
thought I was suffering from a delu-
sion, that our late conversation had
carried my mind back to the autumn
of '14, when territorial battalions used
to march through London singing
their favorite marching songs. But as
I neared Charing ICross 4 descried in
the distance the familiar sight of a
swinging lamp that approached me. It
was the lamp that preceded a bat-
talion on night march. Then the in-
,arti»culate noise resolved itself into

Ne York, Oct. 12.—A drinking foun-
tain which has cost $140,000,000 in
money and eight years of labor, will
come into the possession of this city
tomorrow. It extends from the Cats-
kill mountains, 120 miles away. and is
known as the Catskill aqueduct. In
celebration of its official acceptance as
a municipal system which will supply
water to millions of persons, & three-
day festival is planned which 1s ex-
pected to rival the Hudson-Fulton
jubilation exercises here in. 1909,

Because of the engineering problems
which had to be overcome in enabling
the city to draw water from the Asho-
kan dam, 610 feet above tide level, the
construction of the system has been
described ag a feat surpassing in ac-
complishment the building of the Pan-
ama canal. It is one of the few. great
undertakings which have been com-
pleted both within contract time and
without being attended by any labor
disturbances

The Catskill aqueduct ereates four
lakes In its course from the mountains
to the eity.

tunnels through high land, dives under

MORTIER LIKELY
CHARGED WITH

Jury at Inquest on Death of
Mrs. Pope Asked for In-
vestigation of Driver

crushed her to death, the jury brought
in the Mollowing verdict: “We find that
Laura L., Pope came to her death
through the collision of a runaway
horse with the automobile In which
she was riding. And recommend that a
further Jinvestigation be made as to
the cause of the horse running away,
which caused the death of the szid
Laura L. Pope.” N

It was brought out at the inquest
that the horse broke away from Morti-
mer after passing under the C.N.R.

for fully five miles until it crashed into
the car. The jury also came to the
conclusion from evidence given that
Mortimer was not sober at the time of
the runaway.

CITY CAN OBTAIN
ALL MONEY NEEDED

Commissioner Samis Optim-
istic on City’s Financial
Condition

Commiissioner Samis, while appreci-
atinig the advice given the committee
on financial survey by Mr. Toole on
Thursday night, cannot agree 'with
him. He believes that the present form
of civic government is much superior
to that sugigested by Mr. Toole.

In reply to the statement of Mr.
Tioole that he had no confidence in the
tax certificate scheme becausethe city
did not put their guarantee behind the
certificates, Commissioner Samis gaid
that this was the same criticism of-
f.red by the minister of municipalities
and the minister of education. But he
would remiind them that the city is not
borrowing money but is out collecting,
and Mr. Samis added: “I am surprised
that Mr. Toole should suggest that the
city should borrow money at 10 per
cent interest. For the ¢ity to guaran-
tee those certificates would be to ab-
solutely defeat the whiole scheme. We
can borrow all the money we want to
without land certificates or anything
else.”

LABCR CANDIDATES
IN OPPOSTTION TO
NEW COVERMENT

Independents Will Be in the
Field in East and West
Calgary, Says Alex. Ross,
M.L.A.

LIBERALS DIVIDED

Ald. Adams Favors Union
During War Time; C. B.
Reilly Is Opposed; J. A.
Irvine Is Undecided

{(Whether the Conservatives and Iib-
erals unite on a win-the-war candidate
or not there is sure to' be an election
in both East and West "Calgary, be-
cause the Labor Representative League
will likely run a candidate in West Cal-
gary and the Non-Partisan League will
run one in East Calgary, or vice versa.
At least this i the opinion expressed
by Alex Ross, M.I.A,, last night.

When asked his opinion of the union
government, Mr. Ross said, “It is just
what you might expect. In fact it is

the logicdal thing for these parties to
do. At the conclusion of the war
there will have to be a day of reckon-
ing for the vested interests. The de-
mand is getting more insistent every
day. It is only natural that the poli-
ticians should get together to plan some
scheme to protest the interests which
they represent.

“As to the new cabinet, I do not see
any progressive men among the num-
ber. We can only judge what they
will do by whatthey have done in the
past. So that I cannot see that we
can expect to get any improved legis-
lation from them.”

