A Demonstrative Crowd Gathers at (he In-

‘quest—*‘Three Cheers for Policema
Cuddy” — An Unsuccessful Ruse 4:
Police.

The principal incident of conversation in
‘the city throughout the whole of yesterday
and last night was the murder of James
Moroney in York street, 8o rare aresuch
bloody deeds in this usually orderly city
_ that the tragedy of Tuesdsy night excited

s great deal of comment and interest, There

is still considerable mystery surrounding
the identity of Andrews, the murderer, and
there is reason to believe that that is not his
name at all,. However, the police ave con-
fident that in a few days they will have in
their possession full details of his ante-
cedents, and the story of a desperate crim.
inal’s life is looked for, As the prisoner is
nowin the bands of the law, The Wiyld
does not desire to make aoy commen, tpat
woald in sny way prejudice his chr,pces of .
foir trial.

At 10.45 yesterday morn’ .ag the prisser
was arraigned in the po’e couat by the
name of Charles Andr g, charged with the
wilful murder of J gnes Moroney and the
attempted wilf'sf murder of Alfred Cuddy,
a polloelpbf. of the city of Toronto, while
in the uischarge ot his auty, - To both
oburges Andrews pleaded not guilty, snd

_ waived examination, He was unrepresent-
ed by counsel, being totally without money,
When asked to plead he claimed self-defence
on the first charge, and on the second said
he did not know that it was a policeman
who was following him, Magistrate Denison
ithen remanded bim till Aug. 15 to await
'the action of the coroner’s inquest. It was
#emarked as an incident of the first day on
which he resumed duty that the magistrate
should have & murderer arraigned before
him,

‘Coroner Philbrick Commences an Inquest.

At 8 o’clock last night Coroner Philbrick
commenced an inquest st the Wilson house,
8t York and Pearl streets, The ollowing
Jury was sworn in: William Damer (fore-
man), Walter Grant, William Lewis, Thomas
Deav, William Larmour, J. F, Kennedy,
‘Wm, Crawford, A. W, Mishaw, Jos, Bailey,
-Jos, Complain, Geo, F, Ficclestone,J, Elliott,
W, A, Thorpe, John Daley and Wm,
Gubam, Long before the hour of opening

v inquest a large crowd had gathered

vund the hotel. As young Moroney was

V' known and well liked in the neighbor-

«d his terrible fate was eagerly discussed

¢ throng. Early in the night many
2Ag & monstrations were made towards
the pric ser, which Rrew stronger and
stronger ss the inquest proceeded. It was
fouad nacessary to barracade the entrances

%o the room where the inquest was being
held, aud only those whe were directly
conveeted with the inquiry were admitted.

The jury after being sworn adjourned to
No, 59 Pearl street. the house of deceased,
and viewed the remains and examined the
fatal wound. Returning to the hotel the
first evidence taken was that of Drs, Thor-
burn sbd Cook, who made a post mortem
examination sixteen hours after death,
The doctors described the course of th:
bullet from its entrance one inch below aud
twoinches inward of the left nipple, The
‘bullet passed through the left lung, pierced
@ section of the heart and came out behind
between the seventh and eighth ribs. Death
‘was alniost instantaneous,

Jossph Moroney, 14 years of age, brother
of decessed, gave some general evidence,
which did not in any way bear on the actual
occurrencas whichfled to the crime, His
statement was substantially the same as
that !mblhhad in The World of yesterday
morning,

ng.

Jobn Jorden of 130 William street, the
i:ung man who was in the company of

oroney at the time of his death, was the
next witness. His evidence was looked
forward to with much expectation by the
faiends of the murdered man, His story
was substantially as follows, which was
given in mot altogether a satisfactory man-
ner : At10.30 o’clock on Tuesday night I
met James Moroney and his bro:her Joseph
at the corner of York and Wellington
streets, We stood talking & few minutes,
when we walked up York street to
Pearl street.. At the corner James
told his brother Joseph to go home,
which he did. I then asked James
where he was going, and he replica
down to the Walker hoase, We walked
down again as far as Wellington street,
where he told me wait for him until he re-
turned. He came back in fifteen minutes
and we walked again up to the norihwest
corper of York and Pearl streets. We stood
talking for some time, when two men ape
proached us from the direction of Queen
street. One of the men, wno wore a grey
suit of clothes, asked me to go and have a
drink. I told him I did not want anything
todriok just then, He then asked James
Moroney to accompany him for a drivk.

