Grant and His Son Largely In-

~—Numerous Rumors Afloat.

he capital of the bank was $400,000. Tts
_statement of September 22, 1883 showed a
surplus of $130,000, and undivided profits
of $62,000. 2

Th? suspension of Grant '& Ward has
also been announced. Gen. Grant, James
D, Fish, U. 8. Grant, jr., and Ferdinand
‘Ward compose the firm. The embarrass-
ment of the firm is said on reliable author-
ity to be due to the absence of one of the
partners, who has not been at his place of
business since Saturday. Various rumors
are aftoat in financial cireles, respecting
which Grant, the senior member of the
firm, says, ‘I cannot deny or corroborate
the reports current,  We are nearly $500,-
000 short.. Our safes are locked, and until
we can find the wind I cannot say how we
stand.”

The cashier for Grant & Ward thinks
that the story that Ward bas defaulted is
untrue. Ward was in town last night, and
the cashier is not aware that he hasleft
the city. The Marine bank was one of the
depositories for the city of New York.
Ye_nte?iqy the. city drew a draft on the
bank for $300,000. This did much to pre-
cipitate the tailure. Tt 1s reported a cer-

tain stock firm overdrew their account at
the bank yesterday to the extent of

,000. : A
Immediately after the announcement of
the suspension rumors weré rife that other
failures would follow, and it was reported
that the Nassau, Metropolitan and Gar-
field National banks and the bank of the
Republic were -embarrassed. Inquiry at
the various offices failed to give any verifi-
cation to the story.

The executive committee of associated
banks at a meeting this afternoon decided
to drop the Marine bank from the associa-
tion and cut it off from all further privi-
leges. .

Clearing-house Manager Camp said the
balance due the clearing house yesterday
from the Marine bank was $555,000, which
had*been’all paid up beforé\:%nor of
the suspension reached the street:-—It was
decided also to call a special meeting of the

The board of directors of the bank were
in session all afternoon. It is understoods
President Fish was not present. The

of the-board are very reticent in
‘to their -praceedings, but it is
claimed the bank itself is in a perfectly
solvent condition, and that the rumored
sion would.amount to nothing more
m"lsomry embarassment and busi-
ness would ' be resumed in a few days.
Charlss T. Elwell, vice-president of the
bank, said the bank is solvent, and there
is no reason why it should not go on. The
trouble was all brought about by the deal-
'w of the bank with the firm of Grant &
ard. On Monday the cashier was
authorized to certify to the checks of
Grant & Ward to the amount of $750,000,
it being understood that the firm would
deposit sufficient security this morning to
cover the indebtedness. They failed to
make the deposit and in consequence,
when the -checks were presented at the
clearing house there was nothing too meet
them in the bank. The accounts showed
that the bank owed a balance of §550,000
to the clearing house, but this was reduced
to $339,000 by the discovery that among
the checks presented w asover $200,000 in
nucertified checks of Grant & Ward. The
bank made a payment to the clearing houses
of 210,000 in cash and the remainder in
valuable securities, discharging the entire
indebtedness. The surplus of the bank
over and above the entire liabilities is
$250,000. There are no other outstanding
liabilities.

Capt. Ambrose Snow, another director,
confirmed the statements made of Elwell
in regard to the financial condition of the
bank, who also said he was unable to com-
prehend President Fish’s motive in closing
the bank.

None of the firm of Grant & Ward counld
be seen. Wm. Smith, a broker of the firm,
said that he was authorized to state that the
losses of the firm would besomething between
$500,000 and $800,000, and their liabilities
being unsecured the firm was obliged
to suspend.  Kach of the four partners
held a- quarter interest in the firm to the
extent of a hundred thousand each, and
Gen. Grant would be liable for his share of
the losses, which would probably be about
a quarter of a million.

Gen. Grant was in the office during part
of the day, but he refused to make any
statement whatever in regard to the affairs
of the firm. Ward, it was said, was out
of town. Fish’s movements were also
mysterious. He secluded himself carefully
from the public gaze.

The Marine bank was organized in 1852,
and was considered one of tlie strongest in
the city. Fish hasbeen president twenty-
six years and is said to be worth $1,500,-
000. The records in the register’s office
show that Fish borrowed $100,000 on
Mystic flats, and U. S. Grant, jr., sold the

roperty purchased by him yesterday for
527,500. The funds of Long Island city
are deposited in the Marine bank, and if
the suspension of the bank is permanent
the city will be on the verge of bank
ruptcy. All the money it depended on to

y its way to next January is in the

nk,

The amount of the Long Island deposit’
in the Marine bank is about $200,000 The
city employes received their checks for
monthly- salaries yesterday. Few are able
to get them cashed.

