An *™iuaf Search After Two Misting 
Children.

Penetangüishenje, May 6. — Friday 
afternoon two sons of Mr. Murphy, school 
teacher at the reformatory, aged respec­
tively 7 and 3 years, wandered from home 
while engaged in searching for flowers. 
During that night and next day a number 
of men aided the father of the missing boys 
to scour the woods. Saturday forenoon 
the youngest of the two was found gather­
ing flowers at the edge of a swamp, ap­
parently none the worse for the nights ex­
posure. An examination of thespot showed 
that the two had slept together but a few 
hours before. The search was carried on 
all day and throughout the night, the party 
having provided themselves with lanterns. 
Sunday morning broke without any further 
results. At 5 a.m. the church bell rang 
a final appeal to all in the neighborhood to 
join in the search. The party was soon 
600 strong. Just as their hopes were be­
ginning to give way to despair a joyful 
shout from the thickest part of the swamp 
announced that the object of the search 
was accomplished. The little 7-year-old 
had been discovered by John Brisaet. He 
was sitting on a log, pale, worn-out and 
hardly able to speak. The first words he 
whispered were, “Where is my brother?” 
The child had been over forty-eight hours 
without food, and exposed to two night’s 
hard frost. He is now in a high fever, but 
there are strong hopes of his recovery.

of $62,000.

Thé suspension of Grant '& Ward has 
also been announced. Gen. Grant, James 
D. Fish, U. S. Grant, jr., and Ferdinand 
Ward compose the firm. The embarrass­
ment of the firm is said on reliable author­
ity to be due to the absence of one of the 
partners, who has not been at bis place of 
business since Saturday. Various rumors 
are afloat in financial circles, respecting 
which Grant, the senior member of the 
firm, says, “I cannot deny or corroborate 
the reports current. We are nearly $500,- 
000 short. Our safes are looked, and until 
we can find the wind I cannot say how we 
stand.”

The cashier for Grant & Ward thinks 
that the story that Ward has defaulted is 
untrue. Ward was in town last night, asd 
the cashier is not aware that he has left 
the city. The Marine bank was one of the 
depositories for the city of New York.
Yesterday the city drew a draft on the 
bank for $300,000. This did much to pre­
cipitate the failure. It is reported 
tain stock firm overdrew their account at 

- the bank yesterday to the extent of 
$500,000.

Immediately after the announcement of 
the suspension rumors were rife that other 
failures would follow, and it was reported 
that the Nassau, Metropolitan and Gar­
field National banks and the bank of the 
Republic were embarrassed. Inquiry at 
the various offices failed to give any verifi­
cation to the story.

On Monday the cashier was 
authorized to certify to the checks of 
Grant & Ward to the amount of $750,000, 
it being understood that the firm would 
deposit sufficient security this morning to 

the indebtedness. They failed to 
make the deposit and in consequence, 
when the checks were presented at the 
clearing hquse there was nothing too meet 
them in the bank. The accounts showed 
that the bank owed a balance of $550,000 
to the clearing house, but this was reduced 
to $339,000 by the discovery that among 
the checks presented w as over $200,000 in 
uncertified checks of Grant & Ward. The 
bank made a payment to the clearing houses 
of $210,000 in cash and the remainder in 
valuable securities, discharging the entire 
indebtedness. The surplus of the bank 
over and above the entire liabilities is 
$250,000. There are no other outstanding 
liabilities.

Capt. Ambrose Snow, another director, 
confirmed the statements made of Elwell 
in regard to the financial condition of the 
bank, who also said he was unable to com­
prehend President Fish’s motive in closing 
the bank.

ON. IOn Trial for Life.
Pictox, Ont., May 6.—George Lowder,

Clean souls had 
been befouled by flagrant indecency 
and the moral nature of all "who claim 
to admire modesty had been outraged for 
the sake bf paltry gain. He believed that 
the stage, under respectable management, 
could be made an excellent public educat­
or, and that divorced from all immorality, 
late hours and bad company, it would 
prove an acceptible mirror in which we 
could see our society follies ridiculed. Vir­
tue, at its best would be portrayed in its 
triitinphs over evil. In the struggles of 
life the weary mind might be refreshed by 
object lessons that would show the net re­
sults ot the goodness which was shown in 
the lives of others. Where were the the­
atres that catered to such an honest appe­
tite? We are told that pious plays did 
not pay.

