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GARNER'S BUBBLE BURST.
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IS8 CONFESSIUN® INVESTIGATED |
BY THE @OMMISSIONERS.

| Detective Hodgins and Newhall * Men-

tioned”— The Board Hxomerates the
Force—An Officious Hamiiton Ofcer.

The much-talked-of investigation into
the alleged complicity on the part of two
of our city detectives with the tence
George Garner was taken up in the police
court room at 11,50 yesterday morning be-
fore the three police commissioners. The
charges of Garner, which were first made
to Chief of Police Stewart of Hamilton the
day after Garner’s arrest at Fort Erie by
Sergt. McMahon of the Hamilton police

force and copied? down by Mr. Crearer,
crown attorney of Wentworth, turned out
ta be all moonshine, and the convict did
not have a leg_to stand on when brought
face to facé with the men he acou: ed.

Caief Diaper acted as the prosecuting
and defending attorney in the investiga-
tion, and stated that before he proceeded
he wished to make a statement to the effect
that as it had been rumored around that
Detective Reid had been reduced because
of complicity in Garner’s transactions, he
wished it to be distinctly understood that
such was not the case, Mr. Reid had been
reduced before the so-called *‘confession”
of Garner had been brought before the
board. Mayor Boswell, as cilirman of the
board, corroborated this statement. Chief
Draper said he made this statement in
justice to Mr. Reid.

Garner’s written °‘ confession” is -a
rambling sort of document, and purports
to contain a list of the men who formed his
staff of crooks, and set forth that one D.
(detective) and one L. (lawyer) were
abettors. The dramatis persons of the
«confession” was composed of fourteen

names. /

The *‘confeesion” then on to de-
scribe Garner’s dealings with crooks in
Toronto, all of which was very uninterest-
fng. Garner was brought from the central
prison and 'I*t om oath before the commis-
8.0neTs, ® interesting part of the pro-
c , however, was to find out how
Garner was induced to make his confession.

Lo substance, he said that the day after
his arrest he was taken into Chief of Police
S-ewart's office at Hamilton, The latter
asked Garner if it were true that the To-
ronto police were neglecting their duty (as
reported in some of the papers) and were
standing in with thieves. Chief Stewart
told him that if he made a statement im-
plicating two Toronto detectives which he
(Stewart) named over (Hodgins and New-
hall) he would give his word of honor that
it would go no further, Garper told the
chief that ‘here was something in it and
said Hodgins was one of the detectives in
league with the thieves. Garner was then
advised by his Hamiiton lawyer, Mr,
Staunton, to tell all he knew and it would
go light with him at his trial,

The confession always spoke of Hodgins
as the “Usnknown,” and stated that Hod
gins had been at Garper’s bouse in this
city twice. Once he came at 4 o’clock in
the morning with & boy named Robt. J.
Walsh, alias “Ducky,” and left an orange
box full of goods. He wore a silk cap drawn
tightly over his head, which bid his fea-
tures. On another occasion the “Unknwn”
visited him in company with some crooks.
«Unknown” waited in a shed behind the
house, and the crooks told him that he
was solid and “‘stood in” with the boys,
On snother occasion the *‘Unknown”
met Garper in the stieet at night
and gave him $20 to employ Mr
Bigelow to defend Dupoint, one of the gang
who was to be tried for the robbery of
watches at Tasker’'s. Garner told the
“Upknown" that if Dupoint was not de-
fended he would “‘squeel” on the gang.

The commissioners then put the ques-
tion straight to him as to who the “Un-
known” was. He said he had told Chief
Stewart that it was Hodgins, but now he
wae notat all sure. He only suspected it
was Hodgins from his size. After beating
around the bueh for a while, Garoer said
the ““‘Unknown” was taller and slitner than
Hodgins. Then looking over at Hodgins he
said : ‘I was not convinced that it was
Hodgins, I was only impressed.” Garner
then sdmitted that Hodgine had cnoe
arrested him, had appeared against
him in ocourt, had visited his
pawn-shop at least twice, had met him on
the streets several times and that he was
pretty well aoquainted with his size and
appearance.

Garner’s evidence bore the stamp of
falsehood from beginaing to end. “Dacky”
Walsh was then called and he denied
emphatically ever going to Garner’s house
with Hodgins or any other detective. He
had never seen or heard of any *Un-
known.”

