About 75 men were in the
mine when work began. The workmen

lovercome with the gas, and in about an
thour later the same fate happeaed to many
of the mihers in the workings, Before the
'men fairly realized the danger more than
twwenty  be i Those
Vee sonid -then escaped.  Superin-
‘\aadent John Teasdale, with a oorps
of men as relief went down the mine to
.assist them in making their escape, and
" after being in the mine half an hour
Teaadale and several of his men were
|overpowered by foul gas and were with
!difficulty rescued. Others went down,
{and in the fave of immense difficulties and
'in spite ot being continually overpowered
'with gas got out all but ten men. Three
of those were dead and the other six are
beyond doubt dead.

Opinten of the Jury on the Aécident by
Which 1t was Cansed.

87, CATHARINES, Ont., Aug. 11.—A¢ the
inqueston the body of Thos, Cox, the engi’
neer killed" by the Welland canal railway
acpident, the jury returned o verdict in

accordance with the facts previonsly pub-
lished, and added:

““That the said bridge was not properly
locked at the time the St. Catharines train
entered upon it, the bridge tenders not
having time to close and lock it before the
train reached the said bridge, owing to
the speed at which the said train was
ranning.

“The jurors
accident occurred in
some defect in the air breaks and
the want of caution on the part of the
deceased in mot having whistled for
breaks when he found that. the air'breaks
would not hold the train after passing
through the t 1, and in qui of
there not being a self-locking bolt on the
swing bridge where the accident occurred.

The jurors further reccmmend that the
station be placed further east as a wafe-
guard, and that engineers be forbide
den to nppl{ the air break after
whistling for hand brakes, as serious
injury results from the praoctice, and the
brakemen are afraid to act promptly,
thereby endangering the lives of the
traveling public.

“The jurors further find that the rule of
the G. T. R¥ company of stopping all
trains for three minutes before crossing the
swing bridge at Merritton, where the
accident occurred, is not complied with,
and recommend that in future compliance
wl}h that rale be rigidly enforced.”

The¥
complained of being deprived of tobacco,
of being served with tainted mest, bad
vegetable soup, rotten potatoes and sour
bresd. They also complained of the
overbearing conduct and in ‘some cases
positive cruelty of the guarde, and of
unmerited and excessive purishments,
With regard to the use of tobgcco Mr,
Massie remarked that the privilege had
formerly been abused and that i: had
been almost impossible to keep theprison
olean. He had therefore ognsulted with
the inspector and decided €8, deprive the
prisoners of tobacco, The prison surgeon
had since expressed his approval of this
step.

Several hands laid him in a recumbent
position upon the carpet. ~While one
gentleman loosened his collar, others
bathed his head, face and hands with
water. Mr. Conger breathéd heavily but
not convulsively, and death was notappre-
hended. Dr. Canpiff, who as medical
health officer of the city bhas an offieé in
the building, was speedily summoned. By ;
the time he arrived Mr. Conger’s: face
was beginning to purple. The  doctor
felt his - pulse and prononnced hig.’
oase critical. The stricken gentleman was
gently borne to s spot where the breezs !
from an open window would fall upon him, .
The purple hue gradually spread over his
features, ‘‘He’s dying,” said Dr. Chnniff
in'a low voice, And o he was, His eyes *
were fixed and glassy, his frame was
rigid. His breathing became more labored,
and there were asional epasms, His
discolored lips were encircled = with
In six minutes from the - time
of the attack Mr. Conger ‘was a corpse.
He died easily. It was an awfully sudden
call and deeply affected all present, ' The
deceased was apparently in good health
prior to the fit. He spoke clearly and even
fluently, was neither nervous nor excited,
and as stated beforehand resumed his seat
smiling. Seven years ago Mr. Conger was
injured almostunto death in the memorable
Credit Valley railway accident at Carlton
junction. Laid up at that time for weeks,
he never fully recovered from his injuries,
He used to say that his head bothered
him, Dr, Canniff said the case bore every
symptom of apoplexy. The body was
removed to his residence, 51 Murray
street, 1 ;

Mr. Conger came to ‘Toronte from
Belleville thirteen oc¢ * fiffeen  yesrs
ago. He was a prominent man in
the Bay of Quinte district, and
did a large business in coal, the late C. J,
Starling being at one time ~bis partner.
Strange that these two gentlemen should
close their earthly career under such dis-
tressingly similar circumstances.  Mr.
Starling, it will be remembered, died in an
apopletic fit in the Toronto Grand Opera
house last winter. Mr, Conger was one of
the largest dealers in coal in Toronto. An
enterprising and esteemed citizen,  he
enjoyed a high social porition, and his
loss wiil be gemerally regretted. ~He
was an original member of the Hanlan
club. Hise death occurred at a time when -
all but Miss Conger, his eldest daughter,
were away from home.
