HORRORS OF SIBERIAN EXILE,

Prisoners Shot Down by the Guards—
Women Outraged and Scourged.

SAN Frawnorsco, Cal, Sept. 5—The bark
Catharine = Sudden has ‘arrived at Port
Townsend from Siberia. Her commander,
Capt. John Thomas, has sent to this city a
description of the Russian exile systend as
witnessed by him. He describesa brutal
scene he witnessed on Saghalien Island, a
famous exile prison. A largé party of exiles
of all ages, heavily manacled, were being
taken to the island. A few old men, whose
strength  gave out, féll from exhaustion.
The driyer,  acting under. orders from his
superior, shot the unfortunate men and, re-
moved their chains, No mercy was shown.
Wives saw their husbands killed before their
eyes, and mothers saw their daughters out-
raged and insulted. The exiles were driven
like cattle, a heavy whip being used to urge
them on. The prison cells were filthy and the
treatment barbarous.

Signs of Renewed Activity—The Situation
Satisfactory.,

The lull in local realestate which has lasted
all throfigh the hot days of summer is about
breaking up. Signs of renewed activity have
made themselves apparent during the past
two weeks and a good fall’s business may be
looked for. No securities ean be found
which afford at  onee the safety

and interest yield that well-selected Toronto
reatly affords, and as money will be plentiful
after the crops begin to move there is no
doubt that large amounts will seek invest-
ment: in this fayored field. Though money is
still a little elose there has been a steady
enquiry during the last two weeks and some
good sales have been effected. Parkdale,
according to the registry record, has been
most favored by investors this week.

The foliowing is the opinion of The London
Eree Press on provincial real estate and the
safety of sucli commodity as an investment,
according to an article published on Aug. 80:
