 SCARED OVER THE COAL DEAL

IHE FOUR MEMBERS WHO ASKED
. LORD STANLEY TO INTERFERE,

a

The French Orators Deliver Their
Speeches on the Budget—Mr, Tarte
Tells Why He is No Longer a Protec-
tionist—A Foreign Call for Readymade
Houses—-Iniand Revenne,

Orrawa, Feb. 21.—At the opening of the
House to-day Mr. McNeill rose to make a
personal explanation with regard to the re-
port in the press of the speech made by the
First Minister on Friday, with reference to
the visit of His Excelleney, made by
Messrs. Weldon, McNeill, McDougall and
Wood regarding the Nova Scotia coal deal.

Mr. McNeill evidently looks &t the mat-
ter in a very serious light, and evidently
did not like the bantering, humorous way
in which Sir John Thompson referred to
the matter as a mere friendly call on the
Governor-General, such as members make
during the session.

In his explanation to-day 'he wished' to
muke it clear that it was no mere friendly
call that he and his confreres made on His
Excellency. He was in dead earnest. He
felt that imperial interests were _at
stake; that serious complications might
arise it all the coal areas in
Nova = Scotia fell into the hands
of a foreign corporation, and he went to
His Excellency in his capacity as an im.
périal officer to call his attention to the
matter—not to give him advice butto warn
him of what he regarded as a serious dan-
ger to the Empire.

He had previously brought the matter to
the attention of the First Minister and the
M inister of Finance, and thought he had a
perfect right to call the attention of 'His
Excellency toit. e

Mr. Weldou endorsed what Mr. McNeill
said and the matter was sllowed to drop.

Speeches in French,

Mr. Belley resumed the debate on the
budget and spoke in French for an hour.
He referred to the Conservative succeSses
at the bye-elections as evidence of the sat-
isfaction felt by the country with the policy
of the Government, and " held that the far-
mers were afforded protection as well as
the manufacturers. He held thas Mr.
Tarte was elected in I’Islet as a protection-
ist, and quoted from articles in Mr. Tarte’s
paper, Le Canadien, in support of his argu-
ment.

Mr. Monet replied, also in French. He
said it was nonsense to speak of the country
being prosperous while the people were
leaving it in thousands.

Mr. Sproule spoke up to 6 o’clock, gener-
ally “defending the National Policy and
quoting at length from the census returns
ot manufacturés to) show the develop-
ment which had ‘taken place in the last 10
years,

After recess the debate was continued by
Mr. McMillan (Huron) and Dr. Bergin.

A Tarte Speech.

Mr. Tarte made a short but fiery speech
in French, in which he said that he had
been a protectionist in 1878 because protec-
tion was necessary then, as we could not
get reciprocity.  Things were different
now.

He attacked the census figares and said
they were all false as far as the Provincs
of Quebec was concerned. He said that if
there was a general election to-morrow the
Government would be defeated in the
Province of Quebec, and announced his in-
tention of taking the sense of the House on
the Manitoba school question, as he held
the Government had no right to refer the
matter to the Supreme Court.

He said that he understood Mr. Me-
Carthy would move an amendment that
British goods be admitted at 10 per cent.
less than goods from other countries, but
he would not only wish for that but that
the reduction be extended to other
countries,

Mr. Smith (Ontario) moved adjournment
of the debate, and the House adjourned at
midnight.

4 COLD SHOULDER.

Buffalo Is Kicking Abont Employment of
Canadians There.

Busravo, Feb. 21.—An evening news-
paper calls upon Inspector De Barry to pro-
ceed dgainst Dr. Andrews, superintendent
of the State Hospital for the Insane, which
it declares is full of alien Canadians taking
the places which ought to be filled by
American citizens.

Dr. Andrews states that they have all
been employed in Buffalo and that no one
has been brought to the instution under
promise of employmént trom Canada.

Dr. Andrews did not bring any Canadians
over from Canada, but he sent a special
agent to Torontg to employ them for him
and by so doing he committed a breach of
the law of the United States punishable with
a fine of $1000 and a year’s imprisonment.

