Cold lead and cold steel laid low several
t;f the rioters.in Chicago on Snm;r?:y, with
the effect that Sunday ‘was a quiet day in
the Anarchist district. Two encounters
with the troops took place, the mob, num-
berii:g 4000, being routed.

A pitched battle between - the railroad
men and the regulars occurred yesterday at
Hammond, Iad., and further trouble is
looked for at this point.

It is feared the town of Pullman will be
burned and extra precautions are being
taken to protect property. o

A PITCHAED BATTLE.

The Reguiars Stand (No Nonsense at
Hamwmond, Ind.

The seat of war in the railroad strike was
transferred Lo-day to Hammond, Ind., just
across the border line, where from an early
hour mob violence reigned supreme. Two
companies of regulars were despatched to
the scene. Late this afternoon there was a
pitched battle besween the regulars and the
mob.  This is the list of casualties:
Charles Fleischer, carpenter, married,
aged 85, a residens of Hammond, was killed
& bullet entering his abdomen and passing
through his body. W. H. Campbell, shot
in right thigh, probably fatal. Victor

~ Beitor, shot in the knee, amputation of the

-

leg is necessary, condition critical. Miss
Anna Flemmg of East Chicago, bullet
wound above right knee, not serious. Un-
known man shot in right leg, amputation
probably necessary.

The trouble commenced at daylight,
when a mob, which had been in the neigh-
borhood since the evening before, overturn-
ed 15 cars on the Chicago and Calumet
terminal road between Hammond and East
Chicago. The rabble then set fire to a
Pullman car that had been run on a side
track. A call was sent in and the fire de-
partment responded, but not before four
Puilmans had been badly scorched.

The Mob Captursd the Enzlnp.

Shortly after daybreak the north-boundy,
train on the Monon road reached the depot.
It was surrounded by a crowd of strikers,
boys and women, and the engineer and fire-
mea were ordered to get down trom the
¢ab. Many of the mob were armed and the
two employes obeyed. One of the strikers
then took possession.of the engine and the
train was side-trackad, A telegram was
sent to Chicsgo asking for military assist-
ance to get the train out and at 11 o’clock
Company D ot the 15th Infantry 35 strong
arrived in two cars.

Cleared the Tracks With-Fixed Bayonets,

The regulars dlsembarked at the depot
and marched to the side-track where the
Monon train was, stationed. The mob fell
back on the approach of the military, but
hooted aund jiered. One-half of the com-
pany took up its position; in front of the
engine and the’ other. half in the rear and
preparations were made to move the train.
The ‘mob guickly ‘increaged until it was
pearly 2000 strong and rdalizing the fact
that reinforcements were necessary a detail
was sent to the telegraph office with in-
wtructions to wire to Cljicago for more
$roops.

In the meantime Major Reilley ordered
Captain Hartz to clear the tracks to the
sidewalks with fixed bsyonets. The regu-
lars advanced, the mob retreated. and for
the time being was held at bay.

Shortly before 1 o’clock h train of empty
cars was started from thq yards, the way
being cleared by the soldiers. The mob
contented itself with jeeging and invec-
tives. Temporary quiet whs secured while
Sheriff Fredericks cead a|telegram which
bad just been received fromf Gov. Matthews,
conveying advices that a large force of state
troops would reach Hagamond to-night
with instructions to co-dperate with the
federal troops. l

Bullets First Then

The mgb listened to the
dispatch in silence, but when the sheriff
had concluded it sent up a yell of defiance.
At 4 p.m. the train that brpught the second
fetachment of regulars wag run into¥the
Monon yards. Just then |several - freight
sars were dumped on the tiack a block and
» half to the north.

The mob then assembBled at the State-
street crossing, when a -rbpe was thrown
sround a Pullman car |standing on a
side track, with the |evident inten-
tion of throwing it over on| the main track
and preventing vhe further passage of a mail:
$rain that had just arrived. There
were regulars on the dngine, regulars
»n the roof and regulars at the car win-
dows,_all of them waiting : for just such a
condition as was now imminent. A volley
was poured from engine roof and windows.
Bome of the bullets took effest, and the

reading of the

fixed bayonets made a dash for the mob on
both sides of the track.

¢ This manoeuvre was hardly necessary,
obscured by the smoke the mob had taken
to its heels.

Came Back at the Troops With Guna,

The firing of the regulars created intense
rage excitement. Hundreds of the
mob rushéd to their homes and returned to
the scene with revolvers and shotguns, de-
claring their intention of killing every man
wearing an army uniform.

Reinforcements Arrive,

In the meantime a dead line had been
thrown out. Beyond it Mayor Reilly
mounted a box car and pleaded with and
prayed to the. crowd to be calm and com;
mit no further violence. The crowd was
unwilling -to respond to the advice, but at
this moment the regulars were reinforced
by three companies that came from
Chicago on a special train on the Michigan
Central.  On the arrival of reintorcements
details were sent out and tracks and cross-
ings were patrolled. The crowds were
kept to the highway. Late this evening
there was some more shooting, -but nobody
was injured, and at midnight everything
was quiet. ;

Sunday & Quiet Day in Chicago,

Cuicaco, July 8.—Everything was quiet
to-day 1h and about the Polish-Bohcmian
settlements on the line of the Grand Trunk,
between Loomis-street and Ashliand-avenue
and Fortieth-street, where the scrimmage
between the mob and militia and police
occurred yesterday evening, The anarch-
istic elements, with which the region is
mainly populated, were thoroughly cowed
by the determination manifested by the
national guards men. It was the quietest
day that the neighborhood has experienced
in many years. Many of the saloon-
keepers closed their doors, wmhile those that
persisted in violating the city ordinances
kept a sentry outside the door or around
the corner in order to be forewarned in
casc of the approach of the military or
police. In'the saloons that were opened
the frequenters talked in an inflammatory
strain, while admitting that a repetition of
the experiences of Saturday atternoon was
not to be desired,

PROCLAMATION BY THE PRESIDENT

Ohicago Declared to Be Under Martial
Law From Neon To-day.

