The Cost ot Producmcr Milk

The cost of producing milk obvi-
ously depends a great deal on the
milking capacity of the cows used.
Comparisen between eight of the
best and eight of the poorer cows in
an Ontario dairy record centre shows
that there was a difference in profit
per cow of $24.56, the eight high
yielding cows giving an average profit
of $37.21 while the poorer cows re-
turned a profit of only $12.65 per
head. The milk in each case was
valued at $1.15 per hundred pounds.
The difference would no doubt have
been very much reduced had the
feeding been the same for all the
animals. Those that yielded the
higher profit were much better fed
than the others. The average cost
of their feed for the milking period
being $43.96 per head, while the food
received by the less profitable anim-
als was valued at $32.33 per head.
Calculating from the standpoint of
cost of milk the eight cows with the
low yields made only 32 cents profit
on a hundred pounds of milk while
the higher yielding cow made 54
cents profit from an equal amount of
milk.

This informatiom and a great deal
more of equal value is contained in
the recently issued annual Report of
the Dairy and Cold Storage Com
missionec of the Department of
Agriculture at Ottawa. This Report,
in addition to the Dairy and Cold
Storage Commissioner’s general re-
port, contains twelve appendices
which deal with the work of the
Assigtant Dairy Commissioner, the
extension of markets, dairy and cold
storage divisions, etc. An appendix
of unusual interest gives statistics of
the export and import trade in dairy
produce, which show that the,exports
of butter increased from 1,951,585
lbs. in 1890 to 2,724,913 in 1915,

The Country Roads

The farmers of Ontario, who still bear
a grudye against the automobile for its
use aud abuse of their roads, will read
with interest the judement of the Court
of Apoeal in the case of Davis against the
township of Usborne. The plaintiff, a
woman, was driving, at night, along the
JLondon road and at a point, where a
ditch nearly five feet deep with perpendi-
cular sides ran close to the crown ot the
road, met an automible at which her
horse shied, plunged into the ditch and
caused injury. The county judge hold-
ing that the road was reasonably sate for
all ordinary uce, that is, by horse-drawn
vehicles, found for the township, The
Court of Appeal, on the contrary, holds
that township councils must assume that
automobile use is now an ordinary use of
the country roads. The coancil of Us-
borne, when it made the ditch in question,
on;.,ht Sir William Meredith adjudges,
to have foreseen what took place and to
have covered the ditch or guarded it by
a rail. The rule greatly increases the
liability of the townships and, if it is not

as Sir William Meredith suggests, modi-
fied by the Legislature, the townships
will be put to great expense.—Sun.

Loan Had 24,862
Takers

Domestic

Ottawa, Feb. 22 —A return tabled in
the House this afiernoon by the Minister
of Finance shows that the total number
of subscribers to the domestic loan of
$100,000,000 was 24,862, The aggregate
of the amount taken in $100 bonds was
$4,009,500. The amount taken in $500
bonds was $8,699,5600., The amount taken
in $1,000 bonds aggregated $58,876,000.
The big institutions which took amounts
of $5,000 or over got only $28,325,000.

The return states that it is impossible
to give details of expenses in connection
with the loan until the last mslullment
comes in, -

In regard to the New York loan of $45,-*
000,000, the Finance Minister reports that
the commission paid to J. P. Morgan &
Company, associates for floating the loan,
amounted to $331,250. Other expenses
totalled $47,654, The loan, which was
issued at 994, yielded, not counting ex-
penses, $44,900,000.

Stallion Enrolment

At the Ontario Horse Breeders’ annual
meeting in Torouto, the- act goyerning
the enralment of stallions was the - chief
subject of discussion. ‘Unsound grade
stallions will be allowed to be travelled
this year, but not after, and. all grade
stallions will be barred atter 1918. Stal-
lions that are not enrolled and are adver-
tised so as to deceive intending breeders
should be reported to the secrétary of the
enrollment beard by whoever is interest-

of the meeting. The question of grants

to tairs or exhibitions was left in the

hands of the executive. The Province of
Manitoba has a law to the effect that all
stallions sold in that Province shall be ac-
companied by a certificate of soundness,
given by an official veterinary iunspector.
Ou this account a miotion was passed by
the Ontario Horse Breeders’ Association
to the effect that this association be em-
powered to ask the Manitoba Legislature
to insert a clause in their Horse Inspec-
tion Act ‘‘that the inspection of the official
inspectors belonging to this association
be accepted,”

FORESTS AND MOISTURE.

Trees Conserve Water, Aid Percolation
and Retard Evaporation.

