al liberty and destructive of all the noblest 
aspirations of true manhood.

And then he who fled to the city to escape 
the horrors of the country longs for his old 
home. He remembers his joy as a boy 
rambling over the farm, listening to the song 
birds and the babbling brooks, making pete 
of the yonng animals, and enjoying all the 
many pleasures of a country boy. Much 
would be given to have his own children 
participate in the pleasures and enjoy the 
health giving advantages of a home away 
from the bustlings city’s din. With his sav­
ings he buys a small suburban lot, builds 
himself a cottage, plants a few trees and 
vines In bumble imitation of the rural home 
he holds in sweetest memory. If, perchance, 
the once country boy has met with commer­
cial or professional success in the metropolis, 
and amassed a fortune, hie most natural Im­
pulse seems to be to have his sumptuous 
country home, to stock his farm with im­
proved breeds of cattle, and lavish his wealth 
in adding to the beauties and blessings of 
nature.

Thus in every sphere of life, man Instinc­
tively seeks the country. He may not care 
to make it always and at all times hie home, 
but his life seems unsatisfactory, his Joy in­
complete, his recreation Imperfect, unless he 
can get where the cows lew and the lambs 
bleat ; where noises sometimes cease, and 
where with unobstructed view he can see 
“ the morn, in russet mantle clad walk o’er 
the dew.”

With the advent of rapid and convenient 
transportation, the city Is becoming more 
and more the place for business and the 
country the place for living. Every year 
marks the almost magic appearance on the 
hillsides and In the dales of hamlets where 
the restless population of the cities find a 
semi-rural condition of life. The near fu­
ture is destined to bring a greatly increased 
demand for small farms, and with the small 
farms will come greater thrift, higher culti­
vât ion, more scientific methods, better roads, 
and proportionate comfort and pleasure In 
living in the country. The day of the large 
plantation, requiring a force of laborers and 
a boss to superintend them, is passed—cer­
tainly except in sections very remote from

The small farm, fully equipped, thorough­
ly stocked, highly fertilized, with its per­
manent pasture lots, and orchards with 
improved appliances for dairy and modern 
conveniences for poultry raising, with a 
bountiful garden, and lastly, but not least, 
with its attractive, commodious, convenient 
and oomfortable cottage—makes the ideal 
homes of which poets may sing and lovers 
dream. If the master of such a home is a 
practical farmer himself, fully informed, as 
he should be, in the min at ite of crop raising, 
in horticulture, in the oare of live stock, he 
can with unskilled help conduct his business 
with success and pleasure. If he works 
with Intelligence, thrift and frugality, he 
will always have something to sell, be thor­
oughly Independent ; and if in close prox­
imity to a steam or chctrio road, his family 
can have many of the advantages of city 
life, while at the same time they enjoy the 
freedom, independence and healthfnlnese of 
their country home,

If the gentleman of the house has business 
that takes him to town daily, for a reason­
able salary, he can employ a competent man 
to superintend his farm work, and still par­
ticipate in the keen pleasure which the lover 
of agriculture always finds in the bursting 
buds, in the ripening crops, and In the 
increase of flocks and herds. In the sooth­
ing contact with nature that tends to de­
velop the physical, mental and moral man < 
to the greatest perfection. Statistics will; 
show that the strong men in business and in 
the professions, whose career adorns the 
annals of metropolitan cities, come almost 
invariably from the farm. Their develop­
ment In yonth is not warped by any of the 
conventionklitidS of the oity. The associa­
tions and environments of the farm dwarf 
the artificial and magnify the natural side of 
life. Thus is it that the country-bred boy 
generally grows true to nature’s standard.

And so in my plea for the country home, 
I would have you remember that it is the 
nureory where the fledgelings in human form 
can have the safest, the purest, the noblest 
and the truest development. Where the 
trees assume most graceful proportions, and 
the flowers are of the richest hues and 
sweetest fragrance, there, too, will childhood 
blossom most perfectly and grow into the 
most beautiful maturity.

Chicago, Jane 15.—According to Gen.

sented to Aguinaldo last winter. The bat­
teries in question, General Andersen sayrt 
are being operated by Spanish prisoners who 
have been released by Aguinaldo with the 
understanding that they enlist In the insur­
gent army.
detachment of troops to the Philippines last 
fall and was a prominent figure in the firet 
negotiations with the Filipino government. 
“After the firet skirmish we had fUk the 
insurgents last fall," said Gen. Anderson, 
441 strongly advised that Agoinaldo and hia 
men be driven from the province south of 
Manila, as they might eauee trouble later if 
permitted to retain their position.

