WAR IN THE FAR EAST.

DISASTER TO JAPANESE FLEET.

St. Petersburg, Feb, 25, 2.12 a. m.—
Reports of a Russian victory at Port
Arthur was current yesterday after-
noon and early in the evening, and
about midnight they seemed to have
been definitely confirmed. But in the
absence of an official announcement
which is momentarily expected, the
stories of the dimensions of this vie-
tory were most conflicting and confus-
ing in character.

The most substantial report was that
the Japanese had attempted to bottle
Admiral Stark’s fleet at Port Arthur,
by sinking two stone laden vessels at
the entrance of the harbor, employing
the tacties, which were considered, but
not executed by the late Admiral
Sampson of the U. S. Navy, with the
Merrimac at Santiago, during the
Spanish-American war,

London, Feb. 25, 4 a. m.—The report.
ed Japanese attack on Port Arhmr,
yesterday, is confirmed from several
sources, most of the accounts concurr-
ing in stating that the Japs were re-
pulsed with the loss of * certain small
vessels.

There is at present no version from
the Japanese side, but from the Rus-
sian despatches and those furnished by
special correspondents, it is apparent
that Admiral Togo tried to repeat on
a larger scale, the feat performed by
.Lieut. Hobson at Santiago.

With a view to sealing up the har-
bor and bottling the Russian vessels
within, he sent some small steamers
laden with explosives and escorted by
torpedo boats. What happened is not
vet accurately known. His object may
have been attained, notwithstanding
hiz alleged repulse, for it is confident-
ly stated that the vessels were sunk
and apparently near the mouth of the
harbor.

A DARING EXPLOIT.

All the known circumstances of
position of Port Arthur point to the
extreme daring of the attempt, from
which it is easily possible that none of
the hardy adventurers returned.

The Harbin correspondent of the
Chronicle, confirming the reports of the
attack on Port Arthur, says that the
affair was an attempt to repeat the
feat of Lieut. Hobson in sinking the
collier Merrimac at the entrance to the
Bay of Santiago. He says that the
Russian cruiser Retvizan, which has re-
mained on the rocks ever since she was
disabled in the first Japanese attack,
fired on the aggressors and sank all of
them at a distance from the channel.

Tokio, Feb. 27.—The official report
of the attempt made last Tuesday night
to block the entrance of the harbor
of Port Arthur, reached Tokio last
night. The report was written by
Vice-Admiral Kamimurs, Division Com-
mander under Admiral Togo.

The report recites that at a certain
point near Port Arthur, Tuesday even-
ing, a number of merchant steamers,
escorted tby a torpedo Btilla, were dis-
patched for the purpose of closing the
entrance to the harbor.

The torpedo flotilla rejoined the fleet
at 10 a.m., Wednesday, at a rendez-
vous previously agreed upon, and re-
ported that the steamer Hokoku Maru
had been sunk at the foot of the light-
house on the left side of the entrance.

The Bushin Maru was sunk outside
beyond the Kokoku Maru. The Ten-
shin Maru, the Buoy Maru and Jinsen
Maru, were sunk at the foot of Laot-
che-Hill, almost side by side.

All the above mentioned steamers
were sunk by their own crews, who
were all rescued. The torpedo flotilla
was unharmed.

The torpedo flotilla also reported
that it discovered the Russian cruisers
Bayan and Govik, together with a few
destroyers, in the inner harbor.

After the flotilla rejoined the main
fleet it advanced slowly on Port Ar-
thur where the Russian cruisers Bayan,
Askold and Novik were slowly moving
about the outer harbor under cover of
thé batteries. A bombardment began
at long range, and at 11.45 a.m.all
the ships and batteries were responding
vigorously, Shortly after noon the
Novik retreated into the inner harbor.
The Askold and Bayan quickly follow-
ing demonstrated that the sinking of
the steamers had not blocked the en-
trance of the harbor.

