at Truro from the use of ground
limestone. Turnips had been
grown continuously for many years
on the same field and club root had
become very prevalent.
ago, in the Spring of 1917, ground
limestone at the rate of 4 tons to
the acre were applied, with the
result that the disease was this year
well controlled. Experiments with
burnt lime have proven it to be
equally effective.

As corroborative evidence the
experience of a vegetable grower
near Truro may be ‘citied. His
turnip plot was very badly in-
fested, almost completely destroy-
ed, indeed, by club root. As” ad-
jacent plot was this year planted to
cabbage, which is equally affected
by this foe, and a quantity of
burnt lime applied as each plant
was set. The cabbage shows mo
sign of club root, with the except-
ion of a few plants which show
infection some five inches below
the sur.ace, where the lime did not
reach. A row of cabbage alongside
these on which no lime was applied,
is badly infested.

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“I Hope

Every City and
District Will Win
My Flag”

When Edward, Prince of Wales—eager, bright
eyed, smiling and sincere—arrived in Canada in
August, and when he voiced his great admiration of
the wonderful achievements of Canadians, on the
fields of battle and at home, once again we were
thrilled with joyous pride.

He asked concerning Canada’s reconstruction pro-
gramme, and when he was told of the Victory Loan
1919, he graciously consented to the use of his Coat
of Arms on a flag, which is to be the prize of honour
for districts achieving their quota in the loan.

In dedicating “The Prince’s Flag” at Ottawa on
Labor Day, His Royal Highness said in part:—

“It is a great joy to me to be associated with the
loan, which is the bridge between war and peace, and
which is finishing off the job.”

“I hope every city and district will win my flag.”

Striking, and beautiful in design, this flag will form
not only an unique memento of Victory Year, but a
lasting and outstanding souvenir of the visit of His
Royal Highness—a visit which will remain as one of
the most memorable events in Canada’s history.

The reproduction above shows the design of the
flag. The body is white, the edge red; in the upper
left hand corner is the Union Jack, and in the lower
right hand corner the Prince of Wales’ Coat of Arms,

The flag is made in two sizes, 4 feet 6 inches by
9 feet for small cities, towns and villages, and 7 feet
by 13 feet 6 inches for cities of over 10,000 population.

Canada has been divided into canvassing districts
by the Victory Loan Organization. Each city forms
one district. Other districts have been determined
according to population.

Each of these canvassing districts has been allotted
a certain amount in Victory Bonds to sell. To win
the Prince’s Flag, therefore, a district has to sell its
allotment. That is the one and simple condition.

Anticipating that many districts will buy far
beyond their allotment, the organization decided that
for each twenty-five per cent, excess of the quota one
Prince of Wales’ Crest be awarded. Thus the workers
in a district doubling its quota will be the proud win-
ners of four small crests for their Honour Flag. These
crests will be sewn to the flag. The Prince’s Crest—

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the three ostrich plumes—is shown at the top of the

coat of arms.

To every organization with fifty or more employees,
where seventy-five per cent. of the enrcllment invests
a total of ten percent. of the annual payrell in Victory
Bonds, a supplementary Prince of Wales Flag in
34 inches—will be

The allotment for each district has been carefully
considered, and is based on a conservative estimate

of the purchasing power of the district.

The stone crusher, which has a
capacity of 4,000 cubie yards, is well
worth a visit. The rocks from the
excavations are cast into a trough
opening into gigantic steel | jaws
which grind and munch, breaking
the largest pieces into smaller bits
that are carried away on a belt con-
veyor. A series of crushers reduce
the rocks to a form where they may
be utilized for building purposes and
stored for future use.

Fifty-five miles of railway, all elec-
trified, and tapping five trunk lines,
are. required in the construction
work on the development. On this
railway the commission has in opera-
tion more electric locomotives than
any railway system in Canada. At
present 2,000 men are employed on
the big job. These men are housed
and fed by the commission. A sur-
geon, an ambulance and a hospital
maintained by the commission are at
the disposal of tlie employces in case
of accident. The adoptign of the
newest safety devices has minimized
the danger of accident on the de-
velopment, and the commission has
devoted a great deal of time to safety
first pmpm’and.x in order to safe-
ru.u'd the men in its employ.
