Surplus of Harvesting Labor

A Winnipeg despatch to the St
John Sun says;-

According to reports re\ceived here,
a very unusual number of harvesters
have been unable to secure work and
although conditions may improve
slightly, as the late grain besomes
ready for cutting, it appears that al-
ready there is a surplus of harvesting
labor in the country beyond all poss-
ible requirements with the inward
flow not yet checked.

It is hardly fair to blame the rail-
way companies entirely, for the con-
ditions have been peculiar. At the
time the first estimates of labor need-
ed were sent out on which excursions
were based there were good prospects
of very big crops, with a possible
total of wheat average of nearer
thirty than twenty bushels.

Uuexpected drought coupled with
unusually early frosts have cut down
the wheat average to nearer fifteen
than twenty bushels, and has eut
th2 oat crop in half. At the same
time these conditions have resulted

| in the crop Leing very easy to har-

vest, with unusually short straw.
Added to this the desire on the part
of farmers to cut down the harvest
expenses to a minimum, and suffi-
cent reasons are present for wiae
margin between original estimates
andactual requirements in the har-

All this
has been brought about almost whol-
ly by the development of the tourist
business, ‘‘tourist trade’’ the Maine
people call it.

The amount of money brought into
the Pine Tree State by the tourist
business three decades ago it isstat-
ed would not approximate $250,000 a
year. The statistical bureau of the
Boston and Maine Railway (this
road handles the lion’s share of the
travel to and fro) estimates that
during the last few years the tourist
business in Maine has amounted to
about $20,000,000 annually. The Port-

The Parents’ Problem

Boys are a problem. Many parents
bave admitted it, in irritation, grief.
despair or utter bewilderment, ac-
cording to their variovs natures.
There is a certain age which the term
‘hobYledehoy’ seems to express better
than any other, at which boys are in
everytody's way, including their own.
G. Stanley Hall, who writes about it
in_ the August number of ‘Appleton’s
Magazine,” calls it the ‘awkward
age.” Nor is mere awkwardness the
worst of it, in many cases.

‘In the last few years,” he says, ‘I
have received several hundred letters
from parents and friends who do not
understand how tardy the develop-
ment of the ethical nature js prone

to be in boys: The burden of these is
‘My '‘boy is well-grown, is a good stu-
dent in school, is healthful, but is an,
incorrigible liar.” Or ‘My boy, au!
right otherwise, is very o'.:stinute.’f
or ‘very profane,” or ‘loathes school |
and is a chronic runaway.”’ The bar—‘
ents or relatives are at their \vits'i
end, ready for almost any desperate|
remedy.’

Dr. Hall holds that oné trouble with
the American boy is that he has beén |
left too much to the women. The
‘hoodlum- age’ he says, is the time
when the mother should turn the bov
over ‘to his father. Fathers, however I
seem painfully inclined to shirk their
responsibilities in this respect, and
as a consejuence America is full of
‘young cubs,” half-orphaned, and left!
to female guidance in school, homei
and church. It may seem a slight
thing that city gangs defy the
police, or commit petty depredations
break into a store to steal fruit or
cigarettes, = collect pistols, half of
th:m toy omes, in cellars, sheds, or
other lairs; plan petty rogueries in
dark alleys, scare or insult school
girlé, play tricks on passersby, swag-
ger and bully each other; but these
are nurseries where the criminals of
the future are being reared.’

Yet no one, according to 'Dr. Hall.
is more easily influenced than a
young boy, if one goes at it :in an
understanding way. ‘To the right in-
fluence he yields himself almost with
abandon.” But how is the father to
supply this influence—how is he to
deal with this strange, young, puz-
zling, restiess bunch of energy.
shooting all at once out of childhood
into manhood?

