Which of these will be adopted depends
upon the vigor and enterprisc of the
promoters. The former involves the
building of a railway 170 miles in length
connecting Lake Michigan, from Michigan
City, with Lake Erie at Toledo, the
deepening of thie Welland Cana) to admit
of the passnge of vessels of 25 feel
draught, or the building of another 50
miles of railway conmecting Lake Erie
with Lake Ontario from Buftalo. The
latter necessitates only a 70 mile stretch
of railway from Collingwood on the
Georgian Bay to Toronto. Of course the
Lachine and other St. Lawrence canals
would have to be greatly enlarged in
order to make cither project n success.
Should the 2Iichigan route be adopted it
is not at all probable that the Ottawa
Govermment would be greatly disposed to
expend a vast amount of mouey on these
canals for the almost exclusive benefit of
the United States.

All three were perfectly enthusiastic I
also saw Mr L. E. Cooley, President of
the Western Assurauce Company  of
England, and until recently in entire
charge of the Chicago sownge and water-
way project, on which work is to bhe
commenced as soon as spring opens, and
towards which Chicago alone contributes
$10,000,000, and Mr. J. L. Carthnol},

who has been making surveys of the
different proposed routes to the sea
Both are satisfied with the feasibility of
the project, and are also enthusiastic.”

IT ALL DEPENDS.

““Which route will probably be
adopted 1”

“That rests alimost entirely with the
business men of this city. If there is
sufficient enterprise to be found here to
push forward the Georgian Bay scheme
at once that is the route which will be
adopted. By improving the water-ways
of the St. Lawrence and this railway,
Chicago would not only be made a sea-
port, but would be five hundred miles
nearer the Liverpool market.

MORE ELOQUENT THAN WORDS.

CANADA’S GROWING PRE-EMINENCE IN THE
WORLD’S COMMERCE.

Somcbody once said there was no
poetry in figures. Another cqually
veracious sceptic also affirmed that there
was about as much fun to be derived
from the dry bones of finance as there
was in flozging a dead horse,

Both these oracles are wrong there are
figures and figures.

Here is a little story in finance that
speaks with an eloquence that appeals to
the heart of cvery loyal and patriotic
Canadian. Despite the frenzied screech-
ings of fiscal Jugglers and political
pedants Canada’s commersial record is a
thing to be proud of. And facts speak
louder than words. Here arc the facts
gathered from the statistical returns for
the ofticial year ending June last just
placed in the hands of the customs.

NIPORTS AXD EXPORTS.

The imports for last year reached the
surprising total of $121,858 241, of
which §§6,233,633 was on dutiable and
35,599,608 on free goods. This total
compares with $115,224,931 in the
preceeding  yoar,” or an  increase of

The total entered for
consumption this year amounted to
112,765,584, or an incrense of
83,092,137 over 1889, while the duty
collected totalled $24,014,908, or an
increase on the yerr of $250,385.

The exports during the same period
amounted to $96,749,149, of which sum
$85,257,586 represented the produce of
Canada. The exports for 1889 were
$89,189,167, showing an increazc for the
current year of no less than $7,559,982.

BEATS ALL EECORDS.

The. great total of Canada’s trade
imports and exports for the past year
represents a sum of $218,607,390, which
is by far the highest figure ever reached
in its history, and exceeds the total
business of the next highest year (1889)
by $14,193,292.

Great Britain is Canada’s biggest
custoiner, having absorbed last year a
total of $48,353,694 in exports and
43,890,241 in imports. The United
States comes next with $10,522,810 in
exports, end $52,291,973 in imports.
And then follow the West Indies, New-
foundland, South America, Germany,
France, Austrelin and other countries
in the order named.—Zelegram, Nov.

BUILDING PERMITS FOR 1890.
