It was a new thing to
have foreigners live on the premises, and
they were a lîttie afraid ; s0 to malie every-
tlting safe, they pasted a kitchen god up)
on the waIl over the rangre. 1 do not
know whether it liked the foreigtî incense
of beefsteak and cofrec or not.

Somctitnes Chinese New Year contes o-î
Snday, and thon wve waik to ChingSing
Tong to church ; and it scorn very strange,
but very 1 leamnft sd Chrietian-like, to sec
the shope and stores ail shut Up. We
ieîet people going to mnake titeir calis, and

we see a fewv peauiut-stande, and groups of
people-sometinues little children-. busy
garnbing near the doors of thieir houses.
New Year's would miot be New Yeare in
China without gamnbling. Especially dur.
