THE OCTAVE OF CORUS DOMINI.

On Thursday ev'ening, the lOth, the procession
for the Octave ef Corpus Domini did net, as usual

0f ail the filnctions, tlîîs is
pcrhaps (lie most solermly beautiftil ; being the ou-
ly ond of this scale and spleî:dour that takes place
îvîthîit St. l>ter*s at a late heuir, th i tial charac-
ter (if gorgeotistiss iu the celebrations nt tui
Temple as subdiued by the graduta! dcepeiu é, and
giving fille rediot to the rich details of the wv1îcle.
The illumination of the Papal. altar, superb as it is,
only receives effect froin, wvitlout dispclling the
dimness of the vast sanctuary; its light throîvs a
mystorious aspect over the group of rielîly vested
Ecclesiastics, or sparkles on sword and battie axe or
brazen holmet aniong thc cro\vcl.ed ranks of -tiiard:,
adding something of chivalrous peuip te tnscene.
After seme time passed in adoration ivita music aîîd
chatinting, the procession begins te forrn, first in
the knave, thon at the altar Iooking up the brond
isle, tic scene is singularly beaittiftil, thce iv'lîole
Iength of pavement betîveen the long files of mili-
tary appearing coîîvertcd iet a greensward se Ihick-
ly is it strewvn ivitux laurel and myrtle beaves.-
Huindreds of liglits gradutally start from tihe sha-
dowvy perspective, as oite by one the oeuf raternities
caci with its colossial cross formed and paituted tri
look hike the gnarled trunk of a trce, the crucifix
ivith a silki arching canopy, the imumenîse banner
%wituî a pictture of some Saint and otiier symbols,
detach themselves fromn the lateral gronips, and file
iute tlie centre Of the navc. A graceful feature in
Vie procession is the baud of the orpîxan girls, wvho
; ave ruccivcd dovries from a charitable institution
and noîv (almest the enly occasion wvhen females

teok part in the pageants of religion) are allowcd
to walk veiled and each bearing a torchi, iii thîe pro-
cessioni-soerctliing uncarthly look ing is there
linj this long ve'Ied and white rebed train,
las it slowly passes froni the altar, iute thec dis-
tance.

Th'le Cardinal Arclipriest, ini white vestuients,
bears the liest under an ample catiopy, and Bis
l-lolintess, îveariug the scarlet mozetta, folloîvs i--
niediately aiter, succeeded by t.he rest of the sacred
cellege ail iu scarlet. After making the circuit the
procession rcturus te the high aitar, Ulic host is
piaced aloft ainid the blaze of liglit, and after more
chautiig and prayer the benediction is given by
the Cardinal, whilst his lioliness lineels before the
steps, and during this rite the mest Sof cxqttsitcly
solenin notes ascend from the organ, perfectly in
accord with ,the aîvfulness of the moment.-
Amongst the creîvds oii snch occasion may be scen
the rudest and nost poorly clad, beside the higliest
and in . ose proximity te ail the splendeur of fine-
ticuaries. The conduct of the people is reverential,
iu spite of their eagerness te sec the ceremonies,-
