Mrs. Henry Ward Beecher died on
March 8th.

The fifty-fifth Congress of the United
States assembled at Washington oa
March 15th.

Daminion Parliament opened on Mar.
25th with the usual blow of trumpets and
blazs of cannons.

The gold output from Nova Scotia mines
for 1896 is placed at half a million and
confidence is expressed that the yield for
1897 will be twico that amount.

Things are not as pacificin South Africa
as could be desired. President Kruger
of the Transvaxl encouraged by that
buuwiptious youth, the Kaiser, seemsin-
disposed to keep faith with Great Britain.
British supremacy in South Africa is,
however, too important a pointof the na-
tion's foreign policy to be lightly relin-
quished and unless the big Bo¢t mends
his ways he will find somebody after him
that will shake his littie republic worse
than the Jamieson raiders.

Canada now onjoys the questionable
distinction of being the only country ex-
capt Rowan Catholic Spain which has a
representative of tho Holy Ro:nan Empire
at court. It was acknowledged on the
floors of tho IIouse of Comnnons at Of-
tawa on March 30th that the Holy Father's
preferonce to Canada was the direct re-
sult of & written sappeal borne to Rome
by Canada’s Solicitor-General and signed
by five Cabinet Ministers, including the
Pro:mier, and 45 Senators and Common-
ers.  If we must acknowledge Canadians
are incompetent to govern their owm
country, could not a wiser choicobe mado
thanofone whoso assistance was three
centuries ago  rejected by tho mother
country at tho battie’s point?

Another scene of the Prokibition Farce
has been enacted. With full constitution-
al powers to legislate thereon, and the
fresh memory of a provincial plebiscite in
which the peopladeclared overwhelning
ly their wishes in the matter, our legisla-
tors have shut the legislative doors and
gone howne to ask what their constituen-
cies want them to do. It is to be hoped
that the temperance people will so em-
phasize their point this time that there
will be no doubt as to their meaning..

For those who decline tobelieve that
we have a Rowe .uuzzled press we com
mend the carefulreading of Rev. Wm. E.
Hall's lettar in the Messenger and Visitor
of March 3rd in which he tells of the re-
fusal of the Chronicle, Echo, Ilerald and
Mail to publish an noffensive account of
Dr. Fulton’s Sunday evening service in
tho Tabernacle church, while each of the
above-named papersopenedtheir colwnns
to criticisms adverse to the Rev. Dr. The
Recorder alone had sufficient independ:
ence to give space to Mr. Hall's compo-
sition.

The famine and plague still continue
their work in India but the opinion seems
to prevail that the latter is rather on the
decline. The British government 1is un-
remitting in its heroic eflorts tosave its
Indian subjects and it is said that
the expenditure for this purpose has
reached a daily average of nearly $125,-
000. With this the eflort is being made
to keep alive forty millions who are en
tirely destitute and fifty iillions more
whoare in the earlier stages of the
fa:uine and must soon become wholly de-
pendent unless tho Lord sends the long
withheld rain.

Canrda’s contribution to the Indian
Famine Fund is nearing the $100,000
mark, over $50,000 of which has baeen
contributed through the Montreal Star
office alone. Never before in the history
of the country has any similar demand
called forth such & generous response.
Beyond bearing evidence to the general
philanthropy of our people th's is also re
garded as significant of the growing spirit
of imperislism. In other words Canrda
has extended the hand of help to India
largely because she recognized in hera
suffering sister to whom she is bound by
ties of common interest and in bonds of a
common Empire.

On the worning of March 12th John E.
Sullivan met the law’s demand for his
bloody night's work at Meadow Brook
Iast full. o went to his doom with

At any rate it
has destroyed all hope of anything like
the in mediate establishment of reciproeal
trade relativns between the two neighbors.
A Republican governmentat Washingl n
is notcalculated to help forward a Liberai
policy at Ottawa.

