‘Trinity Colloge, who will furnish any information which may be required.

Ono Wellington ScholarsLip of £50 currency per annum, one Allan Scholarship of
£45, and one Burnside and one Dickson Scholarship, ench of £80, will be awarded
to Students commencing their College Course in Qctober next, according to the
result of the yearly Examination in the following June.

These Scholarships are tenable for one year, but will be open again for competition
to the same candidates at the end of their second year.

Oue Jubilee Scholarship, of the annual value of £40 currency, and tenable for two
years, is open snnuaily to the most deserving Bachelor of the year, who, having
graduated in honors, shall have expressed his intention of studying for Holy
Orders.

The Corporation has provided that Four dursaries shall be open every year, tenable
from year to year, for & period not excceding three years, of the value of £15 10s.
per annum, Any student who shall have passed the Matriculation Examination,
nnd shall have satisfied the Corporation that he cannot, without the aid thus afforded,
avail himsolf of the advantages of » Univeraity education, shall bo eligible for o
Bursary, provided that he bo not the holder of a Scholarship, cateris paribus, the
Sons of Clorgymen will be preferred.

After rending of prayers by the Rev. 8. Givins, the minutes of the previousr
meeting were read and confirmed.

The Secretary then read the Financial Statement for the quarter ending 1st
August, 1867; nlso the following Report of The Rectory Lands Committec :”

The Rectory Lands Committee beg to report—

That'their first meeting under the bylaw in this behalf was held on Friday,
June 28, 1867, at which al} the members were present. - The Secretary of the
Church Society was appointed Secretary of the Committe¢ for the ensuing year,
and it was resolved that in the case of sales of Rectory Lands all moneys received
be deposited in the Commercial Bank, under the name of “The Rectory Lands®
Fund,” and that no moneys shall be drawn from said account without the autho-
rity of the Committee, and the signatures of two of its membors, countersigned
by the Secretary.

It was also resolved, that all proposaly for the purchase of Rectory Lancs shall
be made to the Rectory Lands Committee, through the Rector of the parish to
which the lands belong; and it shall be his duty to report to the Committee on
the same, accompanying his statement with satisfactory certificates of the value
of the same.

Moved by the Provost of Trinity College, seconded by Rev. Canon Beaven,
That a Committee be uppointed to take into cousideration the by-law relating to
the administration of the Widows and Orphans’ Fund, with o view to reporting
more equitable regulations in respect of the eligibility of applicants; and the pay-
ments to be made by the Clergy, and the amount of assistance to be given under
different circumstances. The Committee to consist of the following members:
The Rev. Canon Baldwin, Rev. H. C. Cooper (Convener), Rev. W, Belt, S. B. Har-
man, Esq., Charles Magrath, lisq., E. G. S’Brien, Esg., and the mover.—Carried.

Moved by Rev. H. C. Cooper, seconded by Rev. De. McMurray, That a Pension
of $200 per anuum, in accordance with the terms and subject to the conditions of
the by-law for the administration of the Widows and Orphang’ Fund, be paid to
Mrs. Anne Creen, widow of the Rev. Thomas Creen, deceased, such pension to
commence from the 1st July last; and that the arrears claimed by Mrs. Creen—
viz.: 8600 for three years’ pension from 1st July, 1864, to 1st July, 1867—be
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paid to her in three annual instalments of $200 each, without interest, the firat
payment to be mado on the st Soptember next.—Carried.

Moved by Rev. H. C. Coopor, seconded by Rev. 8. Qivins, That the Seeretary
be instructed to pay to Mr. J. Ivfnycrhoffer the sum of $25 in full of pension due
to tho late Mra. Mayorhoffer, for the quarter ending 30th June last.—Carricd.

With reforence to the application of Mrs. Rothwell for pension from tho Widows
and Orphans’ Fund—It was moved by Col. O' Brien, seconded by Rov. 8. B. Ardagh,
That o letter be written to M. Rothwell, widow of the Iste Rev. J. Rothwell,
stating that after s careful cuansideration o' her case the Society is compelled to
dezline the aid asked for.—Carricd.

Tho Standing Committce having requested the Society to authorize the Secre-
tary to make such arrangements with the Bank as may be necessary to enable the
Mission Board to meet the call immediately to be made upon it, the funds at the
disposnl of the Board being inadequate for that purpose—It was moved by Col.
O’Brien, secouded by Rov. Canon Brent, That the Secretary be nuthorized to
moke arrangements as above reqrested.—Carried.

The Standing Committee having recommended that o statement of the facts
complained of by the Rev. Mr. Sims be transmitted by the Church Society to the
Provincial Sccretary, for the purpose of being laid before His Iixcellency the
Governor General, with the respectful prayer of the Society that His Excellency
will be pleas~d to order that an carly investigation shall be held in reference to
the outrage complained of by Mr. Sims nn& into the general conduct of Mr.
Dupont, Indian gnporintendeut for the District of Algoma, towards Mr, Sims,
whom this Society regards as oue of its most earnest missionaries; and that the
Committce on Indian Missions be requested to prepare such statement :

A Memorial, prepared in accordance with said recommendation, was presented
by Rev. 8. Givins, and received by the Society ; and Mr. Givins was authorized
to ndd thereto particulars in regard to the complaint of the Rev. Mr. Chance.

The Petition of James Langtry and Michael Steed, on behalf of the people of
Creemore, respecting the Nottawasaga Glebe, was read and laid on the table.
The Rev. Canon ﬁeaven presenteg the following-

Report of the Assessment Committee of the Mission Board.

In apportioning the sums to be raised by the several Districts for the Mission
Fund and General Purpose Fund, the Committee have first taken the missions
recommended by the District Branches, and for the grants towards which the
branches are responsible, adding to the gross amount for each district one-third
for the General Purpose Fund, and the proportion required from that branch
towards the general work of the Diocese, calculated according to the proportion
of the Episcopal Fund.
