Con- ed in the Uniled States, to svlect the
ventions, presidential camlidates, The interest
contering in these conventions was
absorbing ou the part of tens of thousands of people
who were not thero, while the gathered multitudes
wero earnest almost to the point of insanity. What

in the Lord's book of lifo. Thess are the peuplo
who, trying to serve thoe Lord their God, in season
and out of reason, are svro of an abundant on-
trancy into the overlasting kingdom; and if you
want to be with them in the world to come we
would adviso you {o be with them now when they
worship their Lord and their God.

THERE are two comwmon migtakes wade in
reforenco to trusting (ind* ono by thewe who
truat Him too much, aud the other by those who
do not trust Him enough. It is pos-
sible to trust Him too much. Christ
would have dono so if e had thrown
Himsolf from tho pinnaclo of the
temple, The farmer who would expect to 1eap a
crop of wheat where no grain had beeu sown,
would do tho same. So does every one who waits
for God to ser.d down some irresistible pawer that
will change the stony heart to a heart of flesh. It
is folly to trust (3ud to do what He has not prom.
ised to perform and about which He has plainly
said to man, “This is your work; do it.” But
thore is ancther extremo which takes God out of
the every-day practical thiugs of life, When a
person in bloated self-suflicioncy goes forth,
thoughtless of Goud and regardless of heaven’s
smiles or -frowns, he is courting disastor, because
ho is making tho arm of flesh his strength. We
should not expect God to do ail; nor should we
undertake anything without seeking His guidance
and aid. But, tryiug to do our part, and trusting
in God to do His, we can confidently go forth in
His strength, remembering that if God be for us
none will prevail against us,

Mistakes.

Ix is not well to be dwelling continually on
pointe of differenco or distinctive peculiari-
ties. It will causo the mind to be ill-balanced

and the judgment to be warped. It
Be is equally unwise to throw them into
Steadfast, the background where they will bo
forgottun, To cover up a difference
will not remove it any more than the fog covering
a mountain causes it to be removed. Whilo our
young people should be thoroughly grounded in
the great fundamental principles upon which all
denominations are agreed, thoy should also "o im-
prossed with the fact that there are reasens for
our existence. These roasuns should bo so clearly
presented and so repeatedly urged that our babes in
Christ, and every one else fur that matter, will
underatand that we do not thivk that ““one deno-
mination is as good as auother,’” and *‘it does not
make any difference what church you join.” If we
aro in accord with these current sayings there is no
good reason for onr existenco as a puople, but
rather our movement is a sin. In our desire to
show a fratornal apirit, we should neither abandon
tho teuth nor smother it; but, proving all things,
we should hold fast that which is good, even
though we hold it alone.

have the young come together for a

Sunday fow months to study God's Word is
Schools, botter than to have them never mest
for that purpose, for the same roason

that “half a loaf is bettor than no bread.” But
that man docs not show tho best judgmut who is
content to be half starved when he micht have
bread to the full. It is vory strange that children
can go to school fivo days during the winter and
stay there from four to five hoursand suffer no
ovil effects, and still be too small or too delicate
to spend even ono hour in the Sunday-school onco
per week, during the finest day that comos any-
where between the end of Decomber and the be-

ginning of June.

W& should bo sorry to think that any churel
should ro undervaluo the importance to the
study of the scriptures and of training up

childron in the nurture and instruc-
Know the tion of the Lord, as to neglect tv hiave
Scriptures, 8 Sunday-schuol in tho church. It

may bo objected that it is the duty of
tho parents to teach the children and to lead thowmn
wnto the way of hie; but admitting that, it 18 atill
ovident that many parents are nut able to dis-
chargo this daty, and some will not. Shall the
children, then, be allowed to grow up ignurant of
the great truths of the Bible, and without a light
unto their feot and a lamp unto their path 7 But
uranting that parents aro both willing and able, it
will still be true that when they and tho olders and
tho preachers and the Snnday-school teachers have
done all they can to fill young winds with gospel
truth, thero will be no danger that the Word will
dwell in them tuo richly. Knowledge is power;
hut to know the scripiures is to know that which
is able to make us wise unto salvation, through
faith that is in Christ Jesus.

Q, When Jesus camo into the parts of Cesarea
Phllippi, he asked His disciples, saying, ‘“Who do
moen say that I the Son of man am? And they said,
Some say Juhn the Baptist, some Elijuh, acd others
Jeremiab, ur vne of the prophets. He saith unto
them: But who say ye that I am? And Simon
Poter answored and said, Thou art Christ. tho Son
of the living God. And Jesus answorea and said
unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Bar Jona;
for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee,
but my Father which is in heaven. And I also
say unto thee, that thou art Peter, and upon this
rock [ will build my church; and the gates of hades
shall not prevail agamrst 1t, I will give unto
thee tho keys of the kingdom of heavin; and
whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be
bound in heaven; and whatsoover thou shalt loose
on ecarth shall be loosed in heaven. DMatt, xvi,
13-19.

