With this comes a desire
to renew indulgences in expenditure which had been
suppressed. - Jewellery-comes into demand, ornaments
are called for, the delights of the feminine heart are
again freely purchased in the drygoods stores, and over
the arid field of busmess there descends a. fruitful
shower.

Long deprlvatron of personal and domestic comforts
and enjoyments engenders an outburst of gluttonous
appetlte, so that soon after a revival of business there
is usually an excessive demand for goods. Every ward-
robe having been reduced to comparative emptmess. the
gaps have to be filled in, just as after a reservoir ‘hag -
been drained -off; there comes a great:rush of Water for -
its being refilled.

In manufacturing estabhshments the plant, machl- _
nery equipments, &., arerun.with as few renewals as
possible in hard times. and with the avoidance of even
much needed ones. When trade: improves there is a
great demand for such goods- as renewals, repairs, im--
provements. extensions call for, which .when supplied
are not again required fora length of time.

‘Will such a rush of businesscontinue? Is not some of
the greatexpansion of trade which follows soon afterhard .
times only the temporary effect of a reaction which. will
spend its force when business settles down to more nor-
mal conditions ? Is it ]rkely whien the wardrobe is again
fully replénished that there will be the ‘expenditures
continued which such replemshment caused ?  Traders

- -would do well to think-of these things, and avoid bring-
ing trouble upon themselves by over-conﬁdence and
too buoyant hopes. -

THE NON-OBSERVANCE OF CITY BY-LAWS.
Some of the by-laws of municipal corporations are .
usually very loosely observed. They are simply ignored
by those whose actions they were designed to control,
These regulations, in-many cases, owe their origin ' to
au outery by the public for-prolection against what is
.‘regarded as a danger or a nuisance which calls for sup-
pression.  The local Council is urged to effect this by -
passing a by-law. This is drafted it goes. through the
‘requisite forms, is passed, and then becomes a'dead let-

ter, a victim of infant mortality from neglect.
The presumption is that the local police officials will '
- keep the new law alive by enforcing it.” ‘Tihers" seems,
koweveér, to be no provision made for- bringing the fiew
:by-law to the notice of-thie chief of the police and

_through hlm to-. the attention . of: the ~men undér his o

command.: He.may be too interested in~other affajrg '_
;such LIE the state of Europe, or the real eshate market
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to notice such a trifling matter as a by-law passed by
the local Council, or he, in his superior wisdom, disap-
prove of such a law, or deems it unworthy of being put
in force by one so officially elevated asa Chief of Police.
Whatever may be the reason, there is sunch a general
neglect of some by-laws by the police that they either
are ignorant of their existence, or are under orders to
ignore them. We suspect the latter supposition ex-
plains the universal neglect of by-laws, for it is not
credible that every single man in the foree is ignorant
of there being certain such regulations in force.

The plea has heen urged that there are not enouglh
policemen to carry out the local laws. This is a
childish excuse for a by-law heing universally ignored
by the whole force in all parts of the city which they
patral.

Take for example the by-law prohibiting scorching,
switching at race-horse speed around corners, by
bicyelists. This was passed about a year ago to meet
the demand for protechion made by foobt passengers.
Since it came into force there have heen numerous seri-
ous injurics inflicted on citizens by furious riding
bikers, compared to whom Jehu was a slow coach.
Throughout the summer and autumn there was scorch-
ing practised every hour of the day on all the leading
business and numerous residential streets. Bicyclists
flying at full speed around corners could be seen all
over the city. Some of our streets were turned into race
tracks 'where, every night, racing was carried on hy
numbers ol contestants.
dangerous, pedestrians had to make a long detour to
avoid the risk. Even carriages were stopped, or com-
pelled to be driven out of their course to avoid being
dashed into. The by-law has been broken tens of
thousands of times in sight of the police, who looked on
with sublime indifference, manifestly being ignoraunt of
their duby. or under orders to avoid doing it by arrest-
ing offenders against the local laws. We have seen
ladies and children, even several men knocked over by
georchers which incidents were seen by the police who
took no notice.

