The activity of the
Mother Church ought to stir up her daughter
churches to a moroe::earnest and persistent
omulation of her abaundant-good works :

The Churck of England is not satisfied with
raising buildings and performing sscred rites
within them : but, as will be seen in what fol-
lows, she is always applying -hetself to carry
out fully and compietely sl things whatsoever
ber hand findeth to do. Churchmen, a few years
ago, saw the need of extending the Home
Episcopate ; and already five new dioceses have
boen founded and endowed, and two others are
in process' of endowment—-the total cost up to
now being 420,000.. . The need for vceasionally
stirring up the ‘ dry Bones’ of a parish was no
sooner pointed out than Churchmen found the
means for forming a Parochial Mission Society ;
and now the técord of ‘ missions’ held in & single
year fills five pages of the Year-book over and
above the seventeen pages devoted to the record
of the recent London' Mission. The real im-
portance and value of employing lay-helpers in
religious work was recognized only a very fow
years ago ; ‘but alréady there are Lay-Hélpers'
Associations established in several dicceses, be-
sides Scripture-readers’ Societies in abundance.
The epiritual destitution of many large towns
and ecattered country parishes had only to be
known to Churclimen in other parts, and very
soon two central Societies, followed by numerous
‘ Bishops’ Funds,” were founded t6 cope with
the evil. The need of definite preparation for
Holy Orders began to be felt some forty or
fifty years ago: now:: there are fiffeen dis-
tinctively theological colleges, in-which last
year four hundred or more students were being
trained for their after clerical-work. It would,
however, be endless to set out in detail all the
useful undertakings which Churchmen find time
and money for carrying on. Let this list be
pondered over :—Missions to Seamen, the Water-
sideMission, Thames Church Mission, Reforma-
tories, Refuges, Industrial ‘Schools, Peniten-
tiaries, Friendless Girls’ Homes, Homes for
Waifs snd Strays, Sisterhoods, Orphanages,
Deaconesses’ Institutions, Nursing Institutions,
Cottage Hospitals, Convalescent Homes, Hos-
pitals, &c., ; add to all these varions works the
work of Elementary Education, Sunday Schools,
Digcesan Inspection of Religioas Knowledge,
Book Societies, Home and Koreigns Missions,
Choral Associations, Bell-ringers’ Associations,
Guilds, Clabs, Institutes ; note, further, how
Church life is quickened and directed by maans
of Retreats, Diocesan Conferences, the Central
Couneil, and the Convocations; and it will not
need another word of argument to establish the
fact that the Church of the present day is not only
Jull of, but overflowing with, useful activity.

Couror Reromry.—Aft the recent meeting of
the Convocation of Canterbury, the Bishop of
Glogcester and Bristol brought forward a me-
morial on the subject, of Church Reform, and

moved for the appointment of 4 commmittes of |

the whole House to draw up a report on the
sul%'épt. :
"The Bishop of Peterborough, in seconding the
motion, said that he had no symputhy with the
crade ‘and doctrinaire schemes of reform, of
which their lordships had, with himself, heard
so much, He wished it to be known abroad
that the question of Church Reform was not be-
gotten of the panic of the last fow mounths, as
wag supposed. The question, on the contrary,
had occupied the attention of the rulers of the
Church for a long time, and it was right to get
rid of the idea of reform being brought in to
stave off the idea of Disestablishment. Panic
legislation was the worst of all legislation, and
it was therefore most desirable that they should
avoid anything approaching to it. His lord-
ship maintained that it was not real danger, but
the attention paid to this question, which had
given it prominence. As & member of the old-
est democracy, the Church of Christ, he was not
afraid of democracy. It was for the Church to
gee to the spivitual interests and religiqus feel-
ings of the masses of this country. They wanted
something between the Nonconformist power of
the congregation to drive out good men and
their own power to drive out bad men. He
would give the laity power to legislate in the
Charch, for there was a difference between
legislation and administration. There was
already & power given to the laity in Parliament
to legislate, but not to administrate,
the proposals for Church Reform were crazes.
It was absurd to think that over 200 sects

existing in England could bo united under a/

flapping and flabby umbrella to be called the
Urited Church. He protested most strongly
against allowing the clergy tc preach heresy by
proxy by inviting Nonconformist ministers to
oceupy pulpits of the Church of England, and
to utter tenets which those in charge who gave
the invitation daved not preach themselves for
fear of penalties.

