THE OLDEST CATHOLIC CHURCH IN THAT
STATE.

Last December the Catholica of Boston had the
oppnrtuuity of celabrating the Golden Jubilee of
the first priestordained in New Englaund,andin afew
months they will be able to celebrate what may be
called the Golden Jubiles of the oldest parish
ckurch now in use in New England. On the 3rd
of October, 1828, according to Father Fitton's
records, the second Bishop of Boston, Bishop
Fenwick blessed the foundation stone of the present
§t. Mary’s Church, Richmond Street, Charlestowan.
Uuder the Iate zealous Vicar-General, Father
Lyndon, it was greatly improved. The first pastor
w}.gthe Tiev. Palrick Byrne, then almost the only
priest at the disposal of the Bisnop, nnd ths present
pne, Rev. William Byroe, proves a worthy suc-
cessor to the line of zenlous pasiors intervening.
1t would be a plty if the jubilee of the vererable
old chirca could not be eczlebrated by a parish
cJear of debt, aud the patishioners have resolved by
& special effort to pay it off.

THE MUTINY OF THE TIPPERARY MILITLA.

The death i3 announced of General Hart, who
gome twenty years ago was in command of a detach-
ment of troops which was called on to suppress a very
extraordinary mutisy in the South of Ireland. The
North Tipperary Militia, rebelled against their en-
tire deprivation of the uniform anvally supplied to
them, disarraed their officers, and held possession
of the batracks at Nenagh. Lieutenant-Colonel
Hart marched from Templemore at the head of five
or six hundred men of the battalion stationed at the
depot, and after & brief hand.to-hand struggle in the
streets of the capital of the North Riding quelled
the insurrsction, Many lives were lost,and the de-
termination with which the militiamen fonght was
such that when their supply of bullets were exlaust
ed they cut of the buttons from their tunics and
fired them on the repulars. Penal servitude was
the fate of rome of the North tips, who maintained
their dogged resistance to the last, but none of them
were snbjected to the Inst penalty of the law, The
touching address of the late General Harf when
the soldiers and mutineers were buried in the same
graveyard may be remembered by many living ib
Nenagh.

Mu. M!Cartay-Dowxise has presented to Parlia-
mant a very important petition with reference to
the magistracy of the county Tyrome.

The petition also shews that while
Cutholice of acknowledged position have been
passed over, men devoid of substance have been
elevated to the magistracy, tbe only ostensible
renspn for the promotion being that they were
office-holders in the Orange society, Surely, not
the veriest stickler for existing inatitutioms will
advocate the retention of such a system of bigoted
exclusion. Relorm is urgently needed.

THE GORILLA AT HOME IN HIS NATIVE LAND.

Do Chaillu gives the following account of the
aspect of the gorilla in his native woods :—*¢ Sud-
denly, as we were yet creeping along in a silen ce
which mnde even a heavy breath seem loud and
distinet, the woods .ware at once filled with a tre-
mendoua barking roar ; then the underbrush swayed
tapidly just ahead, and presently stood before us an
immense gorilla. He bad gone through the jungle
on all-fours; but when he saw our party he erected
himself and looked us boldly in the face. He stood
about n dozen yards from us,and was n sightI
think 1 never shall forget. Nearly mix feet high
(he proved four inches shorter), with immeuse body,
huge chest, and great muscular arms, with fiercely-
glaring, large, deep-gray eyes, and a helllsh ex-
pression of face, which seemed to me some night-
mare vision ; thug stood before. us the king of the
African forest. He was not afrald of us; he stood
there and beat his breasts with his largs flsts till it
regounded like an immense base drum (which is
their mode of bidding defiance), meanwhile giving
vent to roar after roar!’ The gorilla is'a fruit-eater,
but as fierce as the most carnivorous animals, He
is said to. show &n. enraged ermity against men,-

tile to himaself, but succesaful in securing the fruits

which the gorilla loves, for he showsa similar bat-
red to the elephant, which alse seeks these fruite.
We are told that when the gorilla ¥ sees the eleph-
ant busy with his trunk amoog tbe twigs, he in-
stantly regards this as an infraction of the laws of
property, and, droppivg silently down to the bough,
be suddenly biings bis club smartly down on the
sensitive fisger of the Elepbant's proboscis, and
drives off the alarmed animal, trumpeting shrilly
with rage and pain.," His enmity to man is more
terribly manifested.

LEO, BISHOP,

SERVANT OF THE SERVANTS OF GOD, FOR THE
PERPETUAL MEMORY OF THE MATTER.

From the hlghest summit of the Apostieship, to
which without any merits of ours, but by disposition
of the divine goudnesg, to which all things are
obedient, we bave recently been 1nlsed, the Roman
Pontiffs, our predecessors never cuased to watch as
from a wountaiu-top the various portions of the
Lords’ field in order that they might percvive what,
as years rolled on, wonld be most conducive to the
estate, buauty,and stability of sll the churches.
Hence, as far as was given them oo high, they were
caceediogly solicitous, not only to erect and plant
episcopal Secs in overy lnna, but also to recall to a
new life such as had thromgh evil times ceased to
exist. For, inasmuch ag the Holy Ghost has placed
bishops to rule the Church of God, whensovver the
state of most holy religion in auy region is euch as
to admit of the ordinary episcopal government to
be either established or restored thevein, it certaiuly
ig not lawfal to deprive it of those benefits which
naturally ftow from this divinely-established in
stitution.

Wherefore, our im.utediate predecessor, Pius IX
of sacred memory, whom we grieve to have been
called awey, to the grent regret of all, a fuw days
ago, even from the beginnivg of bis Pontificate,
when it was sppareot that the missions in the most
noble nnd flourishing kingdom of Knpland had
made such progresy that the form of Church govern-
maent which cxists in other Catholic nations could
be restored therein, ho restored to the English their
ordinary bishops Ly an Apostolic lettor, dafed 1st
October, 1850, beginning Lneeersalis ecclesice; and ng
not loog after, he perceived that the iltustrious
regions of IHolland and Brabant conld enjoy the
same salutary dispositions, he there also, without
delay, restored the wpiscopal hierarchy by another
Apostolic letter, dated th Murch, 1853, beginning
Frqua die. The wisdom of these measures—to say
nothing of the restoration of the P'atriarchate of
Jerusalem—hus been amply proved by the result,
which, through the divine grace, has fully realized
the hopes of this Holy See; since it is known and
evident to all how great an increade the Catholic
Church has received in Dboth these places through
the restoraticn of the episcopal hicrarchy.

The loving henrt of the Poutiff could ill brook that
Scotland could not a3 yet have the same good fur-
tune. And this grief of his paternal heart was the
more keen, inasmuch ad the great progress made by
the Catholic Church in Scotland in days gone by
was woll known. Awai, iuwdeed, whoever is even
slighily conversant with Church history must have
kuown that the light of the Gospel shone upon the
Scuts at an early date; for, to say nothing of wlhat
tradition has handed down of more rncient Apos-
t.lic missions to the said kingdom, it is recounted
thut towards the end of the fourth century, St

Nivisn—who, Vencrable Bede attests, had Leen cor-
rectly taught the faith and mysterics of the truth at
Rome—and in the fifth century, St. Palladius, a
Deacon of the Roman Church, baving been invested
with the sacred mitre, preached thoe faith of Christ
therein ; and that 8t, Columba, Abbot, who landed
there in the gixth century, built a monastery, from
which maoy others sprang. And, although from
the middle of the eighth century to the eleventh,
historical documents coucerning the ecclesiastical
atate of Scotland are alwmost entirely awanting, still
it has been handed down that there were many
Bishops in the country, although svme of them had
no fixed Sees. But after Malcolm IIL came into
possession of the sovereign power ia the year 1057,
through his exertions at the exhortation of his
sainted spouse, Margaret, the Curistian religion,
which, either through the inronds of foreign pevples,
or through various political vicigaitudes had suffered
heavy losses, began to be restored sod spread, and
the still existing remaing of churches, monasteries,
and religious buildings bear a brilliant witness to
the piety of the ancicat Scots, But, to come more
directly to the subject, it is known that, in fifteenth
century, the Bpiscopal See had so increaged as to
number thirteen, to wit :—St. Androw’s, Glasgow,
Duukeld, Aberdeen, likewise Morav, Brechin, Dum.
Llane, Ross and Caithuess, Whithom and Lismore,
Sodor, or the fsles,nnd Urkncy—all which were
imwmezdiately eubject to the Apostolic See, It is
also known—aud the Scots are justly proud of the
fact--that the Bomann Poatifts taking the Kingdom
of Scotland under special protection, regarded the
abovenamed churches with apecial favor; hence,
whilst they themselves acted ns Metropolitans ot
Scotland, they more than once decreed that their
liberties and immunities, granted them in the past
times by the Roman Church, mother and teacher of
all the chnrches, should be preserved intact; so
that, as was decreed by Honorius III., of holy
memory, the Scottish Church should be like a
favorite daughter, immediately snbject to the Apos
tolic Seo without any intermediary, But whereas
up to his time, Scotlnud was without a Metropolitan,
Sixtug 1V, reflecting on tae expense and delays
which the Scots had to undergo in coming to the
Roman metropolls, by an A postoliclotter of the 17th
August, 1472, beginuing Priumphans Pastor . Eternus
raised the Sve of St. Audrew’s, which, owing to 1ts
remote origin and the veneration due to the apostle,
patron of the Kingdom, bad undoubtedly obtained
the first placs~—to be the Metropolitan and Arch-
ifepiscopal See of the whole kingdom, the other Sees
being subjected to it as sufiragans. This was also
in the case of the See of Glasgow, in the year 1491,
which, being withdrawn from the ecclesiastical
province of 5t. Andrew’s, was, by Innocent VIIL,
reised to the dignity of Metropolitan See, and had
same of the above Seee a signud to it ag sutfragans.

