DBut, descending to the
lower ground of mere expediency [ am convinced
that jo seeking the removal of the present grievance,
any deviation from the prineiple of voluntaryism
would be fatal to our prospecis of succese, That
principle is the great bond which now unites us to
the English Dissenters. If, yielding to any insidioua
influence, we were go foolish ag to deviate one hair's
breadth from voluntaryism—if we listenéd for a mo.
mant with approval to an offer of state endowment
in any mode or form for the Catholic clergy of Ire.
land —we should deservedly exchangs the invaluable
alliances of the Euglish Dissenters for their bitter
bostility. . . .

heavy after that. In common decency, ‘the negro
party’ can scarcely getup sny coosiderable row
about Jamnica till after the Oommission reports; so
that, if the Reform Bill should be deferred till the
time I have referred to, thera will be nothing to fight
about but the Feniavs or ‘the Established Chuorch in.
Ireland for some weeks to come. Accounts received
here in private circles represent the state of society
in Ireland geoerally, and in Dublin particularly, as
being very unsettled indeed. Among other things
it is-stated that, to the knowledge of the Dublr
detectives, there are about four thousapnd strangers
in that city. who huve only turned up since the Fe.
nian trisls, and who have no ostensible occupation
there, but who seem to be in no want of money, and
who have been observed to take pert, either &s gim-
ple spectators or agsn exciling element, in more
than one gtreet row. It is further alleged that
though thege men have doue nothing as yet to put
themselves within the power of the law, the police
believe thuy are in Dublin for 8 purpose, and keep
their eye upon them accordingly. There is no fixed
paymeat for the judges acting on a special commis-
sion; but I am informed on good authority that Mr.
Justice Keogh and Mr. Justice Fitzgerald will re.
ceive not less then £3,000 each for their exiraordi-
nury judicial services at Dublin apd Cork.—Dublin

At Dun-
dalk several cases of riffies and bayonets have been
goized by the police. It waa at first supposed that
theas weapons were intended for the Fenian circles,
but it turned out that their destination was the
Orange Lodge of Ulster. The cases were conveyed
to hardware merchan's, whose politics are anything
but those of the Fenians ; aud had not the police
opportunely seized them, the riflee and bayonets
would 'now be in the hands of the Northern Orange-
men. The Liberal papers of Antrim and Londoun.
derry notice the preparations of the Orange Lodges
as & most significent and alarming fact—sa view
which we put forward in the Hera/d last week. We-
trust that not & day will be lest afier Parliament
agsembles without the Goveroment being interro
gated by some Liberal member oo the matier. The
public have a right to know the extent to which the
arming of the Lodges has been carried, and whether
the Government sanction or permit it.

Ths Orangemen are but
too snxious to take the feld against the Catholic
inhabitants, and the fact that the latter are now able
to defend themselves effectively, rather incremsges
than dimishes the peril to the country threatened
by the preparationa of the Liodges.

At the Belfagt Police Court Thomas Henry O'Brien,
lieutenant ia the 88th Irish-Americar Volunteers,
and Jobn Peter Dunn, who had also been in ths
Awerican army, were brought up on remand,
charged with being members of the Fenian Society.
The prisoners were arresied on the 15th of January
in Gordon O'Neiil’s publichouse, by Sub-Inspoctor
Harvey snd a body of police. The prisoners were
respectably dressed, and appeared to be men of more
than ordipary intelligacce. A parcel containing a
number of drill books were found at their lodginga.
The prisoners were let out on their own reeog-
nisances to appear when called for.

The mostimportant arrests that have been made
up to the present ic this locality in connection with
the Fenian movement bave taken place at Carriok-
on-Suir. Under orders from (we are led to believe)
Sir Hugh Rose, Commaxder of the Forces in Ireland,
the mijitary authorities a¢ Qatrrick-on.Suir have
placed under arrest Oolour-Sergeant M:Carthy,
Corporal Breunnan, a native of Oarrick, where his
father formerly occupied tke postition of porter at
one of the banks ; and private Kiely, a native of
Dungarvan, &ll bélooging %o the b3rd Regiment, &
detachment of which is now statjoned in that town.
While these arrests were being made, a party of five
policemen, under Mr. M‘Loughlin, S.1., went down
to the factory recently erected in that town, one by
ons, in order not to create suspicion, and took into
custody four men. The police also arrested three
other civilians, who, witn the four men of the fac-
tory, were lodged in the bridewell. * The names of
the seven are—P. Borriasey, Wm. Dobbyn, John
Ryan, elias, Brien ; John Msher, Richard Hosre, and
Wm.Maher, who wag receatly allowed to stand out
on bail, havirg been in jail on the charge of having
pikes concealed in his premises, A preliminary in-
vestigation, which, of course, was private, was held
at the bridewell, before Samuel Hinos, R.¥., and
Lorenzo IH. Jephson, Eiqrs. : All the parties are
charged, on the informations of a Constable Talbot,
with baving attended Fenian meetings and being
Feuisns, The magistrates remanded them for ex-
amination. The important feature in oconmnection
with the arrest is the alleged complicity of the three
geldiers— M‘Carthy, who bas been thirteen yeara in
the army, Kiely, and -Breonan- in the unfortunate
movement that now agitatea the country. Ou thege
men being brought before Messrs. Hanna, Wilson,
asud Jephson, and the charge read to them, they
made no apswer. If what rumour states be trua,
M‘Carthy bas been actively engaged in seeking to
draw his comrades from their allegiance. We be-.
lieve he has been beard to hoast that he is & cousin
of Stephens, the Head Centra, —Clonmel . Chronicle.

