made in New York today by the Canadien Permanent Representative to the United
Nations, Mr, Paul Tremblay.

The United Nations Special Fund!s pre-investnent technical assistance
progranne is designed (a) to bring to light the development possitilities of
natural resources in developing countries; (b) to train local people in the
knowledge ond skills required to make those resources productive; and (c) to
strengthen institutions in those countries in the organization and management
of important development activities, The Special Fund begzn operations in
1959 end Canada, which played & lecding part in its establishment, has been a
menber of the Fund's Governing Council since its inception. The Fund has re-
celved strong support frcm the developed, as well as the developing countries,
It hed as of april, 196/ approved 421 projects for the benefit of 130 countries
cend territories, Three hundred of those ere in operation or are clready com-
pleted, Twelve of these projects which cost the Special Fund $5.8 nillion have

alrecdy produced over $755 nillion of investments.,
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Cenadals annual contribution to the Specizl Fund was increased last
year to $5 million, Canada has again pledged $5 million for 1965.

The Expanded Prograrme for Technical issistance (EPTA) is designed
to provide experts, training facilities and technicel knowledge to the less
developed countries, In 196/ alone, over 2,500 experts were sent to assist
130 countries and territories and more than 3,000 fellowships were granted to
the nationals of 150 countries and territories, Canada's contribution to the
Expanded Programme serves to complement Canadian bilateral aid programmes such
as that carried out under the Colombo Plan, EPT4 has received increasing
suprort over the years from members of the United Nations and is considered as
one of its most effective activities, Canada has consistently been one of the
leading supporters of the programme,

Canada has pledged $2,325,000 to EPT. for 1965 as in 1963 and 1964,
This represents approximately 4.16% of total contritutions amounting to U.S,
$51,6 nillion, Canada ranks fifth in total contributions to the Special Fund

and EPTA,
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
