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- PROVINCIAL BOARD IS WANTED
FOR WORKMEN'S COMPENSATION

Sir William Meredith’s Draft
Bill Provides for a Commis-
sion of Three to Administer
the ~Act—Modeled After
British Law—Payment of
Compensation to Be Guar-
anteed.

Sir Willlam Meredith will hold one
more sitting on the discussion of the
new ~ Workmen’s Compensation Act
before the draft bill will be submitted
to the legislature. This plan was de-
cided wupgn yesterday, when Mr.
Wegenast, on behalf of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Assoc’ation, took ob-
Jection tqQ the draft bill after it had
been read before the commissioner
and made public for the first time.

The new b:ll is not as long as many
anticipated. .The hearing began at 11
o'clock, and by 1 o’clock all the terms
of the bill had been read and ex-
plained. A possible reason for the
concise form of the bill is the stipu-
lation contained in it for the appoint-
ment of a workmen’s compensation
board of commissioners. This is reallyy
the big feature of the bill. The board
will havé three members, and, subject
to the provincial government, will
have’ full charge for the administra-
tion of the act. It will have ' ower to
conduct investigations, and from its
decisions there will be no appeunl to
any provincial court. .

Modeled on British Act.

The new bill, to use Sir William’s
own words, is an experimen:. It is
modeled after the British Ac: but in
numerouys instances there are wide de-
partures from the model. ‘T'az Ildea
that seems to have been upparmost in
Sir William’s mind was the nccessity
for providing the workman with the
no matter with whom
he .works or how he is killed, comipen-
sation will be paid his dependents.
The amount of compensation is still a
blank, but Sir William is “overing be-
tween a weekly ' annuity,” as 1t were,
of from 50 to 55 per cent. of the wage
the workman was receiving at the
time of death.

Aceording to the terms of the act
there will be two forms of compensa-
tion. In one form all manufacturers
and employers will be in a class, and
there will be a general liability fund
to which they will all contribute.
Compensation claims will be paid out
of this fund to the dependents of the
workmen killed or disabled. The
board will have charge of the admin-
istration of the fund, and of the pay-
ment of all claims and the assess-
ments (o be made upon the employers.
All employers will not pay the same
assessments. A ponderous schedule,
with a classification of all industries,
and a - sub-classification of the em-
ployers in each industry, will be used
by the board for the fixing of the
rates.

Guarantee Payment.

In the other class of compensation
death claims will be paid by tae in-
dividual employers, but the amount
ghall be the same, 50 or 556 per cent.
of the wage of the injured or dead.
The board will have power to compel
these ('mpl.{)‘crs to put up. a guarantee
for the payment of a reasonable
amcunt of death compensation, or to
insure against bankrupteys»with a lia-
bility imsurance concern. These em-
ployers ~will be left out of the
schedule, but, nevertheless, the
board will have power to order them
to pay compensation without court
procedure, and to collect the com-
pensation in case of refusal.

Sir William recommended that rail-
way companies. telephune companies,
gnd employers of lumbermen, ftarm
laborers, domestics and clerks for re-
tail stores be left out of the schedule,
and that they be given the privilege
of paying compensation individually.

The bill provides for the paying of
é¢ompensation when a workman dies
from a number of industrial diseases.
The bill names five diseases, and gives
the board power to add others to the
list. The five mentioned in the act
are lead poisoning, mercury poison-
tng, phosphorus poisoning, arsenic
poisoning, and anthrax — a disease
acquired in tanneries.

Witk regard to this provision, Sir
William - said: “Where a workman

‘except those attributed solely to
wilful misconduct of the workman.”

If a man is struck by lightning
while painting a house compensation
is paid. and if a bank messenger, is
murdered by robbers it comes under
the definition of accident, and com-
pensation is paid, altho this 15 the
wilful act .of someone else.

Points of Interest.

Some points of interest in the bill
are as follows:

An Ontario railwayman, killed
when his train is out of the province,
gets compensation under the Ontario
act.

The principal contractor is held for
all accidents happening to the em-
ployes of sub-contractors, but can
recover thru the common courts.

In partial disability the compensa-
tion will never exceed the difference
between the wage before accident and
after accident.

