Paeonies

(Concluded.)

Now, dealing with the various kinds

of paeony roots in answer to future
paeony growers, choose always the
old~fashioned varieties in, preference
to. new=sorts. .
- As a rule, the old dark -crimson
varieties are deserving plants to pur-
chase. 1 always think that nothing
c¢an rival the rich tints of thege glow-
rue, the
odor is often apt 1o de monss-;l-
most rank, but there may ‘be obiain-
ed sweet-scented old crimson varie-
ties.

The scented pink- ‘paeonies are
lovely, while several fragrant snow-
white species are great favorites.” -

I would advise only the deitble
varieties. These hold  'their bloom
much longer than the single kinds,
and dre more fragrant.

When 1 tell my gardeners that at
the presént moment there are ‘some-—
thing like fifteen -bhundred. named
varieties, the world over, they will
understand the difficulty in advising
any particular specimen, other than as
I have already advised. ‘

Taking into consideration the vari-
ous points already discussed on
paeony culture, I cannot see that any
gardener need fear to plant. the roots
during any time of the early spring
and summer. Earth room and feed
are the two points first to be sure of.
The necessity of watering well thru
August and September, when the

below surface will appeal to  alt-gar.
deners, without any special warning
from me. 1Indeed, just here, I would
remind allthat these two months; Aug-
ust and September, are‘our two mest
difficult months to get past, as far as
all perennials and newly planted
vines and shrubps are concerned, Car-
ry your paeony roots well watered
thru this dangerous time of deep
earth drought, and you need fear little.
Now, regarding disbudding: Many
of the flower stalks show more than
one bud. Take off all save the ter-
minal bud. Then you will be sure of
more perfect bloom. T have never yef
seen two perfect and large dlooms
from the same gtalk. Do not try if. 1
have, and it is a waste of time for a
questionable result,

Spray your buds just-now with a
weak solution of bordéaux mixture,
even tho these buds seem perfectly
healthy. Especially do 80 if you aré

Washing the Eyes. < '

The child’s eyes need constant atten-
tion for ‘several weeks after birth, but
the services of a physician are not
necessary. Perfect cleanliness is the
end to be attained, and frequent wash-
ing is the means to that end. Instead
of plain water, it is best to use a solu-
tion made by dropping a teaspoonful of
boracic acid (not common kitchen borax)
into a cupful of water that has been
. boiled and then permitted to cool till
lukewarm,

Before washing your baby’s eyes,
cleanse your hands thoroughly with soap
and warm water, and atter that dip them
in a basin con a gill or so of
peroxide of hydrogen in half a pint of
water. . Then tear off a bit of sterilized
absorbent cotton, dip it into the boracic
acid solution and tenderly mop the
baby’'s eyelids. Never touch a child’s
eyes with @ rag. In the nursery, -in-
deed, absorbent cotton should be used
instead of towel and rags whenever it

extraordinary quantity and the eyeball
is 'suffused. They come so fast, in fact,
that the nasal ducts can’t carry them
all’ off, and they run down the cheeks.
But, all. the same, the ducts do their
best, and so, when a child weeps, a part
of its tears escape by way of its nose,
and it “sniffles.” :
It these ducts, by accident or diesase,
are clogged up, the tears needed for the
ordinary lubrication of the eyeball run
over the lower lid and the patient has
“watery eyes.” To remedy this a sur-
geon must be consulted. . He will pass a
series of probes.through the ducts, be-

ginning with one as fine as a needle,

and ending with one as large as a small
leadpencil. This will clear and stretch
the ducts and restore them to their old
usefulness as drains of the eyes.

The surgeon is needed, too, to correct
crossed or squint eyes, This disfigure-
ment is due tpo a faulty balancing of the
eye in its socket. The muscles on one

side pull harder than those on the other, -

and as a result the eye turns. The
remedy consists in splitting the more
powerful muscle. This weakens it and

legislation so urgently needed to sup-
press the business of racetrack gambl-
ing, and to raise the age of congent
in girls from 14 to 16 to from 16 to 18.

Also that when the government in-
troduced and the commons passed the
amendment making all employers alike
criminally responsibile, who seduce {e-
male employes, the senate rejected it,
and in consequence of this, girls and
domestic servant girls are still at the
mercy of employers in this right.

The assembly instructed the board
to renew its efforts to secure this le-
gislation in co-operation with the so-
cial service council.

