THE INSOLVENT LAW.

Prominent among the questions likely
to engage the attention of Parliament
during the approaching session, as it has
engaged that of the Dominion Board of
Trade during its meeting this week,is the
law relating to insolvency. It cannot be
denied that there will be a strong party
in the House of Commons favorable to the
repeal of the present law, while even its
advoecates admit the necessity of amend-
ment. It must be borne in mind, in con-
sidering the question, that the law in the
Province of Quebec contemplates a fuir
division of the estate of an insolvent
among his credilors, and this is: to all
intents and purposes an insolvent . law.
- 8o far as we have been able to iascertain
the opinions of persons who have had ex-
perience of the practical working of the
Quebec law, it has not been found satisfue-
tory, bnt be this as it nay, it seems ab-
solutely necessavy that if 'the present in-
solvent law shoul(l be repealed some pro-
vision should be. made to prevent those
fraudulent preferences'in Ontario and the
other.Provinces which were, found so in-
tolerable as to compel the introduction of

a ‘general Insolvency Act..

then would arise: Is the Quebec law on
the subject so perfect that it can be ex-
fended with propriety to the other pro-
vinces?  The answer to this question
would probably be in the negative, and it
would therefore seem to follow that a new
Inw of some kind should be introduced.
Tut then the existing law has been but
recenily adopted, and it is said that the
greatest cave was bestowed upon it, that
mereantile men of experience were con.
sulted, and that every eftort was used to
malke itas perfeet as possible. It seems
probable, judging from past experience,
that the Government will not be prepared
to deal with the question ministerially. 1t
has been treated generally as an open
question, and it is therefore likely to fall
into {the hands of o select committee, or of
some member of the legal profession, who
may be indaced to advocate the views of
those who believe that, defective as the
present lnw may be, it would be unsafe to
revert tothe old state of things in Ontario
when fraudulent preferences were of con-
stant occurrence. The course of those
who advoeate the . total ~repeal of

the present law is simple enough.
They have mnothing to propose but
a short repealing bill which will only

oceupy o few lines. It seems (o be
generally admitted that there are too
many _persons in business, and that
the consequent "competition’ has been
disastrous to the. trade. A gveat evil
is, that such numerous compromises
have been effected, that solvent traders
find ' themselves compelled to compete
with the purchasers of the stocks of in-
solvents obtained at something like twen-
ty-five cents on the dollar. This is one of
the intolerable grievances both of the
wholesale and retail merchants, and yet it
is difficull to see how it is to Le redressed
under a system which sanctions compro-
mises. The great difficulty is to devise a
law which will restrain a frandulent debtor
without operating harshly against one who
has succumbed owing to wholly unfore.
seen misfortunes. The mode snggested
by those who have given the greatest con-
sideration - to the snbject is to'fix a limit,
say of fifty cents on the dollar, as the mini-
mum amonnt which should enlitle an in-
solvent to adischarge. Even (o such a pro-
posal, it might'be easy to raise objections
founded  on cases where the rule would
operate harshly, but it seems absolutely
necessary to draw a line somewhere. The
truth:is, that the question is one of great
difliculty,  and one . that should not be
heedlessly dealt with. 1t is precisely one
of those questions on ivhich we -may hope
that the Senate, independent as: it :is ‘of

SMUGGLING 'INTO!
STATES.

States, and specially, as far as we,_ean
gother from the report, to Boston. I'he
report is signed by I ¥, French, assistant.
secretary to the Treasury, and is & cow
plete exoneration of Williams who, sccom.
panied by a professional detective, came
to Mon{real under a false name, and
commenced purchasing certain classes of
goods used in the manufacture of shoes,
It appears that the ‘I'vengury Department.
has wder its conlrol a secret service
fund of a considerable amounty and that
$2,500 was placed at the disposal of
Williams to enable him to purchase goods,
which. a Montreal agent undertook io
deliver free of duty. The report justifies
Williams' proceedings on the ground thai
“ their well-known method of detecting
“ counterfeiting and similar frauds ave by
“sending persons in disgnise and under
“assumed  names who ' become com-
% panions of the criminals and prefend to
“join - in their nefarions work.,” On
the other hand, ‘the New York
merelal DBulletin is much scandalized by
the proceedings of the Treasury Depart.
ment, and gaes so fur as {0 express donbis
as to the propriety of making “an anual
appropriation for this nefarions service.”
It goes on further and asks, assuming that
itis necessary to resort to extreme expe-
dients for detecting evasions of - duty,

#their_payment?  Our ivhole revenue

1697 in number, as. against 1892 in 1877,
showing n decrease of 195. - The liabilities
for 1878 equal $23,908,677, against $25,-
528,903 in 1877, decrease on thie pust year
of £1,615,226.

