In his mind there was noth-
ing needing an answer, but the points
ralsed confused the public. Mr.
Wright of the Electric Lighting Com-
pany had stated that the company’'s
rates were 8 cents per kilowatt hour,
and the rates-of the commission 7 1-3.
The company’s rates were .8 centg for'|
residence and 12 cents for business
use.  ‘The commission’s rates were §
cents: for residence and 6 cents 1or
business.

“It was purely a question of mis-
statement,”” was Mr. Smith’'s comment,
Mr. Hawkins of the Hamilton com-
panies had stated that rates quoted by
them were $12.40 per horse-power !n
Hamilton. Subject tp the correetness
of the report Mr. Smith thought the
figures must apply to motor capacity.
A 40 horse-power motor only used 25
horse-power ,and the sales at the low
rate might be arrived at this way.

Ripped Up.

With regard to Mr, Stanley Rich-
mond, he had been one of the em-
ployes of the commission, “Owing to
difficulties which. need not be dis-
cussed we had to get rid of him,” ex:
plained the big quiet-voiced commis-
sloner+ Mr. Richmond’'s statements
were quite absurd. He hagd stated
that from 50,000 horse-power machines,
10,000 had to be written off for a spare
machine, The commission estimate
was for 60,000 horse-power with one
spare machine.

RETURN TO WHEAT AND PEAS.

L Single roadsters, 15 to 16

< The present crop season promises to
partially restore to. the province more;
confidence in winter wheat and peas|
than has bpeen felt for several years.
The gradual decline in the yileld of;
winter wheat from losses thru witnter!
killing gradually stopped the raising of
this crop among Ontario farmers. The
success of recent years’ seeding and
particularly so this year. will serve to
restore this crop to a fair proportion |
of its earl reputation. Somewhat
the same experience has occurred with
peas. The depredations of the pea bug
caused many to forsake the crop for
others that were less troublesome.
Peas this season promise to reach the
condition of the old-time standard and
to again become a favorite crop with
the agriculturalist. The rise and fall
of these two crops brings forward the
topie of crop rotation and tends to
corroborate the confirmed conviction
that the land can be run out for cer-
tain growths, and that restoration is
only accomplished by a change. In the
one case it might be claimed that the
constituents for the crop were exnaust- |
ed by a continuous drain and in the '
.other that the parasites were yearly
favored by repeated flelds for develop-:
ment. In the case of wheat, the land
has been permitted to recover some of
its lost properties by seeding to other
xrops, and in peas, a lessened crop area
has left a much smaller fleld for thei
development of the bug. If this theory
has any substance, a peériod of success-
ful culture will again subject the crops
to like detracting influences.

TREATING FOOT ROT IN

Australian Paper Describes Use of
Bath for Diseased Flock.

A remedy for foot rot in sheep 18
given by The Live Stock Journal of
Syéney, Australia, where the disease Is
quite’ common. It consists of a foot
bath, and is made as follows:

The bath is of wood, sixteen feet
lorg, and one foot wide. It should be

from the United Kingdom in 1886, in
whicn the disease was discovered
while they were in quarantine at
Levis, near Quebec, where they were
all slaughtered in quarantine. The
finding of the British experts with
reference to. the animals complained
of in 1892 was that there was “a close
resemblance  (to contagious pleuro-
pneumonia) amounting -to practical
identity.” Our own experts, some of
them being of the highest standing
in science in the veterinary worlds
were permitted to examine the lungs
of the animals in question. They
contended that these were not cases
of contagious pleuro-pneumonia, but
of an affection of the lungs common-
ly called transit pneumonia. If the
home experts were right in their.find-
ing, these cases must have been some-
thing in the nature .of a gcientifis
freak in the occurrence of the disease.
In view of this discrepancy of opinion
and the exceptional circumstances of
the case, the Canadian government
suggested to the home government
that they send a commission of their
official experts to Canada to trace
these partléular importations and their
original source, and investigate on the
spot the guestion of existence or non-
existence of the disease, the Cana-
dian government to pay all expenses:.
This offer was not entertained.

The wom:n
of New Zealand place ‘heir homes he-
fcre ‘every other consideration, and
their domestic problems are just ag se-
ricus as those of any other count.y.

“But don’t imagine that we are Tot
irterested in politics, and that we don’t
vete. There isn't a woman in New
Ze¢aland who doesn’'t Know every mem-
ber of parliament, either by sight or
by reputation, and there isn’t one who
can't think intelligently about politi-al
questions. Out on the farms and in
the villages it is just the same as in
the cities, and it m:kes life ever s>
much more: interesting. No matter
whom you meet you will always find
one subject of common interest.

REVERSING TRAINS FROM LERD

TO RIGHT

On Sunday, July 22nd, at 9 o'clock
&. m., the Grand Trunk Railway Coin-
pany commenced to operate all trains
on double-tracik portiong of the system

regularly on the right-hand track in
;thu direction in Which they are mov-
ing, instead of on the left-hand track.
as has heretofore been the custom on
certain divisions, this with a view to
uniformity and to conform with the
pbractice in vogue gencrally on other
railways on this continent.

Locomotive engincers ars always sti-
ticned on the right-hand side of the
engine, with outiook necessarily to ‘he
inside, or between the two tracks on
dcuble-track, when trains are operat-
ling cn the left-hand track in the dir:ac-
tion in ‘which they are moving. For
thie reason, and as the semaphores and
other signals are generally placed on
the outside of the track for the gov-
ernment of trains moving on such track,
to operate traing on the right-hand
jtrack in the direciden in which they
jare moving, with the cutlook of the
{engineers towards the outside. will fa=
cilitate the observance of the signals
iby the engineers, thus intrnducing an
additiona] safeguard both fur the tra-
,veling public and the company’'s em-
ployes.

