CHAPTER 1IV.

The motion granting Mayor Fleming an
addition of $500 to his salary to enable him
to meet the * heavy ‘and numerous chari-
table demands upon his office !’ was intro-
duced by Ald. Lamb and seconded by Ald.
RR. H. Graham. The Mayor was present
at the time and heard the arguments ad-
vanced by the supportérs of the motion,
More than that, he Heard the suggestion
by Ald. Scott that an account be kept of
the disbursements and the balance, if any,
remaining \at the end of the year handed
back to the City Treasurer. He heard the
expressions of contempt and ridicule with
which his friends and supporters recelved
the business-like suggestion of the repre-
sentative from No. 6 Ward. He, himself,
offered information as to the extent of the
demands upon his purse for charity. He
listened to the doubts expressed by Ald.
Boustead concerning the propriety of mak-
ing such a grant, and when the’ motion was
finally adopted he, while acting In his
officlal capacity as Mayor of the city, and
presiding officer of the Council, made a
personal appeal to the representatives of
the press present not to publish the fact
that. the grant had been made. The rea-
son assigned for thie request by His Wor:
ship to suppress the information was that
if it became public his office would next
morning be besleged by applications for a
share of the $500, During the whole of
the proceedings In the Council the Mayor
did mot by ome word, look or gesture sig-
nify his dissent from the terms of the
motion or the statements made in support
of it.

The matter became too serious for the
Mayor when he found that it was necessary
for him to go into the witness box and
give evidence upon oath relating to his
connection with the matter, Two featurcs
of the case were embarrassing—first, to
give a statement of the samount he had
actually disbursed in charlry, and, second,
to explain how the motion was concocted, ™
and how “noses!' had been carefully count-
ed, the weak-kieed ones strengthened and
the consclences of the doubting ones lulled
into somnolency. Rather than be forced
into revealing the secrets of the *‘ sweat
box,” he preferred to announce that he
bad, before the commencement of the In-
Junction proceedings, determined not to ac-
cept or disburse the money. °

The Mayor's affidavit is worthy of care-
ful perusal by taxpayers. The reason
which prompted the Mayor to decline to ac-
cept the money is best explained In his own
words, as per clause 10 of his affidavit :
“1 did this because I became aware that
cbjection had been raised In some quarters
to the action of the Council.” It will be
noticed that the Mayor's declinature was
prompted, not by a bellef that the motion
“was viclous in principle and wrong In
practice,” but because somebody had ob-
Jected to the action of Council in granting
the money. The question naturally arises :
* Had no objection been raised, wounld the
Mayor have declined to pt the n

The Mayor appears to have been exceed-
Ingly well informed as to the intentions
of the mover and seconder of the resolu-
tion, He  gives evidence of this fact in
claupg: 6 of his afidayit, whereln he says :

“The -nfel,!t?th‘ 4n the second
B onal) that. the wha sum’ B¢
money was for my ov;? personal use, and is
ju“effect an-increase of my salary, is wholly
untrue, as the sald sum was not intended
for my personal use or an increase to my
galary, but was intended for charitable
purposes.””

Plainly, the addition to his salary was
rot that “total surprise und unexpected
pleasure "’ which figure in speeches upon
certain occasions. Or, perhaps His Wor-
ship is a spiritualist or hypnotist.

Having led bls friends into a hole with
him, Mayor Fleming will make a great
effort to extricate himself, and at the
same time pull them out as well. A clever
scheme has been devised for that purpose,
and an endeavor will be made at the next
meeting of Councll to put it into operation,
The. action of the Mayor in declining to
accept the grant will only -vear one con-
struction—it Is a direct reflection upon tne
members of Council who are responsible
for it. They now stand in the unknviable
position of hayving fought through Council
a grant of the citizens’ money without hay-
ing any justification for ‘so doing. They
are to be selleved from the odlum atthch-
ing to their action by a resolution which
will place the money in the hgnds of the
City Rellef Officer for distribution. By
this flank movement it Is intended to cover
the retreat of the Mayor, and at the same
time justify those who were willing instru-
ments in the ruid upon the treasury.

The proposal to hand the money over to
the Relief Officer is.a clever ruse to throw
dust into the eyes of the taxpayer, but it
should not be allowed to succeed. It will
be establishing a precedent, and will have
a retrogressive influence upon the system
of administering rellef. The whole ten-
dency In the past has been to afford rellef
in kind, and not in currency. The City
Relief Officer’s duties have been restricted
to the assistance of the needy by orders
for food, fuel, ete. He has not had at his
disposal a sum of money from which to
give assistance in ¢ash to applicants. The
Council has wisely declined to 1institute
such a system, and aldermen should ot
now, in order to cover up the Mayor's
blunder, inaugurate that which they have
avolded * as viclous In principle and wrong
in practice.”

