London, April 16.—General French, in try. 

Ing to Intercept the main body of Boers in 
their retreat at Poplar Grove, was foiled by 
a few riflemen. A Dally News correspon­
dent describes how this came about :

“About 6000 yards from the square kopje 
at Dreifontein a 3-inch Creusot and a Vick- 
ere-Maxim opened fire on our advance. A 
great many shells were thrown. We. how­
ever, suffered no loss, and P Battery open­
ed in an attempt to silence these guns, 
whose chance of escape seemed very slen­
der.

“But here an exciting and unlooked-for 
change occurred. French, once more realiz­
ing that extension on his right was the 
thing to effect, gave orders to that end, and, 
riding himself to make his disposition», 
suddenly -discovered on a ridge before him 
a party of about 50 Boer sharpshooters, 
who not only drove off the general and 
staff, but forced the retirement of the 
whole right wing, barring a squadron of 
Household, with two Maxims, some mount­
ed infantry with a Maxim, and a squadron 
of Remington's guides posted in broken 
ground on our right amT" under sharp fire 
from the kopje we had neglected to seize.

Asked about the attitude of Sir Wilfrid^

tin said he had thoroly explained the whole 
situation to Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The lat­
ter could not see that the province's action 
was correct. If he could see that way the 
difficulty would be settled in no time.

The Premier bitterly drew attention to 
the huge horde of Japanese at Vlctorly last 
Saturday, 300 of whom came over 
morning.

London, April 17.—(4.15 a.m.)—Lord Rob­
erts has spread his net far and wide to 
catch the adventurous commandoes that 
have been making mischief in the south­
eastern part of the Free State. The net 
has not yet been drawn In, but at the 
headquarters of Lord Roberts the Impres­
sion exists that the power of .the Boers is 
decreasing.

A Daily News correspondent has them 
fleeing to the southeast; a Standard cor­
respondent reports them fleeing northward; 
forces Is such as to enable him to concen- 
that some are going north and others 
south, while a Morning Post representative 
says It is not known what the Boers are 
doing.

Evidently the feeling at Bloemfontein Is 
that the disposition of Lord Roberts’ 
forces is such as to enable him to concen­
trate a large force rapddly at any point. 
The Boers, being aware of this,are presum- 
ed to be thinking now chiefly of retreat.

The investment of Wepener, according to 
a special despatch from Bloemfontein, has 
absolutely been .abandoned. According to 
a Betbanle despatch the Boers are unable 
to retreat northward, because the British 
strongly bold afl the roads.

Divers reports come from Natal, one as­
serting that the Boers have retired beyond 
the Blggarsberg Range, and another say­
ing that some of them are close to Lady­
smith.

London waits confidently for almost Im­
mediate announcement of news favorable 
to the British. Distrust exists, however, 
as to any rapid, continuous advance to­
ward Pretoria, chiefly on account of the 
lack of horses, many of which die on the 
long voyages. Letters from the Cape say 
that the three days' journey by rail is made 
in open trucks, that the arrangements for 
feeding and watering are Inadequate, and 
that the unfortunate animals break down 
rapidly In consequence of these hardships. 
Despite the energy of Its buyers abroad, 
the War Office foresees much difficulty in 
supplying the enormous number of horses 
required.

“The excep­
tional circumstances, which would other­
wise give occasion for controversy, and the 
desire to give to England moral rather 
than maiterial aid, may have justified the 
Initiative of the Canadian Government. 
But we could not consider ourselves bound 
for the future. England Is ns much Inter­
ested as Canada in the elucidation of this 
question, for If she could at will Involve 
the colonies In her quarrels she would 
have to accept the reciprocal position. 
Might not the colonies, In certain cases, 
drag her further than she wished to go.

14 miles east of Reddersberg. They are 
falling back before our advance guard.”

Wepener Siege Raised.
London, April 17.—The Bloemfontein cor­

respondent of The Dally Telegraph, In a 
despatch, eays: “The Boers have
raised the siege of Wepener, and have left 
Rouxvllle. A majority of them have un­
doubtedly retired north, with the excep­
tion of a body of about 6000, now reported 
to be going towards Bethulle.

/We are loth to believe that the 

Legislature will endorse the proposed 
amendment to the Municipal Act, whereby 
ettJes will be prevented from Inspecting the 
outside dairies from which they receive 
their milk supply. And yet there Is some 
apprehension that the Dickenson- bill may 
receive the support of the rural members 
nud become the lâw of the land. No one In 
this enlightened age will deny that an in­
spection of milk Is in the public Interest. 
The promoters of the bill admit the neces­
sity of Inspection, but they say that the 
people who produce the milk, and not those 
who consume It, are the proper ones to 
make the Inspection. This, of course, is a 
subversion of the principle which underlies 
ail business transactions. The people wbo 
buy an article ought to have the right to 
Inspect it, and the Government ought to fa­
cilitate such Inspection in every legitimate 
way. Especially does this apply to articles 
of food, and more particularly to milk, 
which is credited with being responsible for j 
more of the Mis that flesh is heir to than 
any other article of diet. Instead of rehrx- 
ing the system of inspection, the tendency 
should be in the direction of making it 
more comprehensive and thoro. A writer
