The Boers, being aware of this,are presum-
ed to be thinking now chiefly of retreat.

The investment of Wepener, according to
a special despatch from Bloemfontein, has
absolutely been .abandoned. According to.
a Bethanie despatch the Boers are unable
to retreat morthward, becanse the Brit'sh
strongly hold al the roads.

Divers reports come from Natal, one as-
serting that the Boers have retired beyond
the Biggarsberg Range, and another say-
ing that some of them are close to Lady-
smith.

London waits confidently for almost im-
mediate announcement of news favorable
to the British. Distrust exists, however,
as to any rapid, continuons advance fo-
ward Pretoria, chlefly on account of the
lack of horses, many of which die on the
long voyages.

MILK INSPECTION,
We are loth to believe that the
Legislature will endorse the proposed
amendment to the Municipal Aect, whereby
cities will be prevented from inspecting the
outside dairles from which they receive
their milk supply. And yet there is some
apprebensfon that the Dickenson bil! may
recelve the support of the rural member;
and become the 1dw of the land. No one 'in
this enlightened age will deny that an in-
spection of milk is in the public interest.
The promoters of the bill admit the neces-
s'ty of Inspection, but they say that the
pecple who produce the milk, and not those
who consume it, are the proper ones to
make the Inspection. This, of course, s a
subversion of the principle which underiies
all business transactions. The people who
buy an article ought to have the right to
iuspect it, and the Government ought to fa-
cliitate such inspectign in every legitimate
way. KEspecially does this apply to articles
of food, and more particularly to milk,
which is credited with being responsible for
wore of the ills that. flesh is heir to than
uny other article of diet. Instead of relrx-
ing the system of | fon, the tendency
should be in the direction of making it
more comprehensive and thoro. A writer
in The Philadelphia Medical Times cousid-
érs the efficient inspection of milk so imi-
portant that he would have the careless
dealer who brings to the unsuspecting con-
sumer the milk of diseased or flithy ani-
mals, or milk adulterated with water, pun-
ished as a murderer. He says that mik is
‘4he natural food of man, reaching from
the cradle to the grave,” and that its purity
shcu'd be insigted upon. He makes the
wickedness of mere watering of milk
spparent by inding his readers that,
¢ven if the water be not positively con-
taminated by the usual surroundings of a
dairy, “watered milk is injurious in the fact
tkat it imsufficlently nourishes the chikiren

The mjlk supply of any community can-
not be subjected to a too rigld examina-
tion. We venture to say that the opposition
to the present system of inspection does
not origivate with the honest and intelligent
farmers who supply the ecities with milk.
They rather approve of the system as it is
now earried out. The oljection comes from
the dishomest producers. The very fact that
this opposition has developed to the pre-
sent method of inspection is a proof that
the system is working to the benefit of
thwe 400,000 milk consumers who lve in the
cities of Ontario. The dishonest producer
wants to see the system changed for éne
that he can evade. Is the Legislature gos
ing to pass laws for the benefit of the @is-
“hcrest or for the welfare of the public at
large?

One Inspector of Dairies. .

The Héalth Department of Toronto keeps
one inspector whose sole duty is that of
visiting dairies, and he ls always fully oc-
cupled in this work. Speclal inspections
are also made by other competent officials,
as in the case of the 274 outside dairies
itemized in the annual report for last year. |
A record is also kept of the source of mulk
#upply In every case of contaglous disease
occemrring in the city. In 1897 there were
73 insthneces In which diseases apparently |
originated in milk, and last year there were
33 such cases. The tracing of these implied |
investigations of a mure scientific chumc—i
ter and involved much detailed labor, not in-
cluded in that above mentioned. It does
not seem likely that the many municipuii-
ties from which Toronto is supplied with
milk are now'in a ition to do this work,
nor can they ever have equal facilities.

Close Scrutiny a Daily Duty.
The records of contagious diseases are of-
ten the first indications of something wrong
in the dalry, and their close scrutiny is a
daily duty, :Such data would not be avall-
able to country boards, whose dutles would
end with the granting of a license. If, as
has been the case, contagious disease were
traced to an outside dairy, the City Health
Officer would be powerless to -c{ except
in regortjng the case to a country beard,
should such an organization exist, and
meanwhile the citizens would have to suf-
fer, possibly long and severely.

. Absurd Legislation Propos
Water and milk are, from a sanitary
standpoint, strictly comparable. ‘¥ outside
muhicipalities have the sole right to il-
cense those who supply Toronto with mi'k,
it might be argued that they could exercise
an equal right with regard to the water
supply, should such be derived from a
source outside the municipality.

He still retains his post, tho
it is said he has had no access to nine-
tenths of the papers which are docketed,
the Queen alone retaining the keys of the
safes and cabinets in which ‘the secret -
prary is contalned.

sum. In the building fund there is $499
to the godd, of which $242 was collected
during the year, Most of this amount was
raised by the Mite Society. The retiring
wardens suggest that an imniediate effort
be made to raise $300, which would enable
their successors to pay another $1000 on
the church debt. Considerable expense was
incurred in renovating the church,and $697
was spent for that purpose, towards the
payment of which $498 was contributed by
speicial collection.

Choirmaster Schuch and the choir came
in for praise at the hands of the wardens,
who reported that the thanks of the con-
gregation were due to them for thelr ex-
cellent work.
