IN WAR TIME

GHENT, Sept. 25—The institute of In-
ternational Law yesterday discussed ques-
tions relating to aserostatics and tWireless
telegraphy, which will be adopted at the
next meeting. It was decided that the
air is free in time of war and peace, and
that only the control states have over air
rests entirely upon the necessity of secur-
ity of the state. In default of special ar-
rangements the regulations governing or-
dinary telegraphy shall apply to the wire-
less system. Every state has the right to
oppose the passage of hertzian waves over
it lands and waters as far as practicable,
whether transmitted by the state, by

rivate apparatus, or from airship or bal-
loon. In the case of one government pro-
hibiting this wireless exchange, it must
st once advise other governments of the
step.

LESS LIQUOR CONSUMED

The following paragraphs, relative to
the growing sentiment in favor of total
abstinence, are quoted from the Scottish-
American:—

“Opening a Good Templar bazaar at
Peterhead, Abendeenshire, the other day,
J. E. Sutherland, M. P., spoke of the
progress of the temperance movement.
There were now, Mr. Sutherland said,
160 total abstainers in the House of Com-
mons. Of that number 25 were Irish and
91 Scottish. There were 282 members
pledged to support local weto. Of these
61 were Scottish; he did not know how
many were Irish—he did not. think the
figures included the Irish members. In
the last parliament there were no fewer
than 129 members financially interested
in the drink traffic. Of that number 75
had mot been returned; they had either
been defeated or did not seek re-election.
¢ “The two greatest beer-drinking coun,
tries in the world—England -and Germ:
any—are perturbed over the national bev-
erage. In Germany the people are con:
suming less quantities of beer because in®
creased duty has put up the price; and
in England maltsters and brewers are re-
ducing wages on account of the depress:

‘satisfactory to learn that the country is
steadily making for sobriety. The drink-
‘ing bowls of the good old times are things
of the past. Manners have changed since

THE APPEAL TO ROME

(Montreal Herald.)

The trouble in Ottawa, which has led
up to an appeal by the Irish' Catholics
of that city to the highest Church auth-
ority is one that has its orign in misun-
derstanding, no doubt, but the misunder-
standing is one which might have been
avoided if a little heed had been given to
experience of which there has been ample.
The Archbishop of Ottawa seems to go up-
on the theory—at least the facts related
in the memorial ao Rome warrant that as-
sumption—that it would be better for all
goncerned is Inish Catholics were treatad
just as though they were French Catholics.
They are not; and that is where the the-
ory breaks down in application. To those,
whoever they may be,whose easy way is to
divide the Canadian population into two
classes, one English-speaking and Protes-
tant, and the other Frenchspeaking and
Catholic, and let it go at that, the Irish
Catholics of Canada are, no doubt, a most
exasperating lot; but the faot i that, with
the best will in the world towards their
fellow-Canadians of every class and creed,
with every wish to please and every de-
gire 'to be agreeable if please they cannot,
the members of this little minority are as
much “kindly Irish of the Irish, neither
Saxon or Italian”—or would wish to be so
—ag their forefathers were in the days
when the expression took rise. Without
examining the reasons for it, the fact is
there plain for all to see. They have
steadily, and thus far successfully, stood
off absorption by either Protestant major-
ity or French majority, That they have
done o0 is, as La Patrie very well puts it,
a tribute to their strength. The fact is
that their ideals differ, in essential and
intimate particulars, from those of either
of the others, something which does not,
however, operate against their full and en-
ergetic participation in the mormal rela-
tions of life and intercourse in any com-
munity in which- their lot may be cast.
Their appeal to Rome in the present case
may safely be taken as an effort to resist
on behalf of their children, a process of
intellectual absorption set in motion by
their French-speaking neighbors, to whom
the opportunity is presented by the state
of the law respecting schools. And they
will not be absorbed; the religious auth-
orities may take that as the firm founda-
tion on which to build for a restoration
of harmony.

THE CAREER OF
C. R. DEVLIN

In connection with the rumor that Chas.
R. Devlin has decided to resign his seat
for Galway in the British commons and
re-enter Canadian politics, the Ottawa
Journal gives this appreciative sketch of
that gentleman:

“At the last general election in Cana-
da, a big effort was made to induce Mr.
Devlin to become a candidate in_his old
constituency, but when friends expressed
the desire that he should return, his an-
swer was that he could mot well leave
the Irish party, but he promised that
when the general elections would take
place in Great Britain he would then be
free to return.

“It is said, however, that yielding to
the eolicitation of Mr. Redmond and his
colleagues with whom he has been, exceed-
ingly popular, he accepted nomination,
and as a result was re-elected by acclama-
tion when on a visit to ;

“A well-infornied friend of the man for
Galway claims that his resignation was
forwarded .at least.a month ago, and the
delay in ‘acceptance is due to the efforts
of Mr. Redmond to retain the services of
thig friend and colleague; but that the
resignation las been forwarded -and will
almost immediately take effect is certain.

“Mr. Devlin made his debut in active
political work as long ago -as 1882, when
the. took part in many political contests
in the district of Montreal,

“In 1886 the writer was present at a
great meeting at Hull when he spoke, and
well remembers the enthusiasm with
which he was greeted. On all sides it
was then said that he would be the next
member for Ottawa county. In federal '
and provincial elections in 1886—87—90 m
Ottawa, Renfrew, Russell and a number
of other counties, hefought hard and va-
liantly for his party. < N

“In 1891 he was first elected to the
house of commons for the county of Ot-
tawa, winning it for the first time for
the Liberals, Mr, Devlin succeeded the
late Alonzo Wright.

“Then from 1891 to 1896 he worked as
few men did for the success of the Liber-
al party. We find him everywhere ‘in

tario, Quebec, the maritime provinces.
Never once did he say ‘No’ to the appeal
of ‘his political friends and his popularity
had become very great.

“In 1896 he was re-elected for the coun-
ty of Wright, but with sorrow his friends
noticed that hard, energetic work had told
upon him. His health was shattered and
he was forced to withdraw.

“Many \operations were practiced upon
him by eminent surgeons, Senator -Sulli-
van among others, in the hope of saving
him :

“In 1897 Mr, Devlin resigned his seat
and went to Ireland as Canadian commis-
gioner. His work was unpopular, bui
with diplomatic ekill and tact he worked
his way.  Bverywhere he epoke of Can-
ada and served his country well.

“Mr. Devlin, whether in-health or out
of health, is a worker. His enérgy is
unbounded. No wonder then that the
quiet of en office did not suit his tem-
perament. Early in 1903 he gave up his
Dublin thome, made the sacrifice of posi-
tion, of everything, to help his compa-
triots.

“On the 9th of March, 1903, he was
elected by acclamation member for Gal-
way City. He has always taken a pro-
minent part in the Irish debates in the
imperial parliament since his election; and
although a man of moderate constitution-
al views he has been one of the hardest

working members of the party. Mr. Dev-|

lin wae again. elected without opposition
in January last, and his friends claim
that his withdrawal is due to the fact;
that the heavy expenditure entailed by
such a position is beyond his means.”
