“There was a saw mill at the outlet 
of the mill pond, near the Saint John 
railway depot, as early as the year 
1767. It was, of course, a tide mill, 
and was built by Simonds & White. 
Later on, and prior to the arrival of 
the Loyalists, there was also a primi­
tive grist mill here. The Hazen grist 
mill was, however, of later date. The 
story of its erection in the year 1787 is 
corftained in the letter book of the 
elcfcr Ward Chipman.
Messrs. Ludlow & Goold, of New 
York, under date June 4, 1787, Mr. 
Chipman says;

“ ‘I have a share in a set of mills 
erecting here, for the completion of 
which several materials will be wanted, 
which I believe can be procured much 
cheaper and better with you than else­
where. A list-of them is enclosed, to­
gether with a letter from Mr. Stephen 
Bedell, our millwright, to his father, 
who lives upon Staten Island, who is a 
good judge of the articles we wanted. .
. . We wish the things to be shipped 
on board the schooner St. John, Benja­
min Andrews, master.”

The next reference to the mills in 
Ward Chipman’s letter book is found 
in a letter to his brother-in-law, Wm. 
Gray, dated Dec. 12, 1787, in. which 
the following passage occurs:

HALF-DOLLAR BUSHEL.
" ‘I am concerned pretty largely in a 

get of tide mills erected in the city in 
the summer, which are so far com­
pleted that we have one pair of stones 
grinding very handsomely; and if In­
dian corn is at a low price with you it 
will answer very well to import a 
quantity here. I have, therefore, desired 
txivett not to fngage any freight after 
Jiis arrival in Boston until he hears 
from you. If good Indian corn in as 
low with you as half a dollar a bushel 
and can be conveniently procured, shall 
be obliged if you will ship me by him 
400 bushels. It will be necessary to see 
that the quality is good, as it will be 
gound entirely for family use, Indian 
meal being much used here by the 
poor.’

“Ward Chipman writes a more de­
tailed account of the mills in June, 
1788, to his old friend of revolutionary 
times, Thomas Aston Coffin, then hold­
ing a prominent position at Quebec. 
The grounds, mill privileges, etc., 
to be held for 21 years, commencing In 
January, 1788, at the rent of £25 cur­
rency annually.

“The ‘City Mills,’ as they were 
called, were successfully operated by 
William Hazen for many years.

Orange juice may be continued until child is old enough to 
eat other fruits as well as oranges.

OATMEAL JELLY
When baby is five months old, add one teaspoonful of 

oatmeâl jelly to each feeding. Gradually increase the 
amount until you are adding three tablespoonfuls of oat­
meal jelly to each feeding. To make oatmeal jelly add 
four ounces of oatmeal to one pint of water; boil for three 
hours in a double boiler, and add enough water so when 
cooking is completed a thin paste will be formed. This 
while hot is forced through a strainer|to remove coarser parti- 

When cold a semi-mass will be formed. Oatmeal 
jelly may be continued until child is old enough to eat 
well cooked whole cereals.

Oatmeal water very often relieves this condition. To 
make oatmeal water add one heaping tablespoonful of oat­
meal to one pint of water, and boil for three hours in a dou­
ble boiler. This will make a little more than half a pint 
of thick gruel to which add one pint of water that has been 
boiled. After straining mixture through fine strainer, 
you should have a little more than a pint of whitish liquid. 
This should be used with each feeding instead of the plain 
boiled water. If you find that this makes bowels too loose, 
dilute oatmeal water with plain boiled water.

Barley or rice water may be used instead of oatmeal wa­
ter. If necessary two to three drops of plain codliver oil 
may be given twice daily added to the morning and night 
feedings.

tary committee investigating the ad­
ministration of the Department of Cus­
toms and Excise concluded its public 
sittings this evening.

The committee will meet again on 
Tuesday morning, but the sitting will 
be private for the purpose of consider­
ing the report to be made to the House 
of Commons. The expectation is that 
the report, or reports if more than one 
should be necessary owing to diver­
gence of opinion among the members 
of the committee, will be.presented to 
the House by Wednesday or Thursday 
of next week.

It is understood that the committee 
council have condensed the voluminous 
evidence which has been taken during 
the many sittings held into such a form 
that it can be handled with reasonable 
despatch by the committee in prepar­
ing the report.

The committee has been sitting for 
over four months, has examined hun­
dreds of witnesses and delved into nu­
merous reports on firms engaged in va­
rious Canadian industries. Its activi­
ties have revealed an extended system 
of commercial smuggling in silks, al­
cohol, automobiles and other commo­
dities across the international boundary 
line.

assist the workers during tli#v 
recent general strike in Great Britain 
was despatched to Moscow by the 
British government last night. It was 
transmitted to Sir Robert Hodgson, 
British representative at Moscow, for 
presentation to the Soviet government.

No official text of the document is 
yet available and only its general tenor 
is known. The communication, ac­
cording to unofficial versions, sets forth 
that the British authorities have defin­
ite proof that part of the money offer­
ed from Moscow to the Trades Union 
Congress was donated by the Soviet 
government itself.

This money, the note adds, was sent 
in violation of the Anglo-Russian 
Trade Agreement, and the belief is 
held that it was intended to foster a 
movement to bring about a change of 
government in Great Britain.

The decision to send the protest must 
have been taken somewhat suddenly, 
for only Thursday afternoon Sir Wil­
liam Joynson Hicks, the home secre­
tary answering questions in the House 
of Commons said the government had 
not yet arrived at any decision regard­
ing what action to take with respect 
either to the money sent from Russia 
for the general strike, or for assistance 
for the striking miners. In fact, it was 
while the Home Secretary was answer­
ing these questions that the Foreign 
Office first notified the government it 
had proof the money for the general 
strike was sent by the Soviet gor«ci­
ment itself.

Possibly the government was only 
awaiting the arrival of Sir Austen 
Chamberlain, Foreign Secretary, who 
returned from the League Council at 
Geneva last night, and whose business 
it would be to transmit such protests.

As usual in all matters concerning 
Russia, strong feelings have been arous­
ed, varying according to the political 
views of those concerned The govern­
ment admits that it never consulted 
the Russian representatives In London 
on the subject of the contributions, and 
the Russian Embassy here denies that 
its "government sent money to support 
the genera] strike.

It is recalled by the labor party that 
the Trades Union Council returned the 
Russian check sent during the general 
strike. But the Labor contention is 
that there is nothing to prevent the 
Russian miners or trade unions from 
subscribing for the assistance of the 
British miners in a genuine trade dis­
pute, as is being done by other foreign 
labor bodies. It is pointed out that 
large sums have already been received 
by the miners from Germany, Bel­
gium, Holland and other European 
countries, and that money is on the 
way from United States.

orites—15 years old and still 
doing good work, although it has a 
piece of metal soldered on the hack 
through the weight of the head having 
been worn down by the diligent clean­
ing operations of caddies with emery;
