No Armistice Yet,

London, Aug, 8—The correspondent
of the “Daily Mail” at Brussels says
that up to 5 o’clock last night an ar-
mistice had not been granted as re-
quested by the Germans, but that the
fighting at Liege had ceased for several
hours before. A thousand Belgian
wounded have arrived at Brussels. The
German bombardment of Liege was so
severe that it necessitated the departure
of the population. The Germans, the
correspondent says, retired because they
were exhausted by the attacks, which
they had made for two days and were
in danger of being wiped out by the
fire of the Belgian forts. The Belgian
losses were great, but less than those of
the Germans. Many Belgian officers
were killed. 'One cannot exaggerate,
the correspondent says, the heroism of
the Belgians or the superb valor and
skill of General Leman, governor and
commandant of Liege.

Washington,. Aug. 8—Seecretary of
War Garrison yesterday issued a state-
ment to set at rest doubts as to the
opening of the Panama Canal on Aug-
ust 15.

The latest exponent of the Russian
tunic is a pleated effect, both box and
side-pleats being used. The long tunic
seems most in demand just now, but if
the shorter length is desired the lower
part of the pattern may be cut off on
crossline of double *“oo” perforations.
By cutting 2% inches from the top the
natural waist-line may also be had in
place of the high effect

For\the benefit of the home dress-
maker who has not had much experi-
ence, directions for making both the
box and side-pleated effects are given.
For the former, first pleat, creasing on
lines of slot perforations; bring folded
edges each side of lines of small “o”
perforations over to the lines of small
“g” perforations and bring folded edge
near center-back to center; stitch as
fllustrated and press. Close back seam

from large “O” perforation to lower
edge; finish edges above for placket
Adjust a webbing or a straight strip of
canvas 2 inches wide to pesition un-
derneath upper edge of tunic for a
stay;: stitch upper edges together.

For the side-pleated tunic, pleat,
creasing on lines just as was done in
the case of the box-pleats.

GREAT CITIES IMPROVE

One of the most striking features of
the history of the great cities during the
last 80 years is the improvement in the
conditions making for healthier and long
er life. According to Professor William
B. Bailey of Yale, in a recent arbicle in
the Independent, it appears that in no
city of a million people or more save
Moscow, in Furope or America, has
there been a decrease of less than 20 per,
cent in the death-rate within the period
given.

In Berlin the decrease was 41.5 per
cent—from a rate of 26.5 to one of 14.7.
New York improved from 27.5 to 16;
Chicago from 21.5 to 15.1; Philadelphia
home 22.8 to 16.8. Of European cities be-
sides Berlin, Paris dropped from 24.4 to
16.7; London from 20.9 to 12.7; Vienna
from 28.2 to 15.8; St. Petersburg from
828 to 24.1., The change in backward
Moscow was from 88.8 to 26.9.

“] believe,” writes Ptofessor Bailey,
“it was an Englishman who once said
that since the cities were so much more
unhealthy than the country district, he
wondered why people had never thought
of building their cities in the country.

“That is what we are trying to do
at present. We are making parks and
playgrounds in our cities, we are build-
ing tenement houses in which the light
and air can enter every room, and we
are trying to give the people of the cities
some of the advantages of country life.
At the same time, by means of trolleys
and social centres, we are
bring to the people of the country some
of the advantages of city life.”

This is a spirit that may well actuate
every city planner of improvements.
Much has been done but much more re-
mains to be done. City congestion is the
thing that now stands in the way of
complete success in bettering city life.

The Story of John Burns, Who
Has Just Resigned From the
British Cabinet — Vice Ad-
miral Warrender

John Buras’ retirement from the Brit-
ish cabinet, owing to his disapproval of
the determination of the majority of his
colleagues to take up arms against
Germany, constitutes a very heavy sac-
rifice to his principles, for he is a poor
man, of the working classes, with mno
fortune whatsoever, and as it is only
for a year past that he has been receiv-
ing a salary of $25,000 per annum, first
as president of the Local Government
Board, and since last spring as Minister
of Commerce. He has not had time to
put anything to speak of aside for a
rainy day. On the strength of his offic-
ial salary, he moved from the working-
man’s home in Battersea, where he had
made his home for near.a quarter of a
century while earning his living as a
mechanic, to a small villd at Clapham,
one of the unfashionable suburbs of
London, but may have to give it up
now that by the loss of his emoluments
he has been reduced from affluence to
straitened circumstances. .

There have been other cabinet minis-
ters who have resigned in momeats of
international crisis, by way of express-
inw their disapproval of the bellicose
policy of the administration. ‘Thu§, John
Bright left the Gladstone cabinet in 1882
to show his objection to the action of
the government in bombarding Alex-
andria, and in taking military posses-
sion of Egypt. ‘Four years -previousl.y
the fifteenth Earl of Derby resigned his
portfolio as Secretary of State for For-
eign Affairs in Disraeli’s Conservative
cabinet, on the latter’s seizing of Cyprus,
calling out the reserves, sending Imha.m
troops to Malta, and ordering the Brit-
ish fleet to Constantinople to prevent
the Russian army, which was then at
San Stefano, within sight of the Turkish
capital, from taking possession there-

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But Lord Derby was a colossally rich
man, to whom his salary o( $25,000 as
Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs
was but a mere drop in the bucket, |
while John Bright was so wealthy, as az
Rochdale cotton spinner and as a man-;
ufacturer of fustians, that the }oss of |
the $10,000 a year which he received as|
Chancellor of the Duchy of Lancasler,|
was a matter of indifference to him.
John Burns, as I have pointed 'out, is
in quite a different position, having no-
thing besides his salary, and no big bank
account, or revenues on which to fall
back when out of office.

Yet Burns could not consistently as-
sociate himself with the government’s
policy of committing England to war to
help Russia, after having in a public
speech delivered on
labor constituents, and suporters,
Battersea, expressed ‘“‘great sorrow” fut
the failure of the attempt made ‘t'o rid
the earth of the Czar,” (Alexander IIL.)
He asked on the same occasion those
present, if they deprecated force, and
extreme measures, whether some of them
did not like ‘t'he idea of Joseph Cham-
berlain and Lord. Salisbury following the
Czar to Heaven by means of a chemical
parcel post.” This speech may be found
in the files of the london Times of
April, 1887, and followed soon after the
memorable attempt to assassinate Alex-
ander IIT, by means of nitroglycerine
bombs. :

I need only add that John Burns is

the son of an Ayrshire laborer, in the
Battersea district of London, on whose
death his widow kept the wolf from the
door by taking in washing. John began
to earn his living when little more than|
a child, in a candle factory, then put in|
three years in house service as a page|
boy in buttons; and on becoming too!
big for that job, developed into a mc-‘
chanic. His calling as such took him to
the Congo Valley, and the Gold Coast.
taught him something of seafaring life,!
as an oiler, and afterwards as an engin- |
eer.on a tramp steamer in the West Af-,
rican trade, and brought him to Spain
fmd other foreign countries in the serv-
ice of London firms of contractors. As,
a labor leader and agitator he was sen-
tenced in 1888 to six weeks imprison-
ment, after a trial at the Old Bailey in
connection with the Trafalgar Square
f'iots. He was defended on that occas-
ion by a lawyer of no particular pros-
pects, either at the bar or in politics,
but whqse name was Herbert Asquith,
now prime minister.

