Berlin, Dec. 22—The federal council yesterday adopted the 
provisional budget for the Reich for 1923. The ordinary budget 
balances at 732 billion marks. The estimated receipts include 
270 billions as the revenue from die income tax and thirty billions 
as the revenue from exports.

The extraordinary budget shows an estimated expenditure ot 
84,500,000^000 marks, with revenue of 18,700,000,000 marks. 
This leaves a deficit of 65,800,000.000 marks to which must be 
added for general administration purposes 449,000,000,000 for 
the execution of the peace treaty WAd 206,400,000,000 for various 
other items.

The total deficit for 1923 therefore is 721,000,000,000 
marks to offset which only 99,000,000,000 are expected to be 
available from the proceeds of the compulsory loan.

Chicago, Dec; 22—A law to permit 
jailing of speeders, a card indexing and- 
fingerprinting of all reckless drivers and 
the curbing of “fixing” of violations 
were three plans proposed today by 
Chief Justice Glen and Judge Adams 
of the speeders’ court to stop killing of 
an average of two persons a day in 
Chicago by automobiles.

In operating a receiving set which employs several tubes, always re­

duce the filament current supplied ta each tube a little by turning down 
the rheostat before removing one or more tubes, from the sockets or before 
switching off the tubes, one by one. This prevents the last tube burning from 
receiving an increased voltage due to the removal of the other tubes from 
the circuit and a consequent reduction in the load on the battery.

It is advisable to increase the resistance in the filament circuit of the 
detector tube before removing the telephone plug from amplifier jack in 
order to plug in on the detector alone. Operators of sets having automatic 
filament ' control jacks will avoid burning out of detector tubes by heeding 
this. Special precautions of this nature should be taken when the se£ is 
being operated at the same time the battery is being charged.

The antenna tuning condenser is preferably connected in the aerial cir­
cuit rather than in the ground lead. This reduces the potential difference be­
tween the primary winding of the varlo-coupler and earth and tends to 
minimi*: the effects of body capacity in the vicinity of this coil.

Many receiving sets have the negative terminal of the filament battery 
connected direct to earth.

a• Morioi, HL, Dec. 23—The actual 

slayers of Howard Hoffman In the Her­
rin mine massacre were Joe Carnaghi, 
Leva Mann and a third man, not iden­
tified, according to Dr. O. F. Shipman, 
Herrin physician, who testified late yes­
terday at the murder trial here that he 
followed the death march through the 
streets of Herrin and from a distance 
of three feet saw Hoffman and five 
others shot down In the road at the 
Herrin cemetery.

Carnaghi, who, he said, was less than 
an arm’s length away, fired one bullet 
that entered Hoffman’s shoulder. He 
said Mann also was shooting at Hoff­
man.

The victims were bleeding, dusty, 
ragged, bareheaded and barefooted in 
the hot sun. Some had «ready been 
crippled by fusillades, and their tor­
mentors beat them and made them 
crawl to enhance their torture, Dr. 
Shipman testified. Bystanders jeered 
and passed off jests about their ap­
proaching death. A noose, partly of 
rope alid partly of chain was tightened 
about all of their necks.
Shooting of Prisoners Starts.

Dr. Shipman followed the mob and 
its tortured victims out to the ceme­
tery. Ten men commenced to shoot at 
their six prisoners, firing score after 
score of shots, and mowing them down. 
There were coarse jests and jeers. 
After the fusillade stopped the three 
men above mentioned “finished them 
off,” the doctor testified.

Probably the strongest evidence yet 
produced was presented today, when 
George Nelson positively identified Otis 
Clark, life-long acquaintance. Clark, 
the state holds, was the leader of the 
mob, who, when a miners’ official 
pleaded with it to observe the pledg’ 
of safety to the victims for the union’s 
sake, worked them into a murderous 
frenzy, which resulted in the slaughter. 
Nelson told how on the morning of 
June 22 crowds were lining the road in 
front of the house near Moak’s Cross­
ing.

