Evrocrum oN THE Press.—You have not
exaggerated the influence of the newspaper
press, nor the profligacy of some of those per-
sons by whom this unrestrained and irrespon-
sible power is exercised. Nevertheless, it has
done and is doing great and essential good.
The greatest evils in society proceed from the
abuse of power ; and this, though abundant-
ly manifested in the newspapers themselves,
they prevent in other quarters. No man en-
gaged in public life could venture now upon
such, transactions as no one, in their station,
half a century ago, would have been ashamed
of. There is an end of that scandalous job-
bing which at that time existed in every de-
partment of the state, and in every branch of
the public service ; and a check is imposed
upon any scandalous and unfit promotion; ci-
vil or ecclesiastical. By whatever persons the
government may be administered, they are
new well awuarc-that ast-de_ng
which will net bear daylight and strict inves-
tigation. The magistrates also are closely
observed by this self-constituted censorship ;
and the inferior officers cannot escape expo-
sure for any perversion of justice, or undue
exercise of authority. Public nuisances are
abated by the same means, and public grievan-
ces, which the legislature might else o‘{erlool;,
are forced upon its attention. Thus, in ordi-
nary times, the utility of this branch of the
press is so great, that one of the worst evils to
be apprehended from the abuse of its power
at all times, and the wicked purposes to which
it is directed in dangerous ones, is theultimate
loss of liberty, which is essential to the public
good, but which, when it passes into licenti«
ousness, and effects the overthrow of a state,
perishes in the ruin it has brought on.—Mr,
Southey on the Hopes of Socicty. .
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Tue Duxe or Orreaxs.—In the history of
this distinguished Prince, at present with his
son, the Duke of Chartre, on a visit in London,
there is one circumstance of deep and touching
interest, which will supply a curious page in the
futare history of his country. During the pe-
riod of the troubles in France, he was of course
one of the proscribed of the house of Boufrbon.
Inthe year 1793 he wandered an emigraot
amongst the mountains of the Alps, in personal
danger, and sufferingextreme privations. Born
to a splendid patrimony, {and heir to ove of the
greatest monarchies in the world, he found bim-
self destitute of friends or succor, broken in
fortune, and exiled from his native lnnd: .In
this exigency he applied to a College near Coire,

_in Switzerland, for the situatjon of teacher of

mathematics, and, after a competition against
several rival candidates, he obtained the ap-
pointment by the force of merit, for his rank
was unknown, and discharged its daties with
distingaished ability for eight months. When
he was afterwards residing at Twickenham, in
the year 1816, he was invited to dioe at the an-
niversary of the society of schoolmasters, on
which occasion he wrote to the treasurer reg'ret-
ting his inability to attend, but enclosing a libe-
ral donation to the charity. His Royal High-
ness’ letter concluded by observing—

That among the motives which made him feel
an attachment to schoolmasters, was that of hav-
ing been himself once a member of the profes-
sion. It was one of the many vicissitudes of
fortune which had fallen to his lot, that at a pe-
riod of severe distress “and persecution, he had
the good luck of being admitted as teacher in a
college, where he gave lessons regularly for the
space of eight months. He hoped, therefore,
that the society for the relief of distressed
schoolmasters, would permit him to tender his
mite as a fellow schoolmaster.

There was magnanimity in the avowal. He
was not ashamed of his necessities—he had rea-
son to be proud of the merits they developed.
At seventeen he was a General in the French
Army, and rallied his troops three times at Ge-
mappe ; at twenty, he was a professor of geo-
metry, and execated his labours as if his whole
fif= had been devoted to the sciences. It has
been well said of him that  every where, and
in all circumstances, he appeared as if born for

Notes or A LaAWYER.— Distress.— A distress is the
taking of a personal chattel, without legal process,
from the possession of a wrong-doer into the custody of
the party aggrieved, as a pledge for the redreu_of an
injary, the performance of a duty, or in satisfaction of
a demand.
If a lessee for years assign his term, reserving rent,
he caanot distinin for it, without a special clause for
that purpose, becanse he bas o reversionary interest ;
find the only remedy the assigner, has, is an action on
the express covenant. The landlord of ready fursished
lodgings may distrain for reot. Y

Distress for rent must be for rent in arrear, which is
not, in strictness, doe until the last minute of the vatu-
ral day on which it is reserved ; for, if the lessor die
after sunset and before midnight, the rent shall go to
his heir and not to his personal representatives.

