The Hall-St. ТОКІО, May 7,—The Токіо papers 

are at present devoting much space 
to the “shinju,” or suicide, together of 
a young man and wotfian in a wood 
near the famous pleasure resort of 
Enoshima. The case Is one of so many 
that It cannot be denied that a cer­
tain class of the Japanese is extreme­
ly prone to hysteria and sentimental­
ism.

A long series of suicides began with 
the death six years ago of a student 
of Токіо University, who threw him­
self over the lofty Kegon waterfall In 
the Nikko mountains. He left behind 
him, pinned to a tree on the brink of 
the fail, a letter explaining the cause 
his death, which seems to have been 
due to over-study and his quest for a 
"new way into the unknown.”

The circumstances of the suicide 
made the beautiful resort notorious, 
and numbers of hysterical young men 
and women took their way over the 
fall Into the unknown, their reasons 
for seeking death being carefully 
chronicled on paper and left near the 
spot. Finally the police stepped in, an 
ugly police box was placed near the 
fall—a jarring sight amid beautiful 
scenery—and an unromantic policemai) 
is now on duty there.

Ambitious youths wishing to get the 
example in other modes of death are 
not uncommon. One young man, a stu­
dent, threw himself into the crater of 
Asama Yama, an active volcano 800 
feet high. The walls of the crater are 
perpendicular and worn smooth by 
laval action. Alone, before break of 
day, when the lava threw a glow upon 
the heavens, the student cast himself 
down. He left a carefully written but 
very badly worded note In English on 
the subject of the futility of life and 
love.

The suicides at Enoshima were a 
geisha and her lover, a clerk in a brew­
ery, who had got himself hopelessly In­
to debt on her account. They were 
found bound together with their 
throats cut. Owing to the “romantic” 
circumstances of the tragedy the pa­
pers prophesy this form of suicide will 
become fashionable, as did that over 
the Kegon Fall. Columns are devoted 
to the details of this affair, and a pho­
tograph of the suicides is published, 
the man with his arm placed affection­
ately around the neck of the woman.

Signor Parboni, who is 70 years of 
age, and was at one time a leader of

When the girl de­
scended to the parlor, Parboni without 
any prologue, drew a long dagger, and 
in a fit of homicidal mania stabbed her 
five times in the breast, and the girl 
immediately sank to the floor.

Arbor Day was observed In the 
schools yesterday, but with the acad­
emical Ideas which permeates 
our school system the exercises were 
confined within the four walls of the 
school buildings. The day is supposed 
to be used to teach the children the 
creations of nature and a greater re­
spect and love for the beautiful trees 
and plants with which the Creator has 
decked the earth. Yet with all out­
doors at their command, with all the 
wonders of spring time surrounding 
them, those in charge of our schools 
can find no better way to observe Ar­
bor Day than by keeping the children 
In the close atmosphere of a school 
room while they discuss learnedly and 
poetically possibly, but still dryly, 
the wonders of nature.

It is hard for the schools to break 
away from their proceedings and from 
the reverence of text books. Arbor Day 
la one occasion however when this Idea 
might be abandoned and the children 
given an opportunity to learn from 
Nature herself.

LONDON, May 7—The secret history 

of the plots and counterplots of the 
Russian police and of the Terrorists is 
given in an astonishing document 
which reached London yesterday.

This document is the text of the in­
dictment against M. Lopukhin, the 
former head of the Russian police, 
who was arrested as the result of 
revelations of the police spy and Ter­
rorist traitor Azeff. M. Loupukhin is 
enmeshed in a dark net of treachery 
and murder. His conviction, Reuter’s 
Agency states, is regarded as assured.

He is charged with “having rendered 
efficacious aid to a social revolution­
ary association whose aim was to pro­
duce a coup d'etat in Russia by means 
of an armed insurrection, terroristic 
acts and the assassination of the 
Czar.” His life was threatened both 
by the Terrorists and by secret police 
agents. In that dilemma he wrote to 
M. Stolypin, the premier, the letter 
asking for protection, which was the 
immediate cause of his arrest.

OIL SHADES.

The eummary report of the Geologi­
cal Survey branch of the Department 
of Mines, contains a concise report 
made by Dr. R. W. Ells on the oil 
shales of Nerw Brunswick and Nova 
Scotia. This affords most interesting 
reading for provincial people and 
should be given wide circulation. Dr. 
Blls’ finding» cover ten full pages of 

*" Cbe report, and comprise a mass of 
technical Information, much, of which 
is surprising in its estimate of the 
(value of these deposits to the pro- 
iflncee. In order to acquire a more 
borough understanding of the oil 
Shale Industry, Dr. Ells spent some 
months to Scotland, and on returning 
to Canada was able to compare the 
ell Shales of Scotland with those found 
In New Brunswick and Nova Scotia. 
A Shipment of shale from Albert Co. 
ires sent to Glasgow In March, 1908, 
for distillation, and the result of this 
test warrants the statement that the 
Albert Mines are worthy of develop­
ment. Albertite, as It is known here, 
affords from 92 to 10O gallons of crude 
OH per ton; the shale found in Scot­
land gives from 40 to 125 gallons per 
ton, while the oil shale of Pictou 
County runs as high as 126 gallons 
per ton. Dr. Blls expresses the opin­
ion that the Pictou County deposits 
merit early and most careful experi­
menting. In New Brunswick the areas 
In which shale is found are quite ex­
tensive and he has no doubt that even 
with the competition of the natural oil,

Miss Biady when a girl went »pto 
the employ of the Intercolonial as a 
car cleaner, and for the past thirty- 
eight years has been a faithful and 
hard working servant for the govern­
ment. Her services have been eo 
much appreciated that Miss Brady j 
has now been retired on a pension of 
$13 a month.

For thirty-eight years Miss Brady 
has scrubbed out passenger cars. Hun­
dreds of scrubbing brushes and tons of 
soap have been used in her work. She ! 
has scrubbed on an average of six ] 
cars a day for the past thirty-eight і 
years. These cars are 75 feet long. If 
they were all complied together in one 
train they would reach over 1,400 miles 
or nearly halfway across the North 
American Continent from the Atlantic 
to the Pacific.
