TIIE veport of the Prohibition commis-

sion has been presented to parlin-
mont. Itis an exceedingly voluminous
document containing, it is said, nearly
half a million words. It is quite possible
that this report contains considerable
matter that is really valuable. If the
commissioners have employed their
time ard opportunities to anything like
good advantage, this can scarcely fail to
be the'onse. But on the other hand, it
is pretty certain that a good deal that ia
embraced in this report is matter that
very few people will think it worth their
while to wade through. Itis met prob-
able that the investigations which the
commissioners have made, have had the
effect of modifying essentially the indi-
vidos! opinions with whioh they set out,
and ifthey had been asked to advise the
governnient in the matter of prohibition
tefore they undertook the onerous
daties of investigation their advice
"would liave been probably about the
same in sabstance, though somewhat less
voluminous i form, aé it is now afier
» couple of years and some 870,000 have
been spent in preparing & report. As

W. G, MeDonald, the millinnsirg
tobacconiat of Montreal, was paghially de-
stroyed by fire on Thursday evening
Iast, involving & financial Joss of half &
willion dollars it is reported, and also, s
is feared, the loss of severnl lives. The
financial ldss is Mr. MoDonald’s as the
property was wholly uninsured. In the
building at the time of the fire about 80U
persons were employed, and more thak
balf the number women and gitlh
When the fire burst forth a tereible
panic ensued. The means of-egress by
and elevators were oul

wire netting, the girls who were nearly all
on the fourth story became frantic with
fear. Their shrieks, as they boat against
the ivori screees of the window, praying
the crowd to do something tosave them,
were heartrending. After a time one
ofthe iron lattices was torn off, and
then one of the girls jumped to the.roof
of a building wund was pioked up insen
dible and with her back broken. Others
followad to the number of thirty, several
receiving injuries which are expected to
result in death. The terrible disaster

dly caused great i in the
city and much indignation was express-
ed by the employees and their friends
on account of  the way in which the
former had been caught as in a death-
trap. It appears thbat the screening of
the windows is required by the govern-
ment to prevent the smuggling of
tobaocco produots on which duty has not
been paid. The building bad been con
structed with broad stairways and eleva.
tors, which were supposed to afford suf-
ficient means of escape in case of fire,
and much pains had been taken to make
the building fireproot. [t would appear
that too mpeh reliance had been placed
in the fireproof character of the factory,
and the employees had been prevented
from leaving the building after it was
known to be on fire, by the assurance
that there was no danger, and when the
flames suddenly. got beyond control a
punic ensued, and the employeea were
held back by the officers in charge from
passing rapidly out by the stairways for
fear of a great jam and orush on the
stairways, in which many lives would.be
sacrificed. The matter will of course be
the subject of investigation which should
be of a thorough character.

I recently u{mmuvsnl week atCanso,
enjoying a delightful visit at the home of
Bro. J. R. Creed, and acting meanwhile
as a supply for the church, left pastoriess
for the. time by the removal of Bro.

1n'78, when I'spent
my first summer aa a “student preacher,”
at Port Medway and Mill Village, Bro.
