position. The results of the polling to-
day tend to confirm the forecast that
the Liberals will retain control of the
Government with a greatly reduced
majority. The Unionists have gained
an encouraging number of seats, al-
though less than the 29 which they ex-
pected to take away from the Liber
als out of the 74 balloted for.

The popular vote goes strongly
against the Liberals. The members of
that party who hold seats won them
today by majorities ranging from 80
to 60 per cent. below their majorities
in 1906, excepting in a few boroughs
where special conditions figured in
the campaign. The popular vote poll-
ed by the Liberals for the 12 London
seats show a stronger hold on power
than in the provinces. The majority
of the London boroughs were labor
districts. of these the Unionists car-
e|1ed five, three being captured from
of the Liberal column, but by small mar-
ns.

Unlonist Gains.

Manchester and Birmingham give
heavy Unionist gains. Birmingham has
been strongly Conservative, largely
the result of Joseph Chamberlain's
crusade for protection and today the
Unionists carried the city solidly by
increased majorities, nearly 8,000 larg-
r than in 1906.

In Manchester, the Unionists in-
creased their votes for while the Lib-
erals still have five of the six seats,
the Liberal majority were decreased
nearly 9,000,

The most sweeping change in Lon-
don was in Fulham borough, where|
the middle class population went en-
thusiastically for tariff reform, giv-
ing W. Hayes Fisher, the Unionist
candidate a majority of 2,000 in this
burrough.

LIBERALS ON SATURDAY

BOTH PARTIES
GONFIDENT OF
FINAL VIGTORY

Liberals And Unionists Alike
See Ultimate Triumph In
Saturday’s Results — 88
Seats Contested Today.

IMPOSSIBLE TO
PREDICT RESULT

London, Jan. 16.—Sunday has given
a welcome respite from the strenu-

ous work at the election stations and
an opportunity for calm reflection over
the prospects ot both parties striving
to gain control of the governmment, The
greatest animation prevailed today at
the elubs and other rendezvous of pol-
iticians and Saturday's resuits were
excitedly discussed from every pos-
sible viewpoint.

Although both sides preserve an air
of confidence, it was evident today
thai the Conservatives have at least
abandoned hope that their party will
fcim the next government. The ut-
most they dare to expect is that the
Liberal majority will be so reduced
in the next parliament as to place the
Liberals at the mercy of the National-
ists.

It must be remembered that Mr. Bal-
four, . Jeader of the opposition in the
House of Commons, in a speech some
days ago, said that the great political
issues mow in question would not be
settled by one general election and
perhaps not by two. Clearly, the ex-
premier accurately measured the sit-
uation, and the hopes of the tariff re-
formers must now be centred upon
some future general election.

An estimate made today after care-
ful calculation by a well-informed Un-
ionist, based on Saturday’s pollings,
gives the Liberals and Laborites a
clear majority of ninety or one hun-
dred over all parties, which would pro-
vide the Liberal government with a
good working majority. Many of the
Unionists, however, are less despond-
ent. They do not believe that the Lib-
erals will finish the election with so
good a record as this.

At the National Liberal Club, which
is the home of the Liberal members
of the House of Commons, and of
many journalists affillated with that
party, great satisfaction is expressed
over the results so far. Some further
losses are expected at Glasgow, and
a reduced vote in the English coun-
ties where the agricultural interests
have great influence,

A Better Index.

The pollings tomorrow, which in-
clude 81 London constituencies and 67
provincial boroughs, will provide a
better index as to how the country is
going. Should the Liberals retain
the hold of the metropolis, which they
gained in 1906, their prospects will be
regarded as much rosler -than they
appear now.

At present, to sum up, nothing
could be predicted with absolute cer-
tainty, but onkly a very great increase
in the Unionist gains over Saturday’s
results, when they gained only half
the number of seats they had counted
on( will give them victory. If the
Unionists continue to gain in the
same ratio, the Liberals will still re-
tain a majority somewhere in the
neighborhood of ninety. Chancellor
Lloyd-George said tonight:

“We are winning. England is de-
claring emphatically against govern-
ment by the peers and beer. The
north is overwhelmingly with us.”

John Burns, president of the 10(‘:11
government board, said:

“All things considered in the fight

day's results are exceedingly good.
London had done much better than I
expected. In my judgment it has
done supremely well. To win the
seats that have been lost would have
required almost superhuman efforts.”

Gleason declared
that Rickard could not have become
a partner in the enterprise if it had
not been for Gleason’s influence with
Sam Berger and Jim Jeffries.

