Messrs. MacNab and Nichols:
Montreal Summoned to Cor-
roborate  Charges Made
Against Members of Quebec
House.

Quebec, Jan. 27—The examination
of Messrs. Nichols and MacNab, pro- °
prietors and editors of the Montreal
Daily Mall, who appeared before the
bar of the legislative assembly today
in compliance with an order of the
house, was concluded late tonight. It
was developed during the interroga-
tion that Mr. Mousseau, M. L, A., for
Soulanges and chairman of the Priv.
hte Bills Committee is the only mem-
ber of the lower house inculpated in
the charges made by the Mall, and
that all the others are members of
the legislative council. The names of
Mr. Royher, law clerk, and Mr. Dela-
grave, clerk of the Private Bills Com-
mittee, were also mentioned, but. Mr.
Rocher sent in a sworn and emphatic
denial of the insinuations made again-
st him,

Under an order of the house the
newspapermen added two more names
to the list of those who were alleged
by Mr. "Mousseau to have received
money for the promise of their sup-
port in putting the Montreal Fair As-
sociation bill through. These were
Hon. Desvarennes and Gilman of the
legislative council.

In answer to a question posed by
Mr. Prevost, Messrs. Nichols and Mac-
Nab said they had acquired their in-
formation from Mr. Edward Beck,
journalist who had instigated the in-
vestigation while he was managing
editor of the Montreal Herald. It was
him who employed . the detectives.
They had also received other data
from Detectives Biddinger and Ma-
loney, of the William J. Burns Inter-
national Detective Agency.

Tomorrow morning the newspaper
men will appear before the legiglative
assembly committee of investigation,
which is composed of temn members
and which includes Mr. Tellier, leader
of the opposition, and two other mem-
bers of the opposition. There they
will be represented by counsel. Packed
galleries followed the enquiry from
start to finish, but it was hardly pro-
ductive of the sensationalism which
the majority of the spectators expect-
ed, and the method of indirect inter-
rogation through the Speaker made it
often slow. At times, however, there
were some dramatic moments.

Indications are that the scene in
the council will be more interesting,
as there are membérs involved there.

It is possible Messrs. Nichols and
MacNab may be examined before the
bar of the council tomorrow afternoon.

Ottawd, Jan. 27.—At the opening
of the House Mr. J. A. M. Aikens,
Brandon, introduced his bill of last
session to amend the Dominion Land
Act, the present act permits the com-
plete alienation from the crown of
water power, lands connected with
watér powers, coal, oil, gas and
quarry lands. This, said Mr. Aikens,
was a detriment to the people, and
would be prevented by his bill. The
department’s practice of late in any
case had been to lease lands instead
of alienating them. He considered
water powers were of such importance
that the control should be aproved
by parliament and regulations thereto
should be amended only by the will
of the House.

Mr. H. H. Stevens, of Vancouver,
introduced a bill to amend the Money
Lenders' Act. The bill makes clearar
the definition of a money lender, re-
duces the legal rate of interest from
twelve to ten per cent., and makes the
provisions of the present act apply
to all loans instead of only to loans
under $500

Hon. Frank Cochrane introduced a
bill to extend the time for completion

of the prairie section of the Grand
Trunk Pacific, and another which
gives power to extend by order of

council from time to time the period
in which the National Transcontinent-
al is to be completed.

Mr. D. O. Lesperance introduced
his much-talked-of bill to repeal the
laurier naval act, and in response
to cries of “explain” from the Liberal
side of the House, would not enter
into details.

tween 7 and 8 o'clock last evening,
floating again at high tide. The
schooner is now anchored in Sheet
Harbor, members of the crew work-
ing the pumps to keep her free of
water, which is pouring in almost as
fast as it is possible to throw it out.

At the time the Salvania grounded,
Capt. Thomas was groping his way
through the darkness, intending to
make Sheet Harbor for shelter. A
moderate breeze was blowing, but in
the darkness the buoy on White Shoal
was not sighted and the vessel ran
bow foremost on the rocks. Fortu-
nately, the point where she struck is
not surrounded by treacherous reefs
or shoals and, assisted by the high
tide and the use of a lifeboat, Capt,
Thomas was able to pull the vessel
into deep water.

