No Reply from Germany to U. S. Note Concerning Submarine

In the meantime, Germany, In de­
veloping her submarine warfare, has 
added one more merchant ship to the 
tost of vessels destroyed toy sinking 
the small French steamer Ville De 
Lille off Cherbourg.

Regarding the operations on land, 
it Is apparent from the official an­
nouncements Issued by the French 
War Office that some heavy fighting Is 
taking place both In Belgium and in 
France. The French claim not only to 
have maintained the ground recently 
gained but to have captured some of 
the German trenches . and repelled 
many counter-attack* by the Germans. 
French avlatofs have dropped bombs 
on the railway station at Freiburg, 
Baden.

In Poland, north of the Vistula, 
from Plock, recently occupied by the 
Germans, to Radons, another great 
battle is apparently developing, the 
fighting in that region already being 
of a desperate nature.

Austria, according to Swiss advices, 
for ten days has been concentrating 
troops, chiefly artillery on her Italian 
frontier. Guns have been emplaced 
to dominate the Tyrolese passes.

All along the entire boundary of 
Serbia Albania forces are active. Co- 
hrlda, 100 miles north of Janlna, has 
been captured by the Albanians, and 
violent fighting Is In 
eral places.

Herd to Find Une Between Civil and 
Military In Germany.

Conceding that foodsthffs intended 
for the civil population of a country 
AC® Dot contraband, the British gov­
ernment points out that “In any coun­
try In which there exists such tremen­
dous organization for war as now ob­
tains In Germany, there is no clear 
division between those whom the gov­
ernment Is responsible for feeding and 
those whom It is not”

“It will still toe our endeavor," says 
the final paragraph, "to avoid injury 
and loss to neutrals, but the announce­
ment by the German government of 
their intention to sink merchant ves­
sels and their cargoes, without veri­
fication of their nationality or charac­
ter, and without making any provision 
for the safety of non-combatant crews, 
or giving them a chance of saving 
their lives, has made It necessary for 
His Majesty’s government to consider 
what measures they should adopt to 
protest their Interests. It is impos­
sible for one belligerent to depart from 
rules and precedents, and for the 
other to remain bound by them.’’

Regarding the depression In Ameri­
can Industries, referred to In ilia Am­
erican note, Sir Edward Grey says:

“It Is unfortunately true that In 
these days, when trade and finance 
are cosmopolitan, any war. particular­
ly a war of any magnitude, must re­
sult in a grievous dislocation of com­
merce, Including that of the nations 
which take no part in the war. Your 
Excellency will realise that in this 
tremendous struggle, for the outbreak 
of which Great Britain Is In no way 
responsible, it Is Impossible for the 
trade of any country to escape all in- 

bur for such Hts Majes­
ty’s government ar% not to blame.”
Only Eight Out of 773 Sent To Prize

Sir Edward then points out that only 
eight out of 773 ships sailing from the 
United States for neutral European 
countries have been placed in prize 
courts, and that only forty-five have 
been “temporarily detained to enable 
particular consignments of carg 
be discharged for the purpose of prize 
court proceedings.”

The next paragraph analyzes the 
statistics of exports from the United 
States, and makes the observation 
‘that It la therefore clear that. If cot­
ton be Included the effect of the war 
has been not to Increase, but practi­
cally to arrest, the decline of Ameri­
can exports which was in progress 
earlier in the year; In fact, any de­
crease in American exports which is 
attributed to the war Is essentially 
due to cotton.”

‘ “The general result,” it continues, 
"Is to »how convincingly that the na­
val operations of Great Britain are 
not the cause of any diminution in 
the volume of American^ exports, and 
that If the commerce of the United 
States is In the unfavorable condition 
which Your Excellency describes, the 
cause ought, In fairness, to be sought 
elsewhere than In the activities of His 
Majesty’s naval forces.”

London, Feb. 17—Replying in the 

House of Commons today to the La­
bor party's motion that the govern­
ment take over the means of trans­
port, and fix maximum prices of food 
and coal, Walter Runciman, president 
of the Board of Trade, said that the 
government had already taken steps 
to remedy the coal situation at Lon­

don by pooling the railway cars to 
prevent congestion. The financial
measures taken by the government at 
the commencement of the war which 
Insured the flow of trade, he said, had 
prevented food from reaching much 
higher prices than .now prevailed.

