London, June 1.--Ninety bombs
were dropped in the raid on London
last night by Zeppelin airships. Four
persons were killed and a few were
injured. No public building was dam-
aged. This information was given out
officially today.

“In amplification of the information
which, appeared in this moOrning's
newspapers, the following partioulars
of last night's Zeppelin raid in the
metropolitan are now available for
publication: r

“Last pight about ninety bombs,
most of them of an incendiary char-
acter, were dropped from hostile air-
charft in various localities not far
distant from each other. A number
of fires, of which only three were
large enough to require the services
of fire engines, broke out. All of them
were promptly and effectively dealt
with and only one of them mecessitated
@ district call. The fires all were
caused by the incendiary bombs re-
ferred to.

“No public building was injured,

but a number of private premises
were damaged by fire or water.

“The number of casulalties is small
so far as has at present been ascer-
tained, one infant, one boy, one man
and one woman were killed, and an-
other woman was so seriously injured
that her life is despaired of.

“A few other private citizens were
geriously injured, bdut the precise
number has not yet been ascertained.

“Adequate police arrangements in-
cluding the calling out of special con-
stables, enabled the situation to be
kept thoroughly in hand at all times.”

Washington, June 1.—President Wil-

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Jury Out Only Five Minutes —
Downing Sentenced to Ten
Years in the Penitentiary,

Hopewell Cape, June 1.—Sensation-
al proceedings marked close of the
trial of Mrs. Johnson yesterday when
the jury after they had been out only
five minutes returned with the verdict
not guilty. Mr. Justice Crocket sen-
tenced Jethro Downing to ten years in
the penitentiary,

Court opened yesterday at nine-thir-
ty o'clock, Daniel Mullin, K. C.,, ap-
pearing for the crown, Mr. Hanington
for the defense. The first witness cal-
led was Geo. R. Rideout, chief of po-
lice, Moncton, who at the time of
Downing's arrest was sworn in as a
special constable to make the arrest
and to search the Downing premises.
The witness produced a bundle of let-
ters, correspondence from the prison-
er to Downing found in the Downing
premises which were identified. Mr.
Rideout also gave evidence concerning
certain statements made by Mrs. John-
son in regard to her relations with
Downing, Mr. Hanington objected to
the letters being received as evi-
dence, and also claimed that the ver
bal siatement should not be revealed,
as the statements were made under
the protection of the court, Both
were ruled out.

Some fourteen witnesses were exam-
ined and Mr. Hanington objected that
none of their evidence in any way im-
plicated Mrs. Johnson in the charges
set out in the indictment against her.

At the noon hour Mr. Hanington
agked the judge to be allowed to re-
tire as he had important cases in the
county court at Dorchester that after-
noon at two o'clock. He asked that
Mr. A. W. Bray be allowed to further
defend the prigouner. This was granted.

At the afternoon session Dr. Murray
of Albert was sworn and described
the effect of Paris green on the body
and the swallowing of ground glass.
He was cross-examined by Mr. Bray
and at this stage of the court ‘Mr.
Bray asked that the whole evidence
be withdrawn or that the jury bring
in the verdict not guilty on the evi-
dence on record.

Mr. Mullin opposed this, stating that
he had some evidence to go to the jury
and that he had one new witness to
call, a Mrs. Bowder of Sussex. The
judge decided to grgnt Mr. Bagy's mo-
tion, on the ground :these was no
evidence before hukmmg to impHi-
c¢ate Mrs. Johnson in any plot against
her husband.

The judge therefore addressed the
jury as follows: “Gentlemen of the
jury, I feel it my duty to inform you
at this stage that I consider there is
no evidence before the court which
can sustain any of the counts in the
indictment against the prisoner. I
therefore instruct you to retire and
bring in a verdict of not guilty.

The jury retired and after five min.
utes returned to the court, Wm. F.
Wilson, the foreman, stated that they
found Mrs. Johnson, the prisoner, not
guilty. His Honor admonished Mrs.
Johnson telling her under the evidence
given that he deemed her undeér the
banefull influence of Jethro Downing
and that under his influence had done
the things which had brought her to
her present position. The judge con-
tinued and said that her future life
should be.an honorable and upright
one and he declared the prisoner free.

