Importation is Also Prohibited
by Order of Board of

Commerce.

PROVISION FOR -
SMALL LOT SALES

In"Lengthy Document Board
Says Trader Must Have
Share of Protection.

Ottawa, Oct. 13—The fixing of the
price of gramulated sugar at a price
not higher than twenty-one cents per
sound, plus freight, and the prohibi-
tion of importations of sugar are the
features of an order issued this even-
ing by the Board of Commerce of
Canada dealing with the sugar situa-
tion. The order remains in effect un-
till the end of the present year. Pro-
hibition of importation is provided
for in the following paragraphs of the
order.

“Whereas, ih the view of the Board
of Commerce of Canada, it is in the
public interest that the transactions
as‘to buying and selling of refined
sugar should be limited to certain
striotly defined chanmels, the Board
prescribes the following regulations
governing the same:

Regulations

(1) Refinens are restrained from
selling sugar, otherwise than to whole
salers, manufacturers or retailers and
such wholesalers, manufacturers or
retailers are restrained from buying
sugar otherwise than from such re-
finers.

(2) Wholesalers are restrained
from selling sugar to other than man-
ufacturers or retailers, and such man-
ufacturers or retailers are restralned
from buying sugar otherwise than
from such wholesalers.

Then follow regulations fixing the
maximum  price and making special
provisions governing sales in small

Maximum Price '

It is provided that wholesalers
must sell to retailers at a price which
willl enable them to resell at twenty
one cenis per pound and realize,
freight paid, a profit of two cents per
pound. The sale price by refiners
will include a commission of one half
oent per pound for the service of dis-
tributing to the Tetail trade,

It has been estimated, on a careful
calculation, that the amount saved
to the Canadian consumer as a result
of the action taken during tiis period
by government agencies regarding
sugar transactions was not less than
$20,000,000. In 1919 Capadian sugar
men, estimating the general situation,

more accurately perhaps than did
the refiners of the United States,

bought heavily of low priced susar,
buying more than the Canadian mark-
et seemed to justify and expecting to
market the surplas profitably by ex-
port. This was, however, preveuted
by an embargo on expori, there being|
still some apprehension of a susar
shortage, and Canadians had the
benefit of cheap and plentiful sugar.

London, Oct. 13—8ir Eric Geddes,
Minister of Transportation, is visiting
reland’ for the purpose of settling the
trouble be!ween the Government and
the Irish railwaymen, who, for some
time, have refused to operate trains
carrying military, according to a de
épatci to the Bvening News from Dub-

lin.
The correspondent says Sir Bric
had met the ralilway ‘managens and

the direcicrs of the railroads, together
with Sir Hamar Greenwood, the chief
secretary for Ireland, but that e
greatest secrecy is being observed
with regard to their delfberations.

He expresses the belief, however,
that the railway companies agreed to
try and carry out their obligations re-
garding priority for government traf-
fio, including the carrying of soldiers,
police an1 munitions, and that if they
are unsuccessful, they will lose the
government's subsidy. On ti» other
band, the correspondent i1ds, by ae-
quiescing in the governm~ut's demanq
they will stand a chance of seeing the
raflways close down by the refusal
of the ‘men to operate tham.

GREAT SPANISH
EXPOSITION IS
BEING PLANNED

Barcelona, Oct. 13.—Catalonia has
undertaken to present to the world's
approval one of the most extensive and
comprehensive expositions ever held
and although it is not to openuntil
1524 the preparations already are far
advanced. Under the supervision of
Gemeral Rubio, an engineer officer re-
cently retired from the Spanish army,
the slopes of Monjuich are being
tramsformed from an arid waste into
an artistically laid out garden in the
cemter of which the exposition build-
ings are being constructed.

The official title of the exposition is
to be the International Exposition of
Electrical Industries and the Geamer-
al Spanish Expesition. The ground
allotted by the government for the
purposes of the exposition is 270 acres
in extent, and if necessary-220 acres
will be added, this depending on the
amount of space asked for by exhi-
bitors. Up to the present arrange-
ments have been made for the erec-
tion of buildings covering a space of
2,200,000 square feet, and the archi-
tects have finished the plans and be-
gar the erection of the chief pav!l-
wns.

