tended convention in the Opera House this 
afternoon Premier Robinson, Hon. F. J. 
Sweeney, A. B. Copp and CVM. Legere were 
unanimously selected as the government tick­
et In Westmorland. Speeches accepting the 
nomination were made by the candidates. A 
series of resolutions was passed, the most im­
portant of which suggested amendments to 
the highway act and inquiring Into the school 
book question.

A public meeting was held In the Opera 
House tonight addressed by the candidates.

The premier told a labor delega­
tion that an old age pension would bring 
criminals from 
Sir Richard Cartwright, 
the senate, feared that old 
lions would discourage thrift. Those who 
studied the question did not agree with 
this. The annuity system which Sir Rich­
ard proposes, would only be accepted by 
the upper strata of the working classes. 
This was shown by Lord Aberdare’s com­
mission in Britain.

At point Lepreaux the like of the gale 
had not been experienced for many years. 
Robert Belding, the lighthouse keeper, re­
ports that the wind tore along at the rats 
of seventy miles an hour and that at one 
time it reached the phenomenal rate of 
eighty-four. Not since the Saxby gale has 
the wind been so violent. Considerable 
damage was done.

Mr. Belding said the wind had such force 
that he was obliged to crawl on his bandé 
and knees from his house to the lighthouse 
in order to tend his lights as he could no, 
stand before the fury of the wind. The 
house stands on a brow overlooking the 
bay and so great was the force of the gale 
that several hogsheads near the house were 
filled with salt water which was carried up . 
bv the wind.

Mr. Belding said he had heard a report 
from Dipper Harbor and that the schoon­
er Alice May had run against the break­
water there and had her stern damaged, 
also two wharves were destroyed.
