It was pointed out that the Minis­
ter’s duty was to give the interpretation of his 
own resolution, and not shelter himself behind 
an Order in Council. He then gave one inter- 
pretation, and subsequently the Finance Min- 
ister gave another. As might be expected, 
they differ from each other, and surely it is 
unreasonable to expect that Custom House 
officers will agree in an interpretation of the 
resolution, when the members of the Govern- 
ment introducing it do not agree. The follow­
ing are the interpretations :—The Minister of 
Customs said ; If any portion of consignment 
shipped direct for Canada be broken, say at 
New York, the remainder reaching Canada will 
be subject to differential duties, and not treat- 
ed as a direct importation. The Minister of 
Finance said: If any portion, &e., would not 
be subject to differential duties, and would be 
regarded as a direct importation. The follow­
ing were three admissions by the Finance Min­
ister during the debate on the various items of 
the tariff this afternoon :—L It will increase 
the price of coal and iron, therefore the pro­
tection on agricultural implements was impos­
ed in order to compensate the manufacturers. 
This means that the price of agricultural im­
plements will be increased to the farmer. 2. 
An increased revenue of $2,000,000 is expected 
from the new tariff. When asked to state the 
increased revenue expected on special items, 
be could not do so. It is not unreasonable, 
under the circumstances, to suppose that his 
estimate of the total increase is purely conjec- 
tural. 3. That while the manufacturer will be 
allowed a drawback on the raw material im­
ported for the manufacture of goods intend­
ed for export, the Canadian farmer will not be 
allowed a drawback on Indian corn imported 
by him to feed cattle for the export trade.

He 
was a gentleman of much literary genius and 
attainments, and as a linguist, vocalist and 
musician, few in the State equalled him, cer­
tainly none surpassed him.

from the time of the union. In Mr. Mac­
kenzie’s time the British Columbians insisted 
that the road should be commenced on the 
Pacific side before the surveys were com­
pleted and it was possible to determine prop­
erly where the terminus should be. Their 
clamors led the Colonial Secretary to inter­
pose in their behalf, and Mr. Mackenzie, 
yielding to this pressure, undertook to build 
the road from Lake Superior to the Pacific 
in fifteen years, and to build a railroad at 
once on Vancouver’s Island from Esqui- 
mault to Navaine. This latter part of the 
bargain he was prevented, by the votes of the 
well drilled Tory majority in the Senate, 
from carrying out, and he refused to com­
mence operations on the main land on the 
Pacific side until the tedious surveys were 
all completed. These surveys were pressed 
forward with all practicable speed, and they 
cost over three millions of dollars. After the 
close of last session the route was decided 
upon, but the selection did not meet the 
wishes of the people of Vancouver’s Island. 
During this time the Legislature talked of 
secession, and Sir John A. Macdonald then 
pretended to regard their talk as a threat of 
serious danger to the Dominion. He spoke 
of it too, as if there was much to provoke it, 
and indeed he was charged with having, for 
mere party purposes, done all he could to 
create disaffection in that Province. When 
Lord Dufferin visited British Columbia, de­
monstrations of dissatisfaction and disaffec-

that another position is to be fortified now 
by the British as a basis for operations 
against the Zulus in the head of their own 
territory. This they will probably neither 
beleaguer nor attempt to carry by storm, but 
the forces sent through their country to 
encounter and subdue them will, no doubt, 
meet with an obstinate and bloody resist­
ance. If the Boers rise against British 
power also, as they threaten, this war in 
South Africa will become, by no means, a 
little war. Indeed it is more than that now. 
Additional reinforcements are to be sent 
from England immediately. The prevailing 
opinion in England to-day seems to be that 
those who so wantonly plunged the country 
into this inglorious war did ill service to the 
country.