Oppose Union Government

“Then the labor men will not sup-
port the union government,” suggested
che reporter-

‘“Certainly not,” replied Mr. Ross.

He expected both ridings in Calgary
would be contested by the labor re-
presentatives. The Labor Representa-
tive League will likely put a candidate
in West Calgary and the Non-Partisan
League will put a candidate in East
Calgary or the other way about. Mr.
Ross said, “We don't want a labor re-
presentative in the cabinet. 'What good
could he do in such a bunch as that?”

Liberal Favors It During War

‘“T have been opposed to union gov-
ernment all along, though I am in fav-
or of a national government,” sald S.
H. Adams, president of the Calgary
Liberal association, yesterday. But he
added, ‘Now that the union govern-
ment is a fact I believe we should get
behind it and support it during the
period of the war. Of course, there
should be a definite understanding that
at the close of the war there will be
an election. I take it that the present
government intends to devote their
whole attention to the winning of the
war, and wilt not introduce any gen-
eral legislation that can be postponed.”

Mr. Adams suggests that the execu-
tives of the Conservative party, the
Liberal party and the Tlabor Represen-
tation League hold a conference and see
if they can get together and back the
government, Then they might call
conventions of their respective parties
and ‘make their recommendations. They
might even suggest one or more candi-
dates. If these conventions accept the
recommendations and agree to endorse
any one candidate he would be the
accepted candidate whom all would
support. Or these conventions could
appoint delegates to meet in a large
non-partisan or inter-party convention
which would select the joint candidate.

“Of course,” Mr. Adams added, “fur-
ther information from Ottawa may
cause the Liberals and '‘Conservatives
in ICalgary to either alter or meodify
any plans they now have in mind.”

Liberal Candidate Is Shy

John A. Irvine, the [Liberal candidate
for West Calgary, was shy about com-
mitting himself. Because he said that
he had not definite news as to the
whole personnel of the cabinet, and
they had not declared their policy. But
he had no hesitation in saying that he
thought the government would have
been strengthened if a good labor man
had been included.

Mr. Reilly Opposed

C. B. Reilly, on the other hand, was
very positive in his opposition to the
union government, He would not only
shake the dust off his feet but throw
it into their faces as well. He said:

“The new government is the heir,
‘successor ' and assign’ of Borden,
Rogers and White. It must accept
the responsibility for the slack prose-
cution of the war by Canada during
the year -1917; for'the C.N.R. steal,
and for depriving Canadian women of
the right. to vote. It must answer to
the people of Canada for -the - Ross
rifle and otheér army scandals; for
the shabby treatment of meturned sol-
diers and of soldiers’ dependents.

“It holds out no hope to labor, and
the independent voter. We can not
expect oprogressive and constructive
legislation from ‘a government made
up ‘of politiclans taken from the least
progressive element of the two old
parties.”

There seems to be quite a diversity
of opinions among the Liberals gener-
ally. Some speak enthuslastically of
the turn affairs have taken; others
have nothing but words of condemna-
tion for those who have as they deem
it, gone back on their principles, while
others again are puzzled to know just
what to think. It is generally con-
ceded that the silent vote will decide
the election.

While the automobile, of
today . is so nearly a perfect machine as to seldom give trouble on the road,
nevertheless the man who feels that, if something did go wrong. he could
focate the trouble and repair it, needs must get more plea,suge from driving
his car than the man who feels that he would be helpless, ~

The locating of trouble in the automobile engine is not nearly as diffi-
culf as many believe it to be., The man who knows“the why and wherefore
of the various parts, who thin}\s and who will go about matters system-
atically. will find that he can almost instantly tell what made his enging
stop, or what is causing it to miss.

There are two kinds of trouble-hunters; one wlll take hold of a wire;
replace a spark plug; turn a screw on the carburetor; exhaust himself or hiz
battery cranking the engine; swear a little, ang then send for a wiser man
while the other, when the engine stops. will 'sit still a while, and, as the
physician asks questions of his patient when diagnosing a case, will talk to
himself, as: “Have I gasoline?” “Is my battery charged?” “She had no poweq
on that last hill; she stopped with a popping m the carburetor,” etc., the
result being that he will often instantly, perhaps without getting out of the
car, know what the trouble is. or. failing to et a clue from reasoning, wil
go about the hunting systematically.