~Deceased told him to go about his business,

that he did not want any tiquor, The man
in the grey clothes (pointing to prisoner,
who occupied a seat to the left of the coron-
er) drew a revolver out of his hip-pocket
and struck me on the left cheek wiih the
barrel, - Deceased then esmught hoid of
prisoner and said, *“Don’t you know
I ecould bave you arresteu for car-
rying & weapon” The two men
then got wrestling and deceased threw him
down, where he held him for a while, De-
ceased told me to go for a policeman. About
s second afterwards prisoner again got his
revolver out and shot Moroney, Deceased
tried to get up, but be could not. I then
ran over to the cab stand (opposite the
Shakspeare hote)), jumped into a carriage
and went after Dr, Thorburn, Deceased
never spoke after he wis shot, I positively
swear that the prisouer (pointing sgain toAn-
drews) was, the man who shot James
Moroney. 1 also pomtively swear that
what I have told you is all the provocation
that prisoner hzd for shooting deceased.

Toesday night I heard four men quarreling
at the northwest corner of Pearl and York
streets, I heard s man in a grey suit ask
Moroney to go and have s drink. 1 fally
identify the prisoner ss the man who ex-
tended the invitation to drink to Moroney,
The latter told prisoner that he yhe pris-
oner) had enough of liquor, and advised
him to go home. I noticed the fourth man
(Andrews’ companion) walk up and down
Pearl street several times while they were
talking. He had on red overalls and wore
a black cap with a peak. He put his hands
in bis side pockets as if he had something in
there. He looked as if he meant something,
He seemed to be ready to take the prison.
er’s part. 1 heard Moroney say to prisoner
that he was “too fresh.” Prisoner then
stepped back a piece and put his hand in
his hip-pocket, oroney then caught hold
of r, nearly tossed him over his
shoulder and threw him to the ground.
Deceased shouted for some one to get a
policeman, saying : ‘‘ This man has a re.
volver,” 1 saw piisoner draw a revolver
and shoot at Moroney's breast, Decoased
wason top of prisoner, who was on the
pavement, A(mdtho shot was fired Mo.
roney got up and staggered across (to the
-o::K) the street, When he reached the
other side he placed his hands over his
heart. I asked him if he was shot, He
feebly answerd that he was, and fell dead
ou the sidewalk” I saw & policeman com.
ing down the street and I said to
him: * Follow that man (pointing to the
direction that prisoner had gone), He is
just after shooting Jim Moroney,” Pris-
oner turned up the lane behind Montgom-
ery's tavern, 1 walked up to the entrance
of the lane. I saw a flash and heard a re-
port, The policeman closed in with pris-
oner, Ithen saw the prisoner change a
revolver from the right hand to the left
and fire a second shot at him. _The police-
man overpowered him and tcok the rovolver
from him, Another policeman came along
aud I heard Sam Noblett of the coffee-house
call to him to go up the lane where the
shooting was going on. Prisoner was

— An extraordinary
oumber of vessels have been wrecked in
straits of Keitch, Black sea, the past few
years, and in consequence of many suse
picious circumstances, such as the wreck
of vessels in calm weather and the fact of
some pilots rapidly growing rich, an in-
vestigation was made by English insur-

learned that a pilot named Francisco was
the head of s band of English, Italisn,
Greek and Russian pirates who made aliving

Andrews to jail on a charge of wilful mur-
der and banded the commitment papers to
Detective Hodgins, "The inquest was ad-
journed till 7,30 to-night.

A Pemonstrative Crowd.