It is understood that the bank from 10

to 11 o’clock received $400,000 from depos- \

itors. Expressions of sympathy for Gen.
Grant could be heard on all sides to-day.
It is said he was the general partner in his
son’s firm and will be liable to the whole ex-
tent of his fortune for the debts. Among the
depasitors of the bank is the government

of this city, the deposit being $1,300,000, |

of which $300,000 was withdrawn yester-
day. The Erie railroad was a depositor
to the amount of $100,000, the cotton ex
change §40,000. The First National bank
is creditor to the extent of $200,0C0.

The management of the, affairs ot the
hank was left almost entirely in the presi-
dent’s hands, Several directors gaid they
knew nothing of the charactsr of many of
the collaterals held to secure loans.

a BIG BUILDING.

New York's New Producve Exchange
Opened Yesterday.

New York, May 6.—The New York
produce exchange was opened to-day with
imposing ceremonies. The members of the
exchange and thonsandsof invited guests
marched from the old building to the new 4
edifice, where the mayor formally present-
ed the building to President Herrick, who
accepted it on behalf of the exchange.

[The site of the new building is a lot
bounded by Broadway and Whitehall
street, Beaver street, Stone street and a
continuation of New street. It has 307}
feet frontage on Broadway and Whitehall
streets, 150} feet on Beaver street and 149
feet on Stone street, with a clocktower at
the east end of the latter point, covering
40 by 70 feet. This tower is 200 feet in
height. The lower part of the structure
is of granite and the upper of red terra
cotta and red Philadelphia brick. Entrance
to the = building is ' gained by
three main porches in the centre of the
principal fronts on Broadway, Beaver and
Stone streets. Inside.there are nice ele-
vators and two broad staircases leading to
the 300 offices above. The main exchsnge
hall is 215 feet long, 134 feet: wide, and 60
feet high in the centre. Itis li’ﬁhted by 23
windows, each 31 feet high. The girth of
the outside walls of the building is little
less than a fifth of a mile. The floor sur-
face covers 53 acrés. Thé cost of the site
and: pile foundations was $1,000,000, and
that of the building proper $2,000,000 ad-
ditional.]

The Conge Treaty.

Loxpoxn, May 6.—Prince Bismarck has
sent a formal protest to London and to Lis-
bon against the ratification of the Congo
treaty.

The Telegraph says France has protested
against the ratification of the Congo
treaty; which it is now declared impos-
sible.

It is reported the king of the Belgians
intimated to Lord Granville his readiness
to dispatch Stanley to lead an expedition
to the highest accessible 'point of the
Congo region for the purpose ot aiding Gen.
Gordon in a retreat from Khartoum upon
condition that the English government
recognize the international African associa-
tion.

What the Cheering Means.
LoxpoN, May 6.—At a meeting of the
missionary society in Exeter hall to-day
Canon Hoare remarked that the English |
people were ashamed that Gen. Gordon
had been left in Egypt without support
and without means of defence. There-
upon the audience, numbering 3000, rose |
and tumultuously cheered the speaker.
The incident is considered of unusual sig- |
pificance, showing a strong uadercurrent
of feeling among people from whom such
demonstrations are the least to be ex-
pected. :

) WILD DAY IN CONGRESS,

MR, MORRISON’S ENACTING CLAUSE
DEFEATED.

s

The Vote Standing 156 to 151—Enthusias-
tic Seenes on the Floors and Galleries
of the NMouse. ’

W ASHINGTON, May 6.—The house, amid
intense excitement, voted to-strike out the
enacting clause of the tariff bill, The vote
stood 156 to 151.

Mr. Morrison (dem., Illinois,) closed the
debate on his tariff bill, setting forth that
objections had been made to the bill and
answering them. At the conclusion turu-
ing to Mr. Randall (Penn., leader of the
democratic protectionists,) he said : “You
claim;to have power to strike out the en-
acting clause of this bill. If you have that
power you have the power to amend this bill
and make it what it should be.” [Loud
applause on the democratic side.] Mur-
murs of expectancy ran. through the
crowded house when the chairman directed
the clerk to read the bill. Mr. Converse
(dem., Ohio) walked from his seat to the
bar of the house and engaged in earnest
conversation - with Mr. Hunt. = There was
an embarrassing pause as the clerk finished
the first paragraph. Mr. Kasson (rep.,
Towa), fearful that the time for the motion
to strike out the enacting clause would
before Mr. Converse’s attention oouk{
attracted, asked whether the proper time
had come to make the motion, Mr, Con-
verse then pushed his way to the front and
moved to strike out the enacting clause.
This was followed by hisses and groans
from the democratic side and roundsof ap-
plause from the republican side. The scene
was one of intense excitement and con-
fusion in which the crowded- galleries
joined. i