Had the dramas come to such a low ebb 
that the walls and fences must be covered 
with such abominations, such indecent pic- 

riugs of brazen females, scorning all 
modesty, as were used to advertise the 

r entertainment known as The 
Devifia Auction ? He had waited until the 
wiMrawal of the piece ere he uttered any 
condemnation, -for he would not advertise 
it; but now in the name of God’s purity 
and outraged decency he protestéd against 
such degradation of the stag# as those pic­
tures implied. Is it to such theatres the 
respectable women of Montreal are willing 
to go ? It has been said that the exhibi­
tion itself was not what wds expected by 
the audience of males who attended, and 
that as the play was repeated, there were 
females present.

He blushed for those who so disgraced their 
womanhood. But what excuse have the 
managers of such a foul -advertisement for 
appealing to the lowest human passions, 
either they advertised what was true or 
what was false ; if true, it was a double 
demoralization on both bills and perform­
ance, if false, it was an indecent trick to 
draw a crowd. Maybe there were some 
men here who were present ; what led 
them there ? Was it morbid immoral 
curiosity stirred up by those vile pictures ! 
You theatre goers, why did you not take 
your wives and sisters, your pure, womanly, 
chaste friends?' Is this not in itself proof 
that even worldly men had reached con­
clusions, that what they were going to see 
and support by their money and presence 
was unfitted for the gaze of those they held 
in more honor than themselves.

We have seen an extremely interesting 
letter from an officer of the 42d, from 
Which we venture to give the following 
extract, in the hope that the graphic ac 
count of the “rally” and of the repuhe 
will be redd with pleasure by the friends 
of the officers named, and by a wider circle 
than it was intended fori “All our offi­
cers fought like devils, and how we only 
lost one I can’t t.eU. God is good, and must 
have, put His 
brave, gallant officers. The colonel is a 
splendid man. He shot two Arabs dead, 
and would have shot more only the gov­
ernment revolver ammunition missed fire. 
An Arab threw a spear, aed just passed 
the colonel. Another threw a stone at 
him, and hit and wounded him on the head 
and knocked his helmet off ; and he was 
bareheaded under a burning sun, till gal­
lant Norman MacLeod gave him nis 
helmet, and wrapped a cloth around 
his own head, Dear little Brophy was hit 
in the legs, and only saved his brave 
life by hanging on to the colonel’s 
horse’s tail. When we rallied and formed 
line I imagined I must be the only officer 
alive; but to my joy we all met. Old 
Charlie Eden, as cool as if he were par­
tridge shooting; little Brophy lame, but 
pretending to be sound; Sandy Kennedy, 
with his eyeglass in his eye and his wife’s 
watch round his neck; Bald, a gigantic 
subaltern; sweating, and with a blue­
jacket’s hat on—he lost his helmet. Sir John 
MacLeod’s eon, Duncan,wounded,swearing 
he was all right; old Bob Coveny, smiling 
with confidence; and Norman MacLeod 
with his firm lips, thirsting for more blood ; 
Speid, looking as calm as a judge; and 
young Macrae, an Argyleshire lad, who 
only joined ns the day before the battle, in 
his trews, and armed with a spear-head, 
crying to be at the niggers again. He is a 
splendid boy, and fought like a devil. All 
our officers had hand to hand fights with 
the Arabs. They pulled the kilts off our 
men, and one of them pulled the green rib­
bons off my kilt, but I killed him. They 

most awfully plucky. I saw one man 
just dead, and he was crawling toward us 
to kill a white man before he died. I took 
a splendid spear and killed a great many 
wounded men with it ; it went into their 
hearts like lightning, and their blood 
flowed out on the sand, 
escape from a half dead Arab ; he sent his 
spear close to my leg, and I stabbed him 
in the heart.”