Joseph Dupoint, whom Garner said the
«Unknown” had given him $20 to defend,
and who is now serving a one year's sen-
tence in the central, was put in the box.
With a look of supreme contempt he
looked at Garner and itively denied
ever having seen him. e had no lawyer
to defend him at his trial and he had never
even heard of Garner. He did not know
a soul in the city and was arrested for the
Tasker robbery two days after he arrived
here from Detroit.

Richard Glassford, an old man who
keeps a second-hand store at Queen street
and Macdonnell’s lane, was put in the box.
He #aid that last New Year's day Garner
came into his house. Garnar told bhim he
had just got out of the central. *But I
was sent there by Hodgins swearing false
against me, Hodgins will never see
another New Year’s day. I have made
my arrangements 80 good that the devil

Glassford said he told Hodgins about this
threat, but the latter only laughed at it.

An adjourpment was made to secure the
attendance of one Jim O'Brien, who, the
¢« confession” states, accompanied the “Un-
known” (or Hodgins) to Garner's house at
the time the ‘' Uuknown” stoodin the back
shed. O’Brien was fourd after a search
and the investigation continued. O'Brien
swore that he never went with Hodgios to
Garner’s house or anywhere else: ‘I hate
Hodgins,” said O'Brien, “‘and would sooner
see him in the Don than anywhere else,
It was he who first arrested me.”

This closed the case, The commission-
ers held a brief conference and unanim:
ously concluded that nothing whatever had
been proven against any member of the
force. * You can go without & blemish on

our character, Ho s,” said the mayor.

Chief Draper spoke of tne totally un-
warran g:iaf Stewart had taken
in the matter. Thus ended the great
Garner * confession” bubble.

When the time for silent prayer came
Mr. Moody said be would teet the courage
of the congregation and dsked all thore
that wished to be prayed for to stand up
One by one men and boys rose until about
102 had stood up and sat down again,

u s little while He said he would test
them further and asked them all to rémain
standing while he prayed for them. “This,”
he said, “would frequire a good deal of
courage,” but many of the 100 stood it out,

After prayer a young man half way down
the church, and who was evidently a crank
jumped to his feet and; began to rant and
rave on something which was runniog
through his head about the Father, Son
and Holy Ghost and one Godhead. He
stated that he wanted to ask Mr. Moody a
question and then began to preach a ser-
mon about the one Godhead. Mr. Mdody
remained standing while the man was
talking, and when he sat down answered
his guestion by #aying, “Let us pray
again,” After prayer the evangelist Jeaned
over to Mr. Briggs and said he supposed
the man was & hypocrite. This is the same
person who put a slip in the enquiry
drawer on Wednesday on which wase
written: *“Where is Christ ?”

A KIDNAPPING CASE,

A Father's Attempt to Abduct his Chila
Frustrated by Detectives,

A rather startling case of attempted
kidnapping took place yesterday morning
at the Victoria street school, in which Rev.
John H. Boyd, a superannuated methodist
minister, attempted to carry off his 12
year-old daughter Martha. InJune, 1883,
Mr. Boyd and his wife separated, and
shortly afterward he applied to the court
of chancery for the custody of his two
children, Martha and Ada. He repre-
sented that he had an income of $600 a
year, and wished to haye his daugnters
educated. The children were given to Mr.
Boyd’s care, but it is stated he neglected
them, and they were subsequently returned
to Mrs. Boyd. The same year Mr. Boyd
again made application to the court for
the possession of his chiidren, but
they were refused him, From that time
to the present he tried by various means
to get told of the children but failed.
Within the last week Boyd made offers to
various persons to assist him in surying
off his daughter Martha while on her way
to or from the Victoria street school.
Meanwhile Detectives Hodgins and Cuddy
were informed of his -designs, and it was
learned that he would probably make an
attempt Thursday morning, The de-
tectives succeeded in capturing him in
the very act of tazing his daughter away

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The English Crisis.