Last J uly{this agent, one Miss Guy, went
to Toronto Ao look for a cook for the doc-
tor’s house and for the physicians who sat
at the doctor’s table. Ina registry there
she met Mrs. Mary J. Fleury, a nice-ap-
peuring, motherly-looking old lady, who
knew something about public institutions,
%ﬂ' husband having been jailer at Kingston,

nt.

Mrs, Fleury was engaged, her fare to
Buffalo being paiil by Dr. Andrews. Miss
Guy had assured the servant that she
would have short hours and light work and
§5 a week salary. She stayed at the asylum
only three weeks, and it was work
from before daylight until after dark,
and then she had to climb seven vair of
stairs and sleep with a lunatic. - That was
not according to her bargain, and she conse-
quently left her situation.

The paper joints out that here 1s as direct
a violation of the law as ‘has ever occurred
in Buffalo. Dr. Andrews pays the passage
of Mrs. Fleury from a foreign country and
on her arrival installs her ‘a8 cook at the
State Hospital.

By doing so he renders himself liable to
both fine and imprisonment and the law
should be enforced. Dr. Andrews has gone
to California.

RESTRICTING IMMIGRATION.

Canadian Steamship Companies Raise
Emigrant Rates.

LoxpoN, Feb. 21.—Emigration circles
in Great Britain are much perturbed by the
action of the Canadian steamship lines in
raising the emigrant rates 25 per cent. just
when everythinﬂ pointed favorably to a
more than usually large flow towards Can-
ada. 2

This increase if persisted in must check
the movement of settlers to the Dominion,
and it is feared that it will largely counter-
act the increased inducements offered by
the Government and the Canadian railways.

New Zealand will profit by the move, for
it is announced that the rates to that coun-
try have been lowered 8o as to better com-
pete with Canada:

NS British Press Comments. -
LoxpoN, Feb. 22.—The Daily News this
morning maintains that nearly nine-tenths
of the difficulties raised in debate by the
opponents of the Home Rule bill have been
removed by the publication of the texs of
that measure,

The Daily News discusses the finaneial
clauses of the measure at great length,
pointing out the immense cost of the troops
and armed police in Ireland, which will be
saved to the British taxpayers if the bill
becomes law.

The Telegraph says the measure is even
more recklessly perilous to the peace and
safety of the Empire and more fruitful of
difficulty and complication in details than
the bill of 1886.

The Post says that the bill is essentially
framed to catch by its brilliant vagueness
the vote of all who might stickle over is
were its lines more precise.

The World of this morning  says that
Edward Blake, the man trom Canada, is in
manner gauche. His voice was strident
and his speech was painfully dull, although
it had evidently been prepared with in-
mense pains. His effort last Friday was
contemptible to hear and unbearable to
read. Had the Irish members of Parlia-
ment not risen in an ovation the speech
would hardly have been noticed except as
a curious novelty.

OPENING OF THE CAMPAIGN OF THE
REFORM PARTY. ‘

.

Meeting in the Auditorium—Spoeches of
the Oandidate; Hon, John Dryden,
Hon, A.S, Hardy and Other Supporters
of the rio Gov t—No Reso-
lution Submitted.

A large and enthusiastic meeting was
held last night in the Auditorium in sup-
port of the candidature of Dr. Ogden, the
choice of the Reform party for the vacancy
in _the Ontario Assembly owing to the
death of the late member, N. G. Bigelew.
Mr. J. A. MacIntosh of the Young Men’s
Liberal Club presided and amongst others
whom The World noticed present were:
Dr., Ogden, the candidate, Hon. John Dry-
den, Hon, A.S. Hardy, Joseph Tait, M.L.A.,
Robert Jaffray, J. J. Withrow, Alexander
Wheeler, T.C. Irving,” Dr. Rosebrugh,
Malcolm Qibbs, R. Armstrong, ex-Ald.

| The chairman’s opening lfeech was brief.
He saw in the success of that inaugural
meeting the prelude to the Liberal victory
next Tuesday. {

A Vigorous Address, .