W ASHINGTON, July 8.—At a late hour to-
night President Cleveland issued the fol-
lowing proclamation:

Whereas,—By  reason of unlawful ob-
structions, combinations and assemblages
of p it hasb impracticable in
the judgment of she President to enforce

¥ the ordinary course of judicial proceed-
ings the laws of the United States within
the Btate of Illinois, and especially in the
city of Chicago within said State, and

Whereas, for the purpose of entorving
the faithful execution of the laws of the
United States, and protecting its property
and removing obstructions to the United
States mails in the state and civy aforesaid,
the President has employed a part of the
military forces of the United States;

Now, theretore, I, Grover Cleveland,
President of the Uuited States, do hereby
admonish all good citizens and persons who
may be or may come within the city and
state aforesaid agaiost aiding, countenanc-
ing, encouraging or taking any part in such
uniawful obstructions, combinations and
assemblages and I hereby warn all persons
engaged in or in any way connecbah‘\tEvith

such unlawful obstrictions, combinhkions
and assemblages to disperse and Iketipe
peaceably to their respective abodes on or
before 12 o’clock, noon, on the ninth day of
July, instant.

Those who disrégard this warning and
pefsist in taking part with a riotous mob in
forcibly resisting and obstructing the exe-
cution of the laws of the United States, or
interfering with the functions of the Gov-
ernment, or destroying, or attempting to
destroy, the property belonging to the
United States, or under its protection, can-
not be regarded otherwise than as public
enemies. ’

Troops employed against such a riotous
mob will act with all moderation and for-
bearance consistent with the accomplish.
ment of the desired end, but the stern
necessities that confront them will not with
certainty permit discrimination between
guilty participants those who are
mingled with the from  cariosity
and without criminal intent. The ounly
safe course, thercfore, tor those not actually
unlawfully participating is to abide at their
homes or at least not to be found in the
neighborhood of tiotous assemblages. While
there will be no hesitation or vacillation in
the decisive treatment of the guilty this
warning is especially intended to proteoct
and save the innocent.

SATURDAY'S BATTLES.

Seven Dead and Eighteen Weounded in
Two Fights in Chicago,

CHicaco, July 7.—In an affray late this
aftertoon between .a frenzied mob and a
number of militiamen and police officers in
the thickly-populated district at 49th and
Loomis-streets on the Grand Trunk road
25 individuals were wounded, several of
them fatally, by balls and bayonet thrusts.
All information was refused {y the police.
The affray was solely precipitated by the
mob, which was made up in the main ot

A few minutes after 4 & wrecking-
train which had been clearing the debris at
49th and TLoomis-strects was surrounded
by a mob of 6000 men, women and child-
ren. Almost a score of lice officers
from the 19th precinos ‘'were in the neigh-
borhood, while the wrecking trains were
specially guarded by ‘companies of the
Second regirient. For awhile the mob con-
tented itself with hurling imprecations at
the soldiers,to which the latter, having re-
ceived orders to act with strict forbear-
ance, paid no attention. | Finally,becoming
emboldened by the pacific attitude of the
troopa, some of the mob commenced to
throw stones, coupling-pins and other mis-
siles as well as to fire revolvers over the
heads ot the soldiers,when it became appar-
entthat heroic measures would be necessary.

Fired and Charged With Bayonets,

Firaliv, when another fusilade of stones

order to fire was given and a volley of Gov-
ernment cartridges went into the mob. At
the same moment the wprd was given to
advance and -the men dashed forward with
their bayonets at charge. Alongside of
them dashed the police, discharging their
revolvers over the heads of the mob. The
effect wus instantaneous., Not a rioter held
his ground. Like a lov of sheep they scat-
tered to the right and left, many of them
taking refuge in the frame residences east
of Forty-ninth and Loomis-streets and
dragging the wounded after ghem. The
military and police followed, the latter
continuing to discharge their revolvers and
riddling the tronts of the houses with
bullets. Burke Jackson and an unknown
were picked up by the police and carried to
the office of a neighboring coal yard, from
which they were taken to the hospital in
an ambulance. The rest of the injured
were at.ended to by doctors living in the
neighborhood.
Scattered by Reinforcements,

Just before the attack by the mob, one of
the officers, realizing the critical condition
of affairs, had teleponhed for reinforce-
ments, and while the mob was scattering,
Company F of the 2nd { Regiment, which
had been stationed at the crossing of the
Panhandle tracks at 55th and Garfield-
boulevard, came down the tracks at a brisk
trot. At 45th and Ashland-avenue they
encountered a portion of the fleeing rioters.
Several stones were thrown toward the
military, and Captaj ’Neill ordered a
charge. Again the rj scattered. Three
of ths most demons§fative took refuge in a
saloon. The soldiers followed and arrested
them at the point of the | bayonet. They
gave the names of Andrew McCarthy,
Otto Giobe and Joseph Smith. (Grobe was
inclined to resist arrest  and was jabbed
with a bayonet until he threw up his hands,
In his pockets were ' found a bulldog re-
volver, while MeCarthy had his pockets’
stuffed with cartridges. Between two
ranks of militiamen the prisoners wefe
marched down the tracks to Loomis-street
and turned over to the police detail, the
soldiers standing guard until the arrival of
the patrol. They were booked at the 14th-
street station on' the charges of riot and
carrying concealed weapons and locked up
for hearing on Monday morning.