Trees drink in and transpire an enor:
mous quantity of water. This giving
off tempers the dryness of the nearby
atmosphere. Moisture bearing currents
of air are caught by forest areas as
they are not by the heated plains. I.o-
cal showers may thus become more
frequent where trees abound, or at
least the availability of whatever rain
may fall 18 inereased for the locality
by forest growths.

Foliage, twigs and branches break
the fall of the raindrops. So does the
litter on the forest floor. Hence the
soil under this cover is not compacted
as in the open fleld, but is kept loose
and granular, so water can readily
penetrate and percolate, The water
reaches the ground more slowly, drip-
ping gradually from the leaves, branch-
es and trunks, and thus more time is
allowed for it to sink into the sofl and
appear again In springs or subsoil
moisture lower down.

In forests there is much less evapo-
ration of moisture than in the open
country because sun and wind do not
bave such free play. It is estimated
that forests have from 50 to 60 per
cent of water supply more than the
open fields because of increased per-
colation and decreased evaporation.—
Country Gentleman.

ITALY’S CRACK MARKSMEN.

They Are All Athletes and Are the
Pride of the Army.

The bersaglieri (sharpshooters) are
the elite of the Italian army, and each
bersagliere is a picked man, chosen for
his hardihood and stamina, the aver-
age bersagliero being short and thick-
set, but with magnificent strength and
exceptional powers of endurance.

There is no prouder soldier in the
world than the full blown bersagliere
as he swaggers along the street of an
Italian town in his dark blue uniform,
with its rich red facings, and on his
head, set at a rakish angle, the famous
wide brimmed black slouch hat adorn-
ed with large, heavy, drooping plumes
of green cocks’ feathers.

Bersaglieri, by the way,
nounced ber-sari-iary.

These 25,000 or so men are among
the most perfectly drilled troops in the
world. Every single bersagliere, apart
from being a man chosen for his endur-

The famous Orloff diamond was once
the right eye of the great idol Serring-
bam in the temple of Brahma., This
precious gem was stolen at about the
beginning of the eighteenth century by
a French soldier who had made a pre-
tense of being converted to the Hindu
religion in order to gain the confidence
of the priests and admission to the
temple. The Frenchman first scld the
diamond for £2,000. On the next turn
it was bought by a banker of Con-
stantinople for £12,000. The banker
kept it until 1774 and then sold it to
the Russian empress for £00,000 and a
life pension. The gem has been in
the Russian royal family ever since.
As it is now set in the imperial scep-
ter of Russia it presents a flattened,
rose cut surface and weighs exactly

” "AGRICULTURE AND WAR,

It is the Basis of All Military Success,
Says Burrell.

An interesting address was made a
few days ago at the Ontario Winter
Fair at Guelph b Hon. Martin Bur-
rell, Minister of Agriculture for Can-
ada.

Mr. Burrell alluded to the agita-
tion of some years ago for the estab-
lishment of a National Fat Stock
Show, but, as he pointed out, the
country was too large to permit the
successful carrying out of such a
scheme. As a result, therefore, the
bonus of §100,000 set aside by the
Dominion Government for the fur-
thering of better live stock through
the medium of the show ring, was di-
vided up amongst the twenty leading
fairs, Guelph’s share being about
$5,000. The granting of such a
large sum of money met with consid-
erable criticism. When one consid-
ers the stimulus given to agriculture
in general, and to live stock in par-
ticular, by the holding of such exhibi-
tions, and when it is realized that
upon agriculture depends the whole
fabric of the country, the donation
of §100,000 is a small one, the
speaker pointed out.

Another item of great interest to
the farmers of this country was made
clear by Mr. Burrell. Two thousand
two hundred and fifty pure-bred male
animals, composed of stallions, bulls,
boars, and rams, have been distribut-
ed through the country by the Do-
minion Government. The stock was
sent into the poorer and more newly
settled districts of eastern and west-
ern Canada. The results of this
policy, which is to continue, should
be widely felt.

“The outlook for the live stock in-
dustry was never brighter,” said Mr.
Burrell, who also advised farmers to
invest all their spare money in more
and better stock. The marketing pro-
blem had been causing some little
difficulty in the past, but the Govern-
ment is now looking into the situa-
tion. " “What kind of stuff we should
export and how it should be ship-

and the facts as soon as known shall
be made public. We are collecting
data and statisties, and in this work
the Provincial Governments are co-
operating splendidly.”

Mr. Burrell dealt with the different
classes of live stock and their possi-
bilities. The sheep men were coming

assisting by helping in the proper
grading and classification of wool.”
Nearly 500,000 pounds of wool was
graded last year by men employed by
the Government.

Poultry also had been getting more
attention. Educational work was be-
ing carried on in these lines. Egg
circles were being formed, with no
interference on the commercial side
by the Government.