The Famine In Russia.

Odessa, June 17.—Grain exporters report 
that the summer crops m the large areas of 
Russia have been so badly damaged by 
drought that they will not be worth reaping. 
The reports also state that there will be no 
hay and very few vegetables. Coming on 
top of the failure of the winter crops, the 
situation promisee extreme misery for the 
people.

London, June 17.—While famine Is now 
threatening the southern provinces of Rus­
sia, the correspondent of the Times at St. 
Petersburg wires that the condition of the 
seven provinces of East European Russia, is 
worse than it was during the famine of 1891 
and 1892. 44 Quite half a population of 11,«
000,000,” he says, 44 are undergoing terrible 
sufferings, starvation and disease ; and the 
authorities everywhere appear incapable and 
unprepared to deal with the calamity. 
Money is cquandered in absurdly high pay 
to relief agents, and owing to the high 
prices which the government charges tor 
seed-corn, no encouragement is given tbe 
peasants to till the ground.

“ It is unnecessary to quote the harrowing 
details received from the relief agents. 
These could add nothing to the stern ilgnifi- 
cance of the statement made by a Russian 
authority in one district in the government 
of Kazan, that not one child born there this 
year is now alive.

Jameson Raid Damages.

London, June 16.—A blue book has bee» 
issued giving the correspondence with the 
Transvaal regarding its claims against Great 
Britain growing out of the Jameson raid, 
apart from the well-remembered demand for 
£1,000,000 for moral and intellectual dama­
ges. The British government disputed sev­
eral of the items of material damage, and 
asked for particulars.

Colonial Secretary Chamberlain yrote 
that he could hardiy suppose that the Trans­
vaal was serious In claiming tbe en&reageg 
sum of £90,000. M. Relte, the TranavaiS 
secretary of state, replied that there could 
be no question as to the justice of the claim, . 
which was reckoned not only on material 
loss, but also on abstract insult. He sub­
mitted details, which Included £39,480 for 
clothing and £2,422 for shoeing horaes, while 
only £234 was claimed for the relatives of 
the killed and wounded Boers.

The aooounts were sent to the British 
South Africa company, which severely crit­
icised them, contending that they were ha 
the main unjustifiable, and suggesting arbi­
tration. Mr. Chamberlain declared that 
the suggestion wae reasonable, and i« await­
ing the Transvaal acceptance of It.

The dreadful mortality that 
accompanies the disease is ample excuse for 
ranking a provincial institution for its cure 
as of equal importance with the provincial 
general hospital, and we trust that Nova 
Scotia will not be far behind New Brunswick 
in providing special treatment. If private en­
terprise is lacking, let the government take 
hold of the work. They can surely turn 
their attention to nothing more commendable* 
than the fostering of the health of their con­
stituents.

The total area of the Transvaal (including 
Swaziland, 5,560 square miles) is 119,200 
square miles, or about one-fourth the size of 
British Columbia. In the total population 
of 750,000 there are only 150,000 white peo- 

s pie. The latter include 63,000 Transvaal 
Boers, and 87,000 Uitlandcrs, 80 per cent, 
of whom are probably British subjects. The 
republic, which derives its name from the 
Vaal river on its southern border, and the 
words “trans,” “ across,”,"over” or “be­
yond” is enclosed on all sides, except the 
east, by British territory; on the eastern 
side it is prevented from having access to 
the sea by a Strip of land belonging to Por­
tugal. The whole region is in general a vast 
plateau, sloping in the north, supported by

As a natural result of the tendency of our 
school system, combined with the ambitious 
efforts of parents and teachers, a premature 
death or entire loss of health marks the goal 
of many such bright minds, which, if mod­
erately developed, along with a proper de­
velopment of the physical faculties, a grand 
and worthy intelligence would have resulted.

In respect of politicians, in a general sense 
we need no such profession. This province 
in which we live is one of great and growing 
industries, peopled with a class of men and 
women of good sound common sense and 
many also of good burinées ability. We re­
quire that the men, chosen to form our gov­
ernment, should be land owners and house 
holders, aud as deeply interested in the wel­
fare and advancement of their country as 
those by whom they are appointed.