A bombardment of the inner harbor
was then ordered, and for 15 minutes
all the heavy guns of the Japanese
were unable to determine the effect of
the bombardment, but saw huge col-
umns of smoke arising from time to
time. In the meantime the Japancse
cruiser squadron discovered the two
Russian torpedo destroyers at the foot
of Laotiche Hill, and gave chase. One
of the destroyers escaped but the other
was pursued into Pigeon Bay, where it
was sunk,

Vice-Admiral Kamimurs reports that
the Japanese fleet sustained no dam-
ace and did not lose a man.

Through the mass
of conflicting reports it may be seen
that Japan’s predominance on theé
water is assured. That she will also
have a firm footing in Corea and
along the Manchurian frontier before
Russia will be in a position to suc-
cessiully n[)pu:\‘e her, seems no less
certain. There is little likelihood-of
a decisive land battle for at least
two months yet. Some skirmishes
between the outposts may oceur, or
such garrisons as that at Port Ar-
thur may be forced to defend them-
selves by land as well as by sea, but
land operations on a large scale by
Russia at least must be deferred for
gome weeks yet In the meantime
cables of every trifling movement of
the fleets or armies are being magni-
fied into lengthy articles with scare
headlines to satisfy the public desire
for ¢ war news” and to fill up space

—Two facts were clearly demon-
strated by Sunday morning’s fire—
first, that the Town Couneil per-
formed a wise and judicious act in
providing the town with an efficient
fire alarm service: second, that the
town should make a further expendi-
ture and provide their firemen with
such clothing as will, as far as pos-
sible, protect them from the di com-
fort and danger to wkich they are
exposed in fighting a fire under such
conditions as those existing Sunday
morning.

The working of the electric fire
alarm on the above occasion conelu-
sively showed that it was all that
was necessary to bring the firemen
on the scene, while the fact that the
citizens in general were not alarmed
was greatly to their advantage, as
they were abie to perform their
work unimpeded by the gathering of
such crowds as are usual when a
noisy public alarm of fire is given.
The fire was succegsfully fought and
quenched by these men while the
majority of tlie citizens slept, uncon-
scious of the fact that the fire fiend
was at-work in the town. For this
reason the town should De more
than willing to provide every pos-
sible means of minimizing the dan-
gers and protecting the health of
those who are acting as the town's
protectors. Such rubber clothing
and helmets as will centribute to
this end shiould be provided for the
fire department at the earliest pos-

adate. The town owes it to our
nudid of firemen, aud it
should not be Mglected.
letter of Mr. L. D. Shafner in
this issue raises the question of a
paid fire department instead of the
present volunteer force of firemen.
While we agree with the writer that
the work of the latter, on the ceca-
sioh in guesti entitles them to a
much reward than they
would in any case be likely to re-
(‘ti.\", we are in doubt as to whether
the introduction of a paid fire de-
pariment would be desirabie for this
or any town of like size and popula-
tion. Such a department would, in
the first piace, be likely to be on too
small a scale to be of much real ser-
vice, and in case of a serious fire
would have to be asgisted by an ad-
ditional volunteer force. A-large
additional expenditure would be en-
tailed without making the protection
more efficient. Again, should it be
considered best to pay the firemen
for duties performed, the question of
- how, or by whom, they should be
paid is a question requiring little
argument to settlee The danger
from fire in a town is & danger com-
mon to all. One citizen may suifer
on one occasion, and his neighbor on
another. It would certainly be a
hard proposition if the victim of a
fire, along with his other losses, was
called upon to pay the firemen for
periorming their duties. Even should
they fail to save.his property. they
wonld be eatitled to their pay, and
if the individual was responsible in
one case, he would seem to be in an-
;other. Communal interests and in-
corporation are words without a
meaning if an expense of this sort is
to be thrown back upon the single
unfortunate victim. We believe that
the volunteer fire departmentforsuch
a town as Bridgetown is best. "I
we were threatened with a violent
scourge of fire the men who would
comprise it would be in the thick of
the fray without thought of recom-
pense or reward. They are the men
best qualified in every way to per-
form the work. There are none so
careless but that they can recognize
the disinterested effort amounting
almost to heroism that is necessary
for men to leave their beds on such a
morning as last Sunday morning
wasg, to work in smoke, and dirt,
and water; hut it is a question if it
beeame a matter of paying a paltry
dollar or'two, if we would then get
the serviees of such men. The town,
however, should see that they are
provided with a uniform such as will
protect them from the heat of the fire
aund the severity of the weather.