To establish a level of confidence—
that is the secret. The boy, lately
quite indifferent to the affairs of
grown-ups, begins to be interested in
the world in which men live. He be-
gins to reach up to man’'s estate.
Powers stir in him which he compre-
hends dimly or not at all, but which
make him very cu!'ious. This is the
time when he needs ‘moral father-
htgod.’ Intimate talks with his father
in which the man not talking down
to the boy, not talking for effect,
not indulging in reserves—which the
young are quick to detect—shall share
with the boy the lessons he has
learned in the school of life. These
are what boys crave and need. ‘It is
not enough,’ says Dr. Hall, ‘to in-
duct the boy betimes into .the
father’s business methods.’ Little by
little the father should share with
his son his views on men and morals
politics, religion, ways of spending
time. and money, civic duties, how to
keep well—and not only that, but al-
so his thoughts and experiences con-
cerning women, marriage and pareat-
hood. He should be told his father’'s
errors and mistakes and the heredity,
he has to grapple with. = Talks like
these, says Dr. Hall, more than any-
thing else, stimulate and flatter
boy and waké him up to think ani
do his best. I

SUCCESSFUL SKIN-GRAFTING

(8t. John Star.)

One of the most remarkable cases
of surgery has been performed at the
general public hospital.

On June 2nd, T. Bugene McAuliffe,
the boy actor and son of the well-
known comedian, Jere McAuliffe, was
thrown from the Pacific express at
the I. C. R. depot, and so bad were
the injuries that it was found neces-
sary to. amputate the left limb well
up in the hip, and it was thought
almost impossible for the bo¥ to sur-
vive. However, ‘‘Gene’’ is a boy with
an iron nerve, and told the nurse in
one of his most critical moments
that “I'm as good as ten dead men

yet.”” The little fellow has undoubt- |

edly assisted greatly towards the
success of his case by his gameness.
The case has been given special at-
tention by Dr. White, and as each
day comes the young patient steadily
improves. '~ In s) g of the ' case
Mr, McAuliffe said that
but the excellent attention
at the hospital and the work of the
dopctors . had robbed death of a viec-
; After the limb was amputated
was mnot enough skin left to

_cover the immense wound, and it has

been found mnecessary to graft skin on
1_:he wound so as to close'it up. When
informed that some persons would be
needed as volunteers to supply the
necessary, skin, ' Mr. McAulifle said
that about a dozen friends of the\boy
gladly offered their services. One day
last week John Taylor went to the
hospital to offer a piece of his leg
for the grafting. Mr. Taylor will be
Temembered 'as one-of the young box-
ers of a few years ago, /but during
the past year or two has been in the
theatrical line. At the hospital a
piece of skin about three inches by
one and one-half was removed from

_ the calf of Mr. Taylor’s leg.and

en
placed on the wound. This grafzng
process has proved a success, and
the skin is growing where it was
placed.

It has been found: in the United
States that the skin from the stom-
ach of a young pig proves better for
grafting than that taken from a hu-
man being, and it is to be given a
test on the boy at the general public
hospital. Mr. McAuliffethas secured a
very young pig, and;it will soon be
toned up to a. fit condition to be re-
lieved of some of its skin for the
benefit of making a final cure of the
boy’s wound. It is said that the piz
skin not only takes better, but
makes a tougher and stronger stump
than the skin from a'person’s leg.

“mother say, ‘T have been looking all

the morning for a piece of cloth to
patch Helen’s dress. I am sure there
were some pieces of it left?’ It saves
time to have a sewing room Or closet
devoted to all the odds and ends of

' sewing, but if that is not possible we

may at least have a wide shelf in
ome, and numberless bags. In one bag
may go the rolls of good pieces left
from dresses and Wwaists. This can be
looked over twice a year, and as the
original garment is worn out or cast
aside, the pieces can be given to
come child or the rag bag, since the
day of piece work is very nearly
past.

Cast-off garments sbould be washed
and breadths that may be of future
service rolled together, and the rest
put in the rag bag. It is 'much easier
to get rid of useléss things as soon
as possible—it saves extra dust and
sometimes moths.