The Cretan question is still the ques-
tion of the hour in Europe. ‘The concert
of the powers has proven effective in at
least restrainingserioushostilities between
theinsurgents and the Moslews. Creto
and Greece are alike loud in their de-
manis that they be leftfree to effecta
union. The old martial spirit of the race
which has slumbered for centuries seems
once rore to have sprunginto life. In
Athens and other cities the statuesof
ancient heroes have been decorated, and
fervid oratcry of the Demosthenes type
haslifted listening multitudes to the
wildest heights of patriotic enthusiasm,
while the deeds of Salamis and Thermo.
pylae, Marathon and Leuctra have been
brought to their memories. The day for
which Lord Byron toiled and hoped seems
now to have dawned and the prophecy
of the hour 1s anindependent and united
Greece. Byron could no longer sing,
+ [is Greece, but living Greece no rore."
Indeed Greece is proving just at present
about aslively alittle fellow as the powers
have had to nurse forsome years. As for
the powers, with the popular sympathy of
Europo for Greece, the treaty pledges by
which they are bound to maintain the
integrity of the Ottoman Euipire and the
necessity of continuing concerted action
calculated to insure tho oft-threatened
peace of Europe, they occupy no easy
position. However desirable the inde-
peudence and autonomy of the entire
Hellenic race, the peace of Europe is too
greats prico to pay. ILet it bo hoped
that right and might may kiss each other
and thoe highest good be conserved.

“BEsprit de Corps.”

If there isone thing more than
another that marks the distinetion
between town and country it is
a lack of the spirit of unity among
the country people, a feelingamong
them that the only true benefit to
the country-side is that which ben-
efits each directly.

This scems to the writer to be a
wonderful trait in the character
of country people but it is never-
the-less true.  Their interestsseem
bounded by their line fences and
they do not, as do their town-bred
cousins, regard all matters pertain-
ing to the common weal as matters
of vital importance to themselves,
This lack of a feeling of common
interest at first glance secms to be
all the more wonderful in a people
noted for hospitality and kinduess
of heart.

If any local industry springs up
in a country section it is viewed
with distrust by the people round-
about. They look with distavor
upon the matter and predict the
speedy ruin of its proprictor. They
even advise those that inspect the
product with a view to purchasing
that they had better look into mat-
ters closely before investing as it
is generally supposed that the
quality of the product is not equal
to that of some foreign manufuc-
turer. Thisadvice toois given be-
fore it is proven correct and rather
from the habit of belittling any-
thing local than from any other
reason.

Now theresident of o town would
be likely to follow the reverse
method. He would take great pains
to expatinte upon the superiority
of the product of any local indus-
try over that of any similar pro-
duct manufactured any where clse
and wonld take time from his
business to go and introduce you
to the proprictorand endeavor to
axsisg hix brother townsmen in all
ways. He would regard any mea-
sure too that had for its object the
beautifying of the place, with the
sne interest that he would vegard
improvements in his own particu-
Iar residence.
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Probably the reason that there
isthix distinetion between the two
is,--the townspeople have always
worked more in groups, the divi-
sion of Jabor is more finely carvied
out among them and mankind in
this way is made more dependent
upon one another. They recognize
the fact that in orvder for them to
be traly suceessful theiv neighbors
mus also be successful, and the
more widely diffused is education
and all moral and industrial aids,
so mueh more is the peace and pros-
perity of themselves and  their
children assured.

The churches and other societies
of o city are real brotherhoods,
There is not @ person who presents
himself at the doors of either but
ix at once taken hold of and made
feel that he is welcome. He'is
made feel that there he has 2 home,
abright and inviting spot to which
he may always turn.

Int the country the reverse ix the
case. In o grent many instances
the farmer swworkszlone.  He raises
almost all that he nceds for the
supportof his family. Ie spends
odd moments in doing carpentry
and small jobs in the lines of the
varions trades. This makes him
self-reliant, engendering a spivit of
sturdy independence that all must
admire, hut in this very point lies
his danger; the danger of becoming
a man utterly devoid of public
spiritand engrossed wholly in his
0Wil pursuits,

Even in the churches and socie-
ties there does not scem to be the
same amount of brotherly feeling
that exhibits itself in these bodies
in the towns. In the first place
perhaps there is less need of an
cternalvigilanee, aconstant watch-
ing out to assist and protect one
another,as the temptations are not
su great in the country and nearly
vvery persontis well protected by
his property from the need of any
assistance on the failure of any
scheme or through sickuess. It
seems to me, however, that these
brotherhoods should Le more than
merely  comventionally so. We
need more and more to feel that
these cither mean something or

nothing; that when we pledge our-
selves, as we actually do in some
ases or inothers practically do so,
by becoming a member of any or-
der, that it is with the understand-
ing that we regard the other mem-
bhers as peculiarly our eare, should
there be any need of our exercising
such protection.  We too as meni-
bers of a community have a solemn
obligation resting upon us to bene-
fit one another, to further our
neighbor’s  interests in all ways
and to consider him in all matters
as having a claim on onr considera-
tion,—to love him as ourselves,