1. When and how dié the Father reveal this
truth to Petor ?

2. What is the rock on which the church is

buift ?

3. What is it that tho gates of Hades shall not
prevail against, the rock or the church ?

4. When was this promise to build the church
fulfilled ?

5. What is meant by “‘the keys of the kingdom
of heaven ?” QurrisT.

A.—1. This fact was revenled by the Father at
the baptism of Jesus, when e said: ‘‘This is my
beloved Son, in whom [ am well pleased.” As wo
have no sccount of any special revelation of this
matter to Peter, wo think it safe to conclude that
he was present when the Father thus spoke, and
was confirmed in his faith thac this was the
Messiah,

2. From I Cor. iii. 11, wo learn that Jesus
Christ is the foundation. And since it was that
Jesus is the Christ the Son of God, that Poter
confessed, it is evidont that this truth is the rvock
on which the church is' built. It is called a rock
beeause of its durability, With this also agrees
the prophecy of Isaiah: “Thorefore, thus saith
the Lord God, Behold I lay in Zion for a founda-
tion, a atone, a tried stone, u precious corner
stone, a suro foundation.” Paul also says: **Other
foundation can no man lay thun that which is laid,
which is Jesus Christ.” It was Christ the Sun of
God that Petor cunfossed, and Christ is the foun-
dation, tho chief cerner etone, on which the
church is bwlt, and is thus the rock of the con-
fessiun,

3. Evidently this same rock truth, that Jesus is
the Christ the Son of God. Becauso Jesus con-
fussed that He was the Christ, He was put to
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death; “but God raised Mim up, baving loosed
tho pangs of death, becanse it was not possiblo that
Ho should be helden of it.”  “For David said
concerning Him: Moroover my flesh also shall
dwell in hope, bocause though wilt uot leavo my
soul in Hades, neither wilt give Thy Holy Ono to
sco corruption,” Thus when Jesus was raised up
from the dead, the powers of Hades not being able
to hold Him, He cloarly demonstrated the truth-
fulness of Potor’s cunfussivn, that Ho is Christ,
the Sun of God,

But since the church is built upon this im-
1ovable rock, the fuundation being suro, the
building also shall stand forever. If the powers
of Ilades or the uuseen world could not proevail
againet Christ the Sun of Gud, ueither can they
prevail against His church built upon Himself.

4, This promise was fulfilled in the city of
Jeruselom, some fifty days after tho crucifixion of
our Lord, after He had trinmphed over the puwer
of death and Hades, and after H. was exalted
both Lord and Christ by t o right hand of God,
and sent forth His Holy Spirit, by which Spirit
the Apustle Peter preached for tho first time in
the world’s history, that Jesus was the Christ the
Son of God, and offored salvation to the siunet in
His name. Oan this occasion God laid in Zion in
the city of Jerusalem ‘‘'a sure foundation,” a
‘tried stone,” having been tried by all the powers
of darkness, yot Ho triumphed oyer them all.
Here it was where repentance and remission of sins
in the waeme of Jesus begun to be preached to the
peuvple. The church was bailt upun tho fouada-
tion of apostles and prophots, Jesus Chiist him-
self being the chief corner stone, on that day, tho
memorable day of Pontecost, fifty days after tho
crucifixion of Christ, a full account of which wo
havo in Acts ii,

6. The keys of the kingdum, given to Puter,
was the privilege and power of unfolding the way
into the kingdom, or church, first to the Jows,
which ho did in Jerusalom, when for the first time
Christ and Him crucified was presented, and when
the peoplo cried out., *“What must we do 7' Peter
told them to “‘repent and be baptized, overy one
of you, in the name uf Jesus Christ, for the remis-
sion of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the
Holy Spirit.—Acts ii. 38, A little further on we
read that as many ‘““as gladly received his word
woro baptized, and three thousand were this samo
day built ou the sure foundation that was that day
laid in Zion.

Tho same honor was given to Poter in firat show-
ing the Gentiles the way of lifo, when at the house
of Cornelius, the first Gentile convert, he made
kunown to this peopie the way of salvation, as he
did te tho Jews in tho beginning. The result was
that Cornelins, with all those who heard the Word,
were like the Jews on the day of Puntecost, bap-
tized in the name of Jesus, and added to the
church, the foundation of which is Jesus Christ.
To this Poter evidontly refers when he says: God
made choice among us, that the Gentiles by my
mouth should hear the word of the ¢ospel and be.
lieve. Acts xv. 7.