" Tiook again at the by-law requiring the sidewalks to
be cleared of suow, or made safe for pedestrians in win-
ter. This is ignored by the police who, of all men, are
mosk cognisant of the negleet which is a breach of the
law. In other cities we have known of a seore or more
citizens being fined for this offence early in the winter,
asn warning to the publie, 'This policy being so per-
sistently followed up caused the sidewallk by-law to be
very generally obeyed. In this city it is as generally
disobeyed, the result being numerous serious accidents,
some known to us, being exceedingly distressing, in-
volving prolonged agony, and lifelong lameness. The
city council will pay heavy claims for damages withount
a thought being given to the reason for such claims,
which is, the neglect of their duty by the police who
ignore the sidewalks by-law,

Another most dangerous practice whichis well known
to the police, who take no notice, is the turning streets
into toboggan slides. A favourite slide is on Pine
Avenue from Peel sbreet to Park avenue, where groups
of toboggauers usurp the roadway to the great annoy-
ance and danger of persons driving or walking.” To
remonstrances against this practice these 1ecl\less per-
sons reply by insolence, even to ladies.

Such a condition of affairs suggests two questions.

city? If not, whose duky is it to see that the policé do
their duty by putting them in force ? This seems

naturally to be one of the main functions of the chief-

officer. If heis not responsible, as appears to be the
case, for the wholesale neglect of their duty by the
police, there is grave need of some official being ap-
pointed who would have and faithfully fulfil this
responsibility. Thereare more painful aceidents in this
city owing to police negligence than in all the rest of
the cities in the Dominion. The men would do their
duty if they were required to; the city thereby would
be saved its annual heavy outlay for damages, and the
citizens would be saved the grave risk of suffering and
loss by a broken limb.

In connection with the -above, some communications
have passed between the Grand Trunk Railway and a
prominent memberof the Board -of Trade respecting
the shartening ot rail route fromJToronto to Colling-
wood.

" terial decrease in length. They regard this as certain

to be helpful in attracting the enormous grain trade
from the North West via the St. Lawrence,
which, they say, “so far, has been mostly
forwarded by United States rountes” The Grand
Trunk has officially announced its readiness to
co-operate in the scheme for effecting a closer connee-
tion between Collingwood and Toronto.

“Antilles” on the brain, so intoxicated are they by the
acquisition of Cuba. “That blessed word Mesopotamia”
said the old woman ; “That blessed word Antilles” says
the Sun with equal intelligence. “*Who knows or cares
what Canada is about” is a question our contemporary
has answered in its own columns by telling us, usque

“ad nauseum, with tiresome iteration, that Canada is

about to be annexed. . '

. If our affairs are so far beneath the notice of Ameri-
cans, why does the Sun continually publish articles
about Canada ? Here is a clear case of the blind

trying to lead the blind, for the Sunboasts of its heing

wholly ignorant ahout the domestic concerns of this
country, which it constantly discants upon in the tone -
of one saying : * When I ope my mouth let no dog
bark.” We venture to tell our secrnful contemporary
that there are editors and contributors to ‘the press in
Canada, who have a wider knowledge of European his-
tory and literature,'a more intimate acquaintance with
the.politics uf the world at large, and a broader grasp -
of international economics. than anv of the writara in
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the American Press, with a very few exceptions. We -
Canadians constantiy have to indulge in an amiable

smile over the ecrudities, the ignorances, the narrow =

prejudices, and “hopeless provinciality,” which are in-
cessantly displayed by the Sun and the great mass of
provincial American journals in dlscusmng aﬁalrs‘;.
of world wide interest, '

That we pay great attention to ‘*domestic con-
cerns,” as the Sun charges, is no scandal, but is
evidence that we love our country so highly that what-
ever affects ber welfare is a matter of the deepest in-
terest to all Canadians.

We hope the above will show the Sun that we can
give a Roland for an Oliver, when an insolent voice
maligns us, Year in and year out that journal has
tried by alternate threats and coaxing to get Canada
under the Stars and Stripes without the slightest re-
sult. Now it realizes the utter futility of such a
scheme it turns apon Cauada a fusilade of sneers and
contempt. When the fox could not reach the grapes
he declared they were sour anyway and not worth
bothering about. We leave the Sun of New York to
apply the fable.

PROPOSED SENATE REFORM.

The Premier has set all tongues wagging over a
scheme le recently formulated for reforming the Senate.
Sir Wilfrid‘has no desire to-abolish the upper chamber
of the legislature. He stands with those who regard
a Senate as a safeguard against rash legislation, and as
necessary for the protection of the minority whose
rights are apt to be swamped by the inconsiderate party
mujority in the House of Commons,

Sir Wilfrid in defending the principle of a second
legisiative body, has put himself very bravely in direct
opposition to the Globe, and the journals of his party
who take their cue from that powerful and ably con-
ducted organ.