Tur EwcrisE Housk oF Lavyiex.—This new
consultative body formed of delegates elected
by the TLay communicants of the various
dioceses of the Province of Canterbury met for

the first time on the day of the opening of Con-
vocation, There was a large attendance, in-
cluding many of the most prominent and
influential men of the realm. The Archbishop
of Canterbury delivered the opening address,
from which we give the following oxtracts :

It is with a grave sense of the significance of
this occasion, and with a well grounded con-
fidence in the advantage of your counsels,
through the will of God, to the development of
the active work and spiritual life of the Church
of England, that I now open in His Namo this
House of Laymen elected for the Province of
Canterbury. Answering to the expansion of in-
terest, and the increase of self-denying labour
and generosity on the part of the laity of the
Church in advancing towards the noble ends set
before her by her Master and Head, there has
for many years existed a fixed desire on the
part of the Bishops, and most of the clergy, to
pecure in some definite manner, God helping

us, a large measure of regular deliberation and
counsel from able and devout laymen. To the ! alsc 1
due consideration of many modern problems, ‘living fires of energy an

Some of |

the opinion of the laity and the opinion of the
clergy are alike essential. Neither by itself
covers the ground. Laymen bring to bear on
these problems, every-day experiences. and
sentiments out of every class; a quick pepcep-.
tion of social change ; a persuasion that spiritual
work which claims to deal with the nature of
man should take cognizance of all such change,
and ignore no fact; they bring habits of associa-
tion for large purposes, fertility of resource,
suggestiveness as to overcoming difficultics, or
as to approaching them from new sides,
Clergymen are by education and life observant
of, and will assuredly maintain, that unbroken
thrend of faith administration which comes
to us from the divine beginnings of our veligion,
and of their mission, and which it is essential
to the very idea of the Church to preserve in
integrity, and freshly illustrate from age to age.
Each, therefore, gives to the other scope and
strength, distinot theory, and working ideas. It
is especially in regard to our most serviceable
organizations, and to those legislative need
which have necessavily increased in proportion
to the activity of the Cburch's vital and spiritual
energies, that thedesire for lay counsel haa baen
manifested.” This desire has gathered strength
for many years past from the experience of that
counsel a8 it has boon afforded in the diocesan
and various other conferences. The Convocation
of Canterbury has now, after much careful dis-
‘cussion, requested the Bishopsin each diocese of
the province to call upon the lay members of
their several conferences, who are themsclves
all elected by the laity of the parishes, to elect
a House of Laymen in fulfilment of the long-
chorished hope. This Houseis, therefore, a body
purely representative of the laity, and its
realization at this day, with simpler, freer,
larger aims than those of fuction or political
party, ie full of strong and happy promise. The
moral effect of its discussions must from the
first bo great ; and we cannot doubt that, if ita
conclusions are arrived at by patient debate in
fully attended meetings, the moral effoct will
in due time take material and practical form.

A
Chureh which refers all to primitive standards
is well able in the conduet of affairs to pursue
primitive principlein forms which our own cen-
tury can understand and use. That it may be
so we need among us a spirit uninfluenced by
agitation and party; we need temperato pro-
posals, a considerate candour and calm discus-
sions. We need & united self-surrender to what
we can discern of the pflrpose of the Divine
Heod of the Church, May then our God, who
has been the ever-present guide of our Church
through so many crisis, and has renewed her
from age to age in courage and offectiveness, so

SAN GaBuEL VALLEY.—On Wodnesday,
Fobruary 10th, a beautiful little chureh, seat-
ing 160, was opcned in the new settlement of
Sierra Madro, situated on the mesa or tabloland
sloping from the base of one of theSierra Madre
Mountaing, which form tho northern wall of
the celebrated San Gabriel Valley. It is a
framo building of very graceful design and ad-
mirable arrangement. A light and olegant
rood scrcen stands under the chancol arch,
dividing the nave from the chancel ; and, with
ite cross rising from its contral avch, signifies
that the * entrance into the holiest is by the
blood of Jesus.” The chancel is 17 feet by 18,
and has seals for 16 choristers. Thore is a
beautiful belfry, which as yet, however, has no
boll. The belfry ie at the east end of the nave
roof, near the junction with the chancel. Above
it rises a large gilt cross, which all day long,