W hilst the Scotish chnrch thus consituted was
in o flourishing condition, it was reduced to a
pitiable state of utter ruin by the outbreak of heresy
in the siateenth century. Yet never did the
anxionscare, solicitude, and watchfulnese of the
Supreme Pontiffs, our predecessors, fail the Scots
to make them preserve strong faith as is clearly
seon from many evidences. For, moved with
compassion for that people, and seeing tho wide
havoc wrought by the storm, now by repeatedly
sending . migsionaries f{rom various fumilies ot
religious, again by Ayostolic legations and by every
kind . of assistance, they lnbored strenuously to
succor religion thus laid lald mnow, By their
means, in this citadel of the Catholic world, besides
the Drban College, & special college was opened
for chosen youths of the Scottish nation,in which
they should Ve trained io racred knowledge, and
prepar.d for the priesthood, in order, thereafter, to
exercise the sacred duties ia their native land, and
to bring spiritnal aid to their fellow-countrymen,
And as thet baloved pertion of the Lord's flock
was bereft of .its pastors, Gregory XV, of happy
memory, as soon &3 he hud it in his power, sent

Itis known to all what a rich harvest, through
the zenl of the new Bishops and the anxious carc of
our Congregation de Propagands Fide Las been
gathered in by the Catholic Church in the said
kingdom. Whenceit is sufficiently clear that this
Holy Sce, through that solicitude which it" benrs
for all the churches, has used e¢very eandeavor to
recruit and strengthen day by day the Scottish
nation from the sad calamities of by gone days.

Bat Pius IX ., of happy memory, had exceedingly
at heart the restoration to its pristine beauty and
comeliness of the illustrions Seottish Church, For
the bright example of his predecessors urged him,
they having, as it were, smootbed the way to him
for this work. And, ia truth, having, on the one
hand, considercd attentively the whole state of the
Catholic religion in Scotland, and the daily increase
of the number of the faithful, of sncred workers,

churches, missionsjand religious houses, nudlikein
stitutions, well us the safticiency of temporal wanta
on the other hand being aware that owing to the
liberty which the renowned Dritish Government
grantsto Catholics, any impediment there migat be
in the way of giving back to the Scots the ordinary
rule of Bishops Ly which the Catholics of other
pations are governed was being day by day remaved
the said Pontift was persuaded that the restoration
of the episcopal hierarchy should not be put off
titl aputher time. Mennwhile the Vicars-A postoliz
themselve, and very many of the clergy and laicy,
men conspicucus by noble birth and virtue, be-
sourht bim carnestly to delay, no longer to sat'sfy
their earnest wishes in this matter. Tois humble
request was agaic lafd befere him whena closen

dated March 23, 1623. To restore the orthodox

When the matter was in
this position, the said Pius IX. intrusted it, as its
importance demanded, for full discussion to our
venerable brethern Cardinalgs of Holy Roman Church
of the Coagregation Propagand:ic Fidie, und their
oplnion coafirmed him more aud more in the reso.
lution he had formed. But whilst he rejoiced that
he had come to the complexion of a work long und
greatly wished for, he was called by a just judge to
receive the crown of justice.

What, therefore, our predecessor was hindered by
death from brioging to a conclusion, God, who is
plentiful in mercy. aud glorious in all His works,
has granted ua to effect, 50 that we might, as it were
inaugurate with a happy omen our Pontiticate,
which in these calamitous times wo have received
with a trembling. Whercfore, after having acquir-
ed a full knowledge of the cntire matter, we have
wilingly dsemed that bad been decreed by the late-
ly decensed Pins IX, should be putin esecntion,
Therefore, raising up our eyes to the Father of
Light, from whom comes every Dbest gift, and every
pecfoct gift, we hunve involted the aid of Divine
grace, praying also for the help of the Blessed Vir-
gin Mary, conceived without a stain; of Bleased
Joseph, her Spouse and Patrom uof the Universal
Church ; of the Blessed ipostles Peter and paul, of
Andrew and of the otler eninls whom the Scots ven-
erate as patrons, in order that they by their suffrages
before God might aid us to Lring the said matter to
a prosperous issue,

Having therefore promised there things, by an

act of our will, with cerrnin knowledge, and acting
in virtue of the Apostolic nuthority which we pos-
sess over the whole Church, to the greater glory of
Almighty God, and exaltation of the Catholic faith,
we ordain and decree that in the kingdom of Scot-
land, according to what iz prescribed by the cannon
laws, the bictarchy of ardinary bishops, who sball
be named from the Sees which by this our consti-
tution we erect, shall be revived, and shall con-
stitute an ecclesiastical province. Moreover, we
ordain that, for the present, six Sees shall ba erected
and these we willto be founded, to wit:St, Andrew's
with the addition of the title o {Edinlw gh, Glas-
gow, Aberdeen, Dunkeld, Whithern or Galloway ;
likowise Argyll and the Isles.
Recalling to mind the {ilustrious remsmbrances of
the Church of $t. Andiew, und takiog into account
the presentchief city of the said kingdom, and after
weighing otherconsiderations, calling up,as it were,
from the grave, the said rcnewned Sew, we cannot
but raise it or restore it with the addition to the title
of Edinburgh to the rank of the metiopolitan or
archiopiscopal dignity to which it had formerly
been raised by our predecessor, Sixtus IV, of vener-
able memory, and assign toit as by these presents,
by viitue of our Apostolic authority, we do assign,
add and give nnto it—four of theabove-Seeg—
namely, Aberdeen, Dunkeld. Wkithorn or Galloway,
Argyll and the Isles. As regards the sec of Glas-
gow, considering the antiquiry, importacce nnd
nobility of that city, and especially in view of the
highly flourishing state of religion therein, and the
archiepiscopal pre-eminence conferred upon it by
Innocent VIII, we have thonght it altogether fit-
ting to decree to give to ita bishop the name aund
insignia of an archbishop, an alsc by these presents,
wo give ;in such manner, however, that until it
shall have boen otherwise ordaioed Dby us or our
successors. he shall not recelve, beyond the preroga-
tive of the name and honor, any right propertoa
true archbishop and metropolitan. We will also
ordein that the Archobishop of Glasgow, as long as
he shall be without suffragahs, shall be present with
.the other bishops in the Provincial Synod of
Scotland. ‘

politan See of St. Andrew’s and Edingurgh shall be

‘The Diocesa of Whithorn or Galloway ghall con-
tain the counties of Dumfries, Kirkendbright, Wig-
town, and that portion of Ayr which stretches
southwarda to the left of the Lugton Water flowing
into the River Garnotk.

Finally, the Diocese of Argyll, and tho Isles shall
embrace the county of Argyll, the Ielands of Bute
and Arran, the Hebrides, and the southern portion
of the county of Inverness which stretches from
Loch Luing to the castern boundary of the said
county according to the line above described.

Thus, therefore, in the Kingdom of Scotland, be-
gides the honary Archbishopric of Glasgow there
shall be one oaly ecclesiastical province, consisting
ofone Archbishop or Metropolitan and four suf-
fragan Bishops.

We doubt not but what the new prelates, follow-
ing in the footsteps of their predecersors, who, by
their virtues rendered the Church of Scotland il-
lustrious, will use every endeavor to make the name
of the Catholic religion in their conntry shine with
still greater brightuess, and to promote the salva-
tion of souls aud the increase of the Divine worship
in the best manner possible Wherefore, we from
now declare that we reserve to ourselves and to our
successors in the Apostolic See, to divide when need-
ful the aforesnid dioceses into others, to increase
their number, to change their boundaries, and to
freely execute whatever else mnay seem to us in the
Lord most conducive to the propsagation of the
orthodox faithin the rame.

Aund ne we gee clenrly that it will be of great
benefit to the eatd churchies, we will and ordain tbat
their prelates shall never tail to transmit to our
Coogregation de Propaganda T'ide, which hitherte
hag bestowed special and assiduons care upon the said
region, reports upon their rees and flocks committed
to their care ; and sball inform us through the said
congregation concerning whatever they may deem
it mecessury or useful to decree im fulfillment of
their pastoral duty,and for the increase of their
churches. Letthem remember moreover, that they
are bouad to send {n this report, as well as to visit
the Tombs of the Holy Aposiles every four vears,
83 ig enacted in the constitution of Bixtus V., of
sacred memory, dated 20th December, 1585, begin-
ning Romanns Pontifer. Ion all other matters, like-
wise, which belong to the same pastoral office, the
sbove-named Archbishops and Birhops shall enjoy
all the rights and faculties which tho Catholic
Bishops of other nations by virtue of the common
lawg of the canons and Apostolic constitutions do
enjoy or can now or hercafter enjoy; and shall be
bound by the same obligations which, through the
same common and general diacipliae of the Catholic
Church, bind other Bishops, Whatever, therefore,
either owing to the ancient state of the charches of
Scotland, oria the subsequentcondition of the mis.
sions by epgcial constitutions or privileges or parti-
cular customs may have been in force, now that
the circumstances are changed, shall not hencefor-
ward have any power to convey apy right or to im-
pose any obligation. And for this end, in order that
no doubt may arise in future on this bead. we, by
the plentitude of our Apoatelic anthority depiive
the gaid special statutes, ordinances, and privileges
of whatever kiod, and customs, at however a remote
or immemorial time they may have been intreduced
nnd are now in force, of all power of inducing any
obligation or conveying any right,

Wherefore it shall be in the power of the Scot-
tish prelate to decree whatever i8 requisite for the
execution of the common law and whatever is com-
petent to the episcopal authority according to the
common discipline of the Cburch, Let them feel
assured that we shall willingly Iend them the
aid of our Apostolic authority in whatever may
seern conductive toward increasing the Glory of
God’s name and helping on tke spiritual welfare
of souls. And as an earpmest of this our good will
toward the beloved daughter of the Holy See, the
Church of Scotland, we will and declare that the
bishops when they bhave been invested with the
nameunod rights of ordinary bishops, must by no
means be deprived of those advantages and more
ample faculties which they formerly enjoyed along
with the title of our ard the Holy See’s vicars. For
it is not right that they should suffer any loss from
what, in compliance with the wishes of Scottish
Catholice lins ‘been decreed by us for the greater
good of religion in their country. And whereas the
condition of Scotland is such that sufficient menns
for the support of the clergy and the various needs
of each church are wanting, we have a certain hope
that our beloved sons in Christ, to whose eatnest
wigh for thoe restoration of the episcopal hierarchy
we have acceeded, will continue to aid those whom
we ghall place over them with still more ample
alms and offerings, whereby they may be able to
provide for the restoration of the episcopal sees,
the splendor of the churches and of the Divine wor-
ghip, the support of the clergy and the poor, and
the other needs of the Church.