cused is the forgery of a cheque for £800 upon the
Oity Bank, Threadneedle-atrest. It would nppear
thet the above amount was presented at the bank,
purporting to be drawn by the ficia to which the ab-
sconding clerk beloonged, and the signature secmed
to bave been so well fabricated, aad, the cheque was
presented under such circumstances, that ov suspi-
cion was entertained, and the money was paid, The
culpril’s plans sesmed to havo been well laid, far ha
sniled in the Saxonia one of the swiltest of the New
Tork mail packets, on the very day after he got pos-
session of his booty, and berore the forgery was dis-
covered he was fuir on his way acrass the Atlantic.
&lis nbaence from his duty of course created suspicion
and thia led to ingniry aad to the discovery of the
forgery. Inquiries were at once set on {eut, and the

Mr. Ceely, of Aylesbury,
who is one of our first authorities on the subject of
small pox and vaccination, and who ia one of the
Cattle Plague Commissiouers, wag, wao believe, early
impressed with the resemblance of the eruption to
that of smallpox, and had laid this view before his
medical colleagues. Dr. Sanderson, whosze letter
we pudlish to-day, and who has an important part
of the experimental inquiry now in progress for the
Commigsion, explains the difficulties which have im-
peded experiments. No doubt they will now be
pashed on with activity. Dr. Sanderson, however,
bas, it wi:l be seen, grave doubts of the validity of
the anology on which Dr. Murchisan 8o strongly in-
gists, and which he supports with eo much learning
and acuteness. The majority of those who have
inveatigated the matter at all concur with Dr,
Murcbison. Bezides Mr. Ceely's first impulse in this
direction, and the observations ot the Norwick Medi-
cal Commities, we have Mr. Rayner, of Uxbridge,
rp experienced and able practitioner, who ab once
Getected independently the resemblance of the com-
municated eruption on the one band of Hancock to
cowpox; then Dr. Qunin, who saw the same patient
Professor Spooner. and Dr. Murchison.

A Swigurar Oase 1N BALTiMORE.—A case has
come to trinl in Ballimore and dismaissed by the pro-
secution on account of inability to sustain the in-
dictmeant, which intereats a large class of persoos in
that city. Itis another story of partisan and secta-
rian malignity directed against Dr. Wm. H. Stokes,
a member of the Protestant Episcopal Church and
some Sisters of Charity who were indicted with
bim. The indictment averred that Dr. Stokes and
Sister Euphemia, who was io charge ot Mount Hope
Inatitution from Juune, 1864, had conspired, by fulee
pretences and representations, to entice people hav-
ing the care of insane persons to place tiem at
Mount Hope, in charge of said conspirators in or-
der to cheat and defraud them of whet money thoy
might pey for board, The fulse pretence on the
part of Dr, Btokes was alleged to have been in his
published reporta which he knew to be false and
which were caleulated to mislead, by making the
public believe Mount Hope to be a well managed in-
stitution, whereas, in fact, it was not, but was used
to confine people improperly, and to wrong and mal-
treat them, &c., &c. Prewty eerious charges. To
the indictment the defendants demurred. The pro-
gecution introduced Dr. Stokee’s reports covering
twenty years, which were objected to by the defend-
ant oo the obvious ground that tkey covored a space
of eighteen yeara prior to tbe connection of Sister
Eupbemia, his alleged co-conspirator, with the insti-
tution aod beyond the scope of the period named
in tbe indictment. The Judge, however, allowed
the reports to he given in evidence—not to all in-
tents, a8 offered, but with qualifications and restric—
tions, and the next question arose as to the charac-
ter of proof by which their integrity might be aa-
suiled. Upon this pojnt the Qourt ruled, that if the
prosecution desired 1o establish the guilt of the par.
ties and the falsebood of the Reports- by proof, of
spacific acts of misconduct, they must, of course,
prove Lhose acts to kave been committed with the
participation, or, at least, knowledge of the accused.
This the counsel for the progecution confessed their
inability to do. In: other words they substaatially
admitted, in open court, that they could not convict
tbe jarties thus wantoaly agesiled, wilhout being
ajlowed to attempt'to prave facts, in which the ‘de-