Compensation paid tQ an invalid
wife will be more than to one who is
not ill, and to a woman with a family
more than to a woman without a
family. In case a widow remarries
she will get compensation ¥Yor two
vears from the date of her marriage,
but no longer.

In the casez of old men compensa-
tion will be paid having regard to the
expectancy cf life before accident.
It is estimated that the average
claim paid in a lump sum  will be
about §4000. The Canadian Manufac-
turers’ Association claim that’ this
average is t8o high, while répresenta-
tives of labor claim that it is not high
enough. i

When' the man has no dependents
the compensation will amount only to
medical and funecral expenses. This
will make the homeless without rela-
tives a popular employe.

: Composition of Board.

Th"e board will have. three members,
one being chairman, and a- second
vice-chairman. Two will constitute a
quorum. The members will remain
on the board for ten years if satis-
factory, and may bc reappointed, un-
less they are then past the age of 75,
when they are compelled to . retire,
The board shall have powers s:imitar
to any supreme court. The office of
the board will be situated in Toronto,
but sittings may bhe arranged m any
part of the province. The board will
have exclusive jurisdiction, ana 1t will
be its duty to gee that the acctdent
fund is sufficient to meet all claims for
compensation. Subject to the will of
the government, the board may re-
arrange the group compensation
schedule or establish other classes.

Inspect Factories.

The board or its appointees may in-
spect factories for the purpose or re-
ducing the number of accidents. All
employers will he compelled  to pre-
are statements to the board every
year, with the names of empioyes,
wages, ete, and when these reports
are not sent in penalties not exceeding
$500 may be imposed upon them. :

The assessments will be calculated
from the payroll, and all filnes and
penalties will go into the accident
fund. There will he no contribution
to the accident fund from those out-
side the_groups, but they may be as-
sessed for (he administration of the
act whken they are scttling thetr in-
dividual claims.

The legislature will assume part of
the cost of the administration of the
act,” 4s the leg'slation is partly social
in nature.® Another reason given for
this decision is that the new act will
do away with an immense amount of
litigation, and therefore the cost of
keeping up the courts will be less.

Lieutenant-Governor-in-Coun- |

cil Cannot Rescind Order
Without Being Asked.

“The lieutenant governor in
council may at any time (in his
" discretion either) upon petition of
any party, person or company in-
terested (or of his own motion, and
without any petition or applica-
tion) vary or rescind any order,
decision, rule or regulation of the
Ontario Rallway and Municipal
Board, whether such order or de-
cision 1is made inter partes or
otherwise, or whether the regula-
tion is general or limited in its
8cope and application; any order
which the lientenant governor in
council may make with respect
thereto shall be binding upon the
board and upon all parties.”

Had the above revised section of
the Ontario Railway Act been adopt-
ed in the Ilegislature yesterday it
would have been : possible for the
lieutenant-governor in council, or the
government ,to upset any decision of
the Ontario Railway and Muniecipal
Board without so much as a petition
from parties interested. But when
this paragraph was reached while the
act was being discussed in commlttee
of the whole, Sir James Whitney sug-
gested an amendment, because, in his
belief, if the clause passed in its above
form, -.the board would not have as
much power as such a tribunal should.
The clause was therefore changed, the
words in the brackets above being
eliminated, making iv. read to the ef-
fect that the lieutenant-governor in
council could not vary or rescind a
decision unless petitioned by .a party,
person or company.

In changing the clause Sir James
said that an appeal from the decision
of the board to the lieutenant-gover-
nor should be possible, because no
party should be entirely at the mercy
of one tribunal. But he did not be-
lieve: that the lieutenant-govemnor
should be able to step in without any
notification and use such powers. W.
H. Proudfoot, Liberal for Centre
Huron, thought that it would be a
mistake to allow any appeal to the
lieutenant-governor, but to the ap-
pellate division of the supreme court.
Another amendment was made to the
act whereby a party appealing from a
decision of the board will not have to
pay $250 as security into the court be-
fore the appeal is set down for a hear-
ing. This change will*be .helpful to
the poor man and not injurious to
companies, which usually possess
money, and much of it, ;

Merchadnts Lose Money.