Political Corruption.

The assembly feel that all offences
against the honesty of the ballot
should be put into the hands of an in-
dependent public prosecutor and in
case of conviction should be impartial-
ly and severly punished; that all re-
ceipts and expenditures of candidates
and party éxecutives, general and lo-
cal, in all elections ‘for dominion or
provincial parliaments should be pub-
lished; and that the whole system of
party patronage in letting of contracts
and making appointments to office
should be abolished.

The assembly also declare for per-
sistent effort by pulpit,(college, school
and press to raise both ‘political dis-
cussion and political action to the level
of truth and honor.

Dr. Segewick of Nova Scotia made
a ‘ftrrong objection to the passing of
these resolutions, as he said they would
be dabbling in politics.

Amalgamation of Committess.

The matter of the amalgamation of
the committee of the home mission
and social service and evangelism was
referred back at tonight’s session to the
two -committees for further considera-
tionn. They will report to the assem-
bly before final adjournment. Dr. A.
8. Grant, superintendent of home mias-
sions, said the matter has been under
serious consideration Dy two special
committees appointed by the 'larger
committee for ‘the purpose.

Dr. Shearer, convenor of the com-
mittee of social service.and evangel-
ism, drew the attention of the com-
missioners to i*s. varied activities,
pointing out that it conducts S8am-
paigns;for moral reform, politicai and
personal purity and makes a study of
the problems of industrial life.

Dr. John Somerville, whe moved a
motion sending 'the recommendation
back to the committees to be reported
on at the assembly next year, said the
Women’s Missionary - Society . were
considéring pians that the social ser-
vice and evangelism committee would
be interested in.

The' feasibility of amalgamation of

the 'two committees was doubted by
Principal * - Gordoh, Kingston. He
thought the grouping work of the de- |
partments would be too much for the
combination.

Social Reform.

Rev. Dr.. Shearer presented the
sevent hannual report of the social
service board.

Speaking of Sabbath observance, the
report says:

Many adverse influences etill en-
counter those who are seeking to secure
a right observance of the . Sabbath
thruout the land. Generally speaking,
these find their source in a failure to
recognize the religious claims of the
Lord’'s Day and in a desire to make
gain without consideration of the
rights of others.

It.is the inordinate desire to increase
.the dividend that induces certain cor-
porations and industrial and commer-
cial enterprises to overlook easy reli-
gious and humanitarian considerations,
and wherever possible to robe the
workingman of his right to one day’s
rest in seven and of his oportunity for
Lord’'s Day worship. It is the same
motive that prompts so many smaller
interests to attempt to carry on busi-
ness on the Lord's Day in violation of
the Lord’s Day Act.

A little consideration shows that the
same motive lies behind the movemcnts
to make the lord's Day a da)¥ “¢
amusement and pleasure-seeking.
Usually the-plea is made that the
masses who toil six days a week re-
quire recreation and amusement on
their rest day. Sooner or later the
real motive appears, and it is seen to be
the commercialized amusement and re- |
creation that is provided., The Lord’s!
Day is- chosen becaus ethe leisure of
the masses on that day furnishes the
greater oportunity for gain. Corpora-
tions and organizations do not estab-
lish oportunities for recreation and
pleasure to meet a demand, but rather
to create a demand in order that re-
venues and dividends may be increased.

Temperance Campaign.

It is gratifying to note that the
Social Service Council of Canada has
under its gonsideration a national total
abstinence campaign which will be of
great value in the effort to secure pro-
hibitory legislation, It has secured the
services of Rev. R.'J. Patterson-LL.B.,
the founder of .the. “Match-my-Pal”
movement. for six months, beginning
ot 1 .

More pronounced. than ever before is
the concentration of all scientifis, so-
cial, economic, moral- -and religious
forces agains tthe liquor traffic.

The great demand of the day in every
walk of life is for efficiency. As educa-
tionalists, medical men, social workers,
leaders of industry are léearning more
of the nature of alcohol and its effects
they. aré realizing that it is one‘of the
greatest enemies of human efficiency
and national well-being. As a conse-
quence they are uniting their forces in
order to place alcohol under such' legis-
lative restrictions as shall. minimize its
evil effects. s :

This commission consists of a large‘
number of representative citizens; in-
ciuding several moral and social re-
formers. It is investigating conditions
not only as to social vice, but as tc all
the vices in the city.