States, and stands as a loss of $32 per in-
habitant, the population estimated at
3,867,600, ‘while the.loss in the United
States is only $24.50 pér head, the popu-
lation estimated at 49,185,000 according
to recent returns. The number of traders
in Canada is proportionally lavger than in
the United Siates, being 56,347 and 674,-
741 respectively, or one trader in Canada
per every 08 heads of population against
one ‘trader per every 72 in the United
States ; und. yet, in consequence of the
larger proportionate liabilities in Canada,
the ratio of losses, had they fallen
upon the trade alone, would have bheen
larger upon every trader, as the propop-
tion would stand $2,2{1 to every trader
in Canada against $1,782 to every one in
the United States.

The number of failures for these six
years is also proportionally larger in Can:
ada, 9,245 failures or 164 per one hundred
traders, or 2! per 1000 inhabitants, against,
in the United States, 47,175 failures or 7
per one hundred traders, heing less than
one per 1000 inhabitants ; as a_matter of
course, the average liability of a failure
in the United States is lurger;! $25,459
agninst $13,393 in Canada. :

These comparisons establish the fact
that Cannda, where the jcauses that
brought on the crisis were foreign, has
suflered more intensely from the depres-
sion in business than the country where
it originated. Ten years of expuansion and
wild speculation, followed by ycars of
contraction, shrinkage and loss, developed
in the United States a depression wn-
patalleled in character, extent and dura-
tion., What forces operated to prevent
the crisis from being more destr’ucti\'e,
permitting the United States to emerge’
from that state of depression towards
enduring prosperity ? The large produe-
tion stimulated by’ their fisecal policy
brought on the resumption of specie pay-
ments and an excess of exports over im-
ports of merchandise of close to £300,000,~
000, for the past year. The increase in
the farming population muade up of new
settlers,whose pursuits in the older States
have failed, and: the 20 millions of acres
settled in 1878, show a prospective in-
creased power of consumptlou tendmu to
promote active production.

No such elements. of recuperation
axisted.in Canada to counteract the evil

-consequences of the crisis; instead of an

excess: of ‘exports, during the last'six
years the balance of tvade againgt lee
country has grown up as’ follows :

We consider the third upportlonment
given by ‘ Alkali " the correct one, for the
following reasons: In an insurance of
this kind we must consider the different
shares of Jones and Brown as separate
“ranges,’ which, being done, we have only
to find out the liability of office’ A upon
each such range and the apportionment
alluded  to naturally follows, viz.: A pays
$1,500 on “range’ Jones (so to speak)
and §2,500 on “range! Brown, in all
$4,000, while B pays:$1,500 on the former
range. Thus Jones receives the total of his
loss, or $3,000, while Brown only gets $2,-
500 ; and though it may surprise some tlmt
with an apparent insurance of $7,500 on a
loss of §£6,000, the offices only pay $5,500,
a little consideration will show that this
is strietly in accordance with the laws of
equity. Itis plain that, without the policy
of office “ B,” Jones and Brown would
ench havelost $500 by the supposed fire;
but Jones evidently was not satisfied as
to his interests being protected and takes
out ‘another policy for himself, and the
result is clear, that, while thereis anover
insurance of $2,000 on Jones' share, there
is an under-insurance of $500 on Brown’s,
and we have never yet been able ta see
the justice of taking -the- surplus off
one item to male up the deficiency of
another. It is sitiply trying to remedy.
a mistake which should properly. fall
upon -the insured, who committed
the blunder. Why - should Brown ‘in
the case under review benefit by some-
thing he never contracted or paid for,
namely Jones' policy in office B? Sup-
posing, on the other hand, Brown had
likewise taken out a policy on his interest
in office C for $2,500, would not the liabi-
lity of A and B remain precisely the

same? The apportionment would then
be plamly thus :

In conclusion, we have only to reiterate
what we have already laid down before,
that, when non-concurrent policies are
detrimental to the insured, it is only just
that the latter should suffer thereby, since
it was he who gave the order; and we can
see no reason why the purchaser ot a fire
policy should be difterently treated to one
who buys any other mercantile commodity.

THE ALLEGED SUGAR FRAUDS.

There has been a good deal of discus-
sion of late as to the fraudulent coloring
of sugars by artificial means, to enalle the
importers in the United States to enter
them at low duties according to the Dutch
Standard. It appears that aletter signed
by the principal importers ol sugar at
New York and Baltimore has been pre-
sented the Chairman of the Committee of
Ways and Means in which it is stated, in
the most positive way, that thé Demerara
dark centrifugal sugars were nob avtiti-
cially colored, and in which it is suggested
that an expert should be sent to British
Wehave no
doubt that the allegations in the letter
are strictly correct, but on this. assump-
tion it would seem that color is not a suf-
ficient test of the quality of sugars. The
Commistee of Ways and Means with this
letter before them appear to have decided
on adhering to the Dutch Standard by
which ‘the duty is rated according to
color.,