“On double-track. run to the
right,” in heavy black type, so that
train and enginemen, referiing to their
timetables. will have this admonition
always before tham. In addition, ths
rules covering thec operation of double-
track. which are printed in the time-
tables. are intended to stipulate that
all trains are to use the right-hand
track instead of the left-hand track. in
the direction in which they are run-
ning.

It was thougnt bes: to make the
change on Sunday, when traffic is
light, and at 9 o’clock in'the mcrning,
80 as to do away with possible confu-
sion by darkness, and furthermore. to
admit of the mnight express trains ar-
riving at the chief terminals before the
new rule becomes effective, and so that
it might govern the morning trains
starting out from the same stations.

MONTREAL LIGHTING FRANCHISE,

In its issuae of Monday, The Montrzal
Iierald ga've prominence to an an-
nouncement that arrangements were 21-
mest ready to have a special meeting
of the city council called, at which it
wes propos:d “to give: .

1. An exclusive franchise for the
supply of gas, to run for 34 years
from the present, 95 cents to be the
price four years hence, with pro-
mise of slow reductions later;

2. An exclusive franchise for the
supply of electric light, at the pres-
ent exorbitant nrices, with promised
reductions that,‘many years hence,
would bring the rate down to what
it was before the monopoly was ef-
fected; .

3. An extension for 30 years, at
the same. pricz, of the five years’
contract for streat lighting, which
was given at $60.a lamp, when there
was a tender in,for $54.75.

Were similar instances not matters
>f regular occurrence, it would app-ar
little short of incredible that a repre-
sentative body, charged with the care
of the public interest, could: seriously
gntertain propositions of the kind spe-
cified by The Herald. After the c¢xpe-
rience of Montreal itself, and the les-
sons supplied by other great cities on
this continent, the placing of public
services under the control of monpoly-
kolding corporations is nothing more
nor less than a betrayal of the rights
of the community. In the future, even
than in the past, muni-
cipal prosperity will virtually depsnd
on cheap and efficient operation ot
public utilities and a city that deprives
itself of that advantage cannot but
materially handicap itself in the In-
dustrial and commercial field and to
that extent weaken the national posi-
tion.

If Toronto were inclined to regard its
own interest exclusively, it could de-
sire nothing better than to see Mon-
treal deliver “itself over hand and foot
to private exploitation. - Unsatisfac-
tory tho its own position is at the pres-
ent moment, it has the prospect at no
remote date of shaking itself loose
from corporation control. When that
corsummation is achieved, it will
free to reap all the advantages arising
from the progress of science and inven-
tion and all the increasing values
which must accompany its own growth,
These in a developing country are inp-
estimable benefits, but absolutely ne-
cessary if any city is to reach to the
full measure of its possibilities.

If Montreal is to be saved from ‘he
grabs now in contemplation, it can only
be done by the prompt and energetiic
action of the citizens themselves.

Sage always had a keen eye for horse-
In after-life, when parsimony . grew
his one luxury was a blooded team.
But he never lost money In a horse trans-
action, Before he left his brothers ser-
vice he had accumulated $1000 from his
horse-trading, and with the money he built
a sloop and took a cargo of horses on com-
mission to New York, He took a full load
of groceries on the return trip, and when
he landed in Troy he counted his profit at
$700.

His position in the community of Wall-
Street has been summed up in these words:
He could take hold of almost any financial
€lterprise and put it upon a solid basis,
Tho the venture was toddling along  In
weary fashion and in danger of utter col-
lapse, with Mr, Sage at the helm, armed
with undisputéd authority, the 'chances
were that something would come out of it.

He was a financlal economist, In a twink-
ling he could stop a leak and bring order
out of almost any entanglement which be-
set one of the treasuries. with which finan-
clers have to deal.

Altho a membeér of the Néw York Stock
Exchange, for years he scarce ever put foot
upon the floor. He joined the exchange in
January, 1874, His fortune of $30,000,000
or 850,000,000 was constantly added to by
dividends and interest,rather than by specu-
Up to the last day of his
life he was interested in a modest way in
puts and calls, altho from that hot day in
June, in 1884, when he was reported to
have lost $7,000,000, he gradually curtalled
that branch of his business.

Mr, Sage was the father of ‘“‘puts and
calls,” *‘straddles,” “spreads,’”’ and all privi-
leges. He started this busiliess in 1870.
He never offered privileges for sale him-
self, gnd never gave a would-be purchaser
an audience, It was all done thru brokers,
All offers for privileges were submitted in
writing—not a word was spoken by the
broker,

“I Introduced these privileges ' sald Mr,
Sage once, “to assist brokers of  moderate
means, With my credit and vouchers they
can operate without the use of money. At
oune time I pald brokers more than $30,000-
4 year in commissions alone. You gsk me
if I would advise anybody to come hére
and go into Wall-street. - No, sir, Not the
shrewdest man I know, 1 have seen hun-
dreds—thousands—go down and lose every
dollar. Some of my old acquaintances have
come down here and gone out of sight in
no time. It seems when 1 look back as if
I was the only one of those who came here
when I did, and as I did, that has survived.
But the brokers live pretty well while they
do live, and one thing 1 will say—there is
more honor and genperosity among them as
a class than among any other class of men
I ever met. They help one another meore;
they keep thelr werd more, %If one of thelr
number is unfortunate they don’'t pounce
on him and strip hlm, They give Gim an-
other. chance and accept his terms of set-
tlement,”

SOME CIRCUS FACTS,

Interesting Things About the Bar-
num & Bailey Show Not Gener-
ally Known.

There are some facts about the Bar-
num & Bailey circus that are not gen&-
erally known, but which can hardly
fail to be of interest to the thousands

The present season marks the §‘Jx‘d
annual tour of the Barnum & Bailey
show.