The demand of the taxpayer is not that
the money wrongly voted to augment the
Mayor's salary be handed over to the Uity
Rellef Officer for distribution, but that the
resolution, which was rallroaded through
at an early hour on the morning of the
3rd November, be rescinded, and the money
kept In the city treasury, where it belongs.

The Worthy Master Says the Farmer Whe
is Doing Weil is Now
the Exeepiion.

Washington, Nov. 11,—The thirtieth
session of the National Grange con-
vened this morning in the National
Hotel, 80 States being represented by
150 delegates. In his annual address
Worthy Master J. H. Brigam said in
part: The farmer who is receiving fair
returns for his labor and invested
capital is now the exception.

‘““There has been no general failure
of crops, but the prices received for
most of tL.em do not pay for the labor
of production. Such conditions are
very discouraging. ' .

“It is well known to all of us that
comparison in the growth and mark-
ing of many of the products of the
farm is world-wide. Our breadstuffs,
meat and cotton must compete in Eu-
ropean markets with like products of
all exporting countries, in many of
which land and labor are much cheap-
er than in our country. These com-
peting countries are rapidly introduc-
ing improved machinery and methods
of tiliage, and their cheap labor is soon
able to handle machinery with skill.
Such conditions, combined with con-
tinually improving facilities for trans-
porting the crops of these countries to
market, may well awaken apprehen-
sion in the minds of the American
farmers. We cannot control produc-
tion or regulate the cost thereof in
foreign countries. There is no profit
in selling in the markets of the world
below the cost of production. If we
capnot comp~te with the cheaper land
and labor in these markets we can at
least control our own markets and
produce nearly everything needed to
supply our own people.

“Why should we buy sugar, wool,
etc.,, from other countries, when we
can produce them at home? The peo-
ple seem to have decided in favor of
adequate protection to American in-
dustries. We can, therefore, without
regard to our personal views, consist-
ently demand for agriculture the full
measure of protection accorded to
other industries, and we should ac-
cept nothing less.”

CANADIAN PATIENTS.

The Paris People Who Were Bitten by a
Mad Deg are at the Pasteur Insti-
tute and Will Likely Recover.

New York, Nov. 11.—The three Cana-
dian patients, all bitten by the same
dog, arrived at the Pasteur Institute
for treatment this afternoon. They are
George Newman, 32 years old, a driver
of an express wagon, bitten on the
right hand on Oct. 28; Grace Shepard,
21 years old; bitten on the wrist the
day following, and her brother, George,
21 years old, bitten on the right fore-
finger on Oct. 30. The dog was a
valuable water spaniel owned by
George Shepard, and had been acting
strangely several days before it bit
Newman, having several times sndp-
ped at passers-by. The Shepards did
not like to destroy the dog, which was
usually very _gentle, and, as the
wounds did not appear dangerous,
they permitted him to live. When,
however, the animal died in convul-
sions on Nov. 3 they became frighten-
ed and came to New York for treat-
ment. As no symptoms of rabies have
yet developed, it is thought that all
three wi'l recover. The patients came
from Paris, Ont.

CYCLING RULES IN GERMANY.

They Are Numerous and Rigorous and
Must be Obeyed,

Washington, Nov. 11.—Com lain

made frequently by Amerlean bipcyclet' rid::
bn Germany regarding the delays caused
y the rigorous laws governing the use of
blcycl‘es on the public roads in that coun-
try. For the benefit of such tourists United
States Consul Sawter at Glauchau gives a
few of the stricter rules which cyclists are
cnllll‘éed upon to observe throughout the em-

! Cycling on publie streets and roads .
ticularly In Saxony, he says, Is sugjéc?ntl:)
minute and carefully enforced police regu-
lations, which in manz places prohibit al-
together the use of brakeless machines.
The roads, with but few exceptions, are
perfect, and wheeling is smooth and easy,
{but on account of rainy weather, which
prevails most of the year, wheel guards
iror wet days are Indispensable. Every ma-
{¢hine must have an open plate or shield
‘amxed to the brake rod or handle bar,
and be provided with a spring lid on which
is engraved In clear lettering the name,
profession or rank, and residence of the
rider. In lleu of this, Consul Sawter sug-
gests that the rider’s card and address be
attached to the handle bar, which would
answer every requirement. The alarm bell
is demanded everywhere. The law requires
that the lamp be rather high on the wheel
and be kept lighted from half an hour
,after sunset to half an hour before sun-
| rise; furthermore, that the light must shine
| through uncolored glass. ach  bicycle
must be provided with an easily managed
brake, operating quickly and powerfu ly.
Cyeling on roads intended exclusively for
pedestrians or on the elevated. footpaths
and highways is prohibited. Two blcyclists
may ride side by side when it can be done
without blocking the thoroughfare or an-
noying other riders or vehicles; otherwise
single file is the rule. More than two ma-
chines abreast would not be permitted un-
der any circumstances. When meeting
other-bicycles or overtaking them, or when
approaching passengers of the road where
it is not possible to see a long distance,
or when reaching a steep descent, the ecy-
clist is obliged to give frequent signals
with his bell. The speed must not be
high at any time. Scorching is forbidden
on &il German highways. At very steep
down grades the cyclist must dismount and
guide his wheel until the descent is passed.
Cyclists are required to dismount at any
time, If called upon by police officials to
do so, and are obliged to give such official
any reasonable personal information he
may demand. For disregard of any of these
regulations a fine not exceeding 60 marks,
or $14.28, with imprisonment in jail for not
more than two weeks, or both, may be
inflicted for each offence.