_John Burns alienated many of his old
tlme‘ labor friends and supportérs by ac-
cepting cabinet office, and membership of
the Privy Council and by going to
cou‘rt in a gold-embroidered uniform,
white knee breeches, white silk stockings,
a white-feathered cocked hat, and a
sword. He is likely to recover the good

willl of his former constituents by his
sacrifice of all these fine feathers, his
office and his emoluments, for declining

Vice Admiral Warrender

.Less than a month ago, Vice-Admiral
Sir George Warrender, in command of
the Second Battleship Squadron, was at
Kiel, entertaining the Kaiser on his
flagship, on which the monarch hoisted
his flag as a British Admiral of the
Fleet during his visit on board, while
the hospitalities exchanged between the
the officers and men of the British squad-
ron and of the German battleships and
cruisers then assembled at Kiel were of
the most cordial description, including an
exhibition of boxing on one of the Brit-
ish warships for the benefit of the Ger-
man naval guests, comprising officers and
men. And now these sailormen, who
were breaking bread with and toasting
one another—with pledges of comrade-
ship and eternal friendship not four
weeks ago are flying at one another’s
throats, for Sir George Warrender’s
squadron naturally has come in for the
brunt of any fighting in the North Sea
and Baltic.

Both Sir George and his wife, Lady
Maud, have long been personal friends
of the Kaiser, who is a great admirer
of Lady Maud ,particularly of her sup-
erb contralto voice, which is never heard
to such advantage as in old English bal-
lads. In fact, Lady Maud and her hus-
band, at his special request, have always
been included in the house parties
and other entertainments organized in
his honor on the occasion of his numer-
ous visits to England.

Lady Maud’s marriage was a love
match in the best sense of the word,
and encountered a considerable amount
of opposition, for George Warrender,
when he finally secured her hand in
1894, was a young licutenant in the royal
navy, without any particular prospects,
being a younger son, whereas she is
a sister of the Earl of Shaftesbury and
daughter of a mother who, very master-
ful, had very pronounced ideas on the
subject of the marriage of her five
daughters. One of them is the Countess
of Mar and Kellie, a famous beauty,
and another, Lady Evelyn Baring, who
spent several years in New York with
her husband, Hugo Baring, when the
latter was in charge of the banking in-
| terests of his house in Wall street.

Four days after Lady Maud’s wed-
ding, her husband was hurried off post-
haste to join his ship at Hong Kong, as
war had broken out between China and
Japan, his bride was left to follow on
later alone. At Hong Kong her position
was made very uncomfortable by the
irefusal of Lady Freemantle, wife of the
commanding admiral, to meet her at any
entertainment, lest she shou’ oblig-
ed to give her precedence as the daugh-
i ter of an earl Queen Victoria happen-
{ed to hear of this and, havine~ known
Lady Maud as a child, had George War-
render transferred to her royal yacht,
bringing him home from the east. A
few weeks after his arrival in England,
his elder brother suddenly died, and
seven years later he succeeded his father
in the latter’s baronetcy and verv ex-
tensive estates in Scotland.

CARLETON’S
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STILL AWAITING NEWS.

The veil has not yet been lifted in the
North Sea, and the world still waits
with keen anxiety for news from that
quarter. Has the British fleet been able
to locate the enemy, or has the latter
sought shelter by way of the Kiel Can-
al? All sorts of rumors have been cir-
culated, but unless it comes today
there is nothing official to indicate the
position of the rival fleets or to tell
what has been transpiring since the
great British fleet sailed with secret or-
ders many days ago. It is satisfactory
to learn that the British government is
establishing a news bureau which,
whether it give much or little inform-
ation, may at least be relied on to pres-
eat the facts.

So far as the land fighting is con-
cerned, the Germans appear to have
been completely unsuccessful in their
attack upon Liege, and to have suffered
very considerable loss. We are told that
an. official statement from Berlin de-
scribes the attack on Liege merely as an
“act of heroism,” but one that will have
no influence on the larger operations of
the German army. If the news spreads
through the German army it will cer-

: tainly have an influence upon the spirit

of the troops, who have 20 doubt been
encouraged to believe themselves in-
vincible. Of those “larger operations”
of the German army we are without in-
formation. The French have massed
400,000 troops near the frontier town of
Nancy, and this army is described as in
excellent condition and high spirits,
eager for the word to advance. Austria
apparently has met with no success
whatever in the preliminary engage-
ments with Servia, but rather the re-
verse. No great battle has as yet oc-
curred either on the Austrian, French
or Russian border.

Word comes from Ottawa that a sec-
ond Canadian contingent is likely, and
this appears to be quite probable, since

" the immense resources of Germany will
doubtless render the struggle a very
severe one, even if it is not greatly pro-
longed. We can hardly ‘conceive of the
war lasting several years, as has been
suggested by some authorities, for the
simple reason that the sinews of war
would be exhausted. Military writers
have agreed that Germany could not
have continued the Franco-Prussian war
another three months, although it had
lasted in all but little more than six
months. We can conceive, however, of
Germany prolonging the struggle in her
own defence for a considerably longer
period, and hence there is every proba-
bility that a second contingent from
Canada, if mot a third, would be wel-
comed to join in bringing the war to an
end as speedily as possible.

———————
A PAGE OF HISTORY

In the early sixties Austria was the
most important ‘element in the loose
congeries of Germanic states. A new
power was, however, rising in the north,
and in 1866 the Prussians under the
leadership of Bismarck successfully
challenged Austria- domination. When
the Prussians defeated the Austrians in
the battle of Sadowa, in a very brief
war which Prussian ambition had court-
ed, and the way to Vienna lay open,
the Austrians quickly came to terms.
Prussia received an accession of terri-
tory, and became the unquestioned
leader among the German states. The
Bouth German states, however, including

.Bavarln, Wurtemburg and Baden, still
held aloof. Moreover, they had been
on friendly terms with France. Bis-
marck shrewdly argued that to humble
the power of France would be the best
method of bringing the South German
states into the Confederation. Napoleon
TII was then on the French throne, and
extremely jealous of the rising power
of Prussia. At the close of the war be-
tween the latter and Austria he sought
to gain some additional territory on the
Rhine for France, but the proposition
was promptly rejected by Bismarck.
Napoleon, looking for a pretext for war,
seized upon the question of the Spanish
succession, and tried to wring from
King William of Prussia a promise that
no representative of the Hohenzollerns
would ever be permitted to ascend the
throne of Spain. King William refused.
Rismarck encouraged the dispute, and
the result was a declaration of war by
France, which in reality was utterly un-
prepared for the conflict. Napoleon
hoped for an alliance with the South
German states. They, however, joined
Prussia, and thus the thing Bismarck
desired was accomplished. In less than
#ix months German armies had overrun
France and dictated terms of peace in
Paris, and in the palace at Versailles
the unity of Germany was accomplished
and King William of Prussia was pro-
claimed Emperor of the federated states.
Bismarck’s policy of blood and iron had
been completely successful. Austria
had been kicked out of the confedera-
tion, France had been humiliated, two
of her rich provinces were annexed to
Germany, and, outside of Russia, Ger-
many had become the most powerful
nation on the continent. Ever since that
time Germany has been perfecting her
naval and military organization in
evident anticipation of such a struggle
as has now been begun, although it
was probably not anticipated that the
different powers would line up as they

have done during the last ten days.|
The France of 1914 is not the France|
of 1870, and the navies and armies of
Britain and Rugsia are also to be
reckoned with, while the little country
of Belgium has proved itself a form-
idable foe. Germany is now glad to
welcome the aid of Austria, but Italy
remains neutral, and the redoutable Ser-
vians have proved a veritable thorn in
the side of the Austrians,