It was idle to say that the estimate 

presented was a detailed one, said 
Commissioner Frink. The Mayor 
knew, from his experience in the pub­
lic works department, that if he ever 
bad come to council with such an esti­
mate, the people would say he was in 
need of having a guardian appointed for 
him. In his estimation, the crux of 
the matter was—should the commis­
sion be independent? If the resolu­
tion presented by the Mayor carried, 
it wdhld make the commission respon­
sible to no one. It must be respon­
sible to some one. He represented the 
taxpayers and he could not and would 
not vote money unless he was con­
vinced that he was serving the inter­
est of those he represented.

Regarding the plebiscite. “That is 
on ultimatum to council,” he declared. 
“It is ‘stand and deliver;’ If the people 
of St. John say, in a legal manner, 
that the commission shall be indepen­
dent,- then I will abide by that deci­
sion.” The will of the people that the 
commission should be independent 
would need re-lnforcement by an act 
of Legislature, he thought, 
ways had been of the impression that 
the Power Commission should be in­
dependent or operated âa an additional 
department at City Hall.

Concerning a mandate from the 
people, Mr. Frink declared that the 
slogan in .the spring campaign had 
been “No truck nor trade with the 
Power Company.” But last Novem­
ber, that slogan bad been changed and 
now it is “truck and trade with the 
Power Company.” “Which mandate 
shall I obey,” thundered Mr. Frink.

“The last one," interjected Commis­
sioner Bullock, amid laughter.

“Commissioner Bullock suggests the 
last one. Perhaps, he is right,” as­
sented Dr. Frink.

Dr. Frink reminded the Mayor that 
he had a good example of exceeding 
estimates at the special committee 
meeting of the nypilcipal finance com­
mittee on Wednesday. Then, it was 
brought out that the estimates on a 
$4,000 contract had been exceeded by 
$1,600. He wanted definite informa­
tion and he could not support the 
Mayor’s resolution.

Speaking of the Mayor’s suggestion 
that the commission should be inde­
pendent and free from the influence 
to which City Hall was subjected,. 
Commissioner Frink said \there was 
some unseen influence at work re­
garding tlie resolution concerning a 
plebiscite from the commission. “The 
hand is the hand of Esau but the 
voice is the voice of Jacob,” quoted Dr. 
Frink. If the Ferranti people had 
carried through their bargain, all this 
tangle would not have occurred.
Mayor Replies.

By the term “independent," Mayor 
Fisher explained, it was not meant ab­
solute independence. The council had 
erected very important safeguards in 
their resolutions. It was right that 
the council should open all tenders, 
but, he contended, it was not the coun­
cil’s duty to accept them. This should 
lie with an independent commission. 
The commission was not asking for a 
bond issue of $79,200. It merely asked 
for authority to construct a sub-sta­
tion at a cost not to exceed this 
amount. Bonds would be Issued only 
when the work was completed. A 
loan made now would take care of 
the expenditure.

Mr. Thornton remarked that Mr.

INCREASE -CAPITALIZATION

Albany, N. Y„ Dec. 22.—Apparently 
as an aftermath of a recent United 
States Supreme Court decision that 
stock dividends were not taxable, hun­
dreds of companies are increasing tbellr 
capitalization by enormous amounts, 
the Secretary of State’s office announced 
recently. The move is thought to be 
in anticipation of action by Congress 
to tax surplus or its distribution.

The increases In capitalization run 
into the millions, and it is not uncom­
mon for a company originally capital­
ized at $100,00q fo increase its capitali­
zation to $1,000,000, the statement said. 
The movement is not confined .to any 
particular line of business. Increasing 
the amount of authorised capital stock 
enables the corporation to turn over Its 
surplus to its stockholders, in the form 
of stock dividends, the move converting 
the amount into capital instead of sur­
plus, it was explained.