A distress cannot be made after tender of payment ;
and where the landlord has destrained, if the tenant
make a tender of the arrearagesbefore the impounding,
the landlord ought to deliver up the distress, and if he
do not, the detainer is unlawful. A distress for rent
can only be made in the day time. Formerly the land-
lord was not permitted to distrain after the determina-
tion of his lease, but now he may, provided the distress
be made within six caleodar months after the expira-
tion of the lease, and during the continvance of the
landlord’s title and ioterest, as well as the tenant’s pos-
session from whow the rent nccrued. !

The landlord may distrain any goods carried off in a
clandestine manner, wherever he may discover them,
within thirty days after the removal, unless they have
been previously bona fide sold for a valuable conside-
ration,—London Atlgs.

From the Lonpon Recorp, May 14,
NEWFOUNDLAND SCHOOL SOCIETY.

{(Continued from our last. )

“ HarBoUrR-GrACE.—-Mr. and Mrs. Kingwell’s
Schools are all tbriving, and do great credit to the So-
ciety ; inthe Day-school the number at present on the
books is 153, and the average attendance is about 100,
Tbe poor evidently begin to feel an increasing concern
for the ivstruction of their children. The Sunday-
schonol under Mr. and Mrs. Kingwell’s care, hasin it 148
scholars, and it is distinguished by the proficiency of
its classes, its excellent order. and neat appearance,
In the winter evenings, Mr. Kingwell held an udult
school, which was punctually attended by 18 scholars,
who made considerable progress in learning to r1ead
the Scriptures. Besides these employments, Mr.
Kingwell has established a branch school, at a short dis-
tance {rom Harbour-Grace, in which he has coliected
between 40 and 50 children, and he has also made ar-
rangements for another in the neighbourhood, where the
poople have cheerfully agreed (o build a school-room.

¢ CaArBonNIERRE.—Of the schools at Carbounierre,
your Commitiee regret to say that they cannot speak
with ihe same satisfaction as of these of ciher stations,
Alr. Teulon has given so much of that time which should
have been devoted to the fulfilment of his engagement
with the Society, in affording medical aid 1o the peo-
ple, that the schaols bave greatly suffered. The num-
ber of children in the daily schools, are little more thap
half what they were last year, The Sunday and Adalit
School bave declined in like mannes. Under these
discouraging circumstances, the copnection of the mas-
ter and mistress with the Society bas been dissolved.

“ Perry HARBOUR.—Mr. and Mrs. Martin’s day
school is conducted in the best manaer, and contain”
sizty-seven scholars, viz. thirty-four boys, and thirty-
three girls. 1o bis Sunday school there are fifty nice
children, in excellent order. Mr. Martin has likewise
a braoch school in a neighbouring cove, where thirty-
five children hitherto without means of instruction,
have been learning to read.

¢ BowavisTa.—When Mr. Willougbby was at Bona.
vista, he found Mr, Hopper so ill, as to render his im-
mediate return absolutely oecessary. Your Commit-
tee are bappy to inform the Meeting, that they have
been enabled to engage a waster and mistress, who ap-
pear to be well qualified to succeed Mr. and Mrs.
Hopper, and who will sail immediately for Bonavista.
Mr. aod Mrs. Hopper had scarcely been (wo years at
their station, but in that time acecomplished much.—
Two hundred and eight children had beco onder their
instruction, and the pumber on the attendance book of
their daily school was nearly a buodred. Mr. Hopper
continued to labour, even longer than the state of his
health could justify ; and Mrs. Hopper, notwithstand-
ing ber anxious duties as a wife and mother, kept up
ber sohool io excellent order to the last. Mr. Hopper
was in every respect a most valuable waster, and in bis
death, the Saciety has sustained a great loss.