While the main point in dispute ig
the place for the fight, it appears that
the squabble has resolved itself into
a tussle for authority between Gleason
and Rickard. The balance of power
seems to be with the fighters and the
San Fraheisco sporting fraternity is
almost all of the opinion that the fight
will be held wherever Jeffries dic-
tates.

The government {roops are
in Greytown and just how General
Matuty is to defeat them unless Cap-
tain Teisiger compels them to move
outside the town, which puts him in
the position of interposing armed re-
gistance, is puzzling the Estrada gowv-
ernment.

Recognized Blockade.

Greytown is the sole British legacy
remaining from the old “Mosquito
coast.” Although the town has fallen
into decay, such property as is there
is owned by British subjects, many
of them negroes from Jamsacia. Not-
withstanding this, the United States
recognized the blockade which Estras
da declared against Greytown.

British Consul, Bingham, of Grey
town, is generally supposed to have
been interested in certain enterprises
with Zelaya.

J AS INTRODUCED

" Details of the Bill Providing for the Maritime De-
fence of Canada-—-The Basis Upon Which the
Scheme Is Worked Out and lts Relation To the
Policy of the Imperial Government.

Ottawa, Jan. 15.—The bill which Sir
Wilfrid Laurier introduced in the
House of Commons Thursday, em-
bodying the naval, policy of the Can-
adian Government, is to be known as
The Naval Service Act. It is, as the
Prime Minister explained, modeled
upon the Militia Act, but with certain
important exceptions. The bill pro-
vides that:

“The command in chief of the naval
forces is vested in the King, and shall
be exercised and administered by His

Commission of Officers. o

“The commission of officers in the
Naval Service shall be granted by his
Majesty during pleasure, and all war-
rant, subordinate and petty officers
shall be appointed in such manner and
shall hold such rank and perform
such duties as shall be preseribed.

Nairobi, British Hast Africa,— Dec.
11—~A long Stream of porters came
winding across the veldt towards the
station at Nairobi, looking for all the
world like a string of ants. The stars
and stripes were held aloft by a giant
native and the horns made strange
discords with the chantgng of the
weird and elusive safari song.

New York, Jan. 15.-—~After wavering
uncertainly in the early part of today’s
brief session, the stock market made
smart recoveries in the final trading.
Aggressive buying with attendant
short covering resulted in general
net gains, some of these extending to
over two points. Trading was again
very heavy and in the initial dealings
the greatest pressure was brought to
bear upon such issues as Union Pacifs
ic and United States Steel. Much of
the early liquidation was traced to
commission houses and doubtless re-
presented to an unusual degree forced
selling for weakened atcounts. There
is a well defined belief in the finan-
clal district that the week witnessed
an enormous amount of selling of
stocks by operator's who have taken
gsevere losses in the cotton market.
Board room spent immediately was
very bearish at the outset today,
chiefly because of the absence of any-
thing approaching support in Steel
and Union Pacific but the entire mar
ket péversed Its course later on the
Improvement shown in these and alli-
ed issues.

In Destructive Fire|

Three Houses Burned In Brussels Street Saturday

§

Evening

And Nine Families Driven Into Street—Total Loss Estima-

ted At $4,000, Partially Covered By

Insurance — Mrs.

Dykeman’s Premium Lapsed Day Before.

Nine families, comprising in all 36
persons, were turned out of their
homes into the snowy street .on Satur-
day night by a disastrous fire which
broke out at 9.20 o'clock in a house
at 260 Brussels street, owned by Mr.
Philip Graham and occupied by Mr.
Gilbert P, Dykeman and Mr, John W.
McKean,

Before the flames were subdued
this house was practically destroyed,
and the two houses adjoining on either
side were badly gutted. It was 2 o-
clock before the allout signal was
sounded and the firemen had a hard,
cold fight to confine the blaze to
these three .houses. The total dam-
age will probably reach $4,000.

The saddest feature setems to be
that many of the victims had no.in-
surance on their property which was
destroyed, In onme casge, that of Mr.
Dykeman’s, the insurance only expir-
ed a day or two before and Mrs. Dyke-
man intended to call at the office to-
day to renew the premium. She was
two days too late,

The Losses.

The list of sufferers from the fire
is as follows:—

Mr. Philip Graham, owner of destroy-
ed house, estimated loss $1,000; in-
sured with Wm. Thomson & Co. for
$1,000.