CANADA’S UNENPLOYED.

When Sir Wilfrid Laurier, speaking
in debate on the address in reply to
the speech from the throne, made use
of the words: “There are today in
Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg, Regina,
Calgary, Edmonton and Vancouver
not fewer than 100,000 men asking for
work,” he spoke without Knowledge
of the facts, for it does not comport
with the idea of the dignity of the of-
fice he holds that he should knowing-
1y give utterance to statements so far
from correct. The Grit newspapers,
however, grasped his estimate as a
text for innumerable homilies dealing

with the sad condition to which Cana-
da has fallen, and for which, ef course,
the Borden Government is responsi-
ble.

As a matter of fact Sir Wilfrid mag-
nified the number of unemployed just
about four times in his effort to make
a case against the Government. The
Montreal Star has taken the matter

up and publishes ﬁglxrbs col-
lected by its correspondents from
persons who know conditions in

the Canadian cities and they fail to
show any such situation as Sir Wil
frid describes. In the cities mention-
ed by the Liberal leader the Star's
showing is as follows:

Montreal, 5,000 unemployed, many
foreigners; Toronto, 4,649 unemployed,
of which eighty per cent. are foreign-
ers; Winnipeg, about 2,000 unemploy-
ed, about a normal condition; Regina,
300; Calgary Edmonton, 1,000;
Vancouver, 00, which the mayor of
Vancouver is quoted as saying should

2,000

be 1,000, This gives a total in the
seven cities named of 17,449, of which
nearly 10,000 are in Montreal and To-
ronto.

The Star also publishes figures and
statements from other important cities
in Canada as follows: Sydney, 100 un-

employed, conditions unusually good:
Halifax, 1,500, less than usual; St.
John, 200, less than usual; Quebec,
3,800, of which 3,000 are on strike;
Ottawa, 1,000, worse than last win-
ter; Saskatoon, 300, no serious prob-
lem. This gives a total of 24,249 for

twelve cities in Canada, or just about
one quarter of the number claimed by
Bir Wilfrid Laurier.

In reaching its conclusion the Star
obtained its information from the
mayor or president of the Board of

Trade in each town or, failing them,
from social workers. For instance, in
this city Mayor Frink is quoted to the
effect that there has not been *“a
single application at City Hall for re-
lief in any shape or form this winter.”
The president of the Board of Trade
says “there does not seem to be any
unusual lack of work.” Adjutant Cum-
mings of the Salvation Army Metro-
pole observed: “I would say that there
would be more than 200 men out of
work at present, but this is not un-

usual at this time of the year.” The
secretary of the Associated Charities
said “their record showed the usual
number of unemployed at present, but
not more than last year which was
considered a good year for the \\'orkp
fng men.” As none of the authorities
quoted are interested in refuting the

statements of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, it
may be taken for granted that their
estimate of conditions
near to the mark.

The statement has been made that
the withdrawal of the Empress steam-
ers would supply work to Halifax at
the expense of St. John, yvet the re-
turns compiled by the Star, indfeate
the number of idle men in the sister
city is seven and one half times that
of St. John-and that half of these are
unskilled laborers. In both Halifax
and St. John the number is said to be
Jess than usual. In the light of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier's quite positive state-
ment the information supplied by the
Star is particularly interesting as it
shows that, despite the outcries of the
opposition alarmists, conditions
Canada are very largely normal.

CONVICTED AND SILENT,

Corpnered where it must either re-
main silent or admit that it has beea
guilty of publishing false statements
regarding the action of Board of
Trade officials, Hon. J. D. Hazen, the
Marine Department and The Standard,
the Times prefers to rest under the
brand of a self convicted liar appliad
t it byv this newspaper. The atti-
tude of the Times is not unexpected,
neither does it differ, to any extant,
from its conduct on previous occasions.
As long as the Pugsley organ can
pour, uncontradioted, its untrue revil-

ings upon the Minister of Marine, the|
Congervative

flimsy excuse that they were published
through “inadvertence.”