The commodity which had increased 
most in price was wheat, and this was 
controlled abroad. There was no evi­
dence of an unnatural holding back of 
stocks in this country, said the min­
ister, who added that he would not 
hesitate to embark on state control of 
ships, if he thought that this would be 
to the national interest, but at pres­
ent. he declared, it would make the 
situation ten times worse. Freights, 
he said, were measured by the needs 
of traders for ships, and their increase 
was not due to wicked machinations 
on the part of the ship owners.

Mr. Runciman pointed out that the 
Increase in the cost of living would be 
compensated by higher remuneration.

Already the government had raised 
wages in the dockyards and on the 
railways ; the armament firms had 
done the same. If the farmers raised 
wages, and got a sufficient supply of 
labor, they would serve not only 
own but the national interests.

Nunspeet, The Netherlands, Peb. 16 
—The life of the nine thousand Bel­
gian refugees who are enjoying the 
hospitality of the Dutch authorities 
in, a vast camp here is an interesting 
sidelight on the war. • The camp, 
which is one of the numerous similar 
conveutrallon centres spread about 
Holland, is situated on a sandy plain 
surrounded by pine woods renowned 
for their efficacy in the treatment of 
tuberculosis, it consists cf four vil­
lages formed of capitally arranged 
and commodious huts in which each 
family has a chamber. All have board 
floors and are illuminated with elec­
tric light.

In each of the villages are large 
-, workrooms for different trades^ wash 
houses, baths and a children’s recre­
ation shed, all provided with heating 
apparatus, while there are four school 
houses and a wooden church capable 
of seating about 2,600 people. Hos­
pitals for ordinary ailments and for 
infectious diseases, a dispensary and 
several small libraries have been ei­
ther specially erected or established 
in bouses already standing in the nei­
ghborhood and lent for the purpose 
by charitable people.

The camp is under a Dutch military 
guard and besides the company of 
160 soldiers a small detachment of 
county police and Belgian gendarmes 
patrols the villages to keep order. 
Tools necessary to all the ordinary 
trades are provided and several small 
huts in each village ere fitted up as 
w orkshops. The men make or mend all 
their own shoes and clothes, while the 
women do the sewing.

It is interesting 
the refugees talS 
the huts, which are separated by wide 
tracts of ground. Each shack has re­
ceived its name and the differences 
In the two Belgian races—Flemish 
and Walloon—can be marked at <yice 
by the inscriptions in Low Dutch or 
French. A small proportion of the 
people are bi-lingual, but 6,000 of them 
speak on1 y Flemish and the other 3,000 
only French.

Around the shacks, notwithstanding 
the sandy soil, some of the men have 
laid out little patches of garden. The 
authorities distribute daily premiums 
to those obtaining the best results in 
neatness and cultivation. In one place 
an excellent imitation of the Dutch 
lion is laid out in sand and green turf 
fetched from the woods.

Four priests and thirty-four sisters 
are engaged in the religious and edu­
cational work of the camp, and besides 
these there are men amd women among 
the refugees who possess a high grade

FRANCE PXttltiHT BY N. X. HBKAJLD CO.THE WIBELE8S CABIN ON A ZEPPELIN™

This picture, drawn specially for this newspaper, the New York Herald and the London Sphere by G. BL Davis, 
shows the wireless equipment of a Zeppelin. The modern Zeppelin Is equipped with a Wireless apparatus with a 
range of 120 miles. The aerial consists of 750 feet of phosphor bronze wire, which hangs from the airship with a 
plummet on the end, and when not in use is wound around the wheel, seen in the Illustration. At night, when wire­
less waves are most efficient, a Zeppelin over England could easily communicate with the wonderful system of wire­
less stations in Germany.
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Paris, Feb. 17.—The following 
official communication was issued 
by the War Office tonight:

“From the sea to the Oise our 
artillery has carried on an effica­
cious shelling, which has dispers­
ed a number of gatherings, blown 
up some caissons, and destroyed 
some trains.

“To the north of Arras we have 
taken two lines of trenches, and 
beaten back violent counter-attack. 
We have made some prisoners and 
Inflicted on the enemy heavy los­
ses.