On motion of Mr. Mullin the prison-
er, Downing, was brought into the
court. The judge said: “You have
been found guilty by a jury of your
countrymen, The evidence disclosed
in your case a circumstance the most
fearful disclosed in an court in the
Province of New Brunswick.

FIGHT LASTED
LESS THAN )

Capture of Ablalp
.Nazaire by French an
easy task—400 of enemy
surrounded in a body.

Paris, June 1—The official eye-wit-
ness today gives supplementary. de-
tails of the capture by French forces
of the town of Ablain-St, Nazaire, to
the northwest of Arras.

“French troops,” the writer says, “on
May 12, occupied most of the position
and on May 28 and 29 succeeded in
completing its capture. In the first
attack we occupied many houses and
important vantage points but the Ger-
mans clung tenaciously to the church
and cemetery. It was through the cen-
tre of the village and in and around
the cemetery, therefore, that the hot-
test fighting took place.

“On May 28, the same division which
had distinguished itself by the cap-
ture of Carency, taking 2,700 prison-
ers in four days began the attack, The
commander of the French forces knew
exactly the enemy’s strength—five
quick-firers in the cemetery and four
quick-firers stationed dn a priest's
house—as well as many other details,
including knowledge of the low morale
of the troops to which the German pri-
soners had attested.

“Before the attack was begun a
heavy fire was directed on the ground
behind the cemetery, thus effectively
preventing the enemy from advancing
any reinforcements, Bravely charging
over the broken ground our troops
were not long in attaining their ob-
jective, dispersing the Germans be-
fore them and quickly attaining the
low rise on which the cemetery is situ-
ated. Other soldiers executed a flank
movement and attacked and routed the
Germans.

“The position was being quickly or-
ganized when a strange apparition ap.
peared. It was a thick column of the
enemy running toward us. We believs
ed at first that it was a counter-attack
and we prepared to resist it. But the
men were all unarmed and with hands
raised above their heads they were giv-
ing themselves up, racing at full speed
across the cemetery in fear of their
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BERLIN REPORTS
SAY FRENCH WERE
DRIVEN BACK

Berlin, June 1, via London (6 p. m.)
—The war office gave out the follow-
ing statemenft today:

“The French yesterday attempted
to break through further north, An
attack on a front of two and one-half
kilometres (about one and one-half
miles), directed against our positions
between the Souchez-Bethune road
and the brook at Carency, broke down
under our fire with heavy losses to
the enemy, The only point at which
hand-to-hand fighting developed was
west of Souchez.”

“In the forest of Le Pretre we suc-
ceeded in recapturing the greater part
of our lost trenches. Here the enemy
suffered considerabe losses.

“In other sectors our artillery had
sofne  gratifying successes. = As  the
result of one full hit ‘on the French
camp to the south of Mourmelon-Le-
grand between thrée hundred and
four hundred horses broke loose and
rushed about in all directions. Nu-
merous vehicles, including many mo-
tor cars, quickly left the camp.

“A munitions depot of the enemy,
situated at a point north of Saint Me-
nehould and northeast of Verdun,, was
blowni up. As a reprisal for the bom-
bardment of the open town of Ludwig-
shafen we threw numerous bombs
last night on wharves and docks of
London. Enemy airmen last night
bombarded Ostend, damaging some
houseg without causing any other in-
jury.

“In the eastern theatre of war:

“Near Amboten, fifty kilometres

own guns whose fire was more deadly
than that of the enemy,
dred Germans including seven officers,
arrived breathless in our trenches.
The whole action lasted but fifteen
minutes.

“During the night and the follow-
ing morning the whole village was
captured from the several hundred
soldiers holding the position.