One of the features of the exposi-
tion is to be the Palace of Light,
where will be shown the most recent
inventions from all parts of the
world in - connection with electric
lighting. Other pavilions are to be da-
voted to exhibits of electrically preo-
pelled implements for agriculture and
industry

In the exclusively Spanish depart-
ment a great display is to be made of
the progress of Spain in industry, com-
merce, science, art and sochal life,
while the South American republics
are each to have a pavilion of their
own.

PARIS IS AGAIN

RUSSIA'S GREAT _
COTTON INDUSTRY
PRACTICALLY GONE

Factories and Machinery Bad-
ly : Are
Gone ‘and Workers Too.

Lopdon, Oct. 13.—~(The Associatea
Press,) —Russia’s great pre-war ootton
industty has suffered to such an ex-
tent during the revelution that it is
doubtful whethor many of the mlua
ever will be able to operate aga:
says Sir Charles Macam, an g,rgum
‘ithority in the 'world's cotton traoe,
in an interview in thé Yorkshire Pose.

Based ‘upon nformation obtalnea
from an Englishman who recently re
tureed from Rassia, whene for four-
teen years he was the manager or a
large cotton factory near Moscow, sar
Charles ostimates that of the 9,000,
000 spindies running in Russia berore
the revolution not more than 209,000
or 300,000 are now operating.

The experiguces of the Euglish
manager of the Mosvow factory were
told as an example of the methoas
empioyed by revolutionisis in dealmg
with one of Russia's great indust-m.:
assets, the textile factories in tne
Moscow déstrict. This particular mill
carried on all the processes from Coe
ton spinning to the finished produce,
17,000 workers having been employea
ander norural operating conditions,

industry Nationalizeo.

Wken the Bolsheviki assumed power
the whole cotton industry was nation-
alized. At every mill committees were
formed and finally, in October, 1914,
a decree was issued that all who haa
been connected with the former own-
ers would have to leave. , Wiith the ex-
perts gone, the mill stopped. After a
time attempts were made to me-start
it, but it was almest impossible to ce-
tain raw cotton. Small quantities were
obtained, which after being dilutea
with 756 per cent cent waste, was pur
through the processes.

The machinery now is in a very bau
state, in such a state, in fact, that =
would be almost impossible to operate
the factory properly, according to tae
information given Sir Charles. When-
ever machines are damaged, owner

machines are denuded of parts to re-

pair them.

Sir Charles stated that there was
little possibility of English workmem
going to Russia for employment
textile factories. Mills in Germany
and Austria were turning out only
from 25 to 30 per cent of the norma:
production, he swid, and English work-
ers faced the almost émpossible task
of making up for the four and a half
vears' stoppage of textile manufac
ture owing to the war.

In
the east because no stropg legai laws
prevent people fromn extreme rali-
glous fanaticism people's actions 'are
turned into savage attacks, No law
has been powerful enocugh to prevent
the perpetuation of these practices
and the people are submerged in a
sea of superstitions and dogmatism.

Cradle of Civilization

Ancient Persia was the cradl: of
civilization and refinement e
M’ddle Ages.
nd algebra were intriduce
rope from Persia. In the last two or
three centuries mamy causes assisted
to bring the decadence and degenera-
tion of the Persian people. Religious
prejudices were so strong the Persian
people were mot ready to accept the
modern ideas of civilization becanse
the promotion of those scientific prin-
ciples would destroy the rot of their|
tree of prejudices. A hundred years
ago there was hardly any modern «du-
cational system in Persia; the women
looked upon as inferior beilgs having
no special privileges of culture and
development. Polygamy and disorce
were nife.