The British Government do not wish that 
the British army should be obliged to 
advance any further into Afghanistan, and 
much has been done to induce Yakoob 
Khan to treat. He has consented to receive 
Major Cavignaic at Cabul, and perhaps an 
arrangement will be made there which will 
put an end to the war, but if it be not, then 
the army must advance, and to enable it to 
do this with safety, and to maintain its com­
munications, a large additional force must 
at once be moved up from India. Every 
mile the army advances the cost of this war 
will increase enormously, and Yakoob Khan, 
it is said, has succeeded in combining under 
his banners nearly the whole strength of the 
Afghans, and even the border tribes whies 
were bribed into submission, or the sem­
blance of it, on the first advance, now show 
a very hostile disposition, and if hostilities 
be renewed they will, no doubt, do all they 
can to harass the British rear, cut off their 
communications, etc. The Afghans, it may 
be assumed, can not prevent the British 
advance, but they can make it costly in 
blood and treasure, and all that can be 
gained will not recompense the Empire for 
the. sacrifices it must make. The Jingo 
policy must soon be thoroughly detested in 
England. Of the officers who have most 
distinguished themselves in this and in the 
Zulu war very many are Irish and not a few 
bear unmistakeable Irish names.

.1On the penitentiaries item Mr. Anglin called 
attention to the decreased appropriation for 
St. Vincent de Paul. James McDonald said 
the cost of maintenance per head at that insti­
tution was $324 as compared with $170 at 
Kingston. It was intended to try and reduce 
the expense at St. Vincent.

Mr. Mackenzie called attention to the attack 
which Sir John Macdonald made on the Gov­
ernment last session on account of the employ­
ment of prison labor in manufacturing, and 
asked if the policy of employing the prisoners 
had been changed.

Sir John said that changes would be made 
as fast as possible, so that the labor of prison­
ers would not compete with honest labor.

Mr. Mackenzie said any kind of work to 
which they could be put would enter into 
competition with outside labor. He had the 
furniture for the Military College and the 
iron work for the library made at Kingston, 
that was taking so much from the cabinet 
makers and iron workers. Did the Ministers 
mean to say that these things should have 
been bought outside?

Messrs. Coursol and Houde spoke in favor 
of employing the men wholly on manufactures 
and sending the products or their labor to be 
slaughtered in the United States market, so as 
not to interfere with our own.

Mr. Mackenzie said there was a delightfully 
comic air about the proposal.

On the item of House of Commons salaries, 
Mr. Anglin said it had alwas been understood 
that the Speaker’s salary went on until his 
successor took office. He drew his salary up 
to Dec. 31st, and when he went for his salary 
for January and thirteen days of February, he 
found that the Deputy Minister had given an 
opinion that he was not entitled to it. His pre­
decessors had always been paid up to the elec­
tion of their successors. He was entitled to 
about $500, and he hoped the Government 
would settle the principle involved.

Mr. James McDonald said the matter was 
under consideration and ample justice would 
be done.

Mr. Mills, Mr. Anglin and others condemn­
ed the employment of so many clerks, mes­
sengers, etc. There was nothing for half of 
them to do.

Mr. Anglin asked, on the immigration item, 
why so large a staff was kept up, after the 
complaints made last session and the assertions 
that no more immigrants were wanted?

Mr. J. H. Pope said no money would be ex­
pended for laborers to come to this country 
and compete with the over-stocked labor 
market. We wanted settlers to colonize the 
Northwest.

Mr. Anglin said it appeared that while there 
was to be a serious redaction in the expense of 
procuring emigrants, the expense of receiving 
them was to be kept up as large as before.

Mr. Pope said, in reply to a question, that 
Thos. Potts was dismissed.

At 10.40 Mr. Mackenzie asked that no 
further progress be made, and Sir John assent­
ed to the committee’s rising.

maker that he is entitled to a duty of 35 per 
cent., but that it will not make furniture any 
dearer to those who use it, etc. The cotton 
mills have already put up the price of cotton, 
and he did not hesitate to say that the in­
crease has been caused solely by the increase 
in the price of raw cotton, although, in fact, 
that is not equal to a fourth of. the increase 
in the price of cloth. The price of sugar 
has fallen greatly in the markets of the world 
within a few weeks, and the Redpath’s, not- 
withstanding the high protection they en­
joyed, are obliged to sell sugar at half a cent 
or thereabouts less than sugar of the same 
quality sold for before the National Policy