To help you be of the latter type of trouble-hunter I am going to tell you

In a previous lecture I tol u that there were three things essenttal for
the proper running of the engine: namely, proper compression, proper mixture
and poper ignition.

fThe above is a short paragraph., yet it iz one of the most important in
this work. as unless it be understood and constantly borne in mind. it will
be impossible to have an engine run well of to locate trouble when trouble,
which is bound .to come, comes.

_In the following a.rtraes. on troubls locating, I am going to take up the
three essentials,’ ohe by bne, and show you how they can go wrong; then I
will try and show you how, by reasoning, or rather how, by a process of
elimjnation, the one which has gone wrong can be determined upon; and
finally T will show you the mechanical steps to take to”locate the trouble, in
the event of reasoning failing to give a clue.

JULCANTZING HINTS

A satisfactory tire paint for finishing
the inside of a tire after repairing may
be made by mixing thoroughly one gallon
gasoline, one-half pint C-35 cement, one
and one-helf pounds soapstone and one-
half pound whiting. Many successful re-
pairmen are using this formula with the
best of results.

It is so comparatively easy to preserve
the tread design in vuleanizing repairs
made-on tires with non-skid treads that
the wonder is that any repairman should
fail to do so. A tread pattern is inex-
pensive and easily made. Fitst, cut a ply
of L. F 52 fabric, 18 inches long and same
width as tread. Over this lay a ply of
gum 1-16 gauge, one-half inch wider than
the fabric and cover the whole well with
soapstone. Then place this pad fabric
side down in a sectional mold and stand
the tire, the tread design of which you
wish to preserve, on this.” Tighten the
clamps and cure for 20 minutes.

In using this pattern in the wvulcaniza-
tion of the tire repair, 20 minutes should
be added to the regular cure in order that
the heat may penetrate the pad.

In building up a sectional tire repair,
cleanliness is a prime requisite. The
stock should be well stitched and all air
blisters either rolled or picked out. Eacn
operation should be followed by a cloth
saturated with gasoline to take off the
bloom. The gasoline should be allowed to
evaporate thoroughly before proceeding
with the next step. All fabric must be
applied skim-coat down.

STRAIN LUBRICATING OIL

Although rarely done, it is better to
strain lubricating .oil. before it is put in
the tank, not only te.prevent the clogging
of oil -ducts and- to eliminate the p@ssi-
bility to abusive action due to foreign
substances, but also to prevent foreign
matter from getting into pump. Such
matter may cause the pump to stick and
same part to become broken.

OPERATING WINDSHIELD
Never attempt to force the upper half
of the windshield up or down by pushing
on one side, especially if the shield is an
old one. If the framework is at all weak,
this method of handling will probably
break the plane. &

EMERGENCY RIM EXPANDER
In the absence of a conventional rim
expander, diagonally split rims may be
spread by means of the lifting jack and

Long before the war, France, as one
phase of her policy of natiomal econ-
omy, provided for the vocational train.
ing of those who were disabled in clivil
1ife. S

In Cg.nvadn, when the Military Hos-
pitals commission was created, ome of

its first acts was to make provision for
the vocational training of the partially
disabled mem as they return.

In Alberta, the Military Hospitals
commission and the provincial govern-
ment, through the minister of educa-
tion, arranged to have the work de-
veloped under the immediate direotion
of the provincial director, of technical
education.

In Alberta the work was started
about a year ago and good results are
being secured. It has been ofificially
stated at Ottawa' that Alberta is lead-
ing all the other provinces in the num-
per of cases dealt with, in the dewvelop-
ment of the necessary administrative
organization, in the variety and ade-
quacy of the training offered and in
making a systematic plan for securing
suitable emiploymenit for those who
have comipleted thelr courses. Five
hundred and fifty mem have beem sur-
veyed for training by the vocational of-
ficer and his staff. Il tne men continue
to return at the ame rate as in the
month of July, twenity per week will be
the average addition to this number
for an indefinite period During the
summese- over two hundred and twenty
men have been recelving instruction,
and by the end of the year the number
will be in the neighborhood of thmee or
four hundred.