All the time the inquest was in progress

the crowd outside the hotel increased till at
9.30 there was a regular jam of people ex=
tending east and west on Pearl street and
north and south on York street. ~ All of
the windows in the room where the inquest
was held looked out on to Pesrl street.
They were all open, and when the crowd
became aware that the coroner had
shat down operations for the night
they - became very demonstrative, Cries
of *“Throw him out of the win.
dow,” mixed with blasphemous “epithets,
floated in through the open windows, The
prisoner sat in his chair motionless. He
was sccurely handcuffed, and Policeman
Vaughan stoyd guard over him. As he
listened to the cries of the surging crowd
outside his face twitched nervously and his
countenance was ovcrcast with an expres-
sion of timidity. TEe throng all the while
kept growing larger, and their shouts in-
creased in proportion, A World reporter
went to the wiudow, and he was asked by
a dozen voices to throw the —— —— out
to them,
At this time there were only Policemen
Cuddy, Vaughan and Maurice O'Con-
nell in the hotel, Pretty soon
Sergeant Monroe put in an appearance,
It became very evident that a little
strategy would have to be resorted to get the
prisoner out to the cab that was in waiting
at the side entrance, Policenan Vaughan
and the prisoner were put into a bedroom
and all the lights upstairs turned down,
The rest of the officers then went down
stairs and told some of the crowd that the
prisoner had been removed by a postern
door and that the cab at the side door was
only a “‘blind.”” But the ruse did not work
worth a cent. The throng gave *‘three
cheers for Cuddy” every once in a while
and demanded that the murderer be brought
out. *““We want to bavea look at him,”
several of them shouted,

The police, however, thonght that they
meant something more, and a fresh detach-
ment of men wassent for. Sergt. Seymour
s2nt all the available men he had from police
headquarters, including several policemen
in plain clothes. Then Inspector Ward
was telephoned to and down came a strong
force from No, 2 station. It was then
decided to clear a large space in front of the
hotel, into the centre of which the cab was
driven. About twenty five men kept the
crowd atbay. All the while the mob kept
hooting aud calling, alternately giving three
cheers for Cuddy,

The prisoner and Policeman Vaughan
were together for over an hour in the bed-
room. The cfficer kept a secure hold on the
murderer. Every-time the crowd would
yell the prisoner would quiver from head
to foot. He was in mortal terror that the
crowd would break in on him, Once he
said, ““If I had a revolver I would settle it
all,” He was very pale and the afterclap
of his late debanch, coupled with the men-
aces of the crowd outeide, unnerved . him-
comp'etely.

At 1015 Chicf Draper arrived on the
scene. He went straight to the room
where Vaughan and the murderer were con-
gealed aud gave an order, Returning to
the front door he gave a command for the
posse to draw their batons, ‘Lhe men with
drawn batons then faced the crowd and
waited, A few seconds afterwards the two
frovt doors of the hotel vere thrown wide
open. Following 1a quick succession, on
the dead run, came the prisoner with De-
| tect.ve Newhall on one side and Policeman
Vaugbau on the other. The cab door was
already open, and, quicker then it could be

E. J. McElderry, of Guelph, is the nsme
put to the new documents—the same one
as before, but of whom nothing could be
learned, The argunment of Murpby, Chad-
wick & Co, takes about this shape: We're
on the lottery scheme; we're on it to make
money out of it by daping the public; we
know its against the law, but we’ve found
a way to get round the law; therefore come
on, boys, now’s your chanee to ftry .
your luck; it’s a Iottery all the same,
but they can’t get hold of you or us,
Who the lawyers are who guarantee that
the evasion is & good one, who have risked
their reputation and their gowns by assist-
ing these swindlers to get round the law
has not yet been given to the public. Bat
when they show forth they will doubtless
hear from the law eociety. :

As Mr, Murphy is bent on floating his
lottery he may as well trot it out, and the
public will then see if it is legal or mot.
But Mr. Murpby’s assertion, and the
Toronto papers’ publication of the adver,
tisement will not legalize it; the courts will
settle that, as the promoters and publishers
who carry their advertisements will very
soon find out.