Mr. Converse and Mr. Morrison were
appointed tellers. Before taking his place
Morrison cried out to the clerk of the
house: “Clerk, see that no damned
scoundrel who is paired goes between the
tellers.” "The affirmative vote announced
155. The first man to pass through in the
negative was Mr. Reagan (dem., Texas),
who had been brough?ﬁl on an_ invalid’s
chair in order to cast: his vote. He was
heartily applauded by his friends. The
negative vote announced 151, and the ad-
ditional member voting in the affirmative
made the vote 156 to 151. Cheer followed
cheer from the republican side, which were
echoed from the galleries. Ladies stood
up, waved § their handkerchiefs and
men swung their hats. Morrison yielded
gracefully and walked smilingly to his
seat and the committee rose.

In the house the vote striking out the
enacting clause of the bill stood 159 to 155.

There seems to be a general impression
among the revenue reform democrats to-
night that the defeat to-day disposes of the
tariff question for this session. No further
effort, will be made it is understood by their
wing to take it up.

They entered the dining room, where Lazier
was, one striking him with a gun. Jones
came down armed, and one of the men fired
a pistol at him, which struck Lazier in the
breast. Lazier lived buta short time after
the shooting. The evidence convicting the
prisoners with the crime was altogether
circumstantial, dealing with the footprints
left in the snow-on the night of the shoot-
ing.

A pln for greatly improving the appear-
ance of Toronto has been suggested. Be-
ginning wnt)i": the Esplanade, all the rail-
way tnckl ut two or three are to be torn
up, as they interfere far too much with the
holiday-loving and pleasure-seeking por-

tion of the inhabitants. The greater part-

of the Esplanade is then to be laid out in
shrubberies, flower-beds and gravel walks,
,This, of course, would necessitate the re-
moval of a number of shops and factories,
but what matter? People whose daily toil
- produces such things as steam engines and
boilers, hoots and shoes, soap, oil, vinegar,

c., have scarcely any rights which the
pleasure-seeking public are bound to re-
spect. Of what value is all the trade and
traffic brought into the city by the rail-
ways, compared with the desirability of
having-an ornamental front along the bay?
Those heavy, lumbering railway wagons,
too, the moise of which on the streets so
grate upon the ears of all cultivated peo-
ple—why should they be allowed to make
day hideous with their rumbling? King
street and Yonge street ought certainly to
be boulevarded their entire length, and
kept for the use of stylish shoppers
and afternoon promenaders. Al] along
the front white brick buildings are badly
discolored by the smoke from many
chimneys, some tall and some short. This
ought not to be; fo;\ have we not Mr.
Ruskin’s authority for it. that factory
smoke is iu more senses than one a black
offence against the well-being of mankind ¢
It is so in England, and the dictum ought
to hold good in Canada, too. As for the
cattle byres of the east end, they must in-
continently be swept away. True, they
are the means of scattering a good deal of
hard cash throughout the province, in pay-
ment for what is now becoming one of our
chief exports to England. But what of
that ? Have  we not now fairly entered
upon an age of culture? Are we to remain
for ever sunk to the level of various base
mechanical pursuits, when we shonld be
seeking ‘‘sweetness and light,” and all that
sort of thing? Shall we sordidly devote
ourselves to dollars and cents, and railways
and factories, when sunflowers and lilies
await our contemplation? May the gods
avert !

Seriously speaking, however, there does
appear to be some danger that Toronto’s
commercial prospects, and the earnings of
thousands of the city’s breadwinners, may
be materially injured through our having
forced upon us rather too much of a good
thing. We are in danger of coming under
a regime of ‘“‘cranks” in various matters —
civie, sanitary and social. Cranks abound
on every hand, and seem everywhere to be
springing up like mushrooms. To quote a
line from one of the early poets of
Blackwood’s— ‘Lo, blockheads drive in
full career”—in'the papers and at public
meetings. Every day up starts crank num-
ber 29, or number 2999 for that matter,
yelling at highest newspaper pitch
that we must mot do this and
must not do that. Responsible and capable
ministers of the crown, with good major-
ities at their backs, are overawed by depu-
tations representing themselves chiefly.