Onoe more the star of Mr. Gladstone is
in the ascendant, and he seems this time
to have overcome for good the worst of his
dificulties. The West African conference
at Berlin will settle the Congo question in
sueh a way that British merchants will do
the bulk of the trade with the natives,
while the British government will not be
burdened with the entire expense of main-
taining order amongst the natives them-
selves, and between them and foreign
traders. The Niger question may not be
solved in a way so exactly to British
liking, but little harm is likely to result

. to British interests from any determination
arrived at by the plenipotentiaries. A
fairly good understanding seems to exist
between Germany and England, and the
English foreign minister is busy mediating
betweer France and China. The French
administration is in the very throes of dis-
solution, while in home politics the English
prime minister is by means of his personal
influence carrying all before him,

Mr. Gladstone can look back on several
jmportant political achievements in his
long career, including the disestablishment
of the Irish church, and at least a partial
settlement of the Irish land question, but

+ he has never before held a position which
in point of commanding personal influence
is at all comparable to the one he occupies
just now, The spectacle in English poli-
tics is unique and the great central figure
is that of the ‘‘grand old man” himself.
He has quieted, as with a magician’s wand,
the noisy discussion over the action of the
house of lords, and has got Salisbury and
Chamberlain in friendly conference over
the details of a redistribution bill which
will largely revolutionize the constituencies.

The new franchise measure, which is as
good as law, will add two millions to the
electoral body, and will place the political
franchise in the hands of five millions ount
of the seven millions of males capable of
bearing arms in war. The redistribution
measure will, after being agreed to in-
formally by all parties, pass without for-
mal opposition of a serious kind even from
the Parnellites. Seldom, indeed, in the
history of the world has so great a politi-
cal change been effected without either a
long agitation or bloodshed. The agita-
tion in Hngland has been sharp, but not
prolonged, and though there has never
been any question of civil war, there was
a few days ago avery appearance of an
impending crusade t the house of
lords. Fortunately fo§ themselves and
the peace of the natiém the latter have
oncy more yielded so far as to accept a
compromise satisfactory to the peeple,
and now observers must be left to note the
result of the experiment. If Carlyle were
alive that inveterate old pessimist would
be describing the whole affair once more as
‘‘shooting Niagara.” Probably it will be
found that the people can be trusted.

Mr, Moody’s Visit and its Lessons.

Much of Mr, Moody’s mode of procedure
is epen to grave criticism. Heisa revival-
ist, and emotionalism (let us call it) is the
badge of all his tribe. He works upon the
feelinge; excites the imaginatien; and this
not always in the best possible taste, He
isa traveling preacher, and hesitates not
to use the paraphernalia of sueh position.

Despite all this criticism, however, one
fact is undeniable—he has energized his
hearers, has, if not inspired power, at all
events called forth latent force; hassuccess-
fully roused the lethargic and expugnated
the indifference of the unthinking; has ex-
cited more earnest thought on the subjects
of religion in three days than his tamer
fullow preachers have accomplished in the
same number of years.

What is the secret of his success?

It rests om two facts: he is an enthusi-
ast; his enthusiasm takes a practical

thape.

Thinkers of Mr, Moody’s own stamp will
probably explain enthusiasm by saying
that he is endued with power from
on high; that he is, to use the phrase of
Novalis, a God intoxicated man; that his
lips have been teuched with sacred fire
from out the altars of God; thrat he is
filled with the Spirit. We need not take
exception to such modes of expression, It
is enough to know that enthusiasm —a
burning conviction consuming the indi-
vidual and bursting into action—has ever
heen perhaps the most powerful of all re-
generating influences. Imagine a Peter the
hermit unenthusiastic, a Savonarola, »
Francis d’Assisi, a Loyols, a Luther, a
Wesley. To be firmly convinced of a
truth oneself, is, to parody Demosthenes’
dictum on eloquence, the first, second and
third necessity for persuasion. This Mr.
Moody possesses te the full.

Secondly, he is thoroughly practical. He
has done for religion what Socrates did for
philosophy—brought it down to the homes

snd boso:vs of men. And this has touched
the heart: .f his hearers, They have been
shown t} .t religion is no vague incompre-
hensible theory, no shadowy system em-
bodied in sublime phrases and profound
propositions, but a thiog of heurly experi-
" ¢nce, built upon the common, trivial every-
day duties of life