Mr.. N. W. Rowell paid a bigh trib-
ute to the late Mr. N. Gordon Bigelow.
He  then  eulogized the Mowat
Government and got cheers by asking what
‘is the present position of Mr. Meredith,
Why, his own papers do not know, con-
tinned the speaker, whether he has or is
going to resign. In contrast with this he
showed how election after election the On-
tario Government had increased in power.
He reviewed the work of the Government
for the past 20 years. There had been
honesty of purpose and economic adminis-
tration of the affairs of the province, Then,
turning to personal matters, he waxed sar-
castic about Dr. Ryerson, the Liberal-Con-
servative candidate. The speaker parodied
the lines of the late ‘Lord Tennyson, and
said it was not a question of rising on ‘‘our
dead selves” but ‘‘our dead ancestors.” .Of
course all this was highly relished and duly
cheered, as well as the reference to the
‘many societies both in Canada and the
United States which he alleged Dr. Ryer-
son belonged to. Turning to the finances
of the province the speaker said the success
was unpreeedented. - If Toronto desired to
make progress the speaker argued that she
should return a member to support the
present powers that be.

Mr. Ogden’s Address.

This was short, but certainly effective
with his sympathetic audience. The Mowat
administration he claimed to be
the best government which any
Canadian province ever bad. Not only
was it stronger than ever, but he predicted
that it would be stronger yet by the re-
turn next.week of one who would give it a
hearty sapport.

Then the Doctor ecriticised the speeches
at the* Ryersor inaugural ‘meeting. He
argued that even if they had done all the
bad things they were charged with the
benefits they had conferred ?u exceeded
any mistakes - they might have made.
“But,” added he, I do not believe in all
that our opponents say against the Ontario_
Government. They have done their best
and success has attended their efforts.
[Applause.] Acts in favor of the laboring
classes have been passed, and every inter-
est has been duly considered. The chief
object of the Mowgt Government is to dis-
seminate the highest amount of good
amongst all classes. It is an honest gov-
ernment and has an honest man at its head.
[Cheers.]

Then Dr. Ogden praised the Christian
character of Mr. Mowat. He quoted from
Jobn Imrie, with a slight variation, and
maintained that he was one of the noblest of
men and hence his government should be
crusted.

Dr. Ogden’s closing words, were: “Place
me at the head of the poll next Tuesday in
the interests of the Mowat Government
and those of the Province of Ontario.”
[Loud cheering. ]

The Agricultural Minister Speaks.

Hon. John Dryden made an effective
speech, but it was almost the
samé as he gave at the Farmers’
Institute & short while ago. The
chief point was how greatly the Mowat
Administration had aided agriculture and
education. On account of these good
works he pleaded earnestly for the return
of the Reform candidate, Dr. Ogden.

Mr. Dryden said he was anxious ‘to see
what verdict the great City of Toronto
would pass ipon these good deeds of the
Provingial Government. Criticising the
speeches at the Ryerson meeting the Minis-
ter of Agriculture said: “‘If these are our
greatest faults it is your bounden duty to
see that we are sustained.”

As regards the appropriation of money
from timber limits Mr. Dryden, in answer
to Mr. Marter, claimed that it belonged
not to the district where it was grown, but
to the entire Province. ‘‘Verysmall pota-
toes,” was Mr. Dryvden’s comment on the
Conservative criticisms of the Ontario Gov-
ernment.

In conclusion the Minister waxed very
funny about pedigree stock and made the
audience laugh by his comments on she
photograph of Dr. Ryerson he exhibited.

Mr. Awrey’s Comments,

Nicholas Awrey, M.L.A., also amused
the andience. He commenced by telling
the old ‘‘chestnut” about the boy, the
apple, the Bible and the dollar. Then he
turned. to the Mowat Ggvernment and
great was his praise theréof. From Mr.
Awrey’s own experience as a member of the
Public Accounts Committee he maintained
that no dishonorable act had ever been
proved against this model Government.
After throwing out the hint that Mr. Mar-
ter was ambitious to take the place of
M# Meredith, the speaker went into
details as to the inquiries last year
into public accounts. He humorously
disposed of the charges which he
alleged had mo substantial basis. Con-
cluding, he urged that the city of Toronto
ought out of gratitude to return Dr. Ogden
as succeasor of the late Mr. Bigelow. Mr.
Mowat had always treated the city gen-
erously, honestly and fairly, examples of
which he gave in reference to Mimico
Asylum, Upper Canada College and other
works.