4000 Rioters Hela at Bay,

For hours after these scenes had tran-
spired it looked as though) the region was to
witness a carnival of riot and bloodshed.
Maddened by the: attack of the troops
and the wouuding of  their neighbors
the people poured out of the residences,
stores and saloons for blocks on either side
of the Grand Trunk tracks,between Loomis
and Ashland-avenues. The mob proved
the most threatening at the latter point,
and Captain O’Neill was ordered to take
his men and keep the crossing clear. Under
the influence ot the glistening bayonets. the
rioters, who numbered between 3000 and
4000, unwillingly fell back to the east and
west. Women by the hundreds pushed
themselves to the front of the crowd. Some
of them hurled imprecations and oaths in
Eaglish, others shrieked and yelled in an
unintelligible ‘Jargon, shaking their fists in
the faces of the soldiers, gesticulating with
their arms and stamping their feet, It
was a trying sitnation, but Captain O’Neill
went up and down the lines with . the ad-
monition, ‘“Keep cool, boys} keep cool, and
don’t do a thing until ordered. The men
obeyed and stood the taunts and threats
like martyrs. .

Burned a Oar Despite the Troops,

Shortly before 8 o’clock the police on
duty at the Loomis-sygiet crossing went up
to learn if the militay was in need of as-
sistance. Seeing the opportunity a portion
of the mob escaped to the west, and a
couple of minutes later had fired a box car
standing on the Grand Trunk, and almost
at the same spot where the encounter had
taken place a few hours before. . The police
at once returned to the scene, but before
the fire department could respond to
the | call the car was reduced to
ashes. A crowd of foreigners, principally
Bohemians and Poles, congregated outside
of the tracks and hooted [and jeered the
firemen when they put in| an appearance.
When, however, the poiice made a dash
with uplifted clubs the mob fled, but a few
received some'hard cracks. At 8.30 the
throng at the Ashland-avenue ecrossing be-
came 80 large and vhreatening that Captain
O’Neill sent a request to Col. Logan, who
was encamped about a mile away, tor rein-
forcemen's. One hiindred and twenty men
of Company G were at orge despatched to
the locality, but by the fime they -arrived
the mob had begun to Wisperse. At mid-
night everything was reported quiet in the
district.

Another Battle—Girl On a Roef shot,

Police officerg guarding the Northwestern
freight yards at Sixteenth-street and Ash-
land-avenue, adjoining the Burlington
tracks, engaged in a hand+to-hand confiiet
with rioters at 8 o’clock this evening. A
few minutes before this the crowd set fire
to the freight cars standing in the yard.
The police officers attempted to drive them
away by shooting over their heads.
A young lady, Miss Martha Bach,
who  wass standing lon the root
of a hotse near by | watching the
conflict, was .shot and instantly Kkilled
by & bullet from the [revolver a
policeman. This fact becoming known to
the mob seemed to frenzy ik, and the crowd
made a dash for the little | bands of police-
men. Iu the melee an officer, whose name
could not be learned, was seriously hurt by
flying vocks. A little boy, whose name
could not be learned, was  shot during the
encounter. Reinforcemenss were gquickly
sent to the scene, and by 8.30 the police
had cleared the streets.

SUNDAY CARS IN TORONTO.

THEY RAN IN KING AND QUBEN-
STREETS YESTEKDAY.

The Police Made No Attempt To Inter-
fere With Thely Running, But Took
the Names of the iyers — Much
Ouriosity and Some Little Excitement
Manifested—Funny Incidents, .\%

The Sunday transit question reached an-
other stage yesterday. Four horse-cars
were out, two running from the Woodbine
to the Rossin House by Queen east and
King, and two on Queen-street west, from
Yonge to Scholes’ Hotel. They were well
patronized. But their nsetulness was inter-
fered with by Citizen Hendry, manager ot
Hendry’s Sunday Van Line, who, througha
spirit of jealousy, persisted in getting one
of bis rickety vans in frons of the horse-
cars and going at a slow walk.

Citizen Kelly, manager of the Kelly Sun-
day Bus and Van Lipe, had out several
busses on the Queen-sireet west ronte. So
had the Hendry Van Line. All of these
were well patronized.

It is believed that Citizen Kelly con-
trolléd the horse cars, but Citizen Kelly
himself kept toa bus. The horse cars were
run by young men, whose names were taken
down by the police.

Obstructing the Cars,

But the trouble with Citizen Hendry, and
what made him - obstructive, was that he
was possessed by an idea that the Toronto]
Railway Company had given horses and
horse cars to Citizen Kelly, and had
not given him any. The railway people
deny this. It was learmed, however, that
about ten days age they sold four retired
horse cars to Citizen Kelly, or & representa-
tive of his, for a moderate sum of money
and that they were taken away from the
company’s sheds on Saturdsy. They have
sold scores of other old cars to other citi-
zens, but without the wheels, They will
doubtless sell Citizen Hendry an outfit at
a reasonable figure. But Citizen Hendry
thinks they ought to present them to him,
with horses and harness and brass buttons
added. So, not getting an outfit,he put his
busses in front of the horse ears seven or
eight times in the course of the day and de-
layed the latter. Citizen Hendry is an ex-
policoman. He also carries on a parcel de-
livery business. He claims to have first
put busses in Queen west and charges Citi-
zen Kelly with trespassing on his preserve.
Bat there is lots of room for both Citizen
Kelly and Citizen Hendry. If Citizen
Hendry acts as an obstructionist he will
lose the respecs of his fellow-citizens, who,
up to yesterday, had a high regard for him
and his efforts to supply Sunday transit.