Homemade Corn Sheller.
Where only a little corn is to be
shelled a homemade corn sheller can
be made very easily, a few scraps of
wood and a handful of spikes being
put together as shown here, says the
Farming Busine A block of wood
having a sloping notch cut from one
end is mounted on three legs.

means of a bolt that allows the lever
to work easily, and both the lever
and cutaway portion of the block are
studded with spikes driven in, so
that their heads protrude about half
an inch, The ear of corn to be shell-
ed is placed in the notched part and
the lever pressed down, two or three
strokes taking off all the corn.

CHOPSTICKS IN JAPAN.

How They Are Used and How They
Are Served In Public Places.

The use of chopsticks is general in
Japan, except among the richer class-
es, who have udupte(x European knives
and forks, and, to some extent, the
European cuisine. Small bowls of chi-
na or lacquered. wood are the usual
table equipment. After the various
solid portions of the food have been
lifted to the mouth with chopsticks the
liguid remaining is sipped from the
bowl.

In the case of rice. which would be
tedious to pick up grain by grain, the
bowl is often raised to the mouth and
the rice shoveled or pushed in with the
chopsticks. It is also customary to
pour a little tea into the rice bowl aft-
er it has been nearly emptied, and in
this way the few remaining grains of
rice are washed down as the tea is
drunk.

At public places the chopsticks at
each meal must be new. This is indi-
cated by the fact that the chopsticks
are made from one piece of wood ahd
are left joined together, as were
matches at one time in the United
States. These new chopsticks are in-
cased in a thin paper envelope, sealed
at the end, and bearing Japanese char-
acters advertising either the hotel or
some firm that has furnished them free
to the proprietor for the sake of the
publicity thus gained. Toothpicks,
which are freely used by all Japanese
at meals, are also inclosed in envelopes
that frequently bear advertising mat-
ter.

The fifth annual convention was held
in the Baptist Church, Forest, on Febru-
ary 9th.

To say that it was the best convention
held is very mild indeed. It was a re-
cord one, both in delegates, addresses and
discussions.

Rev. H, F. Kennedy, President of the
Association, was in the chair,

The reports of the Departmental Super-
intendents led the way for valuable dis-
cussion, which no doubt will make it pos-
sible for those departments to improve
this year,

The total Protestant population of
North Lambton is 23,131 only 38% of
these are enrolled in the Sunday School.
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Miss Bertha Laine, our Provincial
Eleméntary Division Superintendent, ad-
dressed the Convention in the afternoon
on “The New County Standards” and
““Unrecognized Helpers.”” These unre-
cognized helpers were organization, grad-
ing and separation of classes, and the use
of graded lessons Pupils should be
grndged according to years, separated by
means of curtains at least, to get the best
results in teaching, and International
Graded Lessons should be used in the
Beginners’ and Primary Classes at least,
following the same method as in the pub-
lic schools,—lessons more easily under-
stood to be taught to Beginners and pro-
gressing as they advance in years.

Her evening address was *‘Co-operation
Between the Home and the Sunday
School.” She said ‘‘The Home is God's
first and Holiest School,”” God made a
Home before he made a School, but so
many homes failed in their duty that the
Sunday School had to assist ip restoring
to the home the opportunities which it
threw away. Some parents send their
children to Sunday School in order to
have a quiet hour Sunday afternoon. It
would be better to say ‘‘Come with us to
Sunday School’’ rather than ‘‘You go.”
Greater co-operation must be between the
home and the school, that the parents
and teachers may help in the develop-
ment of the spiritual life of the child.

Frank Yeigh's addresses ‘‘The New
Ideal in the Sunday School” from the
view point of the yision of ‘‘Service,”
and ‘‘The Bible Class a Factor in the
Local Church’ should impress all adults
with the great need of their presence in
the Sunday School. He made clear that,
while Organization was not always suc-
cessful, owing to the lack ot leadership,
yet in nearly all classes which are pro-
ducing results, Organization was the
fundamental principle of such results.
He outlived a range of activities that
would be 1n the realms of service of an
Organized Adult Bible Class. The “O.A.
B.C.”" was a factor in thbe local church in
the way of supply, a training class for
new teachers and officers.

The Resolution Committee prepared
the following resolutions whieh were
adopted by the Convention,—

(1) That the individual schools be
urged to respect the claims of the De-
partmental Superintendents and report
promptly.

(2) That it would be in the interests of
the Sunday School to introduce the Inter-
national Graded Lessons in the Beginners’
and Primary Classes at least.

(3) That the different schools be re-
quested to organize their Teen Age and
Adult Classes and register same with
either their denominational offices or the
Provincial Sunday School Association.

How 1t Was Signed in Lambton Countys
and the Percentage of 1914 Vote.