We are too much inclined to look upon 
the government as a corporation in which 
we hold no shares, and we are most humbly 
thankful for a email sum for the repairing of 
a road or a bridge, or a little aid to the agri­
cultural development of our country. The 
people constitute their own government, 
and the means ut their disposal are of right 
their own resources. The proper education 
of the population Is of the most material 
concern, and hence it is the duty of the pao 
pic’s representatives to furnish the beet and 
most suitable training for mind and body.

Any structure to be of permanent endur­
ance must rest on a solid foundation. The 
development of the industries of the nation 
must be the foundation of strength 
portance. The proper development of these 
industries demands the labor of deep think­
ing and capable men, and to secure the best 
workmanship along these lines, it is as es­
sential that there should be as thorough 
study and as thorough training, as that 
which qualifies men for the so-called pro 
fessions, and a training for the latter haa a 
tendency to lead away from the former.

There is a thread of a sentiment inter- 
ngst the teaching in 

schools, and other institutions of education, 
muscular

has provided man with every muscle and 
nerve which he possesses, and there is no 
mark or hint in any of nature’s works indi­
cating that labor requiring the use of brain 
alone re any more honorable vocation, or 
profession, or whatever else it may be called, 
than that which calls into use both muscle 
and brain. There are very few kinds of 
muscular labor but what the use of thought 
aud intelligence in the doing will prove of 
material advantage cither to the laborer or 
his employer, or both. And especially is this 
so in agriculture. Here is a field of explor­
ation for our best, most peisietent and un­
tiring thinkers, and the time has arrived 
when more of our youthful population should 
be interested, encouraged and instructed in 
some of its various phases.

Education in otir common schools is too 
much confined to the manufacture of school 
teachers, not exactly as a finished article, 
but as material for future completion into 
lawyers, doctors, ministers, sewing machine 
agents, and Boston bookkeepers, 
curriculum, as it Is taught, is a 
cess from raw material to a school teacher. 
Out of Grade VIII is the full change. Grade 
IX is a D teacher, Grade X a C teacher and 
soon. Why ajioold we not have a special 
grade fowVFarmers and mechanics, wherein 
there may be taught the rudiments of math­
ematical and business principles, and other 
matters with which they daily come in con­
tact? How many graduates of a common 
school or perhaps even of a college can write 
out the form of a check or draft or a promis- 
sary note, much less draw up a deed, or a 
mortgage or a bill of sale?

It may be said in reference to agriculture 
that we have a school of horticulture and 
are toon to have one for the teaching of prin­
ciples of farming and that many of our 
teachers have been trained along this line 
and that such lessons are imperative in our 
common schools.

Under the present conditions it strikes 
me that ecch a college can be of little ma- 
terial.advantage. By the time a child has 
attended until his fifteenth or sixteenth year 
our common schools, of which not one in 
fifty give the smallest iota of attention to 
agricultural study, he can decline a few 
Latin verbs and do some exercises In algebra 
and geometry. The Normal school or col 
lege is the next step, for he has then a vast 
start on the road to fame and honor. He is 
far too smart fur a farmer and hardly deigns 
to understand a person who speaks of a cow 
or a pig pen.

If education ie for the purpose of securing 
a living, why should a youug man join the 
over-crowded ranks of doctors, lawyers and 
ministers? Is it not more satisfactory to en­
dure daily toil on a farm with the mind oc­
cupied and contqpted, and watch with pride 
and pleasure the results of our exertion in 
remunerating harvest than to sit at an cffice 
deek longing fer clients who never come/ 
and possibly harrassed with a thousand cares 
of city life?

Agriculture is a noble and honorable vo 
cation and is the basis of all national life 
and national wealth, and pa 
mente in this direction should 
stilled into the minds of the young. Home 
and school should be more united in this 
work, and in this way both places might be­
come more interesting and attractive to the 
boys of onr land, who are too generally 
crowding into the large cities of our border 
■nation.

Education, or knowledge, or common 
sense, or understanding, or whatever other 
name may be applied to that faculty which 
enables us to engage in life’s struggle with 
some degree of prosperity and contentment, 
is not all nor a large part acquited in school. 
Life is one continual school and we are as 
much students when the hour comes that we 
go to “ that undiscovered country from whole 
bourne no traveller e’er returns,” as when we 
proudly grasped the first reader on a beau­
tiful morning in early May, and strutted 
with lordly head to the long remembered 
old school hpuse, fancying ourselves the 
smartest fellows that ever existed.