Graves’ Vinegar Factory Badly Dam-
aged by Fire.

At four o’clock Sunday morning, with
the thermometer more than twenty de-
grees below zero, the recently installed
fire alarm called the Bridgetown firemen
from their beds to fight a blaze that
had started in M. W, Graves’ vinegax
factory on the Bay Road near ite
junction with Granville Street,

The alarm was rung in from the resi-
dence of R. A, Crowe, and in less than
half an hour the firemen had the water
playing on the flame, notwithstanding
the fact that the nearest hydrant was
some distance away and the hose had
to be taken through the deep. snow,
across lots, in order to reach the scene
of the fire.

The night was calm, but intensely
cold, and the water froze almost be-
fore it foll. The firemen weore msoom
sheathed in ice, and their clothes were
as stiff as suits of armour. They had
the satisfaction, however, of secing the
flames rapidly sink before their efforts
and the conflagration practically stop-
ed at where it was when they reached
it.

The front of the main building was
completely destroyed, together with the
generators and tanks, vats and casks
of cider and vinegar stored there. The
rcar end of the main building with
the adjoining engine room are soarcely
damaged. The foundations are also
intact, the fire being mainly«n the up-
per storey.

The alarm was given by Mr. Marge-
son, a native of Waterville, Kings Co.,
who was in charge of the generators,
and who was spending the night in
the factory, accompanied by Tom Pig-
gott, a young boy of the town. After
replenighing the stoves that heated the
generators, at about “twelve o’clock,
thiy went to sleep, They wero awak-
ened by the fumes of smoke which
were so thick they had difficulty in
getting out of the building. In his
efforts to do so, Mr. Margeson fell
down the narrow stairway, susteining
a bad shaking up. He, however, found
his way to the house of ex-Mayor
Shafner and succeeded in rousing the
inmates, who directed him to Mr. R.
A. Crowe’s, where the necarest fire
alarm was situated. Here the alarm
was rung in with the result already
described.  Besides the injuries
tained in his fall down the stairs of
the burning building, Mr. Margeson
had both of his ears badly frozen and
has since been completely prostrated
from the injuries and exposure.

The firemen remained at the building
till the last spark was extinguished,
and the ruined front looked like an ice-
berg. ‘During the trying three hours
spent in their wet and frozen garments
they were greatly sustained by hot
coffee prepared for them by Mrs. L. D,
Shafner.

The loss to Mr. Graves is a heavy
one, though by no means disastrous,
the greater part of his vinegar stock
being stored in tanks separatéd from
the main building. His steam engine
and cider press are also uninjured. The
loss, which is estimated by Mr. Graves
at §2000.C0, is parfly covered by an
insurance of 3000. Operations in the
manufacture of vinegar will, however,
be delayed for a couple of weeks, while
the necessery repairs are being effected,

The frees from which these apples

were picked, were planted in 1887. The !
first ten years aiter setting a hoed crop |

was raised yearly. Since that time
some kind of a clover crop has been
sown, allowing it to decay and hold
the leaves as they fall from the trees
until plowed. This orchard has been
plowed both spring and fall, every year
since planted, back furrowing in the
fall and turning away from the trees
in the spring. Just as soon as the
land is fit to work, in April if possi-
ble, commence harrowing at once, and
continue to do so every week until the
first of July, then sow to either clover
or buckwheet.

Stable manure is the only fertilizer
used in this orchard, at the rate of
about fifteen loads to the acre.

The drainage is natural, there being
enough descent to carry  qway the sur-
face water.