We find that the establishment
of Farmers’ Unions, Fruit Growers'
Associations, ete., in the larger
farming districts has done much to
cradicate this feeling of isolation,
and we find that wherever this is
the case we find & progressive and
intelligent class of people far in
advance pecuniarily as well as
otherwise of those who still hold
aloof, who still resist any attempt
at drawing them into closer rela-
tions with their fellow-citizens,

It certainly only needs that these
things should be mentioned to Le
remedied. We are thoughtlessly
pursuing a course that is deroga-
tory to our own true happiness;
for assuredly it is only when we
listen to the account of the suceess
of « neighbor with kindly interest,
~hen we hear praises of our vil-
lages and country settlements both
in regard to their institutions and
their beauty with a feeling of
pride to think that we contributed
toward the accomplishment of both
freely, that we arve actually living
up to our priviliges and getting all
out of this life that it wasintended
that we should. CITIZEX.

Why <hould not onr
churches carey out the letter of
She Iaw, and instead of asking
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money, provide storchouses and
ask that the tithe of the producee
of the field be placed therein, The
Jews wore an agricultural people
and <o ave we.

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A Plea for a Clean Ballot.

In view of thefact thatweare to
have a loeal general electionon the
20th of this present month the
writor feels that the season is op-
portune for giving expression to
his views on the mode of conduct-
ing tho present day political cam-
paigns carried on in  our country.

Without making allusion to any
particular party or class of men, I
wish to severely denounce the
practices now resorted to by those
people, or their friends, who may
be secking an honored position at
the hands of their countrymen.

It is to my mind proper thata
man first show honor and respect
to the position to which he aspires
by seeking to attain the longed for
prize by means which are fair and
legitimate and which will notafter-
wards cast a shadow of reproach
upon him.

To a man seeking an entrance to
political life to-day the question
first comes as tohow much he may
be worth or how much he islikely
to be able to put into thecampaign;
and let me say right here, if the
man referred to is found wanting
in this one important direction, all
his other qualities, such as ability,
honesty, and sobriety, count for
nothing and he is relegated to poli-
tical oblivion until such time ashe
may be able to come down with
his thousands. Now I ask you,
dear reader, is this not a most
lamentable state of affairs to exist
in a country pridiug itself on its
high state of civilization and the
remarkable intelligence of its peo-
ple? And againl asl. yont as to
whether this present mode of ask-
ing your would be law-maker to
become a law-breasker before he
can become the former and of cor-
rupting the morals of otherwise
honorable men, to say nothing of
the bad example set to the rising
generations to whom we are Jook-
ing with so much pride and hope,
doesit not throw a strong reproach
upon all those who become pa&
ticipants in such. i

1don’t think there are many who
doubt the existence of the state of
affairs depicted abcve and if it is
possible there may be any such be-
nighted citizen I feel sure that he
may readily become convinced™of
the truth of my statement without
much exertion or inquiry.

We are to-day livingina coun-
try unexcelled for its great natural
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resources and for its growing pres-
perity, in a country famous for its
sound government, for its broad
and valued institutions, and for
the rare intellect of its inhabitants
and yet in the face of all these
happy facts, we have to acknow-
ledge to the truth of there being
in the midst of it all, a living dis-
grace and repronch,

The shame and reproach come
simply from the fact that people
are so aver-zealous in secking their
own immediate and oft times eph-
emeral gain, that they overlook
the eternal welfareand aggrandize-
ment of their well beloved country
by selecting & clazs of men to gov-
ern it who are unqualified, save
in their possession of wealth, to
assume such a position of respon-
sibility. Were men, both young
andold, to turn their attention to
studying the requirements of our
country, for thepresent and future,
and to forming each his own opin-
ion of such, instead of accepting
second hand the jaundiced expres-
sions of some callous old machine
politician, I will venture to say
that offering & voter money for
such a well born opinion would be
one of the highest insults you
could offer an intelligent man. If
stich were the case you would hear
less of such remarks as “I will vote
for the man who will give me the
most money,” or “I don't care
which gets in so long as he pays
me for my votie,” or “Old Simkins
won't get in for he has not nearly
so much money as the other fel-
low.” Expressions such as the
above are too common to all of you
to need anything in the way of ex-
planation. Inregard tc “Old Sim-
kins,” let me say, that under exist-
ing circumstances, if he should be
blacker than a tar pot, internally
and externally, heart and skin, his
suceessis assured, providing he has
“lots of money.” Is this not suf-
ficient disgrace to be endured by
honest well-meaning men of the
present day to say nothing of
handing it down to the rising gea-
eration?