The deors of the kingdom being thrown wide

open to both Jows and Gewtiles, have never been
clused, nor will they be ull Christ shall come agan
to gather His own to Himse!f,

Every true man soon finds his place in society,
and it ie equally truo that thero is a place in tho
church for every true Christian. In a row of
figures  cach figure holds a placo peculiar to
itsolf and the value of the whole depunds on the
value of cach figure. It is equally true that the
full success and prosperity of uny church doponds
on the. fidelity and service of all the membors.
Thoro may be progress and growth, but not what
would be secured if overy member would only
faithfully i)l his place. A thoroughly united,

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OUR NEED OF PREACHELS.

Tt

1 have just read for the second time the editorial
in tho Juno CHRISTIAN, on **Uur need of preachers.”
I trust it has been carefully read by the churches.
If any have not done so, will they not find that
paper and give that article an attentive reading?

It reminds us that we are face to face witha
difticulty of the greatest magnitude, which we are
unable to carry forward for want of preachers of
the word. In proportion to the felds where
laborers are needed, the supply is less than in
former years. Cau any remedy be found and
applied for this condition of things? In the United
States many of the best young wen in thoe chu 'ches
are proparing themselves for tho ministry; so that
although the domand for prcachers is large, and

continually increasing, the supply is nearly keeping.

pace with it. But whero are tho young men who
aro to take hold of this work in these provincus 1
It is to be hoped the editor will follow that article
with others, which will be helpful tv the churches
in reaching a judicious course to be taken to
remedy the difficulty. Threo questions need to be
considored: the kind of proachers needed, how to
get them and how to support them,

1. The kind of preachers needed, Precisely the
same as ip other countries, After preaching for a
goud many years in different lands, some of them
thoussads of milos apart, I am convinced that all
countries want Lhe same kind of work done and the
same kind of workers to do it. The demand is for
godly, humble, self-sacrificing, wise and industrious
men, who by naturaland acquired ability are quali-
fied to preach the Gospel and build up churches.

2. How can they be obtained? The editorial has
shown us the answer to this in the words of Jesus,
“‘ Pray yo the Lord of the harvest that He will
send forth moroe luborers into his Harvest.” Has
this direction been faithfully foilowed by the
churches? And have we worked for the answer as
woll as prayed? ‘“Give us this day our daily
bread,” is good praying, but another very import-
ant factor must not be omitted. We must help in
tho answer to our prayers. There are two sourcos
only whoace preachers for these provinces can be
gotten: import or raise them. Aund as we cannot
oxpect men to leave more promising fields to come
hero, it remains that the churches are left chiefly
to the latter. Aro there not among us young men
who, by judicious oncouragement, wonld grow into
usefulness in this work? There has been much
said on the duty of the churches to educate young
mon for the ministry. If this means that they
should pay their college expenses while engaged in
tiese necessary studies, I confess I stand in doubt
of it, Some assistance, in some cases, might be
rendered. But to my mind there are many reasons
why it is preferable that a young man, unless he
has private resources; should earn the woney with
which to pay his way. Schools and colleges aro
now brought within the reach of every young man
on such torms, that he can by proper industry and
¢conomy obtain in a few years the necessary educa-
tion for the ministry, and what bo will have learned
by a dependonce on his own resources will not be
tho least useful of his acquirements 1o him in his
life-work. J{ men can educate themselves tor
teachers, lawyers and doctors, can they not for
preachers? As a young man on setting out in his
studies does not know that he will be able to attain
to the work of the ministry, ho should be unwilling
to place himsolf under obligation to the churches.
It is most important to truo, manly development
to know that he is not depoendent on the gifts and
earnings of others.

'‘Thore are about threo snswers givon to the
question, Why are not young men preparing
thomselves for the ministry? viz.: ** Thers is no

encouragement for them to do so,” “cannot got an
cducation,” and ¢ no prospect of support.” Is not
tho truo answer to bo found in the too general
want of interest on the paru of the churches in the
convorsion of the world? When in the history of
the church the spirit of conquest for Christ pre-
vailed, the men were never wanting to fight the
battles of the Lord. Out of churches filled with
tho spirit «f tho great commission must come the
preachers of the word, and earnest prayer for the
laborars, as taught by Jesus, will greatly tend to
produce that condition on which so much depends.