A Senate whose members are appointed for life, or an
hereditary one like the House of Lords, must inevitably
be periodically at variance, so far as majorities are con-
cerned, with the House of Commons.

The life of a Senate is continuous, it is not broken up
every few years, and re-made of fresh materials like a
House of Commons. It thus acquires traditions, ex-
periences, practienl knowledge of affairs, which confer
a power and establish a habit of forming independent
judgments, uninfluenced by the fleeting influences
which, during an election, give its political bias to each
new House of Commons.

Maturity of judgment is thus far more likely to be
the characteristic of a Senate, than of a body whose
members are elected to represenb some temporary,
passing phase of pubhc opinion., Senators too are, ag
a rule, men occupying an established position in the
business, professionnl, or social world. Members of
the House of Commons on the other hand are, to a
large extent, on their promotion, they look on their
election to the House as only a step higher in an up-
ward career of ambition. The large numbers of mem-

Then, such
legislation requires the sanction of apother assembly
whose members pride themselves on their individual
independence, which they have repeatedly manifested,
and which spirit is certain to- break out if it is chal-
lenged, or attempted to be overridden.

A Senate as controllable by the Government of the

the day as is the House of Commons would be a farcical

institution, as by such subservience it would destroy
the only reasons for its existence, and, in proportion to
the strength of such reasons, and the need of an inde-
pendent legislative hody, the Senate would be an in-
cubus upon and a danger to the country. .

The Premier proposes that when the Senate disap-

proves of a Bill passed by.the House of Commons,
there shall be a joint meeting of the two Houses for
discussion and settlement of the point on which they
differ by a combined vote of the members of both
bodies. The idea is not o_rigiha], as numerous prece-
dents could be quoted for the joint deliberation of the
members of two chambers. Were each member of
such a.joint assembly absolutely free to vote, indepen-
dently of party-control, there might be sonme strong
theoretic reasons advanced for supporting this proposal.
But, under existing conditions, the two sections would
be in this position, one section would enter ‘the joink
assembly under a leader with an impregnable majority,

_it-would outnumber the other section by over one hun-

dred and thirty voters, the result would be that the
smaller section would 'be swamped by the larger.
Suppose the Houses were evenly divided on the ques-

tion in dispute, the House of Commons would-cast a

vote of 100 to 110 on each side, and the Senabe one of
only 40 to 45 on each side. The Goveroment of the day
has commonly far more members of the Commons un-
der 1ts thumb than the entire pumber of members of
the Sen;zte If the Government majority is down to
the minimum of 5, by which it is possible to carry on
its affairs, even then its supporters would outnumber
the whole-body of the Senators. So, if the Senators
were unanimous in rejecting the. measure in dispute,
they could be outvoted in a joint assembly by the weak-
est Government possible to exist.

‘Bat, were voting conditions equal, the holding of a
_ joint assembly would be a practical effacement of the
Senate, for its only apology for existence, is its inde- -
-pendence of the special interests vepresented by the

lower House. While such independence was suspended
the Senate, as such, would be extinct. We long ago
suggested that a friendly, informal conference should
be held between the Premier and. the leader of the sec-
tion of the Senate opposing some Government measure,
to see if some means could be devised for removing the

“diffienlty, as has been done in the old country, This

could be done without compromising either party. But
we believe the proposed scheme of a joint meeting of
the House of Commons and the Senate to. be impracti-

“cable, even if made - constitutional, the’ effecting of

"The receipls of the G.T.R. for six of the months, were less
than in 1897, and for the other six larger.

When, however,
these low rates extend over months the increased passenger
traflic is not sulticient to offset any large reduction, as it en-
tails increases in working expenses which cut heavily into
the increased veceipts.

THE TFOREIGN TRADE OF TFRANCE.

The returns of the foreign trade of I'rance afford a key to
the active efforts being made by that country to extend its
colonial possessions and widen its sphere of influence. The
motive is a desire to enlarge its export trade, which has been
the underlying impulse of similar movements by Great
Britain. Altbough a popular saying declares -that * trade
follows the flag,” this is not invariably the case, but doubtless
the flag floating over a foreign market is of much advantage
to the merchants of the country represented by its emblem.
The returns of I'rench foreign trade quoted by the Keonomist
for last November give an interesting comparison of the ex
tent of the exports and imports as classified below :—