Then there are arts (and a vory wonderful
set of arts they are) of doing & very large trans-
action in supposod substances or properties, as
the case may be, which, when you come to
look into tho matter, havs really no existence.
I always think that is a very curiouws art, in-
deed, of modern commerce. Large speculations
take place, large amounts of money change
hands, and' whon you ¢ome to search into the
root of the matter, you begin te inquire where
the real substantive thing is that all this money
represonts. The question is, Where is it? And
the more you ask this question' the more you
find difficulty in answoring it. L

Anothor curious art I have noticed. I find
that society is blessed with a considerable num-
ber of most obliging persons who are in the
habit of selling the goods which they provide
us with nctually under cost price. That is a
very curious art of modern commerce. Thero
are shop-kecpers who expose for sale in their
windows articles marked so wondrously chea
thattellly, if you hippen to have a dollar in
your pocket, you can searcely help making the
investment incontinently; the thing is all too
tompting. And then, when you look behind
the scenos and enter the secret arcapum of this
god Mammon, and ask how it comes to pass
that such o thing as this is possible, you make
the discovery that My, Smith sells articles at a
price distinctly lower than that which they
cost to produce, in order that he may undersell
Mr, Jones on the other side of the way, who
sells the samo articles; and you are lod to see
that his idea in 8o doing is that, if he can
undersoll My, Jones by giving away a few odd
thousand (it does not matter much—My, Smith
has a good capital to faull back upon), when
Mr, Jones is gotten out of the way he can run
up his price to whatever point he pleases, and

ut himeelf in a position to cover his loss; or,
if he can't make good his loss in that way, he
can put on to one sot of goods such an exorbit-
ant prico, that the loss that ho incurs in liber-
ally furnighing & credulous public with a set of
goods at less than was required to bring them
into oxistence,. Will be more than made up.
And this clever trick is called—what do you
think thoy call it? It is called business. If
that is business, then the sooner we shouldor
our brush and go to the corner and sweep
across the cornor, the better. Better be n
sireet-sweoper and he a man, than be a million-
aire and oxhibit yourself before the eyes of God
and men and devils as an avaricious, grasping,
sordid, moan, selfish, degraded fiond.

Endoavor to present to yourselves the moral
condition of a man who deliberately plots the
commereial overthrow of an honester man
than himself, in ordor that he may get
tho trade that would naturally flow into
that man's hands. Oh, my brethren, I am
right in saying that no man is better than
the god he worships; or, stany rate,I will put
it o little less strong than that; no man can
worship a god without running the risk of be-

coming as: bad as the god he'worships: Men:
turn away from Jehovahk and give themselves
up to Mammon before they know what they
are.doing... *Thoy that make them,” sayn the
Peslmist, ‘“are like unto.them.” The man
that makes a god is sure to resémble him, Sel-

-] Ashness, avarice, .cupidity, ‘are all idolized .in

Mammon, The man that puts Mammon in the

" | place of the Eternal God becomes. :assimilated
" [to. the god to whom he bows; and.more and

'more, as years roll on, the man is sacrificed to
the fiend. The higher and the nobler qualities
and characteristics of our nature ave eliminated
before the baser and viler. Thus the intended
process of - education is. practically inverted,
and whereas, my brothers; you and I are sent
down into this world in order that we may
learn to be men and rise to be divine, the pro-
cess of development sets in exnctly theopposite
direction, and men in this world learn to be
more and more unmanlike, until the horrible
and revolting consummation is reached, when
the man seems to -be transformed into the
fiend, and the human seems lost in the devil,
These are some, but only some, of the carious
arts which are practised in our midst. Shall I
tell you another? It seems to me a very curi-
ous thing that in one and the same place the
same article should be sold at half a dozen dif-
ferent prices. That is a very curious art of
modern commerce, isn't it? ¢ Will you buy
some ten of me?” said a commercial traveiler
to an old friend who kept a small shop; “1
wish you would buy some of my tea. I have
got & very good article.” “(Oh,” he eaid,
““thank you, but I can’tdo it, sir; I buy allmy
ten at oue place and st ome price.” *But,”
said the other, I see here marked up in your
window all sorts of different prices; some four
shillings (this is in England; T am not slander-
ing the Americans now), some three and six-
genco, some two and ninepence, and so on.
urely there must be different kinds of tea.”
“Not a bit, my dear sir. I buy all my tea in

P | the lump, at one and eightpence a pound, and

then I fix it up in the window and put my
tickets on it, you know, and some passes for
four-shilling tea, somo for three and sixpence,
and some for three shillings, and everybody is
satisfied.” Ingenions trick, isn't it? Quite
worthy of those sncient necromancers and
their wonderful books of mystery.