But now we turn with most humble prayer to
Him in whom it hath pleased God the Father in
the dispensation of the fulness oftime to restore
all things, beseeching Him who has begun the good
work to perfect it, confirm it, and strengthen it
andto give, to all those whose duty it is to exccute
the things which we have decreed, the light and
strength of heavenly grace, so that the episcopal
hierarchy ‘restored by us in the kingdom of Scot-
land may be for the greatest good of Catholic re.
ligion.  For this end, also, we invoke as our inter-
cessors with our Saviour, Jesus Christ, His most
Blessed Mother, blessed Joseph, His reputed
Fatner, the blessed Aposties, Peter and Paul; like-
wise St. Andrew,- whom Scotland venerates with
special davotion, aud the other Saints, especially the
Blessed Margaret Queen of Scotland, for the hounor
and safety of this kingdom, to the end that they
way lock with beniygn favor npon this. renascent
Chureh.

Finally we decree this, our leiter can never at
any time be charged with the fault of omission or
addition or with any other defect, of our intention
or with.any other defect, but shall always be held
valid and tirm,and shall ebtain effect in all things,

and shall e inviolably observed. Notwithstanding |

Sir,~—1 am directed by the Superintendent.Gener-
sl of Indinn Affairs to ncknowledye the receipt of
your letter of the 15th instant, communicating the
effect of & conversution you had with the Rev. Mr,
Borland, a member of the Civil Rights Alliance of
Yontresl, with respect to the praposition of the De-
partment to remove the Iudians of Oka to Cockburn
Island, and enclosing A wiitten statement by Mr.
Borlaud of his viewson the aubject,

The Department have gone into the whole his.
tory of the Oka Indian matter, have read and care-
folly considered all that Mr, Boriund and other
friends of the Indinus have advanced on the subject
and have taken the best possible legal advice, that
wdvice hag uniformly been that the Indians have no
fegal title to the woil, that the gentlomen of the
Scminary are not irustees fur the Indisns but abso-
Jute proprietors of the Jand, and that no soit against
the Seminary with a view to obtasin possession of
the property for the Indians could be successful.
The Department, therefore, cannot accept Mr. Bor-
laud’s opinion in & legul queetisn s against the
opinion of the first tawyers in the country.

More than twe years ago Mr. Borland and those
associnted with him were given an opportunity of
bLringing s test case before the courts, but up to the
present moment they huvo neglected or at Ieast
failed to do &0, leaving the Department to draw the
obrious inference that th-ir counsel is not of opin-
ion in a legal question as uguinet the opinion of the

first lawyers in the country.

More than two years ago Mr. Borlsnd and those
associated with him weie given an opportunity of
bringing a test case before the courts, but up to the
present momwesnt they have neglected or ut least
failed to do so, leaving the Department to draw the
obvious infesence that their council is not of opinion
such & suit would succeed. It there ie any blame
resting npon anybody on account of no action hav-
jug Leen taken, it i8 not certninly upon the Depart-
ment, From advics given by counsel who have
considered cvery phase of . the question with the
u:most care, and who brought to their work ability
ofthe highestorder, ths Duepartment is convinced
that the only result of taking the case into conrt
would be to coufirm the Scwinary in what they
claim to be thetr rights. I peed scarcely say that
in that event the Indiuns would receive nothing.
The Seminary offerthe Indlaps twenty thousand
dollars at present for any tights they may kave, if
thev will move altogether from the seigniory.

The Department believe it in the interest of all
parties to the dispute, and especially in the intorest
of the Indians, that all causes of difficulty and

dificrence should Le removed, and have therefore
earnestly pressed upon the chiefs and leading men
of the band the desirability of accepting the offer
of the Seminary, The Superintendent-General has
not been informed whut those who interfere be-
tween the Indians and the Department propose fo
do in case a suit is bronght and the result is un.
fevourable to the Indians an amount equal to that
which the gentlemen of the Seminary now offer?
Are they prepared to give some satisfactory assur-
ance that the Indians, should they prrfer their ad-
vice to the edvice of the Government, are not going
tolose by doingso? These are covsiderations upon
themnselves the ouerous reaponeibility of urging the
Indinns to disregard the advice of the Government,
and refoee to entsrtaiu the propositions which have
been made to them.

If an early and favourable conclusion to these
negocistions is not arrived at, it i3 the intention of
the Department to withdraw theic Agent from the
seigniory and leave those who have iuoterfered to
prevent the Government from exercising success-
fully their good offices with the Indinns the respon.
6ibility of any difficulty which may arise in conse-
quence, It would be well that the Indians, Mr.
Borland and all concerned should know that the
gentlewen of the Seminary renewed their offer with
8 grent desl of reJuctancy, and that it will be open
for acceptance for bat a Itmited period,

As to the points raised in the resume of the con-
clusious arrived at by the committees of the Civil
Rights Allfance and the Methodist Church, which
Mr. Borland recites, tHY Superintendent-General
directs ms to say :— ' '

ANSWER OF THE CIVIL RIGHTS ALLIANCE
TO THE GOVEBNMENT,
MoxTaraL, 23rd April, 1878

Dear Sir,—As the lewul defence of the Oka In-
diaus, and the settlement of the questions between
them »nd the Semfnary of St. Sulpice have been
transferred from the Methodist Church to the Civil
Rights Alliance, the letter froms the Department of
the Intcrior of the 23rd ult., vespecting certain pro-
posals made by the Seminary of St Sulpice had to
be submitted to the council.  The Civil Rights
Alliance is composed of all political and religious
creeds, organized to gecure the civil and religions
rights of uny creed or class, and is not a body to
“interfere between the Government aud the In-
dians.”

The Council of the Alliance regrets that the let-
ter of the Minister of the Intsrior is a plea in de-
fence of the Seminary, containing not only an un-
dignificd threat as to the removal of the agent
placed in Oka, but a further retraction of conces-
sions proffered Ly the Government, The Alliance
bas no political or religions animus. It simply
seeks to svcure certain 11ghts for & people to whom
these rights were given., und which rights were re-
cognized for over a century by the very corporation
which uow aims to reject them., The questions be-
tween the Oka Tudians and the Seminary of St.
Sulpice are not mere questions of sentiment, but of
momentuons fact and inalienable legal clhims. It
miy havo happened, that in the multitude of ad-
visers, volubptary and even official, who have per-
sistent!y urwed the Government te do justice be-
tween there (laimants, tbat eowme couflicting opin-
ions have obtaiued, ag to the real claims and de-
mands of the Iandiars
1t does not 1 ppe .r that * the best possible legal
advice ? taken vy Guvernment, Las been directed to
the rend question at jssue, inasmuch as the letter of
the Minister of the Interior declares that this legal
advice ' has uuiform!ly been that the Indians have
no legal title to the soil, that the Gentlemen of the
Seminary are not trustees for the Indians, but ab-
solute proprieturs of the Iand, and that no suit
against the Seminary to oblain possession of the property
Jor the Indians could be succeesfnl.” Ewminent legal
gentlemen have given tbe opinioun that the titles
utd:r which the Seminary claim un absolute owner-
ship of the Seignories, destroy instead of establish-
ing their claim ; that the oidinance of the Special
Couuncil of 1840, merely confirmed the onginal
grants with the same2 obligatious; that the Act
abolishing the Svignorial Tenure put the Seignories
under the common law, asit did the Seignory of
Sault 8t. Louis, 1he abolitivn being for the Indians
respectively, wlho ghould receive the conastituted
rent in lieu of ezns et rentes, and the indemnity for
the ‘aholition of lods ¢ ventes, or the interest of the
capital set mpart for such indemnity. The )6th
section of the ordinance in question (3 and 4 Viet,,
¢8p, 30, now cap 42 of the Consolidated Statutes of
Lower Canadu), preserves the rights of the Indians.
“ Nothing m this Act or in tle ocdinance aforesaid
contained, shall «x'¢nd to destroy, diminish, or in
any manner to allcet, tke rights and privileges of
tho Crown, or of any psrscn or persons, society or cor-
porate bady, excepting such only as this Act and
the s2id ordinance expressly and specially destroys,
diminishes or affects”

Yet this is not the present question betwesn the
Okas and the Seminary, and no such desire has
been oflicially expresascd to the Government by this
Alliance, as-the dispossession of the gentlemen of
the Suminary, aud the {ustallation of the Indians as
absolute proprictors. It seems evident that the
legal advice taken by Government bas been directed
to an fssue not now in question, and one likely to
prejudice public oplnion against the interests and
real claims vf the Olkas,

The simple questions are these: 1st. Has the
the Indiang? 2nd, What are these obligations ?
3ed. Will the Government- or the courta compel
the Semlinary to fulfil them ?

The Minister of the Interior will perceive that
tho legal advice received by bis Department, as ex-
pressed in his Ietter of the 23rd ult,, has no bearing
at all upon these questious, and tcat much of the
argument contained in his lotter, therefore, fails to
meet the real issus, .