fendants had no part, and of which \hey had never
even had a knowledge., = Boston Pifo!.

-expelled for misconduct from Oscott College,—
The case was tried at the beginoing of February,
before the Lord Chief Justice, and a special
jury, when the facts elicited were as follows,

The great “ National” grievance of Ireland is
its Legislative Union with Great Britain—a
Uhnion mmposed on the people of Ireiand by very
bad means, and contrary to the wishes of the
great majority of the Irish people. To this
grievance it is no answer to reply that the Union
is really beneficial to Ireland, so loag as the peo-
ple of Ireland, the party mainly interested, are of
a contrary opuion. So too, no doubt, it was
argued with reterence to the enforced union of
Belgium and Holland; so too, no doubt, many
an Austrian will argue 1n favor of a Ulnion in.
corporating Hungary with the rest of the Em-
pire. But if the Belgians, if the Hungarians do
not like such a Uhnion, 1t is bad policy, inex-
pedient, as well as unjust to enforce it. Ths
lias been recognised n the case of Belgum; the
Emperor of Austria seems to be about to re-
cogaise 1t in the case of Hungary ; perbaps,
some day, British statesmen may recognise it i
the case of Ireland. Whilst therefore we think
that it is much to be regretted that the people of
the last named country are generally averse to a
legislative union with England, we cepnot deay
the justice of their claims to an independent
government: and the same motives which en-
forced our sympathies with the Southern States
in therr great and hereic struggle for pational
independence ; for Naples protesting agawnst in-
corporation with Piedmoat ; and for Lower Can-
ada asserting her right to self-government as
agaiost Upper Canada—compel us to admit that
the Irish, in insisting upon a repeal of the existing
legislative union, bave right and justice on their
side: and that therefore the refusal to grant
that demand is a wrong, a * Natienal” wrong
inflicted upon Ireland.
The ¢ Beligious” grievances are so glaring,
that it 18 scarce necessary to insist upon them. [
Only let us ask ourselves, what would be the
state of feehng in Scotland towards England, if
Charles the First and Laud bhad succeeded in
permanently imposing Episcopacy upon tie lat-
ter, its people still remaining intensely Presby-
terian ! And yet there is no such vital difference
betwixt Protestaot Episcopalianisee, and Protest-
ant Presbyterianism, as there is betwixt Catho-
hesty, and Protestantismin any gwse. We will

“rights.”  But the Feudal system has passed
away, and has been succeeded by the Commer-
cial system, under which land is held upon the

same tenure as cotton, or dry goods, of which

the owner is at liberty Lo make the most he can.
The principle which underlies this system 1s this:
That the State cannot mterfere to dictate the
terms or conditions of any contract ; but that its
sole fuaction is to enforce their observance upon
both parties thereunto. Tins 13 the essence of the
entire landlord legislation of Ireland, of that as it

1s ot Englaad, and of Scotland, and of the United
States—where the laws respécting the relative
obligations of landlord and tenant differ in no es-
sential particular from the landlord laws of Ire-
land.

redress, the trade of the revoluttonist and political
apitator would be destroyed; and that Ireland
might yet become the glory of the British
Crown, and its strength, instead of being, as
that country is to-day, its reproach, and a con-
stant source of weakness.

The Health Committee seems inclined to take
.action against the threatened 1avasion of Cholera.
A meeting of this Committee, convened by B.
Devlin, Esq., was beld last week,at which it
was proposed to name a Health Officer for the
‘City. Several gentlemen were proposed, all no
doubt competent ; but the choice fell upon Dr.
‘Girdwood, whose name was accordingly recom-
mecded. This will be an excelieat appointment
if carried out, and Dr, Girdwoed will, we are
-gure, prove himself a most useful officer .