When moving the second reading of
the new Bulk Sales Act, W, D, Mc-
Pherson, West Toronto, stated thdt in
the last year wholesale people in . the
city had lost thousands of dollars
thru retail merchants selling out the
stock of their stores in bulk and then
absconding: “I ' have here a list of
names of wholesale people who have
suffered,” said Mr. MgchPerson, ‘“and
I find that in the last year one whole-

thru nine cases. THere are mahy
others just as bad. The ‘board of
trade has recommended| this bill;'which
is modeled somewhat after the legis-
lation enacted in Novar Scotia, Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan, British Columbia
and Alberta.”

The new bill provides that the pur-
chaser of the stock of a store shall
get a statement in writing by the
vendor of all his; liability accounts
over $50, and shall assume the in-
debtedness upon the stock. Failing
to obtain this statement the sale is
not a sale in the eyes of the law, and
the goods may be seized if the vendor
has already fled. On réceiving the
statement the purchaser must get the
creditors to walve their claims bhe-
fore the sale-is legalized. This he
does by agreeing to assume the debts
of the vendor.

The bill was referred to the legal
committee.

MORE MARKETS NEEDED

Farmers Ask That Better Fa-
cilities Be Provided
for Them.

Another conference over the an-
nexation of Leaside was held in Mayer
Hotken's office yesterday. . Commis-
sioner Harris has been asked to report
the cost approximately of a ceéntral
sewage -disposal plant. One of North
Toronto’s septic tanks is now onh the
Leaside plot, and its enlargement may
meet the requirements. . City water
supply will also' be needed. There is
the probability that the C.N.R. will
bear the expense of laying the water
main and of providing a sewage dis-
posal plant., The assessment of. the
land will be at least $5,000,000, giving
the city a revenue of $100,000.

Tomorrow morning another confer-
ence will be held, and the C.N.R. will
give an ided of the amount of area
reserved for parks and playgrounds.
Acceptable assurance of the estab-
lishment of car shops has been given,
and it is now announced that a site
for another large manufacturing in-
dustry has been sold and building is
to commence at once. It is expected
that a population of 5000 to 7000 will
be on the Leaside site in a couple of

years. .
Markst Facilities

Need for more market facilities in
Toronto was urged upon the property
committee yesterday by Reeve Pugs-
ley of Richmond Hill, Reeve Corneil of
Scarboro, Peter Laughton of North
Toronto, and F. Simpson. They advo-
cated markets in outlying districts and
a central one near Bloor and Yonge
streets. :

Controller O’Neill said that the num-
erous groceries and fruit stores have
taken the place of markets. The mat-
ter was referred to the transportation
committee.

Using tender-footed horses from the
street cleaning department: for work
on the industrial farm has proved so
profitable that the committee adopted
the policy of selling -to the farm all
such horses required there.

Property Estimates.

Consideration of the property esti-
mates was given by the board of con-
trol jyesterday, and little cutting was
done, the board regarding the esti-
mafes as generally reasonable.

Vital Statistics.

Toronto’s death rate for February,
reported by the department of health,
is 13.94 per thousand of population,
which is normal in comparison with
other times and places. There were
522 deaths, 53 of which were from
pneumonia. Dr. Hastings notes that
pneumonia is preventable, and the
number of deaths from it should be
reduced. !

A slight rise in deaths from acute
contagious diseases is reported, due to
measles and whooping cough. Out of
the 522 deaths 124 were of children
under one year old, congenital debil-
ity being the cause of the greatest
percentage of mortality.

In the laboratories 2210 specimens
were examined, of which 721 were
diphtheria cultures, a large decrease
from the number in February, 1912,
Out of 25,792 quarts of milk tested for
dirt only 288 were condemned. More
veterinary inspectors are needed, the
milk district having a much wider
area, and the problem of proper trans-
portation of milk in the summer is yet
unsolved.

There were 28 deaths from tubercu-
losis, and there are 1210 cases under
supervision. The city is caring for
259 cases at hospitals.

For® child welfare three nurses had
470 infants under supervision. Two
district nurses made 618 visits.