A BIG SYNDICATE

ntended to Swindle Business Men in the
United States and Spend Thelr
Money in Canada.

Brooklyn, N.Y., Nov. 11.—-Willlam B. H.
Valentine, one of the syndicate of alleged
swindlers who it Is claimed have been
operating extensively throughout the coun-
try, and the associate of May Wintage,
who tried to commit suicide to escape ar-
rest for passing a worthless cheque, was
arralgned In the County Court to-day to
plead to four Indictments. The indictments
charged. Valentine with grand larceny In
the second degree for having procured, as
alleged, on a worthless cheque, $30 worth
of property from a dry goods man on
Broadway, Brooklyn; with forgery in the
second degree for having uttered sald
cheque, and with assault and abduction for
having consorted with May Wintage, a
voung woman under the age of consent.
Valentine pleaded not gullty. He was then
remanded for trial,

May Wintage is still in the hospital. As
soon as she recovers she will be detained
as a witness against Valentine.

A lot of correspondence showing the
work of the syndicate has been brought to
light by the police. It had secured an
enormous, ranch in Canada, where its mem-
bers expected to retire when their course
in this country was run. Then they would
live at ease and defy the American laws,
beljeving that no extradition papers could
be obtained. The most Interesting part of
the correspondence is that which relates
to the cattle ranch near St. John, P.Q.
This was intended as their refuge In time
of trouble. The syndicate had been ad-
vised-by clever lawyers. They were warn-
ed how close to the law they could sail
without being Imprisoned. Although some
of thé laws of this country were probably
broken by the members of the syndlcate
they took care to do nothing which would
render them liable to extradition,

What money they could spare—and it was
a large amount—went to Canada. Thou-
sands of acres of land near St. John were
purchased. J. B. Wiswell was thelr Cana-
dian agent, and he established himself in
St. John, where he now is. Letters from
him show that large Kkilling houses, dress-
ing houses and refrigerators were built on
the ranch last summer. When the Aheri-
can end of the conspirdcy was worked
out the syndicate dreamred of the Canadian

cn.
m(l;]oxd hunting and fishing grounds were
near them, and Montreal, one of the fastest
cities gn the continent for riotous living,
would be the headquarters in winter.

They would be American gentlemen with
country places in Canada, and they could
jaugh at American law. Money—there was
enough and to spare for every one.

Classes” Have Subverted the Principles of
Free Government and Forced the Poor
inte Political Scevitude—He Froposes
That the Knights Institute s New
Ritual With a More Einding Obligation,

Rochester, N.Y., Nov. 11.—The follow=-
ing is the address of General Master
Workman Sovereign of the Knights of
Labor :

“To the efficers and members of the 20th
General Assembly, Knights of Labor:
“After a struggle of 27 years against

the evils of aggregated wealth by our
order, we are confronted with more
serious problems affecting the rights
a.nd liberties of the industrial masses
than ever before,

“Not only have the idle, spéculating
classes demonstrated their ability to
dominate productive enterprise and ac-
cumulate the wealth of toiling millions,
but they have demonstrdted their pow-
er to coerce wage workers and mort-
gaged farmers . with threats of dis-
charge and foreclosure into submission
to their will. The autocratic holders
of idle money have subverted the prin-

ciples of free government by forcing
political servitude from the poor as the
tenure of employment.

“Laboring men can combat a false
hood, and bid deflance to traitors from
their own ranks, but when a depraved

into their homes and threatens them
with -discharge. . and . ution be-
cause of their political convictions, they
sacrifice their liberty in consideration
of food and shelter for their helpless
wives and innocent childrén. The
struggle just passed has demonstrated
that pecuniary dependence political
slavery. g
“How to' prevent ‘the complete over-
throw of our civil liberty is the problem
of the hour. How weak and impover-
ished labor can triumph over haughty,
domineeering, confederated capital is a
question too serious to admit of procras-
tination. It must be considered in all
its length and breadth ; and the best
possible organization perfected, to meet
the machinations of the money, chang-
ers. .