Writing from Markhamville to a
friend in St. John, George Scott says:—

“I have been readifig in the papers
right along of the shortage in the
strawberry crop. In this happy valley
‘here has been no such complaint. Ever
since they were ripe we have been eat-
ing them three times a day and I went
out to the fields yesterday and was as-
tonished to find they were or seemed to
be just as plentiful as ever. They are
really the largest wild berries I ever
saw. Inded I have seen cultivated
berries on the St. John market no larg-
er than many. The raspberries and
blueberries are now ripening fast, .and
these will also be very plentiful. Every
beech tree and every hazel bush by the
roadside is loaded with nuts, and the
apples are very thick on the trees. Two
or three weeks ago the farmers here
were fearing the hay would be a partial
failure, but the frequent rains since
with the intervals of warm sunshine,
have brought it on wonderfully. Very
few of them have begun cutting yet, as
it is still growing, and the outlook is
for at least a good average crop. The
grain and all sorts of root crops look
splendid although there are spots where

To meet this condition France
began to construct great barrier fortres-
'ses, of which Toul, Verdum, Epinal and
Belfort were the most considerable.

Thus it came about that at least five
years ago France had so elaborated her
scheme of defense that from the’Luxem-
burg- frontier to the Swiss, save for -one
gap, there was a continuous wall of per-
manent fortification, in the face of which
flowed the Meurthe, the Moselle and the
Meuse rivers, like moats of ancient
castles.

In_this situation the German general
staff was compelled to consider an alter-
native in ‘the:'®arlier plan of attack. It
selected the unprotected French frontier
between Luxemburg and Belgium. To-
ward the German frontier of these two
states it constructed a number of double
track  strategic lines ending actually at
the frontier.  This preparation was
made in the gap between the northern-
most of French fortified posts. Longwy,
mentioned in Tuesday’s. despatches, and
the Belgian fortress of Liege, and fac-
ing Sedan of evil memory.

From the railroads of these strategic
lines the Gérman staff planned to throw
their Cologne army into France north of
the great barrier forts and east of Mau-
beuge and Lille, the French strongholds
in the north.

The seizure of Luxemburg, the
invasion of Belgium are almost unmis-
takeable indications that Germany is

crossing south, not by the way of her

Success for such a tremendous strate-
gical venture must patently exercise a
considerable, if not a decisive influence
upon the land operations of the war.

GOULD’S HALF MILLION GRAB. ;

(Chatham World, Conservative.)

In reply to a question, in the Valley
Railway inquiry, A. R. Gould made the
following confesiosn:

“The object of creating the construec-
tion company was that it was the only
way fo get the eapital stock of the par-
ent company into the hands of the pro-
moters, without paying up the cash and
they did not have the $2,000,000 to put
up?

It appears by his evidence that, when
it was agreed last session that the gov-
ernment should take over fifty-one per
cent of the stock, as one of the condi-
tions on which the extra bond guarantee
of $2,000,000 was given, Mr. Gould as the
Valley Railway Company, agreed to give
Mr. Gould as the Construction Company,
ten per cent profit on all the expenditure
for railway purposes. Thus Mr. Gould
gets a ten per cent bonus on his own
salary of $5,000 a year. Mr. Gould,
under this arrangement with . himself,
has already made $880,000 and stands to
‘make -over $600,000.

It will be remembered that, though
Mr. Flemming saie there would have
been ample funds to complete the road
if the unguaranteed bonds had been sold
for $1,500,000, the government voted -$2,-
000,000, Hon. Mr. Clarke saying in re-
ply to Mr. Stewart’s amendment that
the government had looked into the mat-
ter and knew what the extra half million
was needed for. It was, it seems, for the
purpose of paying this ten per cent to
Mr. Gould. Mr. Stewart’s amendment—
to cancel the Gould contract—was voted
down, and his amendment to cut the $2,-
000,000 down to $1,500,000 was voted
down by the government majority, only
Mr. Swim and Mr. Stewart voting
against the Gould and government graft
combine.

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NEW LAND
PROJCTS N
GERMANY

(Times Special Correspondence.)

. Berlin, July 21—Germany is march-
ing rapidly towards land nationaliza-
tion. Before all the important state
legislatures are bills which regulate dras-
tically the right to deal in land as goods,
which curtail the land monopoly, and
which establish state. control over the
distribution and use of the soil. Now
Prussia, Germany’s most important
state, has launched a bill which lays
down the revolutionary principle that
the state takes precedence of private in-
dividuals in the purchase of private land.
The Prussian, Saxon, Bavarian, and
Wurttemberg diets have about a score
of other legislative projects, government-
al‘or private, which aim at limiting priv-
ate ownership and at making the state
the ultimate authority in everything that
concerns the soil.

Minister of Agriculture von Schorlem-
er-Lieser, has submitted to Prusisa’s
Diet a bill which establishes definitely
the principle of public authority over
entails. In future the would-be entail-
er of any estate of more than 6,200 acres
must get the consent of his provincial
diet. In addition, all entails require the
consent of the Kaiser as King of Prus-
sia. - The ministers of agriculture and
Jjustice are obliged to examine each new
proposed entail, and to report whether
it is in the public interest or not, and
what would be its probable effect on the
economic farming of the alnd. Peasant
farms, independently of size, must not
be entailed save with the consent of the
local cantonal committee. Even exist-
ing entails are not to be spared. If they
prove to be against the public interest,
the government has the right to declare
them dissolved.

Greatest of all the entail’s abuses is its
creation of a land monopoly. Land fam-
ines are chronic in districts where a large
proportion of the land is locked up in
entail. A farmer cannot on any condi-
tions get extra land. The life-tenant of
the entail is free to work his land bad-
ly, or not at all, or ne may develop in
its ways that confiict with public inter-
est.

Land famines due to the entail mon-
opoly are common in Prussia. About
seven per cent of the total area is en-
tailed, but locally the proportion is
much greater. There are some cantons
where half the land is entailed; and in
the smaller units, the rural municipalit-
ies, often all the land is entailed. Herr
von Schorlemer-Lieser’s bill is aimed
against this abuse. It declares that in
any canton where already ten per cent
or more of the land is locked up in en-
tail no new entails may be made. The
only exception is where the entail is
destined in some way to serve the public
interest. i

If this bill gets through the Diet a
death-blow ‘will have been dealt to the
land monopoly. Prussia’s second land
reform bill is aimed against the system
of dealing in ]land as if it were tea, tim-
ber, or coals. The right to traffic in
land as if it were goods is already de-
nied by the laws of Bavaria and of
some minor states. In these states an
individual, corporation, or bank which
buys land intending to parcel it and to|
sell the parcels, is subjected to severe
state supervision and control. Prussia
has no such law; and the Prussian gov-
ernment complains that land is treated
as if it were goods, the owners recog-
nizing no duty save that of parcelling
and selling their land in the way that

.| will yield them the greatest profit. In

future the state will see that land is

.| not treated as goods..