“ Green’s Ponp.—This is the Yust station in the oc-
cupation of the Suciety ; and issituated about 30 miles
vorth of Bonavista, with a population exceeding 1100,

“ Mr. and Mrs. King opened their schoo] with thirty-
four chi'dren, aod the expectation of being joined by
many more as the season advanced : they soon also col-
lected fifty-four Sunday scholurs, and they express
themselves as much encouraged by the cheerfuluess
with which the children receive instruction.

‘“ Among several imporiant applications for teachers
which your Committee bave received, those fram Tou-
linguet, or Twillingate, aod Port de Grave claimed
their first attention. The population of these harbours
is large, and the inhabitaots of botb have vndertaken
to build the schools and dwellings for the teachers at
their sole expense. A most eocouraging prespect of
usefuloess presentsitself: there are nearly 500 ehildren
whose parents earnesily desire the blessings of Chris-
tian instraction for them. ¢

“ From the foregoing siatement of the Society’s
Schools in Newfoundland, it appears that there are
fifteen already established, viz.—seven principal, and
eight braoch, After filling up the vacancies at Car-
bonoierre and Bonavista, the Society is under engage-
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not less than 16,000, For these five stations as many
masters-and mistresses are required, and your Commit-
tee earnestly hope, and fervently pray, that with the
knowledge of these events there will be found a cor-
respooding anziety to satisfy them, and that as soon as
suitable teachers present themselves, the necessary
means will be furnished to send them forth.
‘“‘They bave great reason upon the whole to be sa-
tisfied with ihe maoagement of the Society’s Schaols,
aod the progress of the children ; and they are thank-
ful to perceive that & very geoeral disposition prevails
througbout the Colooy to assist Jargely fo defraying
the expense of building Schools, and in some places it
is boped that the Society will, by the liberality of the
people, be almest entirely relieved from that burthen.
It will be the duty of the successors of your present
Comumitiee to dismiss very shorily to Newfoundland,
five new teachers, viz: Mr. and Mrs. Meek, Mr. and
Mrs. Liod, and Mr. Walker, all of whom are present
here to day, sod on whose behalf the prayers of the
assembly are earmestly solicited—for their protection
while traversing the mighty deep—for acceptance and
succem among those to whom they shall be sent—and
aboveall, that the love of Cbrist (the alone vital prin-
cipleof dety) may constrain them to sbew all good fi-
delily io the performance of their work, snd to adorn
the doctrine of Gnd, our Saviour, io all things.

¢ The system of Branch Schools so often referzed to,
as now in operation at almost every station, is at once
simple, efficient, and economical; ‘it enables the mas.
ter 10 meet the wanis of the whole population within
his reach, ata cowparatively (rifling expense, while it
is admirably adapted to the peculiarities and diffical-
ties of Newfoundland!”’ S

Before 1 say any more, I must ro-
mark,that the whole of this Report has greatly ioter-
ested me, as | believe it has you: and I shall alse Ay,
on the part of my friend, Admiral Lord Gambier,
whom I meita few dayssince, that he regretted much
he was unable to attend, that he was highly interested
in the success of this Seciety ; and for this I am sure
you will give bim full credit.—(Hear, hear.)—I was
greatly sirock with the opening of this Report, which
says, that praise 1o the Father of mercies and the God
of all grace is the first and last evpression of those
grateful feelings with which the Commiitee begin to
communicate the proceedings of this Society. My
Christian friends, let us also raise our heartsand minds
to God, wlhio bas put it into our hearts to be instrumen-
tal in any way to this great work ; for when we consi=
der the pumber of sailors, and of sailors’ children, that
are perishiog for the want of the bread of life, we should
rejoice to employ the meaus of saving them from ever-
lasting destruction. The Society goes about this io the
right way; as we have been {aught that the fear of
God is the begioning of wisdom, so we desire to take
children, not boys and girls of 14 years of age, but /itile
children, and train them up in the way they should go.
Tn this way, our labours will be received by the Al-
mighty, and he hae proved that he has received them
by opening new fields for (he-labours of this Society,
wherefore, I beg of you all to call upon Him to bless
onr future exertions, There are several particulars
alluded toin this Report upon which 1 could dilate
‘with pleasure, but as I know I shall be followed by
others better acquainted with the subject, and much
more capable of giving adequate force to their expres-
sions, I sball content myself with moving, “ That the
Report, an Abstract of which has been read, be receiv-
ed, and printed under the direction of the Committee.”