Mr. Andrew Myles, 5 Waterloo St.,
owner of damaged house, estimated
loss $900; insured with Traders:Fire
Insurance Co., for $800.

Mr. Hugh Ryan, 268 Brussels St.,
owner of damaged house, all furniture
damaged, estimated loss $500; insur-
ed with Dominion Fire Insurance Co.
for $600. .

Mr. A. I. Megarity, 266 Brussels St.,
stock of grocery store damaged, es-
timated loss $600; insured in Nova
Scotia Fire Insurance Co. for $600.

Mr. Charles O'Keefe, tenant in Mr.
Ryan’s house, furniture damaged
slightly, insured for $300 with Wm.
Thomson & Co.

Mr. John W, McKean, tenant in
Mr. Graham"s house, furniture de-
stroyed, insured for $200.

Mr. Gilbert P. Dykeman, tenant in
Mr. Graham’s house, furniture de-
stroyed, no insurance.

Mr, and Mrs. Walter Cooper, Mr.
and Mrs. Harry Talbot, Mr. and Mrs.
James O'Brien, Mrs. Mary MacRae
and daughter, and Mr. James Brick-
ley and sisters, all tenants of Mr.
Myles’ house, lost practically all their
furniture and had no insurance.

Mr, Graham’s house is comparative-
ly new and was built a year ago in
between the Myles’ house and Mr.
Ryan’s house. J

Started In Basement.

The fire was caused, it is thought,
by an attempt to thaw out the water
pipes which had been frozen and first
started in the basement. Mrs. Dyke-
man had gone out for the evening,
leaving two little girls to keep house.

Shortly after 9 o'clock, one of the
children came into Mr. Megarity’s
shop mext door, crr!'.g “Our house is
on fire!” Mr, Megarity ran up follow-
ed by. the little girl and by this time
the smoke was getting quite thick. He
wrapped the children in quilts and

carried them both to the street and
then rang in an alarm from box 1€
at the corner of Hanover and Brussels
street.

Mrs. McKean has a young baby and
she sought refuge in Mr. Megarity’s
shop, where Miss Peterson, the book-
keeper cared for the infant, while the
mother endeavored to save some of
her household effects.

By the time the firemen arrived the
bouse was in flames and they at once
realized that they had hard work
ahead of them. The water pressure
was excellent and the engines were
not used, but in spite of all éfforts,
the fire crept through first into the
Myles' house and then into Mr. Ryan’s
on the upper side.

Mr. Ryan has been ailing for some
months with heart trouble and it was
feared the excitement would have an
advese effect upon his health. His. sis-
ter-inlaw is bed ridden and she was
carried shrieking from the house,
hardly knowing what the matter was.

Whole House Flooded.

The fire broke through in Mr. Ryan's
in two or three places and the whole
house had to be flooded with water to
prevent ignition. The Salvage Corps
did great work here in covering Mr.
Ryan’s and Mr. O'Keeffe’s furniture
and much loss was saved in this way.

Downstairs is Mr. Mcgarity’s shop
and a catastrophe was narrowly avert-
ed in this direction, The flames were
checked only three feet away from
an oil tank holding three hogsheads
and if this had exploded, the results
would have been very serious.

On the other side in Mr. Myles’
house, the tenants were obliged to
leave with very short notice, saving
little from the flames. Mr. Cooper
has four small children and these had
to be carried wrapped in bedclothing
from the building. Mr. O’Brien also
has small children. .

The fire broke through the partition
and kept firm hold of the ceilings and
walls of the Myles building, leaving
it almost a total loss.

Tons of water were poured Into
the three houses and later on when
the flames were subdued and ‘the
smoke cleared, holes were cut in the
floors in order to let the water escape.

The Wreck.

None of the rooms could be used
yesterday. Mr. Ryan was cleaning up
but ¢ould not remain for the night on
the premises. The Graham house is
only a shell and may be called a to-
tal loss.

Mrs. Dykeman returned to find her
home in flames and /very little was
saved. The family were packed into a
coach and taken to the home of a
friend in Lower Cove to spend the
night. Yesterday Mr. Megarity sent
his team to the friend’s homeé with
what personal effects had been saved
from the destroyed building.

The fire was one of the worst In
years In this section of the city and
was witnessed by a large crowd of
people. Yesterday the front of the
buildings were coated with ice and re-
sembled a frozen cataract. The inter-
for of the buildings looked desolate.
The fiery element had done its work
very thoroughly.