The Standard agrees that when
newspapers engage on coniroversial
subjects certain decencies of discus-|
sion should be observed and preserv-
ed, but the present difficulty cannot
be ticketed as belonging to that class.
It is a simple question of the truth
and a lie,

The Times, on January 21st, charged
The Standard with misrepresenting
the Board of Trade and, at the same
time, stated that ten days before that
date a representative of the Board of
Trade requested the Marine Depart-
ment to furnish certain information
regarding the safety of the Bay of
Fundy, and that when The Standard
accused the Board of Trade pf inac-
tion in refuting the slanders on the
Bay, this newspaper knew the Board

had done all it could do. At
the same time ‘the Times impli=d
that the responsibility for the delay
must rest upon the Department of

Marine, which Hon. J. D. Hazen ad-
ministers.

If the Times had not been actuated
by a desir® to attack the Minister
of Marine, it would not have referred
to the Marine Department at all. If
it did not wish to make the Marine
Department responsible for what Tha
Standard claimed was the inaction
of the Board of Trade, it would not
have stated that ten days or more
had clapsed since the Board had aps
plied for information to use in the
case, and it would not have implied
that the inaction was due to the De-
partment’s failure to supply the in-
formation more quickly. And lastly,
if it did not hope to fasten the blame
for the whole matter upon Hon, Mr.
Hazen, it would not have headed its
editorial “Where Is Mr. Hazen?”

Every statement made by the
Times in regard to this newspaper
misrepresenting the Board of Trade
is false. Every implication made by
the Times that the delay was due to
inaction of the Marine Department,

over which Mr. Hazen presides, is
equally false. The Standard concln-
gively proved the Times a liar by

reference to the Times' fyles, which
showed, that if the Times did not lie,
the Board of Trade must have applied
on January 11th for information to
refute slanders arising from an acci-
dent occuring on January 13th. The
absurdity of such a contention is at
once apparent.

Now that the Times has been con-
victed of misrepresentation it pursues
its usual course, attempting, first, to
secure sympathy in pleading the
“decencies of discussion,” and follows
this by trying to iznore the proofs
of its falsity. The decencies of dis-
cussion do not apply to a newspaper
the only idea of which is to poison the
mind of the people against the Cana-
dian government, and every member
of it, and which in its desire to do
this will not stop at absolute falsifi-
cation. Where has the Times observ.
ed the decencies of discussion in its
references to Hon. Mr. Hazen?

When the Times attempted to lie
regarding the result in the Chateau-
guay by-election, and the lie was nail-
ed by The Standard, the Pugsley
organ was silent until a reiterated
demand was made for the correction
of its misstatement, and then it tried
to tell its readers that it was publish-
ed through an “inadvertence.” Would
the Times make the admisison of “in-
advertence” if the original falsehood
had been permitted to pass unnoticed?
We hardly think so. In the present
case The Standard has accused the
Times of deliberately lying, and that
accusation stands until the Times
again conjures up an “inadvertemce.”
The Standard has no desire to ignore
what the Times regzards as the “de-
cencies of discussion,” but the Times’
frequent publication of untruths in re-
gard to the government, the Ministers
of the Crown, and the whole Conserva.
tive party, has reached such a notor«
fous stage that it is necessary to de-
part from the .conventions usually
associated with dignified journalism
and call a spade a spade and a falsi-
fler by “a shorter and uglier name.”

Hoboken, New Jersey, was the bir-
thplace fiftyreight years ago today of
the Rev. Dr. Reuben Archer Torrey,
one of the most forceful and eloquent
of the world’s evangelists. During his
career as a preacher of the gospel Dr.
Torrey has addressed vast audiences
ir nearly all the principal cities of the
United States, Canada, England, Scot-

land, Ireland, Germany, France, Au-
stralia, New Zealand, China, Japan
and India. A sciple of the late

Dwight L. Moody he brought to his
work all the religious fervor of that
great evangelist, and, in addition, the
intellectual trajning received at Yale
and the universities of Germany. He
was ordained to the Congregational
ministry in 1878, and for several years
was superintendent of city missions
in Minneapolis, and afterward super-
intendent of the Moody Bible Insti-
tute. He is the author of many books
on religious subjects, and in one of
the latest volumes from his pen he
advances a theory in regard to a pre-
Adamite race.