The last he wrote waa a description of 
the amazing Christmas truce, govern­
ments officially to. enter into such an 
agreement. It did not reach England 
until two weeks after his death.

“We are haring the most extraor­
dinary Christmas day imaginable.” 
wrote Capt. Miles. "A sort of unar­
ranged and quite unauthorized but per­
fectly understood and scrupulously ob­
served truce exists between us and 
friends in front A regular soldiers’ 
peace! The thing started last night 
soon after dusk, when the Germans 
started shouting ‘Merry Christmas, 
Englishmen,’ to us. * Of course our 
fellows shouted back, and presently 
large numbers of both sides had left 
their trenches unarmed >nd met in the 
debatable, shot-riddled, no-man’s-land 
•between the lines.

"Here the agreement came to be 
made that we should not fire at each 
other tiH after midnight FH 
There was a half-moon and the ground 
was covered with hoar-frost, and one 
could see dim shapes wandering about 
or standing round in grgups, English 
and Germans, where It would have been 
death to have shown a whisker an 
hour or two before. The men were all 
fraernizing In the middle (we natural­
ly did not allow them too close to our 
line) and swopped cigarettes and lies 

|in the utmost good-fedlowship. Not a 
shot was fired aH night.

Barbed Wire Terror.
“Today I took the opportunity ctf 

getting a close view of their wire en­
tanglements and upon my word I am 
sorry I did.

gers. It justifies so extreme a measure 
—which must still be regarded as lit­
tle more than an Impotent threat—by 
asserting that the English plan Is 
not only to strike at Germany s mili­

tary strength, but also at the econo­
mic life of Germany, and. finally, 
through starvation, doom the enure 
population of Germany to destruction.

Such utterances have to be liberal­
ly discounted for rhetorical overstate­
ment.

sibly with an enlarged range of activl-Montreal, Feb. 17—Mr. J. J. derrick, 

M. P., Port Arthur, (Ont), and presi­
dent of Carrick Limited, real estate 
dealers, In Montreal, has been appoint­
ed assistant "eye witness" of the Ca­
nadian contingent which is 
the firing line In France.

Belgium has 
all necessary raw material and, If it 
could sell even a small part of the 
stock now on hand, this sale would 
provide funds with which to finance 
the business in all the lace making 
centres. The only thing needed to start 
this Industry and keep it going is to 
find a foreign market for the lace and 
to obtain authority to export the fonish- 
ed product"

Walker successionThe Northampton Echo has publish­

ed an Interesting letter from Captain 
Charles E. F. Rich, Governor of North­
ampton Prison, who Is now serving in 
Belgium with his old regiment, the 1st 
Battalion of the Lincolnshire Regi­
ment Many of Captain Rich’s friends, 
and the friends of his family, in Chip­
penham and other parts of Wiltshire, 
also will like to see what he has to 
say. The letter, which is written after 
two and half months’ experience at 
the seat of war, opens with & refer­
ence to the Boys’ Brigade, lp which 
he was warmly interested in North­
ampton, and an acknowledgment of 
the ready response from these lads 
and from his friends generally in 
Northampton to appeals for comforts 
for the sailors and soldiers. Captain 
Rich proceeds:

It Is rather difficult to write much 
about the war and the battle we are 
still engaged In because of the pro­
hibitive nature of the censorship, but 
one can to a certain extent explain 
one’s own experiences.

One of the things that has impres­
sed itself on my mind most perman­
ently was the sound of the first “Jack 
Johnson” rippling. If I may so ex­
press it, through the air. It came fair* 
ly early,- too, as the regiment was 
marching to the front line trenches 
at the time. We were still some two 
miles or so from (he firing line when, 
without much warning, 
above our heads a noise something 
like running water as it ripples over 
stones. Then, eighty yards -to our 
right, “crump!” and a fine ready-made 
duck pond was produced.

We marched through what# must 
have been a charming village, but the 
wreck, devastation, and ruin of that 
village would make any heart ache. 
All the little household geds 
still hanging on the walls exposed to 
the air. The whole of one side of a 
house I noticed practically blown out, 
the roof off, and the washing still 
hanging on a line as It was put out 
to dry in the kitchen, but hastily left 
when the German shells commenced 
to fall.