It' could hardly be otherwise,
for the Bersaglieri, or Light Infantry,
will rank with
the finest soldiers enrolled under any

of the Italian army,

of the banners now flying on the bat:
t.leﬁé\ds of France, Austria or Galicia.
The Bersaglieri occupy the same place
in Italian military reckoning as the
Life Guards of Britain, the Prussian
Guards of Germany and the Cossacks
of Russia. Up to the present war the
Prussian Guards were counted as the
finest soldiers in continental Europe,
but events have shown that they
could not stand up to the crack Eng-
lish regiments when it came to breast
to breast fighting, the fighting where
mettle counts.

The Italian Bersaglieri are the
flower of the army, athletes every one
of them, inured to hardship and pecu-
liarly well adapted for campaigning
in the country to which their efforts
are likely to be confined. They are in
the front of the advance, where the
brunt of the fighting force will strike,
and may be depended upon to give &
good account of themselves.

The endurance of the Bersaglieri has
been proven on several occasions,
Some years ago, during the Russian
Japanese war the Japanese set up
some wonderful marching records and
it was then held that no European
troops could equal them. The Bersag-
lieri accepted the challenge and in
tests made during military manoeu-
vres, not only equalled the record but
beat it beside finishing in excellent
condition.

The word Bersaglieri, really means

marksmen”’, and such a splendid po-
sition does the corps occupy that it is
not uncommon to find three genera-
tions consecutively represenied in the
vanks. They claim direct descent
from the little army of 70,000 men
who faced the Austrians in the war of
1848 in a gallant but fruitless struggle
for liberty. This time they are also
fighting for the liberation of their
countrymen but with much better pros-
pects of success, for the entrance of
Italy into the war will undoubtedly
turn the scale so heavily against Ger-
many that Italy at the end of it will
find herself allied with a combination
of the world’s most powerful nations
and in a better position than ever to
work out her plans for a larger place

ment says it “is investigating,”
and then proceeds to advance the
naive suggestion that there might
be another investigation under
the auspices of the Hague agree-
ment. In the light of Germany's
continued bréach. in letter and
in spirit, of practically every
article of that agreement, is it not
an insult to the government of
the United States and to the intel-
ligence of the American people
for Germany to come forward at
this late hour with a proposal to
submit to the Hague the protec-
tion of American rights?

“Scarcely less thinly veiled is
the insult contained in Germany's
recommendation to the ‘attentive
examination’ of the United States
what it is pleased to call ‘facts’
in the Lusitania case—facts not
substantiated and which cannotl
be substantiated, and which would
have no real bearing on the issue
if they were substantiated. Here
is plain intimation that the United
States has not been protecting ‘ts
own neutrality, that it has not
been attending to its own business,
or that it went off ‘half cock’ in
protesting against the slaughter
of the Americans who were pas-
sengers upon the ill-fated vessel.”

How two St. John soldiers, brothers,
met on the battlefields of France is
graphically told by Gordon Nuttall in
an interesting letter to his mother,
Mrs, Johin T, Nuttall, of 140 City
Road, Mrs, Nuttall received her let-
ter yesterday afternoon. It was writ:
ten from France on May 18th and is
as follows:

_Dear Mother and Father:

Just a few lines to let you kmow I
am in good health., We have moved
twice since we left Ypres. When we
started to move at 5 o’clock one night
1 kad to stop the team on account of
a fellow’s horse jumping into the ditch.
At that a battalion came along. I was
waiting for them to pass and asked a
fellow what brigade that was. He said
“the second.” I asked if the 10th bat-
talion was attached and he said “yes.”
Well, they were on the 'march and
looked somewhat tired so I kept my
eyes open. They are surely a fine
body of men, I heard a few kicking
about the march as they must have
been into action by their looks and
were shifting into another place. As
our team was ditched, and we were
getting fixed up, we took the road.
One fellow says: “Get that team out
of the way as we want all the room
we can get.” I hope they kept right
on to Berlin,