The New Leader

Under these disheartening condi-
tions Baha'o'llah appeared on the
horizon of Persia and flooded that
land with the rays of new teachings.
This was_-about seventy }em ng0.
Through - the influence of his new
teachings the realm of thought under-
went a great change. He called on
the Persian pegple to display great
effort in education, the most impont-
ant problem of life. He advocated the
standardization of a universal system

" of education for all humanity so that
¥ the children of the world may receive

an equal share of knowledge and
science, no matter where they live,

Immediately after the spread of
these ideals new schools for the edu-
cation of the girls were founded, for
he said the education of girls is by far
mpre important than boys. The boys
may learn in the school of hard
knocks but the ginl becomes the po-
tential mother of the race and conse-
quently her education is of paramount
importdnce.

Baha'o’llah abrogated polygam:
repealed the law of divorce. Hayc:i:
gnhed the hearts of contradictory re-
ligions and made them united. He
made the Mohammadans, Zoroastrians
and the Jews to understand and be-
lieve in the divinity of Christ.

Wave of Persecution

The Persian Government being au
tocratic and the Mohammadan clergy
oligarchic more than twenty thous-
and Bahais were martyred and their
leaders banished: Even the Turkish
and Imperial Governments of Persia
united to exterminate them. They did
not like ha'o’llah because the pro-
motion of his teachings would mbt
have allowed them to practice poly~

| gamy and set aslde their wives when-

ever they pleased.

During the great world war the Rer-
sian Government fell into great dif-
ficulties. Persia is situated between
the countries of Russia, England and
Turkey. Because the large number
of government officials were Rahads
and because Baha'o’llah and Abdul
Baha had praised~“the justice of the
British Empire the Persian people did
not like to go on the side of the Cent.
ral Powers. From the beginning the
Persjan people were friendly to the
British Empire. The Turks and the
Russians in turn invaded the country,
pillaged and destroyed large towns
and villages whose inhabitants they

The officens of the steamer descrioe
conditicns in Hamburg, which are bue
@ counter part of those prevalent

are subsisting on black bread, pota.
toes and turnips. Flour and sugar
are especially scarce, although meat
is quite plentiful.

The steward of the Utsire eaid that
he gave a loaf of white bread to tne
wite of one of the 'longshoremen whe
came out to the steamer in a lighver
with her two young children. When
the little ones were given small sitices
from the loaf their faces became sur
fused in smiles, to them it was better
than all the candy in the world. As
they were but four and five years o
age, it was perhaps the first white
bread they had tasted. During tne
steamer's stay in Hamburg the ships
galley was ocontinually besieged by
workmen asking for food.

The sailors said that white rPooa
was scarce, and the people were stil{
kept oa retdons, those who had the
money and were able to pay exhorbi-
tant prices had of late been able to
get all the food they wanted.

Labor Unrest

The labor unrest caused to a large
extent by the changed money vaimes
and the depreciation of the German
mark was held responsible for muoh
of the present day amisery., As an .4-
lustration of the changed money value,
they said that suits of clothes whacm
cost 200 marks before the war, now
sold for Z,000.

The Utsire was held on her arrtva.
in Hamburg by a strike among the
‘longshcremen. *© The men were get-
ting 48 marks a day and acked for
60. A compromise was made, ana
they went back to work for 61. Be-
fore the war they earned from 10 to
12 marks a day.

Girls Out of Employment

During the war the street cars and
other public services in Germany were
run by young girls, but after peace
was signed the men were re-instated
with th> resuit that in Hamburg aione
over 20,000 girls were thrown out ot
work and are practically destitute so-
day. Mdrals have become very lax as
& consequence.

The theatres and restaurants are
kept wide open until midnight and
pilety is rampant. 1t is not consider-
€d safe,*however, to be on the streets
alone after derk.

The greater part of the German peo-
ple are working industriousty, never-
theless, the workmen spend little on
beer or liquor, and are putting away
wiwat they can, hoping for a better
day. Some long again for the Kaiser,
while otherx cumse him and wish tife
Crown Prince in the deepest.pit of
hell.

The Nciwegians state that high
prices and labor unrest have also been
in their homeland, anu
that amity for Germany is a thins
of the past. During the war 400 ships
and 2,000 Norwegian sailors were sent
to the bottom of the sea by German
submarnines.