Training During Convalescence.

Expenienice woon revealed (the fact
that it is in the interests of the men
end conducive to a mone rapid and sat-
isafotory conwvalescence if mental and
Physical occupation be provided for
them. Bubject al'ways to the approval
oif the medical officer in charge of the
hospital, the men are umnged but not
compelled to talkke ome or other of the
lines of instruction and occupation pro-
vided. For those ‘lookinig forward to
commercial or clvil service positions,
instruction is offered in the various
subjects such fields of work require.
Already ninety-two of the men have
passed successfully the clvil service
examination, and another group of over
thirty will write on the special exam-
jination being given early next month.
Many who are not inclined by previous
expenrience or iniclination toward cler-
ical work are looking forward to one
or other of the skilled trades. For
these imstruction in practical mathe-
matics, mechanical drawing and gen-
eral handicraft work is provided. Amn-
other group is tformed of those who are
looking forward to the land, in some
cases returhing to farming emterprises
already under way before the jar, in
other cases prepaning themselves to
take advantage of any land settlement
scheme that may be provided. For
these, instruction and occupation in
gardening and poultry raising is pro-
vided. The work in market gandening

" has proven to be especially intéresting

and valuable from a therapeutic stand-
point, At the Ogden Military Cepvales-
cent hospital they have over fifteen
acres under cultivation, It should be
kept in mind that all the work referred
to mbove is carried on in connection with
the hospitals and that the men taking
advantage of it are still convalescing
and deemed to be not sufficiently re-
covered to justify their dischBrge.

Voeational Training After Discharge.

‘While the men are conwalescing, any
instruction that is provided is open ‘to
all. After the men are discharged,
however, .it is onfly those whose dis-
ability prevents their return to their
fonmer occupations who are entitled to
vocational training under the regula-
tions of the Miljtary Hospitals commis-
sion.

Those who are approved for full vo-
cational courses after their discharge,
receive from the Military Hospitals

Some Individual Cases.

1. T'wo men who had been coal min-
ers working at the “face” before the
war, return with disabilities making
such heavy work mo longer possible for
them. Through the courtesy of the
mine branch of the provincial depart-
ment of public wonks these men were
trained to take change of mine rescue
stations. Each man is now in change
of such a station and is receiving a sal-
ary of $120 a month.. They have held
their positions for some time now and
have proved themselves to be satisfac-
tory.

2. A man over thirty years of age
with educational standing about equiv-

talen't to grade X undertook the work

leading tjo the teachimg profession. His
disability was due to gunshot wound
in-right elbow and 'to gas. By special
arrangements made by the minister of
education, any returned soldier who has
grade X standing will be admitted to
the Normfal school for training, and
upon comipleition of the usual course
will be alloweid to teach. While teach-
img he will be able to take the cor-
respondence courses for teachers of-
fered by the Institute of Techmology
and thereby gradually brimg his-acad-
emic standing up to the level of that
of a second-class teacher. The young
man {n question stanted studying with
teaching in view, just one year ago.
Since that time the completed his
Normal school course successfully, a

course at the summer sichool for teach-

ers and passed the grade XI examin- [

ation in all but three subjects. He has
been appointed senior teacher in one ot
our villages and began his duties, in
September. During this coming year
the institute will coach him for his ex-
aminations in the subjects in which he
failed so that by this time next year
he will, in all probability, be a fully-
quallfied second-class teacher. Tt is
his intention to go on for a course at
the university.

3. Two men who -completed the
counse at the institute in automobile
meichianics ,re-enlisted in the motor
transport, one as sergeant in change
of repair work. These men suffered
from abdomiinal wounds. Skfillful
surgery had resulted in a very satis-
factory recovery, but the men will
never be able to do heavy work again.

4. A young man about 29 years old
lost his right arm close te the shoul-
der, there being no stump whatever!
left. During convalescence he learned
to write with his left hand and passed
success®ully the civil service examine
ation. While convalescinig he ‘was also
an enthusiasti¢ member of the garden
club, but found that, as he had only
one arm he was in need of a helpmate.
A gnacious young nurse acdcepted the
position and they had a very success-
ful garden plot. He is now a post-
master in one. of the smaller towns,
with a salary of $100.00 a month. He
has claimed his young friend of the
garden to be his helpmate for life.