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MUNIOCIPAL POLITIOS.
We are quite ready to admit that in the
administration of our civic affairs the last
few years have witnessed a decided improve-

ment, The journals of this city have thrown
such a penetrating and continuous stream of
light on aldermanic doings of all kinds that
‘it is hard for corruption to find a lurking
place. Baut this very light has served to
show that the tendency to corruption—often
of the petty order—is always present, and
that the want of opportunity, not the want
of disposition, must be credited with the
comparativescarcity of civic scandals,

This is still an unsatisfactory state of
afairs. What the citizens want is a council
made up of men who are above snapicion,
who are the foremost in the city in business
standing and ability, who may be trusted
to take a broad and enlightened view of the
city’s interests and its future, and who will
not condescend to promote certain
interests adversely of the city simply because
by so doing they can secure personal favors
#0 themselves. Can we get such men into
ihe council under the present system of
¢lection? We have got them in once in &
while in the past, but they soon drop out;
and as the causes which drive them out of
‘civic life are operating continuously, if not
increasingly, we shall never be any better off
until we have a change of system,

Let us see how the machine works at pre=
sent., The city is divided into ten wards,
each of which sends three members to the
city council, and these three are elected for
only one year. Letussuppose a ward to be
represented by one intelligent man of busi-
ness who would be a creditable representa,
tive to the whole city on the floor of the
house of commons, and by one of the class
best known as “‘ward politicians”—a man
who is the nominee of a certain local clique,
the: members of which stand by him
through thick and thin. Which of these
men is likely to come off best at the annual
¢lection ?

The former spends at the city’s business
all the time he can spare from his own, He
does this at the sacrifice of his personal
_comfort and often of his health, and as he
has no time to cultivate and canvas his
.ward he must trust to his public record for
‘ve-election. Vain trust! Just so surely as
‘he does so he will sooner or later suffer de-
‘feat, On the other hand the ward politi-
.0inn is alway going about amongst the rate-
payers; He is of little real use 1n the coun-

“oil in matters requiring careful and enlight-
“ened coneideration, but he has a keen eye
for broken sidewalks and defective mac.
adam, He is continually trying to get all
the little expenditures he can for his own
ward, and is sure to let it be widely known
that to him the credit of all the improve-
‘ments is due, He draws his friends more
closely around him and disarms his eppon-
ents by favor dispensed at the cost of the
public. And on election day he is returned
at the head of the pole with other ward pol-
iticians by his side, while the only man
whose gervices are worth returning is left
out.

Every ore who knows anything of the
history of this city koows that this is no
exaggerated deecription of a state of affairs
which must:be brougnt to an end if wo
are to have ¢ivic administration of the pro-
per kivd, What is wanted, in brief, 18 the
total abolition of the ward system and the
election of the aldermen by a whole-city
vote. [This can easily be accomplished by
making one-third of the council elective
each yenrf We have at preseat thirty mem.
bers. If each were clectea for a three year
-erm and ten were to go out each year, the

THE SOUTH.EASTERN RAILWAY AND THE
CANADIAN PAOIFIC,

A financial event of considerable import-
ance is the failure of the Hon, Bradley
Batlow, president of the Vermont National
bank, St. Albane, and president also of the
South-eastern railway company, which has
extensive and intimate connections with
Montreal. It has been looked for that this
road, some three hundred miles in length,
would eoon pass into the hands either of
the Capadian Pacific or the Grand Trunk,
with probabilities in favor of the former,
The bank, it is said, will not suffer much,
but the railway is in a bad position, and
Mr, Barlow may save but little out of sev-
eral hundred thousand dollars which be
had invested in it. According to the fol-
lowing statement, which we take from the
New York Tribune, the immediate cause of
the catastrophe appears to haye been the
sudden and unexpected withdrawal of the
Canadian Pacific from negotiations, on Sat-
urday last, after documents foF the trans-
fer of the South eastern to that company
bad been preparcd and were all ready for
sigonature :