For a long time aftér the ex-
posure of the Pacific scandal he fought the
hosts of the reform party almost single
handed in many a heated debate upon
financial, tariff, and railway questions, and
although fault was justly found with his
rude weapons and his reckless style, there
can be no question but that be gave a
much better account of himself than might
have been expected from one trained to
medicine and unfamilian with counting-
rooms. He is master of the bludgeon

favorite weapon with a brawny and not
unskilful arm,

This is neither the time nor the place to
attempt an analysis of the late minister of
railway’s character.

- Heé claimed that the protection and
education of that soul was incumbent upon
all. %’I‘he city had been lately foully dis-
graced and the hand of authority palsied
by the exhibition of the placards of *The
Deyil's, Auction,” Clean souls had
_been befouled by flagrant indecency
and the moral nature of all ‘who claim
to admire modesty had been outraged for
the sake bf paltry gain. He believed that
the stage, under respectable management,
could be made an excellent public educat-
or, and that divorced from all immorality,
late hours and bad company, it would
prove an acceptible mirror in which we
could gee our society follies ridiculed. Vir-
tuent its best would be portrayed in its
tridmphs over evil. In the struggles of
life the weary mind might be refreshed by

‘object lessons that would show the net re-

sults of the goodness which was shown in
the lives of others. Where were the the-
atres that catered to such an honest appe-
tite? - We 'are told that pious plays did
not pay.

Had the dramas come to such a low ebb
that the walls and fences must be covered
with such abominations, such indecent pic-

, a8 were used to advertise the
specdlar entertainment known as The
Devil's:Augtion? He had waited until the
withdrawal of the piece ere he uttered any
condemnation,~for he would not advertise
it; but now in the name of God’s purity
and outraged decency he protestéd against
such degradation of the stag®as those pic-
tures implied. Is it to' such theatres the
respéctable women of Montreal are willing
togo? It has been said that the exhibi-
tion itwelf was not what w&s expected by
the audience of males who attended, and
that as the play was repeated, there were
females present.

Heblushed for those who sodisgraced their
womanhood. But what excuse have the
man of such a foul advertisement for
appealing to the lowest human passions,
either they--advertised what was true or
what was false ; if true, it was a double
demoralization on both bills and perform-
ance, if false, it was an indecent trick to
draw a crowd. Maybe there were some
men here who were present; what led
them there? Was it morbid immoral
curiosity stirred up by those vile pictures !
You theatre goers, why did you not take
your wives and sisters, your pure, womanly,
chaste friends? Is this not in itself proof
that even worldly men had reached con-
clusions, that what they were going to see
and m%port by their money and presence
was unfitted for the gaze of those they held
in more honor than themselves.

The fathers and mothers of Montreal
owe it to themselves and their children to
resent the insult that those pictures offered
to the eye of modesty; the staining of
many a soul will find its focus there, and
the pure and legitimate drama has received
a lowering that may be the parent of finan-
cial disaster which will absorb all ill-gotten
gains from such a source. If caterers for

ublic amusement will insist upon cultivat-
ing the taste of the depraved, then men
and women who regard a spotless name as
being of value, had best pass by the doors
of such degraded and degrading places,
lest they suffer in reputation by being seen
1within by those who have no character to

ose.

He knew that those foul pictures drew
the large aundiences of men to see what
was indecent; it was a low appeal to the
baser nature of man, and everyone who
went there can console himself with the
conviction that he yielded himself a ser-
vant of sin, and stands without other ex-
cuse to offer for his presence than prurient
curiosity. It ‘was possible to protect the
young people from the demoralizing in-
fluence of a badly conducted theatre, but
ndt from the influence of such lewd adver-
$isements, which parade the fact that there
are women so lost to a sense of modesty to
appear insufficiently clothed before an
audience of men. It has been stated that
The Devil's Auction was utterly without
literary merit as a play, there was no
plot, nething to appeal to the intellect,
it was jpure sop to nastiness as
advertised, and here, my friends,
is the real fact to all who were
there, The devil, through his agents,
made a bid of low sensual gratification to
the citizens of Montreal, not to the illiter-
ate, not to those who had no moral
knowledge of right and wrong, but to those
who ha.g-mouey at their command and
whose sense of discrimination made them
deem it wise to go alone to such an exhibi-
tion. Every one who was there and had
any sense of purity, could feel they took
the divil's bid of vicious gratification of
what is bad in their nature, in exchange
for freedom of conscience for a fense of
complicity in depraving the morals of
their rellows. Take it a” few years ago,
not ever in Montreal, would the public
eye have been outraged as it had been
lately. They, alas ! had the spectacle of
professing christians in many instances
rewarding, by their presence and money,
the very action they should condemn.