Jt is on these two points, enthusiagm

and practioalness, that the erdinary oeeu-
piers of our pulpits fail. They may be,
and doubtless are, firmly oconvinced of the
truth of what they preach, but it does not
fire them with glowing utterance, they are
not eatenup with the zeal of their subject.
Equally, no doubt do they recognize that
religion is a matter of practice, not theory,
but this they do not preach. Much elo-
quent exhortation they give ws; much ad-
mirable exegesis; much critical apologetios;
even sometimes much weli-directed rebuke
of sin—in the abstract, But this is all
dead-alive preaching. It is stagnation not
ferment; stationariness not progress; exist-
ence not life, And it is this that has
driven off the masses to seek elsewhere, and
often in objectionablé forms, means to
supply the want they feel. If we read his-
tory aright it is greatly to this want that
such sects as methodists, baptists, bible
christians, Plymouth brethren, eto., etc.,
etc., owe their source, for their differences
of doctrine are trivial, not essential.

Let our clergy take a leaf out of Mr.
Moody’s book<—we by no means recom-
mend the whole ,book ; much, Wﬂoh,
should be expurgated—and his“visit o
Toronto will have had a better result than
perhaps even his revivalism amongst our
laity. %

The Pelice Investigation.

The World does not say or believe that
there are no flaws in the police depart-
mentof this city, but it is nevertheless
happy to state this morning that the at-
tempts of Chief of Poliee Stewart of Ham-
ilton, backed up by the Hamilten Times
and Spectator and the Teronto News,
Globe and Telegram, to connect two of our
detectives with the erooked transactions
of the man Garner have turned out dismal
failures. The so-called confession of
Garner was investigated at an open meet-
ing of the police commissioners yesterday.
From the evidence of Garner (that is if the
man can be believed) it appears that
Chief Stewart used him to throw
aspersions on the standing of the Toronto
police force, Garner stated under oath
that Chief Stewart promised him a light
sentence if he would tell about his confede-
rates, at the same time suggesting that
two of the Toronto detectives were among
them. Garner only jumped at this chance
and told the chief that Detective Hodgins
was in league with him, The investiga-
tion yesterday,proved the utter baselessnees
of this charge, and Hodgins was honorably
acquitted. Surely Hamilton’s chief of po-
lice has gone altogether out of his latitude
in this matter. Had he known his duty
he would have quietly handed Garner over
to the Toronto ‘police, and received his
share of the honor in the usual way.

Some estimable friends of Mr. Moody
appear to have been shocked because the
reporter of The World, in his off-hand,
half-humorous sketch of the great evanges
list, mentioned that he was wealthy and
took a pride in fast horses, Our reporter,
with not the slightest desire to give
offence to Mr., Moody or his friends,
merely {recorded facts obtained from a
source which he believed to be un-
questiouable; and we must say that,
neither in the facts themselves nor in the
stating of them, can we perceive any just
ground of offence, The christian world
nas long assented to the principle that it is
no crime for a man to acquire his
fair share of this world’s goods, even
by preaching the gospel; and as to
the possession of high-bred horses, that is
a harmless taste which many other eminent
preachers share with Mr. Moody. No one
thinks it amiss but those good people
whose—we fear—too susceptible conscien-
ces make them deem the mention of it un-
charitable.

People who fancy that all manner of ills
may be remedied by legislative enactments
will do well to ponder the returns trom
Utah, where polygamous marriages have
actually increased since the passage of the
Edmund’s act, which was designed to
stamp out polygamy. The mormons
claim that they are being persecuted, and
seem to rather like it, as most persccuted
sectaries do. The Edmund’s act should
either be repealed or made more stringent.
If polygamy is to be legislated out of exis-
tence it must be after such a stern fashion
as is foreign to the spirit of the American
people, Nothing short .of the Russian
method will answer, and this there is a
natural hesitancy to adopt. One of the
most puzzling features of this puzzling
question is the number of woman willing to
sustain such degrading relations. It is
curious, too, that they and their hushands
nearly all spring from the northern Teu-
tonic races, who are popularly if errome-
ously supposed to be more particular in
such matters than the children of the
sunny south, where Byron’s ‘‘indecent
sun” is accused of lowering the tone of
national morals.