Hon. A, B, Hardy Speaks.

Great was the reception the Minister of
Public Works received. He spoke with
his usual vigor and at great length, His
spcech was a_great eulogy of Sir Oliver
Mowat. His works he enumerated, and
proceeded to defend them from the recent
attacks that had been made upon them.
Then he praised Dr. Ogden for his 30 years’
services in public life. He fouund fault with
Dr. Ryerson for being a young and ‘‘some-
what fresh” man. Let him bide his time
and the citizens elect the veteran.

“] am proud of Ontario’s increased ex-
penditure because it has been made on

‘honest lines. The money belongs to the

people and it is all expended for ¢ e benefit
of the “rooplo.” And at length he, too,
analyzed the charges made against the On-
tario Government. : -

He denied the atuse of the Liquor License
Act, and amongst other figures gave these:
The city of Toronto in 1874, with
o population of 56,000, had 309 tavern
licenses, whilst in 1891 with & population
three times as large the number was
reduced one-half, and then Mr. Hardy sung

most moral city on the continent, and
denied that any money for election par-
poses is derivedy from the liquor trade.

Mr. Hardy’s was the longest speech of
the evening, Still he was attentively
listened to. though the enthusiasm was not
s0 great as with some of the other speakers.

ready lost years during which she
might- have been . euriching herself
out of mines, and connected in-
- dustries, simply from ; adopting a policy of
shilly-shally. Had the same indecision pre-
vailed in England, the States, Australia
and other countries they would to-day be
without those hundreds of millions which
they have extracted from mines no more
valuable “than those we are leaving un-
worked.
" Last night a great mining convention was
opened at Mongreal, the proceeding at which
will, we trust, do something to remove this
apathy. There are mow assembled a body
of the ablest experts in mining ever gathec-
ed on this continent. ' Besides the mana-
gers  and “practical ; workers of the
coal, iron, gold, gypsum and phos:
phate wmines in Canada whose labors
. have so far only scratched the surface of
our mineral lands, there are present repre-
gentatives of the American Institute of
Mining Eogineers, and many others finan-
cially interested in the mines of this con-
tinent, with distinguished public officials.
To-morrow the session will be devoted to a
discussion npon the mineral resources and
mining industries of the Dominion und its
mining laws,

Durjng this debate we trusi something
more to the point will be offered and sug-
" gested than mere statistical literature, and
plans for increasing its volume. 'We kuow
as much ‘as we probably ever shall
koow what our mineral resources
dare. The one thing now mneeded
is a practical plan for utilizing what
we possess,. We must break eggs if we are
to have omelettes; we must sink ‘seed if we
dre to reap crops. The initiatory steps for
turning our mines to account may entail
sacrifices for a time. We shall bave to re-
cognize that it is of infinitely greater . con-
sequence to unfold our treasures than to be
holding them unworked, simply to secure
some paltry revenune for overnmental pur-
poses, or to maintain some fiscal theory
which must be set aside in face of a great
urgency. ;

If our Provincial Government will nos
boldly give assistance:. to develop
mines, they at least might keep
from weighting down those who de-
sire to go .into mining and smelting
enterprises. A dog in the manger policy
scems favored both in this and Quebec
province; they wiil neither develop their
properties nor stand aside for others to do
s0.