Qitizen Hendry as a Mascos,

In the meantime, if ' Citizen Hendry per-
sists in his tactics of obstruction, he will,
| ng doubt, obtain the sympathy of all the
anti-Sunday car peoplse. They want &
mascot around which to rally, and Citizen
Hendry will do. Citizen Hendry of the
Hendry Sunday Van Line is the chief op-
ponent of Sunday horse cars in Toronto,
and is theretore entitled to the generous
support of the anti-Sunday carites. There
will be no Sunday horse cars in Toronto if
Citizen Hendry can prevent them. €

The four horse-cars came out about 11
@’clock in the forenoon, coming up to the
centre of the city by King-street east. In
front of St. James’ Cathedral Inspector
Stephen of the police force boarded the
cars and took the drivers’ names. He
ordered them to stop, but the order was
considered illegal and disregarded. Bus
more or less throughout the day this zeal-
ous officer boarded the cars -and took the
men’s names, So alsodid policemen in plain
clothes,

Inspector Johnston’s Idea of His Duty,

Inspector Johnston also did the same,
and the latter went so far as to
lecture & number of ‘' citizens about
the iniquity of the Sunday ears.
He sympathized with Citizen Hendry, and
had to be appealed to half a dozen times
before he ordered Citizen Hendry to move
on. He had to be told that Citizen
Hendry had no right to stand in the way
before he ordered him forward. As a con-
stable it was his duty not to allow Citizen
Hendry or any other person to stand in the
public street in front of another vehicle.
Inspector Johnston’s duty is to preserve
the peace and equal rights to all, and not
to lecture the public on the evils ot Sunday
cars.

President McK enzie Interferes,

As soon as Citizen William McKenzie,
President of the Toronto Railway Company,
heard that Citizen Kelly was running horse
cars on the tracks of the Toronto Railway
Company he was astounded, and telephoned
for Citizen Laidlaw, solicitor of the com-
pany, and it is believed that he forthwith
instructed Citizen Laidlaw to take out an
injunction restraining Citizen Kelly from
turther depredations.

The whole question of Sunday transit
will now go to the City Council, and per-
haps to the courts.  Several of the alder-
men -will at once ask the council
to request the FPolice Commissioners
to license Sunday busses and Sunday
horse cars. One well-known citizen
is authority for the statement that Mayor
Kennedy is favorable to Sunday cars, for
he rode with him on one up at Chicago dur-
ing the great fair. If this is so, and our
informant is a well-known and thoroughly
reliable citizen, then it is altogether likely
that the Mayor, as a Police Commissioner,
will vote for 4icensing the Sunday busses.

No money was collected in the Sunday
horse cars, but'everyone seemed to drop a
piece of silver in the box. A number of
detectives and police who were going op
and off duty used the cars and dropped
money in the box. All the cars bore the
legend “‘Private Car.”

A Better Service Necessary,

Hence to meet this confessed inadequacy
a supplementary service was inaugurated
yesterday, and that with much success.

Mcr. Kelly had six busses and three large
vans on the Queen-street and High Park
routes; Mr. Kelly utilized four disused
street railway cars and plied along
King east as far as the Woodbine and on
Yonge and Queen-streets as far as the sub-
way. Of course they were horse cars, and
the sight of our old friends on the public
streets on Bunday was a surprise to some
and a mattver of thankfulness to many.
How the Women Appreciated the Cars,

When a World reporter boarded one of
the Queen-street cars in the middle ot the
afternoon he found women with children at
their knee and in arms; also a stout per-
spiring old lady, all bound westward to sse
their friends. On being questioned they
said they were glad ‘‘the cars had begun to
run. They had been much wanted, and
they were so much easier than the jolting
busses.”

Mr. Kelly’s cars ran on the track, and if
this had been left unimpeded ' capital time
would bave been made.

The Crowd Protested.!

About 3.30 one of Citizen Kelly’s cars
started west in Queen-street. well filled
with passengers, nearly all bound for High
Park. The car had proceeded only a short
distance when one of Hengdry’s busses pulled
onto the track in tront of the car, thus
impeding its progress. A large crowd of
people soon gathered around and many ex-
clamations of disapproval were heard.  Mr.
Hendry refused to move and the crowd
were becoming very angry, when Sergeant
Johnston was noticed. He was requested
by many people to make Mr. Hendry move
on, but the guardian of the peace flatly re-
fused and commenced to give his opiniod 'of
Sunday cars to a well-known advocate of
them. By this time several hundred
people had gathered, and after about
half an hour’s delay Sergeant Joha-
ston - ordered Mr. Hendry to move
on, which he did with an empty
bus, and at a snail’s pace followed by the
car. Hundreds of people followed the car
up Queen-street, expecting that the ob-
structionists on the bus would be forced out
of the way.

Nevertheless the car completed its jour-
ney and returned east av a good speed.

“Who Gave Thee This Authority?*’

Between 4 and 5 o’clock yesterday after-
noon the advent of the car as it quietly
passed up Yonge-street, not making one-
hundredth pact of the noise that one of the
processioning drum and fife bands had
done, unduly excited Citizen Sutherland of
Yonge-streét music fame.

Horrified at the ‘‘desecration” by the car,
though accustomed to that by the bus, he
excitedly boarded the car,and in peremptory
tones and in the role of a Daniel come to
judgment, demanded, ‘“Who gave you
authority to run this car?”

“I wouldn’t run it without authority,”
was the driver’s reply. ‘It is no affair of
yours!” on which the crowd that had
quickly gathered loudly applauded.

Not satisfied with this answer the .irate
old gentleman was proceeding to let forth
the vials of his wrath against this breaking
of the Sabbath when a police-constable bade
him to desist and not create a commotion
there. At this there was a second round of
applause. The r trant pr
crestfallen to his home and the crowded car
on its westward course.