Few can be great, few can be famous. In 
that road too often lurks disappointment 
and destruction. But all can aim to do the 
beat in that path which circumstance sag 
geste and duty and inclination may choose; 
for the end of living, as far as this life is 
concerned, is contentment, without a little 
of which we are poor indeed. One may be 
in poverty with a million, while another 
may with a paltry hundred be supremely 
wealthy. Jl is not the outside surround­
ing that we need to have of costly and lux 
urioue decoration. It is the inward nature 
that will better repay the price of handsome 
furnishings. For its colors will not fade 
until needed no more, and the moderate use 
of these will instead of wearing out, only 
garnish with more brilliant and costly colors.

The Transvaal Crisis.

London, June 24.—The St. James Ga­
zette this afternoon claims to have received 
from an abiolute reliable source at Pretoria, 
capital of the Transvaal, the plan of cam 
paigu which wii) be followed by General 
Joubert, commander in-chief of the Boers, 
in the event of war between the Transvaal 
and Great Britain. General Joabert’s force, 
it appears, will consist of twenty thousand 
armed men, armed with mauser rifles, In 
addition to forty-elx quick firing guns and a 
thousand artillerymen, most of them drawn 
from the German aud Dutch armies. When 
these troops and help expected from the 
Orange Free State, Joubert expects to take 
the offensive immediately after the declara­
tion of war, enter the Orange Free State 
and march on Kimberly, the British diamond 
•mining centre in west Crigual, aud which 
forms four of the seventy divisions of Cape 
Colony.

troops from using it.

Finally, immediately after Kimberly is 
captured, General Joubert will advance on 
Capetown, the capital of Cape Colony, 
through the western provinces, where the 
Dutch predominate and are expected to join 
the Boers. Joubert calculates he will be 
master of Capetown a fortnight after the 
declaration of war and that he will then be 
able to dictate terms of peace.

The War in the Philippines.

New York, June 24.—The World prints a 
special story from its Washington corres­
pondent giving startling figures of the war 
in the Philippines. The article states that 
sixty-three million dollars aud the lives of 
664 men is the price paid thus far for the 
advantage gained in Luzon, besides 6,500 
soldiers wounded and many times that num­
ber made invalids.

It is declared that the army in the Philip­
pines is costing $280.000 a day now and that 
the sum will exceed $300,000 when the whole 
of the 35,000 troops arrive. These figures 
do not include the naval expenses which are 
estimated at $10,000 a day or $1,370,000 for 
the 137 days that the war with Aguinaldo 
has lasted, over and above the regular cost 
of maintaining a fleet in Asiatic waters.

The World declares that the United States 
controls considerably lees territory in the 
Philippines than Spain did when the Amer­
icans took possession, and that the expenses 
of subduing the islands, including the $20,- 
000,000 indemnity to Spain will be at least 
$200,000,000.

Trade With West Indies.

Ottawa, June 22.—As the result of nego­
tiations which have been progressing for 
seme considerable time between the Imperial 
authorities and the government at Ottawa, 
an arangement is agreed upon for the im­
provement of the existing service with Vhe 
British West Indies from St. John and Hal- 
fax, in such a way as to afford means for 
largely working up trade between these 
colonies. The contract will be wjtb Messrs. 
Pickford & Black, and will be for a fort­
nightly service from St. John and Halifax, 
a great improvement over that which now 
exists. There will be two more vessels put 
on the route aud the voyage instead of occu­
pying twenty days must be performed in 
eleven. The Canadian Government will 
continue the subsidy it now pays of $60,000, 
a year and in addition the Imperial Govern­
ment will pay a like amount. The desire on 
both sides ie to further open up trade with 
the West Indies. The necessary arrange­
ments will be made between this and the be- 
ginnjpg of the year 1900 for the new service.

Hp^nble possibilities involved in
p\-------^MP-the weakening of moral fibre,
lew resistance to evil, and, ultimately, ex­
cept the grace of God permit, helpless cap­
tivity to the devil. The first lie, the first 
dishonesty, the first bet, the first act of in­
tempérance, the first infringement of purity 
—how hard It is to draw back ! How few 
stop at the first? Even when conscience is 
awake, and there is a desire to retrace one's 
steps, it h difficult, because the man has 
surrounded himself with influences, all set 
against hie return to virtue. It is easy to 
slip into the net, but not so easy to escape 
from its meshes.