I commenced to prune the trees when
set, and have watched them carcfully,
taking off when small any limbs that
were liable to an injury. If necessary
to remove a large limb, I used a sharp
saw and painted over the wound. This
is done in Mareh or the first of April.

I sprayed these trees last Spring for
the first time, using a Spramoter pump.
The first spraying was about tne fifth
of May with the Bordeau mixture. The
mixture consists of four lbs. of blue
stone, four lbs. of lime and one lb. of
Paris Green to forty gallons of water;
this was for the bud moth.

Second spraying about two weeks
later or just before the blossom buds
open, using the Bordeau mixture with
one-third of a_pound of Paris Green to
a cask of water.

Third spraying from two to three
weeks later or about a week after the
blossoms fall, using the same mixture
as for the second spraying. This is
for the Coddling Moth and Black Spot.
Spraying can be continued, but it was
not necessary this year. The result
has been very satisfactory, the fruit
being the finest that I have ever raised.

My method of gathering is to take
barrels, baskets, table and ladders in-
to the orchard, pick and empty care-
fully on table, take out bottom end of
barrel’ place paper on head end, sclect
not the largest, but apples of uniform
gize, smooth and well colored, cut the
covering the head in this way I lay a
second tier in the same manner, and
after this the apples are carefully turn-
ed into the barrel, giving it a slight
stem and place them face down. After
shake two or three times while filling.
When full a cushion head and screw

press is used, After nailing and sten-
siling they are ready for any market.

Wood Ashes on the Farm.

An average sample of unleached wood
ashes contains about 7 per cent. of
potash and 2 per cent. of phosphoric
.acid, which at current retail prices of
these plant foods makes average wood
ashes worth about 45 cents per hun-
dred pounds, or $9.00 a ton. Besides
the actual fertilizing value by reason
| of the potash and phosphoric acid con-
taincd in the ashes, there is some
value to ashes simply from the power
! which potash has to make the nitro-
gen of the soil available for plants of
its chemical action on the organic
matter and humus of the soil The
potash:‘in ashes exists in a readily
soluble form, and is thus immediate-
ly available for plant food. Ashes also
contain a little magnesia and consider-
able amount of carbonate of lime,
which is of some importance because
of its effect in improving the texture
of heavy soils. The farmer can better
afford to pay $8 or $10 a ton for good
wood ashes than the usual rates for
almost any potash fertilizer.

Leached ashes have rarely more than
one per cent. of potash and one and a
half per cent. phosphoric acid, which
wi.l make them worth about §3 or $4
per ton. Coal ashes are probably not
worth 50 cents per ton as a fertilizer,
but on heavy soils they may often be
be applied with profit just for their
loosing effect, and theyi are valuable as
a top dressing or mulch in fruit gar-
dens. Sifted coal ashes absorb liquids,
fix volatile ammonia and prevent offen-
sive odors and are valuable as absor-
bents under hen roosts or in stables,
Lecause potash liberates ammonia and
the quality of both the manure and
the ashes as fertilizers is deteriorated.

On average soils, fruits and vegetab-
les are benefited by liberal application
of wood ashes, and remarkable results
have been obtained by the use of ashes
on legume crops, especialfy clover and
alfalia. Ashes will not make so val-
uable a fertilizer for top dressing for
wheat as when used with the crops
mentioned.s If the soil is lacking in
the potash clement, a dressing of wood
ashes avill benefit almost any crop.
Most soils are well supplied with pot-
ash. In the Eastern and Middle States
it is more usual to apply ashes in orch-
ards, or upon onions or cabbage fields.

Ashes are best applied in the Spring,
separately or in connection with phos-
phate fertilizers as a top dressing. For
cultivated crops the ashes ghould be
spread broadcast after the land has
been harrowed ans made pratically
ready for the crop, and cultivated in
by light harrowing. There will tend
to be some waste to the soluble pot-
ash 1f the ashes are applied late in the
Fall or during the Winter, 1y surface
draining or leaching.