I was once rather shocked by
reading a headline in a newspaper
set in large type “Christ must rule
in politics before he can success-
fully rule the world.” I said to
myself, thislanguage is too strong,
such expressions as these are made
by some clergyman who is secking
notoricty, rather than the ad-
vancement of his churcl’s welfare.
However, since reading the above

mentioned head line, I have be-
come more and more imbued with
the idea that our friend who made
use of that expression in his sor-
mon had gained & greater know-
ledge of the truth than I wasat first
willing to believe. You may say,
“Oh!it is no great harm to sell
your vote if anyone is fool enough
to offer you five dollars for it;” but
I say there is harm and that it is
most decidedly wrong, for very
many reasons. IFirst there is one
of your country’s Inws, referring to
the use of corrupt means for in-
fluencing a man’s vote, and this
has to be broken. Then again the
man who has stooped to barter
away his say in his country’s af-
fairs fora consideratior plainly
shows the world that he has not
his country’s well being and best
interests at heart, or he could
never consent to endanger them by
selling his opinions in the above
manner. If this be the case that
man can no longer be looked upon
as an honest or good citizen. He
is a law-breaker and also a traitor
to his country's welfare. He has
become a party towhat may prove
to be the ruination of his own
country. Then again do not the
holy seriptures exhort you to be a
peaceful and lawabiding citizen?
If therefore a man is professing to
be guided by the teachings of his
God, he must bear in mind that he
is breaking God’s law when he
breaks his country’s law and that
in accepting a bribe for his vote
he is committing a double sin.
This is & subjeet on which I feel
too much cannot be said, in striv-
ing to show to the people whata
disgraceful thing it is to recognize
the use of money inconducting the
political affairs of our country. I
often think what an honor it would
be to be chosen asa candidate of
one's party by his political friends
and if elected without having re-
sorted to the use of any unlawful
means, to feel that one had been
chosen by a majority of the people
to be their representative and to
fill one of the highest positions .
which they have the ability to be-
stowupon their fellow-man,or even
to become a candidate and in the
face of defeat feel that you have
the confidence of your own party,
would be no slight mark of esteem,
If placed in the position of g candi-
date I would prefer a thousand
times over to accept an honorable
defeat at the hands of my oppon-
ent than to have the grim satisfac-



tion of knowing I had won my seat, not
on my own merits, but simply on account
of a greater outlay of money.

Con we expect men  to deal honestly
with us in administering the aflairs of our
country, when we have dealt dishonestly
with them by asking money at their
hands for the votes which gave them
their election? I say no, decidedly not.

Wo can never reasonably expect to see
our best and truest mea in the political
field, lending theiv eftorts to the greater
development of our resources until we
raise the tone of that field above its pre.
sent level.

You inay usk how this great revolution
is to bebrought about and I can as readi-
ly solve the problem by answering as
follows: First, select honest men to be
your candidates, then let esch candidate
pledge himself and his friends likewise,
to use no unfair or corrupt meauns, and
let them announce from every platforin
what their intention is, and I will guar-
antee that there will be an equal num-
ber on each side who will stay at howe
on this account aud therefore no one
man will be the loser. When this has
been carried into practice should your
opponent prove so baseas tobreak his
pledge Isay then unseat him as often 8s
he may seek ro-election.

Istitl further think that this disgrace.
ful way of conducting political campaigns
should be more bitterly denounced by
the clergy in goneral and  hecome a sub-
jact wortby of the fuller attention of all
well meaning preachers.

I trust noone will be so unkind as to
attribute to me any but the best motives
for my having turned my attention to this
very fmportant subject on the present
occasicn. I assure you I am actuated by
nthing save & sincere desire toseo o
burning evil wiped out from our midst.

What Keeps so Many of Our
Young Men out of the
Churches.

—

The question is frequently asked.
“\What keeps so tany of our young men
outside of the churches?”

The question is very pertinent and one
to which we should give our prayerful at.
tention, for it is a fact that among the
young men of almost every commmunity
there are some openly hostile to any-
thing Christian while a goad wany of the
rest occupy at best a neutral position in
regard to the great Christian work. This
leaves the task of bearing the standard of
Christ forward :.nd sustaining it in its es.
tablished position, to the middle aged
and the old.