8. How shall preachers be sustained ? It is vot
my purpose at present to discuss methods. As
there is no method laid down in the New Testa-
mont to which we aro confined for the support of
the ministry, wo are at liberty to adopt whatever
plan accords with the spirit and principles of the
Gospel and is best suited to place and surround-
ings. Much precious timo has been wasted while
wo have been diding behind our discussions of the
way thivgs ought to be done. 1t is time wo under-
stond that the Lord would much prefer that we
support tho preachers of the word by supporting
them. Hairsplitting over plaus is about as guod
for tho support of preachers as the kind sentiment
which blesses tho poor with the tender words of
sympathy, * Dapart in poace, be ye warmed and
filled,” etc,

I have already said that it ia better that young
mon propare themselves from private resources, nr
by their own industiy for the ministry as they
wouléd do for other callings. Bat let it bo at the
samo time understood that when they have done so
thero will bo a demand for their services and o
compensation for their labor. These provinces
have had several young men who, after a few years
of study in the United States, would have returned
to their own land had there been a reasonable
prospect of financial support. I well know that
cur churches are not financially atrong, wat it is
cqually ovident that the wneagreness of our church
finances, in many cases, is on account of our fail-
ing *» recognize the tiue nature of our financial
obligation to support preachers of the word. In
an editorial recently in ove of our papers the
preacher who Iabors for a church for a definite
salary is tauntingly designated ¢* « hired man,” If
our churches are influenced by such seutiment
there will always be a dearth of preachers, It is
time that the justice and necessity of Paul's teach-
ing be recognized that ¢ the laborer is worthy of
his hire.” It certainly never was the intention of
Jesus that those engaged in the grandest ealling on
earth should bo classed with the dependent poor
of the church, and obtain a meagre and precarious
support as those poor do. [t isin accord with both
reason and script.re, that for labor, most import-
ant and necessary the well-being of the church, the
workman should, as for other kinds of work,
receive a fair equivalent; and until the justico of
this principle is carefully and practically recognized
on the part of all our churches, as it is already by
some of them, there will be a acarcity of eflicient
ministers of the word, But this means the paying
of moro money for the carrying forward of church
work. Aro the churches—are the individual mem-
bers—each willing to give more than in the past
that a larger number of preachers may be sustained
and a greater work for the honor of Christ and the
salvation of mou may be accomplished.

The foregoing bhas been written with an earnest
desire oa the part of the writer that the churches,
1o the full extent of their ability, will take hold of
such measures a8 will in the near future supply the
fields already necding preachers, and, as will be
sure to follow, will open other fields for other

THOUGHTS HERE AND THERE,

TFor when Moses had spoken every precept .o all the
people according to the law, he took tho blood of calves
and of goats, with water and scarlet wool and hyssop,
and sprinkled both the book and all the people, raying,
“This ie the blood of tho testament which God hoth
enjoined unto you.” Morcover, he sprinkled with blood
both the tabernacle and all the vessels of the ministry.
And almost all things are by the law purged with blood;
and without shedding of bloud there is no remission,

1t is cortainly a fact that the shedding of blood
was necessary to the remiseion of sins, Just how
or why that should bo perhaps wo do not fully
understand, but it is cortainly very apposite to the
redomption of sinful man, Maa, by disobedience,
lust alife of bappiness. Hoenceforward he counld
look for nothing but an unremitting life of toil
until he should return to the dust. Life then wasz
forfoited by Adam’s sin, Life must be regained.
As s fitting symbol of the ond to bo obtained a life
was offered upon the altar, Blood was shed:
The blood is the lifo (Dout. xii. 23). Huance the
shedding of blood in the Jewish sacrificial worship-
Hence the shedding of blood on Calvary’s cross.
Honco the diviue institution of wine in the Chris-
tian worship. 1t is a seal, or sign, of spiritual life
to be enjoyad through faith in the blood of Christ.

Thoe enrth revolves, Progrescion or rogression,
growth or deray, are certainly the tendencies of
the whole universe. These are the otly conditions
possible in the entire physical r nd moral, or intel-
lectual univereses. If an animal be not attaining
increased vigor .rom its correspondence with nature
it must be decreasing in vigor. There is a certain
atage at which, when attained by either vegotable
or animul, a process of decay sets in, ending in the
desatruction of that particular organization. Again,
in the intellectvual or woral the same law obtains.
That faculty of the intellect which is not fed aud
exercised must of nccessity be weaker. If thke
talent bo not used it shall bo removed. ¢ He that
bath, from him shall be taken away evon that which
ho hath,” aays the Diviuo Law-giver; and it is as
true in the intellectnal or moral or physical worlds,
88 in tho spiritual. That there can be no standing
still is equally as true in morals as in nature.
Progresaion or regression is the goneral trend of all
the history of the phyeical universe as well as in
systems. There is a minority and a majority in
the history of man individually. Mun is 8 micro-
cosm—an opitome of the universe. The individual
man has his sge of tutelage or his minority—and
also his majority. Man collecting in relution to
the Creator hud his age of tutelage. We bolieve
he is now in his majority under the present dispen-
sation,” Tho Christian is the only one to whom,
relatively speaking, progression is known, either in
the moral or physical universes. The moral pro-
gresses to the apiritual, aud the physical progiesses
to the new heaven and the new earth, To the
sinner there is neither progression nor growth in
their proper sonse. There is regression only and
decay. Every system of growth, whether it be
moral or physical, has its stage of perfection or
rather maturity, beyond which it as & syastem can-
not go. It must be destroyed before it can enter
into another sphero of growth. The vegetable, as
a vegetablo, must be destroyed before it can become
snimal. Tho animal, as an animal, must be
destroyed before it can become apiritual. Paul
says: ‘‘It is sown a natural body; it is raised a
spiritual body.” The natural body, as a natural
body, is destroyed and then become spiritual.
Decide who may the idea of a spiritual body; but
to mo it secms no more incredible to believe that
the natural body becomes a spiritual body than
that the vegetable body enters into an animal bedy.
Yot such is certainly true. JAcCK.