My dour friends, I wonder what all these
tricky and dodges and artifices and cunning
combinations of skill look like in the eyes of
Him before whom we are all going to stand by
and by? No, I don't think I wonder at all.
Ah! is He gazing down upon man whom He
has made in His own image, in order that He
may rais¢ him to Himself, and sees man stoop-
ing to this degraded condition? How the
heart of the Great Father must bleed as He
sees His children sinking znd sinking, lower
and lower in self-respect, lower and lower in
moral cowrage, lower and lower in purity and
truth of character! Ah! and how the Great
Father's heart must noeds yearn over us s He
sees this deteriorating process going still for-
ward in mon whosoe business, instead of being 2
blessing to them, is their bane, and who, %Jy
the very worship in which they engage and the
very god whom' they serve, are like the idola-
ters who bow before wood and stone, more and
more completely, and more and more deeply
dc_grugled and deteriorated and wronged and
ruined,

Our text brings before us a very remarkable
transaction. I wish I could see it emalated in
modern commerce, There were a large num-
ber of persons in Ephesus who had been mak-
ing a nefarious livelihood out of all sorts of
crooked procedures. They were the possessors
of a large number of magical books, and from
these volumes they culled their cursed lore.
The rosult of it was that they acquired a large
amount of influence in the minds of their con-
jemporaries. It did not matter how they made

money 80 long as they 1ade it, That seems to

'be the idea thatis gaining’ground nowadays in

‘the minds of & very large number 5 thank God,
not with all, That:'wss the opinion of these
men- at. Ephesus. Now, some of 'them may
have been superstitions: I will answer for it,
most of them were simply knaves. They knew
that they. could play upon the credulity of
their fellow-men, and through thaf ‘eredulity

'make a considersble amonnt of money. ‘It paid

very well ; and, so long'as-the thing paid well,
why shouldn’t they go into it? ' .And so0'they

| actaally invested a considerable amount of capi-

tal in this business—60,000 pieces of silver. I
suppose & piece of silver was the Roman penny.
Fifty thousand pennies does not sound like a
very large sum, ]};ut it'is & considerable sum. A
yenny would be equivalent to sbout eight of
our English pence, or thereabouts; but over
and above that we must remember the differont.
comparative value of money in the nineteenth
century from what it possessed in the first. In:
our Lord’s parable of the laboter in the vine-
yard, a penny a day was spoken of as a natural
wage: ‘ Did not [ agree with thea for & penny
a day?” - And when the Good Samaritam
brought the wounded man to the inn, he took
out of his purse two pence. I fancy some of
your American hotel-keepers world look aston-
ished if offered two pence for the support of
an invalid left in their care. That will give
you some idea of the different: value of money
in that day. If ome pénny was a sufficient:
wage in that day, it stands to reason that one
penny was the equivalent of eighteen pence or
two shillings, or perhaps half a erown, at
the present day. Fifty thousand pieces of sil-
ver was, therefore, a very considerable sum in-
deed. :

These men were pursuing their commereial
carcer and making money out of it. There
comes into the town of Ephesus a stranger,
This stranger preaches a new god. He- tells
men this new god is going to be the judge of
quick and dead, and that he offers himself as
the Saviour of all who will have him. He tells
men that this new god, who is no new god, but
the Eternal God who through all the ages has
ruled the destinies of the world, that this Eter-
pal God claims of men that they should re-
nounce their sin, and amongst other things the
secret things of darkness, and that they should
turn from them to what is noble and true and
worthy of their nature. This stranger, in tho
midst of the gathering in the streets of Ephe-
sus, proclaims a higher morality, 2nd tells the
people that they will be better without their
sins; and those who have heard theso things
become the messengers of good news to othevs,
and so the tidings spread from house to house
and from heart to heart, until the whole place
is stirred to the very centre by the strange new
doctrines, and by and by the whole town is
heaving. And as the result of it, these profes-
gional men who have been making very large
sums of money out of their books, or capital,
the value of which, you remember, was 50,000
pieces of silver, began to reflect upon the busi-
ness in which they were engaged. I suppose
several different courses suggested themselves
to their minds, “Itwon't do forus to go on
liko this, Clearly we are wrong, The thing
is altogether unworthy; we must have done
with it some way or other. Whatshall wedo?
Remember, we have got our capital invested in
these books. If wacould only get our capital
safely out, why, then you know, we would not
very much regret the loss of the interest. If
we back out of this business altogether, what
becomes of the books ? Sell them ? They will
fetch o largo price. Go into the market-place
at Ephesus and put the books up st auction,
and let's have a most interesting bid for them.
Here are some of the most wonderful velumes
ever written. Who will make a bid for all
these volumes?” If these men had been a
little less sincere in their couvictions, and if
the power of the Holy Ghost had been a little
less strong within them, I can quite believe
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hey would have adopted that course. What
t: 2{1’0 course they do adopt ?