The Alliance recognizes the fact that the Act of
1840 confirmed certain claims of the Seminary, It
does not, however, recognize any revocation of the
obligations imposed upon the Seminary by the con-
cossions of tbe Kipg of France. Ii rather sees
therein an explicit confirmation of these obligations,
To satisfy the Minister ‘of the Interlor that this
position is tenable and. just, it would fix his atten-
tion upon a few undenisble facis, 1st. The Act
of 1837-88, which sought to confirm the Seminary

was only allowed by the Crown becauss it contain-
ed the very obligations towards the Indiabs and
others which the disallowed Act was made to evade,
3rd. Until within the last forty years or there.
abouts, the gentlemen of the Semivary faithfully
fulfilled the obligations this Alliance now. seeks to
bave continned, to wit: Erecting house and home
for $ho people, or at least permitting them to erect
house and home for themselves with timber: from
the ssignories ; prosecuting. In the name of and as
the guardians of the'Indians, tregpassore who cub
wood on the lands; permitting the .people to cat
what wood they 1e ur. for fuel or building pur-
poses, as' well -as- for (he smail industries apon
which much- of thelr existence depends; providing
means for moral and religious instruction, and act-
log in every sense as Trustees, . o

They bave ulso Leen allowed, when asked for,
to take timber for buildiLg purposes” Again in
the * Historival Notice” uf the question published
in 1876 under the names of the present
Cure of Oka and the advocate of the Semiuary,
pages 17 and 26 the admissions are made: “ Euch
head of a family of these tribes of Indians bas had
permission to take in the Domaine of the Semioary
all the wood neccssary for building and heating
purposes.”

Xf these statements were at a1l correct, one of the
most serinus grisvance of the Indians could or would
have had o existence. But they are directly con.
tradicted by the plain facts that ‘n every instance
where the Indians bave attempted to cut wood for
these purposen, the Seminary hins invariably cansed
their arrest and prosecution since they have seen fit
ta change their creed. It has also heen stated that
permission bad to be asked from the forest-keepers;
but it is afact, kinown to residents of the Suvigniories
that these forest-keepers were solely appointed for
the purpose of keeping the French population at the
rear of the domaine from cutting wood. They
pever interfered with the Indians until within the
last eighe or tem yenrs, Lut freguently arrested
French residents for trespass and cutting wood. It
iz also wholly incorrect that since the Indians have
changed their ereed they have been allowed to cut
wool: The residence of the Methodist dissionary,
owned hy an Tndian, bad to Le repaired with lum-
ber bought by private gentlemen ; many houses ars
badly in want of repair, and the Seminary will not
let the people cat wood for this purpose; houses
have fallen into decey from age, and bundreds of
the Indians and their tamilies have been obliged to
leave Oka for want of houss and Lome, and are now
residents in various parts of Quebec and Qutario,
Several families are crowded into emall dwellings
for want of sufficient hous=s. The necessary fire-
wood has only been obtained by purchase, and by
using decayed stumps found on the lunds or canoed
from scross the Lake, These maiters are here en-
larged upon toshow the Department of the Interior,
that the stutements made by the Rev. Mr. Baile are
utterly dieproved by facts ; and that in no instance
bave the Protestant Indians of Oka enjoyed the
ancient privileges, which bave been continved un-
interruptedly to the few Indians on ths Seiguiory
who are Roman Catholics.

The Alliance and its advoca‘es do not consider
that the Government hes any such relations with
the Okas a3 with other Indian bands. The Seminary
of §t. Sulpice voluntarily a.sumed the same direct
Trusteeship of these Indians and the lands, which
the Government now occupy towards otber Indian
bands., Proof of this is apparsnt from the state-
ments in the letter of the dinisier of the Interior,
that *‘there is no fund in the possession of the
Government belonging to the Oka Indians,” aud
that ¥ the De2partment have no menns of purchasing
these or any other lands from the Oka band, other
than such as the amourt given by the Seminary?

The Okas occupy & peenliar legal position by no
fault of their own. The Sominary petitioned the

ship and special care of the Seminary of St. Sulpice
ou the very seignory where they still remain; and
that from that period till tle confirmation of the
Semin ry Title in 1840, tho bighest legal opisions
held that the estates of the Seminary were being
illegally baving become by the capitulation the
property of the Crown. It was mno fanlt of the*In-
dians if they were placed by old legisiation in this
peculiar position, and left by the crdinance of 1840
under the Semioary trusteeship fostend of ex.
clusively Government control, In fuct, the Crown
i3 directly responsible for this peculiar relationship
us it disallowed the Act of 1837-38, by which the
Seminary tried to get rid of their obligations to the
Indians, snd put their care upon the Crown,

The plain reason therefore why the Government
hai no*fund bLelonging to the Qkas is that the Sem.
inary of §t. Sulpice hold anid bave always held
this fusdin trust; have held the positon towards
the Indians for over twohandred years, one bundred
and sixty of which keave been in Oka. TheGovern.
ment occopy a certain relation towards the Caugh-
nawagn, 5t Regis and other Indian bands, which
gives it the exclugive control of these Indian funds.
‘The Seminary of St, Sulpice, by the original deeds
of concession and the ordinance of 1840, occupy a
similar relation towarda these Okss, which has given
in the exclusive control of the {unds belonging to
the Okas.

The Seminary maiotain that the Okas havo no

Gouvernment seems to confirm this view. Now tf
the Okax Liave no legal rights in the Seigunary there
clearly they bave no rights anywhere else,” Thus
they ara placed in an inferior and anomelous posi-
tiop, which no other band of Indians occupy. If
the ordinance of 1540 was meant to alienate the

content and material progress will be slmost a
certaloty.

The Allianco would gladly see the Government
relieved from anxiety in this whals matter, ind will
second nuy fair and reasonable cftort to this end,
The ¥ personal wants” of the Indians will be se-
cured by themeelves oncs they are allowed to live
and labour uudistnrbed. Lesponsible gentlemen
are willing to try experiments 1o promote the social
and material progress of this gpecial band,—experi-
menty which will cost the Government nothing,
and be of deep interest to the Department of the

Iunterior, It is desirable to engage them in
various branches of mechanical industry, for
which they have sho¥n special capacity —

‘Co aacomplish this, it i8 pecessary 1o secure
the civil and religious rights of the people,
the snfety of capital invested, and the retention of
the band in their present convenlent proximity to
the metropolis. No movement 1s wmade by this
Association on their behalf without first consulting
the Chiefs and obtaining thelr approval, The Al-
liance would feel it « deep injustice and wrong,
were the Olkias to be  left to their own untutored
opinion, in n diepute with a rich and talented body
of gentlemen like the Seminary of St. Sulpice, and
its advocates, more capecially as the Department of
the Interior seema disposed to deny that the Okas
have any illegal rightsin tho Seminary.

The Alliance would respect(ully suggest and urge
the appuintment of a commission composed of
three gentlemen of the Seminary, three members
<f the Alliance, the head-chief of Oka, with one
legal Counsel of the Seminary and one of the Alli-
ance, to discuss the claims of the Insians, the best
'and most peacefal arbitration or settiement, and to
_present a signed report to the Department of the In-
‘terjor.  In the event of disagreeiment, the Alliance
will then pray the Government to enter a {est case
to finally settle the difficulties in the Couits.

The following extracts, from a posthumous work
of the late historian, Mickelet, was published re-
centlyin the fappe! of Paris ;

“The Vendome war was over. Huoche then Lad
Lut one thought—to be avenged of England,

“ Hu sald, with that good sense and judgment
which characterize the Parisian, thut wars on the
Continent were secondary “things; that it would be
neceseary to make war ag the fountain-head in Eng-
Inod, where was the wenlth that paid the armies of
the Continent,

Mo thought little of the war on the Rhine, which
gnave him all his glory. Ubliged to return to it
stortly befure his dently, he wroto to the Miniater of
the Navy—¢ It thero be & fuvorable moment, let ma
know; even if I reach Viennn, I shall leave every-
thiugr to tly to the Rhine and cwbark.’

“The only way to stop Eugland in this war,
which, while uudisturbed wt howe, she makes to the
world, was not, a8 Bonaparte imagined, to strike
her inthe Alps, or in gypt, but to shake her vig-
oroukly aud near, in threatening her in Ireland.

“ 14 was not necessury to be vietorions, but to
nlarm Ler constantly in her commoreo, in ber money
ioterests, nnd on the exchange,

“Such were the wproj.cts of Hoche, and of bis
friend, Admlral Traoguct.

Agsin we are disturbed by the Fenian
Scare. Again we hear of ¢ Fenian prepara-
tions for the invasion of Canada,” &¢. In spite
of the declarasion of the leaders of the Fenian
party, it is difficultto give serious considera-
tion to these commotions. Wehope, for many
veasons, that the report is, as wa believe it to
Ve, silly and without foundation. The Irish-
men of Canada certuinly do not wish it.

PARTY TUNES.

Novw that the authorities are taking measures
to secure peace to Montreal, it may pe well be
remember those fruitful sources of disturbance
—Party Tunes. Of late those tunes have be-

come common in Montreal, and wherever they
are common disturbances are sure to occur. In
Belfast~—the Montreal of Ireland—anyon¢ heard
whistling a Party Tune is fined. There the car-
rying of deadly weapons is not 2s common as in
Montreal, and a fine would hardly meet the
necessity of the case here, Imprisonment with-
out the option of a fine, would put an end, both
to the carrying of fire-arms, and the whistling
or playing of Party Tunes, and it the authori-
ties arc determined to secure peace to our city,
imprisonment in both cases will become 2
necessity. People may ask, what are Party
Tunes? This question has becn answered be-
fore in these columns. Kor instance ‘The
Protestant Boys,” *“The Boyne Water,”
¢ Rise Sons of Villiam,"” ¢ The Spet Where
Hackett Fell,”” «Kick the Pope,” and
all the “pious” glorias which appeal to
ignorant and Orange fanaticism, are all
Party Tunes. Oa the other side, we do not
koow of a single air that could be eunlled a
Parry Tune. ¢ The Wearing of the Green™
is played by the bands of her Majesty's troops,
and that is the only tune we koow to which
the most bigoted Orangemar could take objec-
tion. Iowever if the authorities are serious
in their movement to secure peace, the ecffect
of ParTy TuNEs canoot be overlooked.

THE ORANGE QUESTION IN THE
HOUSE. .