Augother thing agreed upon was not so good;
when for instance it was determined that the City
‘Clesk should be instructed to apply to the Harbor
Commissioners for leave to make holes in the
ice, op posite the town, in which to discharge the
cleanings of the cess pools, and filth of the City.
‘We canunot uaderstand such a proposition. Durt
is merely something in its wrong place ; and the
filth of which the City wants to nd itselt, be-
cause out of place among human beings, would
be a source of immense wealtk to the farmers i
the vicinity, enabling them to renovate their ex-
hausted land. In England guaoo is imported
at a great cost from the Islands ot the Pacific ;
.and 1t says but little for the energy, and agri-
cultaral knowledge of Canadian farmers, that
they should waste, or allow to be wasted, a fer-
tilizer of the soil, whick would cost them but
Tittle, but which if properly employed might enable
them to treble the produce of theiwr half-starved
farms.

But worse than this is the proposition to poison
-our own waters with that which should be used
to restore hfe and activity to our bungry lands.—
That which would be 1 its right place, if buried.
by the plough in the soil, would be in the wrong
place again, if cast mto the waters which we
drink. 1o the East, water, a river, are ac-
counted holy things, partaking 1 a particular
manper of the nature of the divinity: but we
‘Westerns, to our shame be it said, hold them 1n
such light esteem, that, from mere laziness, or
wantonness, we defile them, we pollute them, we
desecrate them. We look upon the proposition
then of the Cammitlee, as daubly disgraceful to
us: disgraceful to our agricultural intelligence,
and disgraceful to our sense of decency amd re-
gard for cleanliness.

For the rest we congratulate the Committee
.on their activity. 'What they require 18 energy,
for our laws are for the most part wise and good,
1f they be firmly and impartially ‘enforced. The
community will no doubt sustsin the Corporation
1 apy action, bowever energetic, that it may
please to take to- cleanse the City. In sucha
crisis as that with which we are menaced, we
would do as did the Romaps in times of public
danger., We would iavest the Health Officer
with almost dictatorial powers; to abate all nui-
sances, and lo pamsh with & hagh band, all -,
fractions ot the sanatory laws. - Such powers we
helieve might safely be confided to an expe-
rienced gentleman hike Dr. Girdwood: and the
exertions of such a Health Officer, properly se-
conded by the Corporation, and the cttizens, if
uot sufiicient to ward off the pestilence entirely,
would do much to -mitigate its horrors, and to
timit the ravages ot the destroying angel.

Tar Gorp Fizups or Nova ScoTia.—The Royal
fo::gue furnishes information from the Chief Com.
missioner, touching the gold products of tkis Pro-
vinee during tbe last quarter of the year 1865.
These returns show that operations are commencing
st Stormont, Wine Harbour, Sherbrocke, Tingier
Montague, Waverley, Oldbam and Renfrew, [n fle-
tober iast the number of mines worked at these pla-
ces wag 71, the same employing an average of 681
men, and 34 orushing mills in operation. Thers
were 2157 tons of quartz crushed, nud the amount
of goid yielded was 2389 oz 3 dwts and 16 grs. In
the month of November there were 78 mines being
worked, 672 men employed on an average, and 2220
tous of quartz crushed, the total yield of gold being
2012 oz 14 dwts 20 gia. In the month of Decembar.
there were 67 mines being worked, 666 men employ-
ed on an average, and 2320 tors of quartz crushed,
the total yield of gold being 1641 oz 8 dwits 2 gre.—
One crushing mill, erected at Renfrew, was added
in the mont of December. The total yield of gold
in the combined districts, for the quarter ending
Decomber 30tn, 1865, was 6044 oz G dwis and 15
grs, being an increase over the corresponding quar-
ter of 1864 of 586 oz 18 dwts. )

BuaLu Pox.—We are informed on the very best
autherity that there are a large number of cases of
smsll-por ameng the Indiane at Qaughnawsgs, and
that the practice of inoculation is carried on almost
universally by their medicine women, vaccination
not being understood, and their prejudices being
strougly againgt its employment. From the proxi-
mity of Montreal to the viilage of Oanghnawaga,
and the daily intercourse which occurs between the
two places, the presence of the disease to a consider-
able extent is an important fact ; but when we consi-
der that inoculation is pertormed, the fact becomes
ao important as to demand the prompt interference
of the autborities, to put down & practice which the
law probibits, and egainet which there is a heavy
fine. We have also heard of other portions of the
country where inoculation is performed in prefarence
to vaccioation, As thiz direct violation of a most
important statute propagates instead of preventing
the disease, we trust that the profession, in places
where it is practised, will, in the interest of the
public, ses that those concerned do not go unpunish-
ed. In the meantime we call upon the (overnment
to take prompt action concerning the praclice at
Caugbnawaga.—Canadae Medrcal Journal,