In the 28 private slaughter houses
7910 food animals were killed and only
4.4 per cent. condemned. At the stock
yards only 27 animals showed evidence
of diséase. ;

In housing and district inspection
five houses previously condemned
were demolished, and six closed. -

Inspectors of restaurants and baker-
ies seized 221 loaves of bread. Food
inspectors condemned tHe'carcases.of
18 sheep, 12 lambs and 110 chickens,
2792 1bs. of fish, 340 bags of potatoes,
377 bags of onions, and 44 bushels of
apples.

Matter for Courts.

Mr. Doherty then went on to argue
that the Gauthier resolution was no-
thing more or less than an election
petition. If there was any foundation
tor the  charges it contained, they
should be brought to the attention of
the courts and Mr, Coderre’'s rights to
a seat in the house should be tried
by the courts and not by the house of
commons. The doctrine that the
charges of corrupt practices and
other charges which would imnvalidate
an election were triable exclusively
by the courts had long been settled by
the rulings of the British and Cana-
dian houses of commons alike. Even
tho the jurisdiction were concurrent,
it would be better to have the tharges
tried by an impartial tribunal. Any
hearing, he said, by the committee-on
privileges and elections or by : the
house itself would mean a decision
based on party lines alone.

Time to File a Petition.

Replying to the point that it was
too late to file an election petition,
Judge Doherty read from the Election
Act to preve that a petition could be
filed any time within 30 days after a
member of the house paid money cor-
ruptly. The charge.was that Mr. Co-
derre had paid money corruptly on
Feb. 17, so there was still time to file
a petition. Y

Ovation for Laurier.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who had been
absent from the house for several
days, received a great ovation from
his followers when he rose to reply.
He admitted that ordinarily the house
of commons should not concern itself
with charges growing out of election
contests, but in the e¢ase at the bar
the gravamen of the charge was that,
long after the election the secretary
of state had paid hush money to per-
sonators in the Hochelaga by-election
and had rewarded one of them with
a government office.

“We may admit,” said Sir Wilfrid,
“that Bourassa is a personator, a per-
jurer and a blackmailer, but he is
also an appointee of this government
and was appointed to office because he
was all these things.”

Premier Repudiates Charge.

The prime minister, who was also
heartily cheered on rising, announced
as untrue the statement that Bouras-
sa had been appointed to an office.

‘“What is more,” he continued, “this
man will never hold any office so long
as I am a member of the government.”
(Applause.)

Mr. Borden then made a legal argu-
ment to prove that the house had no
jurisdiction and quoted from spedches
made in the house by Sir John
Thompson and by Sir Louis Davies.
The precedent established by the Lau-
rier government in refusing to reopen
the Brockville and West Huron cases,
he thought, should be followed in the
case of Hochelaga.

Carvell Not Satisfied.

Hon. J. D. Hazen: “Bourassa was
never appointed to any office.”

That, while Canada is destinzd to
be a great shipbuilding country, it is
up to her to put thru/the $35,000,000)
contribution to show: the rest of the
world that she is behind Great Britain
in maintaining. British supremacy on
the seas, and that it should be-given
unconditionally, was a declaration that
aroused unbounded enthusiasm at o
meeting of the newly organized Balmy
Beach Liberal-Conservative Associa-
tion, which crowded the Masonic Tem-
ple .at Balmy Beach to the doors-Jast
night. ‘The declaration ‘was 1ade by
W. F. Maclean, M.P., for South rk,
who made the prophecy that the close
of the century would see Canada with a
population of 100,000,000 and that the
vounger generation in Canada alive
today, would live to see Canada with
a population of 60,000,000, and with
fleets both on the Atlantic and the
Pacific, :

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A COMMON STANDING GROUND.
There are two pronounced parties
in Ontario ds to the liquor trade: (1)
Those under Mr. Rowell, who are for
the abolition of the par, where local
option does not prevail; (2) those
who support Sir James Whitney in
- regulating the traffic where local op-
tion does not prevail. Both are for
local option, but Mr. Rowell is for no
bars, and Sir James . is for bars, few
in number and under strict regula-
tions.

Both parties and leaders differ as
to method, but both agree in having
the same attitude toward things that
are fundamentally different: we mean
beer and whiskey.

Beer is-a beverage and whiskey is a
dangerous stimulant and often a poi-
son. Spirit drinking is a danger to
the individual and to the community;
the beer we sell here runs about three
per cent. in alcohol, and is cool, en-
joyable, and causes little trouble ex-
cept that it leads men into places
where whiskey is -sold!