LIKE AN TRON WALL.

“In the struggle just passed the
Knights of Labor proved.itself to be
the only labor organization that stood
like an iron‘ wall before the fire of the
orgarized money power of two contin-
ents. - Every general officer and every
district and local assembly of our order
spurned--every offer -of - bribery, and
scorned every _threat of the money
king.

THE BRANDING OF CHEESE.

Prof. Robertson, Bominfon Agricultaral
and Dairy Commissioner, Essues a
Bullettn—The Brand to be Used.
Ottawa, Nov.. 11.—Prof. Robertson, the
Agricultural and Dairy Comumiissioner, has
issued the follosying bulietin on the sub-
ject of the branding of cheese : I am di-
rected by the’ Minister of Agriculture to
state that an act to amend the Dairy I'ro-
ducts Act,1803,was introduced by him Into
the Commons gduring the late gession.
It deals with the branding or marking of
cheese and butter and the registration of
cheese factorles and creaiieries. It “was
prepared in the form of an aet in order
to give those who are directly interested
in the matters with which it deals an
opportunity to digcuss it before the next
sesslon of Parliament. The agitation for
the grnndlng of the date of manufacture
on cheesé began in Great Britain, in the
autumn and winter of 1804-05. Circulars
were addressed *“To the Producers of tan-
adian Cheese”’ from the Home and For-
eign Produce Exchange (limited), London,

‘These circulars stated
that “there has been considerable dissat-
isfaction among the cheese distributors on
this side of the Atlantic as to the course
of the busimess during the last two or
three years, especlally as to puyers who
in many cases alleged that they did not
fal month’'s miake they had
which called for frequent
the season just closed.

It has
been our practice, and should be our con-
tinued policy and practice as Canadian
dairymen, to retain the confidence of the
merchants and eonsumers who buy our
cheese and butter by falr and straightfor-
ward dealing. Although a speclal law deal-
ing with the branding of cnedse muy seem
to some of those who are engaged in the
trade to be unnecessary, it is highly im-
rtant tbat the request of the merchants
n Great Britain, who lmport and handie
our dairy products,shiould be complied with,
if not in any degree against the interesis
of the producers of cheese and hutter in
Canada. On the 25th of March, 1890, cir-
culars were sent to about 2000 representa-
tive dairymen, principally presidents, sec-
retaries and salesmen of cheees factories
and creameries. In reply to the question :
“Are you in favor of a law making it com-
pulsory to brand the date of manufacture
on cheege?’

A special meeting of the Exécutive Com-
mittee of the Town Council was held to-
night, to listen to a de‘)ntltlon from the
High School Board, which was sent to
urge upon the i1  the ity of
paying over to the board the money levied
by taxes for High School purposes.

Fraternal Soclety Case.

Editor World: Allow me, as solicitor for
the plaintiff in this ease, to point out a
few mistakes whica have crept into your
report of the case u;alnut the Toronto Dis-
trict, Manchester Unity, L.O.O.F. It was
not decided by His Honor Judge Morson
that the doctor’s claim in this case had
to be submitted to arbitration under the
tules of the society. On the contrary, af-
ver reserving the matter for consideration,
he held that the rules of the soclety were
not valid -or binding in cases like the pre-
sent, where the clalms arose out of a con-
tract with the soclety, but that the juris-
diction of the court was ousted, and arbi-
tration under the rules resorted only
where the dispute was between »mbers
in relation to matters concerning the in-
ternal economy of the order.

In the second place, it was proved on be-
half of the doctor, that the juvenile branch
was constituted according to the rules of
the order, that the doctor was duly ap-
pointed physician,that the moneys from the
juvenile branch were received by the dis-
trict and that, Instead of paying the doc-
tor's claim, the distriet took refuge under
the technicality, that, by one of the old
rules of the order, not now in foree, no
liability shall be incurred by any district
in the Unity, on account of such juvenile
socleties,

In the third place, the case was not dls-
missed, but, at the suggestion of His
Honor, it appearing that there was a bal-
arce on hand, with the district, to the
credit of the juvenile branch, the members
of which the doctor had attended, it was
agreed between the parties that the doc-
tor's claim be paid out of that fund, on
the basis of the number of members of the
branch, to be ascertained from the books
of the society. and the case was adjourn-
ed for that purpose

China Did Offer to Cede Forinosa.

London, Nov. 11.—The Globe this af-
ternoon confirms on ‘“undeniable au-
thority” the statement’ made in a St.
Petersburg despatch to The Times,
quoting The Novosti as saying that
towards the close of the war between
China and Japan the former offered

to cede the Island of Formosa to Great