Plans for the distribution of land will

.| in future be valid only after they have

been sanctioned by the government.

The new bill will also have the effect
of transferring much land directly into
state hands. It gives the state the right
to purchase compulsorily, and with pre-
cedence over private purchasers. all es-
tates offered for sale which have a
greater area than twenty-five acres. Ex-
ception is made only if the proposed
private sale is to be to a relative or to a
public authority.

A fierce battle is due before the bill
becomes law. The Bavarian agrarians
are also mobilizing for an assault upon
their entailed restriction law.

London, July 18—J. Storer Clouston,
who wrote “The Lunatic at Large,”
“Count Bunker,” and other highly di-
verting novels, and who recently had a
play produced here that just missed be-
ing a capital farce, dropped in yesterday
to announce that he is deserting this
metropolis, temporarily, anyway, and re-
turning to his native wilds, the Orkney
Isles. Meanwhile He declares that he
means to go in wholeheartedly for play-
writing, which it seems was the thing
that he really wanted to do at the be-
ginning, and by dint of which he fondly
hopes to reap similar golden rewards to
those that have come to Barrie, Ben-
nett, Jerome, Harding Davis, and other
erstwhile novelists who have turned
dramatists.

As a beginning, it appears, he has dra-
matized both “The Lunatic’ ’and “Count
Bunker,” and negotiations are now un-
der way for bringing these to the notice
of managers on both sides of.the At-
lantic. He is half American himself, his
mother having been a Connecticut wo-
man, and, big, brawny, and ruddy-
cheeked does not look his age, which is
cxngtly 40. He is the eldest son of quite
a big-wig among physicians, Sir Thomas
S. Clouston, who was formerly physic-
ian superintendent of the Royal Asylum
at Morningside, Edinburgh, and held no
end of other distinguished positions,
among them that of president of the
Royal College. i

Another author who evidently has an
eye on the stage, is W. Pett Ridge, who

wrote “A Son of the State,” and “Mts.l

Galer’s Business.” So far as I know,
nothing of his has yet been staged, but
I see it announced that a one-act play
of his called “Some Showers,” is to be
put on next week in front of “A Scrap,
of Paper,” a Sardou revival which is the
present attraction at the Criterion The-
atre, London. .

Not only Amelie Rives (Princess
Troubetzkoy), but her almost as fam-
ous cousin, Hallie Erminie Rives, is in
London at present.

posedly happened under the Stars and
Stripes.

The sensational inquiry into the Dugal charges against Premier Flemming
in connection with the extortion of a large fund of money from the holders of
feases of crown timber limits came to a climax yesterday afternoon.

Failing the appearance of W. H. Berry who, apart from the premier is the
man best qualified to tell the story, the case was declared closed and the argu-
ments of counsel on both sides were heard,

At the morning session the case for Mr, Dugal was opened by Mt Stevens
who reviewed the evidence and outlined the case for his side.

Mr, Teed followed very briefly arguing that the case hinged upon the charge
of extortion and that no extortion had been shown.

George W. Fowler made the principal argument for WM, Flemming and, ap-
parently feeling that arguments were not sufficient, closed with a plea for sym-
pathy for the man against whom the charges are directed.

In a masterly address, clear and clean-cut,

the case for the complainants,

When the afternoon session opened
Mr. Fowler concluded his argument,
pleading that the contributions were
merely a campaign fund, that as such
they were not blameworthy and that,
if improper methods were used in the
collection, Mr. Flemming was not to

blame and not responsible.

Mr. Carvell, after a reference to the
speech of Mr, Fowler as an able “politi-
cal declamation”, said he would begin
his argument from the point of view
and the point of law that the timber
licenses of the province would have ex-
pired in 1918 and that prior to legisla-
tion they would then have reverted to
the province. They were, outside the
dominion subsidies, the only great
source of revenue to the province and
accounted for one-third of the total
revenue. By the legislation that was
passed in 1918, the ownership of the
timber limits would have been handed
over to the then lessees for twenty or
thirty vears, on the payment of the
bonus which was to be fixed by July
1st. The handing over could be done at
the “ipse dixit” of one man, Hon. J. K.
Flemming.

There was only three months for the
classification of the lands. In that time
Mr. Berry went round getting® some
sort of information about the lands. Mr.
Flemming knew that by the act only
three months were allowed. It never
was the intention of the government to
make the lumber classification. Both
Mr. Flemming and the government knew
that the spring months were not the
months to get round for classification.
When he saw the advance copy of the
act, Mr. Carvel said he was in Ottawa
and at the time thought there was some
special reason for the proposal.

It had been argued that the question
of the contributions was one of a politi-
cal nature, but when the lumbermen of
the province were asked on the eve of
the renewal of their licenses to con-
tribute in the way that had been done,
it removed the matter from politics.

There was no record of any one man
who had given evidence who could be
said to have volunteered a dollar of the
money until asked by Berry. Not a
Gollar of the money was asked/or con-
tributed until after the Barker House
meeting on June 20, between Berry,
Flemming, Brankley and Teed. It was
claimed that prior to that Mr. Flem-
ming knew from Berry that a fund was
to be raised. It might be said that
Berry lied to Mr, Flemming, but in Mr.
Carvell’s judgment Mr. Berry did what
he was told to do or what he knew
would be accepted by his superiors.

Extortion Claimed,

Mr. Carvell then entered into a long
argument to show that there was ex-
tortion on the part of Berry. Berry

was an official, a man with whom the
lumbermen had been dealing for years;
he was the only man who had the right
to say that the amount of stumpage
should be on the government land, and
he was especially assigned by the pre-
mier to say what the amount of the
bonuses should be.,

Replying to Judge Wells, Mr. Car-
vell said that an act of extortion could
be done by an official by reason of his
position when the same act in another
person would not have the same weight.
The mere asking by an official in the
circumstances was enough to make the
request of a different kind.

Answering the chairman, he said the
extortion in Mr. Burchill’'s case was
shown by the fact that he paid . the
money because it would be good busi-
ness, he thought. He added that many
of the witnesses had only given enough
evidence to keep within the law, and
that he had much trouble with many of
them before they would give evidence
at' all. Two-thirds of the witnesses,
continued Mr. Carvell, said that Berry
came to them after they had talked
over the matter of the payment of $150
a mile. Berry told them that there had
been a dispute in the government and
that some wanted the bonuses to be
€150 and others $100, adding, “I think I
may tell you it will be $100.”

Judge Wells—In that circumstance it
would be bribery.

Distinction With Difference.

Mr. Carvell—*No, I think it would be
extortion.”

Mr. Carvell then pointed out that in
the case of a private person going to
the lumbermen and demanding money
for the promise of future favors, that
would be bribery, but as Mr, Berry had
the power behind as an official it was
extortion. He had the power to fix the
bonus at $150, because he was an offi-
cial. Every act and word of Mr. Berry
affected the lumbermen, while the acts
and words of a private person would
have been of no effect.