The Seeretary anoounced the receipt of a dovation
of £21 from the Rev. W. Way, and £10 frem the R.
Hon. Lord Mount Sandford.

The Rev. Epwin Syoney of Acle, Norfolk, then
rose and said, In rising to second this Resolution, I shall
only say, thut T congratulate the Seciety on the change
of its name, and trust, that it will be with the Society,
as it frequently is wheo there is a ehange of names, that
i8, it will inherit a fortune, or rather that it will obtaia
a very considerable increase of its income.—(Hear,
hear.)—One part of the Report I most cordially agree
in, I meaon that passage which recommeuds a prayer
for the Divine love in the hearts of those who have gone
out as instructors, and we all should pray that our own
hearts may be warmed by the same love, for without
the leve of God in our hearts we can do nothing.—(Hear,
hear.)—1It is as the diamond amid the other jewels of
the Christian’s crown, each bas its own peculiar colour,
—the sapphire bas its blue, the roby its crimson, and
the emerald its green, but the diamond is the white, and
this unites all the colours. So it is with the love of
God, for if we have bui that, every Christian virtue,
and every Divine blessing will follow in its train.—
(Hear, bear.)—1It is the love of God that dissolves the
fiost of our selfishness, and causes the stream of bene-
volence to flow upon every one of our fellow-creatures
and on this occasion, I pray God, that he will put his
love into vur hearts, and that we may shew its bright-
ness reflected in our life and conversation.—(Hear,
hear.)-—Many benefits arise from these Meetings—
maoy high privileges; and while we are impressed
with the love of God, let us all take caution agaiost the
attacks of two evil spirits. These are the spirit of
doubt, and the spirit of prophecy. The spirit of doubt
is that which influences a man whe, wheo an object
like this before us is proposed, wiil say, I doubt that
any good will come of it; but why should we doube,
when we have sueh great and poweiful promises ?
why should we doubt, when we have a Christiao ar-
moury well stored with weapons, from whence we
may draw out weapons which are mighty, through God,
to pull down strong holds? Then there is the spirit of
prophecy which suggests, ¢ This will do no,good, but
much barm, With respect to sailors, it will destroy
their hardy oature—with respect to this particular
covotry, it will produce mo benefit;’ but ihe only
punishment to which I would condemn these prophets
of evil, would be to write the future history of the ope-
rations of this and other Societies; respecting which
they utter their forebodings. For, my Lord, if we
shail iuberit the uoion 1hat 1 bope for, we shail be only
able to pay a part of the great debt that Britons owe
to their own colonial population. When we consider
!he origin, the progress, and prospects of this Society,
it becomes peculiarly interesting. It arose in this
way, a merchant of Newfoundland happencd to hear
the speech of a great man, now no more ; his heart was
troubled because he felt he had ot done euough for
the place from which he dad derived so many blessings,
be asked himself, what can I do?

Tue War v Tag East.— We believe that the exag-
gerated views taken by many persons in England, o
the conseqneaces ta British interests from any issue
that can be contemplated of the war between Russia
and Turkey, have been very much corrected by time.
Turkey, it is pretty clearly seen, cannot be easily con-
quered ; if conquered, it cannot be for ages a source of
sirength to Russia ; & if it become a source of atrength
to the conquerors, that strengih is less formidable to
England than to any oiher Eviopean power. We are
happy to see this change of opinion 5 for if there was
any danger to be appreheaded from. the affairs of the
Enst, nothing woald so soon-prevent an effeciual reme-
dy from being applied (o it, as an imagination becom-
ing prevalent among the continental powers that the
progress of Russia in Turkey was a matter which
mainly concerned England and English trade, and no
imagioation can possibly be more false. If the trade
of the two countries with England be compared,that of
Russia is of much greater importance to England than
that of Turkey. The total of the exports and imports
betweea Great Britain and Turkey in the year 1827,
according to a returo just prioted by order of the H.
of Commons, computed according to the official rates
of valuation, was £1,754,021, that of the imports and
exports between Russia and England, £6,828,299.
The Turkey trade with England is therefore.according
to this standard of comparison, about one-fourth part