Dr. Torrey's theory is that Adam
and Eve were created after a previous
race of men had proved to be a fail-
ure, and had been wiped off the face
of the earth because of their sins.
These pioneer humans were, so to
speak, a total loss without insurance.
After the catastrophe which ended
the pre-Adamites, Dr. Torrey says,
God re-created the earth in six days
as set forth in Genesis, and made Ad
am and Eve to start the human race
anew.

A CUBAN CELEBRATION.

The Queen of the Antilles will don
the finest gown in her wardrobe to-
day in honor of Jose Marti, the Cuban
“apostle of freedom,” who gave up his
life in the cause of Cuba Libre. Marti
Day now has a double significance,
for it was on Jan. 28, 1909, that the
Amerjcan provisional government
came to an end, and the new Cuban
government was installed.

While the first Cuban republic, or-
ganized under the presidency of Tom-
as Estrada Palma soon after the Span-
fards had been driven from the island
by Uncle Sam, was an ignominious
failure, the second attempt at self-
government seems to have been
crowned with a large measure of suc-
cess. The real test came when a pre-
sidential election was held to choose
& successor to Jose Miguel Gomez,
and the fact that the party in power
was defeated, and Gen. Mario Meno-
cal, a Conservative, was chosen pre-
sident, afforded sufficient proof of the
fairness and honesty of the battle of
ballots.

Another indication that the Cuban
republic has come to stay, and that
the people of the island have attain-
ed ity for self:

Farmers of the provincé express
their keen appreciation of the efforts
of the agricultural departments of the
Dominion and provincial governments
to search out and destroy the nests of
the dangerous brown tail moths. The
fact that during last summer the
pests invaded the province iu greater
numbers that ever before has prom-
pted both the provincial and Domin-
fon governments to conduct a thor-
ough search this winter with a deter-
mination to rid the country of theé
pests. The following tells of their
success.

The brown tail moth hunters have
transferred the scene of their opera-
tions from Charlotte county to the St.
John River valley, and yesterday they
found a large number of nests in the
vicinity of Fredericton.

During the week-end the sixteen
members of the parties assembled in
Fredreicton and yesterday they visit-
ed the districts in the vicinity of
Fredericton, going as far as Doak
Settlement and through the woods in
the rear of the city. A large number
of nests of the pest were found in the
immediate vicinity of Fredericton.

Yesterday the parties were divided,
one going up river as far as Wood-
stock, whence they will work south to
Fredericton, and the other starting
south from here throygh the St. John
River valley. Most of the members
of the parties left Fredericton yester-
day morning and the others during
the afternoon, work being commenced
in the new districts at once.

A new pork packing factory of large
capacity and modern equipment to
turn out a product of the highest
grade is to be established in St. John.
The decision of the or izers of the
company is of great importance not
only to St. John, where the new in-
dustry will afford work for a large
number of men, but also to the farm-
ers of the province as a whole as it

wish to go in for the raising of pork
on a larger scale.

The company has been incorporated
by provincial charteg under the name
of the New Brunswick Packing Com-
pany, Limited. Organization has been
completed and the directors chosen
include J. M. Robinson, president; D.
F. Pidgeon, vice-president; A. C. Cor-
field, managing director, C. N. Ken-
neally and W. W. Corfield. T. H. Fos-
ter has been appointed secretary-
treasurer and Barton, Mayhew & Com
pany, auditors.

St. John is named as the head of-
fice but temporarily, in case the plant
is located outside of the city limits.
The authorized capital stock is $99,-
000 of which only $70,000 will be is-
sued at present and $45,000 has al-
ready been subscribed. In addition
to this, debenture bonds to the value
of $35,000 have already been under-
written, thus assuring a strong finan-
cial foundation for the company.

The object of the company is to car-
ry on an extensive pork raising and
packing business and for this their
plans are already well matured.