The first advance in pitch darkness 
to the firing line trenches, is to say 
the least of it, Jumpy work. One feels 
so absolutely at sea In a country one 
has never seen by daylight, with shots 
flying about all over the place, and 
not knowing In the least whence they 
are coming; but one gets settled down 
after a time, and business commences 
as usual.

My regiment have had their share 
of the hard work, and have done mag­
nificent service, and I am proud to be 
able to say It They have saved the 
situation time aftqr time. They have 
suffered as any regiment is bound to 
who have been through what they 
have had to face. They captured a 
whole battery of German guns and 
killed every man in it. They have been 
faced by fearful odds and stood like 
rocks.

The greater part of the credit for 
this Is due to the Commanding Officer. 
K ever a man ought to have a Vic­
toria Cross with two or three bars 
on It he ought He Is always in the 
thick of the fighting and always ready 
to help any one in difficulty. Wounded 
three times—fortunately only slightly 
—he is here still full of life and spirit, 
ever cheerful and continually in the 
firing line trenches, encouraging offi­
cers and men. A regiment cannot help 
but do well with such a lead. We all 
know, of course, lhat his services will 
be recognised, but 
great for him; and there isn’t one of 
the round dozen men In the regiment 
who have already earned the Distin­
guished Conduct Medal who wouldn’t 
pin it on their colonel tomorrow If he 
could.

I must tell you two or three little 
things that have happened, which go 
to show you the reputation the regi­
ment have earned out here.

One night the regiment was ordered 
out in a hurry where help was requir­
ed. A certain General was riding by 
and, to the dark, said: “What regi­
ment Is this?” Someone answered “The

Lincoln», sir." “Oh, we’re all right, 
then,” replied the General.

After an attack we were called upon 
to make against a very strong position 
a short time ago we were marching 
back along a toad and passed a Scotch 
regiment. A man said, “There are the 
Lincolns ; they were charging again 
last night?’

I could tell you many more Incidents 
but the only other one I will mention 
is what an officer said the other day 
to another regarding a rumor there 
had been concerning the lose of some 
trenches. This officer, who belonged 
£o a Scotch regiment, asked what regi­
ments were in the brigade or division 
that were supposed to have lost their 
trenches. The other mentioned the 
So and So'e, etc., and the Lincolns. 
"Then 1 don’t believe it,” said the 
Scotchman, "for no German ever got 
through the Idncolns.”

m Egypt Is that affairs are distinctly 
on the up grade, and that the genera! 
situation is rapidly improving. When 
forming any estimates as to the true 
position» In Egypt from a commercial 
point of view, it must always of course, 
be borne in mind that the country Is 
a purely argrlcultural one. There ere 
no coal or metal mines, nor are there 
any national Industries. The only man­
ufactured article produced and export­
ed Is sugar.

Other exports consist of cotton, 
;ereals, and other products of the soil 
n their natural state. Indeed It may 
>e said that the entire wealth of the 
country is derived from Its cultivated 
land which, as all the world knows, 
when Irrigated with the brown water 
of the Nile will yield two or even three 
crope a year.

As Egypt sella her cotton and the 
bulk of her other crops to countries 
abroad, receiving In exchange manu­
factured articles of every description 
required by her people. It will be seen 
that the outbreak of the present war 
Ini Europe necessarily created a posi­
tion of great difficulty as far as Egypt 
Is concerned. The whole of her Im­
ports from Belgium, Germany, Austria 
and Russia were suddenly cut off. In­
cluding as they did such necessary ar­
ticles as Iron work, building material, 
ready-made clothing, dyes, artificial 
tadlgo, woolem and cotton stuffs, and 
firewood, the sudden stoppage brought

not only hardship to the native con- 
•umer, but also In dtafiy cases ruin 
to the European Importer.

But far more serious than that was 
the stoppage « exports, because from 
these exports Is derived the income of 
the vaet majority of the population. 
The^netive grower rehes on the sale 
of Me cotton to pay off bis debts and 
settle the year's accounts all round.

If you can arrange with your gov­
ernment to send over samples of the 
timber and have them cut and creoso- 
ted here, l would be pleased to put 
them down in the street and see bow 
they stood the traffic. But I may say 
that this council has, since Its incep­
tion, refused to be at= any cost with 
respect to purchasifi* new paving ma­
terials, and In some cases has even 
refused to put them down unless the 
applicants deposit S sum to pr 
for the reinstatement of the ordinary 
paving in case the'topertmental ma­
terial failed.