Well, I kept my eyes on that brigade
all right and who should I see but
“Red.” I sang out “Good Red,” and he
jumped out of the ranks in no time,
grabbed me by the hands and we just
looked each other over. When his pla-
toon found out who we were they just
let go. He is sergeant of No, 15 Pla-
toon and they are sure fond of him as
he took some tobacco over. I also told
him you had shipped ‘more. He says
“Gordon, I am just in my glory,” and
he looked his part. He says: “I am
pleased to be with such a fine body of
men and they can play the game.,”
They are certainly witih him all right
fobthey would hot move until we were
through. I'have seemt him twice since.
They are getting fixed here now
and that is the way to be. Well, Pad,
we taught them a lesson at Ypres; if
they are out for slaughter we can give
it to them and they surely got it good.
But it is in a battle like this that you
find out the good ones. I can tell you
Lieut, Leavitt is some man and no
mistake. He and I have been in some
narrow shaves and I wonder how we
got through.

Makes Case of Much
Impeortance.

The international joint commission
had a session extending over five days
in St. Paul in an endeavor to settle
the difference between the United
States and Canada growing out of the
uses of the waters of the St. Mary's
and Milk rivers, which are situate in
Montana, Southern Alberta and Sou-
thern Saskatchewan.

Canadians had constructed an frri-
gation canal for the irrigation of the
southern portions of the two provin-
ces. About 500,000 acres of this is
capable of sustaining a population of
about 50,000 if properly irrigated: In
as much as both streams took most
of their waters from the republie, the
United States claimed the right to
appropriate the water of both rivers
for the purpose of irrigating the low
lands of the Milk river to the extent
of about 500,000 acres. With irriga-
tion these lands would be worth from
$50 to $200 per acre.

The irrigable tracts in both coun-
tries are semi-arid and crops in both
have been very uncertain, and in‘the
last three years crops have absolutely
failed. With irrigation these tracts
would become as fertile as the valley
of the Nile or the Ganges.

The scheme of the republic was to
dig a catml intercepting the waters of
the two rivers and carrying them
down to the lands in Montana.
After a long diplomatic negotiation
a treaty was entered into between the
United States and Great Britain by
which the two rivers were to be con-
sidered as one and their waters were
to be equally divided between the two
countries, giving to the United States
a prior appropriation of 500 second
feet in the Milk river, and giving to
Canada prior appropriation of 500 sec-
ond feet in the St. Mary's river.
At the hearing in St. Paul twenty-
three appearances were made. These
appearances were made for the Unit-
ed States, Canada, Montana, Saskat-
chewan, Alberta, Canadian Pacific
Railway, Northern Pacific Railway and
several irrigation associations.
The main question' under discussion
at the hearing was the meaning of the
words “waters of the Milk river” and
“waters of the St Mary's river’
Canada contended that these express-
ijons had to be taken in their natural
sense, viz.: All the waters of the two
rivers. The Americans contended
that the words had to be taken in a
restricted sense, and meant only some
waters of these rivers or, in other
words, particular portions of these
rivers
The Americans put up a stiff fight,
contending that Canada had no right
whatever at international law to have
a stream, which in natural condition
would flow from the United States to
(anada to continue so to flow.
The Canadians contended that the
ontrary was the case,

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“True enough,” was the reply. “Hard
to judge distances and all that sort of
thing in the air. Then, a plane can
£0 three ways at once, and by the time
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five hours our seventy-fives had sprin-
kled them, but, constantly reinforced,

position until dark. It would have
been' madness to try to take the brid-
ge, for a number of machine guns
were trained upon it.

Both Vehicles Were at Top
Speed When Crash
Came,

A thrilling accident occurred on the

-| corner of Charloite and Duke streets

last night, about 9.20 o'clock, when
the new motor fire engine crashed into
No. 1 chemical. Both pleces of appara-
tus were badly damaged, while M. J.
Burns, a member of No. 1 hook and
ladder company, had one of his ankles
badly injured and was conveyed to
his home in Waiter Golding's automo-
bile.