6. A carpenter who 2as lost One
hand, almost completely, is comipleting
a course which will qualify him es a
clerk of works or bullding inspector.
When his course is completed he is
assured of B good Tposition in one of
our cities.

6. A printer has one of his legs bad-
Ty shattered and is to receive a course
to qualify him as a Mnotype openator.

7. A young man suffering from
chromie bronchitis due to exposure in
the tremches, receives instruction in
bookkeeping, stenography and type-
writing and secgures a position with the
Dominion forestry department with a
salary of $100.00 a month.

8. Two young men having completed
their courses are givem positions as
shop and laboratory assistants in the
Institute of Teichnology and Art.

The vocational officer for the pro-
vince has 12 of the men on his staff
and he states that in each case the man
s giving excellent satisfaction. If
properly prepared and givem the job
that is suitable, the great majority of
our partially disabled men will become
not ohly self-dependent, but also real
contributors to the welfare and citizen-
ship of their commmumnity. They faced
the enemy in France, they are making
the necessary effort to become efificient
again.in civil life, what more can their
counitry ask of them? The least that
their fellow-citizens can do for them is
to give them an opportunity’ to secure
the right positions upon the comiple-
tion of their vocatiomal training. With
this responsibility in mind, the man-
agemént of the Institute of Technology
and Art, through its industrial and
commercial suryey of the province is
establishing such a direct and sympa-
thetic relationship to industry, com-
merce and labor that it will be able to
be of the greatest assistance in get-
ting the men suitably located, upon the
comipletion of their courses and to con-
tinue to be of assistance to them and
their employers after they have secured

em liory te .

UNITED GRAIN GROWERS’ LIVE-
STOCK BULLETIN
Cattle—Prices on cattle show a
material decline this week with fairly
Jight receipts on Monday and Tuesday.
The commission men were unable to
dispose of their holdovers from Satur-
day at practically last week’s prices,
but with extra heavy receipts of cattle
on Wednesday, and Burns & Co., and
Gordon & Ironside off the market on
account of being temporarily stocked
up the dullest day of the season was
experienced and the competitive bidd-
ing we have had for the last few weeks
was entirely lacking. The Harris
Abattoir company taking advantage of
the situation bought steadily all week,
‘he bulk of the heavy cattle of 1,250
Ibs. and up at prices ranging from $8.50
to $9.60 with an occasional odd steer
50c more. We sold several steers at
$9.50 and $9.00 with a considerable
number at $8.85, $8.75, $8.65 and $8.50.
Medium butcher steers sell from $8.00
to $8.50, with the common steers $7.40
to $8.25. Cows sold lower, the bulk
of the best cows selling from $7.25 to
$7.75. Medium cows -$6.50 to $7.00,
with common and cutter cows down £
4350, Extra good bulls bring from
$6.25 to $6.50 with mediums at $5.50 to
$6.00. Top oxem $7.00 to $8.00, and
canner oxen down to $3.50 to $4.00.
Médium feeders from 1,000 to 1,1000
Ibs. bring from §3.00 to $8.25, stocker
two-year-olds, 800 to 900 lbs., are worth
trom $7.40 to $7-75, and yearlings from
$50 to $54. There were not many well
bred stock cows offered, but they would
bring around $60- to $66. Good calves
are selling from $30 to $35. Taken as
a whole the market on heavy cattle was
fully 50c lower, with butcher cattle 20
to 30 cents lower,
Top price on cattle a year agdt $6.50.
Hogs.—Hog prices held steady, al-
though the eastern market was quoted
lower. We sold our Thunsday hogs at
$17.60, our Friday’s hogs realized $18,
with a few loads selling somewhat
higher. Tt looks as though hogs will
probably sell lower mnext week. Top
price on hogs a year ago, $10.35.
Sheep.—There has been no change in
the prices of mutton this week, the
supply being very lmited, and any-
thing with quality is readily sold. We
quote good wethers at $12 to $12.50;
fat ewes, $10 to $11, and fat lambs,
$12.50 to $13.