Mr. Barlow has invested personally nearly
one million of dollars in the Southeastern
railway, and had the utmost contidence that
the business of the road would make it a
profitable investment. He took the road
when it was badly run down, and had no
equipments worth mentionirg. The road
has been supplied with steel rails and bal-
lasted, new engines and cars were bought,
pew shops and stations were built, an in
short it has been put in first-class condi-
tion, All these improvements have render-
ed necrssary a large expenditure of monei.
Several yesrs ago the bonds of the South-
eastern were issued for $1,750,000, but were
never put on the market or sold, Mr, Bar-
low retaining them all. The Southeastern
was consequently obliged to borrow money
for much of this expenditure, the earnings
being sufficient only for ordinary current
expenses. Negotiations for the sale of the
Southeastern to the Canadian Pacific, which
were broken off last week, have been pend-
ing for some time, and at the time that the
time that the report sppeared in the Tri-
bune to the effect that the sale was con-
sidered as good as made, the probabilities
for its transfer were the brightest.

The negotiations for the purchase of the
road were continned and were nearly con
summated on Saturday last, and Mr, sarlow
had every reason to believe tho syndicate
were acting in vood faith, The necessary
legal documents for the sale and transfer of
the property had been drawn up, and the
directors negotiating the sale ‘in behalf of
the Canadian- Pacific assured Mr, Barlow
they were ready to pay the money for his
road, something over $3,500,000. The Ca-
nadian Pacific company, however, dechned
to make the purchase for some unexplained
reason. At one time Mr, Barlow refused an
offer of $8,750,000 for the Southeastern from
the syndicate. The Grand Trunk railway
has also had the purchase of the road under
copsideration, and it is not improbable that
it may yet buy it. Mr, Barlow oonsidersZhis
railroad property worth $4,000,000 to-any,
and if he could realize this amount hewould
be relieved from his financial troubles aud
have a handsome surplus.

1f the Southeastern is not sold it is pro-
bable that the appointment of & receiver
to runthe road will be necessary. The
Southeastern has done a large business, and
is an important link in the Montreal and
Boston Air Line via Lowell, Boston, Con-
cord and Montreal and Passumpsio railroad,
The main line extends from Newport, Vt,
to Sutton Junction, and frem Stanbridge to
St. Guillanme, a system embracing nearly
300 miles of road. The Southeastern has a
bonded debt of $2,900,000, and the Hoating
debt of the company is”about half a million
dollars, The company owes its employees
nearly $70,000, being three months in ar-
rears,

The Montreal Gazette eays :

“The reported suspension of the Ver-
mont National bank of St. Albanscaused a
flutter of excitement in business and rail-
way circles -in the city last evening. Mr.
A. B. Chaffee, in conversation with a Gaz-
ette reporter, stated that he knew little or
nothing ahbout the matter, If true, it
wonld make no difference to the rtumning or
management of the South Eastern railway,
though probably the ownership would be
changed, The bank had been carrynig con-
siderable of the railway’s paper and a large
amount of money had undoubtesly been
speat on the road duriug the last year or
two, In regard to the truth of the despatch
Mr, Chaffee had little to say; he seemed to
believe it, however, sud not to be over
surprised at it.”

The Mail's Montreal correspondent says:

““There 18 no doubt the Canadian Pacific
is in a position to command the sale of the
line to that company. It is hard to seey
besides, how the directors of the through
road can let it out of their hands when it is
virtually within their grasp now through
their first mortgage, as they cannot, go
without it. The Central Vermont, as well
the Delaware and Hudson, are ocontroiled
by the Grand Trunk to Boston and New
York, and there is no existing outlet to
Ameriean eastern seaports for the Canadian
Pacific unless by the Southeastern. It has
long been destiued to be absorbed by the
Canadian Pacitic, and so far they have been
playing into each other's hauds.  Besides
this, the vice-president of the Canadian Pa-
cific holds the same position on the board of
the Southeastern, and has every chance now
of succeeding to the presidency.”

VENNOR FOR AUGUST.