The Globe’s tirade of yesterday against
8ir David Macpherson is conceived in the
worst possible spirit. Nobody believes
that Sir David, if lieutenant-governor of
Ontario, would act in anything but a be-
coming and impartial manner. The Globe
has never suggestqd that Mr. Robineon has
acted in any other manner; but it must be
remembered that *before his appointment
Mr. Robinson was for years the target for
their bitterest Billingsgate. The time bas
come, but the Globe seems to be unaware
of the fact, when this sort of malicious un-
called-for attack orly disgusts sensible
people and disgraces the paper which in-
dulges its cowardly propensities, It ceems
to us exceedingly unlikely that Sir David
would accept the office, and indced there
is every chance that it will go a begging, in
which case the continuance of the present
incumbent and of the charming lady who
50 graciously does the honors of our gov-
erpmeunt house will be an easy task for the
wily premier and a gratifyiag result to all
eoncerned, :

The Two Receptions.

Not
he th® chivaircus knight ‘‘sans peur, et
sans reproche.” the centre of admiration,
the embodiment of truth, honor and gener-
osity, Such rather look on him as the
scheming politician—passing through life
eager for advantage—anxious for and for-
getful of benefits—his hand opened for
asgistance but closed in thanks—rising on
the ruine of his former associates, and
leaving behind him a path strown with
thoss he had used and forgotten, There
is metal, but not of the true ring, the alloy
is of the basest. “Thankless and ungener-
ous !” said the Lion-Heart, ‘“‘as well be
called coward and infidel.”

If the object of the proposed demons-
tration were to approve of some action
which Sir John had lately performed, it
would be a different thing, But it is not.,
His achievements in Europe have been the
personal one of attention to his health, the
useless one of obtaining an imperial decora-
tion, and the injurious one of stating
grpinions in favor of imperial federation.

o praize these cannot be the object of the
reception—its object must be an expression
of sympathy with his whole career. This,
I think, the classI spoke of cannot extend.

With Mr. Mowat the case was different.
He went to England to right the wrong
his province had sustained, and to do more
—to remove the bar sinister of injustice
from the shield of the whole dominion. In
this he deserved the sympathy, irrespec-|
tive of parvy, of Canadians, and his suc-
cess well deserved the reception he
obtained. Indeed, had it been otherwise,
had the reception been a testimonial of
approval of his whole political career, it
can hardly be denied that, in point of
carnest and effective efforts towards goed
government—in point of honorable and
straightforward dealing both with sup-
porters and opponents—as one whose con--
tact has elevated politics instead of being
himself debased by them—he might well
have expected it at every Canadian hand.

Women’s Municipal Rights.

Editer World: The time of municipal
elections is at hand, not only in Toronto,
but throughout the whole province, and by
your kindness I beg to put the widowsand
unmarried women, whose names figure
upon the various assessment lists, in mind
of their new rights.

I am delighted to see that in Kingston
and in Ottawa the municipal authorities
are thoroughly awake to the change made
by the amendment in the municipal act,
by which the words ““widows and unmar-
ried women” were added to the clause
which defines who are voters, and that
theee municipalities have aiready published
indepondent lists of the names of the
women who may now vote. No doubt the
aldermen in perspective are fully alive to
the value of so large an addition to the
personpel ot their constituencies,

In our own city there are some two
thousand names- of women on the assess-
ment roll, Hitherto they have had the
privilege of joining the crowd of men who
flock to the city hall at certain seasons to
pay their various instalmentas of taxes, For
the future they have the additional right
of putting their signatures into the ballot
box, in favor of the aldermanic candidate
whose record pleaees them best, and whom
they wiil trust most cordially to expend for
the good-of the city that considerable por-
tion of the gross taxes which they, as
women, have hitherto had only the privi-
lege of paying.

Two thousand women can say a good
deal as to what shall be done for the pro-
grees of the city, especially when we re-
member that these women represent all
classes of wealth and property; from Mrs,
Cawthra, whose house is assessed for §85,-
000 a year to the hard-working woman
who has by dint of industry and economy
built herself a nica little cottage where
the may rest in her old age.

PERILS OF THE PLAINS.

Am.-nurtmﬂbllmnll
of the Herd.
From the Cincinnati Engquirer.

To run buffaloes, & horse trained as &
buffalo runner is absolutely necessary. A
good buffalo runner will be fleet of foot,
courageous, long-winded and trained to
carry his rider within & yard of the herd I
hunted, and then to range alongside of any
animals selected. My tang did this to |
perfection uctil brought to grief by a |
prairie dog.