Ontario interests are well represented at
the convention by Messrs. W. Hamilton
Merritt, F.G.8., chairman; Prof. Coleman,
School  of Science, Toronto; Prof. Gordon
Richardson, Prof Nicol, J. Bawden, King-
ston; A, Blue, Director of Mines, T.D. Led-
yard, J. McKay, Sault Ste. Marie; G.
Mickle, Sudbury; and E. W:. Rath-
bun of Deseronto. We believe these
gentlemen  will offer a - resolution,

“That it would be in the best interests of
the country were the present bonus on jron
continued by the Dominiog. Government,
and were the question of provincial bonuses
considered favorably by the different pro-
vincial governments.  Also were the ques-
tion of the manufacture of steel rails and
of nickel steel in Canada favorably coa-
sidered by the Dominion and the Provigcial
Governments.” They also favor a pro-
hibitive duty.on the éxport of our natural
gas; the establishment of a number of
mining museums; the entrance free of duty
of all fuel needed for smelting and refining;
the reservation of timber tfor making char-
coal, and an extension of the time during
which mining machinery will be admitted
free of a class not made in Canada. All
these may be summed up in a sentence, the
mining experts of Canada ask the govern-
ments to give the utmost encouragement to
mining. development, : assured as they are
that any temparary sacrifices - will be com-
pensated for a hundred.fold by our mineral
wealth being converted from a mere paper
asset to a tangible one.

But, desirable as are these and neces-
sary, the main desideratum now is capital
devoted to the opening and working of
mines, the establishinen$ of smelting works,
and of those forms of manufacture which
only prosper fully when directly essociated
with mines and furnaces.

We trust that the mining convention
will eventuate in some practical steps being
taken to turn our nickel, iron, gold and
other metallicores into marketabie com-
modities.

Health Versus Politics,

The movement to eject Dr. Allen from
his position in the Health Department is
not inspired by any @nxidty for the more
efficient working of that important braach
of the city service. Dr, Allen has proved
himself the right man in the right place.

Many of tho citizens know with what
promptitude, skill and determination he has
discharged his duties. Unfortunately both
gor him and for the city, the duties of that
service bring him into collision with a class
of meu who themselves need to be broaught
under the operation of the law requiring
the removal of nuisances. These persons
have too much influence at the City Hall.
Every effort made by the Health officers to
enforce their atrict compliance with Bylaws
s resented as a personal affront. Hence,
the more faithful the chiet of that depart-
ment is, the greater the number of his
enemies who besiege aldermeu with com-

plaints which have no basis otier than their

objection, to be made obedient to the law.

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THE HEALTH OF TORONTO.

BY R. W. PHIPPS.

The citizens'of Toronto were mnever in
such danger as at present, There is overy
probability of cholera next summer, and the
water they are drinking is such . that the
druggists are selling three or four times as
many remedies for diarrheea, cramps, vomit-
ing and such ailments as ever at this season
before. There is ho question what this
pointa to. ; e

It is said, and it is to be hoped correctly,
that  the conduit will be properly relaid
bufore the spring, - But as this at best only
terminated in a place said to be the channel
or lodging place of objectionable drifting
matter it might be considered whether the
pipe could not be extended toa , better lo-
cality. If so, perhaps it would bs better
to prepare for doing this now, rather than
when it will be wanted or at some period
after that time, j

It is well to remember that, with our
method of civic government, we caunot al-
ways be certain 51“. either the righs thing
will be done or'that the wrong one will not,
For instance, there was a strong feeling’
that the waterworks ' aduniinistration should
be changed. Qur aldermen, or & portion of
them, decided by vote to let matters remain
as they were. Bhortly afterwards the break
in the pipe occurred and the present state
of‘affairs followed, If our present man-
agers do not act with more promptness,
they will not boe of mutch service id this
emergency. A strange uwmount of inde-
cision appears to prevail, It appears that
we promptly ordered the stoppage of ice-
cutting, and thea proceeded to get power
to do 8o, This system of putting the cart
before the horse will logically find us busy
preventing the coming of cholera after it
has left us.