The Ever-Alers Inspector,

As was to have been expected Inspector
Stephen was on the qui vive all day. He
early took the drivers’ names and ad-
dresses and made sundry other inquiries,
which were promply and politely answered.

Asked if any police proceedings would
follow on this innovation, the Inspector
said it would be his duty to report the
event and its surroundings to she Chief
Constable.

It is unlikely, however, that any action
will be taken, as neither om the cars nor the
busses is any fare charged, nor are the
drivers ‘and conductors following on the
Sunduny their six days’ avocations.

They Areé Private Property.

The cars are labeled in large painted let.
ters, “‘Private Car,” and any contribution
towards their support is purely voluntary.

The only expressions The World heard
vesterday were of thankfulness for the ser-
vice, and the oft-repeated remark that,
like angels’ visits, the cars were few and
far between. Of course there are those
who would udversely criticize, as there are
those who would stoop and botanize upon
their mother’s grave.

7 A Positive Statement,

Citizen Kelly last evening told The World
that the Toronto KRailway Company had
nothing whatever to do with the running of
the cars yesterday. He said he bought the
cars on June 1 Iast and paid for them with a
cheque of Kelly Brothers, Toronto. The
horses he bought when he introduced his long
busses. ‘‘The Btreet Raillway Company have
po connection with to-day’s proceedings in
any way. I take the whole responsibility.”

Now the people are not going to
allow Debs to use these terrible weapons,
however just his cause may be, and as soon
as the public become fully seized of the
dangerous combustibles that Debs is playing
with they will overturna both him and his
cause at a moment’s notice. Debs’ cause
is no doubt of surpassing interest to a
large portion of the community, but the
maintenance-of life and property affects s
much larger number. The public will listen
to Debs and help him if he will con-
fine his agitation to  conmstitutional
and reasonable methods. The plan
he is pursning at present, if allowed

country in disaster without benefitting his
own position. This reign of anarchy and
possible civil war means greater hardship and
privation for thoss who are instigating it
than for any other part of the community.
Debs has adopted a course which, even if
successful, will deal labor a staggering blow,
Instead of instigating a campaign of physical
force, not only against Mr. Pullman, but
against society at large, let the labor people
quietly think out a solution of the difficulty.
1f they reacb a solution that is characterized
by common-sense the people will support
them. If a system of arbitration is possible
{et them demonstrate its possibiiity; or let
them advocate the co-operative or some
similar system under which the men will
have a voice in determining the rate of
wages. It may, moreover, be possible for
the men to secure in a constitutional way a
change in the law, which at present gives
Mr. Pullman power to hire and discharge his
men according to the exigencies of business.
It isin reality such a change as this that
the. men are now seeking to effect by
the use of the barbarous methods they
have set in motion. The majority rules in
the United States, as in other free countries,
and if the men persevere and act in unison
they may yet be able to get legislation com-
peliing Mr. Puliman to pay the rate of wages
that his workmen, and not he himself, think
right and proper. But if they ever expect to
get such extraordinary legislation they must
proceed to acquire it in a constitutional way.
They cannot secure it through Anarchy and
attempted civil war. It must be bad by the
ballot box.

It Clears the Air,

It is the lot of mertals to get into trouble
of one kind or another, and it is equally the
lot of those in trouble for everyone eise to
talk about it. exaggerate it, miscoastrue it.

A miniature storm of indigpation imme-
diately overwhelms the newspaper for daring
to say in public what everyone else said to
everyone else as they met in the street or
within four walls.

But there is this strange result—and there
are thousands who have gone through it
that will corroborate what we say—that
once the murder is out in the press the air
grows clear, the parties concerned breathe
easier and they. regard the newspaper with
the same grateful feelings that the man with
a bad tooth does the dentist wbo has relieved
him of it The ®oment it is public it
ceases to be talked of and it becomes a thing
of the past.

What is true of business reverses is equal-
ly true of other misfortunes. and after long
experience it is our opinion that sudden
publicity is often the greatest boon that a
newspaper can coufer upon those in trouble.

Omicaco, July 8.—Every morning and
evening paper in Chicago printed in the
English language, togsther with all the job
printing houses ot the city, was reported at
the meeting of district 16 of the Interna-
tional Typographical Union, held this
afternoon. 1t was the largest meeting of
the union printers.of Chicago in the history
of the organization. An additional effect
was given to ita action by the presence, for
the first time, of a committee from the
German branches. The most important
action taken by the meeting was the adop-
tion of an address to President Cleveland,
asking him to withdraw the troops, and
which was wired to Washington.

President Prescott of the International
Union had come from Indianapolis especial-
ly to attend the meeting. After the adop-
tion of the message resolutions were passed
appropriating the sum of $1000 for the pur-
pose of the Pullman strike Relief  Com-
mittee and declaring that the position
takén by the Pullman company against its
former employes was criminal conspiracy
against the liberty of the people, and the
Typographical Union would not sit idly by
while corporate power enslaved the toilers
of the country.

But Lays the Blame omn the Government

Cu10AGO, July 7.—President Debs in an
interview said: I greatly deplore the riot-
ing and disturbances, and regret the shoot-
ing down of men who, I have been inform-
ed, have been no part of the mob that
caused the trouble. Yet it cannot be said
to injure our cause. I cannot say that the
strikers are to blame in this matter. In
fact, I am confident that they were inmno
wise instigators of the trouble. No, I do
not think that I or my associates are re-
sponsible. Corporate power and the unwis
action of the Government is solely respon-
sible, and this will c;rt.ainly be borne out
by the facts in regard to the reports that I
am to be arrested. I have nothing to say.
I am sure that I have done nothing in vio-
lation of the law. I can furnish $2,000,000
bail in two minutes if necessary. I have
engaged a lawyer on the strength of the
reports of impending arrest and will fight
the matter to the end.