The " sowing of wild oats ” in youth has 
been a sore trial all through life even to those 
who, by the grace of God, have been led to 
repentance. Many a man, most exemplary 
in hie Christian character, is driven to 
despair almost by the constant sprouting up 
in his heart of these early sins. As, in the 
fable, where the dragon's teeth were sown 
there sprang up an armed and hostile host, 
so, from every wild oat sown in his youth 
there has sprung up an armed foe, obstinately 
contesting the Christian’s approach to virtue 
and peace and heaven.

There are consequences of sin a hich even 
the forgiveness of God does not take away. 
When God forgives He forgets—our sins are 
blotted out, He casts them behind His back, 
they are sunk in the depths of the ses. They 
are as though they had never been—to God. 
But not to us —we cannot forget the sins of 
our youth. Their memory follows us to the 
grave -a terrible spectre.

I heard John B. Gough say that he would 
give his right hand if he could for ever banish 
from his mind and memory the evil scenes 
of his early youth. " Young men, keep your 
record clean,” were his last words. Having 
uttered that advice, before an immense 
audience in America, the orator fainted, and 
soon after expired.

The “ sowing of wild oats ” is the occasion 
of a dreadful waste. Sin indisposes the soul 
for better things ; it crowds out all nobler 

-purposes. It takes the student from his 
books; it hinders the apprentice at hie trade;

To Hasten Ripening of Tomatoes.

The ripening of tomatoes may be hastened 
considerably by tying the plants to stakes 
and pruning off the sprouts which come up 
around the base of the plante, the object 
being to get fruit from the first blossoms 
and not allow the lowei branches, or sprouts, 
which oome up later, to produce fruit. By 
keeping off these sprouts the entire strength 
of the plant is thrown into the upper part. 
In order to carry out this plan successfully 
the seed should be sown in a hotbed some 
time in March and the plants set in the field 
as early as it is safe, selecting a piece of 
ground that is not too rich. A sandy soil is 
all right, but the highest portions or knolls 
are better than lower, richer lands. The 
plants should be tied to stakes at once, 
and as they grow the tying should be re­
peated. It will be noticed that the first 
blooms appear at the tops of the plants, and 
the aim should be to give the fruit which 
sets from these the full strength of the 
plant. Sprouts will soon appear near the 
ground, and these must be broken off 
promptly and kept off during the entire 
season. It is not necessary to pinch the 
tops of tho plants in any way, but as they 
grow keep them tied to the stake, which 
needs to be about five feet high. Ordinary 
tomatoes can be grown in this manner from 
one to two weeks earlier than if the plants 
were allowed to fall over on the ground. In 
giving the foregoing advice the Ohio Farm- 
tr adds that early varieties should of course 
be selected, and one of the best for this 
purpose is Dwarf Champion, but the Ad­
vance, Ruby and several others are suitable 
also.

IT 18 A REGULAR ARTICLE OF COMMERCE 
AND 19 SOLD AS CANDY.

The manna of commerce oomes chiefly 
from Sicily. It is a sweet substance obtained 
from a small tree, which is known as the 
manna ash. This tree can be grown as far 
north as England, but in that country it 
yields no manna, and is cultivated for orna­
ment only.
-The manna is formed from the sap. The 

trees are ready to be tapped at the age of 
eight years, when the stems have a diameter 
of about three inches.

The tapping is done by making cuts 
through the bark to the wood, the incisions 
being one or two inches long and about an 
inch apart.

The first cat h made at the lower part of 
the trunk. The next day another cut is 
made just above the first, and so on, day 
after day, during the dry season. The next 
year the untouched part of the stem is op­
erated upon in the same way, and the prac­
tice is continued in successive years till the 
tree is exhausted.

The finest manna is that which is encrusted 
around pieces of stick or straws placed in the 
incisions. Flake manna is that which has 
hardened on the trunk. The inferior quality 
is from the lower incision.

After its removal from the tree the manna 
is dried on shelves.

There are other plants that yield similar 
product. The tamarisk of Arabia exudes 
from Its branches a substance that becomes 
solid in the cool of the morning. This is 
known as tamarisk honey. The exudation 
is assisted by the puncture of a small insect.