Canada have felt the necessity of a
National Association of Canadian
Stockmen which would convene at
least once a year and debate questions
of national importance in relation to
Canadian stock breeding and keeping.
In the United States an association of
this sort has been in existence for a
number of years and annual reports
are issued by it. Great influence has
been exercised by this Association, not
cnly in Congress, but in the legisla-
tures of the various States. In Can-
ada an Association of this rort does
not exist, nor was it possible until
the present time, but now through the
instrumentality of the Dominion Live
Stock Commissioner, strong and use-
ful live stock associations exist in each
provinee in confederation, and steps
are being taken to organize a National
Association.

’Cnled and Evaporated Goods Trade (

1908.

—

ARTICLE I.
The Canadian export trade in canned
and evaporated goods is a compara-

tively mew one, but it is steadily in-

creasing and promises to develop into
one of large volume in the ncar fu-
ture, says Mr. A, W. Grindley in his
annual report to the Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture, of which he
is one of the representatives in Great
Britain. The British merchants have
little or no idea of the assortment of
preserved meats, fish, fruits and vege-
tables which are packed by Canadian
firms.,

Great Britain has in the past bought
canned goods largely from France, Ger.
many and Italy, but owing to the
friendly fecling that has arisen be-
tween thé Mother Country and her col-
onies, Canadian firms may expect a
large increase in orders, providing
their goods give satisfaction as regards
quality and price. The leading Amer-
ican firms who export canned fruit]
vegetfibles, meats. and fish to Great
Britain, have more push than Cana-
dian firms. The Americans either have
representatives of their own in Great
Britain to push their goods, or if they
consign to British firms, to sell on
commission. They fix the price at
which their goods are to be sold, al-
lowing & good commission, but not al-
lowing prices to be cut in order to
effect sales, In addition to this they
enclose handsome embossed cards in
each case of goods, upon which is
plainly marked the retail price in Eng-
lish money. The goods themselves
have attractive labels, making a nice
window ornament, and the embossed
card with reasonable price in plain fig-
ures attracts customers, and sales are
made where Canadian goods of equal
good quality, but not having such an
attractive label, and having no fixed
price, are ‘‘sidetracked.”

It has been found that large quanti-
ties of tinned and bottled peas, heans
and spinach, have been greened by a
treatment with salts of copper.  The
public have been warned against the
consumption of these goods, by lead-
ing medical and food journals, and it
only remains for Canadian packers to
show that they put up goods of as re-
liable quality as the British merchant
has been getting from other countries
(but which are entirely free from adul-
teration) in order to create a large de-
mand for Canadian brands,

CANNED AND BOTTLED PEAS.
The British consumer prefers a small-
er sized pea than is usually packed in
Canada.
The following grades are wanted:
Extra fine (size of mesh for grading)
7 millemeters.

Fine (size of mesh Bor grading)
millemeters.

Moyens (size of mesh for grading) 9
millemeters.

French peas are generally colored by
using six-tenths grain copper per
pound of peas,

A preference is shown for the French
style of tin for peas, the French tin
being taller and narrower in diameter
than the tin generally used in Canada.

A slight addition of sugar will im-
prove some varities of peas.

CANNED APPLES,

Canned apples in one gallon tins are
in good demand, but fault has been
found in Canadian goods on account
of some firms putting difficrent varieties
of apples in the same tin. Some var-
ieties cook much faster than others.
Another complaint is that some pack-
ers apparently use “cull fruit,” and
have not sufficient fruit in the tins,
the goods being turned “sloppy.”

Only the best grades should be ex-
ported if we wish to hold, or increase
our trade with Great Britain, as there
is keen competition from all parts of
the world for the British markets. The
United States, France, Germany, Italy,
the Australian Commonwealth, and
New Zealand, are shipping heavy lines
of canned goods. During cool seasons
like the past two, only the best grades
are in demand. - It is during hot
weather, when cooking becomes a bur-
den, that people turn to canned goods.

GOODS PRESERVED IN GLASS.

Great care should be taken with goods
packed in glass that all roughness is
ground off the necks of bottles before
they are filled, as pieces of glass have
been found in the contents, and a pre-