Insecular miatters it is the young usual-
ly that “bear the burden and heat of the
day,” while the older devote their atten.
tion to the execcutive part of whatever
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work is in hand. ‘Their's it seoms to bo
to conncil and direct rathor than to ac-
tually put their shoulder to the wheol,

It seems to me that in the past the old-
er members of the churches have boen
the blanieable ones for this condition of
aflairs rather from the force of habit than
any other reason.

There were no young peoples’ meetings
of any kind except the Sunday Schools
and it has been fashionable to outgrow
the Sunday S:zhools with our kuicker-
bockers. ‘I'he weekly prayer meectings
were about the only evangelizing influ-
ence brought to bear upon the young
beswde the pastor’s sermon on the Sab-
bath. Neither of these seemed to reach
the youngmen. The former pethaps for
the reason there had been, pardonuie,
a tendency to the drone and the second
for the reason that the pastor preached
over their heads. The young too were
led to beliove that the power of God in
order to effect their salvation had to
manifest itself in so.ne wonderful manner
and after days of stiuggle and despon-
dency, of “wrestling with the Sparit,”
their “experience” was considered sufli
cient to warrant their admission to the
church. Atthe present time although
there seems to be nodisposition to hasten
matters the idea of conversion seems to
be, as one of the great evangelizers of the
world has said, a simple turning around,
a turning from darkness unto life.

A great many of the older Christians
too held to the idea thata wan to be
genuinely Christian must of necessity be
of solemn manner and given always to
talking of the means of salvationin a
direct way. At present the idea is more
and morein vogua that if any should bo
jovous and pleasant it should be the
Christian and though at proper times giv-
en to speaking directly of his soul’s salva-
tion, he should shaw it rather at all times
by the light of his countenance and the
power of living the Chrigt life. The pow-
er of example is always more potent than
that of precept in carrying conviction. es-
pecially to the young who are the keen-
est of all critics.

Mr. Crossley at one of his meetings in
Windsor stated tbat when he joined the
church he joined one in which there was
considerable drone and laving & good ear
for music he soon caught the tune und

deomed it & necessary adjunct of Chris .

tianity. 1Io toon howeverremoved to Ot-
tawa and thero joined a Young Men's
Christian Society and he soon found out
that he was the only one that droned and
it took him one year to unlearn the tune.

This seewms tome to be the strongest
of all arguments in favour of young peo-
ples’ meotings, culture clisses and other

advanced church work among the young.
It seems here again that “the children of
the world are wiser than the children of
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light.” ‘They may follow tho same old
trades their fathers did but they enhanco

their chances of success in life by using |

all the advanced methods and it seewms
to mo wo should hore takea leaf from
their book and althongh teachingthesame
old Gospel use advanced methods of
driving it home.

‘here is just enough of the spirit of
tho old Adam rife aimong us to hinder tho
Holy Ghost from successfully striving
with our young men. We are however,
working out of thismiry spot in our ways,
The establishment of Unions, Cnlture
classes, otc. has already done much in
bringing the young forward and raising
the tono of the older members and teach-
ing both that in the prayer meetings
every word spoken should be relevant
and every act both outside the church
and in it should point each word spoken.
‘The young too should be shown that there
is “a happiness that surpasseth” in the
serviee of Christ, And if from time to
time we feel it necessary to say in church
that we “#feel it a cross torise,” wo should
be careful tostate that we know that it is
wrong for usto be in a condition in which
it is a cross to speak for Christ and not
for a moment allow it to be supposed that
this sort of humility is correct in the fol-
lowers of Him whose command to his
disciples was:—“Be ye therefora priEfect."

The present year pro-
mises to reveal even more glorious
suceesses,  Five thousand conver-
sions are reported from the one
State of Michig:.n for the month of
Mareh alone. The accessions to
other evangelical churches in the
United States during the year now
closing  have been phenomenally
numerous,  These facts ave a deci-
sive answer at once to pessimistic
fears of those good people who
mourn over what they call a dying
Christianity and to the wicked
sneers of those who call her dead
in the murderous hope of burying
her alive.

An appointment to the Avehbishe-
opric  of Canterbury  involves
charges of $4,500 to he borne by
the Archbishop-designate.

There are now in the ministry of
the Mexican Chureh, 8 priests and
five deacons.

The Archbishop of Canterbury
will preside overa great Queen's
temperance demonstration to be
heldin the Queen’s Hall Picceadilly,
on the 21st of May next, under the
auspices of the National Temper-
ance League.