Wa are glad that two different writers in tho
last CurisTIAN have cnlled attention to the census
rop .t of the anmber of Disaiples in tho Dominion
of Canadain 1881 and 1891, paving tho decrease
in tho last ten years from 20,193 to 12,763. We
hope our brethren will think of it and ask, ““How
is this?” Are the Disciples decreasing at this
rate in Canada while they are so rapidly increasiag i
in the United States 1 and they will find that it 18
not so; that there is a mistake from some causo,
a misleading and injorious mistake, which will be
rectified in the nexs decade. There are differont
cauges for the mistake. Woe think the principal
one is this : Tho brethren have uot been sufficiently
careful and defermined to report themselves DiscirLes
oF Cuxist. The census has a column for DiscipLes
and it has no other that will suit our brethren, 1f
wo report ourselves members of the Church of
Christ (wkich is right in itsolf), there is ho column
for sucn, aud our names are lost or go to awell the
number of **Other Denominations.” The samo is
true if we report ourselves Christians. It we say
wo are DBaptists, it swells that denomination,
There can be no rcasvnable objiction to being
called Disciples, for we know it is the name the
Lord called His peuple. Aud when the question
comes to us in the direct way we are now considor-
my, we must cither say we are Disciples or
deny it.

Had the whole matter been rightly understond
and determinedly adhered to by our brothren, we
have no doubt that instead of 12,000 the number
of the Disciples would excoed 50,000 in the
Dominion of Canada. Wae have recontly enquired
of fuur churches and learned that only one of the
four have gonerally reported themaelves Disciples.
The returns of 1881, though so much better than
of 1891, were altugsther below the facts, For
example, the report for Prince Edward Island in

1881 is :
Freo Will Baptists,........

Disciples,
Now for the facts. There was not a Free Will
Baptist church on the Island in 1881, 2nd there
might or might not be a fow scattored members of
this church. The Disciples had 7 churches with
700 members, which would give a population of
about 2,000 ; yet the Free Will Baptises were
marked 648, and the Disciples 594,

MANVILLE,

The first session of the annual meeting of the
Disciples of Christ, in Untario, opened at 3 o'clock
Thursday afternoon, June 18  Bro. Hogh Black,
Presidont of the Board of Co-operation, in the
chair.  Reports showed great activity and oro-
every departmont of the work. The work
Wellend, Collingwood, Hamlton,

London desorves speeial mention.

Loudon is a new fiold. At the baginving of the
prosont year there were 27 mombers, thoro are
now 64. Tho attendance at Sunday-schuol ie 91
and Y oflirera. The Y, P, S. O, E. has a member-
ship of 23. The audionces are large and the pros-
peats for building up a stronug church good. Bro,
T. L. Fowler is pastor. To onto is an old field,
but a good work is being done. Bro. A. W.
Cornor is pastor, This church is laboring under
great disadvantages. Thoy have a debt on their
church building of $15,261. Their ordinary ex-
penses per aunum aro $2,646.97. The member-
ship at the present time 18 166, I would add that
the meetings conducted by Hall & Hutto, at the
Cecil street church, closed the 20th ult., with 40
additions, The brothren are zealous, and ondeav-
oring to do great things for God

The 10port of the Sunday-school committes
shows an average attendance at Sunday-school of
1,324 and an enrolment of 1,346, with 197 teach-
ers. Contributions for home support, $863.74;
for Home Misstons, $205.33; Foreign Missions,
$110 23 Bowmanvitle and St. John, N. B., each
reports 105 pupils, with an average attendance of
76 and 91 respectively., St. John heads the list in
its report of fnances.

The treasurer’s report showed that $2,020.89
had been raised during the year and oxpunded.
TLe Ontario Christian Woman's Board of Missions
raised upwards of $500. Miss Mary Rioch, of
Hamilton, Ont., goes a8 a missionary to Japan
under tha direction of this board.

The Ctuldren’s Mission Bauds numbers fifteen,
with a membership of nearly 300, and have raised
for Foreign Missions this year and last, with in-
terest, $383.05. A native boy in China has been
adopted by the children to be educated as a mis-
sivnary.