THE LOST CITIES OF THE PLAIN.

Tho last number of the Expositor contsins a
powerful srticle on “The probable Physical
Causes of tho Destruction of the Cities of the
Plain,” from the pen of a Canadian scientist,
the Principal of McGill College, Sir J. W.
Dawson, F.R.S. The writer’s vacation tour in
the East last year led to the publication of
“ Byo-paths of Bible Knowledge,” by the Reli-
gious Tract Socioty, a little book full of careful
sciontiflc observations, in popular language.
The prosent article is intended to be supple-
mental to tho * Bye-paths,” and is at the same
timo an answer to Dr. Cheyne's note in a pre-
vious Expositor, attempting to dispose of the
popular theory that the Dead Sea covers the
gito of tho lost cities. He allows that, as Prof.
Tull maintains in hisrecent work published by
the Palestine Explorntion Fund, there is the
best ovidence that the Soa has existed from
carly Tertiary times. Iis theory of the causes
of the catastrophe, however, allows that no-
thing could be more likely than a local subsid-
ence in connoetion with the disturbances re-
corded in Genesis, which enlarged the watery
ares and submerged the sites of the destroyed
citics. The disappearance of the plain full of
bitumen pits (Gon. xiv. 10) makes for this
theory of subsidence and enlargement. An

interesting bit of philological lore escapes the
writer in his examination of the word Gaphrith,
translated brimstone in our version, He thinks
the reason why Moses, *who, had not studxed
the. chemmt.ry of the Egyptmn schools to no
purpose,”. uses the ‘“quite . undecided term
gaphrith,” would seem to be ¢that he did not
wish to commit himself to any particular kind
of inflammable material, but preferred a term
which his readers would understand as includ-
ing any kind of mineral pitch or oil, and pos-
gibly sulphur as well.” He found that the
Valley of the Dead Sea is an * oil district,”
which, from the mention in Gen, xiv. 10 of
asphalt pits, was apparently more productive
in mineral pitch in ancient times. And the
deacription of the overthrow he finds to he
that “of a bitumen or petroleum eruption,
similar to those which on a small scale have
been so desiructive in the (oil) regions of
Canada, and the United States of America.”
Regervoirs of compressed inflammable gas,
along with petroleum and water, existed be-
neath the surface of the plain of Siddim, and
being suddenly discharged, perhaps by an
carthquake shock fracturing the overlying
beds, were ignited,” when the phenomenon
described by the writer in Genesis would oc-
cur, and after the eruption the site would be
covered with a saline and sulphurous deposit ”
(of Deut. xxix. 23). In connection with this,
there might be subsidence of the ground over
the now exhausted reservoirs, which would ac-
count for the idea of the submergence of the
cities. IExactly similar occurrences have been
witnessed in Petrolia and other oil districts.
Canon Tristram some nine years ago arrived
at much the same conclusion as has the writer
in the Hxpositor, though he did not quite reach
the solution of the question, to which Sir Wm.
Dawson has been helped by his geological at-
tainments and his experience of Armenian oil
districts. C.

CHRISTIANITY AND THE WORKING
MAN.

Working men have, generally speaking,
neither the time nor the opportunity for read-
ing history—the history of the world, of its
men and women, its vulers, its middle-class
people, and, most interesting of all, of its
working men. So that they are not aware of
one great fact, and that is of the effect Chris-
tisnity has bad on the lives of the working
men, on the poor, on themselves.