Cn Monday pight, the Qrange question was
discussed in the House of Commons. Mr.
White, of Ilastings, who is a leading member
of the order, spoke as it Qrangemen were very
angels, when history proves them to be quite
the reverse., He thinks that «if Cautholics
of Montreal, if the Nevean Monde and the
TrRuE WITNESS would say let the Orangemen
walk,” all the diffculties would be overcome.
Just so! Wo cannot speak for the Noveax
Monde, but the TrUE WITNEss fancies that
Mr. White was jesting, and so it leaves him.
After Mr. White had spoken, Mr. Devlin took
up the cudgels and truly said that “if the
Orange body of Montrenl celebrated the 12th
of July by a procession, it would be looked
upon a8 an insult, and he very much feared that
it would cause bloodshed, riot and disorder,
which would be regretted by people all over
the Dominion.” No doubt of it, If the
Orsngemen walk, and are protected, the day
may pass over uictly, but the night will we fear
bring trouble in spite of all the authorities can
do to preveny it.  Again, Mr. Devlin said that
in'the * Province of Quebec there was only a
Protestant population of 150,000 ; the provinee
was therefore essentially Catholie, and Orange
processions were sure to give offrnce.”” Yes,
an Orange procession in Montreal will give
mortal offence to every Catholic, not only in
the province, but to every Catholic in the
Dominion. After Mr. Devlin'sspirited speech,
Mr, Rochester caught the speaker’s eye,
and he thought that the * Orangemen of
Montreal had - just as good a right to
walk in  Montreal as° the Ribbonmen
to walk in Toronto.” Certaialy they have.
We do not deny it for an instant, but when
did Ribbonmen walk in Toronto? We have
enquir.d from all sources, and the answer has
been—NEvVER. It is a fiction tosay anything
of the kind, for ia the first place we do not be-
lieve that there is cven the skeleton of such an
organization as Ribbonism in Capada, Ca-
tholies would be the first to stifle such an or-
panization, for no Cathelic in this country
could for an instant countenance anything that
would iosult his neighbeur.

WHY?

Some time since it was mooted that it was
intended to revive the 4th Battalion of Volun-
teer Militia, now vacant in the 6th DMilitary
District.

Now, there are’ many reasons why the
Catholics of Cunada should lmok upon the
present Goverment with fuvour. 'We frankly
confess that the present administratizn has
done much for Catholic ‘interests, but people
hiss it into our ears that if Sir John A was in
power he would grant this battalion without
a moment’s hesitation. Qthers tell us that
it is because the Gth Military District is
French Cunadian and Cutholic, that the request
has been refused, This we are slow to be.
lieve, but we are surec that the formation of
this new battalion, officered by men of different
beliefs, would do more to allay the turbulent
feeling which at present exists in Montreal,
than even the BLAKE Acr., We are notin
favour of a dividing line, in Volunteer Corps,
and we thiok that “ Catholic” and *¢ Protest-
ant”’ corps should be unknowa ; nor do we wish
to see the new battalion exclusively Catholie,
but we merely wish to see a pew corps that
will give the Catholics as well as Protestants,
an opportunity of joining. The Catholics of
the Dominion and especially of DMontreal,
would accept the formation of such a corps, as
another recoguition of the willingness of the
Goverument to harken to their wants,

THE BLAKE ACT.

In 2 few days the provisions of the Biake
Act will be in force in Montrenl. By that
Act, either a policeman or a eivilian will have
the power of seurching, or of orderiog to be
searched, any one who may be suspected of car-
ryiog fire-arms, It gives arbitrary power both
to the coustituted authorities, and to the
ordinary citizen, and it punishes with imprison-
ment anyoune on whom deadly weapouns may be
found. That the condition of society in our
midst warrants some such measurc as this, no
one will deny. Something must be done to
limit, it wot to abolish, the wholesale carry-
ing of fire-arms, Already enough of harm
has been done, and it now only remains
to sce how the Blake Act will remedy
the evil. © Although originally framed for
Montreal, the provisions of the Act may, by
proclamation, be extended to any part of Capada,
and this weregard as necessary and wise. Ex-
ceptional legislation is nearly always an evil,
and exceptional legislation in the case of the
Blake Act would be productive of more harm
than good. In the first place the Act disarms
the people of Montreal, Orangemen and Cath-
olics alike, but unless its provisions extended
to the whole of Capada, it might dis
arm the Catholics of Montreal, only to leave
them at the merey of the funatical raiders who
threathen us on the 12th of July, TFor in-
stance,~Suppose the people of Montreal to be
disarmed—and that 3,000 or 4,000 Orangemen
come into our city on the 12th of July, who is
to disarm them ?  The volunteers? e
doubt it. We regret that the majority of
the force is so constituted that the Catholics
cannot have confidence in its impartiality. The
officers are no doubt well encugh disposed, and
would we believe do all in their power to cheek
any evidence of sympathy with the Orangemen,
but it isia the nature of things that the
Orangemen who form such a large proportion
of the volunteers, should take sides. Iu
gpite of all the officers could do, the conduct
of the Orangemen in the ranks, would be set.
tled at the lodges. No doubt nothing would
be done to openly violate the provisions
of Military Law, but the well known sym-
pathy between the volunteers and Orange-
men would encourage the latter, as it would
certainly furpish the Catholics with canse
for alarm, We can have no confidence in such
an arrangement. Discipline is too lax in the
volunteers to allow us to believe that they
would do theirduty impartially, and no amount
of talkin the council will ever convinee Catholies
that volunteers, who may be Orangemen, could
act impartially in the case of troubles between
members of their order and Catholics whom
they are sworn to destroy. The only means by
which we can hope to secure an evea-handed
justice from the volunteers, is by having the
force more liberally composed of Qatholies. At
present some of the corps are closed to (htﬁolics,
and so long as this state of affairs exist, we
cannot repose much confidence in them. The
Herald suggests that strange voluateers should
be brouzht to Montreal for the ocension, This,
in our opinion would make. the matter worse.
The strange volunteers would be ulmost to a
man in sympathy’ with the Orangemen, and
having no responsibility in our midst, would
be more likely to commit excesses.” The Mon-
treal volunteers . gre at least known. to the
citizens, and if the Catholics are to be shot
down, let it'be done by men who are known to

us all, - If outsiders’ are“to ‘be “brought - to
Montrea), let them be régulars, " One battalion
of regular troops would inspire confidence, for
they would at least be impartial and obey orders,
whatever they might be, But whatof the
expenses, Are the Catholics of this city to
meekly consent to be taxed, year after year, in
order to afford Orangemen an opportunity of
insulting them ? We have asked this question
before, and it is so ludricious that people smile
and say nothing, = [t appears that it is not
enough that the Orangemen should tell the
“(Croppies to lie down,” but they are to be
protected in doing so, and we are to pay for
that protection, under the pléa of law and order,
It is an outrage which the Catholics will to a
man protest against. Ia a document which
we publish elsewhere, the Orangemen speak
of the right to walk, ‘for mutual protec-
tion, and to commemmorate their delivery
from the “tyraony” of King James
They walk then to commemorate this deliver-
ance from a “tyranmny.,” Now for srgument
sake let us grant this; what then ? Are al]
men who have been delivered from a tyranny
to insult their neighbors? The Orangemen
say they will walk because they were at one
time delivered from ¢ tyranny” and yet they
object to, may ensult a procession in homor of
Jesus Christ, who not only saved us, *from
a tyranny,” Dbut from hell itself. No that
is not their reason at all. They walk beeause
thev hate the Catholic Church, because they
know they insult us, and because they like to
fling iosults into our faces. Fuiling
the volunteers, who else is to disarm the
Orangemnen who are expected to corne here on
the I2th of July? The Police would not be
equal to the task, and special constables would
bhardly uadertake it. It appears to us that
thisis a very scrious aspect of the question,
and Mr. Blake will incurra grave responsibility
if he does not provide for the disarming of
everyone who may come to Montreal, and as
weil as those who may residein it. Men will
come here without any resporsibility, they will
have no stake in our m‘dst, to them it will be
a matter of indifference whether half the city
is luid in ashes or not, they may dance to the
music, but they will not have to pay the piper.
They will come here too, armed to the teeth,
with the sympathy of the Volunteers to sustain
them, and we repeat that any law that does not
provide for their complete disarmament will be
a violation of justice, and the cause of serious
apprehension to the Catholic residents of the
city. No one knows how the 12th of July
may end in Montreal. There may be a general
riot, and if the Orangemen have reason to think
that the Catholies are disarmed, then * Woe
to Montreal.” Nor will it do to search the
Orangemen either as they enter the city, or as
they may be stopped emn route, Such an
attempt we believe to be futile, for it is probable
that they will send their arms in cases, or in
the charge of individuals, days, perhaps weeks,
before the day of ¢ glorious memory.” We con-
fess that the question i3 surrounded by diffi-
culties. If the provisions of the Aect can be
fulfilled we would aceept it as a blessing to our
city, but the danger isthat the Act will operate
against the Catholies and in favor of their
fanatical opponcents who were called by the anti-
Catholicnobleman, Lord Gosford, a ¢ BANDITTI
whose persecution of Catholies he said *was
AN ATROCIOUS CRUELTY, SPARING NEITHER

CATHOLIC MORALITY.
A few days ago the Witness published some
statistics about the condition of morals in
Rome. The Witness we find took its informa-
tion from the New York Adcocate, which in
turn took it from a communist organ called
E! Selfes. The article contained according to
our contemporary the following “ reliable statis-
tical facts.,” Rome in 1870 had a population
of 205,000, and the number of deaths reached,
in the same year, 4,378 of which 1215 were
legitimate and 3163 illegitimate, the illegitim-
ate, therefore, being in the proportion of 74 to
25 per 100 of the total births! This story we
find has been going the rounds of the press,
and it found its way into the. columns of the
Sowth Western Christian Advocate, s pestifer-
ous organ published in New Orleans, A gen-
tleman in that city sent the following letter 1o
the editor of the Advocate, and the Witness will
find some difficulty in answering it.