We believe that the regulations for
the sale of beer Should, therefore, be
different and more reasonable than
those applied to whiskey. Why not
give licenses for beer only, especially
in cities and .towns, and limit whiskey
licenses to a very few places? And
put stricter hours on the whiskey
business than on the sale of beer?

We believe that Sir James Whitney
could meet public opinion where it is
strongest. and where it is also rea-
sonable, if he closed in on the sale of
spirits and separated the sale of beer
from the same rules that regulate
whiskey.

We would lltke to see the experi-
ment tried in any legislation that may
be passed this session.

RADIUM TREATMENT.

In the current number of The Can-
adian Lancet Dr. G. Sterling Ryerson
presents a digest of the first annual
report of the Radium Institute of Lon-
don;, Eng. Without entering upon the
medical technicalities it is evident that
in certain forms .of malignant disease
treatment by radium has been dis-
tinetly successful, altho in certain
cases it is as yet uncertain whether
the apparent cure will be permanent.
But even with this " reservation and
remembering that in the meantime ra-
dium treatment is still in an experi-
mental stage, the results strengthen
the hope that with wider experience
many hitherto intractable maladies
will either be conquered ‘or greatly re-
lieved. :

NO. LOOKING AHEAD.

Ald. Wanless deserves some credit
for his outs;ioken stand in dealing
with the ’Tﬁraulay street widening
proposal. “ Selfishness is rampant in
Tcronto,” he said; “the matter of this
extension, which is a public neces-
sity, is now reopened,  and opposed
from selfish motives.

In Ontario tuberculosis is a real
danger, with scarcely a home, from
the highest to the lowest, in. which the
white finger has not touched some
loved one. Doctors who love their pro-
fession for humanity’s sake would rvn
any risks (zt violating- professional
etiquet surely if thereby human
lives might be preserved? At all
events, Dr. Friedmann has been given
his opportunity 4n Canada, aud Ilon.
Adam Beck and tke physicians and
health authorities who secured his
visit deserve credit for having
brought it about. The whole world is
awaiting the issue of these experimen-
tal treatments. Should they prove
effective it means perhaps the eli-
mination of the greatest scourge that
diseased humanity has to contend
with. But it is a time to suspend
judgment. There may be cures, and
there may be a disturbance of the
balance of nature, such as character-
izes the use of vaccine lymph, so that,
as authorities like Sir William Crookes
and Alfred Russell Wallace declare,
the premedy is worse than the dis-
ease. Health, after all, is a simple
thing. Fresh air, light and simple
diet, plenty of cold water, and. no ex-
cesses provide all the means of per-
fect health.

Railway Official - = Criticizes
" New York's System of
Rapid Transit.

COULD WRITE VOLUMES

Draws Pathetic Picture of

Blushing Women in.
Sleeping Car.

Speeial Cable to The World.
BERLIN, March 17.—(Copyright.)—

Prof. M. Cary, superintendent of the
car department of the Prussian Royal
Railroad, denies that American roads
are superior to German roads, .altho
he admits that New York's subway
gives better and quicker service than
any German underground road. But

the New York subway he finds filthy.
Other American trains are neither
better nor quicker.

He declares that the 1local trains
are unspeakable dirty, and as for seats
they have mostly “torn and filthy cov-
erings, with broken and outsticking
springs.” The: cars have windows
which are either choked with soot or
so badly fitted that they will not open
nor close.

American expresses are not faster
than the German on the -average, tho,
owing to the competition between
roads, passengers get an advantage in
cheaper fares. On the other hand, the
unpunctuality of American trains is
notorious, and the professor declares
that local trains often do not run at
all if there are but few passengers,
which is pleasant for people wanting
to catch expresses at junctions.

He says the Germans seem to be
the only people who,have the unfor-
tunate habit of carting huge portman-

admits that the American companies
are not so miserly in estimating free
luggage.

He admits also the convenience of
the express company system for lug-
gage, but says it has its shady side.
He paid $5 for ending three steamer
trunks from Staten Island to his
steamer at Hoboken. The trunks pass-
ed thru the hands of three express
companies, neither of which take any
responsibility for delivering in time,
and as Sunday came in between the
delivery took three days.