Mr. Carvell then went over many of
the witnesses’ cvidence in some detail
to show how they were influenced by
Mr. Berry’s acts. He showed how
Berry repeatedly went to some of them
and of how some of them were easy
victims, but in each case they were in-
fiuenced by the position that Berry held
as chief scaler—the man who would
later have to control all their dealings
with the government.

Chairman—Would you go so far as to
say that it was the relationship that
made the extortion?

Mr. Carvell—“I think a man in the
position of Berry, while in the positis
to create in the minds of the lumbér-
men the idea that some benefit or dam-
age might accrue, asking for money or
refusing, made it extortion. It was what
was operating in the minds of the don-
ors when they agreed that we have to
consider.”

Judge Wells.—Admitting that the

left without Mr. Flemming’s knowledge
or consent. There is no use his saying
he did not have a hand in gettingj the
man out of the country and keeping
him out. The best. evidence of that is
when I asked him ‘Will you sign a
telegram to come back’, he refused with
indignation. I know that this is not
positive and that it is circumstantial
evidence but you heard circumstantial
evidence so strong that if we were in a
criminal case before any judge in the
land he would instruct the jury to take
this as evidence in coming to their ver-
dict. You have . only one side of the
story. There are only two men in the
world who can tell you the actual facts
of the payment of money. One is James
K. Flemming the man who is charged
and who is fighting for his political life
and the other W. H. Berry, the man who
has fled his country. Mr. Flemming is
fighting for his political life and he tells
you half of the story. The other one
has no political life at all and whose
position has gone, who has got away
from the court and we have no means of
learning what he would say upon oath:

Mr. Flemming says that Mr. Berry
came to him some time in June and said
the lumbermen wanted to contribute to
a fund. Well, I don’t say that is a
falsehood so far as Mr. Flemming is
concerned but I think if he did it was a
falsehood he told Mr. Flemming. All
the evidence is that the lumbermen con-
tributed because Berry wanted them to.

Judge Wells.—Is there evidence that
they haa spoken to Berry before the
date?

Mr. Carvell—No not until June 25..
The only person whose evidence is un-
satisfactory in that respect is Fender-
son’s. Mr. Carvell then quoted the
evidence given by Mr. Fenderson which
left the date in doubt. With that pos-
sible cxception, however, Mr. Cadrvell
said that none of the lumbermen were
approached befare June 25 or even June
26.

What Flemming Told Berry,

Going on Mr. Carvell said: Mr. Flem-
ming on that occasion (the conversation
with Mr. Berry) said he told Mr. Berry
‘It will not do for me to handle the mon-
ey nor for you to receive it” I can quite
understand Mr. Flemming saying that.
The men who will put up a job of this
sort are capable of something more. You
cannot hear that without coming to the
conclusion that there was something else
also. It would not be necessary for him
to give instructions to Berry to go and
collect the money at the rate of $15 a
mile. Nor to say that if they ‘did not
contribute they would not get their
licenses renewed. Anything which shows
that Berry went out and gathered in this
money with the knowledge of Mr. Flem-
ming. is sufficient to meet the require-
ments of this commission.”

Answering a question by the chairman
Mr. Carveli said there was an element
of extortion in the fact that the lands
were to be classified and the lumbermen
were under the impression that they
might have the control of their lands, if
they contributed, for twenty or thirty
years, He had watched Mr. Flemming,
he said, very carefully, and all he had
said was that he told Berry that he must
have nothing to do with handling the
money or in getting it but he did not say
he was to have nothing to do with
getting up the scheme. °

After Berry saw Mr. Flemming first
he ‘did not say anything but he went
home and saw his intimate friend, Mr. E.
R. Teed and he agreed to act as treasur-
er of the fund. 'He did not tell Berry to
‘touch the money but he said in effect,
“you must not touch it but if it is to
be collected the man to take it is Teed,
he is a good man for that” It was pre-
posterous and nonsense to say as Mr.
Flemming did that he did not know the
money was being collected.

“Why for a man holding the position
of premier of the province when his chief
scaler comes to him and says the lumber-
men want to contribute to a fund, who
goes home and sees his closest friend and
then finds he is ready to act as treasurer
and who then says to Berry ‘My friend
Mr. Teed will take care of the money’;
and when Berry goes out and collects
the money, it is absurd to claim that
Mr. Flemming did not direct him.”

In support of this Mr. Carvell read a
part of Mr. Brankley’s evidence. He
added that up to June 20 Mr. Flemming
had had at least three conversations with
Mr. Berry. The four men all appeared
at the interview in the Barker House at
Fredericton between June 20 and 26. Mr.
Flemming said he told Berry he was not
to touch the matter and yet Mr. Teed
said that Berry was the man who tele-
phoned to him to come to Fredericton
to see the premier. When Mr. Flemming
said that he was not informed until June
20 or so what did he think when Mr.
Berry brought Teed and Brankley to
him at Fredericton and into his own
room?

The Man Responsible,

“Why,” said Mr. Carvell, “how can
anyone say he was not the Alpha and
Omega of the whole transaction. When
the principals met they went at once into
the premier’s room and Mr. Flemming
said to Mr. Brankley ‘Anything Mr.
Berry tells you about this man (Teed)

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SER STAKED
ALL AND LOST

(Special Cable to N, Y. Herald From
London Resident Correspondent.)

With the war there has come to Eng-
land a great feeling of relief that the
worst is known and decisive steps have
been taken.

In France the firm stand taken by
England, leading to the declaration of
war, has been hailed as an actual oppor-
tunity of salvatiom. .

In Russia, gloom has been swept away
by the fact that the British empire has
found its true place in the alignment of
nations. ;

In Berlin the fact that Britain has cast
her lot with the other members of the
Triple Entente undoubtedly had a heart-
breaking effect on Emperor William.

The fact that Germany declared war
on England before England declared war
on Germany does ont indicate that war
was any more welcome at Berlin, but in
the preliminaries to this unparalleled
trouble there has been a singular miscal-
culation of the underlying forces.

William II. could ont possibly have
dreamed that Austria-Hungary’s attempt
to chastise Servia would bring Russia
into the field as an open antagonist. He
could not have dreamed France would
show the stiff backbone that has charac-
terized her every move.

The emperor appears to have been
dragged along by an irresistible destiny
into his present position. Having- got
started, he could hot help himself.

With Russia on one side of him and
France on the other, he appears to be de-
termined that France must be attacked
and defeated quickly or he is gone, horse,
foot and guns. :

Thus irresistible destiny drove him in-
to Belgium in order that he might get
into France in a hurry, and all the while
Germany’s ambassador in London,Prince
Lichnowsky, with.honeyed words was
seeking to persuade the Liberal govern-
ment to remain neutral.

World’s Greatest Gambler.

Those who have looked on believe now
the German emperor must be the great-
est gambler in the world. He staked
his empire, his army, his navy, his crown
upon the neutrality of Great Britain,
and that same irresistible destiny that
has dragged his dominating, strong will-
ed character onward has decreed that
the Liberal government should be will-
ing to fight, whereas William divined
there was no fight in it at all.