Piratical atlack on the Admiral Benbow, East-India-
man.—1n the early part of last week it was currently
rumoured in the city, that an outward bound free-tra-
der, the Admiral Benbow, Capt. Crawford, command-
er, while on its voyage to Madras, was boarded by a
piratical vessel, whe plundered it of provisions, and
wantonly murdered four of the crew. The report
which arrived at Lloyd’s embodied these facts, and
their truth has since been verified by the ship’s company
of the Ganges, East-Indiaman, which has just come in-
to port. We have made inguiry among the sailors,and
from one of them have received the fallowing manu-
script narrative, which we give as nearly as possible in
its own words: ‘

““ Oo Tuesday, the 14th of Apil, 1at. 7,20, N. and
long. 22, W. abent ten o’clock, A. m. aship was seen
coming down before the wicd towardsus; we showed
our colours, bat she did oot show her’s: that made her
look rather suspicious, About half past eleven she
came within the hail, and our captain told her to send
her beat oo board: she answered that she had no beat
that could swim, and said something about pirate, but
we could not make out what it meant ; we then lower-
ed our cutter.

before, by a pirate schooner, when they murdered two
ren and ao apprentice boy, und wounded several.
One passenger cut his ewn throat, and stabbed himself,
sooner than let them take*his life. The captaio was
lying in his cabia, thoagh still nlive, with his entrails
banging out of hisside. During the time of the slaugh-
ter, the chief mate jumped overboard, after receiving
three wounds, two in bis left arm and one in bisleg, but
afierwards got on board, unperceived by any of the
mea, througg one of the stefn windows,and reached the
hold, where he hid himself.

EuteraTion—New SeTTLEMENTS.—A short time
ago we mentioned that the Townships of Inverncsaand
Leeds, near Quebec. on the sonth shore, had been late-
ly reserved by ordersf His Excelleacy Sir James
Kemptfor the reception of industrinus Emigrants. We
are mow enabled to add, that these new setilements are
rapidly advancing : many respectable families from
Ireland, Scotland and the north of England having
been located therein during (he last modth by His Ma-
jesty’s Resident Ageot for the Superiniendance of Set-
tlers, &c. Persons who have laiely returned thence,
state that Craig’s Road, from St. Nicholas to Inverness,
has become a scene of bustle and activity from the
number of strangers proceeding to the new setilements..

A very accepiable accession of (wenty Highland fa-
milies, who lately arrived at Montreal from Greenock .,
are also about to proceed to Inverness, where arrange-
ments are making for their reception. These prudens
Scotchren are from the Isle of Arran ; and after hav-
ing made themselves acquainted with the qualities and’
capabilities of the country for immediate settlement,
in various directions, they have finally decided in favor
of Invervess. Three of the principal settlers, heads
of families, proceeded thither last week to esamine
the soil and sitnation, and returned pleased and sutis~
fied with their prospects. The pertion of the tomnship
of Inverness, selected by these families, is Jescribed to
us, as not to be surpaseed, on the Continent, for fertility
of soil, salnbrity of climate, fine lakes and sireams,
abounding in trout and other fish,

About thirty other families from the Isle of Arran,
and the neighbouring paris ef Argyle, as well as seve-
ral from the vicinity of Edinburgh, and from 1he Coun-
ty Carlow in Ireland, and other places, are expected
to join the present Settlers in the ensuiog fall, or early
next spring. We understand that lands will be resery-
ed for them in the vicinity of their friends.