Farms Purchased

In order to assure themselves of a
sufficient supply of the raw material,
the company has purchased five farms
with a total area of 1,270 acres and
there they will raise hogs on a large
scale. The farms are 450 acres at
River Glade, sixteen miles from Monc-
ton; 250 acres at Salisbury; 140 acres
and 100 acres on the Hampton road
near Quispamgis and 350 acres on the
St. John river near Public Landing.
Bach of the farms is well equipped
with farm buildings and modern ma-
chinery and ground has been broken
for the crops which will provide food
for the stock. Upwards of 200 brood
sows of the moSt approved stock have
been purchased already and this num-
ber will be added to. The managing-
director, who is a practical farmer of
wide experience, will have supervis-
ion over the farms and each farm
will be managed directly by well qual-
ified, practical men.

1 d by purch from other
farmers. Two men in Westmorland
county have agreed to go in for this
branch of stock raising and have cons
tracted to deliver 1,000 and 600 hogs
respectively during the first year, Oth-
ers wiil be encouraged to do the same
and the company hopes to be able to
take care of all thq stock of proper
grades offered them. wext year their
output should require from 5,000 to
10,000 head of stock. By their won
experience on the company farm they
hope to demonstrate the possibilities
of hog raising and thus encourage far
mers all over the province to take up
this profitable business. The estab-
lishment of the large factory to man-
ufacture the stock will remove the
former objection that the market for
hogs was too limited to be worth
while catering to.

Option On Sale.

While the farm end of the project
is now well organized the company is
forced to6 wait until the frost is out of
the ground before undertaking the
erection of their factory, and in the
meantime they are making sure of
securing the best available site and
they have under option an area at
Coldbrook and several others around
the city. The factory will be of the
most modern construction and up-to-
date equipment. It is the intention
of the company to manufacture an
especially high grade line of pork pros
ducts which will be a credit to the
province. One of their lines will be
oak-cured bacon, something new in
this country, but a strong favorite in
the old country where it commands
a price geveral cents hizher than the
ordinary bacon. For this purpose the
oak dust for smoking will be imported
from Great Britain,

In order to ensure the quality of
the output the company has secured,
as manager of the packing plant, a
man who has been deputy manager
of a large meat packing plant in
Southampton, England, and who is
thoroughly conversant with all the
details of the business.

In addition to the ordinary products
the company will also manufacture
sidelines to care for the entire by-pro-
duct of the factory and thus ensure
the most economical operation. \thn
the business is under way they will
first supply the local market to the
extent of the demand and will then
devote their attention to building up
the export trade, which should offer
large possibilities.

But his
letters to his paper, written while in
Canada, were of a very optimistic
character. The fact that the editor,
as a result of a visit to Canada, this
winter, has become enthusiastic about
the future of the country is significant.

Steady Development.
“Nothing can prevent the steady de-
velopment of this country, but until
values in the West adjust themselves
the *English investor will be more
partial to the East,

On January 23ed the pecretary of
the Board of Trade made his first
application to HomsJ. D. Hazen for
information to usp in refuting the
slanders on the Bay of Fundy, and
The Standard is informed that this
is the first request of the kind sent
from the Board of Trade to the depart-|
ment at Ottawa. Yesterday Mr. Hoag
was in receipt of Mr. Hazen's reply
which is published here with:

January 26th, 1914,

Dear Sir,—I beg to acknowledge re-
ceipt of your letter of the 23rd inst.,
informing me that the Board of Trade
is endeavoring to bring up to date a
statement pointing out that compara-
tively few accidents have occurred in
the Bay of Fundy, a copy of which
statement you enclose,

I am pleased to note that you have
received most courteous assistance
from the marine agency at St. John;
and that Mr. Flood has given you what
marine reports he had on file since
the year 1896, when St. John became
the winter port, I 'note you say the
file is not completed nor are the rec-
ords contained therein.

I observe that you wish to obtain
the names and tonnage of the wrecks
occurring in the Bay of Fundy, either
on the way or from St. John with the
amount of loss to ship and to cargo.

I also note that you would like to
get the total values of cargoes from
the Trade and Navigation Reports,
years 1896 to 1905 inclusive, so that
& percentage comparison may be
worked out. If you have the Trade
and Navigation Reports in the office
of the Board of Trade at St. John,
there will be no difficulty in your get-
ting the last mentioned information
from them.

I will have much pleasure, however,
in obtaining all the information that
you ask for, and sending it to you as
soon as possible, I have directed the
assistant-"deputy to have it prepared.