Sufficient blocks of each kind should 
be sent to pave an area not less than 
thirty square yards; the depth of the 
blocks should be five Inches measur­
ed along the grain; the width three 
inches; and the length of the block 
eight or nine inches.

The Austrians could 
not get across fast enough, there was 
so much confusion—too many wanting 
to get over at one thne. The Servian 
artillery was shooting at them all the 
time. Presently the middle of the 
bridge went down. The men and the 
horses and the carriages and the wag­
ons all went down together. They 
were pinned down by the masses of 
stone; but there -were so many of them 
that they filled up the river and stuck 
up above the -water. It was so 1»ad 
that our people couldn't clegr it up- 
so there is an awful odor all over the 
town.

“She says that the Austrians brought 
17,000 wounded, thinking that they 
were going to stay for months—and 
perhaps forever. They turned over 
quantities of them to Dr. Ryan at the 
American Red Croes Hospital.

"Gen. Franck, the Austrian comman­
der, made a remark—and he must 
have made It to Dr. Ryan, although 
my sister doesn’t say so.

Grouiti* is an American by 
birth;..but Miss Losanlch ie a Serbian, 
with the black hair and burning black 
eyes of the Slavs, and boasting twen­
ty years perhaps. Her sister, Mme. 
Marincdvitch, Is wife of. the Serbian 
Minister of Commerce and Agricul­
ture. It wag Mme. Marincovich who 
had written the letter. '

Just had this letter from my 
sister In Serbia," cried Mise Losanlch, 
when a friend called; and she waved 
In one hand a do*en sheets closely 
written In a script that resembled 
Russian. ’Tvs hardly had time to 
read it. myself. But we wUl sit down 
and translate It Into English, if you 
say.

Took Many Hostage».
“She says here that, when the Aus­

trians had to leave Belgrade, they took 
1,200 people ea hostages—non-eombat 
ants, you know. When they came Into 
the city, first, they gave 
that all*non-combatants would be safe; 
hut tor the last few dare before they 
left, no non-combatant could walk on 
the street without being taken up as 
a hostage.

"Just Imagine, it says here that they 
even took a little boy. He can fight 
when he le older, they say. You know 
the Turks used to do that. They 
came and took our boys of nine and 
ten years, and trained them as soldiers 
In their Janissaries; and when they 
bad forgotten their own country, they 
sent them back to fight against it. 
It Is terrible, Isn’t It!

"The Austrians too* the furniture 
from our people’s houses and carried 
It across the River Save to the Slmltn. 
They behaved frightfully, my sister 
says; brought all kinds of people with 
them, Including women from the very 
lowest class; broke Into the houses 
and stole the ladies toilettes. One 
lady with many beautiful dresses found 
them all cut to ribbons when she got 
back to Belgrade.

"The Austrians brought lots of tea 
and crackers and conserves with them 
Some soldiers had taken a lady’s 
evening gown and pinned strawberries 
from strawberry Jam all over it in 
appropriate places, and laid the gowa 
out for the lady to see.”

A merry smile Illuminated Miss 
Losanich’s face as she read this part 
of the letter.

Everybody knows the story of the 
deliverance of Belgrade: how the lit­
tle Serbian army fall back for strate­
gic reasons as the Austrians entered 
the city, but finally, after seventeen 
days of fighting without rest (for the 
Serbian army has had no reserves 
since the Turkish war), knit Its forces 
together, and drove the Austrians 
headlong out of the capital.

King Peter rode at the head of his 
army. Shrapnel from the Austrian 
guns was still bursting over the city. 
But the people were too much over­
joyed to mind. They lined the side­
walks and threw flowers as the troops 
passed. The soldiers marched In close 
formation; the sprays clung to them, 
and they became a moving flower 
garden. The scream of an occasional 
•hell was drowned In the cheers.

They are emotional people, these 
Serbians. And something told them 
that, even with death and desolation 
«11 about them, they had reason to be 
elated. A few hours before, the Aus­
trians had been established in Bel­
le de, confident that they 

*F\£iay for months. If not 
w.VRy they were fleeing headlong over 
the River Sav.e, their commissariat 
flammed at the bridge, their fighting 
men in a rout.