The fire apparatus was responding
to an alarm from box 41 for a fire in
the Eastern Steamship Corporation
warehouse at Reid’s Point. On this
occasion there was quite a gathering
of men and women on the southwest
corner of Charlotte and Duke streets.
No, 1 hose team had responded and
was well down the street on the way
to the fire, when No, 1 chemical with
a pair of horses driven by Lawrence
Mahoney, was seen running down
Charlotte street at a fast rate. Im-
mediately after the chemical came the
new motor fire engine, The motor was
quickly gaining on the horses, and a
rowd of interested spectators assem-
bled on the curbstone to admire the
machine as she swept by.

Swings to Right.

Driver McKenney was at the steer-
ing wheel. Driver Mahoney with* the
chemical was keeping on the left side
of the street, and when nearing Duke
the motor engine swung to the right
hand side, of the road, and it looked
as it Dr"m '\IcKenney was pulling
out for the purpose of going past the
chemical. - When Driver Mahoney
reached a point near Dick's drug
store he pulled to the right, intending
to go down Duke stréet. The motor
engine was right on top of her, as Driv-
er McKenney expected that the team
ahead of him would proceed straight
down Charlotte. Being on the right
hand side of the street at the time
there was not room enough for the
motor engine to turn into Duke strect
in the same direction as the chemical,
and having such a headway, there was
no time to bring her to a stop, the re-
sult being that the big five ton motor
crashed into the rear of the chemi

WAREHOUSE DAMAGED
BY FIRE LAST MIGHT

Cargo From Steamship
Governor Cobb Canses
Lively Blaze.

1.OSS EXCEEDS $1,000

The warehouse of the Eastern
Steamship Corporation, and the con-
tents of the e at Reed’s Point,
was last night damaged by fire td the
extent of about $1,000,

The steamer Governor Cobb arrived

driving the horses and chemical ap-
paratus up against a telegraph' pole.
The horses escaped injury. The cen-
tre section of the chemical was crush.
ed against the pole, and there it re-
mained, locked and damaged. Driver
Mahoney was not injured. The pipe
man, M, J. Burns, of the ladder com-
pany, and the engineer, Thomas, were
on the rear step. They escaped injury,
with the exception of Burns, whose
ankle was injured. That the three
men were not crushed to death is con-
sidered fortunate.

Motor Dgmaged.

The motor engine was considerably
damaged. Both fore springs were brok-
en, the radiator was smashed, as were
the headlights and fenders. The mo-

tor engine was only locked together
with the chemical for a few minutes
when she was backed clear a few feet,
but with the radiator broken the water
leaked clear, and Driver McKenney
sald it was not safe to try and run
her,
Pedestrians Escape.

When the two vehicles crashed to-
gether there was about a dozen or
more people standing on the corner.
They rushed into the street and it is
fortunate thdt some of them-were not
killed. A couple of women became
hysterical and had to be assisted away.
In a few moments about four hundred
people gathered about, Commissioner
McLé€llan was not long in maching the
scene of the id

in port yesternday afternoon about four
o'clock and among her cargo was
about a carload of cotton, along with
some vegetables, fruit, furniture, nets,
ete. This freight was placed in the
import warehouse. Shortly after nine
o'clock last night, it was discovered
that the section of the warehouse on
the harbor front was on fire and an
alarm was sent in from box 41. The
fire is supposed to have caught in the
cotton and had quite a start before it
was discbvered, for when the alarm
was sent in and the firemen arrived
on the scene, the flames bad burst
through the roof of the warehouse,
The whole harbor was brilliantly il
luminated by the flames and a large
crowd of people were attracted to the
spot. In a few minutes after the fire
apparatus had arrived, Chief Blake
had four good streams of water play-
ing on the fire. The powerful search-
light from the steameér Governor Cobb
was thrown on the building and greaj-
ly assisted the firemen in. their work.
It was a hand fight but in about three-
guarters of an hour the firemen had
the fire completely under control and
kept ths fire from eating its way into
the other sections of the large ware-
house which was piled full of expont
freight. 2

The bullding was badly damaged by
fire as was the contents, but it is
said that all is covered by insurance,