WADE & JACK'’S REPORT

With the heaviest run of cattle here
this season the market was fully 20c
to 40c+per 100 1bs. lower on all classes.
The extreme choice cattle sold as high
as $10.30, that was for one special
bunch of cattle averaging 1,375 1bs.,
but it is seldom we gee cattle like them
here. Good stocker cattle gelling at
7 1-4¢c to 7 1-2¢c. We do not look for
any change in the cattle market for
the coming week as the yards are full
of medium half fat steers, and are
selling slow. We would advise shippers
to hold back for a week or ten days
until the ruh lets up.

With light receipts of hogs here this
week the market opened out at $17.60
and advanced on Friday to 18c, with
the bulk of the hogs selling at this
price today. /

The sheep and lamb market remains
firm, good wethers selling up to 13¢,
lambs up to 18 1-4c. and ewes 11 1-2c¢.

A. H. MAYLAND’S LETTER

Beef cattle—Heavy receipts of cattle
tested the yard capacity to the utmost,
but everything was taken care of with
little delay and the trading was brigk con-
sidering the congested condition fl the
yards. Some cattle, which had the qual-
ity to command i, sold for $10.30. Other
high eales of good cattle are reported
below. The market generzally had a steady
tone, although there was some erratic
bidding. With the exception of the bet-
ter grades of heavy steers, which sold for
$9.50 and up tc 210.00, the pulk of the
sales of good steers were made at from
$8.25 to $8.35, with good light butcher
cattle at $8.00.

Stockers and Feeders—Inquiry for stock
cows and steers was limited and prices
were slightly lower on this class. A
feature of the feeder trade was the better
demand for high class heavy feeders and
salés of steers were made at $8.40, $8.50
and $8.70 for finishing on grain. The
demand for feeders helped to hold the
price steady on 1,200-Ib, cattle.

Sheep—Small fots of fat sheep and
lambs sold at steady prices, lambs and
yearlings making $13.00.

Hogs—Inquiry for hogs was dull until
Friday, when trading opened out at
$18.25 and closed at $17.75. Thursday's
hogs sold at $17.60. Demand from local
packers, caught short, -was the cause of
the sharp advance as Winnipeg reports all
quoted them weak at $17.25 market.

PARSLOW & DENOON'S STATEMENT

There was another heavy run of cattle
this week and while trading was slow

Prices held fairly steady with last week.

Cholce heavy steers were. the easiest to
Mmove and twenty cars left last night for
tastern and southern markets. Common
and medium butcher stuff, of which the
Supplies were liberal, had only a limited
outlet with packer buyers indifferent and
had it not beem for the feeder buyers
taking hold prices would have suffered a
Severe decline. The top price of the week

Regina, Sask., Oct. 12.—~The Sas«
katchewan department of agriculture
today issued its estimate of the prin
cipal grain acreages by districts. A
domparison of the' figures with censug
returns of 1916 show that while thae
acreage sown to wheat has decreased
to the extent of 758,856 acres, the total
area of land under crop this year has
increased almost half a million acre&

The estimate of the. yleld is much
higher than was expected during the
summer, and it.ls now expected thai
the yield will be larger than last year.
The following 1s the estimate given by
the census and statistics office as the
probable average yield for the prin«
cipal grain cnops:

Wheat, 18.76 bushels per acre; oats,
29.25 bushels per acre; barley, 22.25
bushels per acre, and flax, 8,10 bushels
per acre.

From reports received it is evidend
that the 19117 crop, while below the aves
rage in yield, is equal to our best yeard
in quality of grain marketed, fully 78
per cent will grade No. 1 northern and
in many places the wheat is graded No.

1 hard.

The estimated total wheat acreage in ' |
the province ls 8,273,263 acres; -oats
acreage, 4,621,462 acres; barley acreage,
£69,927 acres; flax acreages 763.700
acres.