He says: 1 have considered ‘the
papers submitted to me with reference to
msking s through waterwsy communication
between the Mediterranean and the Red
sea for ships of the largest class along the
depressed gorge of the river Jordan and the
Dead sea by means of two communicating
osnals, one commencing in the bay of Are,
to connect the Mediterranean < with :the
northern end of the valley of the Jordan,
and the other slong the Waddy-Arabah to
connect its southern end with the Red sea.”
And after going over various points of detail
not yet settled, be thus concludes: ‘‘Look-
ing at the great interests involved, and at
the immense importance of obtaining, if
possible, & waterway o India independent
of the Suez canal and all its untoward com-
plications, I should advise you to assist the
syndicate who have these preliminary ques-
tions under investigation as far as lies in
your power. - It is impossible to fay with-
out further data whether the scheme is
sctually feasible or not; but should the
difficulties be much greater than those anti-
cipsted by its promoters, the project is one
which, if practicable at any reasonable cost,
promises such undoubted financial and
commercial advantages, that I think it
should not be allowed to drop until after the
most scarching investigation it is proved to
be imposeible,”

HARD ON Di WILD.

How a Winnipeg Editor BDisposes of His
Jeremiah Argument.

The Winnipeg Times is after the prophet
of Bond street church with a sharp stick,
1ts editor, Edward Farrar, claims to te a
lineal descendant of Brian Borra and knows
whereof he speaks in discussing matters of
Irish history. This is how he answers Dr,
Wild’s argument that Jeremiah is buried
in the green isle :

To begin with, there is no Irish tradition
whatsoever relating to the prophet Jere-
miah. The traditions or bardie histories
go back a long way, one even describing
the advent in Ireland of a colony, headed
by the woman Casar, forty days before the
deluge. But throughout the shadowy
period of Irish history, in all the traditions
respecting Parthalon’s colony, the Formor-
‘ians, the Tnatha de Dananne, the Firbolgs,
the Milesians and others, there is not a word
concerning Jeremiah or his grave, Tara,
Dr. Wild says, isa Hebvew word, As a
matter of fact, it is one of the commonest
Irish words in the language. Teambair
(prenounced Tawer) is the Iiish for a hill,
"Che geniiive of Teamhair is Termhrach
(proncunczd Taragh), hence Tara. Be-
sides the great Tara in Meath, of which
Dr. Wild is speaking, there is a Tara in
Down, a Tara in King’s county, and a
Tara in Wexfard; while every county in the
land has a Teamhair, Thelearned doctor says
the great Tara in Meath is in Connanght,
What has geography done to him? So
far from being in Connaught. Meath is in
the extreme east of Leinster. Dr. Wild
might as well say that the county of An-
tigonish is in Manitoba, Nor 1s Tara’s
Hill, as he says, on Lord Preston’s estate.
There is no snch person as Lord Preston.
It is near the estate of Viscount Gormanse
town, whose family name 1s Preston, buc
for a century past 1t has belonged to the
family of O'Driceoll, Again, Tara was
vever a wonderful city, nor was it ever de-
stroyed by the Romans, for the suflicient
reason that the Roman legions mnever sct
foot on Irish soil. There are no ruins
there, nothing but the traces thit remain
alter many centuries of an ancient Irich
rath and enclosure, No tradition con-

_nects Tura with the ~prophet J.remish
or with any queen whatsoever of his

the doctor wlll hardly contend that those
patriarchs and prophets ever stood on Irish
ground,

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AN FEXCRAORDINARY AGE,

A Man 118 Years Old Living at Waugh's
River—He Was in Halifax in 1780.

From the Pictow News.

There is a man ai present living at
Waugh's river, three miles from Tatama-
go'iche village, in the county of Colchester,
who is probably older than any other man
in Nova Scotia. His name is John Smith.