There are some points, with regard to
preventive measures, on which it would
appear sufficient notice has not been taken.

here are in Toronto a y large number
of houses which, although on sewered streets,
have never had eitber drain or sink, neces-
sitating all liquid refuse being . thrown on
the surface, where its decay constitutes a
danger to health. It would be well, prob-
nb}iy, to remedy this at the pablic charge,
and add the cost to the owner’s taxes. But)
our munieipal governments appéar singular-
ly deficient in the true strength of govern-
ments—that which leads where it would
be difficult to drive. For instance, take
the long-talked-of question of the privy
pits. Instead of or%ering their abolition,
why not induce it? Everyone will agree
that these should be cleaned once a year,
and a regulation that they should be anl
the cost charged to the property would not
appear oppressive 1o any. Our police, a
fine body of men, who must be tired by
doing so much of the statuesque, might
easily, as they do in France, enforce it.
The result wouﬁi be that every owner who
could, tired of the persistent annual tax,
would adopt a system under which it would
be no longer payable, There are methods;
too, of disposing of this refuse, advantage-
ously and unobjectionably, which our mau-
agers, if they know, seem by certain re-
sultant disputes not 'yet to practice.

There isa way taken in some of the
American States of controlling ‘the quality
of milk supplied to the public very diferent
from our own. Very large and well-ap-
pointed dairy farms supp'y whole com-
munities, the officials of which can au any
time quickly observe the class of ‘animals
kept, their food, water and acecommo-
dation. It is difficult to imagine a system
of milk inspection by which. an official can
know all that is being done with all ‘the
cows all over the country. Argus himsélf
had enough to do to watch one. The Ameri-

wise probably we should have adopted it.
We use activity, however, sometimes in
our efforts at purification, which may justly
be considered extraordinary, and tried our
hands on Ashbridge’s Bay.

Unlike those diseases whigh
are said to be prodated by foul sewer gas,
this seemed much more likely to follow the
use of improper food or water. As to the
first, what was healthy generally was then
often not go, such as fruit or green vegeta-
bles. Contaminated water was decidedly
poisonous, though comparatively harmless in
previous years, It ap| eared to me a
disease which nature endeavored to expel
by the bowels, and in so doing drained
away the life pf the patient. Thebest coursa
seemed to be decidedly to check theaction,
and to trust to the other channels—
the skin, the lungs and the kidneys—
to carry off the disease. For this reason
the course some medical men followed, of
first giving castor oil, and that of another
system of purgation now recommended,
seem incorrect to me. It was found that
home measures promptly taken were better
than sending for ‘doctors, as their services
might well be unobtainable till too late.
Preventive meaiis, such as flannel belts and
small doses of charcoal, were found of
great service. Frequent batbing was
weakening and might cause the illness; hot
baths seemed to aid in .curing it. It
followed close on filthy surroundings, such
as foul yards, cellars or sheds.

It is u pity that, when spreading our city
so widely, we did not think more of the
difficulties of draining it and of the need of
great quantities of water to .flush. our
strangely-constructed sewers. The trolley
system-will kill more people than its cars
ever touch. Without proper fall to
drain . or' sufficient water to flush,
we have established a system whereby
the morthern paris of the city
deluge’our water-front with sewage, and

' At the monthly meeting of the Board of
the House of Industry, Elm-street, yester-
day, there were present Samuel Alcorn
(chairman), Rev. A. J. Broughall, R. Gil-
mor, Rev. John Gilleapie, Rev. A. H.

How Food is Adulterated in England.
[From The London Pall Mall Gazette.]

The bread we eat is, no doubt, sound when
bought at the shops of bakers doing a large
trade, but there isa certain quantity of
flour which deteriorates more and more.
The improved (7 system of grinding the
corn in cylinders heats the flour before it is
ready for koeading; the ovons are heated
too rapidly, and there is the practice of us-
iqgldnmagea corn, which is most reprehen-
sible,

In the golden age our forefathers were
content to use water for the purpose of
syrengthening the milk; now itis adulterated
with rice flour and pounded bullocks’ and
calves’ brains, and slightly sweetered with
a sacccharine substance. Used asa substi-
tute for butter, evan margarine is often
adulterated, and is simply some fatty sub-
stance colored with carrot juice and flavored
with essence of nuts, aud having only the
appearan¢e of sound mnrfnino. Not only
is chicory usually mixed with ground coffee
but there is an artifical berry manufactured
and sold as coffee to a great extent, Frozen
meat is taking the place of fresh meat; and
any quantity of wine is sent into the markoet
as clarot and Burgundy which has not a
single drop of grape, juice in it. Many
bréwers have learned to dispense with barley,
and several kiuds of mineral waters are
notbing more than river water
the use of chemicals, ' A quantity
is dietilled from some kind of wood,
even from coal; and olive oil is adulterated
with rancid oil. No doubt there are num-
erous staples of food which are unadalterat-
ed by dealers who are scrupulous and h ®,
but they are becoming scarcer s¥ery day.