THOQUSANDS OF STRIKERS STARVING

Assistance Promised the “Sympathy’’ Men
Faile to Materialize,

New York, July 8.—The Tribune’s
Chicago special says: Starvation actually
exists among thousands of railway men
throughout the west and northwest who
have bsen drawn into this “sympathy
movement.” :

Strenuous endeavors are being made to
secure a large fund for ‘the relief of the
men who stopped work to help the cause of
the A.R.U.

Roseate promises of assistance were held
out to all the men when Debs requested
them to come out,and faith was putin
these pledges. The A.R.U. was deemed in-
vincible, and was supposed to be able
to command ‘public sympathy and
draw forth sbundant funds- to keep
the strike going. To-day it is s qiestion
of finding food enough to keep body and
soul together. On the Northern and
Southern Pacific roads, the Santa Fe, other
western lines, where the tie-up was most
easily effected and where :the men have
been out the longest, the suffering is great-
est and the appeals are most urgent. The
condition of thousands of the families of the
strikers is already desperate, although the
tiecup is omly’ a week old. Charges of
fragrant violatign of pledges of help, which
were made sacred conditions of the strike,
are being lodged against headquarters by
the strikers at a distance.

COSTING TWO MILLIONS A DAY,

A Million Men Jdle By the Strike —
82,000,000 of Property Destroyed.

Cricaco, July 7.—An afternoon paper
says: Competent authority estimates the
property loss in this city by the fire and
waste during the lasv 10 days at $2,000,000,
a loss traceable directly to the strike. But
that vast amount is - insignificant in com-
parison to the loss due to a sacrifice of
wages and paralysis of business. The rail-
road tie-up has thrown not less than 200,000
railroad employes out of work, and now it
is announced, as the result of a
careful canvass, that industrial es-
tablishments in Chicago ‘and its en-
virons employing 100,000 men will
shut down until the dtrike is settled.
Other manufacturing communities through-
out the west are doing the same thing, and
it is not an exaggeration to state/ that the
ranks of idlers in the west will be increased
a million men by reason of the étrike. The
western country is therefore lgsing $2,000,-
000 a day in wages, estimating the pay of
the men at the low average of $2 a day.
On the basis of the estimate of men out of
work in Chicago 'now by-reason of the
strike the workingmen are contributing
$300,000 & day in lost wages and $300,000
more in drafts upon their resources for the
cost of living, or a daily total of $600,000.

ATTEMPTED TRAIN WRECKING,

A Piece of Bridge Timber Tied to the
Kail—The Train Uninjured.

CANAJOHARIE, July 8.—An unsuccessful
attempt was made last night to wreck the
fast National Express tramn eastbound on
the West Shuge Railroad between this place
and Fort Plain. A piece of bridge timber,
nine teet long and seven inches square, had
been placed upon the rails and securely tied
to the track by a long rope about an inch in
diameter. Fortunately when the engine
struck the timber the log was torn into
splinters and the rope snapped in a dozen
places. The engine was not injured and
the train continued on its journey. Thete
is no clue to the pérpetrators of the out-
rage.

Cleveland’s Chiidlike Trust,
WasHiNgToN?July 8. —The President ex-

pressed himself as exceedingly gratified at
the turn things had taken to-day, and he

was joined by his associates in the belief

that the ssrmons on the strike which Chi-
cago pastors would preach  to-day would
have an excéllent effect on- & large number
of people. A great deal of praise was 8c-
corded Archbishop Feehan tor his circular
lotter to the priests of his diocese, direct-
ing them to counsel their . congregations to
observe the law and not to participate in
rioting. .
Extra Troops For Extra Trouble.!

The reinforcements of regular  troops
sent to Gen. Miles are not to be distributed
about Chicago, but will be kept at Fors
Sheridan, just outside the city, as a reserve
force. When Gen, Miles asked for them
he stated that he did not need them to
actively assist him in maintsining order.
Fort Sheridan is a central distributing post
for troops in the department of Missouri,
which Gen. Miles commands, and - he
thought it well to have a sufficient forve of
regulars there, so that they could be
despatched to any place where trouble
might occur in the quickest possible time.

Union Pacific in the Hands of the Army,

OMAHA, July 7.—The Union <Pacifio . is
now in the hands of General Brooke and the
regular army. Army officers, when ssen
regarding the order, say that if neceasity
arises, which is piobable, soldiers would be
put in every train, and that any person
who 1terfered with the railroad would be
treated as a prisoner of war.

Ignored the Pullman Oﬂ'or to Confer,

CHICAGO,July 8. —Vice-President Wickes,
in accordance with his promise” to Vice.
President Lawrence of the Safe Deposit
Co., appeared at his office in the Pullman
building at noon to.day to talk over the
situation with a committee of ex-Pullmsn
employes. No committee called on him,
however, and after waiting an hour and a
half he closed his office and went home.

$30,000 Fire in the vincinnati Yards,

CixcisNaTi, July 8.—The big annex on
the northern end of the pensat the U.S.
yards burned this morning, entailing a loss
of $30,000. The origin of the blaze is a
mystery. -No freight was moving in any of
the local railroads’ yards, but the regular
Sunday passenger trains went out on time,
Nearly all of the incoming passenger trains
were late.

Muil Trains Running More Regularly,

NEw Yorx, July 8.—It was atated to-
day at the Grand Central Depot thatthe
schedule upon which trains were run out of
Buffalo previous to the strike had beem an-
nulled, and that there was no attempt at
regularity in the movement of trains be-
tween Chicago and Buffalo.