The Persians gather a kind of manna from 
a leguminous plant by shaking the branches, 
or by picking the leaves and gently beating 
them over a cloth when dry.

Throughout Persia and Afghanistan natur­
ally produced marna is harvested from dif­
ferent trees and shrubs. It is eaten by the 
people as a sweetmeat and is exported to 
India.

In Australia a sweet substance is obtained 
by the natives from the sandal wood. It is 
a favorite article of food with them and their 
colonists.

The manna gathered from the leaves of 
the eucalyptus is rather a product of insects. 
The exudation of the sap is due to their 
puncturing of the leaves, and the same ie 
supposed to be the origin of the manna which 
is collected from the twigs of certain species 
of oak.

Cows should always be pub in the stable 

to be milked. Milking should not be done 
in the yard, where they are liable to chase 
each other around. When they are put in 
the stable they should always find a little 
good feed there for them. That will make 
them willing and anxious to go in.

Well groomed cows, clean udders and 
Utter, and good ventilation will do much in 
the way of keeping the milk pare ; bat with 
all these conditions the milk should not be 
allowed to stand in the cowhouse for any 
length of time after it has been drawn from 
the cows. The sooner it is strained and 
strained thoroughly the better. On many 
farms the milk strainer is a most carelessly 
used utensil, often out of order, and not half 
cleaned. Examine it at once. If we are to 
make a success of dairying we must first of 
all be clean.

Ammonia as a Fire Extinguisher.

Probably the best fire extinguishing liquid 
is aqua ammonia, without any addition 
whatever. We have personally had experi­
ence with the almost marvelous power of this 
substance in this direction, in one instance, 
where fire had originated probably from 
spontaneous combustion, in a pile containing 
several tons of cotton seed, and the Interior 
of which was almost a solid body of live coal, 
a half gallon of ammonia completely smother­
ed the fire.

In another, which occurred at Savenay, 
France, the vapors of a tank containing 50 
gallons of gasoline caught fire in the linen 
room of a laundry. The room was instantly 
a mass of living flames, but a gallon and a 
half of ammonia water thrown into it com­
pletely and almost immediately extinguished 
the fire. The ammonia was in a glass demi­
john in an apothecary shop next door to the 
laundry and was thrown Into the room by 
the druggist as an experiment. So com­
pletely was the fire extinguished that work­
men were enabled to enter the room almost 
immediately, where they found the iron tank 
of gasoline intact.—National Druggist.

E. YOUNG.Orchard and Garden.

The quince can readily be propagated by 
cuttings.

Give the house plants as much light as 
possible during the day and darkness with a 
lower temperature at night.

Wounds on trees that are likely to rot 
should have the air excluded in 
Shellac or white lead may be used.

Scatter wood ashes in the orchard. They 
contain the elements mostly needed to make 
healthy trees and good fruit.

In sowing beets, carrots and parsnips it is 
a good plan to mix a few radish seed with 
them so that the rows may bs seen.

Yonng and thrifty trees of moderate size 
are always better than overgrown ones, but 
always avoid a small, stunted tree.

Shrubs that bloom early on wood of the 
previous year should not be pruned in early 
spring, if abundant blossoms are wanted.

Old bones and old shoes contain a large 
per cent of plant food and can be used to a 
good advantage by burying them among the 
roots of frnit trees.

Odors In Milk.

The statement made by Professor Russell 
of the Wisconsin experiment station that he 
had pat warm milk in the vicinity of several 
substances having strong odors and that at 
blood heat it absorbed any odors more rapid­
ly than did cold milk is of Itself a sufficient 
reason for removing the milk from the stable 
as soon as the milking is completed for each 
cow and putting it where it wUl be in pure 
air or taking It at once to the dairy room. 
But it shows quite as strongly the need of 
having pure air free from bad odors in the 
stables while the milking is being done. 
The stream as it passes from the teat exposes 
muoh of its surface to the air, and it is ready 

in that short pass from teat to pail, to 
pick np all the odors, bacterial germs and 
dost with which it comes in contact.

Parsnips for Cows.