Tho work of the Y. P. 8. C. E received con-
siderablo attention, and next year will doubtless.
bring in a report of much work done.

The programme throughout was an excelleut
one, *“‘T'he Prayer Meeting,” by Bro. Conner,
provoked a good discussion. *“Church Finances,”
not the least important subject at a convention, by
Bro, John Campbell, of St. Thomas, was exeel-
lent, ‘‘Our Attitrde Towards the Denomina-
tions,” by Bro. L. L. Fowler, of London, gave
riso to the most spirited discussion at the conven-
tion. It was a strong, urcumpromising paper.
The addresses of Miss Mary Graybiel, lately from
India, and Bro. A. McLean, of Cincinnati, Secre-
tary of the Foreign Board of Missions, on Mis-
sionary themes, were well roceived. A reception
during the convention was tondered Miss Mary
Rioch and Miss Graybiel, who will soon leavs for
their respective fields of labor.

A noticeable feature of the conventinn was the
largo number of intelligent consecrated young men
who intend devoting their lives to the work of
preaching tho gospel. We are begiuning in
Ontario to produce our preachers and huld them,
which is a good indication for the success of our
work,

Probably the great feature was the lecturing and
preaching of Bro. Z, Sweenoy, of Colnmbus,
Indiava, Bro. Sweeney is well known to our
brethren in the Maritime Provinces. HRis lecture
Friday night, in the Town Hall, whore our ser-
vices wero held, ‘ Going up to Jerusalem,”
was given to a full house,and was better than the
most favorable prcss coraments we had read, and
many of them were, mdeed, warm in commend-
ing this lecture. Bro, Sweeney is an urator of &
very high order, and his power over an audience
18 marvellons. Two hours aped by ere we wero
aware, 80 great was the interest in the speaker
and his theme. The audience was delighted, and
Bro. Sweoney may come back when he will, His
sermons were grand, Hia last discourso, on Sun.
day night, to at least vight hundred people, on
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*The Foundations of our Faith,” is pronounced a
wonder among sermons. flis extonsive travels,
wide exporionco as preacher, auihor, lecturer,
have given him o fund of richest matorial on
which to draw; and wo were indeed fortnnate in
securing such a gifted speaker. We would like to
gpeak at groator length of Bro.

This gives them
enough subscribed already to warrant immediate
preparations for the erection of a suitable house.

The
church here is keenly conscious that necessity is
laid upon thewn, and in their deep anxiety for the
prosperity of Zion are making a consecrated, coc-
ecientious effort.

*“Bro Coop said in the year 1868 he came over
from England to -1sit s chuldren. On his way
to Cincinnati he attended the Stark County Yearly
Meeting at Alliance, Ohio, Gen. Garfield preached
from the text Hebrew iii. 1: * Wherefore holy
brethren, partakers of tho heavenly calling, con-
sider the Apostle and RHigh Priest of our profession,
Jesus Christ.’

“*Ho tirst showed that apostle ia tho same as mis-
sionary, the onn word coming to us from the Greok,
tho othor from the Latin, but both meaning the
same thing, ‘ono sent.” Our Lord Jesus is then
the great missionary. He chose and sent out
twelve other missionarics to teach and to preach in
His name. Later e sent a notable, speciul mis-
sionary, * Paul, the apostle of the Gentiles.? Weo
have confined tho Greek word ‘apostie’ to these
carly missionaies, calling all those sent out by
men by the Laun word. Our Lord came as a mis-
sionary from haaven to carth, sent by the Father
‘to seck and to save the lost.! His religion is in
its very essence a missionary religion.  Whenover
and wherever His church ceases to be & missionary
church, it loses the spirit of ita Founder and begins
to die. Bro, Coog further says:
¢ I had been opposed to missionary societies and
in sympathy with the papers that opposed them.
But as Garlield went on with his sermon I saw my
mistake and then and there determined to work
for missions. Whatever I have done for tho mis-
sionary cause is due to Garfield and that sermon ut
Alliance.”

Jivery one knows that spring is the most un-
favorable time to hold meotings on account of the
unsettled weather and the great amount of work to
be done.

Stevens writes from Back Bay and Lotete
that there is a great deal of work to be done thero,
and that ho hopes, by the blessing of God, to
accomplish some good during his visit. The
brethren are holding up his hands and we expesct
to hear of grand reaults from their umited eff iris.

What do tho brethren in other parts of Charlotto
County think of this? Will they help the mission
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board to atrengthon the cause in their own county,
or not?  Wo lopo they will out of their abundanco
give towards this good work,

Last month wo said something about not giving
to tho Home Mission Fund. We will now give
gnmo of tho reagons for niving to tho mission find :

Christ gave Bimsolf for us and we should give
of nur means to send this blessed Gospel to others,
2nd.