They do not know that their lot was every-
where one of misery and oppression till He
come Who taught that rich and poor were
alike in the sight of God, and that it was the
duty of the Christian rich man to care for the
poor.,

But let us actually copy from the pages of
history, and note what was the condition of
the working man before Christ came on earth.
We go to the records of the British Museum
for our information.

““Behold the humble farm Iaborer. His
whole life is consumed among the beasts of
the field. His strength is spent in tending the
ewes and the hogs. He seeks his food in the
fields. If he is well, he is well among the
cattle ;. if he is sick, he lies on the bare ground
in the midst of the herds.”

'On’ the’ painted tombs, to0; of long ago,
there are “pictired ‘sketches of the working
men at their daily labor, and they are always
represented-ias under theJcharge of' an over-
geer, stick in hand.

Another writer of bygone days descrlbes the
husbandman as set upon by . tax-collectow
door-keepers and undellmgs, ealled upon to
“(@ive up thy corn,” and “if it is lacking, he
is fiung down, bound, and dr; agged head down-
wards, through the canal his wife is manacled,
his childven are garotted and his nmghboxs.
occupied in their own harvest abandon him to
his fate.” -

Among the ancient Groeks and Romans, the
ordinary laborer was treated worso than the
English costermonger’s donkey before the days
of Lord Shaftesbury. Prof. Wilkins, in his
work on Roman Antiquities, tells us that in
Cato’s day “‘ slaves (and all working men then
were slaves), for slight offences, were beaten
with a rod, -or' & bundle of elm-twigs, severer
punishment was inflicted by 2 whip or theng,
like an American cowhide, and' the worst of
all was the scourge made of knotted covds,
with pieces of bone or even hooks inserted to
tear the flesh.”

Could these things be in Chnstmn days ?
Wo think not. The poor sre equal in rights
with the rich, since our Lord took the hand of
the poor brother. s

All working men may not recognizs Chris-
tianity ; some may even proudly think that
they can live, and do live, without it; but
they would hardly make the assertion were
they to look thoroughly into the matter ; nay,
woe ave sure that bomest seekers after truth
would acknowledge that for the temporal
blessings they enjoy they are actually indebted
to the Christ, whether they will or no.

Let Christianity, its laws, its influence, be
swopt off the face of the earth, and there is no
law of kindness left; the strong would then
hold all this world's goods, the weak must go
to the wall.

Every man for himself, it would become
again, 28 in those bad days which, thank God
can never return, because He has promised &
uphold His Church till the end of the world.

It would be a curious and interesting occu
pation for the intelligent working man if
think out for himself the temporal benefits
which Christianity has brought in its train,
not for believers only, but for the whole body
of mankind. We will only mention one—the
hospital for the sick. This was an unheard-of
institution before the Christian era.

The poor and helpless have never received
any consideration save from the Christian
Church, and its herald, the Mosaic law, Self-
sacrifice—the giving of our goods, our help
‘to others—is contrary to human nature. Tt

needs a Divine law, and Christ has given us
that.

Show us an infidel who is self-denying and
charitable, and you point out s man who
though he professes godlessness, has not bee’
able to shake himself clear of the belief and
the habits of Christianity.

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the Clergy, ‘as well in the way of ‘désistance i
the parish,as in the matter of stipend; aud it
might be a pertinent; enguiry how far this
arises from - unfaithfulness on their part in the
“tanching” given.

untrue to the Church's ‘doctrine abd practice,

is it not oftentimes partial and alnmost apolo-
getic. We cannot, help thinking that, if Church
people had in their' youth been .thoroughly
trained, and had grown up imbued with love
for the Church, understanding her position and
claims, and sble to defend them, there wounld
be less hanging back on their part.in,the sup-
port of those who minister at her altars, and:
in rendering earnest and ready help in all paro-
chial work. '

Pror. Heney Drunionp hasstruck the most
sonsible note in the.controversy between Mr.
Gladstone and Prof. Huxley, on the Mosaic
cosmogony. In one of the English reviews ho
thus defends the Bible record :—*Men could
find ont the order in which the world was
made. ‘What they could not find out wus, that
God made it. To this day they have not found
that out. Even some of the wisest of our con-
temporavies, after trying to find that out for
half a lifetime, have been forced to give it up,
Hence the true function of revelation. Nature
in Genesis has no link with geology, seeks
none and needs none: man has no link with
biology, and misses none. What he really
needs and renlly misses—for he can get it no-
where else—Genesis gives him ; it links nature
and man with their Maker. And this is the
one high sense in which Genesis can be said to
be scientific. The scientific man must go there
tno complete his science, or it remains for ever
incomplete. TLet him no longer resort thither
to attack what is not really there. What is
really there he eannot attack, for he cannot do
without it.” '