In reply to these © curious, reliable atatsstical
facts,” now published by you, the New York .ddvo
cate and  El Seljeo, as the true statistical tables of
Rome for 1870, I will state that the same tables,
the same figures, the same results, were given and
published in 1854, in & work by Rev.M , Hobart
Seymour, and have beeo published and re-published
in this country by nearly all the evangelical jour-
pals and anti-Catholic reviews, magazines and
pamphlets, previous ty the date assigned by the
New York Advocate ag that to which they refer, name-
1y, 1870. I have now before me a list of the names
of seven publicrtions in 1863 and 1869 with the
same identical statements, zo that the “reliable
[talian journal ” i3 somewhat behind its enterprising
brethern in giving the moral statistics of Rome for
1870, as others have been publishing the enme state-
wments, the same figures, periodically for the last
twenty-four years—that is, sixteen years before the
avents are suppesed to have happened.

The ofticial census of Rome, published December
21, 1867—that is, beforo Rome wss the capltal of
the Kingdom of Italy——Civilta Catolica,, gives the
total population at 215,573, and the number of legiti-
mate births for the year, from Easter 1866 to Easter
1867, at 5739, The average number of legitimate
births for the previous ten years was 5657, and the
aversge vumber of illegitimate blirths was less than
six per cent., in place of the seventy.five per cent.
given in the article from the New Yark .dwocate,
The efficial statistica for the whole of Italy for the
same period gives the illegitimate births at five per
cent,

“Tha statistics corresponding to the latest years

of the Pontificial Government ahow that there was
committed one murder in England for every 187,000
inhabitants, and in the estates of the Pope one for
every 750" These figurea are sufliciently sngges-
tive,” says the New York -Advocate, I should suppese
that every one would think so. Let us examine
them. This statement would give 130 murders in
England and Wales fortbhe twenty-millions of in.
kabitants, and for the the three millions of inhabit-
ants in the “Pope’s Estates” it would give 4000
murders, or 249 times az many as in the Pope's
late dominions, fur the same number of inbabitants,
as are committed in England in the same time.

The difference in thiz single crime between any
two countries in the world—Catholic, Protestant,
Mohammedan or Pagan, haviug any kind of govern.
ment—could hardly he believed by any person who
investigated tne statistics of ¢rime; but when it is
stated as between England and the Romaun Stater,
s giving their morul condition some ten or twelve
years ago, I thing that this is only necessary to
pointit out to any sane man or women to have the
statement discredited.

served as director of Regiopolis College, at
Kingston, after which he was placed over the
congregation at Lindsay, OQntario, and filled
the position of parish-priest there for ten years.
He was then transferred to his native place,
Alexandria, where he remained another ten
years, after whicg he came to Perth, This
was in 1867, and for the past twelve years of
his life devoted his tine to a wholesome and
faithful spiritual oversight of his flock in Perth
and neighborhood, by whom he was much be.
loved and reverenced. His liberality of opin.
ion and goodness of heart rendered him pop-
ular with all classes aud creeds; and the spirit
with which he entered into all public eater-
prises gave much assistance to schemes of this
nature. At the time of his death he was See-
retary of the County of Lanark Board of
of Kxaminers, and a member of the
Perth R. C. Separate School Board and
of the Board of Kducation. In his death
we can oply say that this community has sus.
tained a loss which will not easily be made up.

S8EPARATE £CHUOL QUESTION.

The geparate school question is one which has
been agitating the minds of tbe Catholic populace
of this city, in fact that of Ontarlo, for some montbs
past, Prior to 187G, the Board of Trustees was
composed almost exclusively of clergymen. Sub-
sequently a number of laymen bave been returned
as Trustees, and at the first meeting of the present
year the clesgymen numbered only seven, while
the laymen numbered eloven, Since the advent on
the Board, of the Istter, who have investigated
everything of importance, Catholic parents and
others have taken considerably more interest in
school matters than heretofore, aud the result is,
that the meetings have attracted representatives of
all the daily newspapers in the city, and a large
number of spectators, and thus it is that more
notoriety is given to the proceedings.FThe laymen
made motions to have all accounts for the past
fifteen years laid on the table; tor the reports of
the Local Superintendent and othor officials to be
read ; and generally ro bave everything cacried out
snd completely executed, that was heretofore
neglected. Almost all these motions were voted
down. The Board, I may say, isdivided liko the
Legislature, and the Government and oppo-
sition sides. The clergymen, (although in
point of numbers in & minority, yet they are sup-
ported by 3 or { laymen, thus being enabled to
sccure o working majority,) are known as the gov.
ernment or couservative side, and tle laymen are
known a3 the opposition or reform side of the
House. The consequence of the parsistent defeating
of every motion made by the Reformers ig, that dis-
putes of all kinds have arisen betweea them, grave
charges bave been preferred, personal abugse even
has been resorted to, and in fact unpleasant features
of every description bave taken the place of those
which only ehould be known to exist among & body
of men In whom there is an important trust reposed
—viz: to poovide for the education ofjthe rising gen.
eration. At a recent meeting four of the laymen
submitted their resignations and accompanied them
with theic reasons therefor. The cbief cause for
{heir resignations appears to be that they consider
themselves unable to perform the dnties of their
trust and they allege thut the cause is evidenced by
the fact that notwithstandlug the repeated and de.
termined ¢fforts they bave made to advance thege
interests which {t was theic bounden duty to do, no
substantial good has resulted bucause their course
was obstructed aud every step forwnrd was really
onein retrogression. The clergymen asgert that,
gince the cstoblishment of separate schools, to
within the past fow ycars laymen, could not be in-
duced to become members of the Board, aud as s
necegsary congequence they were obliged to assume
the government of Catholic Education and to do
overything necessary and essential to itsdue admin-
istration, and now for the reason that Jaymen did
not participate atall in that government ik is un-
just and ungracious, and morcover and uniikely
to resalt in any ultimate good, to ask of them to
report the proceedings of 19, 15 and 26 years ago.
They farther assert that the opposition are extreme,
not only in their attions, but in their comments.
Coancerning this last assertion the opposition not
only give it & most emphatic denial, but declare
that it is the elergymen who are not only extreme,
but cannot be induced to act in any reasonalls
manuer whatever. Truly this state of affairs is de-
plorable, but whatever may destroy the harmony
which should characterize the relationship of such
a body of men, it is-an undenlable tact that
both parties are laboring with the same object in
view—viz: the promotion ofCatholic educational
intereste, and the future welfare of the rising Gath-
olic generation. However, this state of affairs will
awaken Catholic parents and enable them to realjze
the terrible results that might follow from remain.
ing dormant while they bave important duties to
perform. The only possible remedy I can conceive
for the evilg that have arisen is for each party to
make certain concessions and contizue doing so,
and ultimately a thorough and complete ruconcilia-
tion will be effected. A similar suggesiion has
been made, aud I have no doubt it will Te acted
upon, and it is generally felt that sll disputes and
differences ate now at an end, It is to bs boped
that the fature actione of ‘the members will* shew
that notwithstauding all thess disputes and differ-’
enceg irreparable injury has not been worked.

THEOBALD WOLFE TONE.

Amid the gloom of a8 chill autumnal evening
in ¥ fatal but glorious '98,” calmly thouzh peacefally
gasping away his life, there lay on a Dubhn prison
cot one of the grandest, most herolc men whom
that stirting epoch produced—Theobald Wolfe Tone,
Born in 1763, he wad a mere school-boy when the
American Rovolution began; but, young as he was,
the inapiration of the event flashed in upon his
soul, and {8 electric principles were thers inscribed
io lettars of ineffaceable flame. He studied law,
aud was called ta tbe bar; but the duil routine ot
the profession was too tame and prosulc for a spirit
such &g his, He wasa bora revolutionias, and un-
fortunately the condition of bia native Innd afforded
full scope for his best endeavor in that line,
=Wolfe Tone was a Proteatant; but as he' grew to

L manhood, all his aympathies weut out-towards his

plundered and degraded Catholic countrymen..” He
sot himself the task of uaiting together Irichmen
of every creed, and to farther his project, he ac-
copted the pnsitlom of-Secretary -tp the Catholic
Committes, When reverses began to overtake the
French arms, Englands conciliatory measures censed,

'82;. /The volantears: were' digbanded, thelr drms
withdrawn, atd hired mercenaries: poured in, - Out:

lsck'ed military trafning and wunitions of war.
A disciplined nucleus was reqnired, scound which ta
rally and consolidate tho rude strength of the nation,
In this emergency all hopes were centred on the
l“reqch Republic, whick Lnd sworn everlnsting
cumity to British sggression ; go in Jeunvary, 1796
leaving wifoand babes, Wolfe Tone suiled for érance’
to procure such aid, if possible, from ths Directory
a8 wag extended twenty vears before to the struggling
compatriots _of Washington Thovugh forced to
gtru_ggle Againgt grave dificulties, Tone sneceeded
In six or eight montbs in guining from the Dicectary
a formidable expedition under Hoclie ; but his efforts
wers Luflled by the elements, which seattered the
flest when neariog Ireland, a fagy which befell
another armament that Tone had succeeded in per-
suading the Dutch Republic te tit out for the invasion
of Ireland. With indomitable eergy, Tone betook
himself once more to France, aud appenled to tho
young Republic 8o succrsstully that another fleer
wad prepared; bt at the moment of sailing for
Irelaud its destination was changed, and it was sent
to Egypt.

T'ny English ?vemu\ent, finding the coast clear
pow determined Mo goad the Irish into a revalt
tor which they werc unprepared, nnd thus ellectually
crush them  Accordingly, the Hessian hirelfoga
were tet loose, and te them and fo the infuriated
Orauge yeowanry were given * free qnarters’ npon
the prople, in order that their lust and ruffianism
might preveko partini risinge. The troops were
suthoriz«d to administer justice without the tnter-
vontion of ruy civil process, and to snch lengths did
the licentions soldiery ro, that the commander,
Sir Ralpl Abercrombie resigned in disgustand horror
at their unchecked atrocitios,

Menutime Tone, in Paris scemed to take neither
food ner rest, 1o his cagerness to procurs some aid.