Could Write Volumes.

The professor says he could write
volumes about American sleeping
cars. He complains that lying in an
upper berth in an American sleeping
car is.like a foretaste of being buried
alive.

CHAUFFEUR MUST
BE EXPERIENCED

Law Proposed to Make Motor
League Judge of Driver's
~ Ability.

Under an additional clause which
George H. Gooderham is adding to
his' bill to amend the Motor Vehicle
Act the Ontario Motor League is to
be made the judge of the question as
to whether or nof/a chauffeur is pro-
perly qualified to run a motor car in
a crowded street. The clause pro-

vides that the man wishing to get a
license must go out and drive a car
in the company of two members of
the league. If his driving meets with
the approval of the two he is given
a certificate signed. by them and on
presentation of this certificate to a
Jjustice of the peace he is granted a
license - without - having to pass any
technical examination, »

Another clause of the bill will pro-
vide for the marking out of touring
trips thruout the province by men
who will be sent out by the motor
league in a few days. The color
scheme used in some of the American
States will be used. Toronto to Ham-
ilton may be red. Toronto to Ottawa
green, etc, It is understood that the
telephone and telegraph ' companies
have no objection to the paint being
applied.

A clause to allow_ motor cars to
pass street cars when they stop pro-
vided there is an intervening 'space
of five feet has also been suggested.
This clause would affect the traffic on
Spadina and St. Clair avenues. In
Detroit this rule is giving general sat-
isfaction.

IT"S GREAT TO BE 1RISH.

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Two Essential Points.

There are two essential points
bear in mind regarding these
spring bulbs, and, unless close atten-
tion is pald to these points, very in-
different success will be attained.

A very general impression seems to
prevail that any time about the month

to

the planting. On the contrary,
greater mistake can be made.

no

before the arrival of winter to form
good, strong roots, and also to make
within themselves all necessary prep-
aration for this eagerly looked-for
spring bloom. Seme require a longer
season than others; to perfeet their
rogts, but in every case sufficient
time should be given so that growth ig
thoroly established "before the heavy
frosts of winter set in. To accomp-
lish this result, September, and even
the last week of August, i8 not too
early to plant, If you have been in
the habit of planting your bulbs late
in October and November, take this
advice, and you will be astonished and
gratified at the strong and luxuriant
bloom obtained.

The second important point,—and it
fs. MOST important with especial re-
gard to the spring bulbs about to be
described, presently,—is the fact that
these bulbs, once established, should
on no account be disturbed for sev-
eral seasons at least. . They one and
all resent undue interference, after
they have become settled. A situa-
tion should therefore be chosen that
will not be required, later, for other
summer plants. Choose, then, rock-
eries, the edge of your lily pond, and
around the trunks of trees and shrubs,
—the sod being cut away in wide
circles for this purpose. In such sit-
uations as the“atter the bulbs may be
massed with great effect, and since
the ice and snow usually disappear
from beneath these shrubs and trees
earliest in the season, the bulbs will
have an early opportunity of show-
ing. In outside borders, planted
thickly in double or triple lines, the
general effect is also excellent.

And now for our list of early bloom-
ers: First, 1 see, to be mentioned,
was the adonis. Let me warn you,—
do not confuse this adonis with the
variety produced from seeds and
called adonis aetavalis. The variety
we want for our bulb bed is quite dif-
ferent, and altho not a bulb in the
strict sense of the word as, say, a tu-
1ip, nevertheless comes more under
the bulb glass than-it does under per-
ennials. ‘It is in fact a seedling in
the first place: but the root grows
| into a long bulbling in a short time
| and from this root, other plants are
| propagated. The best way to obtain
| your start is to buy strong pot-grown

HOUSE BUSINESS
IS GETTING BRISK

Agents Report That Sales Are Be-
coming Numerous — Spring
Relatively Quiet.