So, at the last moment, to save his
face, he made war upon Great Britain,
knowing that he had gone so far in Bel-
gium that he could not retreat, and that
England surely would declare war upon
him.

Everybody’s hand now is against Ger-
many.

German policy is being execrated
wherever the English tongue is spoken.

The statement is made here that Ger-
many, in order to frighten the English
financial interests, actually spent $10,-
000,000 bearing stocks during the two or
three days preceding the closing of the
Stock Exchange.

Scotland Yard detectives, in searching
the German quarter, have discovered in
the possession of German butchers and
others large numbers of bombs and rifles,

indicating that the prospect of a German
uprising right in the city of London has
not been entirely a dream on the part
of E. Phillips Oppenheim and novelists
of that type.

The German ambassador, on his final
call at the Foreign Office, when he was
handed his passports, looked every inch
a broken man. He was hollow eyed
and careworn, like one who had waged
a great battle and lost. He had failed,
just as the German ambassador, Baron
von Schoen, had failed in his attempt to
overawe the French ministry, and as
Count Pourtales had failed to wheedle
Russia into abandoning her mobilization.
The war spirit is blazing through
every street in London. The call to arms
is in the very air. Long lines of par-
aders are marching through a hundred
streets, each parade preceded by police-
men, and the Union Jack is being waved
by thousands of hands. In many in-
stances the English and French colors are
being waved together.

Around Whitehall great crowds alter-
nately sing the Marseillaise and God
Save the King.

One of the favorite shouts is: “Shall
we be awed by German sausage?
No-o0-0-0!”

Vehicles of all sorts, express vans, beer
wagons, automobile trucks, have been re-
quisitioned by the territorials, and when-
ever one of these wagons passes along,
guarded by four slight young soldiers,
an enormous crowd falls in behind,
shouting for France and the King.

Use of Explosive Bombs,

Criticism is being indulged in for the
use by Germany and France of pro-
jectiles and other explosives thrown from
balloons and airships, the impression be-
ing that this is prohibited by the Hague
conference treaty, to most of the terms
of which Germany and France are sig-
natories. Neither Germany nor France,
however, signed the clause prohibiting
the use of explosives from airships. The
only countries signatory to that clause
are Great Britain, the United States,
China, Holland, Bolivia, Salvadore and
Hayti. .

Such a startling change does the drum
beat make that it is entirely probable
the spectacle may bep resented soon of
Irish volunteers. and Ulster volunteers
fighting side by side.

This may be the result of John Red-
mond’s announcement in the house of
commons that the Nationalists of Ire-
land would stand with Ulster in the em-
pire’s time of need.

The statement has gone like a flame
through Ireland. All differences have
been sunk. The Unionists and National-
ists have toasted each other in Ireland,
and Sir Edward Carson has been busily
engaged ascertaining how best his hun-
dred thousand Ulster volunteers might
be utilized.

In competent diplomatic quarters it
ig regarded as certain that Germany has
been deliberately working for war for
weeks past.

WAR INCREASES THE
COST OF DRINKING

Prices of Champagnes, Wines And
Brandies Go Up

MAY GO HIGHER SOON

Canadian Stocks Are Reported Low,
Insurance Rates High, While Further
Supplies Are Shut Off by European
War

(Montreal Gazette.)

War will come home in all its hor-
hors to thirsty citizens of Canada who
do not care to slake their drought with
such home made beverages as rye
whiskey or beer, since it has been de-
cided already to raise the price of most
of the more luxurious liquids, with a
prospect that further increases will go
into force in the near future. This in-
crease has already started on its way
to boost the cost of high drinking, and
both wholesale, retail and treating prices
are likely to follow suit. If the price

\ per drink does not go up there will

probably be a still further reduction in
the size of individual potations so that
the ultimate result will be the same—
“load” will cost more than it has
done in the past. .

While liquor quotations are in almost
as unsettled a condition as the war
news they are on the upgrade. On Mon-
day afternoon a meeting of the leading
importers of French wines and spirits
and other delectable throat polishes was
held, when the situation was discussed,
both from the point of view of supply
and demand and also that of insurance.

It was later stated by Messrs. Hudon
& Hebert that it had been decided .to
raise the prices of all wines and
brandies by $1 a case. This general in-
crease covers the various brands of
champagne, brandies, burgundies, clar-
ets, sherries,” etc. Evea the favorite
morning quencher, Holland gin, the fam-
iliar “square face” has gone up $1 a
case. A slight relief however, is offered
by the fact that this general rate does
not apply to Scotch whiskies. Some of
these have only been raised half a dol-
lar a case, while the more expensive
brands have been assessed their full
dollar increase.

These increases, it was stated, would
mean that retailers would have to pay
from five to ten cents per bottle more;
and would probably in turn charge their
customers from ten to fifteen cents a
bottle additional. What the bartender
will do remains to be seen.

Further Increase Likely.

“Further than that,” it was an-

nounced “these increases are merely tem-
porary. The position of the liquor
trade at present is rather difficult. Stocks
in Canada are lower than usual, since
the supplies usually brought in during
the spring are pretty well used up. and
the fall supply has not yet arrived. Now,
owing to the war, we cannot rely upon
getting in further stocks from France.
We cabled orders last week, and re-
ceived a reply that the goods could not
be sent because the ships were used for
transporting troops. As matters now
stand, no one can say when we shall
be able to replenish our stocks, and it
is quite likely that prices will go very
much higher if the war continues.”
- While these prices were given for or-
dinary wines it is probable that the
charge for expensive brands such as
champagne and burgundy will go up
much more, . °

Macaront Costs More

In addition to these increases there
will be a general rise in price on what
are known as Mediterranean goods,
which come from the centre of the part
of Europe that is now or will be oc-
cupied by hostile armies. French mac-
aroni has gone up a cent, to nine ceats
a pound, and gelatine has been raised
ten cents to forty-five cents a pound.
Raisins have gone up a cent a pouad
and nuts five cents. Various other small
increases have been made. Since these
are all in the wholesale trade it is like-
ly that by the time they sift through to
the retailers and jobbers to the ulti-
mate consumer, they will be consider—’
ably increased. ]

It was stated at the offices of Messrs.
L. A. Wilson & Co., that this increase
was not merely because stocks were low
and supplies hard to get, but that war
risks meant such a heavy insurance that
prices must go up.

“Insurance rates have been going up
steadily since the war scare started, it
was stated, “and they bid fair to keep
on rising. There have already been ad-
ditional insurance charges ruaning from
five to ten per cent. This on a brandy
such as Hennessy’'s means an extra cost
of around $1 a case, running to $1.75 on
the shippiag price of champagne, so it
can easily be seen that wholesalers and
retailers must raise their prices to meet
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Confirm Report Of

Slaughter at Liege

Germans Asked For Day of Respite to
Bury Dead—May Be Second Conting-
ent From Canada—Refugees in Berlin

London, Aug. 8—3.30 a. m.—(Associated Press Bulletin)—A
despatch to the Post from Brussels says that the Belgians have
granted the armistice for twenty-four hours requested by the Ger:
mang and that the latter are now collecting their wounded and bury-
ing their dead. The Germans have withdrawn to a less exposed
position, where they can recuperate.