These Highlanders were tenants of His Grace the
Duke of Hamilton, and are, generally, in easy cireom-
stances. Having large families, howevsr, they seek
in this Province a better prospect of providing for
them comfortably, than they could loek fer in their na-
tive country, already over stocked wiih populatien,
The Duoke of Hamiiton has interested himself mest
strongly in their welfare, and they are full of gratitude
for the many favors they have received at his hands.

We are ioformed that a site for a village will be im-
mediately laid out in the Township of Inverness, and
every thing promises for a flourishing settiement in this
part of the,Province. We learn, also, that numereus
applicatioos are daily made at the Resident Agest’s
Ofiice, (o get lands at Stoneham, and in other aeigh-
bouring Townships, and during the last week several
locations have been taken up. We repeat the expres-
sien of our bmpes that these Settlements in the sicinity
may rapidly eacrease; and, indeed, at no time could
the industrieus Emigrant ondertake them wiih better
prospects of success, than at present, from the general
improvement of the old roads, und from the new ones
which are making in every direction. There i» alsn,
at present, a great demand for Iabourers; a scarcity
of workmen is felt, not ouly on the public works on
Cape Diamond, the Rideau, and the Welland Canal,

One quality which every Watch-man ought to
possess is, strict sobriety, for a persen in that ca-
pacity having any thing of a tippling propensity
will be sure to gratify it before he goes on his
necturnal duties, which cannot fail to be very ill
performed when we cousider the tendency to
sleep which is induced by the iutoxicating
draught, to say nothing of its other injurious ef-
fects. We trust these recent evidences of gla-
ring inefficiency on the part of the Police, will
have the effect of exciting attention to that most
important branch of our municipal establishment.

While on this subject we cannot forbear no-
ticing with peculiar abhorrence the demoralizing
infiuence of a class of Grog Shops, unhappily too
numerous in our City. They seem devoted to
2ippling and fiddling both day and night, and are
really nuisances to decent and orderly citizens
when going about their lawful callings. One
evening last week, at no later an hour than 7
o’clock, and not a hundred miles from the City-
Hall, a man in a state of beastly intoxication
was dragged out of one of these hauats of profli-
gacy, where he had been helped to the stupify-
ing cordial till his appetite could no longer be a
source of profit to the unprincipled vender, and
was then laid down against the house exposed
to public view. We fear that such occurrences
are so frequent that they have ceased to produce
that horror in the spectator which they ought to
excite, and consequently that their utility as
beacons to warn others of their danger is nearly
at an end. But we hope not only the finger of
scorn will be pointed at the keepers of such dis-
orderly houses, but that the strong arm of the
law will be exerted to check the gross abuses of
which they are the fruitfal sources.

{7 Since writing the above, we have under-
stopd that on Saturday last three men and a

MoRE and M¢‘Lrop, at Kingston, charged with
having entered the dwelling houses of Messrs.
Peatman, BuLvea, and Lawson, en the
Tuesday night previous, and stolen several
watches and other articles, After a full and
lengthy examination of a number of witnesses,
the men were committed to gaol to take their
trial for Burglary. Na testimony came out suf-
ficient to justify the Magistrates in committing
the womao,. although it was evident she had
previously been in company with these men,
under circamstances which proved her to be a
woman of abandoned character and depraved
habits. The men had been passing through the
Country in the character and under the garb of
linkers, and from the access they professionally
obtained to the different houses in the day time,
they were enabled, with less chance of detec-
tion, to commit their nightly depredations—
The names of the men are John Burns, Pa-
trick Riley, and Thomas Ryan ; we are hap-
py to hear the Magistrates and Inhabitants
were most active in their exertions to secure
the thieres. The gaol of King’s County now
contains two other Prisoners ; oune, a man char-
ged with Grand Larceny and Arsen ; theother,
a woman charged with mourdering her infant.
—We hear an application will be made to His
Hovoor the Presipent, to allow a Special
Court to be beld in King’s County, and we
hope the application may vot be ensuccessful,
as the Circuit Court will not be held in that
County until January next,—and we believe
oue of the prisoners now coufined in gaol, has
been nearly twelve months i custcdy, await-
ing a Court of competent jurisdiction to try
him. —