In addition to the foregoing, it is also
estimated that the ‘following areas
have been sown to other grains and
root crops:

MILLERS WILL PAY
TAX ONALL WHEAT
THEY PURCHASE

Grain Supervisors Issue a
New Order; Elevators
to Pay Wheat Tax

| Eeay——
Winnipeg, Oct. 12.—The board of
grain supervisors has today issued the
following orders:
“That upon all wheat purchased by
or for tne flour mills in Canada be-
tween October 4, 1917, and August 31,
1918, both dates inclusive, there shall
be paid by the purchaser to the board
of grain supervisors for <Canada the
sum of two and one-half cents a bush-
el, and order No. 8 of the board, issued
on September 12, 1917, is amended ac-
cordingly.
“That the monies collected pursuant
to this order shall form a part of the
fund provided for by order No. 9 of
the board, and out of the said fund
there shall be paid in addition to the
carrying charges and administrative
expenses mentioned in said order No.
9, such carrying charges as are fixed
by order of the board on wheat from
the western inspection division, held
by or for eastern millers in store east
of Port Arthur during the closed sea-
son of navigation, in Canadian public
or terminal elevators, or winter stor-
age boats at eastern Canadian lake
ports insofar as such wheat is held by
or for such millers to satisfy their
milling requirements,
“That upon street wheat owned by
country elevators as at October 1, 1917,
or purchased thereafter and carried by
such elevators there shall be paid out
of the fund created under order No. 8
of the board, carrying charges at Yhe
rate of one-twenty-fifth of one cent a
bushel per day from October 1, 1917,
upon such wheat actually in such ele-
vators on that date, and insofar as
street wheat subsequently purchased is
concerned from the date upon which
such wheat is so purchased, cash ticket
issued and wheat actually delivered to
such elevator, until the date such wheat
ds unloaded, at a terminal elevator or
mill in the western inspection division.

“This order is to be effective as of
October 1, 1917. No payment will be
made for carrying charges accruing
after May 31, 1918.

“That upon wheat held by jor for
eastern millers, upon which carrying
charges are to be paid pursuant to
order No. 13 of the board, such carry-
ing charges shall be. paid from De¢em-
ber 15, 1917, upon all such wheat which
shall be actually in store by that date.
and from actual date of delivery. dnto
store of all such wheat subsequently
received In store. Such carrying
charges shall be paid until such wheat
is actually taken out of store, or until
April 30, 1918, on all wheat still in
store. on that date. No - carrying
charges shaill be pald after that date.

“The carrying charges to be paid
shall be as follows:

(a) On wheat In Canadian pubMc er
terminal elevators, one-twenty-second
of one cent per bushel per day.

(b) On wheat stored in winter astor-
age boats one-twenty-fifth of one cent
per bushel per day.”

CONFERENGE Wi
INQUIRE INTO
HU3GIKS STRENGTH

What Will Happen When
Entente Nations Meet

_ Petrograd, Oct. 12.—Gen. Alexieff,
former commander-in-chief of the Rus-
sian aymies, on his arrival at head-
quarters to obtain from the' govern-
ment instructions as to his mission to
the inter-allfed conference to be held
in Paris, sald to. the representative of
the Moscow newspaper Eutrossi that
the conference would ascertain the
exact strength of Russia, her combat-
ive power and her attitude toward the
other nations of the emtente, If the
internal situation in Russia at that
time was not such as“to inspire confi-
dence amiong the alltes, he added, it
would be better niot to send him.

“In faoct,” sald Gen. Alexiefif, *“1
should refyse to go.”

He concluded by saying that Rus-
sia’s weakness would be recognized at
the conference . He expressed the view

Franes Raised and 98 Bil-

liogs Came from French
Savings

WHAT SHE IS DOING

For a Year Has Been Pro-
ducing Shells at the Rate
of 250,000 Per Day

New York, Oct. 12.—France has for a
year been producing 250,000 shells a
day for the famous .76 guns as com-
pared with 12,000 daily when the war
began, Andre Tardieu, high French
commissioner in the United States,
sald in a statement here today. His
estimate of credits voted by France
from August, 1914, until \Amerioa en-
tered@ the war was nearly $21,000,000,-
000, of which more than $19,5/00,000,000
came, he satd, from the savings of the
French people. Mr. Tardleu’'s state-
ment reads:

“At- the beginning of the war Wwe
could turn out 12,000 shells a day for
‘75's.’ In the year past we have been
able to turn out 250,000 shells a day.
In 1914 we had only 300 heavy guns,
in regiménts., Now we have more than
6,000. Besides we gave more than 800
heavy guns to our Russian, Rumanian
and other allies.