He was born in the Shetland Islands, Scot-
land, in the year 1765, and is therefore just
118 years of age, having outlived by nearly
half a century the period allotted to man.
His father was a Scotchman, but his mother
was- of foreign extraction, He en-
joyed few educational privileges, hav-
ing spent his early 1yeara as a shep-
herd boy in the highiands of Scotland.
Mr. Smith is.of medium height brt is very
much stooped and greatly emaciated. Those
who remember seeing him about 35 or 40
years ago say that he is much smaller every
way now than at that time, and greatly re-
duced both in bone and muscle, His eye-
sight is tolerable good ; he can see distinctly
at a great distance and can distinguish ob.

Fruit in Summer.
Prom the British Medical Jowrnal.
Lightness is the first essential alike in
the food and drink taken in warm weather.
There ie then less work to be done, less
waste of tissue, less need of the pre-emi-
nently muscle-forming and heat-producing
substances meat and bread ; and fruit, as
being both palatable and easily obtainable,
is much io use. Its advantages are that it
provides a seasonable change of diet, light
and wholesome if well chosen, and a palat-
able tonic and stimulant of digestion with
aperient properties, - There are few who
cannct epjoy it in onme form . or another,
For disbeties, the only least deairable kinds,
as certain nuts aed almonds, are available,all
others, as containing sugsr,being forbidden.
Sufferers from acid dyspepsis must select
carefully and limig their consumption to the
least irritating—a few strawberiies or a few
grapes, Diarrhea snd dysenlery greclude
the use ofall fruit. On the other hand, for
constipated persons it is sometimes the only
reliable remedy which they can use con-
tinuously with comfort; it is also of benerit
in renal diseases, by its action on the
bowel, Atonic persons geaerally take it
well, and feel the better for its digestive
property. Those in normal health may
eat almost any ripe fruit. The bland varie-
ties are the most wholesome and nutritious
—strawberries, apples, pears, grapes and
gooseberries. The last named, however,
with ocurrants and raspberries, are less
wholesome than the others. Stone fraits
are apt to dissgree with the stomach; but
the more watery, as peaches and large
plums, are betrer than the smaller
and drier, as apricots and dameons.
The pulp of oranges renders them
heavy. Among other foreign fruits, ban-
anas are wholesome. Dried fruits, and the
skin of fruits in general, are indigestible.
Nuts, the edible part of which is really tbe
seed, contain much albumen aud - some fat
in a.condensed form, and: are particularly
difficult of digestion.  Fruit may te taken
with & meal or on an empty stomach, In
the former case it promotes digestion by its
gently irritating effect on the mucous mem-
brane of the stomach and iatvstine. If an
aperient effect be desired it had better be
taken in the morning before breakfast or
between meals, A suceulent and pleasantly
acid variety is best for both-of these pur.
poses, while it is also a food. The quantity
of fruit which should be taken depends on
the kind. If it belong to the bland nntri.
tious class, s healthy person msy now and
then partake ot it as freely as of any othér
wholesome food; bnt he will gain most bene-
fit if he take only a little and take it regu-
larly, The same may be said of the ivvalid
with whom fruit agrees, Cooking remoyes
much of the acidity from crude fruit aud ren-
ders it lighter as well as more palatable.
So treated, it is prodnetive-of -good and. no
harm; bus it i9 a fupdementsl principle
that whatever fruit is eaten urcooked it
must be fully ripe, and not over-ripe, This
may souud trite and, indeed, the principle
is commonly admitted; but not, Et would
seem, by all, for westill"find people,and not
a few, who will themselves delibertely take
and worse will give to--their children green
gooseberries, green apples, &c,, the
very hardness  of -~ which, apart
from. . their ‘acid. .pungency, suggest
their unfitness for digestion. Such people
use né food an acid ifritant poison, whose
nevessary action is to cahige excess ve intest.
mul'secrebion, with more or less of inflam-
mation, Hence arises diarthaa, On the
otyer hand, fruit, which- is overripe, in
which fermentation has begun, is a fre-
quent cause of this disorder and equally to
be aveided, and perhaps also more difficult
to avoid because the insidious beginning of
decay is mot easily recogmized. It should
never be forgottea by any who inclice to
follow the season in their feeding, that the
want of such precautions as the above may
produce that djsioteric form of diarrheen,