Appealing from the Award,

The **Nest Eggs” of Many Depositors
Used Im Bpﬂclll“‘ll Whieh Did Not
Pan Out Profitably--An Offer of Settle-
ment At 40 Cents On the Dollar Re-
m'& 3 ?

“Arsa Cratg, Feb. 21.—The 800 or 900
inhabitants of this antiquated village up in
the northwess cerner of Middlesex County,
wnd the many wealthy fa¥mers residing on

« the rich farms which surround the snug
hamlet, have just now an all-abserbing
topie, which everyone is discussing—at the
hotels, in the stores and shops, and on the
streots. The Shipley bank failure has
ereated an excitement ‘the like of which

Ailsa Craig has not umdergene for many

wears, if ever previously. Every story re-

garding the condision of affairs is
sagerly listened to, and invariably the
listener has something to add thereto,

for perhaps everybody im - the vil-

lage is concerned financially in the

failure, either themselves or relatives
having lost something. As mighs be ex-
pected, the rumors are often widely differ-
ent in point of the main fact, and when it
comes to detail they are umplv wild. Mr.

James Shipley, the ownmer of the bank,

naturally comes in for a great deal of severe

criticism,

On_Friday lost the crash came. Mr.
Shlpiev had beon notified by two deposi-
tors that they would requu-a their money
on that day, and not having it at hand the
bank owner went to the branch of the Bank
of Commerce in the village, with whom he
had been dging business, and endeavored
to secure this additional sum—some $19,000
—-§11,000 odd of which had been demanded
from Shipley by Mr. Willinm Fraser,farmer,
of the 7th con. of McGilliveay. Thé Bank
of Commerce refused payment. Then the
crash came. Mr. Shipley returned to his
private bank, secured the keys and books
and handed them over to Mr. Joseph

Rosser, reeve of the village. In almost in-
credible time the news of the failure spread

and an excited crowd was soon gathered in | 4

front of the unpfetentious building which
Mr. Shipley had used as his bank.

Next day, Saturday, a mesting of the de-
positors of the defunct bank was held in the
‘Town Hall. The total number of depesitors
‘was 244, The meeting was orderly.

The statement submitted by Mr Shipley
to the Saturday meeting is regarded as a

‘demonstration of the belief that Mr.
Shipley was fearfully reckless, as not a
single ‘‘profit” is shown among the items.
It reads:

These alleged losses c¢over a number of
years. The loss said to have been sustained
on Joseph Siddall's account was brought
about by the fact that Bhipley accepted a
seeond mortgage on Siddall’s place—a farm
of 224 acres, situated at: what is knewn as
Siddallsville, about five: miles from Ailsa
Craig. On the farm there is a large mill,
but this was badly damaged a year ago
owing to a flood, and has not since been re-
paired. The first mortgage on the farm
calls for $9000, and it is’ thought that the
place is worth more than this amount and
hence that the $6000 is ot a total loss. In
the caseof D. C. MclIntyre the facts are
similar. Another second mortgage of $3500
was accepted by Shipley on Mclntyre’s
100-acre farm in East Wiiliams. Shipley
holds William Robson’s notes for the $3700.
Bobson was a grain buyer and had
been doing business in. the section for
10 years or more. Robson isnow a dealer
in eggs and butter in London. Thomas

‘Cowan, who is said to be a debtor to the
Shipley Bank to the tune of nearly $9000,
is a cattle drever. Shipley and "Cowan
speculated together in cattle and sustained
heavy losses thereby. Cowan, who resides
in Ailsa Craig, denies that his mdebzedneu
is anything like what it is claimed] and
says it is not more than $1700. The loss
credited to Mr. Ball came about, Mr. Ship-
ley says, in this way: Ball was manager of
the BankofCommerce in Lucan,and borrow-
ed $10,000 from Shipley on his own account.
With this he went into buying Pacifie stock
and lost, and Shipley received bus $5000
back. * Then in the compromise arrived at
in the settlement of the Edward Charlten
estate, a farm, a loss of $560 was sustained
by Shipley. John Patchen of McGillivray,
near Lieury, was another farmer who failed
and left Shipley his creditor to the extens
of $500. There are numierous notes and
securities held by Shipley which may or
may not prove valueless.