WasuixgroN, July 7.—The Treasur
officers have been compelled to stop all
shipments of cash to points west of the
Ohio River in consequence of the strike.
Under their contracts with the Govern-
ment the express companies are not liable
for losses incurred 1n consequence of riots
or other unlawful acts of that character,
and acting under a privilege granted them
in their contracts the several express com-
panies have notified the officials that they
will not accept cash for shipment to points
west of Ohio, Kentucky, Tennessee, .Mis-
sissippi and Louisiana. This situation is
particularly unfortunate at this time, as
pensions are now being paid in Chicago and
money 18 needed thera for that purpose.

The Strike Reaches Galveston,

GALVESTON, Tex., July 7.—The strike

At 22nd-street a mob of 2000 persons was
met. Lieut. Lloyd, with 12 men, and the
deputy marshals got off the train. The
crowd acted ugly, and the marshals] fired,
killing one man and woupding several
others, Lieut. Lloyd was hit in.the head
with a stone, but did not order his men to
fire on the mob on account of the women
and children in the crowd. The soldiers
used the butts of their rifles with good
effect and the mob finally scattered. After
passing 26th-street no obstructions were
met with, and the trains proceeded to the
Curtis-street round-house. The passengers
left the train at Riverdale and walked to
West Pullman, where they took the electric
lime and reached the city.

Firebugs Stiil Busy.

Firebugs were busy in the stock yards
district again last night and firemen were
worn out answering alarms at the rate of
six or eight an hour. A general alarm just
before 10 o'clock for fire in the barns ad-
joining Nelson Morris & Co.’s packing
house gave the firemen a hard job. For-
tunately the lack of wind aided them in
saving the big packing department of the
firm.

A Coal Train Brought In By Troops,

Shortly before 3 o’clock to-day the
Chicago aad Eastern Illinois attempted to
run a train of 20 cars loaded with coal into
the city. When the train reached Root-
street a crowd of hoodlums threw a switch
and derailed vwo cars. But three policemen
were on duty at the crossing and a call was
quickly sent to Dexter Park for troops.

The men are
still out and the company is unable to
secure men to take their places. The shop-
men still remain out.

Will Go Back to Work,

EvANsvILLE, Ind., July 8, —The striking
employes of the Louisville and Nashville at
Henderson returned to work to-day.
Freight traffic is resumed on this road
between Hopkinsville; Ky., and Nashville,
Tenn.

The 400 shop men at Howell -have de-
cided not to etrike, There is no indication
of a strike on Gpﬂ% Peoria, Decatur and
Evansville. n the Louisville, Evans-
ville and Terre Haute the situation is un-
changed. A Pullman sleeper from Chicago
arrived this morning and went south over
the Louisville and Nashville without inter-
ruption.

AN THE OCONFVERENCE STAGRE.

The Tariff Bill In_nu
Conferees.

WasHINGTON, July 8, —The Tariff bill is
at last in the hands of the conferees. The
House voted yesterday to non-coneur in
the Senate amendments, and agreed to the
conference asked by the Senate. This deci-
sion was reached without anywaste of time.
Immediately after the reading of the jour-
nal, Mr. Wilson, Chairman of the Com-
mittee on Ways and Means, reported the
Tariff bill, with a recommendation that the
House non-concur in the Sepate amend-
menta and agreed to a confafence. There
was no . dissenting vote on to
non-zoncur. Speaker Crisp appointed the
following conferees .on the g;eunt. house:
Messrs. Wilson (W.Va,), McMillen (Tenn. ),
Turner (Ga.) and Montgomery), Democrats,
and Reed (Maine), Burrows (Mich.), and
Payne (N.Y.), Republicans.

5 The Royal Titles.

Editor World: There are two ways of ex-
pressing. hostility to any suggestion con-
nected with those closer relations of Canada
towards the Empire which are now daily
becoming more pronounced. One is by open
opposition, this other by inuendo, caricature
or good-humored banter. Liberal papers in
Canada for years past have opposed this
Britieh policy, sometimes by misrepresenta-
tion of motives, concealment of favorable
action in Great Britain, advocacy of ciose
American or continental relations and jests
at the expense of those who have supported
Imperial Federation or urged the general
priuciple of a higher and better relationship
through thick and thin. So far as past op-
position or criticism is concerued. the present
Colonial Conference is a sufficient comment,
and its results, I believe, will be a sufficient
basis for the imperial structure which is now
slowly developing towards greater efficiency
and power.

But one of the strong links in the existing
chain of wunion 1s that, of _allegi-
ance to & common Sovereign. Practi-
cally, of course, the Queen is the
sovereign - of Canada, nominally and
in the eyes of the world Canadians are sub-
jects of the Queen at home. Hence the
suggestion that we should ask Her Majesty
to assume a title which would add dignity to
the metual relationship of monarch and
people and elevate this Dominion ioto a
position of equality with England, Ireland
or Scotland. There is much in a name.
Even Ireland, down-trodden, depressed Iree
land, as The Globe would cail her, has ever
refused to have her identity merged in that
of Eugland. The kingdom of Ireland isre- |,
cognized, as is that of Scotland, in the use-f
of the joint word “‘Great Britain.”

According, however, to the critics of the
proposal Cauadians are only colonists, and
not entitied to such recoguition. As the
eriticism comes from papers more or less
tinged in the past with Americanism, or
guilty of the -folly of playiug with inde-
peidence and separation, it may perhaps be
understood. Canadian opinion, 1 venture to
again assert even more strongly than did
Sir John Macdonald in his previously quoted
cab to Londom, would be honored and
pleased at such a suitable recognition of the
Dominion’s power, progress and growing
position.

' ®HE VIGILANT AGAIN BEATEN BY
THE PRINCE'S YACHT.