There is no better root for cows than the 
parsnip. It has the advantage that part of 
the crop may, if need be, be wintered in the 
ground where it has grown. The parsnip, 
unlike the beet, makes a rich milk. It is 
equal to the carrot in this respect and un­
doubtedly, like that zoofc, helps to color 
winter made butter. Parsnips are a favor­
ite winter feed of Jersey and Guernsey 
farmers, who by its use have been able to 
breed cows whose high butter color has be­
come hereditary in these breeds. No doubt 
the parsnip feeding is in part responsible for 
the color of Jersey butter.

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AH Girls Should Learn to Cook.

I have yet to meet the young American 
woman who could afford to be Ignorant of 
practical cookery. The stability of family 
for tones with us is uncertain. 44 He heapeth 
up riches and knoweth not who shall gather 
them,” wrote the princely pessimist, thous­
ands of years ago. We wear our rue with a 
difference—heaping up riches and not dar­
ing to speculate as to who shall scatter them. 
Our Daughter, albeit guarded in matrimon­
ial ventures by the longest headed of fathers 
and the coolest hearted of mothers, cannot 
be morally certain of marrying a man who 
can keep her to the end of her days, above 
the necessity of doing housework with her 
own hands. Even with a full purse that is 
never emptied, and with excellent inten­
tions, he cannot always command competent 
assistants for her. I need not waste two 
lines of space by reminding my fellow mar­
tyrs that we have no system of domestic 
service. Every employee does what is right 
in her own eyes, and the employer does 
what she can—in the circumstances.

I listened the other day, to an eloquent 
diatribe against the unreason of demanding 
that every woman shall learn how to cook.

44 Why," we were asked in tones that 
jangled like a loose piano wire under the 
stress of righteous indignation, "should 
women, without exception, be forced to 
study what is distasteful to so many ?

God knows we all have soon 
enough to become acquainted with the chill­
ing blight of ridicule. Let ns not commit 
the crime of exposing the young and inno­
cent lives, which it is oar blessed privilege 
to direct, to the awful gangrene of sarcasm. 
And yet it ie so handy a weapon that we are 
too apt to seize upon it. How easy it is to 
say to the child, "Now, aren’t you smart !” 
44 you’re a nice specimen !” or even more 
cruel expressions. Who of us have not 
known teachers that, instead of calling forth 
the very best in their pupils, have obtained 
response only in fear and trembling, at least 
from the timid in the class? With little 
children ridicule should never be need, either 
in word, tone, gesture or manner. Awaken 
generous, open and frank response by being 
sincere and frank yourself.—Prof. Seeley.

How to Keep Silverware.

The housekeepers of fifty years ago con­
sidered It a careful housewife’s duty to take 
care of her own silver, or to direct its clean­
ing if left to a servant, as many pieces were 
of priceless value, or heirlooms.

In the busy life of the women of to-day, 
lime'seems to be too precious to devote to 
such work, and knowledge Is made to take 
the place of labor in the intelligent house­
hold. Instead of scouring and rubbing’*and 
polishing each piece of silver, the service 
may be cleaned in a few minutes as effective­
ly as if an hoar or two hours were devoted 
to it. After each meal the silver should be 
put in a clean cedar tub or dish pan kept 
for the purpose, and covered with hot water, 
to which a teaspoonful of powdered borax is 
added, then taken ont immediately and laid 
on a soft linen cloth, and each piece rubbed 
quickly with a piece of chamois skin.

Silver should never be rubbed with flan­
nel or cotton cloth. When not used it will 
become tarnished if exposed to light and 
air ; therefore, to keep it in good condition 
each piece should be carefully wrapped in 
white tissue paper. The plated ware will 
assume a new dignity, treated in this manner, 
and will always look bright and clean.

Frightening Children.

Nothing can be worse for a child than to 
be frightened. The effect of the scare it Is 
slow to recover from. It remains sometimes 
until maturity, as ie shown by many in­
stances of morbid sensitiveness and excessive 
nervousness. Not infrequently fear is em­
ployed as a means of discipline. Children 
are controlled by being made to believe that 
something terrible will happen to them and 
punished by being shut up In dark rooms or 
by being put in places they stand in dread 
of. No one without vivid memory of his 
childhood can comprehend how entirely 
cruel such things are. We have often heard 
grown persons tell of the suffering they have 
endured as children under like circumstan­
ces and recount the irreparable injury 
which they are sure they then received. No 
parent, no nurse, capable of alarming the 
young ie fitted for her position. Children, 
as near as possible, should be trained not 
to know the sense of fear.