Soreign Mission Potres,

We understand that the O. C. W. B. M. had a
vory profitable convention and that their work is in
a very healthy condition, We fancy we are right
when we say that tho high water mark of their
meeting was reached on Friday afternoon, when a
public session was held, and the ceutres of interest
on that occasion were Miss Mary Graybiel, a
returned missionary from India, and Miss Minnie
Rioch, who 18 about to go to Japan as a missionary.
Theso foreign missionaries stir the hearts of Christ-
ians in a peculiar and profitable way. The ques-
tivns and the beart-searchinge, suggested by their

presence and remarks, cannot fail to produce fruit’

in the mcrease of spiritual hfg and activity on the
part uf those whn seo and hear.

Miss Minnie Rioch gave a very interesting and
touchiny account of how she had been led to offer
herself for wmission work in foreign lands. The
sisters wore not tho only ones present who found
pocket heandkerchiefs convenient as our young
sister stuud bofure us and told of the love of Christ
which constrained her to go to far-off Japan, Miss
Graybiel then treated the convention to an address
on mssion work in India. Sister Graybiel hus
spent eight years and four months ia that land, and
from her experiouce she brought forth much to
inform the mind and atir the heart. Again and
again would come to one’s mind the question,
** Who can forbid thut the gospel should be preach-
ed to.the people of Inda?”  She told of one of her
boys who had nearly finished rcading the Now
Testament and could recite frum memory the
Sermon on the Mount. When Miss Graybiel had
concluded, Bro. A. McLean made an appoal for
tunds to support Miss Rioch; he stated that $900
would bo required the first year; after that about
8600 por year. In a fow minutes $240 in cash and
pledges was raised. — Evangelist.

We are glad to bear that Sister Graybicl and
Sister Rioch made so deep an impression on their
hearers at Bowmanville, Wo should be thankful
that we havo secured such s capable, consecrated
o raon to help in spreading the Gospel in Japan.

REPORT OF CORRESPONDING SKCRETARY 0. C. W. B, M,
. The children’s money has been accumulating dur-
ing the last two years, expressly for foreign work
which was their choice. This now amounts to
$369. At tho last session of the convention

in Toronto it was decided that a sister be aent to

-y
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the forcign fiold. China was proposed. Wo at
once corresponded with Bro. A, McLean and Sister
0. A. Burgess, who gave tho names of two siators,
tho one in lowa, tho other in New York. Ono had
made no preparations, the other would go only for
a limited tume. honco neither could be accopted.
Through our correspondence in The Canadiun
Lrangelist, Sister Mary M. Rioch of Hamilton,
Ont., offered horself for the work. Having leained
from different sources of her titness for the position,
after careful end prayerful consideration, sho was
selected as our first missionary from Canada, As
beforo stated China was our proposed field of oper-
ations, but throngh a correspondence with our
sistura in the Maritimo Provinces we found that
they had & decided preference for Jupan, owing to
their first lady missionary, Mrs, G. T. Smith,
having given her life for Japan, and they felt that
where they could raise one dollar for China they
could raiso five for Japan. They were willing to
co-operato with us, providing we took Japau as our
field. Under the circomstances wo thought best
to do so. Mra. J. S. Flaglor, Cor. See. C. W. B.
M of Now Brunewick and Nova Scotia sends the
following report:—

To The 0. C. W. B, M.:—

Dear Sisters.—Tne begioning of our foreign
missionary work in these proviuces dates back only
to one year ago, when at the annual meeung in
Toronto & brother und sister from St, John, after
listening to the stitring wiesionary appesls and
being requested by your Prov. Sec. to try to do
somothing for this work in their home church,
roturned full of enthusiasm in tho cause. A short
time afterward, and at their suggestion, the Sccre-
tary O. C W. B. M. wroto a letter to tho piosent
secrotary of onr society, asking that she endeavor
to enlist our sisters in-this work, and expressing
the desire that all the sisters in the Maritime
Provinces assist the Ontario sisters in seuding a
missionary to the foreign field. This appeal being
published in our paper, Tur CHRISTIAN, reached
all our sisters in tbese provinces, and when tho
churches of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia came
together in annual meeting in September last at
Westport, N. §, the sisters who were interested
in this foreigu work decided that somothing must
be done, and if we would do efticient wurk wo must
orgamze.  Weaccordingly did so with the hearty
sympathy and wise assistance of our brethren,
especially the preaching brethren, and with the
understanding that xe co-operate with the O C.
W. B. M. Tho desire was also exptessed that our
offerings shonld be devoted to the work in Japan,
After this organization, the secrotary wrote to the
churches, nineteen in number, asking their help
and urging upon them tho necessity of blessing
others if we wonld ourselves bu blest. Teon have
responded in an encouraging mauner, for although
the sum raised is not large, yer, ¢ nsidoring the
fact that it is ouly abuut eight wunths since our
orgamzation, and that our churches almost without
excoption are weak, we feel thankful fur the degree
of succeas that hus already attended our effurts,
and are hopeful fur the future Letters were also
sont so fivo churchosr on Priace Edward Ieland,
asking their co-operation in this work. One of
them has responded, and is no~ hel=ing us by their
contributions. We now send $94.00 to your Prov.
Tress.