18 the modesty of the clergy inregard to teach-
ing their flocks the Christian virtue of giving
to God according 2s He has blessed them, and
the second is, their modesty in the matter of
aﬁeaking of themselves or their work through
the Church Press. This Iast brings them under
censure of the editor who again and again pro-
claim, “how cen we fnrnish news, if the news
18 not furnished us in the first place from the
clergy themselves,” and the clergy when they
do respond, do it to ‘this effect, * Why should

we write and-communicate what is beingdone?
For ug to do so would it not be’very mudh as
blowing ‘one’s own trumpet? The former:one
‘brings them under the advice, or charge, of
thieir *“ Father in God,” that if the diocesan: or
parochial fands, inclusive of the clergyman’s
own stipend, are in s low condition they them-
gelves are to blame, and they themselves must
take up the matter and préss it home on their
people for there is no one else'to do it,” And
yet to this their reply hitherto has been, * We
cannot do it, for we will be charged with s mer-
cenary spirit, with looking after ‘“the loaves
and fishes,” &c. Bat yet what else is o be
done, ‘than in some way shake off this hitherto
strong characteristic of ours, this retiring dis-
position as regards the two points above. And
indeed a disposition that Lias been the cause of
go little teaching in the past on the authority,
pature and calling of the Divine ministry, lest
they should be considered as“ magnifying their
office.” It is worthy of observation also that
this modesty, this shrinking from treating. on
these matters is only observable among .{he
Church of England clergy. We do nof gee it
among the Protestant sects, nor the Roman
communion, and what are the cousequences?
As to the first point their * doings,” their “ser-
vices,” their work in general is comstantly be-
fore the pablic. And as to the last, their vari-
ous funds as & rule, and all things considered,
are in much better condition than ours. We
ave doing better on the snbject of the ministry,
now ought we not take a leaf out of our adver-
saries books on the other matters ?

The Vice Chancellor . of Cal
cutta University in his speech
at the recent convocation referred
in the following terms to the late

Rov. Korishna Mohun Banerjen;
born in 1813, and recoiving his ear-
liost school education at & patshala
which was under the immediate su-
perintendenco of David Hare, his
abilities soon attracted the attention
of the enlightened and philanthropic
watchmaker, who sent him to the
Hindu Col]ego, thore ho became a
leading spirit in the band of youth-
ful and somowhat impulsivereform-! 1
ors who gathored round and derived
their inspiration from that gifted
Burastas Devozio. It was during
this period of his life that he started
a weekly nowspapor called the Zn-
quirer, which freely criticized the

rinciples both of Hinduism and

hristianity. The next influence;
under which he foll was of & very,
difforent character. Ho was the
second of Dr. Duff's converts, and
was baptized by him as a Christian
ir 1832. It is charactoristic of that
great and large-minded missionary
whoso zeal was moroe for Christian
truth, than for the dogmas of any

ono denomm'mon that neithor of| }

these converts wore ultimately mem-
bers of the Presbyterian Free
Church. In 1837, Mr. Banerjea
was ordained Dcacon and a Church
was built for him in Cornwallis
square, which still goes by tho name
of Kisto Bardo's Church. In 1852
ho aceeptod an nppomtmont as Pro-
fossor at Bishop's Collego; this post
ho held for fiftcon yenrs. It was
horo that he wrote his best known

In 1858 he bocame a Fol-
low of tho Calcutta University, &

yoar after the féundation, and he
wns subscquently for throo yoars
Prosidont of the Faculty of Avts,
and long acted 08 one of tho Univer-
sity oxaminers. In 1869 heresigned
hig professorship, and spent tho re-
rasindor of his life. at Calcutta,
where he was ono of tho best known,
most enorgotie, and most influential
of our citizens. In 1876 the Uni-
vorsity conferred on him the hon-
ornry degree of Doctor of Laws, o

distinciion of which it is wisely par-
simonious, and which he shared
with three othors only. IIe was a