Tone was wged to escapv'
and might have done so, but wauld not desert bis
{rirnds, thongh ho kuow he could expect no mercy
while they would be treated as prisoners of war,
He wag captured, hurried to Dullin in chaios, nnd
tried by drumhend court martiul. Despitoa Lrilliant
and impassioncd plen, in the enurse of which he
vindicated the policy of hiy )ile, e was condemued
to be hanged within forty-cighthours, TRatherthnn
give thom the gratifiestion of disgracing hit wniform
nnd glosting over his ignominions end, he, unfor-
tunately for his reputation «s o Christinn and a man
of fortitnde, opened a veoin in hisneck with the blnde
of a penknife. Ila lingered for & week, and tho
Government was in favor of taking him out and
straugling him, balf dead and woinded though he
was, and would have doneso, only they dreaded the
effect npon the nution,  On the 15th of November
he died, adding an hooared vame to the long coll of
Irelands  ill-starred  patriots.—MeGee's  Mustruted

WIIAT VARIETIES TO PLANT

is p question often asked of us, and is one of the
most difficult to answer. If the fruit is fur home
use, & euccession trom the earliest to the latest will
be needed. If fruit is to be grown for market, then
it is necessary to know what the market requires.
In all theae cases, the fruit growers in the neighbor-
hood can give hetter advice than anyone elsy, and
we have pever yet met a successful fruit-grower
who was not willing to tell what he knew for the
benefit of others. It is only quacks who have
secrets,
HOME NURSERY,

Those who propose, iu a year or two, to set out
orchards, can well prepare for it now, ‘[hey can
bay from the nurserios root-grafts, or nursery stocks
“in bud,” i.e, stocks budded last year, on which the
buds have “taken'’ and which will start into growth
this year, from wbich the stock above the bud,
must of course be cut back. Thesge, the very begin-
nings of treer, can be bought very cheaply, and if
get 18 to 24 inchesapart,in rows wide enough spart
to be well cultivated, will, at the end of two years,
give excellont young trees to set in the orchard, at
a small cost.

POTATOES.

While the potato beetle is abovt, most farmers
will plant early potatoes. They are cut of the way
before the grent aroy arrives. But we look for a
gaeat dimunition of this pest if potato growers will
fight them at all times for a yearof two, The open
winter may have dustroyed a great many, but enough
will remain. Yet we would plant potatoes. There
is no more profitable crop when planted on good
soil, and well cultivated, The Early Rose is still
the best for general crop.

TOP-DRESSING SOD FOR CORN.

We doubt if any bettsr disposal of manure could
be made at this season than to top-dress at ouco the
sod to be plowed by and by for corn, It is casy to
grow 100 bushels of corn to the acre if we set about
it. Mapy farmers are doingit., It only needs 2
good ears to esch hill 3 foet apart each wuy that is
all. Having a corn'that yields four or five ears to
a sialk, it i3 a8 easy to grow 100 bushels per acre of
corn as 22 bushels of wheat, with the manure and
cultivation.

ARTIFICIAL FERTILIZERS,

The ground should be made rick enough to grow
the largest possible crops; elae we are laboring
with our hands and not with our heads, and unpro-
fitably. Now that we have the most useful artiticial
fertilizer specially preparea for all crops, honest
and responsible dealers, thers is no excuse for poor
crops, nnless the farmer is too poor to procure these
fertilizers. In that case he should cultivate less

work and more liberal fertilizing.
HIGH FARMING.

High Farming ia simply making the most of otr
resources. It is simply putting our work where it
will do the most gaod and suffering no wastes to
exist, It requires skill mors than money, and good
management rather than costly tools, tine stock,
and showy bnildings, It is not altogether in bury-
ing miles of tiles in the ground, but in bringing
onr fields under such a degree of cultivation, ac-
cording to our means, &8 will produce crops with
the greatest profis. The farmer who gains the most
from the least outlay, ie a* kigh farmer.’

TREES FROM THE NURSEDY.

If transported a long distance may be injured in
warm weather in two ways, 1st. They may be dried
out. This will be shown by the shrivelling of the
bark on tbe twigs., TFor trees In this condition,
open a troteh in light, mellow soil, large enough
to contain them, root and branch. Then, first sesing
that the Isbels are all right, bury them entirely in
moist, but not wet soil, putting a stake at the roots,
as & guide in taking them ont. Let them remain
butied five days or a week, and, when faken out
they will be found perfectly restored. Another
danger Ix, second from

MILK, CHEESE, SUGAR,

The above threa urttcles are of prime necessity
and are also products of Agriculture, The first two
are now produced largely by co-opsrate effort amoung
the farmers; and the last can be as well, if the
cheese factories now organized would add the re-
quisite machinery for grating and pressing the
Sugar Beets. Such as I8 now used for. making
ciderand pans such as are wvsed for evaporating
Sorghum juice will anawer the purpose as well as
those more costly. The farmers would raise the
Sugar Beets, the pulp and leaves of which are good
for stock, particularly milch cows, improving the
quality as well as increasing the quantity of the
milk produced, The patrons of the cheeze factory
would be benefited pscuniarily, and, as cheose is an
article of large exportdemand avd sugar principally
lmported, if these intarests were united, as suggested
above, it would benefit the whole country aud the
dairy interest in particnlar. The cost of the necess-
ary apparatus is but little and the product large.
It adds another rewnunesrative crop to those now
grown ; and,as all the mineral elemeuts are again
returued to the aoil, its capacity for larger crops is
increased without any extra expense, which enables
the farmers to carry more stock, and consequently
increases Lis profits from the eale of its products.—
N. Y. Independant. :

time to time we are autbentic.lly informed of the
performances of extra good cows, wae gladly publsh
them as information of both present and future
interest. The record of this Jersey cow * Abbie,”
from April 17th, 1876, to March, 1877, during which
time she yielded 10,070 1bs, of milk is as follows:

A GreeNLaxp Smark.—There arrived at St. Pan.
cras goods station thy other day a rather unusual
freight—a Greeuland skark, 15 feet long, wuighing
three quartera of a ton, and consigned to the author-
iries of the British Museum by Mr, Montague
Browne, naturalist, of Birmingham, from whom it
was purchased 85 a great rarity.

Armirteiat Coutore oF Crawrmm,—The Piscicul-
tural Institution of Schwerin has recently mude
some important experiments with a view to ascer-
tain whether the artificial culture of river crawfish
(Adstacus fluviatilis) is possible on a large scale.
The experiments were entirely successfnl. In the
sprig of 1876 some seven hundred crawfish with
ova were -put into two circular ponds of only six
feet in dismeter, and for each animal a separate
hole had been comstructed. At the end of Nevem-
ber the ponds were drained in ovder to separate the
young crawfish from the old ones, It appeared
that of the latter only three or four were crawlioy
at the bottem of the pond, while all the others had
occupied their respective dwellings. The youug
wers of the size of a bee, and extremely lively.
They were taken out of the ponds, and already on
the following day could be fed artificially ou car-
rots and meat. Mauy a land and garden proprietor
could thus make crawfiabh culture a lucrative past-
time at very little cost, particularly since the con-
sumption of these crustaceans increase largely
€Very year,

AugricAN Crows—It is not generally known
that crows go on further south than Washington
during the winter. They congregate there by the
millions, and have roosting-places within three
wiles of the city, Earty in the morning, in huge
flocks, they courge down the Potomac, and late in
the ovening return to their roosts in the pine
groves which lie adjacent to the river. They fol-
low'the tide swamps whenever bared by the ebl
tide and subsi~t upon the crabs and other water
snimal life which may be left exposed. But why
they do not remnin scme tweuty or thirty miles
down the Potomac, where the pine groves are a
hundred times more exiensive than here, and
whero ice never forms, is unexpinined, Wo have
gone near a roosting-place, of a few acres extent,
about dusk, and were surprised to note the jm-
mense number of ibere birds clinging to the
branches of the trees.

GevxtLEMEN—I peed Bearcely tell you. how ple-
asent and honotd I feel by the address just read
and kindly gift accompanying it. I accept both
with gratefull feelings, as an evidence that,in my
humble way,I have been enabled todo something
towards increasing that good will and sympathy
swhich should ever exist between fellow-country-
men and fellow-citizens, Reared and trained as I
have been, I bave nntuarlly held iu view that civil
and religious Hberty is the birthright of cvery man ;

unchangzenble, save for its ever increatingdepth,
the Church to whichI belong, the great underlying
principles of my ewn faith have logically led me to
regard as the rights of others that liberty of con-
science which I claim for myself. And that feeling
led me o make a marked distinction between thoso
religious oplaions for the holding of whick Pro-
testant and Roman Catholic alike nie responsible to
God, and those kindly bretherly feelings, which love
of a common country, aod principles of truecitizen-
ghip, shonld generate in overy loyal heart, Makiog
that distinction, copscientiously, I have done my
best, conscientiously, to live at peaca with all my
countrymen that my «itizenship has brought me
inte contact with, and to strengthen, as far asI
possibly could, that loyal patriolic spirit which,in
a young laud like this, is an actual necessity for the
well-being of our commaon iuterests. ‘I'hat you,
a0 widely differing from me in creed, have ecndorsed
thewe sentiments; that yon hnve appreciated my
weak cffortsin cultivating these things which make
for public peace, is to me a decp and brightened
pleasure to be thought over quictly and thankfully,
rather than to Dbe described, Yet, I cannot
but say that far more than Lkindly written
werds, or valued gift, is the happy, joyous thought
that there is ground on which Irishmen can maet
with feelings of fellowship and good.will, credit-
able alike to all.

to ‘Fou -the .pecessity of adopting. in the City
Council such efficacions meastires as may appear to
your enlightened wisdom. equal to the ‘greatness of
the evil, . . e -

The press of the  city chronicles week after
week murderous assaults on unarmeéd and in
offending young men, yet notbing is done on the
part of the nutborities or of the chizens ggnayal] y to
arrest the progress of the evil. Puvlic justice has
overtaken a few of the guilty, but the punishment
of those criminals appears to only stimulate their
nssociates tv commit deeds of blood of a still
darker hue, What is the nataral consequence of
this state of things? It appears evident that ina
city situated ag Montreal is, it can result only in a
war of religion, accompanied with all the sad conse-
quence of such a conflict, .