e o

Managers of the house departments
of the large downtown real estate com-
panies assert that business in buying
and selling houses is at last beginning
to show signs of briskness. Compar-
ed to business doge at the same period
“in_ other years the house market this
spring . has been almost dormant. Ex-
cept to cite causes which might have
applied to other years—but did not—
the realty men cannot explain why
business has been relatively slack,
But one of the uptown agents on Col-
lege street says that if wgents will
compare the winter business witk that
done in other winters they will read-
ily see why the March actlvity is a
Httle less than normal. “In other
years,” he said, “nobody thought of
buying -houses in December, before
Christmas, and in January and Febru-
ary -only those who were forced to
find néw habitations were in the mar-
ket. Mild weather and seemingly
greater abundance of money among
the small householders meant a great
movement in houses thruout last win-
ter almost without cessation from the
fall period. There is little accumula-
tion of demand: those who wanted the
houses during the winter have bought
them.

“There is no belated enquiry, and
what demand there is on the market
just now, is the regular spring enquiry
for occupation.”

While the tendency in house prices
is still upward it has been difficult to
distinguish any acceleration lately.
Brokers are not being bothered much
over owners turning down offers on
prices listed a couple of mqnths pre-
vious. It will be hard to accurately
forecast just how much house prices
will go up until it is seen how far
the demand of the next three or four
weeks cleans up the supply.

 TORONTO MARKET

vDownturn in New York Ex-
change Has Adverse Effect

on Sentiment.

DROP IN BRAZILIAN

Shares Off Almost a Point—
Investment Issues Show
Firm Toqe.

The Toronto stock market suffered
a slight relapse yesterday, the rather
unfavorable tenor of foreign news,
coupled with the reflective influence
of the downturn in the New York list,
inspiring a revival of liquidation here.
The _Canadian securities held their
own well, however, tho this was due
more to the dearth of speculation than
to -any inherent firmness,

The truth of the matter is that the
market has been swept pretty well
bare of stocks, and, as long as no in-
discriminate selling is forcedy little
support is needed to keep the ex-
change on an even keel. Were the
money tension relieved, there would
probably be a sudden rush to pick up
sood securities, but, as long as the
stringency remains so acute, there is
little hope of any broadening in the
trading movement.

NEW YORK, March 17.—Altho the
stock market at no time today was
subjected to severe pressure and trad-
ing was tedlously slow, prices once
more went lower. Abandbnment of
the plan for segregation of the Har-
riman properties, depression of the
European markets, foreign selling
here, engagement of $2,000,000 more
gold for export to France, and con-
tinuance of high money rates all were
unfavorable to the market, and the
professional traders, who had things
mostly to themselves, were bearish.

Wide fluctuations of the Harriman

shares were. fdérecast by what zoccur-
red in the London market before the
wpening here. Union Pacific fell
nearly two points and Southern Paci-
fic advanced about as much, the lat-
ter stock rising on the belief that the
company probably would fare better
with a new dissolution plan than un-
der the old one.

The prospect of a further per.od of
uncertainty pending the solution of
the Harriman tangle was anything
but encouraging to operators, and ac-
counted in part-for the extreme dul-
ness of the day’s trading.

Selling in London.

London selling here, estimated at
15,000 shares, was one of the princi-
pal causes of the market's weakness.
The effect of the unexpectedly good
bank statement of last week was
partly offset by the further engage-
ment of gold for export, and altho
there was a slightly easier tendency
in the money market rates the rates
were still unusually shigh for this pe-
riod of the year.

That the recent remarkable activity
in trade has been considerably ab4ted
and ‘ that business is moving now
about on a par with last March is
evident from the showing of the bank
clearings of the Dominion and the
United States. - Last week the total
clearings for Canada were $162,104,537,
a gain of 8.8 per cent. over the same
period of last vear. This compared
with a gain of 11.1 per cent. in the
previous week, 6.7 in the week ended
¥eb. 27, 10.8 in the week Feb, 20, 22.4
in the week Feb. 13, and 20.9 in tle
week before that. It will be noted that
there has been a gradual decrease in
the ratio of improvement.

Across the border an even less fa-
vorable showing is made. Last week
the clearings were $2,884,309,040, =z
gain of only 1.8 per cent. over last
year, and 5.4 compared with the same
week of 1911.  This evidences a mark-
ed falling off from the big increases
shown in the early weeks of the year,
tho, of course, it still indicates an
over last - year, when
general trade was fairly active.