On the authority of the Belgian war minister, the German casual-
ties in the battle around Liege number 25,000 according to their own
admission,

An official statement, issued from Berlih, described the attempt

as ‘‘a unique act of heroism,” and that it will have not the slightest
influence on the larger operations of the German army.

France has 400,000 troops along the frontier and men and officers
show a cheerful and determined spirit. A defeat of & Bavarian corps
by a French raiding party is also reported.

The British government has established an official press bureau
for the purpose of handing out news of the war placing in charge
F. E. Smith, a prominent Unionist and anti-Home ruler.

The Canadian government has been surprised to receive offers
from more than enough men and officers, trained in the Royal navy,
but not reservists to man the Niobe and the Oanadian cruiser will
be put in commission at once. =

All offers of provincial and private aid in raising and equipping
regiments have been accepted by the Canadian government and it
is likely that a second contingent in addition to the 21,000 now be-
ing raised will be gsent forward.

BRITISH REFUGEES IN BERLIN.

Berlin, (via London), Aug. 7, 530 p, m.—(Associated Press)—James W.
Gerard, the American ambassador to Germany, today cabled an appeal to the
Buitish public to send funds for the relief of the “great number of British
subjects—English, Canadian, Irish and othcgs—-left in my charge,

“Many of the refugees,” the ambassador said, “are young girls, without re-
lations or friends, and with only enough money to keep themselves for a very
short time. The temper of the people may make it hard for these poor people
to find lodging in Berlin, even if they have funds., Many already had been
arrested as alleged spies.”

M:. Gerard added that Sir Edward Goschen, the British ambassador, had
asked him to advance the British subjects money up to the amount of $5,000
on the credit of the British government.

. #But where am I to get the cash?” Ambassador Geragd asked, “We our-
selves, at the American embassy, have only a little store of money, as the
war came so suddenly.”

Ottawa, Aug. 7—Reports received by
the ‘militia department this afternoon,
indicate that the enlistment all over Can-
ada is proceeding smoothly, and the
numbers who are applying bear out the
forecast made some days ago that far
more than the total number actually
required will volunteer. Altogether
there will be 25,000 men mobilized at
Quebec, and of these 21,000 will be sent
across the Atlantic as soon as the word
comes from the imperial government.

There will be ample work for the re-
maining 4,000 thousand in Canada, fgr
garrison and patrol - duty. There will
also be available, a second army con-
tingent from the dominion. Accordlpg
to the opinion of military authorities
here, there is ‘& strong probability that
a second army contingent will be need-
ed from here.

Military experts believe that there
will be a prolonged European land cam-
paign on the continent before the is-
sues of war are finally decided.

Pay and Pensions.

One of the problems which have met
the recruiting officers and which have
been referred to Ottawa for considera-
tion, that of pay, pensions, insurance
and the care of families dependent upon
those who go to the war, Active service
pay will apply as soon as the troops are
under arms. For privates it is one dol-
lar per day.

There is now a pension act on the
statute books, and there is no question
but that pensions will be granted to the
families of those who are killed, to those
who are incapacitated, and that there
will be a form of remuneration to com-
pensate for wounds received. There will
be special legislation in this respect
when parliament meets. It is under-
stood there will be some action taken
in regard to insurance. At the time
of the South African war, Lord Strath-
ccna become personally responsible for
the insuring of one of the contingents.

The offers received from New Bruns-
wick, Manitoba, Calgary and from Mr.
Homilton Gault, the Montreal million-
arie, to raise and equip supplementary
regiments at their own expense as well
as all the other proffers of assistance
from public or private sources, have all
been accepted. Any additional regi-
mwents that are raised by such. wmcans
will be supplementary to the vain force
of 21,000 men to be raised by the gov-
‘ernment authorities,

Special precautions are being taken to
strengthen the forces at Halifax, Sydney
and Esquimalt, and additional troops
are being sent there.

Britain and France .

National Bureau Instructed to Collect
tupply — War Office Agrees To
Allow France to Share

(Montreal Gazette.)

With the outbreak of hostilities be-
tween Great Britain and Germany, the
National Live Stock Exchange is active-
ly preparing to collect as many Canadian
cavalry horses and remounts as possible,
so as to be ready to meet the demand
from Canada, Great Britain and France,
This organization work has been going
on for some days, and it is expected
that by the time the army -officers reach
Canada they will find everything ready
for them. {Che mistakes that ‘werq
made before the South African war have
been used as a lesson, and this time it
is promised that there will be a supply
of cavalry chargers, remounts and ar-
tillery horses that will be a credit to
Canada.

The following cable was yesterday re-
ceived from the representative of the
Natignal Live Stock Exchange at Lon-
don at the company’s offices in the Im-
perial Bank building:

“Am in close touch with the War
Office. If England decides on war Brit-
ish remount officers will leave immedi-
ately for Montreal.”

Shortly afterwards the following
cable was received from Commandant
Feline: :

“Paris, Aug. 2—Will come get
horses. Be ready.”

Commandant Feline is a director of
the National Exchange, which is work-
ing with the National Bureau of Breed-
ing in the present emergency. C}-Ie is an
expert cavalry officer in the Freach
army, and wag a judge of cavalry horses
and remounts at the last Montreal horse
show and at Madison Square Garden.
He knows Canada well, and owns a
ranch in Alberta.

It is expected that the British and

French remount officers will arrive in
Montreal in a week or ten days, and
every effort is being made to have a
supply of suitable horses ready, so that-
they can get through with their worky
with the minimum of delay.
Telegrams were received from the
bureau yesterday from all over Canada,
and it is stated that an excellent show-
ing can be made in the way of re-
mounts, reports having come in from
the Maritime Provinces, Quebec, On-
tario and the west as far as the ranch-
ing country in British Columbia.

As is to be expected, the work is be-
ing carried on from a patriotic as well
as business standpoint. Last night D.
Raymond, a director of the Bureau of

This
mobilization will be immediately under-
taken.

The National Exchange Board is
peculiarly fitted to handle the re-mount
business here for Canada, Great Britain
and France. It is under agreement to
give first choice to Canada, then to
Great Britain, while both countries in
the present emergency, have agreed that
France, their ally, should be allowed to
secure a supply. The board is made up
of two Englishmen, two Frenchmen,
five Canadians and two French-Cana-
dians, its Canadian members being M.
J. O'Brien, Baron de la Rue du Can,
Sir Rodolphe Forget, Col. J. J. Riley,
Col. H. J. Mackie, D. Raymond, F. W.

A band of
anatchists, it seems, were lying in wait
to assassinate the Czar on his journey
from Odessa. They had already explod-
ed a bomb under the train ahead of the
pne on which Meakins was travelling,
and fearful loss of life had followed.

» passenger.”

Bangor, Me, Aug. 8-—Never within
the memory of the oldest riverman, not
even in the panic years and dull times
of 18§6-78, 1901-02, 1908 and 1912 and
1918 has the lumber trade on the Pen-
obscot river been so utterly lifeless as
it has been thus far this season or the
port of Bangor so bare of sailing ton-
nage. Time was when the Bangor steam
mills began sawing as soon as the ice
was out of the river and kept busy un-
til freezing weather forced them to close,
the last vessels being towed out through
fast-forming ice. Now the mills are late
in beginning operations, and for years
there has been no inducement for them
to continue sawing past Thanksgiving,
while for some years one of them has
been idle continuously, and this year
another, that of William Engel and Co.,
did not start, and several others have
been closed for weeks at a time.