StrEETS.—The following is an outline of the
improvemeunts on our streets, both as in pro-
gress and as contemplated.: The plan is cer-
tainly judicious, and cannot fail eventoally to
give perfect satisfaction. As to the injury that
may be done to the property of some individu-
als, and the expense that others may he put to
in consequence of the reducing as well as ele-
vating scheme adopted, we can only say that

.we sympathise with the sufferers, and while we

hope they will be reconciled to their fate from
the coosideration that private sacrifices must
sometimes he made for the public good, we
wouid at the same time hint that some reason-
able allowance should be made by the Corpo-
ration to such as have on more than one occa-
sion been subjected to great inconvenience and
pecuniary loss even in so good a cause. To
those who are disposed to censure (whose num-
ber, we believe, is very small) we would just
repeat the well known proverb *fools and
children should not see things hall done.”—
Operations have vigorously commenced and are
going rapidly on to a successful termination in
Priocé  William-stieet (the second from the
water, the first being already in good order.)
All undue elevations are cut down, and places
too low are raised up, thus brioging the whole
to its intended permanent level. There will
naturally follow similar improvements on the
next street in nrder, running in the same direc-
tion, (namely, Germaio-street.) When ithese
two are completed, we believe it is inlended that
the cross streets- between them be finished,
vamely, Princess, Duke, and Queen-streets.
Any one who witnesses the present state of
these last meastioned, cannot fail to perceive
that no ordinary labour and espense will be re-
quired to bring them into any thing like good
order. DBut it is clear that by dint of perseve-
rance in the plan adopted, in a few years we may
calcolate on haviog some commodious and even
handsome streets. Thereis an obvious proprie..
ty, however much it may exercise the patience
of those who are in the back ground, in com-
mencing with the streets where the greatest
thoroughfare is and always will be, and also io
completing the improvements on each in rega-
lar succession. In consequence of a different
arrangement having been followed in past times,
much of the labour and expense devoted to our
streats for 12 or 14 years by-gone have been
thrown away, as the gravel then carted will
now either be carried away altogether, or burisd
under the stuff put down to‘bring the street to
its permanent elevation. Wounds should not
be skinned over, but probed to the bottom,
otherwise no remedy can be applied with any
prospect of permanent advantage. .
With regard to the Statute Labour Law, we
would humbly suggest, that it stands in need of
alteration and amendment in as far at least as
regards this city, the comparative wealth of the
people living here and in the country making it
apply utifavourably to the former. If the Law
were to authorise the Common Council to as-
sess in such a way as to bring the pocr man to
do work on the streets in some proportion to
his limited circumstances, we would soon ob-
serve a marked change for the better, as the
more wealthy classes would pay money instend

‘of personally doing work : Say, not over <0

days for any, nor less thao 2 for any, (or let the
maximum and minimum be fixed according to
something like an equitable scale,) and the sum
of bs. considered as equivalent to a day’s work,
the public coffers would soon be in a flourishing
condition, and much good could be done.

Does.—Though there have not lately been
any cases of canine madness in this City_ or
neighbourhood, yet we regret to state that our
streets are atill infested by nurabers of useless
dogs, which we are sorry to say are uot always
harmless. Last week a woman was bit by one,
and yesterday morning a child met with the same
fate. Many people have indeed killed their
dogs from a sense of duty to themselves, their
families, and the public; and the Constables,
&c. have been diligent in putting them to death
when found at large, but many of these animals
are still let loose at night and on Sandays. To
dog-killers, we would recommend remote or re-
tired corners for the exercise of their functions,
as it is revolting to the feelings of humanity and
in every view disgusting to see the batchery of
dogs upon the streets or highways. To the
owauers of degs, wa would suggest the propriety
of coufining such as are really usefal, and de-
stroying such as they can spare, if it were from
no other coasiderations than those of common
humanity, and a regard to their own families,
for how awfal the thought to a parent, were his

exposing one of his own children to the assaolt
of'a rabid animal, fed and cherished under his
own roof ! ] :