“More than tiwo-thirds and nearly
three-flourths of the western front Is
stild occupied by the French army,
which has two million men in the field.

“In our country the amount raised
by annual taxes reaches this year five
and a half'billen francs, which is the
highest fgure ever attained, even in
time of peace, although twelve milllon
Prench people are either mobilMzed for
the army or the factories or kept in
the invaded: region.

“Figures sometimes bring revelations.
Since the outbreak of the war until
the intervention of the United States,
bills have been voted which amounted
to 104 billion fra and do you know
how much we bor ed from abroad?
Six billion francs, So ninety-eight bil-
lions were drawn from the savings of
the French themmselves for the defense
of the country.™

Alsace and Lorraine.

ANMuding to Aleace and Lorraine, Mr.
Tandieu said:

“For more than fonty years we kept
in our heart that open wound, Alsace-
Liorraine. And we did not make war,;
we suffered in silénce. Our brothers
were victims of the most hideous sys-
tem of police oppression that was ever
inflicted upon a free people.

lanes to permit vessels from where
Stefansson was last reported to get out
to Herschel.

Bishop Stringer A was accompanied
here by Archdeacon Whittaker, who is
en route to Hamilton, Ontario, to join
his wife who ascended the Mackenzie
river during the summer by steamer.

STRUGRLE VER
THE MUL-LOGKE
. BTTLEFIELDS

A Dogged Fight Every Step
Forward in the Latest Ad-
vance; the Hardest Strug-
gle Yet,

R

HIDEOUS MORASS

Even Worse Than the Mud-
fields of the Somme, Yet
British Make Big Advance
at Points

British Front in France and Belgium,
Oct. 12.—All day the British have been
fighting their way forward doggedly
foot by foot. over the-mud-locked bat-
tlefield northeast of Ypres. They were
still clinging with grim determination
to the task at the latest reports, and
had made appreciable gains in the face
of almost inconceivable difficulties.
The greatest advance appeared to
be along the crest of the Passchen-
daele ridge. where the attacking troops
had pushed forward to an extreme
depth of L200 yards from the starting
point.

It was reported several hours ago
that observers had seen a small body
of Haig’'s men at the crest, which lies
almost on the outskirts of the village
of Passchendaele,

The three years of war has produced
few such days of bardship. Not since
the world conflict began, however, has
there been a more wonderful display
of courage by the British. From the
start it has been.a merciless struggle.
against the odds presented by the
hideous morasses for which Flanders
is famous.

Worse Than the Somme

Not even the mudfields of the
Somme battlefront presented such dif-
ficulties @s have been encountered dur-
ing the past few days in Flanders.
Even the infantry, without equipment
to carry, found it hard to make pro-
gress over these shell-pitted morasses.
which sometimes drag man and beast
down to death.

A week ago it often took a full 20
minutes for a man without gun or
baggage to megotiate a hundred yards,
and since “then the rains have greatly
intensified the difficulties.

It was over such ground that men
from the British Isles and overseas
were fighting today. But their spirit
was not broken by the handicap. Even
the wounded who returned from the
forward lines were cheerful and full
of grit, though suffering from pain.
tired and caked from head to foot
with pasty mud. It was a revelation
to see the smiles on their faces as
they waiited their turn in the dressing
stations.

A striking instance of determina-
tion with which the men undertook
today’'s work waas seen on one section
of the fromt.

The men from overseas were ad-
vancing over ground that was swept
by mmachine gun fire, .As they strug-
gled alomg behind their artillery
barrage the combination of mud and
bullets several times became more
than flesh and blood could endure.
and with a criy of ‘Let's get on and at
the Boche and end 1t they delib-
erately charged through their owm
barrage and hurled themselves on the
enemy with rifles and bayonets,

London, Oct. 12.—Progress was made
along the entire front in Flanders, where
Field Marshal Haig began another offen-
sive Friday morning.