The Liabilities.

The liabilities are stated to be $92,000.
Over 100 people, many of them voung man,
had in the bank what the villagers call a

. “nest egg”—the ‘‘eggs” varying in value all
the way up to $200. The heaviest loser is
William - Fraser ' rof MecGillivray. Mr.
Fraser is the owner of 200 acres of land,
and had over $11,000 laid by in the Shipley
concern, and for which he came in order to
be able to pay for 200 acres of additional
land for which be had bargained. Daniel
MeCabbin of East Williams is the deposi-
tor most deeply interested next to Fraser,
having had 57000 in the Shipléy Bank.

_THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT.

Dr, Allen Given Until Saturday to Repiy
te the Charges Preferred by the
sub-Committee.

The sub-committee of the Board et Health
has apparently mot finished its investiga-
tions yet, as for several heurs yesterday
Dr. Allen was put through a ecourse of
cross-questioning by the Mayor in his
office. The Doctor said he was much sur-
prised at this visit from ‘the committee, as
he was under the impression that the com-
misttee, upon sending in its report, was re-
lieved of the powers previously vested in
it. He stated that he had arranged for
chartered aecountants to come and examine
his books, when a teleph message from
the Mayor intimated that the “sub”|
would again visit him. Naturally this dis-
arranged his plans and he complained
bitterly of the injustice of the Mayor and
the committee in depriving bim of a day,
when the time given him to frame a reply
to the charges was so limited. Ald, Oarlyle
and Crawford realized this fact amd were
about te withdraw, but the Mayor insisted
upen their remaining, Ald. Carlyle, as
chairman, then agreed to:grant the Doctor
until Saturday morning at 10 o’cleck to
prepare his report.

A number of the bookn were overhauled
as a preliminary, but the real object of the
visit was revealed when theMayor engquired
of tlie Doctor whether he liad ever received
money from the Dominion Government for
furnishing statistics, and, if he had, whe-
ther it bad been paid over to the treasurer.

The Doctor replied that, even if the
money had been _Feceived, he would con-
sider it a porsonal matter and ene into

which the Mayor had no business to en-
uire.

Mayor Flemmg Your predecessor always
paid the “money 1nto the treasury, and the
arrangement with you, I understand, when
you were engaged, was that .yeur salary
would constitute the only. femuileration
you were to receive.

TIPS FROM WALL-STREET.

John J. Dixon & Co. recveived the followm,g
despatch over their private wire from H. Allen &
Co., New York, to-day:

NEw YoRE, Feb. 21.—The -stock market is very
slow in getting over the demoralization incident
to the eding panic. Some strenuous efforts
have been maae to rally quotations, but the most
ardent manipulation is unabie to put guotations
up. So general hasbeen the disturbance and so
severe some of the losses inflicted shat ppaetic-
elly it is impossible for prices to show aany
str engm It is not improbable that after to-
morrow’s holiday further liquidation may follow,
and this cannot fail to bring about some material
decline. There are stocks which so far have not
suftered that are none the less in danger of at-
tack. The Government is going to issue no
bonds if assurances direct from President Harri-
son are to be relied upon, His administration has
less than ten workivg davs left, and President
Harrison's friends are earnest ln advising him
not to permit the issuance of bonds ut the close
of his Presidential career. Such a proceeding
would, they argue, suggest that his policy and
his plrtg s method have been marked by failure.
Under these circumstances it is improbable that
any relief for the financial situation will come
through the avenues which have been most re-
commended by bankers lately. Some of the
granger roads are showing heavily decreased
earnings, and this fact may fbe influential in the
course of market‘for some time to come. .