Great Salling by the Vivia in the Lake
Yacht Racing Association’s Regatta --
The Capitals Serve the Montrealers as
They Did the Torontos—Dobbins De-
feats Rey el Santa Anita—Washington
Park Results,

Grascow, July 7.—The Vigilant and the
Britannia started this morning for the
Clyde regatta for the Queen’s Cup. The
wind was southerly and somewhat softer
than Thursday. There was a mild sea and
a slight swell. The conditions were the
same as on Thursday. Thousands of spec-

" tators lined the shores and hundreds of

boats filled with “sightseers
the United King-

excursion
from all parts of
dom wegre early on the scene. Steam-
ers were rigidly excluded from the
course and positively prohibited from fol-
lowing the racers. Capt. Carter of the
Britannia, had the assistance of O’Neill,
who sailed the Irex, Iverna and other crack
boats. He knows the Clyde from source to
mouth better than any other yacht steers-
man. O’Ncill loaned the Britannia 16
picked men from the crew of the Iverna,
making the Britannia’s total company 46
~men. The Vigilant carried 49. .

+ When the boats came up for the start
both had their jack ysrders up and all their
sails set, The starting gun was fired at
10.30. The Britannia had the better posit-
lon,and had the weather in crossing the tide.

The Britannia crossed the line at

10.30-17 and the Vigilant at 10.31.20. Both
yachts bore off to the starboard, and lay
well in shore prior to putting about. The
Britannia headed bettér than the Vigilant
snd fully maintained her lead. Both boats
bore up the channel with ev:z stitch of
sail. The  Britannia closer
hauled than the Vigilant owing
to her greater draught. The Vigilant,
off Clock Lighthouse, spurted, but the
Britannia lost very little, if any, of her ad-
vantage. The position of the boats favored
the Britannia, being a dead beat to wind-
ward. The Britannia continued to lead,
snd at 10.57.00 broke her tack. The Vigil-
ant followed her example and exactly a
minute later both luffed. The Britannia,
determined to keep the weather berth, put
about. Both boats had a board on to In-
verskip Bay, and emerging therefrom the
Vigilant had-gained slightly.

Passing Skelmerlie mark the time of the
Britannia was 11.40.55, Vigilant 11.41.50.
The Britannia reached Ascog at 12.01.35,
Vigilant 12.02.05. At Kilcreggan - the
Britannia’s time was 1.16.10 and the Vigi-
lant’s 1.16.40. The first, round was made
by the Britannia at l.35.§8, the Vigilant at
1.36.46.

Getting into mid-channel the Vigilant
appeared to have gained somewhat, bus the
Britannia clung to the weatherboard, which
was made to tetch Skelmerlie mark, that
point being rounded by the Britannia
at 11.40.55, and the Vigilant
at 11.41.50. After rounding Skelmerlie
mark the Britannia senv up her balloon jib
for the reach to Ascog, but the Vigilant
did not change her sails. The race was
now close and exciting. Both boats were
close hauled. Ascog was rounded by the
Britannia,at 12.01.35 and by the Vigilant
at 12.02.05. The Britannia then guickly
got out her balloon to the starboard for the
run before the wind. The Vigilant
also set her balloon sails, but was
a deplorably long time in doing so.
The Vigilant then tried to weather the
Britannia, but the latter bore up, with the
result that her balloon canvass did not
draw. .Both boats crossed straight to the
Skelmerlie shore, the Britannia again pre-
venting the Vigilant from weathering her.
In mid-channel Captain Haff got the Vigi-
lant’s bowsprit imy but did nofgget the
weather berth. Both boats wereheaded up
the channel. The Vigilant had her spinnaker
boom, but did not have her spinnaker can-
vass run out. Getting further into the
wind both yachts set - vheir balloons, but
the Vigilant did not set her enormous
reaching jib. At 12.30 both boats were
scudding before the wind. The boats
sailed a close race up the channel. The
Vigilant did not set her racing jib, but
carried her large balloon jib. The Britannia
carried sails identical with those of the
Vigilant, and continued to hold fully half &
minute lead. ;

The Vigilant was pressing her closely,but
was unable to get near enough to the Bri-
tannia to blanket her.

The Britannia %nssed Kilcraggen at
1.16.10 and the Vigilant at 1.16.45, and
started for home at a tremendous speed to
complete the first round. The Britannia
finished the first round at 1.35.38 and the
Vigilant at 1.36.46.

Ou the second round Britannia reached
Ascog at 3.02.15 and the Vigilant 3.03.20.
The Britannia took a short turn in shore
for the weather and the Vigilant -also put
about. The Britannia again tried “her in-
shore tactics, Capt. Carter,beingdetermined
not to allow the Vigilant to get the weather

/ berth, kept the Vigilant to leeward of him

during the whole round. The Vigilant in
the course of the first round put the Britan-
nia abous five times, but the latter never
yielded.

At the Ascog turn.both boats fetched atJ

a wonderful rate of &peed, their starboard
rails being wholly submerged. The shores
were lined with people, whose mumbers
were greatly increased by the fact that to-
day was an annual holiday at Greenock,and
as the boats bowled along the crowds sent’
up cheer atter cheer. The utmost was done
on board the Vigilant to reduce the Brit-
tania’s lead, but the latter pointed much
better on the wind, which was stiffening
from the south. A couple of long boards
took the ‘boats to Skelmerlie mark, which
they rounded, the Britannia at 2.41.27
and the Vigilant at 2.42.27

The Vigilant was the first to cross the
line at 4.17.55. The Britannia finished at
4.18.55.

At the second from the last mark the
Vigilant cat the Britannia out and took the
lead and crossed the finish line one minute