We hope that by keoping before our brothren
and sistors this subjeet, and the great need of their
assistance in carrying on the work, that all will
realize that they havo a responsibility resting npun
thow, and that cach succeeding year will show a
decided increasd in interest, and reports of better
work done for the Master in this direction.

We entered into this work believing it to be of
the Lor', and claiming his wisdom and gwidanco,
aund leamug upon “‘the slrong™ for strength; and
we hope ever to go forward, thus reahzing that
whon wo ** Go,” as ho has commanded us, that his
promise to be with us always will be fulfilled in ns;
and that we shall be fruitful hecause sbiding in
Christ, and Ho abiding in us. May we consecrate
oursolves afresh to his service, beleiving that Ho
can muke oven our wosk efforts mighty in dispell-
ing tho darkness of heathen lands, and through
us mway bring souls to tho foot of our loving
Saviour.

A letter recoived from Sister Graybiol contains
the following :

I v.ill bo very pleased to come to your aunual
meeting 1 September, and am lovking forward
with much pleasure to mecting wy brethron and
sisters in the Maritimo Provinees. I am excoed.
ingly anxious to be used of the Master to promote

tho intoiests of His work wherever Ho may lead
the way. We had a most onjoyable meetinyg at
Bowmauville, full of good things and porvaded by a
spirit of doop earnestnoss and nterest in the things
pertaining to the kingdom of God, I am happy in
the prospect cof visiting and rmaking personal
acquaintance with you in the e¢ast. DMay the
blesaing of the Lord attend you in planning for
tho work of the future. There is inspiration in
the thought that itis ** the work of the Lord,”
and that we aro but **workers together with Him.”

As you will sce Sistor Graybiel oxpocts to bo with
us in September, aud we feol sure that all will be
bonefited by her visit, and now, Sisters, our part
of the work will be to procure the amount necces-
sary to defray hor expouses. She says: ‘I would
gladly come to you without charge if that were
possible. But it will be necessary that you bear
travolling expenses, beyond that whatever you are
uble to do will be perfectly satisfactory.”

It may be necessary that we make some sacrifives
in crder to accomplish this work, but we believe
that it will be movey woll invested and will be
economy it tho end, as it will do more for the cause
of foreign missions in our provinces than we could
accomplish in years without such help as she will
be able to give us by giving us all a deepor insight
into the condition and needs of those whom we are
d.sirous of helping, and by awakening an interest
in many who hitherto have not seen their duty in
this direction.

Will not all who are interested in carrying tho
Gospel to tho beathen, help us by sending contri-
butions to pay these expenses? A small ameunt
from each will be sufficient, Will yon not, after
reading this, at once enclose to the Secretary some-
thing for this purpose? However small it may be,
it will bo thaukfully received, and will help in our
plans for the furtherance of the cause of foreiyn
missions.

The sisters who are most deeply interested in the
foreign work are also deeply interested in howe,
and aro desirous that the home work shall not only
do as well as before its beginning, but shall do
much better, believing that God's blessing will rest
upon those who attempt great thinge in His name.
At tho organization of this society the hope was
then expressed by its promoters that it should
nover detract from the work of holping the weak
churches in our cwn land, and wo are still desirous
that this shall be the case, and that the offerings
for foreign work shall bo a special offering.

Bro, Smith, of Japan, says: *If we subtract]
from the amount now given for local church, or
home missions, the amount we give for fureign
work, we ure really laying nothing on the altar for
the redemption of the lost mations. Let it be a
real special offering, consecrated with a fervent
prayer for the missionary and the people whom he
is striving to lead to Chrust,

The fewness of the churches in your provinces
and the coustant emigration from them might well
be an excuse for coufining your efforts to the needy
fields of your home land. But such is not Christ’s
way; such is not the luw of growth and develop-
wmnont.

The churches of Macedonia were poor, yet out
of their great sftliction and decp poverty their
liberality rose supreme. [ feol sure that the reflex
influence of foreign missions will bring down a
blessing from Him who giveth tho increase far
groater than if the same amouunt were used for
home work.

These quotations express tho views of thoso
intorested in this work, and thewr prayer is that
Gud will bless every effort fur the salvation of souls,
whetber at homo or 1n the foreign ficld,