With such a gloomy prospeet staring usin the
face, no thinking man—be his religious opinions
what they may—will judge an interference inop-
portune. We casnot remsin indifferent whilst we
see well.conducted and inoffensive young men,
members of ovr own flocks struck down one after
snother by an organised system of assasgination.
Desides, we owe a duty to our good city. We do
not think it prudeht to try the forbearance of
Catholics much longer.  Finding themselves
without due protection against insult, and agninst
repeated attempts of sssassination (reacherously
directed aga inst them, they may be tempted in their
desperation to do what every well-wisher of Montreal
would deplore.

The confidence of your fellow-citizens has charged
you,respected sir,and the Council over which you pre-
side, with the guardianship of the peace, the goed
order and general welfure of thecity, We therefore
appeal to you ag our Chief Magistrate, and to the City
Council, to adopt efficacious messures to secure
this sacred trust, As a gage of our readiness to co-
operate with you, we submit the following sugges-
tions for consideration : —

So long a8 bauds of people, especially young men
can parade the rtreets by day and by night, baving
deadly weapons concealed ontheir person and hatred
in their hearts, there can be ne security for the
pence of the city, nor even for human hfs. The
radical evil lies here, and at any cost it has to be
rooted out, Let the law that forbids thecarrying
of concealad arms be made operative. and the great
olject will be attained. If at present deadly
weapons must show themselves before the law can
interfere, that i8, the harm must be done before the
law affords a remedy—let the defect be supplied at
once, by an application to Parliament to give the
right of searching &1l suspected persons. Thisright
may be given only when necessary and fora limited
time, and may be guarded againstabuse; but suck
a right is jmperatively called for here to quench
the thirst for blood that exists in certainclasses,
and to provent its becoming chronic. The action
of this right will befeared only by the evil-disposed
in the community. In fact, &s the security ot hu-
man lifo is the first necessity ef socicty, every
other consideration has to yield to it.

We also think that the present occasion-demands
an efficient addition to the Police Force,

We respectfully place before you and the City
Council these suggestions feeling that in doing s0
we discharge ourselves of a serious responsibility,
which we trust shall hereafter rest with the authori-
ties of our city.

THE PROTESTANT CLERGY’S ADDRESS T0 THE ORARGEMEN.

Ald, Stereeys was pleased to gee that the Ca-
holic clergy had taken the matter in hand, and
wotld like to submit to the Council a copy of the ad.
dress which some time previously had been sabmit-
ted to the Orangemen, signed by his Lordsbip the
Metropolitan and thirty-seven Ministers of tha Pro.
testant Church. It was then read by the City Clerk
ag follows :—

Montrear, April 3, 1878,

To the Orangemen and Members of the Order of Toung
Dritons in Montreal and throughout the Dominion of
Cuncdy :

Dsar FRriExps,—As ministers of the reformed
faith,aud as those who may be supposed to have the
best interests of our pure religion at heart, permit us
to address you a fuw aflfectionate words for your ear-
nestand prayerful consideration.

Itis needless, we feel, to recur to the painful and
ever to be regretted events of the last 12th of July.
The incidents of that day are all too vividly before
your eyes to requira that we should rehearse them to
you We will, therefore, confine ourselves strictly
to the things of the future, and to a consideration of
those principles which, as Christian men, should
undoubtedly guide us all. Indvingso, we trust you
will credit us with acting from the most conscien-
tions of motives and from the kindliest feelings
towards yoursel ves, and from the most anxious desire
to maintain, as far as possible, the peace and welfare
ol the country.

In wriling to you on the present occasion we are
acting on the assumption, which possibly may be
incorrect, that the rumor is well founded which
credits the Orangemen and Young Drit-»ns of Cacada
with having come to a fixed resolution to walk pub-
licly in the streets of Montreal on the 12th of July
next. Now, admlitting that this {s your present de-
termination, wa would most earnestly entreat you
to reconsider it; and for the followiug reasons:—

First The Orange society is an vrder which honors
the Bible above sllother books, rezarding it alone as
the foundation ofits faith and the guide of its con-
duct. You makeit the grand central point around
which you all rally ; you carry it before you in your
processions ; in ghort, you base all your hopes on
the Redeemer Whom it exalts aod the promises it
enfolds. .

Such, then, being the case, fs it not, dear friends,
incumbent npon you to submit the whole matter to
the teaching of Him Who is not only our Saviour
and Deliverer, but our Counsellor ond Guide,

Now, what were the principles Hetaught? Were
they not those of meekness, gentleness and love ?
“When He was. reviled,” it is written, “ He reviled
not again '’ When Hesuffered, Ho threatened not,
but committed Himsolf to Him that judgeth right-
eously, Turning to His sublime sermon on the
Mount, we find Him saying, * Blessed are the poor
in spirit” * Blessrd ars the weak ;" * Blessed are the
peacemakers” . “ Yehave heard” He adds, ! that it
hatb been said thou shalt love thy neighbor and
hate thine enemy; but I say unto you, love yonr
enemies, blesa them that corseyou,do good to them
that bate you, and pray for*them wauich deapitefully
use you and persecute you, that ye may be the
children of your Father which is in heaven,” Even
when dying by the hands of his enemies, He eaid:
Father, forgive them,for they know not what they
do. As regards empire or the possession of earthly
power, He said: My kingdom is not of this world,
if My kingdom were of this world, then would my
servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the
Jews jbut now {s My kingdom not from'hence, Simi.
lar to this was_the teaching of all the Appstles
8t. Paul says : * Follow prace with all men, and boli-
ness without which no man shall see the Lord ;" and
again: " Ifit be possible, as much as lieth in you,
live peaceably with all men” #Puton, therefore,

as the elect of God, holy and beloved, howels of
mercies, kindoess, humbleness of mind, meckness,
long suffering, forbearing one anothier and forgiving
one another, if any man bavea quarrel against any,
oven as Christ forgave you,so alsodo ye.” ~ - '

Now such being the undoubted teaching of the
blessed Saviour and his Apostles, can‘you, dear
friends, really believe that.He, your admitted Head
requires of you apolicy so coutrary to all His prin-
ciples, of peace, and go calcilated to arouse - the
worst passions of the beart, ng that with which you
are now credited? With his words, # Blessed are
the peacemakers,” sounding in your ears, can you
agree among yourselves to do that which will sow
bitterness and discord throughout thelength and
breath of the land—which will not onlydrench our
strwets with blood, but carry enmity and strife into
every city and town in Canada? Most earncstly,
therefore, would we press upon you as Christian
men this solemn considsration, nrging upon you at
the same time to refluct whether, after all, the vic-
tories you seek for mry not be achieved in & calmer
and more Christ-like way.

Second. As the question of legal rights is contin-
ually being raised, wo wish to say we are quite
willing to admit that, an far asthe actual law is
concerned, there may e nothing against your walk-
ingin public procession on that day; butwe would
moef solemnly urge upon you to prayerfully con-
rider the question whether such a course is really
expedient. “All things,” said the Apostle Paul,
“are lawful unto me, but all things and not exped-
jent.” Now,in thisiostance, wheu you refléct what
the inevitable results of a public parade in Montreal
would be, can you really look up before God and
say “ itis expedient that we should walk?” As far
as our judgment dear brethern, goes we shonld say
it is not,

Third, Issueh & course neceasary? If we, the
Protestants of Montreal, were suffering dire persecu.
tion from the hsnds of Roman Catholics, or were we
in any way bindered from serving God according to
the dictates of our own conscisnce, then our posi-
tion would be such asmight reagonably cavse alarm
aud call for your interposition and aid, but seeing
that such a state of thingsdoes not exist, and that
whatever political orsocial disadvantages there may
be from which we are suflering, are only thos2
which necesaarily result from our nnmerical inferior-
ity too patent to admit of any dispute, therefore for
these reasons, conclusive to our mind, we would
affectionately urge you to wholly abandon the in
tention, if apy such there may be of walking in-
Montreal ov the 12th of July next, and most sin-
curely will we pray that the God of all Grace may
gunide you, dear brethern, to a right judgment in
this most important mnatter, and Jead you for
Christ’s sake to consult only those things which
make for peace,

THE BLAKE ACT.

Mayor Beavpry here anuounced that he had that
day reccived a copy of the Blake Act, now before
Parlinment, and jntended to Dbe applicable to
Montreal's present condition.

The Council ordered it read.

It is similar to thatalready published in the

Gruzelle o few days ago,is modelled after the
Public Works Act and the Irish Act, and to remain
in force until next sesion of Parliament; the Act
to apply to any district nemed in a proclamation
published in the Canade Gazette,
A proclamation to be published before it be
deemed inope ative, and public notice to be given
of itsenforcement ordiscontinuance. It proposes
that from and after the time named on the pro-
clamation it should not be lawful for any person
not an officer of the peace, soldier or sailor in
Her Majesty's service, to carry and have else-
whero than in his own house, any firearms or
other dangerous and deadly weapons; any per-
son carrying such weapons in contravention of
the statute rhould be guilty of a misdeameanor,
and liable to imprisonment for any term not
exceeding 12 months; and it shall be .Jawful
forany person to apprehend any person found in
the act of carrying weapons, and to deliver kim
over toan officer of .the peace, with a view to
his being dealt with according to law; that it
should be the duty of any constable or officer to
take from any person theirarmsor deadly woapons
which should be thereupon forfeited to Her
Majesty; that the Governor in-Council should ap-
point commissioners to grant licenses to persons
to carry. arms, the licenss to be revocable by
such persons at. will; and that the seventh clause
of the Aot respecting -offences against the per-
son' should apply with reforence to 'the pro-
cedure, '