This summer there have been many
days when no sailing vessels either ar-
rived or sailed, and neither the steve-
dores, the tug boats or the ship news
reporters have had much to do, while
few sailors are seen in the streets, and
long ago the lumber offices of Exchange
street gave way to clothing stores and
other establishments, and only one or
two of the brokers and chandlers re-
main in business. From Sigh Head to
Bangor bridge, where in former times
there were forests of masts, scarcely a
sailing vessel is to be seen. “

The lumber survey of the port, which
in 1918 exceeded 246,000,000 feet, had
fallen in 1918 to less than that. Thirty
years ago, of the vessels that came to
Bangor, about 1,200 passed through the
draw-bridge to load or discharge cargoes
in the Kenduskeag stream. In 1918 the
number had dwindled to 102.

Competition of Canadian and south-
ern lumber and introduction of other
materials for construction have done
much to displace eastern spruce in . the
big markets, but a great deal of spruce,
hemlock and other Maine woods is still|
used, and neither Bangor nor any other
Maine manufacturing centre is getting
| its share of the business. Various ex-
planations are offered for the almost
| complete collapse of the once great lum-
| ber trade of this port, but they are neith-
i er convincing nor consoling to the men
! along the river who continue to wonder
and lament at the passing of the good
and busy old days.

VISCOUNT BRYCE
{NE OF BUSIEST
MEN IN ENGLAND

London, Aug. 8—The mantle of the
public orator has fallen on Viscount
Bryce, former Ambassador to the Unit-
ed States.

Lord Roseberry, Lord Bryce’s succes-
sor in this unofficial position, has,
through illness, been compelled to de-
cline many invitations to speak on pub
lic occasions, and these have beeen taken
up by the former ambassador to Wash-
ington, together with many others. Not
since the days of Mr. Gladstone has
there been such an indefatigable veteran
as Lord Bryce, and hardly a day passes
that he does not deliver a speech, while
he always has a book in hand, and much
time must be taken up with his corre-
spondence with the leaders of thought
in all parts of the world.

University lectures are of weekly oc-
currence, while the Balkan Committee,
the British Academy, and speeches and
addresses on innumerable and varied
questions are always being demanded
and granted; and then there are the ses-
gians of the House of Lords to be at-
tended. With the exception of Mr. As-
quith, he must be the busiest man in
England, and although now seventy-six
years of age, he brings to each one of
the functions he attends a freshness
quite independent of age or climatic
conditions.

[TALAN OARSMAN FOR
MATCH WITH BARRY
FOR CHAMPIONSHIP

London, Aug. 8—Sinigaglia, a giant
Italian sculler, who defeated the best
that England and America could pro-
duce at Henley, and won the Diamond
Sculls, is anxious to enter the profes-
sional ranks; and has issue(t a challenge
to Ernest Barry, the present profession-
al champion. He stipulates, however,
that the race shal be rowed on Lake
Como, in Italy, where he has done most
of his rowing, and Barry is just as in-
sistent that it should take place on the
Thames, his home water. The Ttalian
offered Barry $1,500 to go to Italy, but
the Englishman refused. As holder of
the championship he considers that as-
pirants should come to him.

(Sussex Record.)

HARBOR CABLE 10

B LAD TODAY

Telephone Company Ready
For This Afternoon

IT 15 2,108 FEET LONG

One End Fixed on Carleton Shore,
Then Cable Unreeled from Scow
—Meets Needs of Rapidly In-

creasing "Phone Business

The new cable which will carry the
telephone business between the eastern

and western sides of the harbor will be
laid this afternoon. The laying of such
a cable is a big undertaking, but the
most thorough preparations have been
completed by J. E. Marshall, superin-
tendent of construction for the com-
pany, and it is expected that the work
will be carried through successfuly this
afternoon.

The cable is of special construction,
doubly protected in order to ensure its
safety on a rough bottom swept by
strong currents. It is three inches in
diameter, 2,100 feet in length and weighs
82,572 pounds.

Sixty pair of nineteen guage wires
are carried in the cable, these being en-
tirely for trunk line use between the two
exchanges. It is believed that this will
be sufficient for the needs of the busi-
ness for many years to come, but the
rapidity with which the telephone is
gaining ground makes it difficult to
make. predictions. When the West St.
John exchange was established only
eight years ago, it was thought that ten
pairs of trunk lines would be enough
for a long time but, within the last year,
it was found that the thirty then in use
were not sufficient and ten more were
added, making forty available under the
old system.

At present the connection with West
St. John is made by means of wires car-
ried across the Suspension Bridge and
these will be kept in order for a year or
so until the cable has demonstrated its
ability to do the. work satisfactorily.
Even when the Suspension Bridge is re-
moved it is probable that some wire
connection will -be kept open across the
falls for use in case of accidents to the
cable.

Ready for the laying, the cable,
mounted on an immense drum or reel,
was set up on a scow at West St. John
this morning and this afternoon the
work of laying it will be undertaken.
One end will be secured at the head of
the slip opposite the foot of the market
place in West St. John and the scow
bearing the reel will then be towed
across the harbor unreeling the cable as
it goes. The eastern end will be landed
on the Strait Shore, below Miller'’s mill.

After the cable is in position the ends
will be carried up poles on which the
stations for connection with the land
wires will be made.

This is another of the improvements
introduced by the New Brunswick
Telephone Company to add to the ef-
fectiveness of their service and the in-
troduction of the cable is expected to
add considerably to the efficiency of
their communication between the oppos-
ite sides of the harbor-and connecting
exchanges.

LABOR PARADE THIS
AFTERNOON IF THE
WEATHER 15 GOOD

If the weather becomes favorable this

afternoon the members of the local labor
unions are planning on a parade and
what promises to be an enjoyable and
successful garden party on the Mara-
thon Grounds. The committees in charge
of the arrangements have been ener-
getically engaged for some time prepar-
ing for the evnt. :

In the parade which will form up in
King Street East, headed by the City

from the square via King, Market
Square, Dock, Mill and Main streets to
the grounds.. The intention of the pro-
moters is not to make it a display par-
ade.

It did not come but finally a freight
travelling in the opposite direction
reached the station. As the locomotive
was passing one of the men on the sta-
tion platform exchanged rapid semaphore
signals by the use of his arms with the
engineer. The driver replied in the same
fashion and the suburbanite turned to his
waiting companions with the reassuring
remark: “It's all right; they will cross
the express at the next station.” Only
ten minutes delay was not bad and his
friends thanked him with evident ad-
miration for his skill as a rallway sig-
naller. His triumph was short lived
however, for he had scarcely given the
message when the freight slowed down
enough for the other to catch the verbal
translation of the message which was
to the effect that the express was com-
ing along two hours behind her schedule.
The signallers stock fell below par as
his companions prepared for the long
tramp to the city instead of a ten min-
utes wait for the express.
